11 As ye know how we exhorted and comforted and charged every one of you, as a father doth his children,

12 That ye would walk worthy of God, who hath called you unto his kingdom and glory.
1 Thessalonians 4:11-12

11 And that ye study to be quiet, and to do your own business, and to work with your own hands, as we commanded you;
12 That ye may walk honestly toward them that are without, and that ye may have lack of nothing.

Note:  Why such an emphasis on living quietly; Commanded to actually study to be quiet in your work?  Most labor is not done as well when the worker is carrying on a conversation with others.  Indeed, it is hard to hold a job when you are spending too much time talking, and as a result too little time working.  Excessive talking (or if you will meddling in other's affairs) seems to have been the reason why some folks were not working.  This idle talk, this meddling in the affairs of others, may have been disguised as Ministry, but in reality, this idle talking was simply loafing, in reality being nothing but a sluggard. 
2 Thessalonians 3:1-11
1 Finally, brethren, pray for us, that the word of the Lord may have free course, and be glorified, even as it is with you:

2 And that we may be delivered from unreasonable and wicked men: for all men have not faith.

3 But the Lord is faithful, who shall stablish you, and keep you from evil.
4 And we have confidence in the Lord touching you, that ye both do and will do the things which we command you.
5 And the Lord direct your hearts into the love of God, and into the patient waiting for Christ.
6 Now we command you, brethren, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye withdraw yourselves from every brother that walketh disorderly, and not after the tradition which he received of us.


Note: Withdraw from every brother, those who claim to be one of the Brethren, Born Again Believers, who do not walk orderly.  Furthermore, we are to withdraw from all non-believers, and have nothing to do with them outside of truly witnessing with them, or the normal contact we may have with others at work, in dealing with them outside of personal relationships, 2 Corinthians 6:14-18, www.alemattec.com/16 Among all this people there were seven hundred chosen men lefthanded; every one could sling stones at an hair breadth, and not miss.doc.  Not only withdraw from these "Brethren" that walk disorderly, but we are Commanded if there are those within the Church that cause divisions and offenses to "mark them," Romans 16:17.
7 For yourselves know how ye ought to follow us: for we behaved not ourselves disorderly among you;
8 Neither did we eat any man's bread for nought; but wrought with labour and travail night and day, that we might not be chargeable to any of you:

9 Not because we have not power, but to make ourselves an ensample unto you to follow us.


Note:  " . . . but to make ourselves an ensample unto you to follow us."  Ensample here in the Greek means:  A figure, model, type.  That is, the mark of a blow.  In the time of the Apostles, a stamp struck by a die.  Properly, an exact model forged by repetition.  This model, this example was to be based then on a reliable precedent for others to follow, (i.e. the setting forth the right example, a proper pattern).  A type or a model (for imitation). 
Sluggards are not ALWAYS THOSE WHO AVOID WORK ALTOGETHER.  Sluggards may be those who work very hard at avoiding the type of work which they find as too difficult or taxing.  Certainly, in the "churches" today, there are those who go into full-time Christian Ministry simply because they are sluggards.  Indeed, there are many examples of this throughout Church history.  These "Christian" Ministers as sluggards go about their "work" which is “easy,” because they know that working for a living through secular employment with their sluggard attitude is just too hard.  With such an attitude toward work, these sluggards in secular employment would be paid so much less for their non-effort.  Indeed, these types are the sluggards, the freeloaders that Apostle Paul is dealing with in the Thessalonian Church, which were those who refused work in any and every form.  They, too, are those who avoid one kind of work by becoming "too busily engaged" in other “work.”  To make this even more evil, they would be inclined to call this “work” their Ministry.  Here, the Apostle Paul is clear that these sluggards, these freeloaders may be engaged in work, but that their “work” is not really productive. Often these "Ministers" are so deceived by satan, because they "feel they are religious," and therefore they believe they are truly Saved when they are often not Saved at all.  Furthermore, satan places them there within the Churches, and this non-productive "work" is used as a pretext for nothing more than gossip and causing trouble within the Churches.

