Romans 13:12-14

 12The night is far spent, the day is at hand: let us therefore cast off the works of darkness, and let us put on the armour of light. 

 13Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and drunkenness, not in chambering and wantonness, not in strife and envying. 

 14But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not provision for the flesh, to fulfil the lusts thereof.



Luke 21:33-35

 33Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass away. 

 34And take heed to yourselves, lest at any time your hearts be overcharged with surfeiting, and drunkenness, and cares of this life, and so that day come upon you unawares. 

 35For as a snare shall it come on all them that dwell on the face of the whole earth.


Acts 2:1-13

 1And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. 

 2And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting. 

 3And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them. 

 4And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. 

 5And there were dwelling at Jerusalem Jews, devout men, out of every nation under heaven. 

 6Now when this was noised abroad, the multitude came together, and were confounded, because that every man heard them speak in his own language. 

 7And they were all amazed and marvelled, saying one to another, Behold, are not all these which speak Galilaeans? 

 8And how hear we every man in our own tongue, wherein we were born? 

 9Parthians, and Medes, and Elamites, and the dwellers in Mesopotamia, and in Judaea, and Cappadocia, in Pontus, and Asia, 

 10Phrygia, and Pamphylia, in Egypt, and in the parts of Libya about Cyrene, and strangers of Rome, Jews and proselytes, 

 11Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them speak in our tongues the wonderful works of God. 

 12And they were all amazed, and were in doubt, saying one to another, What meaneth this? 

 13Others mocking said, These men are full of new wine.


The scorn which some made of it who were natives of Judea and Jerusalem, Jews -- most likely by the Scribes and Pharisees, and Chief priests, who always resisted the Holy Ghost and attack God's Elect; they said, These men are full of new wine, or sweet wine; they have drunk too much!

Not that they were so absurd as to think that the Apostles were all drunk and that being drunk it enabled them then to speak other languages which they never learned; but these, being native Jews they knew not, as the others did, that what was spoken wasn't gibberish but really the languages of other nations, and therefore took it to be gibberish and nonsense, such as drunkards or as fools in Israel, would sometimes talk when drunk. These who claimed God as their own with their mouths, but their hearts were far from Him Matthew 15:7-9, these Scribes and Pharisee's who the Lord Jesus Christ cursed "Woe unto you . . . ,  Isaiah 5:19-21, Isaiah 45:8-10, Jeremiah 23:1-3, Matthew 23:13-16; Matthew 23:23-29" resolved not to believe the finger of the Holy Spirit in Christ's miracles; they turned Him off with this absurd accusation of the Lord Jesus Christ as well, "He casteth out devils by compact with the prince of the devils; Mark 3:22-26" so, when they resolved not to believe the voice of the Holy Spirit in the Apostles' Preaching, they turned Him off with this, "These men are full of new wine". Therefore, if they called the Master of the house a wine-bibber Luke 7:33-35, no marvel if they so call those of His (household, i.e.:  world) the same.



Acts 2:14-21

 14But Peter, standing up with the eleven, lifted up his voice, and said unto them, Ye men of Judaea, and all ye that dwell at Jerusalem, be this known unto you, and hearken to my words: 

 15For these are not drunken, as ye suppose, seeing it is but the third hour of the day. 

 16But this is that which was spoken by the prophet Joel; 

 17And it shall come to pass in the last days, saith God, I will pour out of my Spirit upon all flesh: and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, and your old men shall dream dreams: 

 18And on my servants and on my handmaidens I will pour out in those days of my Spirit; and they shall prophesy: 

 19And I will shew wonders in heaven above, and signs in the earth beneath; blood, and fire, and vapour of smoke: 

 20The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the great and notable day of the Lord come: 

 21And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall be saved.


We have here the first-fruits of the Holy Spirit in the Sermon which the Apostle Peter Preached immediately, directed, not to those of other nations in a strange language (we are not told what answer he gave to those that were amazed, and said, What meaneth this?) this to the Jews in their own language to those that mocked; for he begins with the notice of that (v. 15), and addresses his discourse (v. 14) to the men of Judea and the inhabitants of Jerusalem; but we have reason enough to think that the other Apostles continued to speak to those who understood them (and therefore flocked about them), in the languages of their respective countries, the wonderful works of God. We have to understand that the 3,000 Called to God that very day was not by Peter's Preaching only, that 3,000 souls were that day converted and saved, and added to the Church; but Peter's sermon only is recorded, to be an evidence for him that he was thoroughly recovered from his fall, and thoroughly restored to the divine favor. He that had sneakingly denied His Lord and Savior the Lord Jesus Christ thrice now as courageously confesses Him. Observe, the Apostle Peter's introduction or preface, wherein he craves the attention of the auditory, or rather demands it: Peter stood up (as did the other 11 Apostles (v. 14), to show that they were not drunk; the men of God, the Apostles who are of greatest authority stood up to speak to the scoffing Jews, and to confront those who contradicted and blasphemed the Holy Spirit).
