We need to remember, this is an Old Testament proverb, where people followed because they were part of the nation.  A proverb is an adage, that is:  a saying often in metaphorical form that embodies a common observation.  You train a child in the right direction, and they may depart but return to their roots, their religion.  In the New Testament, faith does not come to all, but to God’s Chosen, for many are Called, but few Chosen.  In fact, whole families who do great jobs raising their children who then have children that depart and never return.  

 

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth tells us, There SHALL be three against two and two against three from one house divided.  We cannot drag the Old Testament into the New Testament, but see that the Old Testament is just a School Teacher, to show us the mind of God.  The School Teacher, or Schoolmaster, was a Tudor, and is the sense of the word in the Old Testament, and is how it is used in the New Testament:  The Schoolmaster, Tudor was the role of the Law ( in the Old Testament), especially the necessary "letter of the Law" which was laid for the (foundation, technicalities) needed to establish the Doctrines of Salvation:  which is in and by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ALONE, Grace in and by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ALONE, Faith in and by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ALONE, etc.


The Schoolmaster, Tudor, in the Old Testament was, a legally appointed overseer, authorized to train (bring) up a child by administering discipline, chastisement, and instruction, i.e. doing what was necessary to promote development.  This child, boy or girl under training, was a child under training (strict oversight), emphasizing their ongoing development necessary to reach their highest (eternal) destiny.   Therefore, the Schoolmaster, Tudor, was to a son or daughter up to 20 years old (the age of "complete adulthood" in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible).  Up to that age, the age of 20, the son or daughter was considered a child.


So now we have a better understand of what the Apostle Paul was trying to explain to the Corinthian Church . . .

1 Corinthians 13:1-13

 1Though I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, and have not charity, I am become as sounding brass, or a tinkling cymbal. 

 2And though I have the gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries, and all knowledge; and though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, and have not charity, I am nothing. 

 3And though I bestow all my goods to feed the poor, and though I give my body to be burned, and have not charity, it profiteth me nothing. 

 4Charity suffereth long, and is kind; charity envieth not; charity vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up, 

 5Doth not behave itself unseemly, seeketh not her own, is not easily provoked, thinketh no evil; 

 6Rejoiceth not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in the truth; 

 7Beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth all things, endureth all things. 

 8Charity never faileth: but whether there be prophecies, they shall fail; whether there be tongues, they shall cease; whether there be knowledge, it shall vanish away. 

 9For we know in part, and we prophesy in part. 

 10But when that which is perfect is come, then that which is in part shall be done away. 

 11When I was a child, I spake as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child: but when I became a man, I put away childish things. 

 12For now we see through a glass, darkly; but then face to face: now I know in part; but then shall I know even as also I am known. 

 13And now abideth faith, hope, charity, these three; but the greatest of these is charity.


When we were under the SchoolMaster, the Tudor, we were being taught of God, the letter of the Law (the Old Testament), until we were of full age, i.e.:  became a man.  When I became a man, one of Legal Age, have been taught of the Old Testament the mind of God, the letter of the Law, and now when we received the fullness of the New Testament, we were to put away the childish understanding, the letter of the Law.  To a child, EVERYTHING is either black or white.  There is no discernment of gray areas.  Furthermore, there is no understanding of the New Testament, nor the Law of Christ, nor the Righteousness of God by faith, according to the letter of the Law under the Schoolmaster, the Tudor, the Old Testament. . . .  It is not until we became a man, when the New Testament was completed, when the Book of Revelation was finished, and we had the full understand of the Law of Christ, and the Righteousness of God by faith, then we put away the Childish things or ways of trying to be right with God, under the letter of the Law in the Old Testament.

The Law of God was to show us that we could NOT keep God's Law as our forefathers could not, Acts 15:6-32, and that the Law was the knowledge of sin.  How?  Romans 7:7 " . . . Nay, I had not known sin, but by the law: for I had not known lust, except the law had said, Thou shalt not covet."  Romans 3:20, 20Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for by the law is the knowledge of sin.  We would not know we were not to covet, we would not have known not to lust, except God had told us not to in His Law.  We simple, unless God told us it was sin, which is violating our relationship with a perfect, whole, Just, Righteous God, would not know it was sin.  Therefore, when the Law told us so, it gave us the knowledge that our coveting was a sin before God.  Again, before God's Law, we had no knowledge that were were violating our relationship with God, which is sin, and which requires death.

Galatians 6:1-3

 1Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, ye which are spiritual, restore such an one in the spirit of meekness; considering thyself, lest thou also be tempted. 

 2Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil the law of Christ. 

 3For if a man think himself to be something, when he is nothing, he deceiveth himself.


Romans 7:5-7

 5For when we were in the flesh, the motions of sins, which were by the law, did work in our members to bring forth fruit unto death. 

 6But now we are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the oldness of the letter. 

 7What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid. Nay, I had not known sin, but by the law: for I had not known lust, except the law had said, Thou shalt not covet.

Romans 3:19-27

 19Now we know that what things soever the law saith, it saith to them who are under the law: that every mouth may be stopped, and all the world may become guilty before God. 

 20Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for by the law is the knowledge of sin. 

 21But now the righteousness of God without the law is manifested, being witnessed by the law and the prophets; 

Note:  manifested, means made known.


 22Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and upon all them that believe: for there is no difference: 

 23For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God; 

 24Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus: 

 25Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God; 

 26To declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that he might be just, and the justifier of him which believeth in Jesus. 

 27Where is boasting then? It is excluded. By what law? of works? Nay: but by the law of faith.

 

Galatians 3:24-25

24Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith.

25But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster.

Luke 12:52

52For from henceforth there shall be five in one house divided, three against two, and two against three.
