What does Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible say about the man that leads the people?


2 Samuel 23:1-3

1 Now these be the last words of David. David the son of Jesse said, and the man who was raised up on high, the anointed of the God of Jacob, and the sweet psalmist of Israel, said,

2 The Spirit of the Lord spake by me, and his word was in my tongue.

3 The God of Israel said, the Rock of Israel spake to me, He that ruleth over men must be just, ruling in the fear of God.


Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ Himself, the Rock of Israel, said to King David, ". . . He that ruleth over men must be just, ruling in the fear of God."

Notice that the Lord Jesus Christ, the Rock of Israel, did NOT say that this was limited to the Nation of Israel.  Simply, " . . . He that ruleth over men must be just, ruling in the fear of God."

A just CHRISTIAN man, to us today, that is one who has the fear of the Lord, the fear of God is always on his mind, as a man's whole world view is affected by his faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone as his Head; that is, how he sees himself, before both God and man, and how he behaves in that he has a Higher Authority to which to answer.

Let's see WHO this Rock of Israel is, and of Who King David speaks . . .


2 Samuel 22:47-48

47 The Lord liveth; and blessed be my rock; and exalted be the God of the rock of my salvation.

48 It is God that avengeth me, and that bringeth down the people under me.



Numbers 20:1-13

20 Then came the children of Israel, even the whole congregation, into the desert of Zin in the first month: and the people abode in Kadesh; and Miriam died there, and was buried there.

2 And there was no water for the congregation: and they gathered themselves together against Moses and against Aaron.

3 And the people chode with Moses, and spake, saying, Would God that we had died when our brethren died before the Lord!

4 And why have ye brought up the congregation of the Lord into this wilderness, that we and our cattle should die there?

5 And wherefore have ye made us to come up out of Egypt, to bring us in unto this evil place? it is no place of seed, or of figs, or of vines, or of pomegranates; neither is there any water to drink.

6 And Moses and Aaron went from the presence of the assembly unto the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, and they fell upon their faces: and the glory of the Lord appeared unto them.

7 And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying,

8 Take the rod, and gather thou the assembly together, thou, and Aaron thy brother, and speak ye unto the rock before their eyes; and it shall give forth his water, and thou shalt bring forth to them water out of the rock: so thou shalt give the congregation and their beasts drink.

Note:  It shall give forth His Water, this is VERY important, as you will see.  The Rock will give forth His Water.  Water is representative of the Holy Spirit.  This water is Not only a physical refreshment that would allow them/us to live in the present, but most importantly, a Spiritual refreshment unto eternity.


9 And Moses took the rod from before the Lord, as he commanded him.

10 And Moses and Aaron gathered the congregation together before the rock, and he said unto them, Hear now, ye rebels; must we fetch you water out of this rock?

11 And Moses lifted up his hand, and with his rod he smote the rock twice: and the water came out abundantly, and the congregation drank, and their beasts also.

Note:

Psalm 78:15
  15 He clave the rocks in the wilderness, and gave them drink as out of the great depths.

Clave in the Hebrew means:  to split, cleave, break open, divide, to break into.

In the Psalm above, the mention of rocks in the plural number, for there were two that were smitten in two different places, and at two different times.



12 And the Lord spake unto Moses and Aaron, Because ye believed me not, to sanctify me in the eyes of the children of Israel, therefore ye shall not bring this congregation into the land which I have given them.

13 This is the water of Meribah; because the children of Israel strove with the Lord, and he was sanctified in them.


Note:  It is called Meribah, MeribahKadesh,  which means the water of strife; to perpetuate the remembrance of the people's sin, and Moses and Aaron's, and yet of God's Mercy, Who supplied them with water, and owned and honored Moses and Aaron even though they had sinned against the Lord of Hosts, the I AM HE. Thus, The Lord God, God the Father was glorified by His Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as He is the Holy One of Israel, so He is called when His Mercy rejoices against His Judgment:

Hosea 11:1, 9-11
1 When Israel was a child, then I loved him, and called my son out of Egypt.

9 I will not execute the fierceness of mine anger, I will not return to destroy Ephraim: for I am God, and not man; the Holy One in the midst of thee: and I will not enter into the city.

10 They shall walk after the Lord: he shall roar like a lion: when he shall roar, then the children shall tremble from the west.

