Exodus 23:8
8 And thou shalt take no gift: for the gift blindeth the wise, and perverteth the words of the righteous.

Note:  in the Hebrew, the word perverteth means:  to subvert -- overthrow, pervert, to twist.




Proverbs 17:23
23 A wicked man taketh a gift out of the bosom to pervert the ways of judgment.
Note:  This is true of both the giver and the receiver; the one gives out of his bosom, and the other takes if from him, to pervert correct judgment, the Truth.


Ecclesiastes 7:7
7 Surely oppression maketh a wise man mad; and a gift destroyeth the heart.
Note:  Which is to be understood either passively, when he is oppressed by others, or sees others oppressed.  It raises indignation in him, disturbs his mind, and if he acts rashly he is ready to pass a wrong judgment on the dispensations of God's Providence.  To say rash and unadvised things concerning them.  Or actively, of oppression with which he oppresses others.  When he gives into such measures, surely his wisdom departs from him.  His mind is besotted, (besot:   to make dull or stupid) he acts the part of a madman, and pierces himself through with many sorrows. This maybe speaks of wealth got in an illegally.  Or of gifts given to bribe men to do injury to others.  Which in so doing, the gift destroyeth the heart, blinds the eyes of judges who look the other way, perverts their judgment, and causes them for filthy lucre, money, to pass a wrong sentence, as well as perverts justice.  Thus, destroys the heart that is possessed of the gifts of wisdom and knowledge, a heart disposed to give bountifully and liberally, that oppression destroys and renders useless.



Deuteronomy 16:19
19 Thou shalt not wrest judgment; thou shalt not respect persons, neither take a gift: for a gift doth blind the eyes of the wise, and pervert the words of the righteous.

Note:  in the Hebrew, the word perverteth means:  to subvert -- overthrow, pervert, to twist.


1 Samuel 8:1-3

1 And it came to pass, when Samuel was old, that he made his sons judges over Israel.

2 Now the name of his firstborn was Joel; and the name of his second, Abiah: they were judges in Beersheba.

3 And his sons walked not in his ways, but turned aside after lucre, and took bribes, and perverted judgment.


Job 8:3
3 Doth God pervert judgment? or doth the Almighty pervert justice?


Job 34:12
12 Yea, surely God will not do wickedly, neither will the Almighty pervert judgment.


Jeremiah 3:21
21 A voice was heard upon the high places, weeping and supplications of the children of Israel: for they have perverted their way, and they have forgotten the Lord their God.
Note:  in the Hebrew, the word perverteth means:  to subvert -- overthrow, pervert, to twist.

Jeremiah 23:36
36 And the burden of the Lord shall ye mention no more: for every man's word shall be his burden; for ye have perverted the words of the living God, of the Lord of hosts our God.
Note:  in the Hebrew, the word perverteth means:  to subvert -- overthrow, pervert, to twist.


Luke 23:1-2

1 And the whole multitude of them arose, and led him unto Pilate.

2 And they began to accuse him, saying, We found this fellow perverting the nation, and forbidding to give tribute to Caesar, saying that he himself is Christ a King.

Note:  Perverting here in the Greek means:  Twisting, corrupt, oppose, distort, opposite of God's meaning.


Luke 23:13-16

13 And Pilate, when he had called together the chief priests and the rulers and the people,

14 Said unto them, Ye have brought this man unto me, as one that perverteth the people: and, behold, I, having examined him before you, have found no fault in this man touching those things whereof ye accuse him:

Note:  Perverteth here in the Greek means:  Twisting, corrupt, oppose, distort, opposite of God's meaning.

15 No, nor yet Herod: for I sent you to him; and, lo, nothing worthy of death is done unto him.

16 I will therefore chastise him, and release him.



Acts 13:1-11

1 Now there were in the church that was at Antioch certain prophets and teachers; as Barnabas, and Simeon that was called Niger, and Lucius of Cyrene, and Manaen, which had been brought up with Herod the tetrarch, and Saul.

2 As they ministered to the Lord, and fasted, the Holy Ghost said, Separate me Barnabas and Saul for the work whereunto I have called them.

3 And when they had fasted and prayed, and laid their hands on them, they sent them away.

4 So they, being sent forth by the Holy Ghost, departed unto Seleucia; and from thence they sailed to Cyprus.

5 And when they were at Salamis, they preached the word of God in the synagogues of the Jews: and they had also John to their minister.

6 And when they had gone through the isle unto Paphos, they found a certain sorcerer, a false prophet, a Jew, whose name was Barjesus:

7 Which was with the deputy of the country, Sergius Paulus, a prudent man; who called for Barnabas and Saul, and desired to hear the word of God.

8 But Elymas the sorcerer (for so is his name by interpretation) withstood them, seeking to turn away the deputy from the faith.

9 Then Saul, (who also is called Paul,) filled with the Holy Ghost, set his eyes on him.

10 And said, O full of all subtilty and all mischief, thou child of the devil, thou enemy of all righteousness, wilt thou not cease to pervert the right ways of the Lord?

Note:  Perverteth here in the Greek means:  Twisting, corrupt, oppose, distort, opposite of God's meaning.


11 And now, behold, the hand of the Lord is upon thee, and thou shalt be blind, not seeing the sun for a season. And immediately there fell on him a mist and a darkness; and he went about seeking some to lead him by the hand.





Galatians 1:6-12

6 I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel:

7 Which is not another; but there be some that trouble you, and would pervert the gospel of Christ.

Note:  Pervert here in the Greek means:   I turn, change, corrupt, pervert, transmute.  Transmute (Transmute:  to change or alter in form, appearance, or nature) or (figuratively) corrupt -- pervert, turn.  Here, the Judaizers troubled them.  These Judaizers came in as spies, to destroy the Church from within, perverting the Word of God, false Brethren.

