36 And he took a child, and set him in the midst of them: and when he had taken him in his arms, he said unto them,
37 Whosoever shall receive one of such children in my name, receiveth me: and whosoever shall receive me, receiveth not me, but him that sent me.
38 And John answered him, saying, Master, we saw one casting out devils in thy name, and he followeth not us: and we forbad him, because he followeth not us.
39 But Jesus said, Forbid him not: for there is no man which shall do a miracle in my name, that can lightly speak evil of me.
40 For he that is not against us is on our part.

Note:  If the man has spoken evil of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth before, he cannot do it again, or he cannot do it "quickly, or right way".  There must be some time before such an one apostatizes, if he ever does.  He cannot very easily and readily go into a way of blaspheming the name of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, by which he does his mighty works, unless he’s a hypocrite (an actor, liar, who is a wolf in sheep’s clothing, Matthew 7:15) as his conscience will not allow it.  Furthermore, it would be contrary to his interest before men if by the name of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth he had gained miracles, for to dishonor that name, would be to reproach himself and mark him as a fake, a liar, a non-believer, a wolf in sheep’s clothing.


No man can call the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth accursed, who (truly) casts out devils (demons) in His name.
1 Corinthians 12:3
3 Wherefore I give you to understand, that no man speaking by the Spirit of God calleth Jesus accursed: and that no man can say that Jesus is the Lord, but by the Holy Ghost.


Two principles of immense importance are here laid down by the Lord Jesus Christ: First, no one will readily speak evil of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth who has the faith to do a miracle in His name.  Secondly, if such a person is not against us, says the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, you are to consider him for us.
Matthew 12:30
30 He that is not with me is against me; and he that gathereth not with me scattereth abroad.
Many have been like the Apostles, including the Roman Catholic “church,” and also Protestant denominations, and others who are ready to silence men who have success in Preaching to sinners repentance in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, because they follow not with them or through their seminaries. The Lord Jesus Christ blamed the Apostles, reminding them that he who wrought miracles in His name would not be likely to hurt His cause. If sinners are brought to repent, to believe in the Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and to live sober (not intoxicated by the world system which is against God,) righteous, and godly lives, we then see that the Lord works by this Preacher.

Francis explained himself, "The Lord created us in His image and likeness, and we are the image of the Lord, and He does good and all of us have this commandment at heart, do good and do not do evil. All of us. 'But, Father, this is not Catholic! He cannot do good.' Yes, he can... "The Lord has redeemed all of us, all of us, with the Blood of Christ, all of us, not just Catholics. Everyone! 'Father, the atheists?' Even the atheists. Everyone!" We must meet one another doing good. 'But I don't believe, Father, I am an atheist!' But do good: we will meet one another there." 

Father James Martin, a Jesuit priest, told the Huffington Post, "Pope Francis is saying, more clearly than ever before, that Christ offered himself as a sacrifice for everyone. That's always been a Christian belief. You can find St. Paul saying in the First Letter to Timothy that Jesus gave himself as a 'ransom for all.' But rarely do you hear it said by Catholics so forcefully, and with such evident joy. And in this era of religious controversies, it's a timely reminder that God cannot be confined to our narrow categories."

5 For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;

6 Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time.

Note:  “ . . . a ransom for all, . . .”  Even to the Gentiles, not just to the Jew is the secret of Salvation now revealed and made manifest or known.  The Apostle Paul being appointed for this Office, which he faithfully and sincerely executed.


The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth gave himself a ransom for all sorts of men: for men of every rank and quality, of every state and condition, of every age and sex, and for all sorts of sinners, some out of every kindred, tongue, people, and nation, for both Jews and Gentiles. Matthew 20:28; Ephesians 1:7; 1 Peter 1:18-19

All in the Greek here means: all, the whole (including everyone,) or the whole of a group, (all of those included in a group),, every kind of, or as many as to whom it applies, here meaning All those in a group. (The whole, every kind of, as many as to whom it applies, God's Chosen adopted into His family from every nation, tongue, and tribe).

Original Word: πᾶς, πᾶσα, πᾶν

Part of Speech: Adjective

Transliteration: pas

Phonetic Spelling: (pas)

All here means in the sense of individually:  "each and (every) part that applies."

Collectively some of all types.  All to whom it applies, not everyone.  The emphasis of the total picture then is on "one piece at a time, to whom it applies."  all, the whole (including everyone,) or the whole of a group, (all of those included in a group), every kind of, or as many as to whom it applies, here meaning All those included in a group.
John 12:19 ". . . the world has gone after him."  Did all the world go after the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth? Mark 1:5" And there went out unto him all the land of Judaea, and they of Jerusalem, and were all baptized of him in the river of Jordan, confessing their sins."  Was all Judea, or all Jerusalem, baptized in Jordan, every single man, woman, and child, no matter how young or old? 1 John 5:19 "And we know that we are of God, and the whole world lieth in wickedness.".  Does the whole world there mean everybody? The words "world" and "all" are used in some eight senses in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  It is very rarely the "all" means all persons, taken individually.  The words are generally used to signify that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has redeemed some of all sorts -- some Jews, some Gentiles, some rich, some poor, women and men of every nation, tongue, and people, and has not restricted His redemption to either the Jew or the Gentiles.
The same word in the Greek for All is used by the Apostle Peter in Acts:

Acts 10:34-38

34 Then Peter opened his mouth, and said, Of a truth I perceive that God is no respecter of persons:

35 But in every nation he that feareth him, and worketh righteousness, is accepted with him.

36 The word which God sent unto the children of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ: (he is Lord of all:)

37 That word, I say, ye know, which was published throughout all Judaea, and began from Galilee, after the baptism which John preached;

38 How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him.

Romans 1:16 
16For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.

Romans 2:10-11

10 But glory, honour, and peace, to every man that worketh good, to the Jew first, and also to the Gentile:

11 For there is no respect of persons with God.

Note:  The Gentile who fulfilled the Law was better than a Jew who broke it. If he called himself a Jew and acted ill, he only dishonored God, and caused His name to be blasphemed among the Gentiles while boasting in his privileges of being God's Chosen. The Apostle Paul then enlarges on the point that God requires moral reality, and that a Gentile who did that which the Law demanded was better worth than a Jew who disobeyed it, which none can do that which is acceptable to God without the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and His Grace. That the real Jew was he who had the Law in his heart, being circumcised also in the Spirit by being given a heart of flesh by God, and not he who had only outward circumcision.

“. . . to every man that worketh good, to the Jew first, and also to the Gentile: . . .” which none can do that which is acceptable to God without the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and His Grace, and by the strength of nature, does a man, or can do that which is acceptable to God.  It is not that good works are causes of a man's Salvation, but are proofs and testimonies of one's faith, and fruits of Grace, with which Salvation is connected, whether they be found in Jews or Gentiles.  As neither Grace nor Salvation are peculiar to any nation, or set of people.

John 14:16-17
