Note:  Absolve:  Act of absolving; a freeing from blame or guilt; release from consequences, obligations, or penalties.  Remission of sin.  In Roman Catholic Theology:  A remission of sin or of the punishment for sin, made by a "priest" in the sacrament of penance (works) on the ground of authority received from Christ.  

Note:  No such authority was given by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  
Matthew 16:18
18 And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.

Note: ". . . That thou are petros (Peter,) . . ." Petros in the Greek means: rock. Literally a small stone, a pebble, a small rock found along a pathway or roadside. An isolated rock. A stone . . . such as a man may throw. A rock or stone that can be easily moved.  The Lord Jesus Christ said that you, Peter, are just a small stone or pebble, one I found along a pathway or roadside, a rock or stone that can easily be moved. Upon this rock (Himself, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth would build His Church upon Himself). ". . . and upon this rock . . . "  Rock here is a different word from Peter or petros.  Rock now mentioned in the Greek is petra means: Petra means:  A rock, ledge, cliff, cave, stony ground. A mass of connected rock, a detached great stone or boulder, a huge mass of rock (a boulder), such as a projecting cliff, a majestic projecting rock, cliff.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth here declares to the Apostle that He will build His Church UPON Himself, the rock, the rock of Salvation, the rock of offense.
Acts 4:12; Romans 1:16
The binding and loosing was expressly extended to all the Born Again Believers not just to the Apostles, Matthew 16:18-20; Matthew 18:15-19; so that the claim of Supreme Authority in the Church, made up for the Apostle Peter by the “church” of Rome (Roman Catholics, the papacy having "supreme authority"), and then arrogated to themselves by their “popes” as "supposedly" the legitimate successors of the Apostle Peter, is baseless and impudent.  As first in confessing the Lord Jesus Christ, the Apostle Peter got this Commission before the rest, and with these 'keys,' then did on the day of Pentecost, the Apostle Peter did first "opened the door of faith" to the Jews, and then, in the person of Cornelius, he was honored to do the same to the Gentiles.  Hence, in the lists of the Apostles, the Apostle Peter is always first named.  One thing is clear, that not in all the New Testament is there the vestige of any authority either claimed nor exercised by the Apostle Peter, nor conceded to him alone, above the rest of the Apostles – a thing conclusive against the Romish papacy and his false "church" who makes these claims on behalf of that Apostle Peter.

Roman Catholic Doctrine OPENLY denies justification (being Saved, right with God) by faith alone and this corrupt, false, Doctrine, i.e.:  leaven (Matthew 16:6; Matthew 16:11-12; Mark 8:15; Luke 12:1 ) of the Roman Catholic "church" states:

"If any one saith, that by faith alone the impious is justified; in such wise as to mean, that nothing else is required to co-operate in order to the obtaining the grace of Justification, and that it is not in any way necessary, that he be prepared and disposed by the movement of his own will; let him be anathema," (Council of Trent, Canons on Justification, Canon 9).

"If any one saith, that man is truly absolved from his sins and justified, because he assuredly believed himself absolved and justified; or, that no one is truly justified but he who believes himself justified; and that, by this faith alone, absolution and justification are effected; let him be anathema," (Canon 14).

Anathema, according to Catholic theology means excommunication, "the exclusion of a sinner from the society of the faithful."  The Greek word, anathema, is also translated as "accursed," cursed of God (Romans 9:3, KJV), i.e.:   "eternally condemned" (Galatians 1:8-9, KJV). We can see that Roman Catholic "theology" which is their leaven, their Doctrine, pronounces "a curse of excommunication," of being outside Salvation of God, outside the Saving Act of God's Grace by the sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for sins if you believe that you are Saved by Grace through faith alone in the Lord Jesus Christ.

Does the Roman Catholic "church" specifically state that we are "saved by grace and works"?  When the Roman Catholic "church" openly negates justification by faith alone, it therefore states that we must do something for our justification, for if it is not by faith alone -- then it must be by faith and something.

