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1 Corinthians 6:9-10 
9 Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind,

10 Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of God.
Jeremiah 6:29-30
29 The bellows are burned, the lead is consumed of the fire; the founder melteth in vain: for the wicked are not plucked away.

30 Reprobate silver shall men call them, because the Lord hath rejected them.

Note:  Reprobate in the Hebrew means:  abhor, cast away, cast off, condemn, contemn -- meaning to scorn, disrespect, despise, disdain, become loathsome, refuse, to cause to disappear, melt away, utterly vile.


Romans 1:21-32

21 Because that, when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankful; but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened.

22 Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools,

23 And changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to corruptible man, and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things.

24 Wherefore God also gave them up to uncleanness through the lusts of their own hearts, to dishonour their own bodies between themselves:

25 Who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen.

26 For this cause God gave them up unto vile affections: for even their women did change the natural use into that which is against nature:

27 And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust one toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves that recompence of their error which was meet.

28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient;

Note:  Reprobate in the Greek means:  failing to pass the test, counterfeit, rejected, worthless (literally or morally) -- thus unapproved, then castaway.

29 Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers,

30 Backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents,

31 Without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful:

32 Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them.



2 Corinthians 13:4-7

4 For though he was crucified through weakness, yet he liveth by the power of God. For we also are weak in him, but we shall live with him by the power of God toward you.

5 Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves. Know ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates?

6 But I trust that ye shall know that we are not reprobates.

7 Now I pray to God that ye do no evil; not that we should appear approved, but that ye should do that which is honest, though we be as reprobates.

Note: Here, the Apostle Paul was declaring to this corrupt “church,” that had brought in every form of pagan worship into their “church,” that they should not do evil, they should do that which is honest, not that the Apostles should appear approved by God, though they, the Apostles be as though reprobates in men's (their) judgment of them. Verse 7, "Now l pray to God . . ." A strong mark of the Apostle Paul's affection for them. Though they used him so ill, so wrongly, he took every way and method to do them good.  The Apostle Paul not only wrote to them not just once, but twice, sent the Brethren to them, and also he put up his supplications, prayers for them at the Throne of Grace.  One of his petitions, prayers for them was, " . . . that ye do no evil; . . ." which, though impracticable and impossible, considering the situation of this Church as being so worldly, yet is desirable by every good man, both for himself and others not to do evil, and was desired by the Apostle Paul for them, partly that their consciences might not be wounded, their souls not grieved, their peace not broken, and their comforts not lost.  Furthermore, that the name of God, and His cause and Truths, might not be blasphemed among them.  Lastly, and chiefly that the Apostle Paul might have no opportunity of exercising his Apostolical rod for their correction.  ". . . not that we should appear approved, . . ." This was a clear case that the Apostle Paul sought their good, and not his own credit, and the exercise of his spiritual power as an Apostle.  If they committed evil, his faithfulness would be seen in reproving, rebuking, and exhorting them.  If they continued impenitent, the Apostle Paul's Apostolical authority would be manifest in their punishment, so that he would appear approved, or with a proof of the power of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in him.  However, this he did not desire, but most earnestly wished there might be no occasion for any such rebuke.  " . . . but that they should do that which is honest, . . ."  that is, "right" or "good," both in the sight of God and men, that which is according to the Will of God, which springs forth from love, is done in faith, and with a view to the Glory of God.  Thus, the Apostle Paul's praying, both that they might be kept from evil, and do that which is good, shows the impotence of man's free will to seek to do what God has Called them out from the world to do, but displays the necessity of the Grace of God to abstain from sin, and then to perform good works after God had Called and Saved them, and this the Apostle Paul earnestly desired.  Though, says he, we be as reprobates, as weak and infirm persons, rejected and unapproved, seeming worthless and and failing to pass the test of this Church, where others within their "church" claimed to be Apostles, which were not Apostles, false Apostles which changed themselves into "self appointed Apostles," who were deceitful workers :


2 Corinthians 11:12-14

12 But what I do, that I will do, that I may cut off occasion from them which desire occasion; that wherein they glory, they may be found even as we.

13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ.

14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.



2 Timothy 3:1-9

1 This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come.

2 For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy,

3 Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are good,

4 Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God;

5 Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof: from such turn away.

6 For of this sort are they which creep into houses, and lead captive silly women laden with sins, led away with divers lusts,

7 Ever learning, and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth.

8 Now as Jannes and Jambres withstood Moses, so do these also resist the truth: men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith.

9 But they shall proceed no further: for their folly shall be manifest unto all men, as their's also was.




Titus 1:15-16

15 Unto the pure all things are pure: but unto them that are defiled and unbelieving is nothing pure; but even their mind and conscience is defiled.

16 They profess that they know God; but in works they deny him, being abominable, and disobedient, and unto every good work reprobate.
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
