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Pope Francis may have to go to confession after witnesses say he accidentally dropped the Italian equivalent of the F-bomb during his weekly blessing from the Vatican.

The Argentine pope was delivering his blessing in Italian on Sunday when it happened: He was supposedly intending to use the word "caso," but pronounced in way that made it sound like, well, you know, in Italian.
It's a common mistake, made especially by those who are not native Italian speakers. But that didn't stop the incident from going viral.

1 Timothy 1:8-11

8 But we know that the law is good, if a man use it lawfully;

9 Knowing this, that the law is not made for a righteous man, but for the lawless and disobedient, for the ungodly and for sinners, for unholy and profane, for murderers of fathers and murderers of mothers, for manslayers,
Note:  "Profane" persons are those who profane the name of the Lord by "cursing and swearing," and who profane His Day, His Doctrines, and His Ordinances, and live dissolute and profane lives, being abandoned to all sin and wickedness.
10 For whoremongers, for them that defile themselves with mankind, for menstealers, for liars, for perjured persons, and if there be any other thing that is contrary to sound doctrine;
Note: Menstealers in the Greek means: An enslaver, one who forcibly enslaves, a kidnapper.
Exodus 21:16
16 And he that stealeth a man, and selleth him, or if he be found in his hand, he shall surely be put to death.

Note: The death with which such were punished was strangling. The most heinous offense against the Eighth Commandment, Exodus 20:15. No stealing of a man's goods can equal in atrocity the stealing of a man or a woman's liberty, particularly in the spiritual realm, defrauding them, stealing from them the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, making them twice the son's of Hell, as did the Jews who converted men, i.e.:  proselytized them, teaching them the false mystery religion which was Judaism mixed with Egyptian, Philistine, and Babylonian worship , Matthew 23:15, denying them the Truth of God.

11 According to the glorious gospel of the blessed God, which was committed to my trust.

Let's see what Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible says, concerning profanity, cursing:
Jeremiah 23:10-16
10 For the land is full of adulterers; for because of swearing the land mourneth; the pleasant places of the wilderness are dried up, and their course is evil, and their force is not right.
Note:  You want to know another reason God is judging the United State of America?  Swearing, cursing, profanity is now used everywhere.
11 For both prophet and priest are profane; yea, in my house have I found their wickedness, saith the Lord.
Note: Profane in the Hebrew means: Commonness, ordinary, everyday use, unholy, defiled.  Taking what is God's and using it as unholy or making it of everyday use.  What we today call cursing, or "foul language" which means:  Very unpleasant to taste or smell,  morally bad, very evil, notably unpleasant or distressing:  wretched, horrid, obscene, dishonorable , constituting an infringement of rules, being outside the lines, encrusted, clogged, or choked with a foreign substance (as a chimney) being odorous and impure, polluted.  


Matthew 12:36-37
36 But I say unto you, That every idle word that men shall speak, they shall give account thereof in the day of judgment.

37  For by thy words thou shalt be justified, and by thy words thou shalt be condemned.



Profanity in the Biblical sense actually means to treat that which is Holy as though it is low, base, light or with an irreverent manner. This includes taking the Lord’s name in vain; but it goes beyond that . . .





Ephesians 5:1-12

1 Be ye therefore followers of God, as dear children;

2 And walk in love, as Christ also hath loved us, and hath given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweetsmelling savour.
3 But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as becometh saints;
Note:  Fornication means "unlawful relationships, not lawful according to God's Word".  To act the harlot, i.e. (literally) indulge unlawful lust:  of either sex with male or female who act as a harlot a prostitute, or (figuratively) practice idolatry --  which is whoredom by commiting (fornication) as a prostitute; an idolatrous, properly, a prostitute, a harlot, who yields himself or herself to defilement for the sake of gain, Matthew 21:31; Luke 15:30; 1 Corinthians 6:15; Hebrews 11:31; James 2:25-26.  Metaphorically, fornication means an idolatress, one who whores after other "gods," so of 'Babylon' i. e. Rome, the Roman Catholic "church," the Chief Seat of idolatry:  Revelation 17:1, 5, 15; Revelation 19:2.

4 Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks.

