There are some false satanic "theologies" that a Christian should only evangelize through a Christian life but that he or she should not do anything more explicit, i.e.:  not proselytize which means to convert or attempt to convert someone to become a Christian.  Proselytizing overlaps with evangelizing.  The Gospel literally means Good News: the news that God became man and dwelt among men, Matthew 1:22-23, to redeem the Elect from their sins.  As we do NOT know who the Elect are, we follow the Command of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, our Lord, God, and Savior: 
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Matthew 28:18-20

18 And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth.

19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 
Note:  The word Go in the Greek, as in English, is an action verb.  Not "stay" not to stay and live your life and hope someone will be "evangelized" be merely seeing the way you live.  Go, to set out, to depart.  This is NOT staying home, living a comfortable life, and hoping someone might see you and the way you live and become Saved.  Go (depart TO THEM) and teach . . .  Teaching, Preaching, witnessing is a part of Proselytizing which is a Christian's Call to evangelizing.  Go to them, teach, then if they believe the Truth of the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ, Baptize them in the name, not NAMES of:  the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: (Holy Spirit).  
The sum of the Apostleship is the proclaiming of the Doctrine received from the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth throughout all the world, and the ministering of the sacraments: the efficacy of which things depends not on the Minsters but on the Lord Jesus Christ alone.  Go, teach, baptize:  Jews and Gentiles, first the one, and then the other, the Doctrines of the Gospel, and the ordinances of it; whatever they had learned from Christ Jesus, or were ordered by Him, or "disciple all nations": make them disciples by teaching them . . .  They were to teach men externally, or outwardly they were to minister the Word, whilst the Spirit of God internally applied it, and taught, and made men true disciples of the Lord Jesus Christ.  As they are such, who have learned to know themselves, to recognized their sin, and lost estate by nature; to deny themselves, both sinful and righteous self; who have learnt to know the Lord Jesus Christ, and the way of righteousness, peace, pardon, life, and Salvation by Christ Jesus alone.  These who are taught and enabled to part with all for Christ Jesus, and to bear all for His sake, and to believe in Him, and give up themselves to Him, and follow Jesus Christ whither soever He goes.  Baptizing them; not nations.  The Command was to "teach," or "make disciples".  Such as are taught, and made disciples by their teaching, or under the ministry of the Word by the Spirit of God: the Lord Jesus Christ's orders are to then "Baptize".  Baptize by submersion, that is, in water, which, though not expressed, is implied; for with no other Baptism could the Apostles and all disciples then Baptize, Acts 8:36.  They did NOT Baptize with the Holy Ghost, and with fire; for this was the Lord Jesus Christ's peculiar prerogative; but with water, which they in obedience to this Command, this Great Commission practiced, Matthew 28:18-20; Mark 16:15-16; Luke 24:46-47; Acts 8:36.
These words were not only given to the original eleven Apostles.  Nor were they exclusively for Pastors, Evangelists, and Missionaries. They are for every follower of the Lord Jesus Christ.  As the Lord Jesus Christ's disciples, we are Commanded to go and make disciples of others by teaching the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  It doesn't necessarily mean we need to cross the sea, nor go personally to foreign lands.  A good start, though, would be crossing the street to talk to a neighbor. 
What does it mean to make disciples?  The Lord Jesus Christ Commanded Christians to teach these new disciples to obey all the Commands I have given you.  Simply put, it means that you demonstrate discipleship for them not ONLY by the way that you live, but to verbally communicate God's Holy Word as it is written in the Holy Bible, Holy Scripture, and to glorify the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as or Lord, God, Savior, and King.  Hence, we have in the Great Commission from the Lord Jesus Christ a confirmation of the Doctrine of the Trinity, there are three persons, but one name, but one God, into which believers are Baptized; and a proof of the true Deity both of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost; and that Christ, as the Son of God, is God; since Baptism is administered equally in the name of all three of the Trinity, as a religious ordinance, a part of Divine instituted Worship, which would never be in the name of a creature.
Note:  Teach in the Greek here means:  Make a disciple of, train in discipleship; pass (pass along knowledge): I am trained, discipled, instructed.  To disciple, i.e. helping someone to progressively learn the Word of God to become a matured, growing disciple (literally, "a learner," a true Christ-follower); to train (develop) in the truths of Holy Scripture and the lifestyle required, i.e. helping a believer learn to be a disciple of the Lord Jesus Christ in belief and practice. 
Note:  In in the Greek here means:  To or into (indicating the point reached or entered, of place, time, purpose, result).  Properly, into (unto) – literally, "motion into which" implying penetration ("unto," "union") to a particular purpose or result.  Should be, "into the name," as in 1 Corinthians 10:1-4,  and Galatians 3:27.

20 Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. Amen.

Note:  This is teaching in the more usual sense of the term; or instructing the converted and Baptized disciples in the Commands of the King of Kings, and Lord of Lords, 1 Timothy 6:14-16; Revelation 17:14; Revelation 19:11-16, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.


Mark 16:15-16
15 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.

16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned. 

Note:  The King James Version, KJV, the Authorized Version of the Holy Bible uses the pronoun ye means "all of you, everyone".  "Go ye . . ."  Was all this meant to be done by the Eleven men nearest to Him, the ones Christ Jesus called Apostles?  Or, of the multitude then crowding around the risen Redeemer the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth?  Impossible.  Was it to be done even in their lifetime?  Surely not.  In that little band of disciples, the Lord Jesus Christ virtually addressed Himself to all who, in every age, should take up from them the same work.  Before the eyes of the Church's risen Head, the Lord Jesus Christ, were spread out, in those Eleven men, all His slaves (called most often servants) of every age; and one and all of them received His Commission at that moment.  Well, what next?   Set the seal of visible discipleship upon those that had been proselytize and made converts, by "Baptizing them into the name," that is, into the whole fullness of the Grace "of God the Father, and of God the Son, and of God the Holy Ghost," as belonging to them who believe.  Those who believe the report of the disciples, believe in the Good News, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, who have received the forgiveness of their sins, being redeemed by the precious blood of the Lamb, unto Salvation -- being Saved from the wrath of God at the Second Coming of the Lord Jesus Christ.

A Commission had been given to the 12 Apostles, to go first to the lost sheep of the House of Israel, Matthew 10:5-7.  This Commission confined the Preaching to the Jews, and announced the Kingdom of Heaven as yet in the future.  Now the Preachers of the Lord Jesus Christ are sent, by the authority of the King, to make disciples of all nations, not just of the House of Israel. The old dispensation had ended with the Cross of Calvary. The new one had begun with the resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth from the dead.  So, could you imagine what must have been the feelings that such a Great Commission was now given?  Lord, we (we the Apostles) who have scarce conquered our own misgivings -- we, fishermen of Galilee, a tax collector, with no letters, no means but working with our own hands, no money by with which to travel, no influence over the humblest creature, are now Commanded to conquer the world for Thee, Lord? (Note:  Thee, Thou, thine in the King James Bible, KJV, are singular, i.e.:  spoken to an individual).  

Luke 9:1-6
1 Then he called his twelve disciples together, and gave them power and authority over all devils, and to cure diseases.

2 And he sent them to preach the kingdom of God, and to heal the sick.

3 And he said unto them, Take nothing for your journey, neither staves, nor scrip, neither bread, neither money; neither have two coats apiece.

4 And whatsoever house ye enter into, there abide, and thence depart.

5 And whosoever will not receive you, when ye go out of that city, shake off the very dust from your feet for a testimony against them.

6 And they departed, and went through the towns, preaching the gospel, and healing every where.
