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But Friday's comments were a public admission of the sins of priests, a request for forgiveness from their victims and God, and pledge to take action. It was uttered in a highly symbolic gathering of an estimated 15,000 priests from around the world who came to Rome for a show of support of the pontiff and the priesthood itself amid the scandal.

It is unclear if his comments, though, would satisfy demands from victims groups for a personal mea culpa followed up by a clear-cut plan of action to protect children.

Benedict's own legacy has been tarnished by the scandal, since he was archbishop of Munich in the 1980s when he approved therapy for a suspected pedophile who was allowed to resume pastoral duties while being treated. The priest, the Rev. Peter Hullermann, later was handed a suspended sentence for molesting a boy. In addition, Benedict's legacy at the Vatican office that dealt with sex abuse has come under scrutiny.

10For the LORD hath poured out upon you the spirit of deep sleep, and hath closed your eyes: the prophets and your rulers, the seers hath he covered. 

 11And the vision of all is become unto you as the words of a book that is sealed, which men deliver to one that is learned, saying, Read this, I pray thee: and he saith, I cannot; for it is sealed: 

 12And the book is delivered to him that is not learned, saying, Read this, I pray thee: and he saith, I am not learned. 

 13Wherefore the Lord said, Forasmuch as this people draw near me with their mouth, and with their lips do honour me, but have removed their heart far from me, and their fear toward me is taught by the precept of men: 

 14Therefore, behold, I will proceed to do a marvellous work among this people, even a marvellous work and a wonder: for the wisdom of their wise men shall perish, and the understanding of their prudent men shall be hid.


Mark 12:29-31

 29And Jesus answered him, The first of all the commandments is, Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God is one Lord: 

 30And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: this is the first commandment. 

 31And the second is like, namely this, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. There is none other commandment greater than these.



Mark 12:32-34

32And the scribe said unto him, Well, Master, thou hast said the truth: for there is one God; and there is none other but he:

 39And the chief seats in the synagogues, and the uppermost rooms at feasts: 

 40Which devour widows' houses, and for a pretence make long prayers: these shall receive greater damnation.


Beware of those who go in long clothing (Roman Catholic "priests") and who love to be saluted out in public places . . .  Virtually everywhere in Holy Scripture when you read of the scribes and Pharisees think Roman Catholic "priests".  Remember, Woe is the old British way of saying Curse or Cursed of God!  The Lord Jesus Christ called them Cursed of God, why?


Luke 11:42-44

42But woe unto you, Pharisees! for ye tithe mint and rue and all manner of herbs, and pass over judgment and the love of God: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone. 

 43Woe unto you, Pharisees! for ye love the uppermost seats in the synagogues, and greetings in the markets. 

 44Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are as graves which appear not, and the men that walk over them are not aware of them.

Again . . .

Mark 12:38

38And he said unto them in his doctrine, Beware of the scribes, which love to go in long clothing, and love salutations in the marketplaces, 


Luke 20:46-47

46Beware of the scribes, which desire to walk in long robes, and love greetings in the markets, and the highest seats in the synagogues, and the chief rooms at feasts; 

 47Which devour widows' houses, and for a shew make long prayers: the same shall receive greater damnation.


John 5:41-43

41I receive not honour from men. 

 42But I know you, that ye have not the love of God in you. 

 43I am come in my Father's name, and ye receive me not: if another shall come in his own name, him ye will receive



John 14:15-18

15If ye love me, keep my commandments. 

 16And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; 

 17Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. 

 18I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you.

So what does the Lord Jesus Christ declare of those who truly love Him?  They will keep His commandments.  Those things He declares we are to follow obediently.  Do the Roman Catholic "priests" follow His Command(ment)s?  One of His Commandments is to call no man on earth Father.  So, therefore, I declare to you even though they wear long robes and love greetings by men as "reverend" which alone in Holy Scripture is used only one time as a name of Jehovah God Himself alone, that they do NOT love God.  They love the adoration of people.


Matthew 23:8-10

 8But be not ye called Rabbi: for one is your Master, even Christ; and all ye are brethren.

Again, Reverend is used ONLY ONE TIME IN ALL OF HOLY SCRIPTURE.  It is a name of God the Father alone:


Psalm 111:9-10

9He sent redemption unto his people: he hath commanded his covenant for ever: holy and reverend is his name. 

 10The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom: a good understanding have all they that do his commandments: his praise endureth for ever.


Satan could work even through an Apostle, so we are to always be on our guard.

Matthew 16:22-24

22Then Peter took him, and began to rebuke him, saying, Be it far from thee, Lord: this shall not be unto thee. 

 23But he turned, and said unto Peter, Get thee behind me, Satan: thou art an offence unto me: for thou savourest not the things that be of God, but those that be of men. 

 24Then said Jesus unto his disciples, If any man will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me.

Again, those things said of the Scribes and the Pharisees can be said of the Roman Catholic system of error today (as well as yesterday or of old).  The Lord Jesus Christ rebukes them, as declares their worship is in vain, for nothing, meaningless.

Mark 7:7-9

7Howbeit in vain do they worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men. 

 8For laying aside the commandment of God, ye hold the tradition of men, as the washing of pots and cups: and many other such like things ye do.

 11But I certify you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached of me is not after man.
