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VATICAN CITY — Pope Francis is giving marching orders to members of his Jesuit order and their new superior. He wants them to go to the “peripheries” to serve freely and obediently.

Francis slipped out of the Vatican Monday to address the assembly of Jesuits who on Oct. 14 elected their first-ever Latin American superior, the Rev. Arturo Sosa of Venezuela.

The Society of Jesus, as the Jesuits are formally known, is the largest religious order of priests and brothers in the Catholic Church.

In his remarks, Francis urged the priests to “walk together, freely and obediently, going to the peripheries where the others don’t arrive.”

In addition to the usual vows of poverty, chastity and obedience, Jesuits take a fourth vow of obedience to the pope regarding their mission.
The Jesuits are a military organization.  The Jesuit Superior General, the "Black 'pope' " used to be considered the power behind the papacy and a virtual equal to the "White 'pope, ' i.e.:  "pope" Francis".  As "pope" Francis, the "White 'pope' " IS a Jesuit himself, elevated from being a Jesuit "priest" to "pope,"  making "pope" Francis for the first time in history BOTH the White AND the Black "pope" concurrently.  Thus, as the General now OVER the Jesuit Superior General again known as the "Black 'pope' " Francis the “white pope, who is ALSO the ONLY Jesuit pope EVER" -- now Commands over the Jesuits and their Superior General giving them their "Marching Orders".
John 13:16
16 Verily, verily, I say unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord; neither he that is sent greater than he that sent him.

Note:  Here, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth tells us that the one who sends is GREATER than the one being sent, John 13:16.

Command, i.e.:  Marching Order
A command is an order that you have to follow, as long as the person who gives it has authority over you. You don't have to comply with your friend's command that you give him all your money.
Command, which can be a noun or a verb, combines the Latin prefix com-, meaning "with," and mandāre, "to charge, enjoin," so to give someone a command is to say something with the authority that charges him to follow it. Your mother might command you to clean your room. Command can also mean a position of power, like having command of a battleship, or possession of a skill, like having a great command of video games.
