Pope urges Lutherans to set aside doctrine to work together . . .

VATICAN CITY –  Pope Francis is urging Lutherans to set aside doctrinal differences and work with Catholics to care for the poor, the sick and refugees as he lays out his vision for greater communion ahead of his visit to Sweden later this month.

Francis greeted about 1,000 Lutherans on Thursday. The group was visiting the Vatican after Germany, where Martin Luther famously sparked the Protestant Reformation by nailing his 95 theses to a church door to challenge the abuses of the Catholic Church.

Like his predecessors, Francis has reached out to Protestants, Orthodox and other Christians to heal Christianity's divisions. But unlike his predecessors, Francis has said theological differences should be put aside so Christians can work together on issues of pressing social concern, including caring for the poor and the environment.
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Ephesians 5:6-11
6 Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience.
Note:  Ephesians 2:1-3

7 Be not ye therefore partakers with them.
8 For ye were sometimes darkness, but now are ye light in the Lord: walk as children of light:
9 (For the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth;)
10 Proving what is acceptable unto the Lord.
11 And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove them.
Note:  Plants cannot bear "fruit" in the absence of light.  Sin is "darkness," and its parent is satan, that old serpent, the devil who is the “prince of darkness, Ephesians 6:12.  Fruit on the other hand flourishes in "the light," and is reproductive, and abounds in fruits.  This is harmonious combining into one whole, are termed (in the singular) as FRUIT, i.e.:  "the FRUIT of the Spirit, " Ephesians 5:9; Galatians 5:22-23.
Not only are Christians NOT to have fellowship with, . . . but reprove them.  Namely, in your words speaking spiritual Truth, and in your deeds, which, shining with "the light," virtually reprove all that is contrary to light, Ephesians 5:13; John 3:19-21.
Matthew 5:14-16
14 Ye are the light of the world. A city that is set on an hill cannot be hid.
15 Neither do men light a candle, and put it under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it giveth light unto all that are in the house.
16 Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.
"And have no fellowship . . ."  Does not imply that we can avoid all conversation or intercourse – though we are Commanded not to keep company, nor eat even with a fallen Brethren, if they don’t repent, 1 Corinthians 5:10-12.   Rather, we are to avoid such fellowship as will defile oneself with the unfruitful works of darkness.  Just as light, though it “touch filth,” is not soiled by it.  As light detects sin, “filth,” so too we as light, walking as Children of light, John 8:12; John 9:5; Matthew 5:14-15; Luke 16:8; John 12:36; Ephesians 5:8; 1 Thessalonians 5:5; 2 Corinthians 4:3-4; Philippians 2:14-16, must "even reprove sin."
