Is used of God conferring a blessing upon His people (Luke 1:28; Ephesians 1:3; Hebrews 6:14) – and His people blessing God (Luke 1:64, Luke 2:28, Luke 24:53; 1 Corinthians 14:16; James 3:7-10).


Genesis 1:22

22 And God blessed them, saying, Be fruitful, and multiply, and fill the waters in the seas, and let fowl multiply in the earth.

32 A light to lighten the Gentiles, and the glory of thy people Israel.
