The Church is only one institution among many in a free Christian society.  There are also families, governments,  schools and colleges, businesses, charities, clubs and social organizations.  All of these Christian organizations are legitimate. None of these organization requires permission from an established Church to be organized or maintained, unless an organized Church funds them directly.

Let us not make the mistake of exalting the authority of Church officials beyond the limited ministerial authority they are given in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  When Church Ministers take to themselves authority not directly given in Holy Scripture, then True Worship, i.e.:  Christianity itself is perverted and distorted on every side. That is the mistake the Church made in the first millennium when it acceded first to episcopal arguments, and then to papal Rome’s claims, to rule over other Churches.  Let's see what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has to say:


Mark 10:35-44

35 And James and John, the sons of Zebedee, come unto him, saying, Master, we would that thou shouldest do for us whatsoever we shall desire.

36 And he said unto them, What would ye that I should do for you?

37 They said unto him, Grant unto us that we may sit, one on thy right hand, and the other on thy left hand, in thy glory.

38 But Jesus said unto them, Ye know not what ye ask: can ye drink of the cup that I drink of? and be baptized with the baptism that I am baptized with?

39 And they said unto him, We can. And Jesus said unto them, Ye shall indeed drink of the cup that I drink of; and with the baptism that I am baptized withal shall ye be baptized:

40 But to sit on my right hand and on my left hand is not mine to give; but it shall be given to them for whom it is prepared.

41 And when the ten heard it, they began to be much displeased with James and John.

42 But Jesus called them to him, and saith unto them, Ye know that they which are accounted to rule over the Gentiles exercise lordship over them; and their great ones exercise authority upon them.

Note:  To rule over the Gentiles, i.e.:  magistrates, civil authorities, according to God's appointment rule over their subjects.  However, Pastors are not called to rule as these civil authorities, but to serve according to the example of the Only Begotten Son of God Himself, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who went before them as a servant, for in so doing He also was the greatest Minister of His Father's Will.

43 But so shall it not be among you: but whosoever will be great among you, shall be your minister:

44 And whosoever of you will be the chiefest, shall be servant of all.



Note:  The Apostle Peter certainly learned this lesson:

1 Peter 5:1-4

1 The elders which are among you I exhort, who am also an elder, and a witness of the sufferings of Christ, and also a partaker of the glory that shall be revealed:

2 Feed the flock of God which is among you, taking the oversight thereof, not by constraint, but willingly; not for filthy lucre, but of a ready mind;

3 Neither as being lords over God's heritage, but being examples to the flock.

4 And when the chief Shepherd shall appear, ye shall receive a crown of glory that fadeth not away.


Note:  Those who sought the preeminent (preeminent:  having paramount rank, dignity, or importance, i.e.:  being the head or leader) position ruled as Lords over others.  They did so distorting all Truth.  They want to rule where Moses ruled, sit in Moses seat as a ruler.  They say for you to observe God's Law, but they do not themselves.  They bind heavy burdens, hard to bare, and all their works are done to be seen of men.

Matthew 23:1-9

1 Then spake Jesus to the multitude, and to his disciples,

2 Saying The scribes and the Pharisees sit in Moses' seat:

3 All therefore whatsoever they bid you observe, that observe and do; but do not ye after their works: for they say, and do not.

4 For they bind heavy burdens and grievous to be borne, and lay them on men's shoulders; but they themselves will not move them with one of their fingers.

5 But all their works they do for to be seen of men: they make broad their phylacteries, and enlarge the borders of their garments,

6 And love the uppermost rooms at feasts, and the chief seats in the synagogues,

7 And greetings in the markets, and to be called of men, Rabbi, Rabbi.

8 But be not ye called Rabbi: for one is your Master, even Christ; and all ye are brethren.

9 And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven.




Mark 10:45
45 For even the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many.

Note:  Mark 10:45 above, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth says that he came NOT to be ministered unto . . .  Ministered here in the Greek is the word used for Deacon, a slave, a servant.  In the Church, to act as a Christian Deacon, literally a slave who waits on guests, i.e.:  one who "kicks up dust" because He's "on the move to serve his Lord's guests."


John 13:12-15

12 So after he had washed their feet, and had taken his garments, and was set down again, he said unto them, Know ye what I have done to you?

13 Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.

14 If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one another's feet.

Note:  A house servant, slave, one called to wash the feet of his Lord's guests, was the lowest of the indoor slaves.  One who had access to the Master's House.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, by this example, was showing that He, the Lord, the Christ, the Mighty God, who the Prophet Isaiah saw in Heaven high and lifted up Isaiah 6:1-4, who had access to the Master's House, His Father's House, Heaven at the highest level, lowered himself to be a deacon, a slave, a lowest servant to serve His LORD's (His Father's) guest . . .  as an example for how a Christian leader should lead.  Not as a magistrate to lord it over all the others, but to serve as a Deacon, a slave, to kick up dust to serve His Lord's guests:  the Church.

