Yes, being a Teacher/Preacher and doing it wrongly and/or with the wrong motive (not from God or having His Holy Spirit, nor to glorify the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth,) causes one to be under a greater condemnation.
James 3:1-3

1My brethren, be not many masters, knowing that we shall receive the greater condemnation. 

2For in many things we offend all. If any man offend not in word, the same is a perfect man, and able also to bridle the whole body. 

3Behold, we put bits in the horses' mouths, that they may obey us; and we turn about their whole body.

Note:  Knowing that we shall receive the greater condemnation: should men enter into the office of teaching (Preacher) others without a Call, or perform it negligently, or live not according to the Doctrine they teach others, such would be judged out of their own mouths, and by their own words, and their condemnation would be aggravated and all the greater upon themselves; and should men judge rash judgment, they themselves will be judged at a higher tribunal; and should they be too censorious, and bear too hard on others, they will have judgment without mercy.
2 Peter 2:16-18
16But was rebuked for his iniquity: the dumb ass speaking with man's voice forbad the madness of the prophet. 

17These are wells without water, clouds that are carried with a tempest; to whom the mist of darkness is reserved for ever. 

18For when they speak great swelling words of vanity, they allure through the lusts of the flesh, through much wantonness, those that were clean escaped from them who live in error.

Numbers 22:21,23,28,30-41
Numbers 23
Numbers 24
Note:  Balaam was a Prophet of God, who for a fee was going to curse the people of Israel.  This is called the error of Balaam.  God in His Sovereignty has a jackass stop the Prophet, and then the Angel of the Lord appears . . . 
Numbers 22:30-35
30And the ass said unto Balaam, Am not I thine ass, upon which thou hast ridden ever since I was thine unto this day? was I ever wont to do so unto thee? and he said, Nay. 

31Then the LORD opened the eyes of Balaam, and he saw the angel of the LORD standing in the way, and his sword drawn in his hand: and he bowed down his head, and fell flat on his face. 

32And the angel of the LORD said unto him, Wherefore hast thou smitten thine ass these three times? behold, I went out to withstand thee, because thy way is perverse before me: 

33And the ass saw me, and turned from me these three times: unless she had turned from me, surely now also I had slain thee, and saved her alive. 

34And Balaam said unto the angel of the LORD, I have sinned; for I knew not that thou stoodest in the way against me: now therefore, if it displease thee, I will get me back again. 

35And the angel of the LORD said unto Balaam, Go with the men: but only the word that I shall speak unto thee, that thou shalt speak. So Balaam went with the princes of Balak.

Note:  The Angel speaking in the same language as God did before to Balaam, Numbers 22:20 shows that this Angel was not a created angel, but a divine Person, is here meant, the Lord Jesus Christ Himself appears and stops the Prophet Balaam from cursing God's Chosen -- Israel.
Then, the Prophet Balaam gives us a prophecy of the Lord Jesus Christ to come . . .
Numbers 24:13-19
13If Balak would give me his house full of silver and gold, I cannot go beyond the commandment of the LORD, to do either good or bad of mine own mind; but what the LORD saith, that will I speak? 

14And now, behold, I go unto my people: come therefore, and I will advertise thee what this people shall do to thy people in the latter days. 

15And he took up his parable, and said, Balaam the son of Beor hath said, and the man whose eyes are open hath said: 

16He hath said, which heard the words of God, and knew the knowledge of the most High, which saw the vision of the Almighty, falling into a trance, but having his eyes open: 

17I shall see him, but not now: I shall behold him, but not nigh: there shall come a Star out of Jacob, and a Sceptre shall rise out of Israel, and shall smite the corners of Moab, and destroy all the children of Sheth. 

18And Edom shall be a possession, Seir also shall be a possession for his enemies; and Israel shall do valiantly. 

19Out of Jacob shall come he that shall have dominion, and shall destroy him that remaineth of the city.

Note:  The error of Balaam, the Prophet of God, was that for money he was willing to curse God's people.  The Lord Jesus Christ Himself opposes Balaam, and has a Jackass speak to the Prophet.  (God will use anything he desires to bring His Truth.  When Balaam wouldn't stop with the admonishment of the jackass, the Lord Jesus Christ Himself appears with a sword.  The Prophecy was not for the time of the Prophet Balaam, I shall see him (future) but not now.  I shall behold him (future) but not near -- way into the future . . .
“False Prophets like Balaam, and false Apostles, and false Preachers” specifically here false Preachers, who err after the way of Balaam, for filthy lucre, money, are, according to the Apostle Peter . . .
2 Peter 2:16-18

16But was rebuked for his iniquity: the dumb ass speaking with man's voice forbad the madness of the prophet. 


17These are wells without water, clouds that are carried with a tempest; to whom the mist of darkness is reserved for ever. 

18For when they speak great swelling words of vanity, they allure through the lusts of the flesh, through much wantonness, those that were clean escaped from them who live in error.
Preachers are called stars . . .
Numbers 24:17
17I shall see him, but not now: I shall behold him, but not nigh: there shall come a Star out of Jacob, and a Sceptre shall rise out of Israel, and shall smite the corners of Moab, and destroy all the children of Sheth

Matthew 4:23-24

23And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing all manner of sickness and all manner of disease among the people. 

24And his fame went throughout all Syria: and they brought unto him all sick people that were taken with divers diseases and torments, and those which were possessed with devils, and those which were lunatick, and those that had the palsy; and he healed them.

Stars (preachers or those who claim that position but are not of God) that wander (not having a foundation, but who wonder from the Truth of God) are called clouds without water and wandering stars.
Jude 1:11-13

1Woe unto them! for they have gone in the way of Cain, and ran greedily after the error of Balaam for reward, and perished in the gainsaying of Core. 

12These are spots in your feasts of charity, when they feast with you, feeding themselves without fear: clouds they are without water, carried about of winds; trees whose fruit withereth, without fruit, twice dead, plucked up by the roots; 

13Raging waves of the sea, foaming out their own shame; wandering stars, to whom is reserved the blackness of darkness for ever.
Note:  An Angel is simply God's messenger.  A Star is a Preacher.  In His Churches, the Lord Jesus Christ holds His Preachers in his right hand (the Right Hand is the hand of power and authority).  A mystery in Holy Scripture is a Spiritual Truth hidden (hidden in plain sight in Holy Scripture, but the Truth not revealed until a later time).
Revelation 1:20
20The mystery of the seven stars which thou sawest in my right hand, and the seven golden candlesticks. The seven stars are the angels of the seven churches: and the seven candlesticks which thou sawest are the seven churches.

Note:  The seven stars are the Angles, the Preachers of the seven Churches.

On Jan. 16, 2000, 115 people came to the first official Sunday service in the Sullivan Building at Anderson University.

By 2004, NewSpring was building the campus near Concord Road and S.C. 81 North in Anderson's north side. When the 2,460-seat auditorium was completed in 2006, membership soon doubled to 8,000 people.
In 2015, NewSpring's income was more than $64 million, according to an annual report posted on the church website.
NewSpring is affiliated with the Southern Baptist Convention, but leaders of that organization have criticized Noble regarding the church's use of secular music. Noble's messages have also been controversial at times — including one last year in which he said the Ten Commandments were not commandments.
A similar controversy erupted in 2009, when the NewSpring house band opened the Easter service with the rock song "Highway to Hell."
