Juno (Latin: Iūno [ˈjuːno]) is an ancient Roman goddess, the protector and special counselor of the state. She is a daughter of Saturn and sister (but also the wife) of the chief god Jupiter and the mother of Mars and Vulcan. Juno also looked after the women of Rome.[1] Her Greek equivalent was Hera.[2] Her Etruscan counterpart was Uni. As the patron goddess of Rome and the Roman Empire, Juno was called Regina ("Queen") and, together with Jupiter and Minerva, was worshipped as a triad on the Capitol (Juno Capitolina) in Rome.
Juno's own warlike aspect among the Romans is apparent in her attire. She often appeared sitting pictured with a peacock[3] armed and wearing a goatskin cloak. The traditional depiction of this warlike aspect was assimilated from the Greek goddess Hera, whose goatskin was called the 'aegis'.  Juno's name with iuvare, "to aid, benefit", and iuvenescendo (Latin which means:  Grow up; grow young again, regain youth,) "rejuvenate", sometimes connecting it to the renewal of the new and waxing moon, perhaps implying the idea of a moon goddess.[10]

Note:  They burn incense unto the "queen of heaven" which was the moon, which is the queen of heaven, as the sun is King of the heavens.  Thus, the round moon shape "Eucharist" the Roman Catholic "church" offers to their "Queen of Heaven," Mary all the while claiming allegiance to the Sun Isaiah 29:13-14, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth calls who thus call them hypocrites (in the Greek hypocrite means an actor, only acting the part Matthew 15:7-8, as they claim allegiance to the Sun, which is not the Sun of Righteousness, Malachi 4:2, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as they claim,) for the learned to worship the sun while captive in Egypt. Tanith was equivalent to the moon-goddess Astarte, and later was worshiped in Roman Carthage in her Romanized form as Dea Caelestis, Juno Caelestis or simply Caelestis. [5] She was an important goddess to the Phoenicians, ruling love, fertility, and the moon like so many of her counterparts in the ancient world. Sometimes it is also said to mean the "sky goddess" or "celestial goddess, the moon goddess," the Regina (Queen) of heaven, but these are just as likely to be epithets or aspects.  Juno was the chief goddess of Roman Carthage, consort to Ba'al.

Note:  So the Jews were worshiping a "snake goddess, a serpent lady" named Tanith (or alternate spelling:  Tinnit or Tank).  This "snake goddess or serpent lady" Tanith was the same as Astarte, worshiped by the Roman Carthaginians, Dea Caelestis, Juno Caelestis or simply Caelestis.  This "snake goddess, a serpent lady" was known by the the Phoenicians as the Juno or Juno Caelestis, was a "sky goddess or celestial goddess, or moon goddess" and in Roman Carthage where she was the "consort to Ba'al, (i.e.:  satan).  Juno was called Regina ("Queen").   Juno along with Jupiter and Minerva, was worshiped as a triad on the Capitol (Juno Capitolina) in Rome. 
The creation of the Capitoline Museums has been traced back to 1471, when Pope Sixtus IV donated a group of bronze statues of great symbolic value to the People of Rome. T Piazza del Campidoglio's current appearance dates back to the middle of the XV (15th) century when it was designed by Michelangelo Buonarroti.

The piazza's component parts (buildings, sculptures and decorated paving) were intended by Michelangelo to form one single organic unity, although over the centuries there have been a number of alterations and additions. the collections are closely linked to the city of Rome, and most of the exhibits come from the city itself. 

The Capitoline Hill is the smallest hill in Rome and was originally made up of two parts (the Capitolium and the Arx) separated by a deep valley which corresponds to where Piazza del Campidoglio now stands about 8 metres above the original site. The sides of this hill were very steep and on account of the difficulty of reaching the top and the dominating position it enjoyed over the River Tiber, it was chosen as the city's main stronghold. The main buildings faced the Ancient Roman Forum, from which a road known as the Clivus Capitolinus led up the hill to the Temple of Jupiter Optimus Maximus, the most important and imposing temple in Rome. In addition to this temple and those dedicated to Juno Moneta, Veiovis and in the Area Capitolina, the Capitoline Hill was the headquarters of the Public Roman Archive (Tabularium) and, in Republican Age, of the Mint. Many ancient ruins can be seen along the Museums' exposition routes while others can be viewed in the open air on the hill where they still stand.

The Capitoline collection, founded in 1471 by Pope Sixtus IV with the donation to the Roman people of the bronze statues of the Lateran (the She-wolf, the 'Spinario', or Boy extracting a thorn from his foot, the 'Camillus' and the colossal head of the emperor-king Constantine with its hand and orb), is regarded as the oldest public museum in the world; moreover, the restitution to the people of these works (the Thesaurus Romanitatis, symbol of Rome's former grandeur) took on a higher emblematic value as the Capitoline had always been the centre of Ancient Rome's religious life and, after a long period of abandonment, seat of its chief civic offices from the Middle Ages onwards.  These sculptures were initially located on the front and in the courtyard of the Palazzo dei Conservatori.
Later, several works of art originating from archaeological excavations were added to the collection, including the large Hercules in gilded bronze (2"d century BC) found in the Forum Boarium during the papacy of Sixtus IV, the fragments of the colossal statue of Constantine (achieved using the acrolithic technique with uncovered parts in marble and clothing in stucco or bronze, dating back to between 313 and 324 AD) originally located in the Basilica of Maxentius in the Roman Forum, the three marble relief panels, dating back to between 176 and 180 AD, depicting the exploits of the emperor Marcus Aurelius (sacrificial scene in front of the Temple of Capitoline Jupiter; triumph of the emperor king; scene of imperial clemency towards prisoners), transported in 1515 from the church of SS. Luca e Martina in the Forum, and what is known as the 'Capitoline Brutus', a bronze bust dating back to between the 4th and the 3th  centuries BC, donated to the museum by Cardinal Pio da Carpi in 1564.

