John 13:1

 1Now before the feast of the passover, when Jesus knew that his hour was come that he should depart out of this world unto the Father, having loved his own which were in the world, he loved them unto the end.

 21And in his name shall the Gentiles trust. 

 22Then was brought unto him one possessed with a devil, blind, and dumb: and he healed him, insomuch that the blind and dumb both spake and saw. 

 23And all the people were amazed, and said, Is not this the son of David? 

 24But when the Pharisees heard it, they said, This fellow doth not cast out devils, but by Beelzebub the prince of the devils. 

 25And Jesus knew their thoughts, and said unto them, Every kingdom divided against itself is brought to desolation; and every city or house divided against itself shall not stand: 

 26And if Satan cast out Satan, he is divided against himself; how shall then his kingdom stand? 

 27And if I by Beelzebub cast out devils, by whom do your children cast them out? therefore they shall be your judges. 

 28But if I cast out devils by the Spirit of God, then the kingdom of God is come unto you. 

 29Or else how can one enter into a strong man's house, and spoil his goods, except he first bind the strong man? and then he will spoil his house. 

 30He that is not with me is against me; and he that gathereth not with me scattereth abroad. 

 31Wherefore I say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall not be forgiven unto men.


The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth casts out a devil from a man who was blind and dumb-a sad condition, truly depicting that of the people with respect to God. The multitude, full of admiration, exclaim, "Is not this the Son of David?" However, the religionists (those of satan's family, claiming to be speakers for God, Scribes and Pharisees), on hearing it, jealous of the Lord Jesus Christ and His Power over satan's family, and hostile to the testimony of God the Father by the Lord Jesus Christ, declare that this man, the Lord Jesus Christ wrought this miracle by the power of Beelzebub (the devil, satan), thus sealing their own condition, and putting themselves under the definitive Judgment of God. The Lord Jesus Christ demonstrates the absurdity of what they had said. Satan would not destroy his own kingdom. Their own children, the Jews (those of the Scribes and the Pharisees), who had the pretension to do the same, should judge their (the Scribes and Pharisees) iniquity. What power cast out satan, if not the power of satan (and the Pharisees admitted that the devils were really cast out)? They dare not proclaim to those who followed them, that this Power was the very finger of God, and the Kingdom of God, and His man -- the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth -- was now among them.

He who had come into the strong man's house to spoil his goods had first to bind the strong man (satan).  The truth is that the presence of the Lord Jesus Christ put everything to the test; everything on God's part was centered in Him alone. It is Emmanuel Himself who was there! He who was not with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was against Him. He who did not gather with Him scattered. Everything now depended on Him alone throughout the rest of eternity to come. The Lord Jesus Christ would bear with all unbelief as to His own Person. Grace alone, by God the Father, could remove that. The Lord Jesus Christ had the authority given by God the Father to pardon all sin; but to speak against, and to blaspheme the Holy Ghost (that is, to acknowledge the exercise of God's Power, the Power of God's Holy Spirit to reach the very spirit of man, which is that of God alone, and to attribute it to Satan) this blasphemy could not and would not be pardoned; for the Pharisees admitted that the devil was cast out, and it was only with open malice, with open-eyed deliberate hatred to God, whom they as part of satan's family (world) simply would give "lip service to," while working vehemently against, that they attributed the mighty works of the very Son of God, and God's Holy Spirit, to satan himself. What pardon could there be for this? There was none either in the age of the Law (Old Testament) or in that of the Messiah, and His world to come. The fate of those who thus acted was thus decided. This the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth would have them understand. The fruit proved the nature of the tree. Their was not fruit for God's Kingdom but were thorns.  It was essentially, that is from the root or the very beginning of their confession to be working and speak for God the Father, bad. They were a generation of vipers, as they poured out their venom on the very Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. John the Baptist had told them the same. Their words condemned them. Upon this the Scribes and Pharisees asked for a sign. This was nothing but wickedness. They had had signs enough. It was only stirring up the unbelief of the rest of satan's family, those who followed their leaders, the Scribes and the Pharisees.

Men are Trees, a tree represents a man's life, and are trees of meat, to be used against the siege . . .

Deuteronomy 20:18-20


18That they teach you not to do after all their abominations, which they have done unto their gods; so should ye sin against the LORD your God. 

 19When thou shalt besiege a city a long time, in making war against it to take it, thou shalt not destroy the trees thereof by forcing an axe against them: for thou mayest eat of them, and thou shalt not cut them down (for the tree of the field is man's life) to employ them in the siege: 

 20Only the trees which thou knowest that they be not trees for meat, thou shalt destroy and cut them down; and thou shalt build bulwarks against the city that maketh war with thee, until it be subdued.

Mark 8:23-25

 23And he took the blind man by the hand, and led him out of the town; and when he had spit on his eyes, and put his hands upon him, he asked him if he saw ought. 

 24And he looked up, and said, I see men as trees, walking. 

 25After that he put his hands again upon his eyes, and made him look up: and he was restored, and saw every man clearly.

1. Matthew 3:10
And now also the axe is laid unto the root of the trees: therefore every tree which bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and cast into the fire.

2. Matthew 7:17
Even so every good tree bringeth forth good fruit; but a corrupt tree bringeth forth evil fruit.

3. Matthew 7:18
A good tree cannot bring forth evil fruit, neither can a corrupt tree bring forth good fruit.

4. Matthew 7:19
Every tree that bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and cast into the fire.

5. Matthew 12:33
Either make the tree good, and his fruit good; or else make the tree corrupt, and his fruit corrupt: for the tree is known by his fruit.

Romans 1:20-32

 21Because that, when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankful; but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened. 

 22Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools, 

 23And changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to corruptible man, and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things. 

 24Wherefore God also gave them up to uncleanness through the lusts of their own hearts, to dishonour their own bodies between themselves: 

 25Who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen. 

 26For this cause God gave them up unto vile affections: for even their women did change the natural use into that which is against nature: 

 27And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust one toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves that recompence of their error which was meet. 

 28And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient; 

 29Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers, 

 30Backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents, 

 31Without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful: 

 32Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them.

It is all in God the Father's plan:


John 19:11


 11Jesus answered, Thou couldest have no power at all against me, except it were given thee from above: therefore he that delivered me unto thee hath the greater sin.

Note:  the one who delivered the Lord Jesus Christ to the Scribes and the Pharisees, according to God the Father plan, was Judas Iscariot, Simon's son.
