The Reverend is a style most often used as a prefix to the names of Christian clergy and ministers. There are sometimes differences in the way the style is used in different countries and church traditions. The Reverend is correctly called a style but is often and in some dictionaries called a Title, form of address or title of respect. The style is also sometimes used by leaders in non-Christian religions such as Judaism and Buddhism.

The term is an Anglicization of the Latin reverendus, the style originally used in Latin documents in medieval Europe. It is the gerundive of the verb revereri (to respect; to revere, to fear) which may be taken as a gerundive or a passive periphrastic (Periphrastic: use of a longer phrasing in place of a possible shorter form of expression, therefore meaning [one who is] to be revered/must be respected). 


Protestant

In some countries, including the United States, the term Pastor (such as Pastor Smith in more formal address or Pastor John in less formal) is often used rather than the Reverend or Reverend. The United Methodist Church in the United States often addresses its ministers as Reverend (Reverend Smith). The Reverend, however, is still used in more formal or official written communication.

Among Southern Baptists in the United States, Reverend is formally written but the Pastor is sometimes orally addressed as Brother (Brother Smith), as New Testament writers describe Christians as being brothers and sisters in Christ, or simply as "Pastor".

The Hebrew translation for REVEREND is YAW-RAY. In Hebrew if a name begins with EL or YAW, it is referring to GOD and GOD ALONE!

Clearly only God is to be revered and feared and in holding the reverence of God we exercise godly fear, knowing that Who He is and of His absolutely power over all things. That is certainly not an attribute of a minister of the Gospel, as he is an under shepherd, under the Great Shepherd, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  We are to respect our Pastors who minister unto us, but we do not fear them and stand in awe of their power, as we are to our God and Creator. The reverence this word Reverend, to fear, speaks of is reserved for God alone.

Latin revereri, from re- + vereri to fear, respect — more at wary (Wary:  showing complete trust in someone or something that could be dangerous or cause great trouble.  Example:  Great critics are sometimes wary of great authors.) and to hate evil.

Origin: 1400–50; late Middle English  < Latin reverendus  worthy of being revered, gerund of reverērī  to revere.  The 2 Volume Shorter Oxford English Dictionary states that the word "Reverend" first came into use about 1449, and was already being used of Deans, Bishops and Archbishops by 1485. In 1486, it was already being used "As a courteous or respectful form of address." Protestant clergy didn't start using it until around 1645.


Isaiah 14:13-14
13 For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north:
14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High.

Above, we find Lucifer, satan, that old serpent, all puffed up with pride as he tells us of the wonderful things he was going to do. The climax was that he was to be like the Most High God, Jehovah, the Lord of Hosts. "I will be like the Most High." As a result of this he became just the opposite of the Most High. Still, satan has never stopped trying to be like the Most High in all outward appearances. Only one time in all of the Holy Bible do we find the Title Reverend. In Psalm 111:9 we find it applied to God Himself. Satan cannot wear God's Title himself, but if he can get some of the Lord's own Preachers to wear it, and his own false "preachers" who are wolves in sheep clothing to wear the Title of Reverend, satan feels he has been a success after all. If I were to assume that Title for myself, I fully believe that is the way God would consider it. 

So far as I am able to understand Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, the Title Reverend was never used in connection with a mere man for at least fourteen hundred years. The word Reverend in Psalm 111:9 comes from the Hebrew word YARE. This word is used more than 300 times in the Scriptures, the Holy Bible, but only one time is it translated Reverend. The main meaning of this word YARE are "dreadful, feared, terrible." The title terrible indeed would fit some Preachers, but the word Reverend is alone reserved for the fear of God.

You have to understand when this all came about, which was during the time the Protestant Reformation was unfolding.  To have a special title applied to their Priesthood, Reverend, as one that was to be feared, because the Roman Catholic "priest" could condemn you, excommunicate you and thus send your soul to Hell, or have you tortured to death under the Inquisition, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Inquisition.



The Inquisition was a group of institutions within the judicial system of the Roman Catholic "church" whose aim was to combat heresy. It started in 12th-century France to combat the spread of religious sectarianism, in particular the Cathars and the Waldensians. 
The Waldensians movement was started in the 12th century and advocated an adherence to the Gospel as taught by Jesus and His Disciples. The movement was declared heretical by 1215 and became persecuted by officials of the Roman Catholic "church".

Upon the rise of the Protestant Reformation, Waldensians Church leaders met with Swiss and German Calvinists and agreed to join with the Reformed Church, adopting many of the Calvinist tenets and becoming its Italian arm.

This Medieval Inquisition persisted into the 14th century, from the 1250s associated with the Dominican Order. In the early 14th century, two other movements attracted the attention of the Inquisition:  the Knights Templar and the Beguines.

At the end of the Middle Ages, the concept and scope of the Inquisition was significantly expanded, now in the historical context of the turmoils of the Protestant Reformation and the Catholic Counter-Reformation. The Inquisitions geographic scope was expanded to other European countries, as well as throughout the Spanish and Portuguese empires in the Americas, Asia and Africa. Its focus now came to include the persecution of sorcery (an aspect almost entirely absent from the Medieval Inquisition), making it one of the agents in the Early Modern witch-hunts.

