We can see this false system in play, the Seventh-day Adventist "church":  Seventh-day Adventist, like the Roman Catholics, try to bring the Old Testament into the New Testament, but mainly they stress just one point, the Sabbath is the true day that Christians are to Worship.  Why?  What does Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible say?  What if they are right in all the rest of Holy Scripture, but stand on one point of the Law, which holds no authority over the Elect of God?

James 2:10
10For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.

When God speaks, through a Prophet or an Apostle, or by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, that thing surely comes to pass.  Why, God is True, and His Words are True.  If one "speaks" for God, and claims a revelation of something that is to come, and IT DOES NOT, then that person was NOT from God.


Deuteronomy 18:22

 22When a prophet speaketh in the name of the LORD, if the thing follow not, nor come to pass, that is the thing which the LORD hath not spoken, but the prophet hath spoken it presumptuously: thou shalt not be afraid of him.

Presumptuously in the Hebrew means:  insolence, presumptuousness, arrogance -- presumptuously, pride, proud (man):  overstepping due bounds, one who feels free to take liberties.  " . . . thou shalt not be afraid of him."  Why, he is NOT of God, nor does he speak for God, but has taken liberties, overstepping due bounds, is arrogant, and full of pride:  a proud man, insolent.

The Seventh-day Adventist Church (commonly abbreviated SDA,[2] officially abbreviated Adventist[3]) is a "Christian denomination" which is distinguished by its observance of Saturday,[4] the original seventh day of the Judeo-Christian week, as the Sabbath, and by its emphasis on the imminent second coming (Advent) of Jesus Christ. The denomination grew out of the "Millerite movement" in the United States during the middle part of the 19th century and was formally established in 1863.[5] Among its founders was Ellen G. White, whose extensive writings are still held in high regard by the church today.[6]

In September 1822, Miller formally stated his conclusions in a twenty-point document, including article 15, “I believe that the second coming of Jesus Christ is near, even at the door, even within twenty-one years,—on or before 1843.

Despite the urging of his supporters, Miller never personally set an exact date for the expected Second Advent. However, in response to their urgings he did narrow the time-period to sometime in the year 1843, stating: “My principles in brief, are, that Jesus Christ will come again to this earth, cleanse, purify, and take possession of the same, with all the saints, sometime between March 21, 1843 and March 21, 1844”[19] March 21, 1844 passed without incident, and the majority of Millerites maintained their faith. On March 25, Miller wrote to Himes, “I am still looking for the Dear Savior…. The time, as I have calculated it, is now filled up; and I expect every moment to see the Savior descend from heaven. I have now nothing to look for but this glorious hope.”[20] As George R. Knight states, the movement’s survival was a result of the fact that, “the Millerite leaders had been ‘soft’ on the time…. They allowed for the possibility of small errors in their calculations and even in some of their historic dates.”[21] In fact, on February 28, Miller himself had written, “If Christ comes, as we expect, we will sing the song of victory soon; if not, we will watch, and pray, and preach until he comes, for soon our time, and all prophetic days, will have been filled.”[22]

Further discussion and study resulted in the brief adoption of a new date—April 18, 1844, one based on the Karaite Jewish calendar (as opposed to the Rabbinic calendar).[23] Like the previous date, April 18 passed without Christ’s return. More study led the Millerites to believe that they had entered the “tarrying time”—a time of waiting after which Christ would finally return—spoken of in Matthew 25:5 and Habakkuk 3:2-3. This belief sustained the Millerites through the months of May to July, 1844. As Knight notes however, this period represented a “flatness in Millerite evangelism,” when even the Millerite preachers must have experienced diminished certainty.[24]

In August 1844 at a camp-meeting in Exeter, New Hampshire, everything changed when Samuel S. Snow presented a message of earth-shattering proportions—what became known as the “seventh-month” message or the “true midnight cry.”[25] In a complex discussion based on scriptural typology, Snow presented his conclusion (still based on the 2300 day prophecy in Daniel 8:14), that Christ would return on, “the tenth day of the seventh month of the present year, 1844.”[26] Again using the calendar of the Karaite Jews, this date was determined to be October 22, 1844. This “seventh month message” “spread with a rapidity unparalleled in the Millerite experience” amongst the general population. The situation caught many of the established leaders—including Himes and Miller himself, by surprise. Knight reports that, “There is no evidence that any of the foremost Millerite preachers accepted this grass-roots development until late September. Most did not accept it until early October.”

Largely, people are drawn into the Seventh-day Adventist doctrine through fear, fear of being damned if they refuse. Once in, they try to feel happy, but very few really are. With a large class, the more intelligent ones, there are so many doubts and fears, such a sensible want of something which they do not find, that they are unhappy. Many of their "ministers "have gone through the same trials and left that "church".  Elder White himself had doubts. Mrs. White says of him: "He should make it a rule not to talk unbelief or discouragement." "My husband has cherished this darkness so long by living over the unhappy past, that he has but little power to control his mind when dwelling upon these things." Testimonies, Vol. III, pages 96, 97. Mrs. White herself, as we might expect, is troubled with infidelity. She says: "In the night I have awakened my husband, saying, 'I am afraid that I shall become an infidel.'" Testimonies, Vol. I, page 597. Nearly all their prominent ministers had their time of trial, when they ceased preaching and went at other work.


Here are what a few of what Seventh-day Adventist "ministers" have said:
"It seems to me that the views held by Seventh-day Adventists are so burdensome that they will crush me. They are a yoke of bondage which I cannot stand up under. Still I do want to be right." 

Note:  What did the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth say concerning Himself?  Those who follow Him, find rest for their souls:

Matthew 11:29
 29Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls.

Another minister, D.H. Lamson, writes: "How am I straightened, while the fetters are being forged for most unwilling limbs!... What distress we are in as a people! how miserable! and is there no relief?" Yes, still another talented minister, W.C. Gage, writes: "Our ministers, and people as well, are growing to be a denomination of hypocrites, by a slavish fear of expressing an honest belief.... I am sick and disheartened.... The basis of confidence is gone, and I shall only await the outcome of the matter." Still another, Uriah Smith, writes: "There is a fear, on the part of the powers that be, of free thought and free discussion. So far as this is the case, it is a shame and disgrace to us." Yet these brethren patch up the matter some way, and go right on as though nothing were wrong. I know how to pity them, for I myself have passed through precisely the same experience. Finally, yet another writes: "I wish I had never heard the Advent doctrine preached. Previous to that, I know that I did enjoy the blessing of God. I was not troubled about doctrine in this way.... I think I then had some influence for good over others, but I fear my change of faith has had a bad influence over my children."  Seventh-day Adventist believe that only they, this "church" which they claim as Christian, which places people in bondage, believing that ONLY they who follow the Saturday Sabbath will get to Heaven.  They claim that the Roman Catholic "church," changed the Sabbath without God's approval to Sunday.  The Roman Catholic "church" simply followed what early Christian practiced; they went to Church on Sunday.  It wasn't that early Christian went to Church on Saturday, and then switched, because a self-declared "pope" told them to.

It is hard to discern, for many when one who claims to be a Christian, teaches falsely.  Why?  Sometimes they who teach falsely speak the Truth.  Some times, this Truth is spoken of so often by the false teacher(s,) that this Truth becomes associated with their doctrine.  Then, when you attack their false teachings, the attack then seems unfair to those without discernment, because they have spoken Truth.  However, we see from the Apostle Paul who had a woman who followed them speaking Truth, that while speaking Truth, she also was not of God.  The Apostle Paul observed her for many days, then cast out her devilish spirit, which ruined her ability to make money for her masters.

16And it came to pass, as we went to prayer, a certain damsel possessed with a spirit of divination met us, which brought her masters much gain by soothsaying: 

 17The same followed Paul and us, and cried, saying, These men are the servants of the most high God, which shew unto us the way of salvation. 

 18And this did she many days. But Paul, being grieved, turned and said to the spirit, I command thee in the name of Jesus Christ to come out of her. And he came out the same hour. 

 19And when her masters saw that the hope of their gains was gone, they caught Paul and Silas, and drew them into the marketplace unto the rulers, 

 20And brought them to the magistrates, saying, These men, being Jews, do exceedingly trouble our city, 

 21And teach customs, which are not lawful for us to receive, neither to observe, being Romans. 

 22And the multitude rose up together against them: and the magistrates rent off their clothes, and commanded to beat them.

We are called to discernment, to "test the spirits" to see if they are speaking the Truth of God.  We "test the spirits" by viewing what they say, and do, against Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  If they claim a future prophesy, and it DOES NOT COME TO PASS, they are not of God.

Seventh-day Adventist claim along with other Protestant religions, that the Roman Catholic "church" teaches falsely, and that the pope is "the antiChrist".   Truth.  They also teach that those who follow the teachings of the "pope," and Worship on Sunday instead of Saturday, are acknowledging the pope as their HEAD.  However, one false system speaking Truth, does not mean all of their Doctrine is True.  It does cause confusion for some, though, who do not study the Truth of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, and do not have spiritual discernment.


Now, let's see how to view this false religion, as well as others:

THE SUPREMACY OF THE POPE, not Sunday, is the 'MARK" of the papacy. The one supreme claim of the papacy, the one all essential TEST of the loyalty of every Catholic, the one thing which every Catholic must swear to when he joins that "church", the one thing above all others insisted upon in all catechisms and doctrinal books, is the SUPREMACY OF THE POPE OF ROME. No one can be a Roman Catholic and deny this claim. Subscribe to this, and all else follows. During the Inquisition, showing his "papal supremacy" tens of thousands of True Christians, those Born Again, the Elect of God, were martyred because they would not bow to the authority of the "pope". It was this, along with 94 other complaints by Martin Luther that brought on the great Reformation under Luther and originated the name PROTESTANT. Protestant means to "PROTEST" the teachings of the Roman Catholic 'churches' system of error.  It is what Protestant churches have been warning against for over four hundred years.

The TEST then, the MARK, of loyalty of a Mohammedan (Muslim, one who is of Islamic faith) is to acknowledge the supreme authority of Mohammed as a prophet of their false "god" Allah.

The TEST then, the MARK, of a Mormon, is to acknowledge Joseph Smith as God's "prophet".

The TEST then, the MARK, of a Christian Scientist, is to acknowledge the authority of Mrs. Eddy.

The TEST then, the MARK, of a Seventh-day Adventist, is to acknowledge the teachings and authority of Miller and Ellen G. White.

The TEST then, the MARK,  of a Roman Catholic, is to acknowledge the "authority of the pope of Rome as supreme HEAD". In Saint Louis, MO we have many Catholic churches and scores of other churches which keep Sunday as their day of Worship, not Saturday -- the Sabbath. Does anybody think all of these churches are Roman Catholic because they keep Sunday as their day of Worship? No. Do Roman Catholics think of these PROTESTANT Churches as Roman Catholics on this account? No. Again, do these Churches themselves ever think of themselves as Roman Catholics because they keep Sunday? No. Is it then a MARK of a Roman Catholic to keep Sunday as their day of Worship? No, because no one, either Roman Catholic, Protestant, or those outside these churches, ever thinks of it as the mark of a Roman Catholic. Since nobody in the Church, or outside the Church, ever regards a person as a Roman Catholic because they keep Sunday as their day of Worship, that then cannot be the "mark of a papist" -- a Roman Catholic.

The moment any person acknowledges the authority of the "pope" as supreme HEAD, then that person is a Roman Catholic, a papist, and with this they have His MARK.  As the pope is the beast on whom the great whore, the woman represented as a whore is the Roman Catholic "church", rides -- then having his MARK, which is only the sign of a man not God as the "pope" claims equality with God, is one who acknowledges the "pope" as their HEAD. Revelation 17.  This is exactly what the Roman Catholic church regards him, as the HEAD. However, if one keeps Sunday as their day of Worship, and denies the authority of the pope, will the Catholic church accept him? Emphatically no. Then what is the TEST, the MARK, of a papist? 1369 The whole Church is united with the offering and intercession of Christ. Since he has the ministry of Peter in the Church, the Pope is associated with every celebration of the Eucharist, wherein he is named as the sign and servant of the unity of the universal Church. The bishop of the place is always responsible for the Eucharist, even when a priest presides; the bishop's name is mentioned to signify his presidency over the particular Church, in the midst of his presbyterium and with the assistance of deacons. The community intercedes also for all ministers who, for it and with it, offer the Eucharistic sacrifice: 

Let only that Eucharist be regarded as legitimate, which is celebrated under [the presidency of] the bishop or him to whom he has entrusted it.191 

Through the ministry of priests the spiritual sacrifice of the faithful is completed in union with the sacrifice of Christ the only Mediator, which in the Eucharist is offered through the priests' hands in the name of the whole Church in an unbloody and sacramental manner until the Lord himself comes.192

1370 To the offering of Christ are united not only the members still here on earth, but also those already in the glory of heaven. In communion with and commemorating the Blessed Virgin Mary and all the saints, the Church offers the Eucharistic sacrifice. In the Eucharist the Church is as it were at the foot of the cross with Mary, united with the offering and intercession of Christ.

1376 The Council of Trent summarizes the Catholic faith by declaring: "Because Christ our Redeemer said that it was truly his body that he was offering under the species of bread, it has always been the conviction of the Church of God, and this holy Council now declares again, that by the consecration of the bread and wine there takes place a change of the whole substance of the bread into the substance of the body of Christ our Lord and of the whole substance of the wine into the substance of his blood. This change the holy Catholic Church has fittingly and properly called transubstantiation."206 

1377 The Eucharistic presence of Christ begins at the moment of the consecration and endures as long as the Eucharistic species subsist. Christ is present whole and entire in each of the species and whole and entire in each of their parts, in such a way that the breaking of the bread does not divide Christ.207 

1378 Worship of the Eucharist. In the liturgy of the Mass we express our faith in the real presence of Christ under the species of bread and wine by, among other ways, genuflecting or bowing deeply as a sign of adoration of the Lord. "The Catholic Church has always offered and still offers to the sacrament of the Eucharist the cult of adoration, not only during Mass, but also outside of it, reserving the consecrated hosts with the utmost care, exposing them to the solemn veneration of the faithful, and carrying them in procession."208

As Pope John Paul II wrote in his Apostolic Letter "Dominicae Cenae" in the early years of his pontificate, the Eucharist "is the principal and central raison d'être of the sacrament of priesthood, which effectively came into being at the moment of the institution of the Eucharist."[13] The Eucharistic Prayer is indeed the priestly prayer par excellence, for, as the Second Vatican Council teaches, the ordained priest, "acting in the person of Christ, brings about the Eucharistic Sacrifice and offers it to God in the name of all the people."[14] The priest, who through receiving the sacrament of Holy Orders has been conformed to Christ the High Priest, acts and speaks as representing Christ the Head. It is for this reason, writes John Paul II in his last Encyclical Ecclesia de Eucharistia that "the Roman Missal prescribes that only the priest should recite the Eucharistic Prayer, while the people participate in faith and in silence."[15]

In the consecration of the Eucharist, the ordained priest never acts alone but always in and with Christ's Mystical Body, the Church, (the Roman Catholic "church" claim that theirs is the ONLY true "church"), whose members, through the infused virtues of faith and charity, participate in the action of Christ the Head as represented by the priest.

Torriti's mosaic is divided into two distinct parts. The central medallion of the apse shows the Coronation of the Virgin while the lower band illustrates the most important moments of her life. In the center of the medallion, enclosed by concentric circles, Jesus and Mary are seated on a large oriental throne. The Son is placing a jeweled crown on Mary's head. In this mosaic, Mary is not only seen as mother but as Mother Church, bride of her Son. The sun, the moon and a choir of adoring angels are arranged around their feet, while St. Peter, St. Paul, and St. Francis of Assisi along with Pope Nicholas IV flank them on the left. On the right, Torriti portrayed St. John the Baptist, St. John the Evangelist, St. Anthony and the donor, Cardinal Colonna.

Note:  Making Mary the Lord Jesus Christ's earthly mother, His bride, makes the Lord Jesus Christ defiled and worthy of death, for she was Joseph's nakedness.

53.The special maternal presence of Mary offers particular encouragement to the Bishop in his spiritual life, where Mary is honored in a personal way through a relationship of genuine filial love.

    Each Bishop is called to relive the Lord’s entrustment of Mary to the disciple, John, at the foot of the cross (cf. Jn 19: 26-27). He is also to mirror the wholehearted, persevering prayer of the disciples with Mary, the Mother of Jesus, from the Ascension to Pentecost (cf. Acts 1:14). All Bishops in fraternal communion are entrusted to the maternal care of Mary in communion, in hope and in the ministry.

     Such practices will result in a sound Marian devotion of intense communion with the Holy Mother of God in the Bishop’s liturgical ministry of sanctification and worship, in his teaching of doctrine, in his personal life and in his governing. This style of acting after the example of Mary in the exercise of the episcopal ministry has its basis in the association of the Church with Mary.

IV. The Cult of the Blessed Virgin in the Church 

66. Placed by the grace of God, as God's Mother, next to her Son, and exalted above all angels and men, Mary intervened in the mysteries of Christ and is justly honored by a special cult in the Church. Clearly from earliest times the Blessed Virgin is honored under the title of Mother of God, under whose protection the faithful took refuge in all their dangers and necessities.(21*) Hence after the Synod of Ephesus the cult of the people of God toward Mary wonderfully increased in veneration and love, in invocation and imitation, according to her own prophetic words: "All generations shall call me blessed, because He that is mighty hath done great things to me".(301) This cult, as it always existed, although it is altogether singular, differs essentially from the cult of adoration which is offered to the Incarnate Word, as well to the Father and the Holy Spirit, and it is most favorable to it. The various forms of piety toward the Mother of God, which the Church within the limits of sound and orthodox doctrine, according to the conditions of time and place, and the nature and ingenuity of the faithful has approved, bring it about that while the Mother is honored, the Son, through whom all things have their being (302) and in whom it has pleased the Father that all fullness should dwell,(303) is rightly known, loved and glorified and that all His commands are observed.

Note:  What does Holy Scripture say about Who will be exalted?

Psalm 46:10

 10Be still, and know that I am God: I will be exalted among the heathen, I will be exalted in the earth.

67. This most Holy Synod deliberately teaches this Catholic doctrine and at the same time admonishes all the sons of the Church that the cult, especially the liturgical cult, of the Blessed Virgin, be generously fostered, and the practices and exercises of piety, recommended by the magisterium of the Church toward her in the course of centuries be made of great moment, and those decrees, which have been given in the early days regarding the cult of images of Christ, the Blessed Virgin and the saints, be religiously observed.(22*) But it exhorts theologians and preachers of the divine word to abstain zealously both from all gross exaggerations as well as from petty narrow-mindedness in considering the singular dignity of the Mother of God.(23*) Following the study of Sacred Scripture, the Holy Fathers, the doctors and liturgy of the Church, and under the guidance of the Church's magisterium, let them rightly illustrate the duties and privileges of the Blessed Virgin which always look to Christ, the source of all truth, sanctity and piety. Let them assiduously keep away from whatever, either by word or deed, could lead separated brethren or any other into error regarding the true doctrine of the Church. Let the faithful remember moreover that true devotion consists neither in sterile or transitory affection, nor in a certain vain credulity, but proceeds from true faith, by which we are led to know the excellence of the Mother of God, and we are moved to a filial love toward our mother and to the imitation of her virtues. 

V. Mary the sign of created hope and solace to the wandering people of God 

68. In the interim just as the Mother of Jesus, glorified in body and soul in heaven, is the image and beginning of the Church as it is to be perfected is the world to come, so too does she shine forth on earth, until the day of the Lord shall come,(304) as a sign of sure hope and solace to the people of God during its sojourn on earth.

Note:  Who is the image?

It gives great joy and comfort to this holy and general Synod that even among the separated brethren there are some who give due honor to the Mother of our Lord and Saviour, especially among the Orientals, who with devout mind and fervent impulse give honor to the Mother of God, ever virgin.(24*) The entire body of the faithful pours forth instant supplications to the Mother of God and Mother of men that she, who aided the beginnings of the Church by her prayers, may now, exalted as she is above all the angels and saints, intercede before her Son in the fellowship of all the saints, until all families of people, whether they are honored with the title of Christian or whether they still do not know the Saviour, may be happily gathered together in peace and harmony into one people of God, for the glory of the Most Holy and Undivided Trinity.

It is He who imparts the light of faith to believers; it is He who enriches pastors and teachers and above all His Vicar on earth with the supernatural gifts of knowledge, understanding and wisdom, so that they may loyally preserve the treasury of faith, defend it vigorously, and explain it and confirm it with reverence and devotion. Finally, it is He who, though unseen, presides at the Councils of the Church and guides them. [88]

Though a long and deadly war has pitilessly broken the bond of brotherly union between nations, We have seen Our children in Christ, in whatever part of the world they happened to be, one in will and affection, lift up their hearts to the common Father, who, carrying in his own heart the cares and anxieties of all, is guiding the barque of the Catholic Church int he teeth of a raging tempest. In Communion with the Successor of Peter 

67.The ecclesiology of communion, characteristic of the Catholic Church, expresses the multi-relational unity of the particular Churches not only in their sharing the same faith, hope and charity and the same doctrine and sacraments, but also in their participating in the same communion with the Roman Pontiff, the visible principle of the Church’s unity. This reality is manifested in sanctification, worship, doctrine and governance, according to the divine plan of Christ, who wills that Peter and his Successors be the principle of visible unity so that they might confirm their brothers in the faith.[86]

68.Many bonds unite each Bishop with the Petrine ministry. First of all, the communion of divine life, especially through the celebration of the Eucharist, is the foundation of the unity of the Church in Christ.[88] Each celebration of the Eucharist, sign of the “sanctorum communio”, that is, the communion of saints and all things holy–as stated in Christian antiquity[89]–is  fulfilled in union not only with one’s Bishop but above all with the Pope and with the episcopal order, and thus with the clergy and the entire People of God, as set forth in various versions of the Eucharistic prayer.[90]
Note:  Communion of the saints and all thing holy . . . is fulfilled in union . . . above all with the pope?  Communion is fulfilled above all with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whose blood and body make the New Covenant, the New Testament.

Ad Limina Visits and Relations with the Holy See 

70.An important manifestation of communion with the Pope and the offices of the Holy See are ad limina visits, which include the celebration of the Eucharist, common prayer and personal meetings of the Bishops with the Pope and his collaborators. They serve as occasions for discernment in which the situations, anxieties, hopes, joys and problems of the particular Churches are brought to the visible center of communion for an enrichment of catholicity and a particular experience of unity.

44. Because Christ the Head holds such an eminent position, one must not think that he does not require the help of the Body. What Paul said of the human organism is to be applied likewise to the Mystical Body: "The head cannot say to the feet: I have no need of you."[69] It is manifestly clear that the faithful need the help of the Divine Redeemer, for He has said: "Without me you can do nothing,"[70] and according to the teaching of the Apostle every advance of this Mystical Body towards its perfection derives from Christ the Head.[71] Yet this, also, must be held, marvelous though it may seem: Christ has need of His members. First, because the person of Jesus Christ is represented by the Supreme Pontiff, who in turn must call on others to share much of his solicitude lest he be overwhelmed by the burden of his pastoral office, and must be helped daily by the prayers of the Church. Moreover as our Savior does not rule the Church directly in a visible manner, He wills to be helped by the members of His Body in carrying out the work of redemption. That is not because He is indigent and weak, but rather because He has so willed it for the greater glory of His spotless Spouse. Dying on the Cross He left to His Church the immense treasury of the Redemption, towards which she contributed nothing. But when those graces come to be distributed, not only does He share this work of sanctification with His Church, but He wills that in some way it be due to her action. This is a deep mystery, and an inexhaustible subject of meditation, that the salvation of many depends on the prayers and voluntary penances which the members of the Mystical Body of Jesus Christ offer for this intention and on the cooperation of pastors of souls and of the faithful, especially of fathers and mothers of families, a cooperation which they must offer to our Divine Savior as though they were His associates.

 7. The conviction existing in the Church that the pastors of the flock of the Lord could set the individual free from the vestiges of sins by applying the merits of Christ and of the saints led gradually, in the course of the centuries and under the influence of the Holy Spirit's continuous inspiration of the people of God, to the usage of indulgences which represented a progression in the doctrine and discipline of the Church rather than a change.(33) From the roots of revelation a new advantage grew in benefit to the faithful and the entire Church.

The use of indulgences, which spread gradually, became a very evident fact in the history of the Church when the Roman Pontiffs decreed that certain works useful to the common good of the Church "could replace all penitential practices"(34) and that the faithful who were "truly repentant and had confessed their sins" and performed such works were granted "by the mercy of Almighty God and...trusting in the merits and the authority of his Apostles" and "by virtue of the fullness of the apostolic power," not only full and abundant forgiveness, but the most complete forgiveness for their sins possible."(35)

For "the only-begotten son of God...has won a treasure for the militant Church and has entrusted it to blessed Peter, the keybearer of heaven, and to his successors, Christ's vicars on earth, that they may distribute it to the faithful for their salvation, applying it mercifully for reasonable causes to all who are repentant and have confessed their sins, at times remitting completely and at times partially the temporal punishment due sin in a general as well as in special ways insofar as they judge it to be fitting in the eyes of the Lord. It is known that the merits of the Blessed Mother of God and of all the elect...add further to this treasure.(36)

 8. The remission of the temporal punishment due for sins already forgiven insofar as their guilt is concerned has been called specifically "indulgence."(37)

 It has something in common with other ways or means of eliminating the vestiges of sin but at the same time it is clearly distinct from them.

In an indulgence in fact, the Church, making use of its power as minister of the Redemption of Christ, not only prays but by an authoritative intervention dispenses to the faithful suitably disposed the treasury of satisfaction which Christ and the saints won for the remission of temporal punishment.(38)

The aim pursued by ecclesiastical authority in granting indulgences is not only that of helping the faithful to expiate the punishment due sin but also that of urging them to perform works of piety, penitence and charity—particularly those which lead to growth in faith and which favor the common good.(39)

And if the faithful offer indulgences in suffrage for the dead, they cultivate charity in an excellent way and while raising their minds to heaven, they bring a wiser order into the things of this world.

The Magisterium of the Church has defended and illustrated this doctrine in various documents.(40) Unfortunately, the practice of indulgences has at times been improperly used either through "untimely and superfluous indulgences" by which the power of the keys was humiliated and penitential satisfaction weakened,(41) or through the collection of "illicit profits" by which indulgences were blasphemously defamed.(42) But the Church, in deploring and correcting these improper uses "teaches and establishes that the use of indulgences must be preserved because it is supremely salutary for the Christian people and authoritatively approved by the sacred councils; and it condemns with anathema those who maintain the uselessness of indulgences or deny the power of the Church to grant them."(43)

According to the Second Vatican Council, the Church “by a strong analogy is compared to the mystery of the Incarnate Word. In fact, as the assumed nature is at the service of the divine Word as a living instrument of salvation, indissolubly united to him, so also in a not dissimilar way, the social structure of the Church is at the service of the Spirit of Christ which vivifies it for the building up of the body” (cf.  Eph 4:16).(3) This Church, which embraces her sons and daughters of the past and of the present, in a real and profound communion, is the sole Mother of Grace who takes upon herself also the weight of past faults in order to purify memory and to live the renewal of heart and life according to the will of the Lord. She is able to do this insofar as Christ Jesus, whose mystical body extended through history she is, has taken upon himself once and for all the sins of the world.

Now let us listen to the full, balanced and serene teaching of Vatican II, which states that "Jesus Christ, the eternal shepherd...willed that their successors, namely the bishops, should be shepherds in his Church even to the consummation of the world. And in order that the episcopate itself might be one and undivided, he placed blessed Peter over the other apostles, and instituted in him a permanent and visible source and foundation of unity of faith and communion" (LG 18).

In this sense Vatican II speaks of the Bishop of Rome as "pastor of the entire Church," having "full, supreme and universal power" (LG 22). That power is "primacy over all, both pastors and faithful" (LG 22). "The individual bishops, insofar as their own discharge of their duty permits, are obliged to enter into a community of work among themselves and with the Successor of Peter, upon whom was imposed in a special way the great duty of spreading the Christian name" (LG 23).

According to the same council, the Church is also catholic in the sense that all Christ's followers must work together in the overall mission of salvation, each in his own apostolate. The pastoral work of all, however, and especially that collegial activity of the whole episcopate, attains unity through the Bishop of Rome's ministerium Petrinum. The Council again says: "The bishops, faithfully recognizing the primacy and pre-eminence of their head, exercise their own authority for the good of their own faithful" (LG 22). We should also add from the Council that, if the collegial power over the whole Church attains its particular expression in an ecumenical council, it is "the prerogative of the Roman Pontiff to convoke these councils, to preside over them and to confirm them" (LG 22). Everything, then, depends on the Pope, the Bishop of Rome, as the principle of unity and communion.

 5And upon her forehead was a name written, MYSTERY, BABYLON THE GREAT, THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS AND ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH. 

 6And I saw the woman drunken with the blood of the saints, and with the blood of the martyrs of Jesus: and when I saw her, I wondered with great admiration.

When the Protestant Churches identified the Roman Catholic Church as the "great whore" of Revelation 17, and the "pope" as the beast, then the Roman Catholic "church" went in high gear to discrete the Protestant Preaching, and attack the True Christians, and put them to death.

Here is one of the tools used by the Roman Catholic "church":
Early attempts were made to counteract this propaganda of the Protestants by the publication of encyclopedias from the Catholic point of view, such as the "Allgemeine Realencyklopädie oder Konversations-Lexikon für das katholische Deutschland" (13 vols., 1846-49; 4th ed., 1880-90); and Herder's "Konversationslexikon" (5 vols., Freiburg, 1853-57); neither proved a thorough success. The third edition of the latter (8 vols., 1901-08), through its preservation of Catholic interests, by its impartiality, thoroughness, and comprehensiveness, gained general approval. 

Encyclopedias have since been compiled in all civilized countries which incorporate the Roman Catholic point of view.  One of those, "Johnson's New Universal Encyclopedia, now Universal Cyclopaedia and Atlas" says the: "Roman Catholic Church, that body of Christians which acknowledges the authority of the pope of Rome." The same article gives the creed to which every Catholic must swear obedience thus: "I promise and swear true obedience to the Bishop of Rome, successor of St. Peter, Prince of the apostles, and Vicar of Jesus Christ."

Therefore, here you have the MARK of the Roman Catholic church. It is not keeping Sunday as the day of Worship, but recognizing the supreme authority of the Pope as HEAD. Every Roman Catholic catechism or doctrinal work has in bold letters this headline: "MARKS OF THE CHURCH." Sunday keeping for Worship is never given as one of them, but the supremacy of the pope is always given. Mark well this fact.

This is Roman Catholic doctrine, but also it has some Truth mixed in:
"The Catholic doctrine of the change of the Sabbath is this: The apostles, by instruction from Jesus Christ, changed the Sabbath from Saturday to Sunday to commemorate the resurrection of Christ and the descent of the Holy Ghost, both of which occurred on Sunday. The change was made by the apostles themselves, and hence by divine authority, at the very beginning of the church. There are references to this change in Acts 20:7; 1 Cor. 16:1, 2; Rev. 1:10, etc. Yet these texts do not state positively such a change; hence Catholics go to the statements of the early Christian Fathers, where this change by the apostles is confirmed and put beyond doubt. Catholics also rely upon the tradition of the church which says that the change was made by the apostles. Catholics never teach that the change of the day was made by the church two or three hundred years after Christ. Such a statement would be contrary to all the facts of history and the traditions of the church.

"The Holy Catholic Church began with the apostles. St. Peter was the first pope. Hence, when they say that the church changed the Sabbath, they mean that it was done by the church in the days of the apostles. Neither the church nor the pope, two or three hundred years after the apostles, had anything whatever to do with changing the Sabbath, for the change had been made ages before. Catholics do not call the first day of the week the Sabbath, for that was Saturday; but they call it Sunday, or the Lord's Day". A signed statement by 'Rev. D. M. Canright' is true and pure Catholic doctrine. 'Rev. James C. Pulcher', Pastor of St. James' Church, Grand Rapids, Mich."

Another Roman Catholic 'priest,' wrote:  "The Jewish Sabbath was simply a positive precept in the Mosaic law and lapsed with that law. The apostles and early Christians instituted the Sunday as a day of special prayer in honor of the great mysteries of the Christian religion: the resurrection and the coming of the Holy Spirit, both occurring on the first day of the week". "Very sincerely, "JOHN IRELAND."

The "Catholic Encyclopedia,", the "Catholic Dictionary," along with a large number of Catholic catechisms, both large and small, and all agree in locating the change of the, Sabbath in the time of the apostles and by the apostles. This is the doctrine of the Roman Catholic church. Not a single Catholic authority ever locates the change anywhere else. Seventh Day Adventists are unfair in omitting this fact when they quote only a part of what Roman Catholics say. The Roman Catholic authorities quote Acts 20:7; 1 Cor. 16:2; Rev. 1:10, the same as Protestants do as evidence that the observance of the Lord's Day originated with the Apostles and was followed by the earliest Christians.
