I find the "Politically Correct, i.e.:  PC" atmosphere placed around the Christmas time utterly abhorrent.  In using "Politically Correct, i.e.:  PC" "PRESSURE" against Americans "forcing" them to say “Happy Holidays” instead of “Merry Christmas,” we have inadvertently placed all of our interest into words rather than the meaning behind them. Whether we like it or not, we live in a country of normative (Normative:  based on what is considered to be the usual or correct way of doing something) nominal (Nominal:  existing in name only, not actual or real, or very small in amount) Christian faith. That means throughout the years around the Christmas season, while "Christians" are out and about, we may in times past have heard a Salvation Army ringer say something along the lines of “Merry Christmas.” Sometimes people of other false faiths might reply back to the Salvation Army ringer, something like, “I’m not a Christian, I'm a ______________, insert other religion name here,” in a disparaging tone and walk away.

Let's face it, nine out of 10 times, when someone asks you how you are at the grocery store, at work, or any other location, "How you doing?," or "Have a good day." they simply could care less. It is simply a greeting, or an acknowledgment.  Likewise, the person wishing you a Merry Christmas is not offering this gesture of good literally meaning they wish a Holy day of Worshiping, commemorating the Lord Jesus Christ’s birth, upon you.

“Happy Holidays,” seems by most today to be a more inclusive term that serves its purpose well, to exclude the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, His birth, from the season that surrounds His Name, Christmas.  As a Christian, I do not like the offense people take when they feel they are not automatically including during this Season, as they assume that their particular religion, ethnicity, sexuality, is affronted. Often time people of most any minority group tend to dislike labels and take offense to them, unless they decide to use them themselves, and only get "offended" if someone they do not like uses the same label they use of themselves.  So, the expectation for someone to attack you for wishing them a "Merry Christmas" seems a little ridiculous.  My advise to the sexual deviant, "other" religion, or ethnicity, is simply to accept the kindness offered in the greeting of "Merry Christmas," or ignore it and then go on your non-believing way.

Faith is all around us and a Christian's belief should not be undermined or marginalized because we are worried about offending someone.  By being so overtly conscious of not offending anyone, you have already offended the True Christians, who don’t feel you or they should have to tone down their beliefs. This becomes especially true around Christian Holidays like Christmas and Easter.

I'll give you a personal example.  I visited the First Presbyterian "church," of Warrensburg, MO years ago.  There was a male, Head Pastor, and a female assistant "pastor".

I told him that the Lord Jesus Christ was "drawing a mental picture" of how He would have gathered the Jews to Himself, not that he was in any way "showing His feminine side!".  His response then, this Senior "pastor's" response was, ”We'll we pray like that as we don't want to exclude anyone.  We want to be "all-exclusive"”.  I responded to him that he had failed. Several retail giants learned this the hard way when they began taking the word Christmas out of their November and December advertising campaigns back in 2009 in an attempt to be PC, "Politically Correct".  Lowe’s, Home Depot, Sears, Wal-mart, Target, Best Buy, and GAP have all felt the wrath of Born Again Believers when they abandoned Christmas for a more generic greetings like “Happy Holidays” and Lowe’s infamous “family tree,” in the place of "Christmas Tree".

Christian Children's Fund, an organization that helps needy children across the globe, has decided to change its name to ChildFund International as part of its plan to broaden its outreach. 
"We are now part of an alliance of 12 organizations around the world who have the same goal of working to help deprived children in developing countries," said Anne Lynam Goddard, president and CEO of the Richmond, Va.-based charity. "All members of the alliance are taking on the same name, ChildFund."
Goddard acknowledged that "some people are concerned about the name change." But she said some supporters who have phoned and e-mailed the charity have welcomed the new name, saying it is more inclusive.

The charity was founded in 1938 by a Presbyterian minister and originally called China's Children Fund. One of the first organizations to offer "sponsorships" of individual children, it changed its name to Christian Children's Fund when it broadened its work beyond China. The new name change will take effect on July 1.

Goddard said CCF had not offered Christian education in its programs since the 1970s.

One of the nation’s most prominent Christian ministries has decided to take Christ out of its name – a move that has generated cries of political correctness from within the evangelical community.

The BOY SCOUTS of AMERICA, BSA, and the Young Men's Christian Association, YMCA, and the Masons . . .

Boy Scouts of America was turned over to the Young Men's Christian Association, YMCA, for development in April 1910.  The Mormons, The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints, LDS, the first partner to sponsor Scouting in the United States, adopting the program in 1913 as part of its Mutual Improvement Association program for young men.

The stated objectives of the Boy Scouts of America, referred to as "Aims of Scouting: moral character development (now an oxymoron, as they have now accepted sodomite youth, i.e.:  homosexuals, gays); citizenship training; and development of physical, mental, and emotional fitness".

The first YMCA was concerned with Bible study, although the organization has generally moved on to a more holistic approach to youth work. Around six years after its birth, an international YMCA conference in Paris decided that the objective of the organization should become "Christian discipleship developed through a program of religious, educational, social and physical activities" (Binfield 1973:265).


As the middle class began to take shape in early 20th century, and families moved from rural farms to urban city, there was a growing concern among some about the loss of patriotism and individualism instilled in young people.  Some of the early social welfare programs included programs to provide physical, mental, and spiritual development.  The YMCA was an early promoter of such reforms, and an early proponent and organizer for the Boy Scouts of America.  In 1910, the Boy Scouts of America were incorporated with the express purpose of teaching boys “…patriotism, courage, self-reliance, and kindred values.” The Boy Scouts of America's first Director was Edgar Robinson, a former YMCA Administrator.

Daniel Carter Beard founded the Sons of Daniel Boone, http://www.grandlodgescotland.com/index.php/masonic-subjects/press-watch/336-daniel-boone-biography-is-a-minor-masterpiece, of which a notable Masonic award exists today for the support of Freemasonry and Boy Scouting aptly called the Daniel Carter Beard Masonic Scouter Award , http://www.freemason.com/awards/269-daniel-carter-beard-masonic-scouter-award, is presented to any Master Mason who has made significant contributions to youth through Scouting. This is a selective award, the purpose of which is to recognize the recipient’s outstanding service to youth through the Boy Scouts of America. 
A second, and perhaps more prevalent in the daily operation of lodge and troop, is the National Association of Masonic Scouters, http://nams-bsa.org/ which works to foster and develop support for Boy Scouts of America by and among Freemasons while upholding the tenants of Freemasonry.

The Boy Scouts of America's first Director, Edgar Robinson, a former YMCA Administrator.  Following Edgar Robinson as Director of the newly formed Boy Scouts of America, was James E. West.  James E. West was a Freemason.

West was a Mason, a member of the Knights of Pythias and the Sunday school superintendent for the Mount Pleasant Congregational Church. In the early 1900s, he was the finance chairman for the Boys' Brigade and the secretary of the Washington Playground Association, later the Playground Association of America. He later served as secretary of the National Child Rescue League, responsible for placing orphaned children into homes. West was then the secretary of the White House Conference on Dependent Children, pushing for reforms in the management of orphanages.

In 1910, West was looking to open a private law office. Meanwhile, John M. Alexander was serving as Managing Secretary from May to October, under the general auspices of Edgar M. Robinson, who had set up BSA's original one-room national office and recruited Alexander to run it. Neither Robinson nor Alexander wanted to run BSA permanently, so Colin H. Livingstone, the president of the BSA put out inquiries. Ernest Bicknell of the American Red Cross wrote to Luther Gulick, president of the Playground Association of America and recommended West for the position. After much persuasion West finally accepted the position on a temporary basis and moved to New York City, while Robinson returned to the YMCA and turned BSA's reins over to West.[2] The Russell Sage Foundation provided the initial funding for West to become the first Chief Scout Executive of the Boy Scouts of America. He initially accepted for a six-month tenure, but he held the position for 32 years.[3]
James E. West was instrumental in the early Boy Scouts of America, being a strong champion for it on many fronts.  James E. West built the Boy Scouts of America's acceptance and credibility to many groups, including among unions, who at first disliked its early anti-organizing language.  James E. West then easily promoted the Boy Scouts of America's acceptance with the Roman Catholic "church" (which at first prohibited membership because of its non-Catholic beginnings, as at first the Boy Scouts of America was run by the then very Protestant (Protestant:  One who "protests" the false teachings and errors of the Roman Catholic "church,") Young Men's Christian Association, YMCA.





Freemasonry does not even rank in the Top 10 Chartered Organizations associated with the Boy Scouts of America, (the top FIVE being:  The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints, the LDS "church," the Methodist "church," the Roman Catholic "church," PTA Groups, and Presbyterian "church," USA) which is a missed opportunity for Masonic Lodges to engage and support an organization in such affinity to its own ideals.
