Secular humanism has displaced the Judeo-Christian consensus that once defined our nation’s moral boundaries in virtually every part of our culture, from:  law, to education, and medicine.  All have been reshaped for the worse as a consequence. America’s dominant worldview has now changed, with tragic consequences for the United States of America, which was once One Nation under the Triune God:  Father, Son (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth,) and the Holy Ghost.

Where have the Bible-believing Christians been in the last 70 years? Note:  Contend is a verb, demanding action (which comes from the root Greek word which means:  to take a position over or against, to enter a contest:  as one who contend in the gymnastic games to contend with adversaries, fight to achieve a known goal.  Metaphor:  to contend, struggle, with difficulties and dangers to endeavor with strenuous zeal, strive to obtain something.) We are Called as Christians to contend against tyranny and moral chaos that comes when humanism, and all forms of antiChristian belief reigns, even in the "churches" — and in this striving against these false systems, we are Called to contend for the faith, and thus True Worshipers, Born Again Believer will be forced to make the hard choice between obeying God or Caesar.

Contend, strive . . . action:  much different from the easy "believism" of the false "churches," today whose action is to accept everybody and everything in the name of "brotherly love," and "not judging one another".

Let's see what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth proclaimed for those willing to content for the faith against the false systems, including what is called "churches," and what it would cost to be a True witness:

What is being spoken of by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, is that the one's contending with Him, the Scribes and the Pharisees were as gods, in that they were called to be the Judges over others, that is they were called to determine good or evil according to what was written in God's Law, and they were the higher powers, ordained by God to make these judgments. Note:  We are NOT little gods in the sense as is taught by false teachers that we are a God of ANY kind, but are to be “as God” and we are supposed to be able to discern between good and evil as God does.  The word here servant, means a bondslave, one bought out of a market.

In 1998, the largest state constituent convention of the Southern Baptist Convention, SBC, the Baptist General Convention of Texas, BGCT, voted to disassociate itself from the SBC. In June 2004 the Southern Baptist Convention voted to remove itself from the Baptist World Alliance, BWA, which it felt had become too liberal. The SBC had been the largest Baptist denomination within the worldwide alliance of Baptists. These organizational realignments helped diminish the pressures within the SBC that had long festered as a result of disagreement between its moderate and more conservative factions. 

Also, many congregations that have remained within the Southern Baptist Convention have simply opted to use the high degree of autonomy within the organization to de-emphasize SBC ties while strengthening association with Baptist and Evangelical organizations that better suit their particular preferences. Many congregations no longer identify themselves as "Southern Baptist" or even "Baptist," yet remain under the umbrella of the SBC.

According to Cliff Tharp, coordinator for constituent information for the Southern Baptist Convention, about 5 million of the SBC's "members" are "non-resident." Some of these are people who joined a local Southern Baptist church, moved away, but never had their membership records transferred and now nobody knows where they are. Keith Eitel (Professor of Christian Missions, Southeastern Baptist Theological Seminary) points out that non-resident members also include college students that have moved away from home to attend University but desire to remain members at their home church and only come under the "watchcare" of a host church in or near the University they're attending. Also, missionaries serving with the SBC's IMB have resident membership at a local congregation in the U.S. while serving far from home.

In July 2000, the Baptist General Convention of Texas announced that it was openly discussing breaking completely from the national Southern Baptist Convention." Another proposal would allow congregations outside the state to join the Texas convention, in effect creating a rival national denomination." This move came only weeks after the SBC "rewrote its official statement of faith to disallow female pastors." The SBC's Texas contingent makes up 17% of it's total membership. Such a move would may mean that the United Methodist Church would become the largest Christian denomination in the U.S, and the SBC would be second.   (Note Roman Catholic "church," is not Christian, as some argue it is the largest Christian denomination, as the Roman Catholic "church" is a mystery religion, a mixture of Christianity, Egyptian, pagan, Babylonian, and Baal worship).  True Christians should not consider the Roman Catholic "church," a valid Christian Church.  Roman Catholics do not consider the Protestant Churches (Protestant means to Protest the Teaching/Doctrines of the Roman Catholic system of error).

Since the reforms surrounding Vatican II, the Roman Catholic “church” has referred to Protestant communities as "denominations", while reserving the term "church" for themselves, including the Eastern Orthodox. In 1979, the Southern Baptist Convention (SBC) entered into a time of intense controversy. Conservative Southern Baptists argued that the "moderate" leadership of the SBC had opened the doors of the denomination's agencies and entities to blatant theological liberalism. Primarily, conservatives argued that theological liberalism had crept into the SBC's six seminaries and that an entire generation of young pastors was being trained under the influence of "higher criticism," an approach to Scripture that destroys the faith.  This "higher criticism" was "fathered" by a Roman Catholic Jesuit "priest, " http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Richard_Simon who was out to destroy the Holy Bible, by trying to "prove," that whole Books of the Holy Bible were not written by the true Authors.  Protestants widely felt that the infallible Holy Bible was threatened by doubts which Richard Simon raised against the integrity of the Hebrew text; and indeed Simon as basic tenets argued against Sola Scriptura, and in favor of the Catholic Church tradition of interpretation.

The Dutch scholars Desiderius Erasmus (1466? – 1536) and Benedict Spinoza (1632–1677) are usually credited as the first to study the Bible in this way.  When applied to the Holy Bible, the historical-critical method "higher criticism" is distinct from the traditional, devotional approach.  In particular, while devotional Born Again Believers concern themselves with the overall message of the Holy Bible, these secular "historians" examine the distinct messages of each book in the Bible. Guided by the devotional approach, for example, Christians often combine accounts from different Gospels into single accounts to understand the whole, whereas "higher criticism historians" attempt to discern what is unique about each Gospel, including how they are different, to discredit it.  In 1860 seven liberal Anglican theologians began the process of incorporating this "historical higher criticism" into Christian doctrine in Essays and Reviews, causing a five year storm of controversy which completely overshadowed the arguments over Darwin's newly published On the Origin of Species. Two of the authors were indicted for heresy and lost their jobs by 1862, but in 1864 had the judgement overturned on appeal. Recent authors who have offered higher criticism of the Bible include: Robert M. Price, 'The case against the case for Christ, a New Testament scholar refutes the reverend Lee Strobel'; Robert M. Price, 'The reason driven life'; Earl Doherty, 'The Jesus puzzle: challenging the existence of an historical Jesus'; and Timothy Freke & Peter Gandy, 'The Jesus mysteries.'  Other known "historical critics" are:
Alexander Geddes, Edwin Johnson (historian), Ken Humphreys, John W. Loftus, and Hector Avalos.

From 1979 to 1991, the battle raged on the national SBC level. With each passing year, the election of a conservative president gradually moved the SBC back toward its conservative theological roots, and by 1991 the battle began to subside. Through the appointment powers of the president, by 1991 conservatives had gained a voting majority on most of the boards and agencies of the SBC. Also in 1991, messengers to the annual meeting of the SBC voted to completely de-fund the "moderate" controlled Baptist Joint Committee on Public Affairs, a church/state organization made up of various Baptist denominations. In the eyes of conservatives, the BJCPA was symbolic of the deep theological problems that had infected the convention. But most important, 1991 was the year that the moderate/liberal factions of the SBC split off and formed a splinter group called the Cooperative Baptist Fellowship -- CBF.

Though CBF had split off from the SBC and was increasingly operating as an alternative "convention/denomination," it continued to operate within the Southern Baptist Convention. With many of the state conventions controlled predominately by anti-SBC/pro-CBF moderates, CBF leaders focused their efforts heavily on organizing and recruiting churches and individuals from within the various state conventions.

Within just a few years of the formation of CBF, it had become blatantly obvious that the political strategy of CBF leaders was to undo the "conservative resurgence" at the state convention level. CBF leaders rightly understood that the vast majority of the money that goes to the SBC first goes through the states. Soon, efforts were underway to re-define "Cooperative Program" giving at the state convention level to include money designated to CBF.

By 1998, two moderate-controlled state conventions had split. In the states of Texas (the largest Southern Baptist state convention) and Virginia, numerous conservative, pro-SBC state leaders ultimately chose to abandon the moderate-controlled, pro-CBF conventions and formed new, conservative, pro-SBC state conventions.

By November 2000, the strongly anti-SBC/pro-CBF leadership of the Baptist General Convention of Texas (BGCT), had recommended to the messengers at its annual meeting that the BGCT completely de-fund the SBC's Ethics and Religious Liberty Commission and virtually de-fund the SBC Executive Committee and the SBC's six seminaries. With former CBF Coordinating Council member Dr. Charles Wade leading the charge as the newly elected executive director of the BGCT, and with anti-SBC/pro-CBF moderates solidly in control of the BGCT, the recommendation to begin the process of severing ties with the Southern Baptist Convention passed with ease.

However, churches across Texas and across the SBC are increasingly asking questions: "What is the controversy in the SBC really all about?" "Is the battle about power and politics, or is it something much deeper?" "What are the significant differences between the Southern Baptist Convention, SBC and Cooperative Baptist Fellowship -- CBF?" 


SBC and CBF: A Look in COMPARE/CONTRAST 

In 1998, the Missouri Baptist Laymen's Association (MBLA) published a "contrast" which served two basic purposes: First, it provided a brief list of concerns that MBLA had raised about CBF; and second, it showed in a brief, contrasting format, the significant differences between the leadership of the SBC and the CBF. The contrast was based on a fully documented publication entitled:  Cooperative Baptist Fellowship: Serious Questions for Serious Consideration.

As this contrast is presented, it is important to note several things. First, we certainly acknowledge that no human institution is perfect and that the sin nature of man transcends theological labels. However, when the "celebration" of illegitimate "diversity" replaces commitment to biblical Truth as the basis of fellowship and unity, to what shall we anchor ourselves -- to what shall we look to establish acceptable boundaries for theological and moral prescriptions? Secondly, while we do not suggest that everybody supportive of CBF is "liberal," it is equally clear that liberalism has most certainly found a comfortable home within CBF. Likewise, CBF leaders who publicly identify themselves as "theological conservatives," yet have participated in the exalting of unrestrained "freedom" above biblical Truth, have not only sent out an "uncertain sound" into the world, but have contributed greatly to a growing attitude that diminishes the seriousness of sin as well as the significance and necessity of repentance.

Lastly, while conservative Southern Baptists argued that the issue in the SBC controversy was theological in nature, it is important to note that theological liberalism does not operate in a vacuum or in a void, but that it manifests itself in various ways. This contrast demonstrates clearly that CBF is full of the manifestations of theological liberalism and provides a glimpse at what the Southern Baptist Convention would likely have looked like had the "conservative resurgence" never taken place.

Let's COMPARE/CONTRAST


The SBC has no leaders that deny the deity of Christ, the need for His sacrificial death or the importance of His virgin birth.

But CBF does.

The SBC has no feminist theologian leaders calling for the worship of the "Christ-Sophia."

Sophia (Σοφíα, Greek for "wisdom") is a central idea in Hellenistic philosophy and religion, Platonism, Gnosticism, Orthodox Christianity, Esoteric Christianity, as well as Christian mysticism. Sophiology is a philosophical concept regarding wisdom, as well as a theological concept regarding the wisdom of the biblical God.

Sophia is honored as a Goddess of wisdom within the Neopagan and New Age movements, as well as within feminist-inspired Goddess spirituality. In Orthodox and Roman Catholic Christianity Sophia, or rather Hagia Sophia, Holy Wisdom is an expression of understanding of the Holy Spirit, (as in the dedication of the church of Hagia Sophia in Istanbul) 

But CBF does.  A feminist theologian, Jann Aldredge-Clanton led “breakout sessions” at the 1992 and 1995 CBF General Assemblies.  In her book, In Search of the Christ-Sophia, Aldredge-Clanton writes:  “While some feminist theologies exalt the image of the goddess [Sophia]…this book has put forth the image of Christ-Sophia.” (p. 172)  Linking Christ and Sophia, she claims, “links races” and “draw[s] from both the Egyptian and Greek figures of Isis.” (p. 84)  Isis is defined by Webster’s Dictionary as “the ancient Egyptian goddess of fertility.”  Aldredge-Clanton further states:  “…Jesus is not just the last and greatest of Sophia’s children, but is Sophia herself in the flesh.  In other words, Jesus is not merely Sophia’s child nor Sophia’s prophet, but Sophia incarnate.” (p. 23)  Other feminine images Aldredge-Clanton offers include “…Jesus as Mother Earth or Mary or the Christ Mother of medieval Christian mystics…” (p. 60)  Aldredge-Clanton also argues that:  “When people make the historicity of the virgin birth, the historicity of the miracles, and the historicity of the resurrection their prime concerns, they miss the significance of the Christ-event.” (p. 4)




The SBC has no leaders calling for the ordination of gay, lesbian, bisexual and transgendered, GLBT, persons.

But CBF does. 



The SBC has no leaders declaring that God sometimes commands a woman to abort her unborn child for the purpose of population control.

But CBF does.  Paul Simmons is a former Professor of Christian Ethics at Southern Seminary and is currently chairman of the theological education committee of the Kentucky CBF.  A leading Southern Baptist abortion rights advocate, Simmons has also been a CBF “breakout” leader.  In his book, Birth and Death:  Bioethical Decision-Making, Simmons argues that:  “God is truly pro-choice,” (p. 87) and that::  “The Bible holds open the possibility, therefore, that abortion may be consistent with the will of God.” (p. 95)  Arguing that:  “God may call for the active participation of people in the killing of germinating life,” (p. 96) Simmons states that:  “Abortion may at times be understood as the command [of God] to control population growth.” (p. 89)




The SBC has no leaders advocating federal funding for abortions or the elimination of parental notification and parental consent laws so minors can have an abortion without their parent's knowledge.

But CBF does. 





The SBC has no leaders proclaiming that the Bible does not condemn all forms of homosexual behavior.

But CBF does.  Paul Duke is a former member of the CBF’s Coordinating Council and is now a New Testament professor at the new CBF-supported Mercer School of Theology.  Duke wrote a two-part series entitled:  “Homosexuality and the Church” and led a 1994 CBF “Pre-Assembly Institute” by the same title.  In presenting his two-part series at Broadway Baptist Church in Kansas City, Missouri, Duke states:  “We are people for whom Scripture bears real authority.  Now let’s tell the whole truth about that.  Scripture is not our ultimate authority, because the Bible will one day pass away.  We won’t carry those in Heaven.”  He continues:  “Homosexuality is not a major concern of the Bible.  The Ten Commandments say nothing of it.  The four Gospels say nothing of it.  Jesus apparently said nothing about it.”  Concluding this section, Duke states:  “Having taken the time to study the [biblical] texts, I must tell you – I cannot with confidence say that the Bible condemns all forms of homosexual behavior.”  When asked during a question and answer session about the “rite and ceremony of [homosexual] marriage,” Duke stated his “broad support” for the union of homosexual couples but noted his personal preference to reserve the word “marriage” for heterosexual couples.





The SBC has no leaders Calling for the ordination of women as senior pastors.

But CBF does.  Southern Baptist Women in Ministry was founded in 1983 and has played a major role in the CBF.  Changing its name to Baptist Women in Ministry (BWIM) in 1995, numerous BWIM board members and officers have served on the CBF Coordinating Council and led “breakout sessions” at annual CBF General Assemblies.  Claiming 126 known ordained women in Southern Baptist churches in 1983, by 1995 BWIM claims to have documented 1150.  (Fellowship News, July/Aug. 1995, p. 22)  The CBF’s commitment to women pastors was again highlighted in an interview with newly-elected CBF Coordinator Daniel Vestal: “This organization is not going to back down from its commitment to women in leadership, women in ministry and women in the pastorate…” (Fellowship News, Oct. 1996, p. 3)  Vestal, who was previously opposed to women in the pastorate, stated in his first address to the CBF General Assembly that he has had to “repent” of his earlier opposition. (Word and Way, July 10, 1997, p. 13).



The SBC has no leaders that have worked in "coalition efforts" with Penthouse International, National Gay and Lesbian Task Force and Planned Parenthood.

But CBF does. 




The SBC has no leaders who refer to God as "Mother."

Roman Catholic, pagan nonsense.  During his brief pontificate, Pope John Paul I made this innovative statement: “God is Father, and even more, He is Mother.” The assertion was received with surprise in innumerable Catholic circles and with undisguised joy among the more radical progressives.  Pope John Paul II teaches in his Apostolic Letter on Women that "God is compared to a caring mother" in the Psalms and that "like a mother God ‘has carried’ humanity, and in particular, his Chosen People, within his own womb".


But CBF does.   ATLANTA (BP)--When my friend Russ Moore, serving as a Baptist Press correspondent, asked me to attend the CBF General Assembly with him, I had only a vague idea of what to expect. I knew that there would be a general animosity toward the SBC, but as a Southern Baptist for the last fifteen years I had the impression that the CBF was just a group of disgruntled disenchanted Southern Baptists. To say that I was shocked would be an understatement. 

My first introduction to the CBF came on Thursday morning as I attended the worship service sponsored by Baptist Women in Ministry, an auxiliary group of the CBF. As the Executive Director of The Council on Biblical Manhood and Womanhood, I was aghast at the worship of God as mother and their reticence to refer to God as father. As a Christian I was appalled at the references to God as "old and aching" and the conspicuous absence of the mention of the broken body and shed blood of Christ during the entire "communion" service. This was not Christianity but an entirely different religion driven by a feminist agenda.



The SBC has no leaders that have signed a declaration stating that Biblical scholarship is an area of common ground between Baptists and atheistic "secular humanists."

But CBF does. 



The SBC has no leaders that have worked for the passage of such pro-homosexual legislation as the Employment Non-discrimination Act (ENDA) granting minority-status to homosexuals/bisexuals based solely on their sexual behavior.

But CBF does. 



The SBC does not embrace churches that ordain or "marry" homosexual persons, sodomites.

But CBF does. 


The SBC is aligned with no organization whose leaders have openly declared their support of the partial-birth abortion procedure.

But CBF does.  


The SBC is aligned with no organization that gave all of its "mission grants" (in 1997) to churches that welcome and affirm homosexuality.

But CBF does. 



The SBC is aligned with no organization whose top leader has defended the reproduction and distribution of child pornography.

...that the president of the CBF-funded Baptist Women in Ministry served (until recently) as associate pastor of University Baptist Church in Austin, Texas, which was "kicked out" of the Baptist General Convention of Texas for ordaining a homosexual as a deacon? (Kathy Manis Findley, pastor of Providence Baptist Church in Little Rock, Arkansas, and a former president of Baptist Women in Ministry, received a mission grant from the Alliance of Baptists in 1997. According to Stan Hastey [executive director of the Alliance of Baptists], that church also has a "pro-gay stance." Findley is a member of the CBF's Coordinating Council.)

 

Does it not matter . . . 
...that the CBF-funded, national, moderate newspaper,  Baptists Today, operated for years out of Oakhurst Baptist Church in Decatur, Georgia, which has ordained openly homosexual deacons, named a homosexual to the chairmanship of the deacons' board, and ordained a homosexual minister?

 

Does it not matter . . . 
...that Wake Forest Baptist Church in North Carolina -- whose pastor,  Richard Groves, served on the Interim Steering Committee of the CBF and from 1991 to 1995 on the CBF Coordinating Council -- allows its ministers to perform gay marriages and has openly homosexual members serving on the deacon board, in the choir and as Sunday School teachers?

...that you, Dr. Vestal, as CBF coordinator served on the BJCPA board of directors with  Carole Shields, president of People for the American Way, whose organization has been working in the courts to legalize homosexual marriages?

...that the BJCPA, which receives about a quarter-million dollars each year from the CBF, played a significant role in an extreme pro-homosexuality AIDS conference sponsored by the AIDS National Interfaith Network (ANIN), an organization headed up by two homosexual men?

The top 25 largest "churches" in the U.S. lost over 1.15% of their total membership, down to 145.7 million. 

The Evangelical Lutheran Church in America is dying so fast it seems that nothing can save it.  Their total membership declined the steepest, falling 5.9% to just 4.3 million members, now making the Methodist “church,” another false system roughly equal in the number of members.
