Genesis 49:10
10 The sceptre shall not depart from Judah, nor a lawgiver from between his feet, until Shiloh come; and unto him shall the gathering of the people be.
Note:  Sceptre in the Hebrew means:  A tribe.  Literally, a stick (for punishing, writing, fighting, ruling, walking, etc . . .  .)  Shiloh in the Hebrew means: Whose it is, or that which belongs to Him. The proper name of the Messiah -- God’s Christ, the Son of God. Whose is the Kingdom. An epithet (Epithet: A word or phrase that describes a person or thing) of the Messiah to come. Indeed, the Lawgiver was from the Tribe of Judah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth who gave the Law to Moses:
John 1:17
17 For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ.

10 And Joshua cast lots for them in Shiloh before the Lord: and there Joshua divided the land unto the children of Israel according to their divisions.


Note:  Shiloh a city in Ephraim.  The Tribe of Ephraim would be united by God with the Tribe of Judah.
Ezekiel 37:16-20
16 Moreover, thou son of man, take thee one stick, and write upon it, For Judah, and for the children of Israel his companions: then take another stick, and write upon it, For Joseph, the stick of Ephraim and for all the house of Israel his companions:


Note:  Genesis 48:1-22, Genesis 48:12-14, Genesis 48:15-22


17 And join them one to another into one stick; and they shall become one in thine hand.
18 And when the children of thy people shall speak unto thee, saying, Wilt thou not shew us what thou meanest by these?
19 Say unto them, Thus saith the Lord God; Behold, I will take the stick of Joseph, which is in the hand of Ephraim, and the Tribes of Israel his fellows, and will put them with him, even with the stick of Judah, and make them one stick, and they shall be one in mine hand.
20 And the sticks whereon thou writest shall be in thine hand before their eyes.
Note:  Genesis 48:5, Numbers 26:28
Joshua 14:1-5
1 And these are the countries which the children of Israel inherited in the land of Canaan, which Eleazar the priest, and Joshua the son of Nun, and the heads of the fathers of the tribes of the children of Israel, distributed for inheritance to them.
2 By lot was their inheritance, as the Lord commanded by the hand of Moses, for the nine tribes, and for the half tribe.
3 For Moses had given the inheritance of two tribes and an half tribe on the other side Jordan: but unto the Levites he gave none inheritance among them.
4 For the children of Joseph were two tribes, Manasseh and Ephraim: therefore they gave no part unto the Levites in the land, save cities to dwell in, with their suburbs for their cattle and for their substance.
5 As the Lord commanded Moses, so the children of Israel did, and they divided the land.

Note:  The children of Joseph were two Tribes:  Manasseh and Ephraim:  For the birthright being forfeited by Reuben, was given to Joseph -- who had the double portion, the privilege of the firstborn, Genesis 35:21-26; 1 Chronicles 5:1-9.  Thus, the number of the Twelve Tribes was kept up in the division of the land, though that of Levi had no share in it as they gave no part unto the Levites in the land, that Joseph's two sons might be reckoned two Tribes -- to make way for the sons of Joseph to have the double portion.

Genesis 49:16-17
16 Dan shall judge his people, as one of the tribes of Israel.
17 Dan shall be a serpent by the way, an adder in the path, that biteth the horse heels, so that his rider shall fall backward.

Note:  Modern artists use the "Scales of Justice" to represent the Tribe of Dan due to Genesis 49:16, above, referencing Dan judging his people.  However, more traditional artists use a snake to represent Dan, based on Genesis 49:17, above.

As part of the Kingdom of Israel, the territory of the Tribe of Dan was conquered by the Assyrians, and the Tribe of Dan then exiled.  The manner of their exile led to their further history being lost.  Ethiopian Jews, also known as Beta Israel, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Beta_Israel, claim descent from the Tribe of Dan, whose members migrated south along with members of the Tribes of Gad, Asher, and Naphtali, into the Kingdom of Kush which is now Ethiopia and Sudan, during the destruction of the First Temple.  Religious writers have tried to attach the serpent voodoo "god" Danbhala, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Damballa, to the Tribe of Dan, as they practice what is suggested was a heterodox (Heterodox:  Not agreeing with established beliefs or standards.  Holding unorthodox opinions or doctrines,) form of Ethiopian Judaism. 
According to Revelation 7:1-8, the Tribe of Dan is the only Tribe of Israel which is not included in the original list of Tribes which are sealed.  No mention is made of why they are excluded.  It has been suggested, however, that this could be because of their pagan practices -- including voodoo, worshiping the serpent "god" Danbhala.  Thus, some theologians suggest that "the antiChrist," comes from the Tribe of Dan, and hails from the place of the serpent, or where they used serpents to divine, which indeed fits with the Vatican.  Baal worshipers worshiped with pine cones, peacocks, the "Phoenix, or sun bird," and unicorns, among other idols.  Notice the Pine Cone, in the "Court of the Pine Cone" at the Vatican (Vatican means place of the Serpent divination,) and has two Peacocks facing the Pine Cone, www.alemattec.com/Baal worship, Babylonian worship by the Roman Catholic 'church'.htm.
THE VATICAN.  The Vatis=diviner, was a prophet, a soothsayer, poet, a seer, a mystic, an oracle, rhabdomancer -- divination by rods or wands, sibyl -- any of several "prophetesses" usually accepted as 10 in number and credited to widely separate parts of the ancient world as in (Babylonia, Egypt, Greece, and Italy).
Vatis:  Prophet, soothsayer, poet, seer, mystic, rhabdomancer, sibyl.  Can=serpent, dragon, destroyer; VatiCan=The Divining Serpent, the destroyer.

Note:  Can (Can:  Obsolete :  To know,  to understand.  The destroyer, one that destroys.  Something or someone that causes the destruction of something.  Slang -- Sometimes called a "tin can" -- a destroyer, which is a small fast warship used especially to support larger vessels and usually armed with guns, depth charges, torpedoes, and often guided missiles.  Note:  See 1 Corinthians 10:10 below.

The destroyer . . .

1 Corinthians 10:1-14
1 Moreover, brethren, I would not that ye should be ignorant, how that all our fathers were under the cloud, and all passed through the sea;

2 And were all baptized unto Moses in the cloud and in the sea;

3 And did all eat the same spiritual meat;

4 And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ.

5 But with many of them God was not well pleased: for they were overthrown in the wilderness.

6 Now these things were our examples, to the intent we should not lust after evil things, as they also lusted.

7 Neither be ye idolaters, as were some of them; as it is written, The people sat down to eat and drink, and rose up to play.

8 Neither let us commit fornication, as some of them committed, and fell in one day three and twenty thousand.
9 Neither let us tempt Christ, as some of them also tempted, and were destroyed of serpents.
10 Neither murmur ye, as some of them also murmured, and were destroyed of the destroyer.


Note:  Destroyer, found only in 1 Corinthians 10:10, from the root Greek word olothreuo, meaning:  I destroy, cause to perish.  A ruiner, i.e. (specially), a venomous serpent -- (the) destroyer.  The destroyer were snakes, called fiery serpents, whereas tempting the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which brought upon the Jews in the wilderness destruction by the fiery serpents, www.alemattec.com/Fiery serpents . . . .doc. 

11 Now all these things happened unto them for examples: and they are written for our admonition, upon whom the ends of the world are come.

12 Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he fall.

13 There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it.

14 Wherefore, my dearly beloved, flee from idolatry.

Note:  Dan was born from a concubine, he shall still be one of the Judges of Israel.  Dan's offspring possessed a share of the government and command in the common polity, so that the Tribe of Dan constituted one head, and the Tribe of Dan was appointed the bearer of a standard to lead the fourth division of the camp of Israel.  Additionally, Dan's subtle disposition is described.  Jacob compares this people to serpents, who rise out of their lurking-places, by stealth, against the unwary whom they wish to injure. The sense then is, that he shall not be so courageous as earnestly and boldly to engage in open conflict; but that he will fight with cunning, and will make use of snares. Yet, in the meantime the Tribe of Dan shall be superior to his enemies, whom he does not dare to approach with collected forces, just as serpents who by their stealth (Stealth:  A secret, quiet, and clever way of moving or behaving.) secret bite, cast down the horse and his rider.
Revelation 7:1-8
1 And after these things I saw four angels standing on the four corners of the earth, holding the four winds of the earth, that the wind should not blow on the earth, nor on the sea, nor on any tree.
2 And I saw another angel ascending from the east, having the seal of the living God: and he cried with a loud voice to the four angels, to whom it was given to hurt the earth and the sea,
3 Saying, Hurt not the earth, neither the sea, nor the trees, till we have sealed the servants of our God in their foreheads.

4 And I heard the number of them which were sealed: and there were sealed an hundred and forty and four thousand of all the tribes of the children of Israel.
5 Of the tribe of Juda were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Reuben were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Gad were sealed twelve thousand.
6 Of the tribe of Aser were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Nephthalim were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Manasses were sealed twelve thousand.
7 Of the tribe of Simeon were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Levi were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Issachar were sealed twelve thousand.
Note:  See Hebrews 7:12 below, and explanation . . .

8 Of the tribe of Zabulon were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Joseph were sealed twelve thousand. Of the tribe of Benjamin were sealed twelve thousand.

Note:  Zebulon, Zebulun, one of the sons of Jacob and founder of one of the Twelve Tribes, Isaiah 9:1-3; Matthew 4:13, 15; Revelation 7:8. 
Hebrews 7:12
12 For the priesthood being changed, there is made of necessity a change also of the law.
Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth cursed the Old Testament Priesthood, and it went away -- Woe to you . . . After that, the Levitical Ceremonies were abolished, the Priesthood for the Jews ended.  The Temple was also cursed and destroyed, and the worship in the Temple ceased.  When the Priesthood was changed, being destroyed, this necessitated a change also of the Law.  Therefore, in Revelation 7:7 above, the Tribe of Levi was again on a level with his Brethren.

Note:  The Tribe of Dan is not mentioned, because the "Danites" long before had forsaken the True Worship of the Living God, Jehovah, the Lord of Hosts, i.e.:  the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and the Danites were fallen away from the fellowship of God's people, to the part of the Gentiles, which evil many ages before Jacob foresaw, Genesis 49:17.  Therefore, no mention is made of the tribe of Dan in the Book of Chronicles.
Judah (meaning praise) stands first, as the Lord Jesus Christ's Tribe.  Benjamin, the youngest, is last, and with him is associated the second last, Joseph.  Reuben, as originally first-born, now comes AFTER Judah, to whom the Tribe of Reuben gave place, having by sin lost their primogeniture (Primogeniture:  The state of being the firstborn of the children, an exclusive right of inheritance belonging to the eldest son).   
The Tribe of Dan having been the first to lapse into idolatry, Judges 18:1-31, was removed by God from entering the Kingdom of God -- Heaven.  (The same reason the name Ephraim, also is omitted, Judges 17:1-5, Hosea 4:11-19, and the Tribe of Joseph substituted – who receives a double-portion of honor being the first born.). Furthermore, for a long time, the Tribe of Dan has almost been extinct. Long before, the Hebrews say, the Tribe of Dan was reduced to only one family that of Hussim, which perished subsequently in the wars before Ezra's time. Hence, the Tribe of Dan is omitted in the fourth through eighth chapters of First Chronicles.  Dan's small numbers are joined here to Naphtali's, whose brother he was by the same mother. The twelve times twelve thousand sealed ones of Israel are the nucleus of transfigured humanity, to which the Elect Gentiles are joined, "a multitude which no man could number," Revelation 7:1-17. The word "tribes," in the Greek is the word kindreds, Revelation 7:9, which implies that believing Jews, Israelites are in this countless multitude of Born Again Believers, as True Worshipers of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Hebrews 7:13; Matthew 19:28; Luke 22:30; James 1:1; Revelation 21:12; Luke 2:36; Acts 13:21; Romans 11:1; Philippians 3:5; Revelation 5:5; Revelation 7:4-8; Revelation 22:13-16.  Both Jews and Gentiles, Born Again Believers are in Heaven together, yet ruling over the earth, John 10:16, as Ministers of blessing to its inhabitants, under One Shepherd, the Great Shepherd, the Shepherd and Bishop of our souls, 1 Peter 2:25; Hebrews 13:20-21, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  While upon earth the world of nations is added to the Kingdom of Israel. The Twelve Apostles stand at the head of the whole. The upper and the lower congregation, though distinct, are intimately associated.
