Popes are worshiped, literally as God, as the Vicar of the Son of God (now hidden by them using the Vicar of Christ).  www.alemattec.com/Vicar of Christ, the four world Empires of Daniel.doc  Vicar of the Son of God was one of their unofficial titles used in the Middle Ages, until they were found out.  Vicar of the Son of God when turned into Roman numerals using Greek, Latin, or Hebrew turns into 666.  Therefore, they changed that title to Vicar of Christ.
Emperors, those who ruled as man, were frequently also worshiped as a God.  Many men have been placed in power by God, and their hearts darkened or hardened, as they had satan work in and through them:  Pharaoh, King of Tyrus, Nebuchadnezzar, Herod, Nero, Titus Vespasian . . . were men who were secular rulers, Kings, who were worshiped, or desired to be worshiped as a god, as a religious ruler, www.alemattec.com/How America Treats Illegal Aliens vs. Veterans . . . Tribute money . . .  Governments . . . .doc.  Just like one of these secular rulers, the 'popes' also are worshiped as a God, but only rule as a man.

The 'popes' worshiped as God do not sweat.  Silly, isn't it to those who are not Roman Catholic, but true.  Also, as Pharaoh had his underlings use ostrich feathers to fan him (to keep him from sweating,) the Roman Catholic Pontiff, a false "god," who claims to be God by forgiving sins has ostrich feathers fans, flabella, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Flabella as well as did Pharaoh, but doesn't use them since the “pope” doesn't sweat:

The “popes” are displayed as showing power, Egyptian power, since they are worshiped as “God,” same as Pharaoh worshipers, worshiping Pharaoh as "God" carried Pharaoh about fanning him.  Popes, however, “do not sweat,” and thus have no need for the fans to move, but are carried about as “God” on earth, as the “substitute” for the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, www.alemattec.com/Man of Sin revealed . . . Vicar of Christ, Vicar of the Son of God, Vicarious Christi, antiChrist, 'pope' of Rome, the Papacy . . . .doc.  Egyptians were very much into sun worship, and the worship of Apis the Bull, www.alemattec.com/Apis, the Bull god of Egypt.htm.

The Judaizers, false Jewish converts who had come into Christianity as spies, to destroy it from within, had learned their evil worship in captivity in Egypt and Babylon.  Thus, the Judaizers worshiped as Egyptians, and learned later to worship as Babylonians.  They had as their forefathers, evil Jews that had fought against Elijah the great Prophet of Jehovah God, as they were Baal worshipers, 1 Kings 18:19-22.  These evil Jews drug in the satanic Talmud from Babylon:  www.alemattec.com/The satanic Jewish Talmud, and the Roman Catholic 'church' . . . .doc.  Additionally, these Judaizers drug in secular, pagan worship from Rome, and made their leader, the holy (unholy) father, the 'pope' the head of the pagan Roman worship as the  Pontifex Maximus, greatest Pontiff http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Pontifex_Maximus.


The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had cursed the Jews, woe to you . . .  Priesthood, which was totally corrupt, calling them of satan, the devil, and satan's children, as satan was their father. John 8:12-59 Then, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth cursed their Temple, and destroyed it, since they didn't know the time of their visitation. Matthew 24:2; Mark 13:2; Luke 19:44; Luke 21:6 


The Jews, today do not have a Priesthood, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth destroyed it.  The Jews today do not have a Temple, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth destroyed it.  Guess where the old destroyed Priesthood reappeared?  In Christianity.  The Judaizers, the old Scribes and Pharisees who came in as false Brethren, spies, Galatians 2:4 to destroy Christianity from within drug in their “false priesthood” from the Old Testament into the New Testament, and it became the Roman Catholic "church".  They drug all their former corruption the Jews had learned in captivity from the other heathen nations into Christianity, mixed it with all the false religions they had previously learned, and it became a mystery religion, Mystery Babylon the Great.  Their 'pope' was of satan, as was the Scribes and Pharisees from wince they came, and they do the will of the "father" satan, the devil, that old serpent, John 8:12-59.

The Judaizers drug the Old Testament Priesthood into the New Testament, along with all their learned false worship from other nations.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth used a parable to explain that you cannot drag the Old Testament into the New Testament, but the desire to do so is there:

Luke 5:36-39
36 And he spake also a parable unto them; No man putteth a piece of a new garment upon an old; if otherwise, then both the new maketh a rent, and the piece that was taken out of the new agreeth not with the old.

Note:  You don't try to patch over the Old Testament with the New Testament.  The old and new cloth being unsuitable, and not of equal strength to hold together will rent, i.e.:  split apart.  So, instead of having a better righteousness forcing the Old Testament into the New Testament, they had one much the worse, a ragged, and a rent one, that was to fade away.

37 And no man putteth new wine into old bottles; else the new wine will burst the bottles, and be spilled, and the bottles shall perish.

Note:  To which the Scribes and Pharisees are compared, into whose hearts the new wine of Gospel Grace was not put, as they could not receive it.  As the New Testament was NOT to them the love of God which is comparable to new wine.  Nor could they receive the blessings of the New Covenant of Grace, the New Testament now exhibited, nor could they understand the Truths of the Gospel now more clearly and newly revealed.

Else the new wine will burst the bottles, and be spilled.  The Scribes and the Pharisees were not being able to receive and bear these things, no, not to relate to them at all, as these were hard sayings to them, of which they said, who can hear them?

Jeremiah 6:10 
10To whom shall I speak, and give warning, that they may hear? behold, their ear is uncircumcised, and they cannot hearken: behold, the word of the Lord is unto them a reproach; they have no delight in it.


Note:  The Scribes and Pharisees could not hear them with patience, much less receive them and love them.  Instead, these Judaizing Scribes and Pharisees were at once filled with wrath and indignation, and rejected them, and rejected the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.


38 But new wine must be put into new bottles; and both are preserved. 

Note:  Such as the Disciples of the Lord Jesus Christ were, and sinners called to repentance are, who are renewed by the Spirit and Grace of God.  These are filled with spiritual joy and comfort, as with new wine, Acts 2:13 arising from discoveries of the love of God, a view of interest in the blessings of the New Covenant, the New Testament and an application of Gospel Truths and promises.

" . . . and both are preserved".  Both these renewed ones, who are preserved unto the Kingdom and Glory of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and the Grace that is put into them, which is a well of living water, springing up to everlasting life, as well as the Gospel freely received, with all its blessings. 

39 No man also having drunk old wine straightway desireth new: for he saith, The old is better.


Note:  This can be applied to natural men, who having drunk the old wine of their carnal lusts and pleasures, do not desire the new wine of the Gospel, and of the Grace of God, and of spiritual things.  They prefer their old sins and lusts unto them, their carnal lusts may be signified by old wine, both for the antiquity of them, being as old as men themselves, and therefore called the old man, and for the gratefulness of them their own carnal lusts.  These natural men may be said to drink of them, as they do drink iniquity like water.  As natural men, desiring their old wine they cannot desire the new wine of the Gospel, which to them is insipid (insipid:  lacking taste or savor : tasteless) and they are ungrateful.  Nor do they even desire the Grace of God, to which their carnal minds are enmity.  Nor do they desire any thing that is evangelical and spiritual, at least, not straightway, or immediately.  At least not until they are regenerated by the Holy Spirit of God, and their taste is changed.  Unless that is done by God to them, they as natural men will prefer their old lusts and former course of life unto them, and the old wine.
 
Despite the decree of the Apostles and Elders of the Church in Jerusalem, the "Judaizers" continued to "preach" the need of the Gentiles to conform to the Law of Moses (Old Covenant, Old Testament). Within a few years of the conference in Jerusalem, the "Judaizers" are seen actively in the areas of Asia Minor and Greece. We see this concern manifest in the Apostle Paul's letter to the Galatians, written to Churches in south central Asia Minor around 55-57 A.D..  In this Letter, the Apostle Paul first defends his Apostleship and declares his Authority, Galatians 1:11-2:10, demonstrating that the message he Preaches comes from God. The Apostle Paul then speaks of the hypocrisy (hypocrite in the Greek means actor, one acting) of the Apostle Peter in Antioch, who first fellowshipped with the Gentile Christians, but then became aloof when some Jewish Christians from Jerusalem came Galatians 2:11-21. The Apostle Paul then chides the Galatians, calling them "foolish," or fools, Galatians 3:1, demonstrating very clearly that the original Covenant made with Abraham was looking forward and toward the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Galatians 3:2-14. The Law of Moses was therefore designed to be a tutor, leading men to the knowledge of sin and death to be ready for the coming of the faith through the Lord Jesus Christ, in whom all men are now equal, Galatians 3:15-29. Finally, the Apostle Paul makes a plain declaration to the Gentile Christians in Galatia:


Galatians 5:1-6

 1Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free, and be not entangled again with the yoke of bondage. 

 2Behold, I Paul say unto you, that if ye be circumcised, Christ shall profit you nothing. 

 3For I testify again to every man that is circumcised, that he is a debtor to do the whole law. 

 4Christ is become of no effect unto you, whosoever of you are justified by the law; ye are fallen from grace. 

 5For we through the Spirit wait for the hope of righteousness by faith. 

 6For in Jesus Christ neither circumcision availeth any thing, nor uncircumcision; but faith which worketh by love.


Note:  It is abundantly clear: Salvation comes through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and only from Christ alone. The Law of Moses can do nothing for the Christians in Galatia.

The "Judaizers" seemed to enter Corinth around 57 A.D., between the writing of the first and second Corinthian Letters. They seem to have been accepted rather quickly, leveling charges against the Apostle Paul: that he was not a True Apostle, having no commendation from Jerusalem, as they did:


2 Corinthians 3:1-3

 1Do we begin again to commend ourselves? or need we, as some others, epistles of commendation to you, or letters of commendation from you? 

 2Ye are our epistle written in our hearts, known and read of all men: 

 3Forasmuch as ye are manifestly declared to be the epistle of Christ ministered by us, written not with ink, but with the Spirit of the living God; not in tables of stone, but in fleshy tables of the heart.

Note:  The Judaizers stated their charge against the Apostle Paul, and the Apostle Paul felt necessary to defend himself concerning his writings, that he was a speaker without big words, and his presence was weak, 2 Corinthians 10:10; and that since the Apostle Paul refused to take assistance from the Corinthian brethren, and this was somehow thought of as a detriment to his validity as an Apostle , 2 Corinthians 12:13, therefore the Apostle Paul feels it of necessity to defend himself:  2 Corinthians 12:10-15.



The Apostle Paul writes a very strong rebuttal to these charges. In this rebuttal, the Apostle Paul establishes that his letters of commendation are the members of the Church in Corinth, for whom the Apostle Paul worked diligently, 2 Corinthians 3:1-3. The Apostle Paul then demonstrates how the Holy Spirit is much more powerful and stronger than the Law written on tablets, 2 Corinthians 3:4-18. Later, the Apostle Paul describes himself as meek when present, but bold through his letters, 2 Corinthians 10:8-12, that he is the same person in present as in his letters, 2 Corinthians 10:11-12, and is equal to many of the most eminent Apostles in knowledge and power, 2 Corinthians 11:5-6. The Apostle Paul then says that he robbed from other Churches to work with the Corinthians, 2 Corinthians 11:7-9. Then, the Apostle Paul says the following concerning a comparison of himself and these "Judaizers":



2 Corinthians 11:22-28

22Are they Hebrews? so am I. Are they Israelites? so am I. Are they the seed of Abraham? so am I. 

 23Are they ministers of Christ? (I speak as a fool) I am more; in labours more abundant, in stripes above measure, in prisons more frequent, in deaths oft. 

 24Of the Jews five times received I forty stripes save one. 

 25Thrice was I beaten with rods, once was I stoned, thrice I suffered shipwreck, a night and a day I have been in the deep; 

 26In journeyings often, in perils of waters, in perils of robbers, in perils by mine own countrymen, in perils by the heathen, in perils in the city, in perils in the wilderness, in perils in the sea, in perils among false brethren; 

 27In weariness and painfulness, in watchings often, in hunger and thirst, in fastings often, in cold and nakedness. 

 28Beside those things that are without, that which cometh upon me daily, the care of all the churches.


Note:  Here, the Apostle Paul speaks about the strange reception given to his not accepting any assistance from the Corinthians in:


2 Corinthians 12:11-13

11I am become a fool in glorying; ye have compelled me: for I ought to have been commended of you: for in nothing am I behind the very chiefest apostles, though I be nothing. 

 12Truly the signs of an apostle were wrought among you in all patience, in signs, and wonders, and mighty deeds. 

 13For what is it wherein ye were inferior to other churches, except it be that I myself was not burdensome to you? forgive me this wrong.

Note:  Finally, the Apostle Paul asks the Corinthians if he or Titus had taken advantage of the Corinthians in any way, or if their conduct was anything but befitting a slave of the Lord Jesus Christ:


2 Corinthians 12:14-18

14Behold, the third time I am ready to come to you; and I will not be burdensome to you: for I seek not yours but you: for the children ought not to lay up for the parents, but the parents for the children. 

 15And I will very gladly spend and be spent for you; though the more abundantly I love you, the less I be loved. 

 16But be it so, I did not burden you: nevertheless, being crafty, I caught you with guile. 

 17Did I make a gain of you by any of them whom I sent unto you? 

 18I desired Titus, and with him I sent a brother. Did Titus make a gain of you? walked we not in the same spirit? walked we not in the same steps?


Note:  We have no information about any changes made in the Church at Corinth because of the Apostle Paul's exhortations.  We do know that this Church, had brought in many pagan forms of "worship," and that the Judaizers seemed to have a strong foothold there.  This indeed had become an evil Church, although they had all the same gifts of the Holy Spirit in the beginning as other Churches.  The Apostle Paul fought the Judaizers, false speaking in tongues, and shameful acts being brought into the Church in the guise of Brotherly love, acts that even Gentiles wouldn't speak about.
1 Corinthians 14:36
36 What? came the word of God out from you? or came it unto you only?



Note:  “What? came the word of God out from you? . . .” The meaning of this is it that the Church at Corinth the "mother Church?" Was it established as the first Church, or has it been alone in sending forth the Word of God into the world? The Church at Corinth had adopted customs which are unusual. They have permitted women to speak in a manner unknown to other churches. They have admitted irregularity and confusion unknown in all the other Churches. They have allowed many to speak at the same time, and have tolerated confusion and disorder. Have you any "right" thus to differ from others? Have you any authority, as it were, to dictate to them, to teach them, contrary to their uniform custom, to allow these disorders then to come into the other Churches? Should you not rather be conformed to them, and observe the rules of the Churches which are older than yours?" The "argument" here is, that the Church at Corinth was "not" the first that was established, nay it was one of the "last" that had been founded.  It could, therefore, claim no right to differ from others, or to prescribe to them. The same argument is employed in 1 Corinthians 11:16 below.
1 Corinthians 11:16
16 But if any man seem to be contentious, we have no such custom, neither the churches of God.

“ . . . or came it unto you only?” As you are not the first of those who believed, neither are you the only ones. God has sent the same Gospel to the other Churches, and it is traveling over the world. Others, therefore, have the same right as you to originate customs and special habits, and as this would be attended with great confusion and disorder, you should all follow the same rules.  The customs which do not prevail in other churches should not be allowed in yours either (at all).  The Gospel had been Preached in all the Churches, it came to many other nations, and people, and towns, and cities besides them.  Many Churches were formed among the Gentiles, who had no such custom, did not permit their women to speak in the Church, and therefore why should the Church at Corinth  be singular and different from all the others? The other Churches had the Word of God, had gifts of the Holy Spirit, and prophesying as well as they, and yet none of the other Churches had introduced such customs.
We cannot be sure if it is the same group of "Judaizers" who impacted the Church in Colossae in Asia Minor around 60-61 A.D. This group of Judaizers seemed to focus on the festivals and the food proscriptions of the Law of Moses. The Apostle Paul then corrects:

Colossians 2:16-23

16Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an holyday, or of the new moon, or of the sabbath days: 

 17Which are a shadow of things to come; but the body is of Christ. 

 18Let no man beguile you of your reward in a voluntary humility and worshipping of angels, intruding into those things which he hath not seen, vainly puffed up by his fleshly mind, 

 19And not holding the Head, from which all the body by joints and bands having nourishment ministered, and knit together, increaseth with the increase of God. 

 20Wherefore if ye be dead with Christ from the rudiments of the world, why, as though living in the world, are ye subject to ordinances, 

 21(Touch not; taste not; handle not; 

 22Which all are to perish with the using;) after the commandments and doctrines of men? 

 23Which things have indeed a shew of wisdom in will worship, and humility, and neglecting of the body: not in any honour to the satisfying of the flesh.

Note:  It appears that some had taught those in the Church at Colossae to follow the Commandments of Moses:  not to eat certain foods and to observe the Sabbath and other Holy days. The Apostle Paul says that no one has the right to judge on the basis of such things, for they are a shadow of what is to come and not the Truth in or of the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
The same such nonsense taught at the Church at Colossae that the Baal worshiping Roman Catholic “church” has also taught the world.  The Apostle Paul taught Timothy the same would come into the Church at a later time.  Thus, the Roman Catholic doesn't eat meat on Fridays.  To illustrate this, they eat fish on Fridays during lent (which is a made up time of sacrifice that the Baal worshipers did for Tammuz. Tammuz (Baal) worship . . . Ezekiel 8:14, http://www.alemattec.com/Baal worship, Babylonian worship by the Roman Catholic 'church'.htm


1 Timothy 4:1-5
1 Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils;
2 Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience seared with a hot iron;
3 Forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, which God hath created to be received with thanksgiving of them which believe and know the truth.
4 For every creature of God is good, and nothing to be refused, if it be received with thanksgiving:
5 For it is sanctified by the word of God and prayer.

The last impact of the "Judaizers" could be seen at the Church at Ephesus, the first "church" to name their "church" after Mary, and worship her as a goddess, with those who "pay attention to . . . endless genealogies," 1 Timothy 1:4, The "Judaizers" after the destruction of Jerusalem in 70 with the Temple and many of the other vestiges of the Law of Moses destroyed, the movement you would think would have lost most of its impetus. There are later indication of "Ebionite", or "Hebrew", "Christians," but these groups are small and few, and do not pose much of a concern.

Ebionites, or Greek: Ἐβιωναῖοι Ebionaioi, (derived from Hebrew אביונים ebyonim, ebionim, meaning "the poor" or "poor ones"), is a patristic term referring to a "Jewish Christian sect or sects" that existed during the first centuries of the Christian Era. They regarded Jesus as the Messiah, and insisted on the necessity of following Jewish religious Law and rites. The Ebionites used only one of the Jewish Gospels, revered James the Just and rejected the Apostle Paul of Tarsus as an apostate from the Law.

James "the just" (Hebrew: יעקב Ya'akov; Greek Iάκωβος Iákōbos), first Bishop of Jerusalem, who died in 62, was an important figure in Early Christianity. He is distinguished from the Apostle James, the writer of by various epithets; James the Just is James the brother of the Lord by Paul (Galatians 1:19); He received his name James the Just by Hegesippus and others, James the Righteous, James of Jerusalem, James Adelphotheos, and so on.

The man who wrote the Epistle of James is likely the same James who became the first Bishop of Jerusalem. He is said by some to have been the brother of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. Interestingly enough, James, the step-brother of the Lord Jesus Christ was thought to have been an unbeliever before the crucifixion. Later in 1 Corinthians 15:7 we find that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth (after he had risen) appeared to James and there was a conversion. Soon James became a force in the Jewish branch of the Church. He was notable for supporting the Apostle Paul in his efforts to convert the Gentiles. It is known that James was martyred sometime between 62 and 66 A.D. It is likely he was stoned to death much in the manner of Stephen because of the political machinations of some local authorities and because he vigorously preached the law of Christ.

In the New Testament James is simply "James", other than the Apostle Paul's one reference to "James, the brother of the Lord."  Clement of Alexandria related that "This James, whom the people of old called the Just because of his outstanding virtue, was the first, as the record tells us, to be elected to the episcopal throne of the Jerusalem church." The name also helps distinguish him from other important figures in early Christianity of the same name, such as James, son of Zebedee.

We can learn much from the impact of the "Judaizers" on the Churches of the Gentile world, specifically, the changes between the Law of Moses and the Law of Christ. It is made evident by the Apostle Paul's letters that the Old Covenant was to be done away with, that it can do no good for us under the mediation of the man Christ Jesus.

There is no better way to describe this change than to read the words of the Apostle Paul concerning the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:


Colossians 2:13-15

13And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses; 

 14Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross; 

 15And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it.

Note:  The Law, which was AGAINST US, has been "nailed to the Cross," and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth now reigns as King of Kings and Lord of Lords, the Mighty God, the Everlasting Father, the Prince of Peace. Let us endeavor to seek God's Will and the Lord Jesus Christ's Commandments, and forsake any “commandment,” i.e.:  commandments of men which are not in harmony with His teachings.