The early Church, the people cared one for another and in this Brotherly Love sold everything they had and shared with one another, with the Brethren, NOT to those outside the Church.
Acts 2:40-47
40 And with many other words did he testify and exhort, saying, Save yourselves from this untoward generation.

41 Then they that gladly received his word were baptized: and the same day there were added unto them about three thousand souls.

42 And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers.

43 And fear came upon every soul: and many wonders and signs were done by the apostles.
44 And all that believed were together, and had all things common;

45 And sold their possessions and goods, and parted them to all men, as every man had need.


Note:  There was never a Command to do this, but simply out of Christian love this was done.  Distribution was made only as any one had need.  It was only such liberality to the poor as should characterize the Churches of the Lord Jesus Christ in every age and country.  Poor Brethren must not be allowed to suffer for the necessaries of life, though it require us to divide with them the last loaf in our possession.  1 John 3:17, 17 But whoso hath this world's good, and seeth his brother have need, and shutteth up his bowels of compassion from him, how dwelleth the love of God in him?  This conduct was in marked contrast with the neglect of the poor which was then common among the Jews, even in violation of their own Law, and which was universal among the Gentiles.  Indeed, nothing of this kind had ever been seen on earth before.  However, this is not to be drawn into a precedent, or an example in after times, nor is it ever any such thing proposed to the Christian Churches, or exhorted or Commanded by any of the Apostles.
46 And they, continuing daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking bread from house to house, did eat their meat with gladness and singleness of heart,

47 Praising God, and having favour with all the people. And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved.
Acts 4:34-35
34 Neither was there any among them that lacked: for as many as were possessors of lands or houses sold them, and brought the prices of the things that were sold,

35 And laid them down at the apostles' feet: and distribution was made unto every man according as he had need.

returning to 2 Thessalonians 3:10-11:
10 For even when we were with you, this we commanded you, that if any would not work, neither should he eat.

11 For we hear that there are some which walk among you disorderly, working not at all, but are busybodies.
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1 Timothy 5:11-15
11 But the younger widows refuse: for when they have begun to wax wanton against Christ, they will marry;

12 Having damnation, because they have cast off their first faith.
13 And withal they learn to be idle, wandering about from house to house; and not only idle, but tattlers also and busybodies, speaking things which they ought not.
14 I will therefore that the younger women marry, bear children, guide the house, give none occasion to the adversary to speak reproachfully.

15 For some are already turned aside after Satan.
Luke 10:5-7
5 And into whatsoever house ye enter, first say, Peace be to this house.

6 And if the son of peace be there, your peace shall rest upon it: if not, it shall turn to you again.

7 And in the same house remain, eating and drinking such things as they give: for the labourer is worthy of his hire. Go not from house to house.

DeWitt is a native son in every way, and this must make his apostasy all the more difficult for others to make sense of and to accept. He is descended from a long line of preachers on both sides of the family. His paternal grandfather helped establish at least 16 different churches in Louisiana, including one in DeRidder, he told me. (I found 69 churches in the town directory, though some may be inactive.) DeWitt grew up in the church, but it was only at 17, after being “saved” during a weekend visit to Jimmy Swaggart’s church in Baton Rouge, that he became a passionate Christian, 1 Timothy 5:22. Weeks later he spoke in tongues for the first time. Soon after that, sitting in church, he heard his pastor call on him to deliver a homily. Terrified, he asked if he could have a few minutes to pray for guidance. He stepped to the pulpit with his finger on a passage from the Gospel of Mark, and spoke for 15 minutes on the “seed of David.” The crowd loved it. “It was the biggest high I’d ever had,” he told me. “I knew right then that preaching was what I wanted to do with the rest of my life.” He married a local girl at age 20, and two weeks after the wedding, he received an invitation to speak at a camp meeting in Lucedale, Miss. There he preached to overflow crowds of whooping Pentecostals who were speaking in tongues.