Revelation 10:1-4

1 And I saw another mighty angel come down from heaven, clothed with a cloud: and a rainbow was upon his head, and his face was as it were the sun, and his feet as pillars of fire:

Note:  And I saw another, another mighty angel, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, God's messenger" . . .and a rainbow was upon his head, . . . " the emblem of God's Covenant Mercy to His people, amidst His Judgments against His foes.  Revelation 1:7-16


2 And he had in his hand a little book open: and he set his right foot upon the sea, and his left foot on the earth,

3 And cried with a loud voice, as when a lion roareth: and when he had cried, seven thunders uttered their voices.

Note: 3 "And cried with a loud voice, as when a lion roareth; . . ." as A Lion roareth loud and terrible; and indeed it was the voice of the Lion of the Tribe of Judah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which was heard near and far, throughout the whole world, by His people, those Called of God, the Elect, and is terrible to His enemies: and when He had cried, seven thunders uttered their voices . . . which many have understood as His Ministers of His Gospel in the times of the Reformation:  Luther, Calvin, etc . . .  


Deuteronomy 32:48-51

48 And the Lord spake unto Moses that selfsame day, saying,

49 Get thee up into this mountain Abarim, unto mount Nebo, which is in the land of Moab, that is over against Jericho; and behold the land of Canaan, which I give unto the children of Israel for a possession:

50 And die in the mount whither thou goest up, and be gathered unto thy people; as Aaron thy brother died in mount Hor, and was gathered unto his people:

51 Because ye trespassed against me among the children of Israel at the waters of MeribahKadesh, in the wilderness of Zin; because ye sanctified me not in the midst of the children of Israel.

52 Yet thou shalt see the land before thee; but thou shalt not go thither unto the land which I give the children of Israel.



Numbers 20:11
11 And Moses lifted up his hand, and with his rod he smote the rock twice: and the water came out abundantly, and the congregation drank, and their beasts also.


1 Corinthians 10:4
4 And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ.

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, was that Spiritual Rock . . . the Spiritual Rock that followed them, followed the people of Israel, ever watching over His flock, and that Rock, that Spiritual Rock was the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. 


Numbers 20:11
"11 And Moses lifted up his hand, and with his rod he smote the rock twice: . . . " The Rock was representative of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth that would be "smitten of God" . . .


Isaiah 53:4
4Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted.

By striking "the Rock", the Spiritual Rock, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth TWICE, which the Lord of Hosts had not Commanded, it would be misinterpreted by people that it might represented that God would smite the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth TWICE, not ONCE as God did.  As He, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, fully paid the price for His people's sins, the Elect of God, those Called by God, the True Worshipers, with ONE sacrifice, and is never more to be smitten again of God, for He sits at the right hand of God the Father in Glory.

Hebrews 10:12
12 But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God;

This was a grievous sin, to be punished by God, the Mighty God of Israel, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Shepherd of Israel;, the great I AM, the great I AM HE, and the punishment to Moses and Aaron was that they would not enter the Promised Land, although God would show His Mercy yet again to Moses, and would allow Moses to see it.

Numbers 20:12
12 And the Lord spake unto Moses and Aaron, Because ye believed me not, to sanctify me in the eyes of the children of Israel, therefore ye shall not bring this congregation into the land which I have given them.

There was no water for the congregation. We live in a wanting world, and wherever we are, must expect to meet with something that we lack, but for which we have great need. It is a great mercy from God to have plenty of water, again not just physical water, but the Holy Spirit going forth to many . . .  A mercy which, if we lack, we should all the more give glory to God for what He has provided by His hand, when He brings the rains, both physical and spiritual. 

Here, though, the people murmured against Moses and Aaron. They spake the same absurd and brutish language their fathers had done against these same men, these men Called of God, imperfect men for sure as we will see. It made the people's crime all the worse, that they had to travel so long for the sins of, and discontent and distrusts of their fathers, yet they venture in the same steps. Moses must again, in God's name, command water out of a rock for them; God is as able as ever to supply His people with what is needful for them.

Moses and Aaron acted wrong and sinned against the Lord of Hosts, against God Himself. They took the glory of this work of wonder to themselves, "Must we fetch water?" As if it were done by some power or worthiness of their own, not that of the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Shepherd of Israel, the One who was leading them and providing them His Manna from Heaven.

God, God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, had Commanded them to . . . speak to the Rock, but they smote it.  They were Commanded to speak to the Rock, and The Rock will give forth His Water.  Water is representative of the Holy Spirit.

This water was Not only a physical refreshment that would allow them/us to live in the present, but most importantly, a Spiritual refreshment unto eternity.

Smote it not once, but twice! Therefore God's charge against them is that they did not sanctify their God, that is, they did not give to Him alone that Glory of this miracle which was due unto Him, and by His name. Being provoked by the people, Moses spake unadvisedly with his lips. This same pride of man, would still usurp The Office of the appointed Mediator, the Lord of Hosts, the very Son of God Himself; and become to themselves, or us to ourselves wisdom, righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption of sin by our own will, by our own works. Such a state of sinful independence, such a rebellion of the soul against its Lord, God, and Savior and the Voice of God by His Holy Word condemns in every age, and every page of His Gospel, as He is the Mighty God, the Lord of Hosts, the Shepherd of Israel.


Isaiah 6:3
3And one cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of hosts: the whole earth is full of his glory.


Isaiah 42:8
8I am the LORD: that is my name: and my glory will I not give to another, neither my praise to graven images.




Deuteronomy 8:14-18

14 Then thine heart be lifted up, and thou forget the Lord thy God, which brought thee forth out of the land of Egypt, from the house of bondage;

15 Who led thee through that great and terrible wilderness, wherein were fiery serpents, and scorpions, and drought, where there was no water; who brought thee forth water out of the rock of flint;

Note:  Very extraordinary; by striking flint, fire is ordinarily produced, and not water brought forth . . . .

Psalm 114:7-8

7 Tremble, thou earth, at the presence of the Lord, at the presence of the God of Jacob;

8 Which turned the rock into a standing water, the flint into a fountain of waters.



16 Who fed thee in the wilderness with manna, which thy fathers knew not, that he might humble thee, and that he might prove thee, to do thee good at thy latter end;

(Note:  " . . . which thy fathers knew not, . . . "
Exodus 16:15
15 And when the children of Israel saw it, they said one to another, It is manna: for they wist not what it was. And Moses said unto them, This is the bread which the Lord hath given you to eat.)



17 And thou say in thine heart, My power and the might of mine hand hath gotten me this wealth.

18 But thou shalt remember the Lord thy God: for it is he that giveth thee power to get wealth, that he may establish his covenant which he sware unto thy fathers, as it is this day.




Exodus 17:1-6

1 And all the congregation of the children of Israel journeyed from the wilderness of Sin, after their journeys, according to the commandment of the Lord, and pitched in Rephidim: and there was no water for the people to drink.

2 Wherefore the people did chide with Moses, and said, Give us water that we may drink. And Moses said unto them, Why chide ye with me? wherefore do ye tempt the Lord?

3 And the people thirsted there for water; and the people murmured against Moses, and said, Wherefore is this that thou hast brought us up out of Egypt, to kill us and our children and our cattle with thirst?

4 And Moses cried unto the Lord, saying, What shall I do unto this people? they be almost ready to stone me.

5 And the Lord said unto Moses, Go on before the people, and take with thee of the elders of Israel; and thy rod, wherewith thou smotest the river, take in thine hand, and go.

6 Behold, I will stand before thee there upon the rock in Horeb; and thou shalt smite the rock, and there shall come water out of it, that the people may drink. And Moses did so in the sight of the elders of Israel.





Judges 6:20-22

20 And the angel of God said unto him, Take the flesh and the unleavened cakes, and lay them upon this rock, and pour out the broth. And he did so.

21 Then the angel of the Lord put forth the end of the staff that was in his hand, and touched the flesh and the unleavened cakes; and there rose up fire out of the rock, and consumed the flesh and the unleavened cakes. Then the angel of the Lord departed out of his sight.

22 And when Gideon perceived that he was an angel of the Lord, Gideon said, Alas, O Lord God! for because I have seen an angel of the Lord face to face.




1 Corinthians 10:1-13

1 Moreover, brethren, I would not that ye should be ignorant, how that all our fathers were under the cloud, and all passed through the sea;

2 And were all baptized unto Moses in the cloud and in the sea;

3 And did all eat the same spiritual meat;

4 And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ.

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, was that Spiritual Rock . . . the Spiritual Rock that followed them, followed the people of Israel, ever watching over His flock, and that Rock, that Spiritual Rock was the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  

5 But with many of them God was not well pleased: for they were overthrown in the wilderness.

6 Now these things were our examples, to the intent we should not lust after evil things, as they also lusted.

7 Neither be ye idolaters, as were some of them; as it is written, The people sat down to eat and drink, and rose up to play.

8 Neither let us commit fornication, as some of them committed, and fell in one day three and twenty thousand.

9 Neither let us tempt Christ, as some of them also tempted, and were destroyed of serpents.

Note:  Neither let us tempt Christ, as some of the also tempted the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Lord of Hosts, the Shepherd of Israel, the Great, I AM HE, and were destroyed by serpents, fiery serpents.  See Fiery Serpents . . . www.alemattec.com/sermon_notes.htm


10 Neither murmur ye, as some of them also murmured, and were destroyed of the destroyer.

11 Now all these things happened unto them for examples: and they are written for our admonition, upon whom the ends of the world are come.

12 Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he fall.

13 There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it.