8 But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed.

9 As we said before, so say I now again, if any man preach any other gospel unto you than that ye have received, let him be accursed.

10 For do I now persuade men, or God? or do I seek to please men? for if I yet pleased men, I should not be the servant of Christ.

Note:  The word servant, does NOT mean servant, but in the Greek:  a male slave.  It is the Greek word:  Transliteration: doulos.  Properly, someone who belongs to another; a bond-slave, one without any ownership rights of their own. 


11 But I certify you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached of me is not after man.

12 For I neither received it of man, neither was I taught it, but by the revelation of Jesus Christ.




Galatians 2:4-5

4 And that because of false brethren unawares brought in, who came in privily to spy out our liberty which we have in Christ Jesus, that they might bring us into bondage:

5 To whom we gave place by subjection, no, not for an hour; that the truth of the gospel might continue with you.

Note:  The false Brethren, a false brother in Christ Jesus, pretend Christians, pretenders who have snuck in unawares, without the Churches' knowledge, as spies.  To spy in the Greek means:  I spy out, plot against, inspect.  Those who look down on someone with a hostile perspective; to spy ("check out"); intently look at, especially to inflict harm (damage); to observe something secretly, i.e. with covered (evil) motives, to destroy an organization from within. 



Galatians 2:14
14 But when I saw that they walked not uprightly according to the truth of the gospel, I said unto Peter before them all, If thou, being a Jew, livest after the manner of Gentiles, and not as do the Jews, why compellest thou the Gentiles to live as do the Jews?

Note:  " . . . to live as do the Jews?"  In the Greek meaning:  Judaean, i.e. Belonging to Jehudah -- Jew(-ess), of Judaea.  "Judaize" -- live as do the Jews.



Galatians 5:11-12

11 And I, brethren, if I yet preach circumcision, why do I yet suffer persecution? then is the offence of the cross ceased.

12 I would they were even cut off which trouble you.

Note:  The Apostle Paul said here, that those who trouble you, that is -- the Judaizers, would to God that they were cut off!  As in Genesis 9:11 meaning to die, be made dead:

Genesis 9:11
11 And I will establish my covenant with you, neither shall all flesh be cut off any more by the waters of a flood; neither shall there any more be a flood to destroy the earth.


Exactly the same when God is speaking of His Own Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:


Isaiah 53:1-9

1 Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the Lord revealed?

2 For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath no form nor comeliness; and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire him.

3 He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.

4 Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted.

5 But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.

6 All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the Lord hath laid on him the iniquity of us all.

7 He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth.

8 He was taken from prison and from judgment: and who shall declare his generation? for he was cut off out of the land of the living: for the transgression of my people was he stricken.

9 And he made his grave with the wicked, and with the rich in his death; because he had done no violence, neither was any deceit in his mouth.


Again . . .


Galatians 5:11-12

11 And I, brethren, if I yet preach circumcision, why do I yet suffer persecution? then is the offence of the cross ceased.

12 I would they were even cut off which trouble you.

Note:  The Apostle Paul said here, that those who trouble you, that is -- the Judaizers, would to God that they were cut off! 
These words are a solemn wish of the Apostle Paul with respect to the false teachers, the false Brethren who had come in to the early Church, or as an imprecation (imprecation:  curse.  Curse brought down by God), i.e.: the Judgment of God upon them, a curse upon them, being cursed of God, a curse upon these Judaizers.  That they, the  Judaizers, might be cut off out of the land of the living by the immediate hand of God, so that they might do no more harm to the Churches of Christ.  This, the Apostle Paul declares to the Galatians, and to us today, not out of hatred to their persons, but from a concern for the glory of God, and the good of His people, as they perverted the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

The Churches today pervert the Word of God by making everything about the Love of God, and nothing concerning His Justice, His Honor, His Righteousness violated by others.  Those in todays "churches" don't want to "judge" anybody or any blasphemy, as the Apostle Paul here does, that these who would pervert the word of God should be by God's Righteous Justice cut off from the land of the living, for perverting God's Word.  As that is the Apostle Paul's desire in order to protect the True Church of God.  As here is an example of a true Pastor inflamed with the zeal of God's Glory, and love for his flock.  As those that preach the letter of the Law cause men's consciences to always tremble, as did the Judaizers.  This then the Apostle Paul said not out of hatred to their persons, but from a concern for the Glory of God, and the good of God's people.  That is, that they may die, that they may be cut off by the hand of God.  These Judaizers, came in and perverted the Word of God, and did so for filthy money, lucre.  People in the Churches actually paid these false teachers, as they do today.


Titus 1:10-11

10 For there are many unruly and vain talkers and deceivers, specially they of the circumcision:
Note:  Judaizers, the circumcision, those who live as the Jews under the Law of God.

11 Whose mouths must be stopped, who subvert whole houses, teaching things which they ought not, for filthy lucre's sake.


Galatians 5:9
9 A little leaven leaveneth the whole lump.
Note:  Leaven, the Lord Jesus Christ taught us is Doctrine.  A little false doctrine, corrupts the whole Doctrine, as was done in the Churches, especially at the Church in Corinth.


1 Corinthians 5:6
6 Your glorying is not good. Know ye not that a little leaven leaveneth the whole lump?
Note:  Leaven, the Lord Jesus Christ taught us is Doctrine.  A little false doctrine, corrupts the whole Doctrine, as was done in the Churches, especially at the Church in Corinth.