At this point many Roman Catholics "church" falls back using as their defense concerning works, James 2:14-26:
14 What doth it profit, my brethren, though a man say he hath faith, and have not works? can faith save him?

15 If a brother or sister be naked, and destitute of daily food,

16 And one of you say unto them, Depart in peace, be ye warmed and filled; notwithstanding ye give them not those things which are needful to the body; what doth it profit?
17 Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone.
Note:  Such faith then (without works of compassion, mercy) being a non-Saving faith, having not the compassion, mercy of the Holy Spirit moving in him to help a fellow Brethren, as that is what the person "claimed to be".  However, their fruit, having NOT then the love of the Brethren, their "faith" is a dead faith, not a Saving faith, 1 John 3:14. 
18 Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and I have works: shew me thy faith without thy works, and I will shew thee my faith by my works.

19 Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble.

20 But wilt thou know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead?

21 Was not Abraham our father justified by works, when he had offered Isaac his son upon the altar?

22 Seest thou how faith wrought with his works, and by works was faith made perfect?

23 And the scripture was fulfilled which saith, Abraham believed God, and it was imputed unto him for righteousness: and he was called the Friend of God.

24 Ye see then how that by works a man is justified, and not by faith only.

25 Likewise also was not Rahab the harlot justified by works, when she had received the messengers, and had sent them out another way?

26 For as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also.
Note, again, however, the context of which the Apostle James is speaking of is dead faith as opposed to a living, Saving faith.  The Apostle James states that if you "say" you have faith but have no works (evidence -- i.e.:  fruit) James 2:14, that faith cannot save you because it is a dead faith, James 2:17). In other words, mere intellectual acknowledgement of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, that he historically lived and died on the Cross of Calvary is a dead faith that produces no regeneration and no change in a person's life. This faith then does not justify, and is a false faith alone, showing now evidence of regeneration, being Saved. Rather, it is only that real and believing Faith ALONE in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth that results in justification, being Saved, and this brings about good works -- fruit -- as evidence of a living Saving Faith. When someone is truly justified, he is truly Saved and regenerated.  Therefore, we see the results of true Saving Faith as they are manifested in the changed life of the one justified by faith ALONE in the works of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for the sinners Salvation.  Real Saving Faith produces good works, but it isn't these works that save you.  Good works are the EFFECT of Saving faith, of one's Salvation -- not the cause of or a help mate for a man's Salvation in any way.  Good works certainly do not help anyone keep their Salvation, for if by Grace ALONE by Faith ALONE in the Lord Jesus Christ's Righteousness for a man's Salvation, the man did NOTHING for this Grace, and does NOTHING to keep God's Grace. 
Justification is a Divine Act where God declares the sinner to be innocent of his sins.  It is a "legal action" in that God declares the sinner righteous--as though the sinner by his faith in the righteouness of the Lord Jesus Christ alone, has satisfied the Law of God, but this is imputed by God to the sinner based on the Righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ's sacrifice of Himself on the Cross of Calvary for sin. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth given as a propitiation (Propitiation:  A sin offering.  An atonement for sin.  The Lid of the Ark (in the Temple) -- the Mercy Seat, propitiation.  An Atonement for sin.  The Lid, the Cover of the Ark of the Covenant in the Holy of Holies, which was sprinkled with the blood of the expiatory victim on the annual Day of Atonement ( in which by this rite signified that God by this ceremony was appeased and their sins were expiated).  Hence, the Lid of Expiation, the Propitiatory, or the propitiatorium, i.e.:  the Mercy-seat,) Hebrews 9:5; Exodus 25:18; Leviticus 16:2; Exodus 25:17; Exodus 37:6, for the Hebrew meaning "to cover," to cover sins, i. e. to grant a full and complete pardon. This word is also in Romans 3:25, in that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, sprinkled with His Own blood, was truly that which the Cover or  the (Mercy-seat) was the sign and pledge of expiation (atonement,) Hebrews 9:11-22.) for sin.  This justification before God is based entirely on the sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christof Nazareth ALONE and by His shed blood alone: " . . . justified by His blood . . . ," Romans 5:1-10.  Justification is a free gift of Grace, Romans 3:24; Titus 3:7, that comes through faith, Romans 3:28; Romans 5:1.  Christians then receive the Lord Jesus Christ, John 1:12, and put their faith-filled trust in the Lord Jesus Christ ALONE for their Salvation, Isaiah 53:1-5; Isaiah 53:12; 1 Peter 2:24, and in so doing are justified by God. Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible states that justification is not by men's works, Romans 3:20; Romans 3:28; Romans 4:5; Ephesians 2:8-9, because our righteous deeds are but filthy rags before God, Isaiah 64:6; Romans 3:10-28; Romans 4:5. Therefore, we are Saved by God's Grace ALONE, through faith ALONE, in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ALONE, Titus 3:1-7.


Those who are justified are Saved and their Salvation is a free gift, Romans 6:23 --something we cannot earn, Ephesians 2:1-10. 

Protestant theology appeals to the Holy Bible ALONE for God's Spiritual Truth and maintains that justification is not by works in any way, but is by God's Grace through faith ALONE in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His sacrifice ALONE for one's Salvation. After all, the Holy Bible says
Romans 11:6
6 And if by grace, then is it no more of works: otherwise grace is no more grace. But if it be of works, then it is no more grace: otherwise work is no more work.

Romans 3:20
20 Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for by the law is the knowledge of sin.

Romans 3:24-25
24 Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus:

25 Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God;

Romans 3:28
28 Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith without the deeds of the law.


   
Romans 4:3
3 For what saith the scripture? Abraham believed God, and it was counted unto him for righteousness.

Romans 4:5
5 But to him that worketh not, but believeth on him that justifieth the ungodly, his faith is counted for righteousness.

Romans 4:13
13 For the promise, that he should be the heir of the world, was not to Abraham, or to his seed, through the law, but through the righteousness of faith.

Romans 5:1
1 Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ:

Romans 5:9
9 Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him.

Romans 10:9
9 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.


Galatians 3:14
14 That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.

Ephesians 2:8-9
8 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:

9 Not of works, lest any man should boast.
Roman Catholic theology (their leaven) denies justification by faith ALONE in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ALONE, and then requires human effort in addition to God's Grace in order to be Saved.   They openly declare that there is NO SALVATION outside of the "pope," the man of sin, granting you your salvation, ("Furthermore, we declare, we proclaim, we define that it is absolutely necessary for salvation that every human creature be subject to the Roman Pontiff."

However, they leaven (false Doctrine) then contradicts itself when it teaches that certain things must be done by people in order to be justified before God, and works of repentance must be done in order to keep that justification. Whether or not Roman Catholicism calls these works acts of faith or not is simply immaterial. The label doesn't change the substance. We are either Saved by Grace through faith ALONE in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ALONE, or we are not.
Of the acts to be performed by Roman Catholics for justification, include Baptism:
· " . . . Baptism is the first and chief sacrament of forgiveness of sins because it unites us with Christ, who died for our sins and rose for our justification, so that 'we too might walk in newness of life,'" (Catechism of the Catholic Church, par. 977).

· "Justification has been merited for us by the Passion of Christ. It is granted us through Baptism. It conforms us to the righteousness of God, who justifies us. It has for its goal the glory of God and of Christ, and the gift of eternal life. It is the most excellent work of God's mercy," (CCC, par. 2020). 
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However, according to Roman Catholicism, even faith and Baptism aren't sufficient in themselves for you to be Saved.  It says that Baptism is only the first sacrament of forgiveness. Good works, according to Roman Catholicism, are also required and are rewarded with going to Heaven:

"We can therefore hope in the glory of heaven promised by God to those who love him and do his will.  In every circumstance, each one of us should hope, with the grace of God, to persevere 'to the end' and to obtain the joy of heaven, as God's eternal reward for the good works accomplished with the grace of Christ," (CCC, par. 1821).
According to Roman Catholic "theology", Heaven is the "eternal reward for the good works accomplished with the grace of Christ."  Roman Catholic theology asserts that works are a predecessor to justification in direct contradiction to God's Word which states.  By declaring man MUST do works for their Salvation, it NULLIFIES GOD'S GRACE:

Romans 11:6
6 And if by grace, then is it no more of works: otherwise grace is no more grace. But if it be of works, then it is no more grace: otherwise work is no more work.


This satanic system, the Roman Catholic "church" condemns their people to Hell.
Romans 3:28
28 Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith without the deeds of the law.

What are the deeds of the Law? Anything man does in hopes of getting or maintaining his righteousness before God.

In the Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC), par. 2010:

"Moved by the Holy Spirit and by charity, we can then merit for ourselves and for others the graces needed for our sanctification."
How does anyone merit for himself the undeserved kindness of God's Grace? Grace is by definition unmerited favor.  This is an utterly false teaching that a man can earn merit, Grace from God through works or rituals. So how does the Roman Catholic "church" get around this apparent dilemma so that Grace is unmerited but it is ALSO obtained through our merits?
This is obviously a MAJOR problem.  Roman Catholic theology asserts that God's Grace is granted through Baptism and infused into a person by the Holy Spirit.  Then, through their "good works" it enables them to then be rewarded with Heaven.  Basically, this is no different from the theology of the cults which maintain that justification is by Grace through faith and a man's works whether it be baptism, going to "the true church," keeping certain laws, receiving the sacraments, or anything else you are required to do.

What does the Holy Bible state?

Galatians 3:1-3
1 O foolish Galatians, who hath bewitched you, that ye should not obey the truth, before whose eyes Jesus Christ hath been evidently set forth, crucified among you?

2 This only would I learn of you, Received ye the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?

3 Are ye so foolish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh?
If man's Salvation rested in any way in our works, then our Salvation could not be secure, and we would end up trying "to be good enough" to get to Heaven.  That only leads to bondage to the Law, and the result is a lack of assurance of Salvation--a constant worry that you are not good enough and a repeated subjection to the Roman Catholic "church's" false teachings and requirements about what you must do to be Saved.  The only natural effect of such a false teaching would be that you can lose your Salvation over and over again and that you must perform the necessary "repentance (works requirements)" of the false Roman Catholic "church" to stay "Saved" or to be Saved.  This is confusion, Babylonian thinking.

In a letter published Tuesday by the Holy See, Francis said he was allowing all rank-and-file priests to grant absolution during the Holy Year of Mercy he has proclaimed, which runs Dec. 8, 2015 until Nov. 20, 2016.
“The forgiveness of God cannot be denied to one who has repented, especially when that person approaches the sacrament of confession with a sincere heart in order to obtain reconciliation with the Father,” the pope said.

That is why he has decided to concede to all priests “the discretion to absolve of the sin of abortion those who have procured it and who, with contrite heart, seek forgiveness for it,” Francis said.

Maureen Tilley, a theologian at Fordham University, noted that under some circumstances, a woman who has had an abortion is automatically excommunicated if she wasn’t under coercion or suffering from a psychological problem that affected her decision-making.

To be readmitted to the church, it’s customary for the woman to be asked to perform some penance, such as making a pilgrimage, along with seeking absolution. Some 30 million faithful are expected to come to Rome on Year of Mercy pilgrimages.

Popes have been calling holy years since 1300, for special blessings and the forgiveness of sins. Those who can are urged to make a pilgrimage to Rome, while others who can’t travel are asked to participate by performing an act of penance. These jubilees are typically held every 25 or 30 years, but the pope has the discretion to call them at any time. The last jubilee was in 2000, called by Pope John Paul II.
“This Year of Mercy excludes no one,” Francis said, expressing hope that “near-future solutions” may bring full community with the group’s priests and superiors. Those who approach these priests in the Holy Year “shall validly and licitly receive the absolution of their sins,” Francis said.
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