Note:  The Apostle Paul here is talking about the light and crude discussion of sinful activities, especially of sexual immorality. These may include all filthy gestures and behavior, every indecent habit and attire, and all actions which have a tendency to excite lust.  Along with these it includes all impure words, as through a man's words one discovers a man's impure heart, and unpure words are the means of corrupting men's minds and manners.  Filthy speaking, is a verbal commission of the things that are spoken of, and includes all impure songs, stories, and/or books, and the reading or hearing of them.  This includes "filthiness of a man's mouth," i.e.:  profane words, obscene words, and "foolish talking" does not so much mean every imprudent (Imprudent:  not wise or sensible, lacking discretion, wisdom, or good judgment.) thing that is said, as that which is wicked, corrupt, unsavory, light, vain, idle, and unprofitable.  This includes all fabulous stories, and mimicking of fools in words and gestures, making fun of, i.e.:  "jesting," when it is with wantonness, and excites unto it, and is inconsistent with Truth, and particularly when the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible, God's Word is mocked are abused by this jesting, and is not given for our neighbor's edification, but instead is a means of causing them hurt, by a man's foul mouth which is promoted by this jesting, which plainly ought not to be used.  These impure words, filthiness, foolish talking, and jesting which are not convenient, i.e.:  they are disagreeable to the Will of God, and unsuitable to the characters of the Saints, and are very unbecoming them to practice it, and if done by one who calls themselves a Christian drags the name of the Lord Jesus Christ into the filth of the man's corrupt nature and dishonors the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth before men.

5 For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God.

6 Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience.

7 Be not ye therefore partakers with them.

8For ye were sometimes darkness, but now are ye light in the Lord: walk as children of light:

9 (For the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth;)

10 Proving what is acceptable unto the Lord.
11 And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove them.

Note:  What?  Reprove them?  I thought we were "not to judge?"  Wrong.  We who are Christians are to judge all things using Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, this is called discernment.  Without this judging, we cannot proclaim false teachers.  We MUST JUDGE in order to "try the Spirits," test the Spirits of a man to see if they have the Spirit of God, the Holy Spirit, or if they do NOT have the Holy Spirit, one who is a false teacher, www.alemattec.com/1 Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God . . . .doc.  Interesting, when a man (or woman) of God DOES JUDGE others by Holy Scripture, then people in their ignorance or those without discernment, quickly judge him, claiming "we are NOT to judge":

Reprove in the Greek means:  I rebuke, I expose, discipline, I show them to be guilty.  To confute, admonish -- convict, convince, tell a fault, rebuke, reprove.  Properly, to convince those who wrongly believe with solid, compelling evidence within Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, and especially to expose (prove wrong, and to correct) false Doctrine.  To convict, refute, confute, generally with a suggestion of the shame of the person convicted, of crime, fault, of error, or of sin, 1 Corinthians 14:20-25; John 8:9.  By conviction meaning to bring to light, to expose, John 3:20-21; Ephesians 5:11, 13.  Used in particular of using the Word of God, the Holy Bible for the exposure and confutation of false teachers of Christianity, Titus 1:9, 13; Titus 2:15.  Used to find fault with, correct, by the Word of God, to reprehend severely, chide, admonish, reprove, Jude 1:22; 1 Timothy 5:20; 2 Timothy 4:2; Luke 3:19.  To call to account, show one his fault, demand an explanation from someone, Matthew 18:15.  To chasten, punish,  Psalm 37:2 ; Hebrews 12:5; Proverbs 3:11;Revelation 3:19.

12 For it is a shame even to speak of those things which are done of them in secret.



A Christian is NOT to have any fellowship with those who refuse Sound Doctrine, but we who are Called by God, the True Worshipers, those Born Again are to forgive the True Brethren as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has forgiven us . . .



Ephesians 4:31-32
31 Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from you, with all malice:

32 And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God for Christ's sake hath forgiven you.

Let's talk of euphemism . . .  An euphemism means:  A mild or pleasant word or phrase that is used instead of one that is unpleasant or offensive, to speak of the same thing.  Thus, the substitution of an agreeable or inoffensive expression for one that is offensive or suggest something unpleasant, such as:  “Eliminate” as a euphemism for “kill".  He "passed" as opposed to have "died".  Cougar is the euphemism for a woman who has reached mid-life, who is single, financially secure and on the lookout for relationships with younger men—as one in “prey.” —Kerry Gold, Vancouver Sun, 17 Feb. 2001.


Likewise, and similarly, we have people who bowdlerize (Bowdlerize:  To change (a book, play, movie, etc.) by removing parts that could offend people.  To expurgate (Expurgate:  To change (a written work, a book) by removing parts that might offend people,) by omitting or modifying parts (of a book) they consider vulgar or unacceptable.

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So too then there are "preachers" who do not Preach "all the counsel of God," who omit "purposely" those parts that offend people, thus these are the types of "preachers" who are hired on, are hirelings, www.alemattec.com/We are called to follow the Apostle Paul's example . . . .doc, as those who tickle the ears of the listeners, by making them feel good with words which they have bowdlerized, expurgated.  These false teachers "preachers" who expunge (Expunge:  to remove (something) completely.  To strike out, obliterate, or mark for deletion, to efface completely, to destroy,  to eliminate (as a memory) from one's consciousness or purge objectionable parts from a publication or presentation. Example:  The newspaper had to expurgate (expunge) the expletive-laden speech that the criminal made upon being sentenced to life imprisonment. 



We who are Called to Preach, are Called to Preach all the counsel, or the full counsel of God, not to bowdlerize, expurgate, nor expunge ANY part:


Acts 20:15-35
15 And we sailed thence, and came the next day over against Chios; and the next day we arrived at Samos, and tarried at Trogyllium; and the next day we came to Miletus.

16 For Paul had determined to sail by Ephesus, because he would not spend the time in Asia: for he hasted, if it were possible for him, to be at Jerusalem the day of Pentecost.

17 And from Miletus he sent to Ephesus, and called the elders of the church.

18 And when they were come to him, he said unto them, Ye know, from the first day that I came into Asia, after what manner I have been with you at all seasons,

19 Serving the Lord with all humility of mind, and with many tears, and temptations, which befell me by the lying in wait of the Jews:

20 And how I kept back nothing that was profitable unto you, but have shewed you, and have taught you publicly, and from house to house,

21 Testifying both to the Jews, and also to the Greeks, repentance toward God, and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ.

22 And now, behold, I go bound in the spirit unto Jerusalem, not knowing the things that shall befall me there:

23 Save that the Holy Ghost witnesseth in every city, saying that bonds and afflictions abide me.

24 But none of these things move me, neither count I my life dear unto myself, so that I might finish my course with joy, and the ministry, which I have received of the Lord Jesus, to testify the gospel of the grace of God.

25 And now, behold, I know that ye all, among whom I have gone preaching the kingdom of God, shall see my face no more.

26 Wherefore I take you to record this day, that I am pure from the blood of all men.
27 For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God.
28 Take heed therefore unto yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to feed the church of God, which he hath purchased with his own blood.

29 For I know this, that after my departing shall grievous wolves enter in among you, not sparing the flock.

30 Also of your own selves shall men arise, speaking perverse things, to draw away disciples after them.

31 Therefore watch, and remember, that by the space of three years I ceased not to warn every one night and day with tears.

32 And now, brethren, I commend you to God, and to the word of his grace, which is able to build you up, and to give you an inheritance among all them which are sanctified.

33 I have coveted no man's silver, or gold, or apparel.

34 Yea, ye yourselves know, that these hands have ministered unto my necessities, and to them that were with me.

35 I have shewed you all things, how that so labouring ye ought to support the weak, and to remember the words of the Lord Jesus, how he said, It is more blessed to give than to receive.
1 Corinthians 2:15
15 But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, yet he himself is judged of no man.

1 Corinthians 4:3-4
3 But with me it is a very small thing that I should be judged of you, or of man's judgment: yea, I judge not mine own self.
Note:  The Apostle Paul declares to the Corinthians that his final state is not to be determined by his own judgment, but as the verse directly below he declares is to be made by the one who Judges all men, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

4 For I know nothing by myself; yet am I not hereby justified: but he that judgeth me is the Lord.

Note:  In correcting others, the Apostle Paul sets himself up as an example, and anticipates their objection of him judging them. He then in turn has them turn the table and they judge him, using man's judgment, not God's Judgment in God's Word.  Using the gravity of an Apostle, the Apostle Paul shows that he does not care for the contrary judgments that those have of him.  In that these Corinthians esteemed him as a vile person, because he did not set forth himself as they did. Therefore, the Apostle Paul brings good reasons why he was not moved with the judgments which they had of him.  First, because that which men judge in these cases of their own brains by their own prejudices is not to be considered any more than when any unlearned judge of wisdom.  Secondly, the Apostle Paul says, how can you judge how much or how little I am to be made responsible for, seeing that I myself who know myself better than you do, and who dare profess that I have walked in my Calling with a good conscience, dare not yet nonetheless claim anything to or of myself.  Nonetheless, I know that I am not blameless before the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, much less, therefore, should I flatter myself as you do.

In the Apostle Paul's own judgment he had been a faithful steward at Corinth, but that did not justify him; for he, as all men, must be judged by the Lord. It is to the Lord, then, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, that the Apostle Paul must give a satisfactory account. 
1 Timothy 5:20
20 Them that sin rebuke before all, that others also may fear.
2 Timothy 3:16-17

16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 
17 That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.

2 Timothy 4:1-4

1 I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom; 
2 Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all long suffering and doctrine.
3 For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears;
4 And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables.