15 For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you.


Ephesians 4:9-25

9 (Now that he ascended, what is it but that he also descended first into the lower parts of the earth?

10 He that descended is the same also that ascended up far above all heavens, that he might fill all things.)

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth descended into the lower parts of the earth, Who was exalted in Heaven as the Head over all things brought down to the lowly estate of a man, into the lower parts of the earth by God's Divine Sovereignty and Wisdom.  Psalm 139:11-15 which represents his mother's womb, being born as a man child.

11 And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers;

12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:

13 Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ:

14 That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive;

15 But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ:

16 From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love.

17 This I say therefore, and testify in the Lord, that ye henceforth walk not as other Gentiles walk, in the vanity of their mind,

18 Having the understanding darkened, being alienated from the life of God through the ignorance that is in them, because of the blindness of their heart:

19 Who being past feeling have given themselves over unto lasciviousness, to work all uncleanness with greediness.

Note:  Those God will destroy, he takes away their discernment, or has never given any to them at all in the first place.  God darkens the heart, the understanding, of those who are to be destroyed.

20 But ye have not so learned Christ;

21 If so be that ye have heard him, and have been taught by him, as the truth is in Jesus:

22 That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts;

23 And be renewed in the spirit of your mind;

24 And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness.

25 Wherefore putting away lying, speak every man truth with his neighbour: for we are members one of another.



Galatians 5:13
13 For, brethren, ye have been called unto liberty; only use not liberty for an occasion to the flesh, but by love serve one another.

Note:  Papal Rome’s claims to rule the over other Churches in antiChristian.  Let's see what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth said:

Mark 10:42-44
42 But Jesus called them to him, and saith unto them, Ye know that they which are accounted to rule over the Gentiles exercise lordship over them; and their great ones exercise authority upon them.

Note:  The magistrates, civil authorities, according to God's appointment rule over their subjects.  However, Pastors are not called to rule, but to serve according to the example of the Only Begotten Son of God Himself, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who went before them as a servant, for in doing such He also was the greatest Minister of His Father's Will.

43 But so shall it not be among you: but whosoever will be great among you, shall be your minister:

44 And whosoever of you will be the chiefest, shall be servant of all.


Matthew 23:8
8 But be not ye called Rabbi: for one is your Master, even Christ; and all ye are brethren.

Note:  So, above the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth says do NOT Lord it over one another, as the Gentiles, . . . as ye are brethren.

When Church Ministers take to themselves authority not directly given in Holy Scripture, True Worship, i.e.:  Christianity itself is perverted and distorted on every side. That is the mistake the Church made in the first millennium when it acceded first to episcopal arguments, and then to papal Rome’s claims to rule over the other Churches.  Let's see what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has to say about those outside the Called Ministers within the Church:


Mark 9:38-40
38 And John answered him, saying, Master, we saw one casting out devils in thy name, and he followeth not us: and we forbad him, because he followeth not us.

39 But Jesus said, Forbid him not: for there is no man which shall do a miracle in my name, that can lightly speak evil of me.

Note:  Miracle in Mark 9:39 above means:  a work of power, marvelous works, strength, ability, one who comes speaking with and under the power of the Holy Ghost.  Power through God's ability given him to speak God's Holy Word in Truth.  

40 For he that is not against us is on our part.


Matthew 12:30
30 He that is not with me is against me; and he that gathereth not with me scattereth abroad.

Note:  The Apostle Paul understood this, and even if they came Preaching in part out of selfish ambition, the ultimate goal is to have the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Preached in all the world, exalted above all in every nation, even though they were taking credit for the Apostle Paul's work.  They Preached and thought by taking credit for the Apostle Paul's work it did great harm to him, personally.  Many who, in the presence of the Apostles power and gifts, were necessarily powerless and insignificant persons in comparison, desired to be as an Apostle.  When the Apostle Paul was in prison, they could make themselves of some importance, when, in the unsearchable but perfect ways of God, this mighty instrument of His Grace, the Apostle Paul, was given as an encouragement to others to speak boldly where before they would not. Jealous but hidden when he was present, they availed themselves of the Apostle Paul's absence to bestir themselves; whether false Brethren or jealous Christians, they sought in his absence to impair the Apostle Paul's authority in the Assembly, and to harm his happiness. They only added to both. God was with the Apostle Paul even in his chains; and, instead of the self-seeking which instigated these sorry Preachers of the Truth, there was found in the Apostle Paul the pure desire for the proclamation of the good news of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the whole value of which he deeply felt, and which he desired above all.  


Philippians 1:14-18

14 And many of the brethren in the Lord, waxing confident by my bonds, are much more bold to speak the word without fear.

15 Some indeed preach Christ even of envy and strife; and some also of good will:

Note:  Even though the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was being Preached, using envy and strife, there is confusion and every evil work there in those "churches," James 3:16

16 The one preach Christ of contention, not sincerely, supposing to add affliction to my bonds:

17 But the other of love, knowing that I am set for the defence of the gospel.

18 What then? notwithstanding, every way, whether in pretence, or in truth, Christ is preached; and I therein do rejoice, yea, and will rejoice.



The "churches" have become delusional, James 3:16.  They have become like Rome, i.e.:  evil the habitation of devils, demons:

Revelation 18:1-2

1 And after these things I saw another angel come down from heaven, having great power; and the earth was lightened with his glory.

2 And he cried mightily with a strong voice, saying, Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen, and is become the habitation of devils, and the hold of every foul spirit, and a cage of every unclean and hateful bird.

Note:  Hateful bird, fowls of the air, that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had said in the Parable of the Sower, were demons under satan, doing satans will.  

Mark 4:4
4 And it came to pass, as he sowed, some fell by the way side, and the fowls of the air came and devoured it up.


Mark 4:14-15

14 The sower soweth the word.

15 And these are they by the way side, where the word is sown; but when they have heard, Satan cometh immediately, and taketh away the word that was sown in their hearts.

In Revelation 18:1-2 above, The downfall and destruction of the mystical, mystery Babylon, the Roman Catholic "church" are determined in the Counsels of God. Another Angel comes from Heaven. This is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Himself, coming to destroy His enemies, and to shed abroad the True Light of His Gospel throughout all the nations. The wickedness of this Babylon (the Roman Catholic "church" was and is very great); she had forsaken the One True God, Jehovah, and has set up idols, and had drawn all sorts of men into spiritual adultery, enticed them by her wealth and luxury and has kept them in her interest. The spiritual merchandise, by which multitudes have wickedly lived in wealth, by the sins and follies of mankind will quickly come to an end, for God Himself has spoken it. The Roman Catholic "church," who has led the other former Protestant Churches to follow their mommy by seeking after wealth, and goods, have all increased greatly with goods, and say I am rich, and have need of nothing, but they knowest not that thou art wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind, and naked.  Revelation 3:14-19 

Fair warning is given to all that expect Mercy from God, that they should not only come out of this evil, wicked, Mystery Babylonian system which the Roman Catholic "church" has embraced, but the True Worshipers, the Elect of God, Born Again Believers, by remaining faithful to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth should be those who assist in Rome's destruction. God may have a small remnant of people even in this Babylonian system of evil. God's people shall be Called out of Babylon, the evil, abomination, called the Roman Catholic "church," (ALONE WITH ALL THE FORMER protesters of that system, that used to be called Protestant who, like their mommy are now Harlots, and have sold out the Lord Jesus Christ for money) for those who are Called Out, are called effectually, while those that partake with wicked men in their sins, must receive of their plagues.

Revelation 18:4
4 And I heard another voice from heaven, saying, Come out of her, my people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that ye receive not of her plagues.


Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth makes it clear that institutional connections are relatively unimportant. What is important is in whose name the work is being done, and that it is being done according to the standards that God hath declared in His Holy Word, the Holy Bible. The Lord Jesus Christ forbids the Apostles from interfering with these not ordained by the organized Church.

Mark 9:38-40

38 And John answered him, saying, Master, we saw one casting out devils in thy name, and he followeth not us: and we forbad him, because he followeth not us.

39 But Jesus said, Forbid him not: for there is no man which shall do a miracle in my name, that can lightly speak evil of me.

40 For he that is not against us is on our part.


Note:  The question then should come to our mind, what, then, are we in the Church to do?  Answer:  Preach the Truth of the Gospel, the full Counsel of God, the whole Counsel, all the Counsel of God.  In season and out of season.  There are only two possibilities, that is, you are either in season (when people desire to hear the Word of God,) and out of season (when people will hate you for Preaching the Word of God).  Regardless, whether in season or out of season, we are Called to Preach the Truth of God.  To those in season, we Preach to him that is weary . . .

Isaiah 50:4
4 The Lord God hath given me the tongue of the learned, that I should know how to speak a word in season to him that is weary: he wakeneth morning by morning, he wakeneth mine ear to hear as the learned.


2 Timothy 4:1-2

1 I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom;

2 Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all long suffering and doctrine.


Acts 20:27
27 For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God.

In order to do that, it requires of the True Church, guided by the Holy Spirit, discernment of the Truth.

Note:  Discernment means:  to separate (things, or one thing from another); to distinguish and divide…to recognize as distinct, to distinguish or separate mentally (one thing from another)...to perceive the difference between...to distinguish or discriminate between and to distinguish (one thing or fact as Truth) by the intellect. 

Discernment means to judge:  “separate, distinguish, think, consider, decide, hale before a court, condemn, administer justice, see to it that justice is done, pass judgment upon, criticize, find fault with."  A spiritual man, one Born Again, a True Worshiper, judges all things according to God's Holy Word, the Holy Bible, and by that standard he comes to make his life's judgements, taught by God through the Holy Spirit, God's Truth.

1 Corinthians 2:15
15 But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, yet he himself is judged of no man.


Note:  Those without God's Holy Spirit cannot judge, for they who are the natural man use man's wisdom, and do NOT understand spiritual things, nor can they.

1 Corinthians 2:12-15

12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God.

13 Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.

14 But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.

15 But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, yet he himself is judged of no man.


Note:  So, the question needs to be asked, why does the "churches" today lack discernment? The fundamental answer is that the Will of God is unpopular and modern men will not hear it, but instead man demands his own free will over God's Will.  As a natural man, verse 14 directly above, they claim their own salvation, and right to to it by their coming to God on their own and by their own free will.  Those God will destroy, he takes away their discernment, or has never given any to them at all in the first place.  God darkens the heart, the understanding, of those who are to be destroyed.


Romans 1:21-32

21 Because that, when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankful; but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened.

22 Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools,

23 And changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to corruptible man, and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things.

24 Wherefore God also gave them up to uncleanness through the lusts of their own hearts, to dishonour their own bodies between themselves:

25 Who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen.

26 For this cause God gave them up unto vile affections: for even their women did change the natural use into that which is against nature:

27 And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust one toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves that recompence of their error which was meet.

28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient;

Note:  reprobate means:  a depraved, spiritually non-functioning mind, a mind not approved of God, not passing the test, as a coin rejected and cast away.  

29 Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers,

30 Backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents,

31 Without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful:

32 Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them.


Note:  They knew of God, they glorified him not as God, but become vain in their own imaginations, and . . . their heart was darkened because they are fools.  It is utter foolishness not to Glorify God by exalting His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and trust in Him alone for one's Salvation.  

Let's look at some key phrases Romans 1:21-32 above:   . . . their foolish heart was darkened.  . . .they became fools, having a reprobate mind, Without understanding, and all the while, without discernment, but claiming they are wise, they  know the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them.

Note:  the National Cathedral represents our nation, the United States of America to the world.  It is used for important funerals.

National Cathedral to perform same-sex weddings
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Note:  The antiChrist comes, and because they have no discernment, refuse to "judge" other false worship, they are deceived, and are delusional, and like those in Romans 1:21-32 above, who had pleasure in unrighteousness.

2 Thessalonians 2:9-12

9 Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders,

10 And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved.

11 And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie:

12 That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.


Note:  The consistent message in the Scriptures, the Holy Bible is that God gives knowledge, wisdom, and understanding (discernment) to those who are to be Saved.  God withholds this same knowledge, wisdom, and understanding from those who are to be destroyed or punished.

Jeremiah 13:13-14

13 Then shalt thou say unto them, Thus saith the Lord, Behold, I will fill all the inhabitants of this land, even the kings that sit upon David's throne, and the priests, and the prophets, and all the inhabitants of Jerusalem, with drunkenness.

14 And I will dash them one against another, even the fathers and the sons together, saith the Lord: I will not pity, nor spare, nor have mercy, but destroy them.

Note:  Jeremiah 13:13 above, drunkenness does not mean with alcohol, nor does being sober mean not being drunk with alcohol.  See Ezekiel 39:19 directly below.  Jeremiah 13:13 above means they are intoxicated by the things of this world, worldly.  They became giddy, stupid, unable to help themselves, nor to advise one another with the Truth of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  They are simply non-discerning.

Ezekiel 39:19
19 And ye shall eat fat till ye be full, and drink blood till ye be drunken, of my sacrifice which I have sacrificed for you.

Note:  The Old Testament Command not to drink blood was carried forth into Christianity.  Acts 15:20; Acts 15:29
Instead, without discernment, people bypass these Commands, and believe that when taking communion that they are physically drinking the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  They have been led down this terrible path by the Roman Catholic "church," that great system of error, in what is called Transubstantiation.  Transubstantiation means, according to Webster's Dictionary:  "the miraculous change by which according to Roman Catholic and Eastern Orthodox dogma the eucharistic elements at their consecration become the body and blood of Christ while keeping only the appearances of bread and wine."  They literally change from bread into the Lord Jesus Christ's body, and wine into His blood, and we are taught to go against Holy Scriptures Commands against drinking blood to consume physically thus becoming cannibals.  In Acts 15:20; Acts 15:29 They were counseled to abstain from things strangled, and from eating blood; this was forbidden by the Law of Moses, and also here, from reverence to the blood of the sacrifices, which being then still offered, it would needlessly grieve the Jewish converts, and further prejudice the unconverted Jews.  To obtain from things strangled, because things strangled had not been bled, that is the blood was still in it, and the Law was not to drink blood.  The Judaizing tendency of human nature is ever ready to abandon the Truth of the Teaching of the Holy Spirit, and return into the ways and thoughts of the flesh.

Genesis 9:4
4 But flesh with the life thereof, which is the blood thereof, shall ye not eat.

Deuteronomy 12:23
23 Only be sure that thou eat not the blood: for the blood is the life; and thou mayest not eat the life with the flesh.

Leviticus 19:26
26 Ye shall not eat any thing with the blood: neither shall ye use enchantment, nor observe times.

Note:  This refers to a practice among the heathens, who fancied that blood was the food of demons, to whom they would offer a sacrifice; and therefore when they sacrificed to them, they took the blood of the beast and put it into a vessel, and sat down by it, and round about it, and ate the flesh; imagining that whilst they ate the flesh, the demons eat the blood as their offering to these devils, demons, and by this means they exercised friendship and familiarity with these devils, demons, so that they hoped to receive some advantage from them, and be informed of things to come.

Ezekiel 33:25
25 Wherefore say unto them, Thus saith the Lord God; Ye eat with the blood, and lift up your eyes toward your idols, and shed blood: and shall ye possess the land?


1 Samuel 14:6-35

6 And Jonathan said to the young man that bare his armour, Come, and let us go over unto the garrison of these uncircumcised: it may be that the Lord will work for us: for there is no restraint to the Lord to save by many or by few.

7 And his armourbearer said unto him, Do all that is in thine heart: turn thee; behold, I am with thee according to thy heart.

8 Then said Jonathan, Behold, we will pass over unto these men, and we will discover ourselves unto them.

9 If they say thus unto us, Tarry until we come to you; then we will stand still in our place, and will not go up unto them.

10 But if they say thus, Come up unto us; then we will go up: for the Lord hath delivered them into our hand: and this shall be a sign unto us.

11 And both of them discovered themselves unto the garrison of the Philistines: and the Philistines said, Behold, the Hebrews come forth out of the holes where they had hid themselves.

12 And the men of the garrison answered Jonathan and his armourbearer, and said, Come up to us, and we will shew you a thing. And Jonathan said unto his armourbearer, Come up after me: for the Lord hath delivered them into the hand of Israel.

13 And Jonathan climbed up upon his hands and upon his feet, and his armourbearer after him: and they fell before Jonathan; and his armourbearer slew after him.

14 And that first slaughter, which Jonathan and his armourbearer made, was about twenty men, within as it were an half acre of land, which a yoke of oxen might plow.

15 And there was trembling in the host, in the field, and among all the people: the garrison, and the spoilers, they also trembled, and the earth quaked: so it was a very great trembling.

16 And the watchmen of Saul in Gibeah of Benjamin looked; and, behold, the multitude melted away, and they went on beating down one another.

17 Then said Saul unto the people that were with him, Number now, and see who is gone from us. And when they had numbered, behold, Jonathan and his armourbearer were not there.

18 And Saul said unto Ahiah, Bring hither the ark of God. For the ark of God was at that time with the children of Israel.

19 And it came to pass, while Saul talked unto the priest, that the noise that was in the host of the Philistines went on and increased: and Saul said unto the priest, Withdraw thine hand.

20 And Saul and all the people that were with him assembled themselves, and they came to the battle: and, behold, every man's sword was against his fellow, and there was a very great discomfiture.

21 Moreover the Hebrews that were with the Philistines before that time, which went up with them into the camp from the country round about, even they also turned to be with the Israelites that were with Saul and Jonathan.

22 Likewise all the men of Israel which had hid themselves in mount Ephraim, when they heard that the Philistines fled, even they also followed hard after them in the battle.

23 So the Lord saved Israel that day: and the battle passed over unto Bethaven.

24 And the men of Israel were distressed that day: for Saul had adjured the people, saying, Cursed be the man that eateth any food until evening, that I may be avenged on mine enemies. So none of the people tasted any food.

25 And all they of the land came to a wood; and there was honey upon the ground.

26 And when the people were come into the wood, behold, the honey dropped; but no man put his hand to his mouth: for the people feared the oath.

27 But Jonathan heard not when his father charged the people with the oath: wherefore he put forth the end of the rod that was in his hand, and dipped it in an honeycomb, and put his hand to his mouth; and his eyes were enlightened.

28 Then answered one of the people, and said, Thy father straitly charged the people with an oath, saying, Cursed be the man that eateth any food this day. And the people were faint.

29 Then said Jonathan, My father hath troubled the land: see, I pray you, how mine eyes have been enlightened, because I tasted a little of this honey.

30 How much more, if haply the people had eaten freely to day of the spoil of their enemies which they found? for had there not been now a much greater slaughter among the Philistines?

31 And they smote the Philistines that day from Michmash to Aijalon: and the people were very faint.

32 And the people flew upon the spoil, and took sheep, and oxen, and calves, and slew them on the ground: and the people did eat them with the blood.

Note:  " . . . and took sheep, and oxen, and calves, and slew them on the ground: . . ." and there they lay in their blood, which in such a position would not run out freely as when slain and hang up.  The people did eat them with the blood; they were so hungry they could not stay the dressing of them, but ate them raw with the blood in them, not being squeezed nor drained out.

33 Then they told Saul, saying, Behold, the people sin against the Lord, in that they eat with the blood. And he said, Ye have transgressed: roll a great stone unto me this day.

Note:  Genesis 9:4; Leviticus 19:26 ". . . :  roll a great stone unto me this day." That is, that the blood of the beast that shall be slain, may be pressed out upon it, pressed out of the animal before they ate the animal.

34 And Saul said, Disperse yourselves among the people, and say unto them, Bring me hither every man his ox, and every man his sheep, and slay them here, and eat; and sin not against the Lord in eating with the blood. And all the people brought every man his ox with him that night, and slew them there.

35 And Saul built an altar unto the Lord: the same was the first altar that he built unto the Lord.


Luke 22:15-20

15 And he said unto them, With desire I have desired to eat this passover with you before I suffer:

16 For I say unto you, I will not any more eat thereof, until it be fulfilled in the kingdom of God.

17 And he took the cup, and gave thanks, and said, Take this, and divide it among yourselves:

18 For I say unto you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine, until the kingdom of God shall come.

19 And he took bread, and gave thanks, and brake it, and gave unto them, saying, This is my body which is given for you: this do in remembrance of me.

20 Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood, which is shed for you.


1 Corinthians 11:23-32

23 For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, that the Lord Jesus the same night in which he was betrayed took bread:

24 And when he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of me.

25 After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, this cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me.

26 For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till he come.

27 Wherefore whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord.

28 But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup.

29 For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord's body.

30 For this cause many are weak and sickly among you, and many sleep.

31 For if we would judge ourselves, we should not be judged.

32 But when we are judged, we are chastened of the Lord, that we should not be condemned with the world.

Note:  The actions of the communicants were, to take the bread and eat, to take the cup and drink, and to do both in remembrance of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. However, the outward acts are not the whole, or the principal part, of what is to be done at this Holy Ordinance. Those who partake of it, are to take the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their Lord and Life, yield themselves up to Him, and live upon Him.  It is to be done in remembrance of Christ Jesus, to keep fresh in our minds His dying for us, as well as to remember the Lord Jesus Christ pleading for us, in virtue of His death, at God's right hand, as our sole mediator between a True Worshiper, one Born Again and God. It is not merely in remembrance of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, nor of what he has done and suffered; but to celebrate His Grace in our redemption. We declare His death to be our life, the spring of all our comforts and hopes. We glory in such a declaration; we show forth His death, and plead it before God Himself as our only accepted sacrifice and ransom. The Lord's Supper is not an Ordinance to be observed merely for a time, but to be continued. The Apostle Paul here lays before the Corinthians the danger of receiving it with an unsuitable temper of mind; or keeping up the Covenant with sin and death, while professing to renew and confirm the New Covenant, New Testament with God. No doubt such incur great guilt, and so render themselves liable to spiritual judgements. However, fearful Born Again Believers should not be discouraged from attending at this Holy Ordinance. The Holy Spirit never caused this Scripture to be written to deter serious Christians from their duty, though the devil, satan, has often made this use of it. The Apostle Paul was addressing Christians, and warning them to beware of the temporal judgements with which God chastised His offending slaves, His people. In the midst of judgement concerning His Own Children, God remembers mercy.  God many times punishes those whom He loves. It is far better to bear trouble in this world, than to be miserable for ever. The Apostle Paul points our the duty of those who come to the Lord's Table. Self-examination is necessary to right attendance at this Holy Ordinance. If we would thoroughly search ourselves, to condemn and set right what we find wrong, we should stop Divine judgements caused to bring this realization to light in our lives. The Apostle Paul closes all with a caution against the irregularities of which the Corinthians were guilty at the Lord's Table. Let all look to his admonition (admonition:  counsel or warning against fault or oversight) of the Corinthians, that we do not come together to God's Worship, so as to provoke Him, and bring down vengeance on ourselves.

Upon coming together, the Corinthians fell into divisions, schisms. Christians may separate from each other's Communion, yet be charitable one towards another.  They may also continue in the same communion, yet be uncharitable. With the Corinthians there was a careless and irregular eating of the Lord's Supper, which adds to their guilt. Many rich Corinthians seem to have acted very wrong at the Lord's Table, or at the love-feasts, which took place at the same time as the supper or dinner meal. The rich despised the poor, and ate and drank up the provisions they had brought, before the poor were allowed to partake; thus, some wanted, while others had more than enough. What should have been a bond of mutual love and affection, was made an instrument of discord and disunion. We should be careful that nothing in our behavior at the Lord's Table, appears to make light of that sacred Ordinance. The Lord's supper is not ever to be made an occasion for gluttony or revelling.  However, it is often made the support of self-righteous pride, or a cloak for one's hypocrisy. Let us never rest in the outward forms of Worship, but look to our hearts that we are right with God and with the Brethren before partaking.

The reason for this Law not to drink blood was because the blood, which is the life, was given in sacrifice for the life of men, to be an Atonement for them; wherefore, to keep up a just reverence of this perfect sacrifice, and to show the great importance of the blood of the great sacrifice of the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, blood was forbidden to be eaten.  That blood itself, representative of the Lord Jesus Christ's perfect sacrifice of Himself, was to be spiritually eaten by faith.  Since eating of blood in general was morally wrong and was taught so in God's Law, it would be a monstrous shocking thing in the Christian religion, that the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ is to be drank; though it is to be understood in a spiritual sense, since in the blood is life, in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth's blood it is Eternal Life: the Law against eating blood was very strictly prohibited by the Jews, and severely punished if broken.

God Himself forbids His people from eating the blood. Blood carries both infections and toxins that might circulate in the body. Therefore, by eating blood, one exposes himself needlessly to potential toxins and infections. The harmful effects of eating blood can be illustrated by tribes in Africa who consume large amounts of blood in their pagan culture. These people have developed the chronic diseases seen in our elderly while still teenagers. Their life span is approximately 30 years. Rex D. Russel, M.D. p. 229, "Proceedings of the 1992 Twin-Cities Creation Conference."


Ezekiel 39:19
19 And ye shall eat fat till ye be full, and drink blood till ye be drunken, of my sacrifice which I have sacrificed for you.

Ezekiel 39:19 above, As men are with wine, who become mad with it, so then birds and beasts of prey grow fiercer by drinking blood.  The meaning is they should have their fill of the flesh, fat, and blood, of slain men, of the flesh of the slain, God says, ". . . which I have sacrificed for you".


Revelation 17:1-2

1 And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked with me, saying unto me, Come hither; I will shew unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters:

2 With whom the kings of the earth have committed fornication, and the inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk with the wine of her fornication.

Note:  Again drunk means intoxicated by the things of this world,  by her fornication (fornication:  unlawful relationships).  Drunkenness does not mean with alcohol, nor does being sober mean not being drunk with alcohol.  As in Ezekiel 39:19 and Jeremiah 13:13, Revelation 17:2 above means they are intoxicated by the things of this world, worldly.  They became giddy, stupid, unable to help themselves, nor to advise one another with the Truth of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  They are simply non-discerning.

2 Corinthians 5:13 
13For whether we be beside ourselves, it is to God: or whether we be sober, it is for your cause.

1 Thessalonians 5:6 
6Therefore let us not sleep, as do others; but let us watch and be sober.

1 Thessalonians 5:8 
8But let us, who are of the day, be sober, putting on the breastplate of faith and love; and for an helmet, the hope of salvation.

Titus 2:2 
2That the aged men be sober, grave, temperate, sound in faith, in charity, in patience.

Titus 2:4 
4That they may teach the young women to be sober, to love their husbands, to love their children,

Titus 2:6 
6Young men likewise exhort to be sober minded.

1 Peter 1:13 
13Wherefore gird up the loins of your mind, be sober, and hope to the end for the grace that is to be brought unto you at the revelation of Jesus Christ;

1 Peter 5:8 
9Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour:

Note:  Each of these verses above does NOT mean to be sober by NOT getting drunk.  It means not to be intoxicated by the things of this world.  Not to be worldly, but to have discernment, understanding of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, the Truth of God's Word.  To separate our thinking from worldly thinking.  Having our minds transformed, not conformed to the thinking of the world (satan's family).

Romans 12:2
2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.



Note:  Again, the consistent message in the Scriptures, the Holy Bible is that God gives knowledge, wisdom, and understanding (discernment) to those who are to be Saved.  God withholds this same knowledge, wisdom, and understanding from those who are to be destroyed.

Job 12:13-25

13 With him is wisdom and strength, he hath counsel and understanding.

14 Behold, he breaketh down, and it cannot be built again: he shutteth up a man, and there can be no opening.

15 Behold, he withholdeth the waters, and they dry up: also he sendeth them out, and they overturn the earth.

16 With him is strength and wisdom: the deceived and the deceiver are his.

17 He leadeth counsellors away spoiled, and maketh the judges fools.

18 He looseth the bond of kings, and girdeth their loins with a girdle.

19 He leadeth princes away spoiled, and overthroweth the mighty.

20 He removeth away the speech of the trusty, and taketh away the understanding of the aged.

21 He poureth contempt upon princes, and weakeneth the strength of the mighty.

22 He discovereth deep things out of darkness, and bringeth out to light the shadow of death.

23 He increaseth the nations, and destroyeth them: he enlargeth the nations, and straiteneth them again.

24 He taketh away the heart of the chief of the people of the earth, and causeth them to wander in a wilderness where there is no way.

Note:  Heart in the Hebrew in Job 12:24 above means:  Inner man, spiritual mind, spiritual will, heart (understanding, discernment).

25 They grope in the dark without light, and he maketh them to stagger like a drunken man.


Job 17:4
4 For thou hast hid their heart from understanding: therefore shalt thou not exalt them.


Daniel 4:28-37

28 All this came upon the king Nebuchadnezzar.

29 At the end of twelve months he walked in the palace of the kingdom of Babylon.

30 The king spake, and said, Is not this great Babylon, that I have built for the house of the kingdom by the might of my power, and for the honour of my majesty?

31 While the word was in the king's mouth, there fell a voice from heaven, saying, O king Nebuchadnezzar, to thee it is spoken; The kingdom is departed from thee.

32 And they shall drive thee from men, and thy dwelling shall be with the beasts of the field: they shall make thee to eat grass as oxen, and seven times shall pass over thee, until thou know that the most High ruleth in the kingdom of men, and giveth it to whomsoever he will.

33 The same hour was the thing fulfilled upon Nebuchadnezzar: and he was driven from men, and did eat grass as oxen, and his body was wet with the dew of heaven, till his hairs were grown like eagles' feathers, and his nails like birds' claws.

34 And at the end of the days I Nebuchadnezzar lifted up mine eyes unto heaven, and mine understanding returned unto me, and I blessed the most High, and I praised and honoured him that liveth for ever, whose dominion is an everlasting dominion, and his kingdom is from generation to generation:

35 And all the inhabitants of the earth are reputed as nothing: and he doeth according to his will in the army of heaven, and among the inhabitants of the earth: and none can stay his hand, or say unto him, What doest thou?

36 At the same time my reason returned unto me; and for the glory of my kingdom, mine honour and brightness returned unto me; and my counsellors and my lords sought unto me; and I was established in my kingdom, and excellent majesty was added unto me.

37 Now I Nebuchadnezzar praise and extol and honour the King of heaven, all whose works are truth, and his ways judgment: and those that walk in pride he is able to abase.


Note:  Those God will destroy, He confuses their minds, makes them undiscerning, so that they cannot tell right from wrong, true from false spiritually. Discernment is the intellectual ability to judge correctly. To judge is to evaluate a particular (person, group, event, or idea) according to a general principle or standard defined by God in His Holy Word, the Holy Bible. To those whom God wishes to save, He gives light, discernment, understanding; to those whom He wishes to punish, to destroy, He sends confusion. 

Ephesians 1:15-23

15 Wherefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus, and love unto all the saints,

16 Cease not to give thanks for you, making mention of you in my prayers;

17 That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him:

18 The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints,

19 And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of his mighty power,

20 Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places,

21 Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come:

22 And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the head over all things to the church,

23 Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all.


Ephesians 4:17-25

17 This I say therefore, and testify in the Lord, that ye henceforth walk not as other Gentiles walk, in the vanity of their mind,

18 Having the understanding darkened, being alienated from the life of God through the ignorance that is in them, because of the blindness of their heart:

19 Who being past feeling have given themselves over unto lasciviousness, to work all uncleanness with greediness.

20 But ye have not so learned Christ;

21 If so be that ye have heard him, and have been taught by him, as the truth is in Jesus:

22 That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts;

23 And be renewed in the spirit of your mind;

24 And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness.

25 Wherefore putting away lying, speak every man truth with his neighbour: for we are members one of another.


Paul (<:) Jesus first! 
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