The original historical nature of the Capitoline collection was however altered in 1566, when Pope Pius V decided to remove the images of pagan idols from the Vatican and donated over 140 ancient statues to the Capitol, turning the museum into a great collection of classical sculpture. In 1654 the Palazzo Nuovo was built as part of Michelangelo's brilliant project to restructure the whole area of the piazza, making it possible to move several of the statues there.  To these was added the collection of Cardinal Albani in 1733, which included over 400 sculptures and portraits, allowing Pope Clement XII to open the Capitoline Museum in 1734.
It was in this period that many statues were added to the Capitoline collections, including the Capitoline Venus, a Roman copy of a Hellenistic original deriving from the Venus of Cnidus (2"d century BC), the Drunken Faun in 'rosso antico' marble, the two centaurs in 'bigio morato' (black with white flecks) and a mosaic with doves originating from Hadrian's Villa in Tivoli (2"d century AD), in addition to the famous statue of the Dying Gaul, which was part of the Ludovisi collection.

There were major additions to the Capitoline collections towards the end of the 19th century after Rome became the capital of a unified Italy in 1870 and new areas were excavated for the construction of modern neighborhoods.

In the same period, thanks to the generosity of private collectors who donated their remarkable collections, the Capitoline Museums acquired the Castellani Collection of Greek and Etruscan vases and the Cini Collection of precious porcelain.
The Medagliere Capitolino (Capitoline medals collection) now housed in the Palazzo Clementino Caffarelli also came into being in 1872 with the acquisition of important private collections of coins, medals, gems and jewels from city excavations.
The Galleria Lapidaria may be reached from the Palazzo Nuovo via the so-called Galleria Congiunzione which runs under the piazza.

It has now re-opened after thirty years' closure, and the new display illustrates the most important aspects of Ancient Rome's public and private life by means of over 3,000 inscriptions in Latin, Greek and Hebrew, combining a high level of scientific rigor with the need to satisfy a growing interest and attention on the part of the general public.
The Galleria Lapidaria is divided into nine thematic sections: ''Languages'', "Profession sand Trades", "Games", "Burials", "Worship", ''Law'', "Roads and Aqueducts", "Soldiers" and the "Roman Aristocracy".  The gallery also has an informatics point where all the inscriptions can be viewed complete with images and translations into Italian and English. There is also a specific itinerary for the visually disabled and a musical commentary which accompanies the visitor all the way, right up to the spectacular view from the Tabularium over the Roman Forum.  Indeed, from here the museum itinerary takes us to the imposing structure of the Tabularium, with its monumental arches. This was the ancient public archive of the people of Rome, where the bronze tabulae were preserved containing the laws and official acts of state.  Its construction was completed by Quintus Lutatius Catulus, consul in 78 BC.  It stood on a high podium against the slopes of the hill and it was built on several storeys, which overlooked the square behind.
The previously existing Temple of Veiove, a youthful underworld version of Jupiter of ancient Italic origin, was incorporated into its design, and its cult statue (double life-size) still survives, unfortunately minus its head.  As for the remains of the temple, which was consecrated in 192 BC, the area of the inner chamber may be seen, with its laterally elongated plan: his was only discovered in 1939 during the building of the above-mentioned Galleria Congiunzione.
lndeed, the Palazzo Senatorio is built on top of both the Tabularium and the protruding parts of the Tempie of Veiove, which has preserved both buildings from otherwise likely destruction.

Continuing along this memorable itinerary, we come to the Palazzo dei Conservatori (the name derives from the holders of civil office who played a central role in municipal government from the mid 14th century onwards) after crossing a large courtyard containing important ancient sculptures, including the fragments of the above-mentioned colossal acrolith of Constantine and reliefs depicting military trophies and conquered provinces originating from the Temple of the Deified Hadrian (145 AD), the imposing remains of which are still visible in Piazza di Pietra.

We ascend the grand stairway to the first floor, which constitutes the original nucleus of the building, with its frescoed halls such as the 'Sala degli Orazi e Curiazi', which tells the legendary story of the origins of Rome in the cycle painted by Cavalier d'Arpino and his pupils between 1595 and 1640 (the finding of the twins by the she-wolf; the battle of the Veientes and the Fidenati; combat between the Horatii and Curiatii; Rape of the Sabine Women; Numa Pomplius founds the cult of the Vestal Virgins; Ramulus draws the perimeter trench around his square city).

The many other rooms of the Palazzo del Conservatori include the Sala dei Capitani, frescoed by Tommaso Laureti between 1587 and 1594 (with scenes extolling the virtue and courage recounted in the stories of Muclus Scaevola and Porsenna; Horatius Cocles on the Subllclan Bridge the Justice of Brutus and the victory of Lake Regillus); and the Sala di Annibale, which contains the original frescoes dating back to the beginning of the 16th century (depicting various episode from the Punic Wars: the triumph of Rome over SiciIy; Hannlbals descent into Italy; the peace negotiations between Lutatius Catulus and Hamilcar; and the Battle of the Aegadian Islands).  

The various statues present in the Palazzo dei Conservatori apart from those already mentioned: the She-wolf, the 'Spinario' (Boy extracting a thorn from his foot), the 'Camillus' and the 'Capitoline Brutus' - include the marble statue of Pope Urban VIII designed by Gian Lorenzo Bernini (1640), the bronze statue of Pope Innocent X by Alessandro Algardi (1645-1650) and the recently restored Medusa's head by Bernini (1644-1648).

Continuing along the museum itinerary, we may admire the effective new setting of the famous equestrian statue in gilt bronze of the emperor Marcus Aurelius (121-180 AD), which Pope Paul III ordered moved to the Capitoline Hill from the Lateran in 1538 and which, under Michelangelo's project, stood In the centre of the piazza (bronze copy cast by the State Mint was positioned there in 1997) The sculpture group, which returned to the Campidoglio in 1990 after restoration work lasting nine years and spent fifteen years in an air-conditioned ground-floor hall off the Courtyard of the Palazzo Nuovo, now stands on a new base which allows it to be viewed correctly from close quarters, and is housed in the what is known as the Exhedra of Marcus Aurelius.  Inaugurated In December 2005, this is a vast oval-shaped hall (1,000 sq. m.) with a  glass-coffered ceiling and controlled temperature and humidity, designed by Carlo Aymonino, occupying the area which used to contain the Roman Garden.
Some of the great Capitoline bronzes have been brought together in the exhedra (the colossal head of the emperor Constantine and his hand holding an orb, and the bronze Hercules, nude and armed with a club, which originates from the Forum Boarium); here, the perimeter wall of the Temple of Capitoline Jupiter, dedicated to luppiter Optimus Maximus and to the two goddesses of the Capitoline triad, Juno and Minerva, may now be seen aII the way down to its foundation base.
The building was started by King Tarquinius Priscus and completed by the last king of Rome, Tarquin the Proud, but the temple was only inaugurated at the beginning of the Republic in 509 BC.  It stood on a high podium with a flight of steps at the front, and was surrounded by a colonnade on three sides, with another two rows of columns aligned with those on the façade inside the deep porch in front of the three chambers.  The extant remains of the foundations and podium consist of enormous parallel wall structures of blocks of 'cappellaccio' tufa indicating the broad extension of the base of the building (about 55 x 60 meters).  The roof of the temple was decorated by a grandiose terracotta four-horse chariot, a 6th century work by the Etruscan artist Vulca of Veii, but the temple was rebuilt in marble after total destruction in the fires of 83 BC and 69 and 80 AD.
Findings from the excavations of the Area Sacra di S. Omobono in the Forum Boarium have been placed in the area next to the remains of the Temple of Capitoline Jupiter.  These include the statues in painted terracotta depicting Heracles and Athena which decorated "the top of one of the temples of the sanctuary, dedicated to Fortuna and Mater Matuta, and a few architectural pieces from the same building dating back to the reign of Servius Tullius in the 2n: half of the 6th century BC.
The new museum display has also renewed the vast sector devoted to the Horti romani, the sumptuous villas which the patrician families possessed across the city, including the Horti Lamiani on the Esquiline.  Here, a bust often emperor 19 Commodus was found at the end of the 2'" century AD and also the Esquiline Venus, a nude portrayed binding her hair before bathing.  On the stand, next to the statue, is a sculpture of an Egyptian vase with a snake wrapped around it and a basket of roses, suggesting a representation of Isis and Osiris, according to the religious synthesis which operated in Hellenized Egypt.  The goddess is accompanied by two figures of priestesses or muses, who are very similar in the treatment of the marble surface and the porcelain-like finish of the skin: the three pieces may be dated to the early imperial age.  Further ascending the great stairway, we come to the Pinacoteca Capitolina. or Capitoline picture gallery: the first nucleus of the collection was formed with the acquisition of the picture collections of the Sacchetti marquises (1748) and the Pio of Savoy princes (1750) under the papacy of Benedict XIV.  It included about 300 pictures which were brought together for a joint purpose: to avoid dissipating the collections on the antiques market, and to encourage the study of the works by the "Scuola del Nudo" of the Accademia di San Luca, which was based in one of the rooms of the Palazzo dei Conservatori Reopened to the public in 1999, the Capitoline picture gallery boasts a totally new itinerary in chronological order, starting with paintings from the late Middle Ages and ending with those of the 18'h century.  The works from the Veneto and Ferrara schools constitute the main core of the collection, which includes the Baptism of Christ (c. 1512) by Titian, the Rape of Europa by Veronese - a mythological subject very dear to the painter, an Annunciation by Garofalo (1528) and a Holy Family by Dosso Dossi (1527).  The collection also includes masterpieces by Caravaggio: the Fortune Teller (an early work of 1595 from the collection of Cardinal Francesco Maria Del Monte, one of the artist's first patrons), and St John the Baptist, painted in 1602 for the Mattei family.  The collection also includes important paintings with mythological themes commissioned from Pietro da Cortona by the Sacchetti family between 1624 and 1630: the Sacrifice of Polyxena; the Rape of the Sabine Women and the Triumph of Bacchus, as well as a notable group of works by Guido Reni which includes an early painting of St Sebastian (C.1615) and canvases from his mature period depicting Cleopatra, Lucretia, the Young girl with a crown and the Blessed Soul (1640-1642).

In the hall built in 1752 is the monumental altarpiece of St Petronilla by Guercino, executed between 1622 and 1623 for an altar in the Basilica of St Peter and commissioned by Pope Gregory xv. 

Works by foreign painters include the canvas of Romulus and Remus being suckled by the She-wolf, by Pieter Paul Rubens and assistants (1617-1618), portraits by Anton Van Dyck (1627-1629) and the self-portrait by Diego Velasquez (1649-1651)

Etrurian Uni, Hera, Astarte and Iuno

Note: (Astare was also named Luno, not Juno),  Juno, or Juno Caelestis.
The Etruscans were a people who entertained strict (if often conflicting) contacts with the other peoples of the Mediterranean: the Greeks, the Phoenicians and the Carthaginians.
Testimony of intense cultural exchanges with the Greeks have been found in 1969 at the sanctuary of the port of Gravisca near Tarquinia.[193] Renard thinks the cult of Hera in great emporia such as Croton, Posidonia, Pyrgi might be a counter to Aphrodite's, linked to sacred prostitution in ports, as the sovereign of legitimate of marriage and family and of their sacrality. Hera's presence had already been attested at Caere in the sanctuary of Manganello.[194] In the 18th century a dedication to Iuno Historia was discovered at Castrum Novum (Santa Marinella).[195] The cult of Iuno and Hera is generally attested in Etruria.[196]
The relationship between Uni and the Phoenician goddess Astarte has been brought to light by the discovery of the Pyrgi Tablets in 1964. At Pyrgi, one of the ports of Caere, excavations had since 1956 revealed the existence of a sacred area, intensely active from the last quarter of the 4th century, yielding two documents of a cult of Uni. Scholars had long believed Etruscan goddess Uni was strongly influenced by the Argive Heras and had her Punic counterpart in Carthaginian goddess Tanit, identified by the Romans as Juno Caelestis.[197] Nonetheless Augustin had already stated that Iuno was named Astarte in the Punic language,[198] notion that the discovery of the Pyrgi lamellae has proved correct.

Apart from the technical mastery, the painting is noted for its radical departures from traditional depictions of the Last Judgment. In particular, firstly, the overall structure seems to swirl around Christ at the center, replacing the traditional pattern of horizontal layers depicting heaven, earth and hell; and secondly, the figure of Christ himself, beardless and muscular, surrounded by light, which has often been compared to the Greek sun-god Apollo. One week before commissioning the work, Pope Clement VII is known to have been studying the new heliocentric cosmology of Copernicus. There seems a real possibility that the painting is in part an allegory of the new cosmology, with Christ as the sun in the centre of the universe.[4]


old spellings of Phoenix Phoinex, Phenex, or Fenex in some Greek transliterations mean the "Shining One," as does the name of Lucifer.  The Phoenix was "a magical bird" in ancient stories that lives for 500 years before it burns itself to death and then is born again from its own ashes (reincarnation).  A legendary bird, the Phoenix lived 500 years, burned itself (suicide) to ashes on a pyre, and rose alive from the ashes, reincarnated itself, to live another period of 500 years.

The peacock is another manifestation of the heavenly Phoenix on earth, it is one of the Twelve Symbols of Sovereignty. It has a hundred eyes on its tail which would activate fame, luck, promote public admiration and bring positive motives from other people.  It is said that the magnificent peacock is able to relight the fires of an ailing relationship with the fiery energy of the animal. In decorative art, the peacock symbolises dignity and beauty.
In China, the bird was a symbol of the Ming Dynasty, representing divinity, rank, power, and beauty.

The peacock with its tail of 100 eyes is also associated with the goddess Guan Yim. The peacock can feed on snakes and transmute evil into beauty, the goddess Guan Yim helps the suffering and thus transmutes evil into beauty. In this sense, the peacock resembles protection and holiness.

Amun-Ra, otherwise known as Ra, was god of the sun and the Egyptians' most important god. The Egyptians associated the Phoenix with Ra because the Phoenix is a symbol of the rising sun, and Ra is the god of the sun. Anubis, Horus and Baset were important Egyptian "gods". (Baset was more commonly known as Bast.)  Additionally, Hathor and Sobek were important Egyptian "gods". Sobek was the "god of crocodiles" and the River Nile. Hathor was the "goddess" of love, music and beauty.

Bennu is the Ancient Egyptian name for the Phoenix, and the original name for it. The Ankh, known as the original cross, is the Egyptian symbol of life. 

Dumbledore, the headmaster of Hogwarts School of Witchcraft and Wizardry in "Harry Potter", has a pet Phoenix.

Note:

Exodus 22:18
18 Thou shalt not suffer a witch to live.

Fawkes is Dumbledore's pet Phoenix. Fawkes saves Harry from an otherwise fatal wound and gives him the sword of Godric Gryffindor, which he uses to defeat the Basilisk.  The tears of the Phoenix contain the power to heal any wound. This is displayed by Fawkes in "Harry Potter" when Harry is bitten by the Basilisk, a giant snake which has a venomous bite. Fawkes, Dumbledore's pet Phoenix heals Harry Potter by using Fawkes' tears.  Fawkes, the pet Phoenix, also pecks out the Basilisk's eyes, which have a fatal stare.

The Ancient Egyptians depicted the Phoenix as a similar type of bird which looked similar to the heron or stork. The Greeks saw it as a "peacock-like bird," very elegant and tall.  The Ancient Egyptians first recorded the mention of the Phoenix in the "Book of the Dead" where it says that the Phoenix was a sacred symbol of worship.

The Greeks believed that the Phoenix had a beautiful song. Apollo "god of the sun" would stop his chariot (the earth's sun) to listen to the Phoenix's beautiful fair song. The Phoenix, it was reported, lived in Arabia next to a well. It would drink from the well at dawn, and while the Phoenix drank it would sing its beautiful "worshipful" song.

2I sleep, but my heart waketh: it is the voice of my beloved that knocketh, saying, Open to me, my sister, my love, my dove, my undefiled: for my head is filled with dew, and my locks with the drops of the night.

Ezekiel 7:16
16But they that escape of them shall escape, and shall be on the mountains like doves of the valleys, all of them mourning, every one for his iniquity.

Hosea 7:11
11Ephraim also is like a silly dove without heart: they call to Egypt, they go to Assyria.

Matthew 3:16

Note:  The Holy Spirit of God descended and hovered on the Lord Jesus Christ, in a physical form as a dove does, was seen with bodily eyes, at least as was seen by the Apostle John and John the Baptist, "those who have eyes to see," that is those God has Called to see and understand God's Truth with Spiritual eyes, Ezekiel 12:2, the Messiah, the Son of Man, the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  This was a proof of the Holy Trinity, of the Three Persons in the Godhead as One LORD, given at the Baptism of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Thus, when the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth begins His Ministry, as a Preacher, to Preach, the Spirit of the Lord is upon Him. This is here expressed by a sensible evidence for the encouragement of the Lord Jesus Christ by God His Father in the work that God the Father had sent the Lord Jesus Christ to perform on earth, and for the satisfaction of John the Baptist.  As John the Baptist was foretold that by this sign it should signify to him the man which was the Christ, the Messiah, the Anointed One of God.  The Holy Ghost descended in a bodily shape, that God the Spirit might be revealed to be a True person in substance, and not merely mystical operation of the Godhead. The only image was a mental one, as Jehovah God was worshiped and is to be worshiped by His Word, and not by physical representations as is all other "gods".

Note:  Again, other "gods" always had some image or a statue made by which their followers worshiped them.  Jehovah God declared not to make any image, of any kind, to represent Him.  Make not a likeness of ANYTHING which represents God, i.e.:  God the Father, God the Son, (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth,) or God the Holy Spirit, as our Lord is One God, Deuteronomy 6:4, John 10:30, we are NOT to make any likeness of ANY of the Godhead.  Jehovah God will be worshiped by His Word not in, by, or through images, and for the True Worshipers of God, images shall be unto thee as a menstruous cloth, Isaiah 30:20-22, " . . .thou shalt say unto it, Get thee hence." Deuteronomy 7:25;  Isaiah 2:20-21.  Jehovah God's Words transcends time and place and is eternal.  Thus, the Roman Catholic "pope," which sits on a throne made by man, for the man of sin, and has a fire bird, a Phoenix, but which they claim to be the Holy Spirit as a Dove coming out as fire, makes an image, a physical image of the Holy Spirit breaking The Commandment of God, www.alemattec.com/satanic images of the Vatican, 3.htm.

The Merovingian Kings were noted sorcerers in the manner of the Samaritan Magi, and they firmly believed in the hidden powers of the honeycomb. Because a honeycomb is naturally made up of hexagonal prisms, it was considered by philosophers to be the manifestation of divine harmony in nature. Its construction was associated with insight and wisdom taken from the Holy Bible:


Proverbs 24:13-14
13 My son, eat thou honey, because it is good; and the honeycomb, which is sweet to thy taste:

14 So shall the knowledge of wisdom be unto thy soul: when thou hast found it, then there shall be a reward, and thy expectation shall not be cut off.

Note:  Again, "like a dove," draws a comparison of something that is known to try and explain a spiritual concept, that as honey is sweet and pleasant to the taste, so wisdom is to the soul.  It does not mean to make an image of honey, honeycomb and worship it as wisdom, or to make either one representative of God, as the Roman Catholic "church," has done with the Holy Spirit, making an image of the Holy Spirit "like a dove" and offer worship of that image, placing it on the throne of the "pope".


Honey was eaten for food, not only by children, but grown ups.  Honey was and is very nourishing, strengthening, and refreshing.  Honey was eaten by:  Samson, Jonathan, John the Baptist, and others.  Honey is good for medicine, is healthful and salutary, and useful preventative against many diseases.  Honey is conducive to a prolong life and assists to preserve from diseases.  Honey has been observed to those who have much used it have lived to a great age.  The honeycomb, which is sweet to thy taste loaded with honey, especially that which is immediately squeezed or drops from the honeycomb was to give strength and health to the bones.  We eat honey because it is sweet to the taste, and upon that account we call it good, especially that which runs first from the honey-comb which was to give strength to the bones.

Note:  Some, though, liked the Manna, and they said it tasted of Honey (verse above) and (Oil, Numbers 11:8 below).  (Oil represents the Holy Spirit, Honey, the goodness of God's Holy Word, and both represents the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Manna that came down from Heaven).  Others hated it and wanted meat.  They received the taste of the Manna, but it wasn't acceptable to them, such as: 
I believe that most people have tasted something that at first is a sweet taste, but it turns bitter in your mouth.  There used to be a gum that I liked as a child that did exactly that, Adam's Sour Apple gum, http://www.candywarehouse.com/products/adams-nostalgic-sours-gum-5-stick-packs-apple-20-pack-box/?utm_source=Pricegrabber&utm_medium=CSE&utm_campaign=sidecar&scpid=7&scid=scsho3501571.  This is EXACTLY like those who once were enlightened by God's Holy Word (saw the Truth of God's Holy Word, the Lord Jesus Christs perfect sacrifice of Himself on the Cross of Calvary) and tasted of the Heavenly gift (tasted like the mixed company of Israel of the Manna that came down from Heaven).  Some liked and said the Manna tasted of "honey and oil," but others refused NOT liking the taste and finding it not satisfying.  This, too, are spoken of those that taste of God's goodness, but refuse it as it taste bitter to them after they initially taste it, they refuse the Holy Gift of Salvation by Grace through faith in the ONE sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for sins).  When at first they were made partakers of the Holy Ghost, and tasted the good Word of God and the powers to come . . . (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth but refused His ONE sacrifice) as the Manna that came down from Heaven, and make unto themselves another "god" that their father's knew not, Deuteronomy 8:16; Daniel 11:38:

Note:  These became the Roman Catholic "church".

Note:  When the Children of Israel left Egypt for the Promise Land, Israel, they came out of Egypt with mixed multitude a great number, Exodus 12:37-39 , In other words, they brought Egyptians with them whom they had married.  These Egyptians quickly turned the Children of Israel against Jehovah God when Moses was up in the Mountain for 40 days.  They tempted the Children of Israel to build and worship an idol.  One of the "gods" of Egypt was Apis the bull, www.alemattec.com/Breach, Watchman, Apis the Bull God of Egypt, the Golden Calf . . . .doc, www.alemattec.com/Apis, the Bull god of Egypt.htm, and they tried to make an idol of Apis.  They did not have enough gold to make a full-blown idol of a grown bull, i.e.:  Apis, so they made a small bull . . . the golden calf.

5 We remember the fish, which we did eat in Egypt freely; the cucumbers, and the melons, and the leeks, and the onions, and the garlick:

6 But now our soul is dried away: there is nothing at all, beside this manna, before our eyes.
7 And the manna was as coriander seed, and the colour thereof as the colour of bdellium.

Note:  Word akin to Hebrew bedhōlah, name of a fragrant yellowish transparent gum.  The "shoham" stone as one of the chief products of Havilah. Since Manna is compared in appearance to Bdellium in this verse, it may be concluded that the latter (Bdellium) was generally known among the Hebrews, and was considered very precious.  Again in Havilah on the Arabian coast, Bdellium was as equivalent to a pearl, having a similar color and was considered very precious.  The Shoham stone is an onyx:
shoham: (a gem) perhaps an onyx
Original Word: שֹׁ֫הַם
Part of Speech: Noun Masculine
Transliteration: shoham
Phonetic Spelling: (sho'-ham)
Short Definition: onyx 


In antiquity all colors of onyx from white to dark brown and black were called onyx.  Today when we think of onyx we often preface the word with black to distinguish it from other varieties of onyx that come in:  white, reddish brown, brown and banded colors.  Most commercially available Black Onyx available today is color enhanced (heated and dyed) to increase it's depth of color.

8 And the people went about, and gathered it, and ground it in mills, or beat it in a mortar, and baked it in pans, and made cakes of it: and the taste of it was as the taste of fresh oil.

Note:  Again, the taste was of fresh oil, not rancid dead oil, but fresh alive oil, representing the Holy Spirit of God.
9 And when the dew fell upon the camp in the night, the manna fell upon it.
10 Then Moses heard the people weep throughout their families, every man in the door of his tent: and the anger of the Lord was kindled greatly; Moses also was displeased.

11 And Moses said unto the Lord, Wherefore hast thou afflicted thy servant? and wherefore have I not found favour in thy sight, that thou layest the burden of all this people upon me?
12 Have I conceived all this people? have I begotten them, that thou shouldest say unto me, Carry them in thy bosom, as a nursing father beareth the sucking child, unto the land which thou swarest unto their fathers?

13 Whence should I have flesh to give unto all this people? for they weep unto me, saying, Give us flesh, that we may eat.

14 I am not able to bear all this people alone, because it is too heavy for me.
15 And if thou deal thus with me, kill me, I pray thee, out of hand, if I have found favour in thy sight; and let me not see my wretchedness.
16 And the Lord said unto Moses, Gather unto me seventy men of the elders of Israel, whom thou knowest to be the elders of the people, and officers over them; and bring them unto the tabernacle of the congregation, that they may stand there with thee.

17 And I will come down and talk with thee there: and I will take of the spirit which is upon thee, and will put it upon them; and they shall bear the burden of the people with thee, that thou bear it not thyself alone.
18 And say thou unto the people, Sanctify yourselves against to morrow, and ye shall eat flesh: for ye have wept in the ears of the Lord, saying, Who shall give us flesh to eat? for it was well with us in Egypt: therefore the Lord will give you flesh, and ye shall eat.

19 Ye shall not eat one day, nor two days, nor five days, neither ten days, nor twenty days;

20 But even a whole month, until it come out at your nostrils, and it be loathsome unto you: because that ye have despised the Lord which is among you, and have wept before him, saying, Why came we forth out of Egypt?
21 And Moses said, The people, among whom I am, are six hundred thousand footmen; and thou hast said, I will give them flesh, that they may eat a whole month.

22 Shall the flocks and the herds be slain for them, to suffice them? or shall all the fish of the sea be gathered together for them, to suffice them?

23 And the Lord said unto Moses, Is the Lord'S hand waxed short? thou shalt see now whether my word shall come to pass unto thee or not.

24 And Moses went out, and told the people the words of the Lord, and gathered the seventy men of the elders of the people, and set them round about the tabernacle.
25 And the Lord came down in a cloud, and spake unto him, and took of the spirit that was upon him, and gave it unto the seventy elders: and it came to pass, that, when the spirit rested upon them, they prophesied, and did not cease.

To the Merovingians, the bee was a most hallowed creature. A sacred emblem of Egyptian royalty, it became a symbol of Wisdom. Some 300 small golden bees were founded stitched to the cloak of Childeric I (son of Meroveus) http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Chilperic_I, when his grave was unearthed in 1653. The first Frankish royal dynasty called themselves Merovingians ("descendants of Meroveus") after him, although no other historical evidence exists that Merovech ever lived.  Napoleon had these attached to his own Coronation robe in 1804. He claimed this right by virtue of his descent from James de Rohan-Stuardo, the natural son (legitimized in 1667) of Charles IIStuart of Britain by Marguerite, Duchesse de Rohan. The Stuarts in turn were entitled to this distinction because they, and their related Counts of Brittany, were descended from Clodion’s brother Fredemundus - thus (akin to the Merovingians) they were equally in descent from the Fisher Kings through Faramund. The Merovingian bee was adopted by the exiled Stuarts in Europe, and engraved bees are still to be seen on some Jacobite glassware." - from "Bloodline of the Holy Grail" by Laurence Gardner.

The bee and the hive have long been symbols of industry and regeneration, wisdom and obedience, with a place in Egyptian, pagan Rome and the Roman Catholic symbolism.

The hive is often seen in Masonic illustrations of the 18th and 19th century and both Clovis and Napoleon adopted the bee as their symbol.  (Note:  A Mason symbol is hiding of the hand, such as Napoleon, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/File:Napoleon_in_1806.PNG ).  Hiding of the hand, and the worship of a false Masonic "god," called Jahbulon, which According to Francis X. King in his The Secret Rituals of the O.T.O., the word Jahbulon is used in two rituals of the Ordo Templi Orientis: the Lodge of Perfection, in which the candidate receives the Fourth Degree (which is called Perfect Magician and Companion of the Holy Royal Arch of Enoch); and the Perfect Initiate (or Prince of Jerusalem) degree, which falls between the fourth and fifth degrees. King prints in his book the lyrics of a song that mentions the word "Jahbulon."[8]

Ordo Templi Orientis (O.T.O.) ('Order of the Temple of the East' or 'Order of Oriental Templars') is an international fraternal and religious organization founded at the beginning of the 20th century. English author, satanist and occultist Aleister Crowley has become the best-known member of the order.

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Ordo Templi Orientis (O.T.O.) originally was intended to be modeled after and associated with European Freemasonry,[1] such as Masonic Templar organizations, but under the leadership of Aleister Crowley, O.T.O. was reorganized around the Law of Thelema as its central religious principle. This Law—expressed as "Do what thou wilt shall be the whole of the Law"[2] and "Love is the law, love under will"[3]—was promulgated in 1904 with the writing of The Book of the Law.
Similar to many secret societies, O.T.O. membership is based on an initiatory system with a series of degree ceremonies that use ritual drama to establish fraternal bonds and impart spiritual and philosophical teachings.

O.T.O. also includes the Ecclesia Gnostica Catholica (EGC) or Gnostic Catholic Church, which is the ecclesiastical arm of the Order. Its central rite, which is public, is called Liber XV, or the Gnostic Mass.

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Although the bee was among the Egyptians the symbol of an obedient people, because, says Horapollo, 'of all insects, the bee alone had a king.'1, its use in Freemasonry was secondary to any number of other symbols based on the working tools of a stonemason.  "Looking at the regulated labor of these insects when congregated in their hive, it is not surprising that a beehive should have been deemed an appropriate emblem of systematized industry.  Freemasonry has therefore adopted the beehive as a symbol of industry, a virtue taught in the instructions.

Artemis/Diana was associated with bees and she has bees on her skirt.  The bee was famous for purity and abstinence.  Greeks thought that bees reproduced asexually, therefore they were associated with chastity.  Bees are symbolic of the goddess’s Artemis/Diana (Roman Catholic's Mary) virginal status.  Additionally, the bee was a symbol of Ephesus and this symbol appears on some Ephesian coins.

The bee is a symbol of Our Lady, i.e.:  Mary. Because of its good working habits, the small honeybee is a well-known symbol for work, good order, and diligence. Less commonly known is that the bee is a representation of virginity. The worker bees have no part in the reproduction of its species, except for that of feeding the baby bees. The responsibilities of “bee parenting” are left to the queen bee and the drones. Since virginity is a virtue we find exemplified to its highest capacity in Our Lady, the bee quite naturally becomes one of Her symbols.

Dom Gueranger, O.S.B., in his reading for the feast of Candlemas in The Liturgical Year,  quotes St. Anselm, the Archbishop of Canturbury, who “bids us consider three things in the blest Candle: the wax, the wick, and the flame. The wax, … which is the production of the virginal bee, is the flesh of Our Lord [supplied by the Virgin Mary]; the wick, which is within, is His Soul; the flame, which burns on the top, is His Divinity.”

The honey, which the bee works to make, is symbolic of sweetness and religious eloquence. For this reason, the beehive is emblematic of St. Ambrose (†397) and St. Bernard of Clairvaux (†1153), two Doctors of the Church known for their eloquence “as sweet as honey.  Bees all over everything at the Vatican. They are carved into columns, on tapestries, etc. . .

"It will be remembered that in the process of censing the Lodge, a beehive-shaped structure was erected in front of the pedestal of each of the principal officers …"(C.W. Leadbeater, The Hidden Life in Freemasonry). 

The symbolism of the Beehive (given to the candidate in the Third Degree as a hieroglyphic emblem) and the Bee was the subject of a talk given at the Mill Valley Masonic Lodge on February 29, 2000 by Thomas D. Worrel. He says that 
“At certain times the candidate is placed within these subtle structures so that (it is thought) he or she may absorb the subtle influences invoked by the rites.”  And “Inside the traditions that have been transmitted to us under the name of Freemasonry, lie concealed a multitude of mysteries”.

Another interesting statement . . .
 "The hive proper denotes man's physical body. The honeycomb signifies that which is interior to the physical, the astral body. And the honey is symbolical of the spiritual body, which is composed of the choicest nectars and aromas of earthly experience." (C.C. Zain, Ancient Masonry)
While there is little doubt that the bee has long been a symbol of industry and work ethic, it has unassailable ties to pagan religions. 

The Hindu God Shiva has been depicted by a bee surmounting a triangle and Krishna often had a blue bee on his forehead. Yogic writings liken the hum emitted by the lowest ‘chakra’ (energy center in the body) to the sound made by the bumble bee. The second temple built at Delphi was said to be built by bees. There are coins from Ephesus from the 5th century B.C. that depict a queen bee as a symbol of the Great Mother.(Ephesus was known throughout the ancient world for its temple to the Great Mother Goddess). The mystery Rites of Eleusis, centered around the goddess Demeter, were widely regarded as the high point of Greek religion and were conducted by (among others) the Panageis Priestesses or Milissae - meaning bees.
Fleur-de-lis, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Fleur-de-lis, or the Fleur-de-luce = Is a flower, but is representative of the honeybee.  

Fleur de lis symbol derives from the Frankish Angon. The angon, or sting, was a typical Frankish throwing spear. A possibly derived symbol of Frankish royalty was the bee, as found in the burial of Childric I.

At the center of Saint Peter's Square stands a 25.5 meter tall ancient Egyptian obelisk, 41 meters high including its added base. This obelisk is over 4000 years old and was brought to Rome from Alexandria by Emperor Caligula in 37 AD.

The obelisk was removed from the “Circus of Nero” in Rome and placed at the center of the square under the order of Pope Sixtus V in 1586. The re-erection of the obelisk required a work force of some 900 men and almost 100 horses and took over a year to complete.

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On the two blank sides of the base of the Obelisk at Saint Peter's square is commemorative inscriptions which were added:  One of them says that the pope "moved the obelisk from the Circus Maximus, where emperor Octavian Augustus had dedicated it to the Sun by impious ritual and where it lay as a miserable broken ruin, giving it back its original shape and dedicating it to the most invincible Cross". The inscription on the opposite side, facing the church of Santa Maria del Popolo, is almost a play on words on the original dedication of the monument, as it says "I rise more august and happy, in front of the holy temple of She out of whose maiden womb, during the reign of Augustus, the Sun of Justice was born" (Octavian Augustus was emperor by the time of Christ's birth).

Rome's most famous obelisk during the early centuries. It measures 25.5 metres (83 feet) , although the stand and the bronze element on the top add about 12 metres to its overall height, making it look much taller.

Originally, it stood in Heliopolis. In the 1st century, Augustus had it moved to Alexandria, dedicating it to the memory of Julius Caesar, his stepfather. In AD 37, emperor Caligula had it taken to Rome as a decoration for the stadium whose making was in progress by the Vatican Hill. This building became known as the Circus of Gaius (i.e. Caligula's actual name) and Nero, having been completed under the latter emperor.
Since no hieroglyphs are inscribed on its shaft, the dating of this obelisk is difficult. 

The Vatican obelisk in its present location, standing on a tall base, facing St.Peter's basilica...  In his Histories, Herodotus (5th century BC) tells that pharaoh Pheros erected an obelisk in Heliopolis as a token of gratitude for having recovered from blindness.  Pliny instead wrote that this obelisk was taken to Rome by Caligula.

In AD 319, emperor Constantine I, www.alemattec.com/satanic images of the Vatican .htm, founded the first St.Peter's basilica.  Within a few centuries, the stadium fell into abandonment and disappeared, but the obelisk kept standing on the left side of Saint Peter's Basilica for a very long time, just before a round building known either as Saint Andrew's Rotunda or Saint Mary of Fever, a 3rd century A.D. structure that had been turned into a chapel and annexed to Saint Peter's.  This was the only obelisk that was not taken down after the fall of the Western Roman Empire.

During the Middle Ages, the obelisk was known as the agulia (i.e. "spire"), and was considered one of Rome's most famous landmarks.  The Romans believed the Aqulia, the original bronze globe at the top of the obelisk contained Caesar's ashes.

The standing of the monument was followed by a ceremony, during which the pope pronounced the words of an ancient exorcism ritual, whose purpose was to drive away any residual 'evil influence' caused to the obelisk by its pagan origin. 

The words used for the ritual are carved on the eastern and western side of the monument's base, i.e. the ones that are seen approaching and leaving the basilica, respectively. They read:

In 1713 pope Innocent XIII too had his own family device, a crowned eagle, added to the base of the obelisk monument.
In 1817 the obelisk was also turned into a sun-dial: the floor on the right (northern) side of the square was inlaid with a thin band made of granite, indicating where the cross above the spire throws its shade at mid-day, all round the year.  Disks mark the spots reached on solstices and equinoxes.  At 11:59 A.M (standard time) the shadow thrown by the monument almost covers the line that marks its progression at mid-day, when the shadow reaches its maximum length.


The Aqulia, the original bronze globe at the top of the obelisk, was removed from the top and was spared from destruction. Up to 1850 it decorated the baluster on Capitolium Hill.  The bronze globe was then taken to the nearby Capitoline Museums, where it is still on display. A curious detail is that its surface is speckled with bullets.  These bullets were shot by the Lanquenets, the mercenary soldiers of Charles V, who raided the city during the sack of Rome in 1527, and who likely used the globe which in those days still was attached to the top of the obelisk, as a target.
    

Masonic author, Rollin Blackmer, elaborates:  The Symbolism regarding solar (sun) worship indicated by the point within the circle has many variations, but one of the most primitive and natural was the sun was to be regarded as the male generative power of nature. To the ancient philosopher the origin and creation of life led to the contemplation of only one process, the generative act. The sun god was certainly the generator of life, light and heat, the male principle, and this was symbolically represented by the phallus or Lingam, which was some picture, more or less veiled, of the human male generative organ. The most frequent illustration was of a pillar set up in the center of a circle. The circle just as distinctively represented the earth or female principle. The sun was the great father, under his benign influence all nature germinated, and the earth was the universal mother in whose ample womb all these germs grew to maturity."

In Our Phallic Heritage we are told that "All pillars or columns originally had a phallic significance, and were therefore considered sacred." Pan, the goat god and god of sensuality, was often represented as an obelisk.

Of course the Masons and Egyptians aren't the only ones who had high regard for the obelisk. In front of the Vatican stands the very same obelisk that once stood in Egypt. Ralph Woodrow explains: "The very same obelisk that once stood at the ancient temple which was the center of Egyptian paganism, now stands before the mother church of Romanism. This seems like more than a mere coincidence.

"The red granite obelisk of the Vatican is itself 83 feet high (132 feet high with its foundation) and weighs 320 tons. In 1586, in order to center it in front of the Church in St. Peters square, it was moved to its present location by order of Pope Sixtus V. Of course moving this heavy obelisk was a very difficult task. Many movers refused to attempt the feat, especially since the Pope had attached the death penalty if the obelisk was dropped and broken. Finally a man by the name of Domenico Fontana accepted the responsibility. With 45 winches, 160 horses and a crew of 800 workmen, the task of moving began. The date was September 10, 1586. Multitudes crowded the extensive square. While the obelisk was being moved, the crowd, upon penalty of death, was required to remain silent. But after the obelisk was successfully erected, there was the sound of hundreds of bells ringing, the roar of cannons and the loud cheer of the multitude." 

Pope Benedict XVI offered a more benign explanation for the obelisk in St. Peter's Square; he claims that it is a giant sundial to aid the faithful to mind their prayer times and holy days throughout the year. 

Pope Benedict XVI in his solstice soliloquy, reminded people that the "church" has always been keenly interested in astronomy to help guide and establish fundamental liturgical days and the times of prayer such as the Angelus, which is recited in the morning, at noon and in the evening. While sunrise and sunset are easy to figure out, sundials could accurately tell midday, he said.