The Inquisition persisted after the end of the witch-trial period in the 18th century, but was abolished outside of the Papal States after the Napoleonic wars. However, the Inquisition survives today as part of the Roman Curia, but it was renamed to Supreme Sacred Congregation of the Holy Office in 1904.

The Inquisition was a religious court that terrorized the Christian world for hundreds of years.  The Inquisition was set up in 1233 as a Roman Catholic tribunal to investigate and punish heresy.

Originally set up by the Dominican Order, it aimed to suppress the Albigensian heresy in France, and the Cathars and the Waldensians. The Inquisition later spread throughout medieval Europe (France, Italy, Spain, the Holy Roman Empire,) the Americas (Mexico, Peru, etc.) and other parts of the world where Roman Catholicism held sway (Goa, Philippines, etc.) and was sanctioned by the "popes".

All the Inquisitions trials were conducted in secret.  Also, from the time of "pope Innocent IV, (Latin: Innocentius IV; c. 1195 – 7 December 1254), born Sinibaldo Fieschi, was the head of the Roman Catholic "church" from 25 June 1243 to his death in 1254." torture was used to obtain confessions. Punishments ranged from fines to flogging and imprisonment, to execution by various means including burning at the stake.
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The most severe form of the Inquisition was the Spanish Inquisition, which was founded in 1478 and abolished in the 19th century.

There were many hundreds of thousands of victims of the Inquisition. Some of the more famous have included the scientist Galileo Galilei and the Philosopher Giordano Bruno.
According to the Oxford Universal Dictionary the Title of Reverend was first applied to persons of age and character in 1449. In 1485 the Deans in the Roman Catholic "church" were given the title of "Very Reverend" and the Bishops were called "Right Reverend." God's title IS "Reverend," so in order for the Deans and the Bishops to be more highly honored than God, (these wolves in sheep's clothing, Ezekiel 22:27; Matthew 7:15; Matthew 10:16; Acts 20:29, those of satan's ministers) used the titles "Very Reverend" for the Deans and "Right Reverend" for their Bishops. You would think, by this time, man would have been satisfied to place himself above God and to leave God that far behind. It seems, though, there is no limit to man's carnal desires controlled by satan, not only to be like the Most High, but to exalt themselves over Him. 

So, in 1642 the Arch-Bishops began to be called "Most Right Reverend." Just how much more Reverend can you be than that, like the Most High God? Three years later in 1645, just exactly two hundred years before the Southern Baptist Convention was born, the Title of Reverend was applied to the Roman Catholic "clergy" as a whole. The Roman Catholic "church" had already taken over the matter of saving people away from the Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. They just dash a little water on a person's head, and there you have it! That is so much more enjoyable than being hanged on a tree for six hours by means of nails driven through your hands and feet all the while having people mock you, and God's Wrath being poured down upon you. The Roman Catholic "church" had already taken over the matter of forgiving sins, they might as well take over God's name as well.  
Note:  ALL SIN is against God.  Therefore, ONLY GOD can forgive sins.

During this time, from about the 1500s until about the 1900s, if you had the money, you could have the sins you have already committed forgiven, and even the ones you plan to commit next weekend. Very nice, indeed.  Go to an orgy, and enjoy yourself with a clear conscious, for you have been to a Roman Catholic "priest" who forgave that sin for the money you paid.  The Roman Catholic "church" has the most convenient religion in all the world. Now that the Roman Catholic "church" has taken over God's function in the matter of Saving people and forgiving their sins, it was a little thing for them to take over God's Title, Reverend, too. All this will culminate in the man of sin in 2 Thessalonians 2:3-4 being revealed for the world to see. However, if you notice in Isaiah 14:15-20 and then in Revelation 19:20 our Lord does not even go to the trouble of killing that old serpent, Lucifer, satan. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Judges satan, and then casts him into the Lake of Fire alive. 

There are two undeniable and indisputable facts found in the New Testament concerning the title for a Preacher which is that of Elder, which is Scriptural. The other is that men controlled by satan have substituted another Title for themselves, taking one God uses for Himself, and applied them to Preachers, i.e.:  Reverend. So it seems to me that if Baptist Preachers, or any Preacher Called by God, a True Worshiper of God, one who fears God, would investigate the origin of the Title Reverend, they would prefer the one given to them in God's Word, the Holy Bible, rather than one given to them by the Roman Catholic "church" which teaches their daughters, who have become Harlots, to sin against God, all the while calling themselves His Ministers:  Revelation 17. As the Apostle Paul wrote to the Romans during his day, Romans 3:10-19, since their is no fear of God before their eyes.  If Baptists Preachers, indeed All SO CALLED “PROTESTANT” Preacher would discard all the junk the Roman Catholic "church" has sold them through the centuries, they would find they had a lot more room for Biblical Truth.  Baptist Preachers, until this century, have never used any of the clergy titles, such as Reverend.
If the Protestant Preachers would have half the understanding of Holy Scripture as Mark Twain, they too would fear God:
