Philippians 2:5-11

5 Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:

6 Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God:

7 But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men:

8 And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.

9 Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a name which is above every name:

10 That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth;

11 And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

Note:  When the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth humbled Himself and became man, Christ Jesus gave up a lot of the things we will never know including some of His Divine knowledge, but by the Lord Jesus Christ very nature, Christ Jesus is still Divine.  The above verses shows us just how much the Lord Jesus Christ sacrificed.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth self-sacrifice was much more then just dying for us at Golgotha – the place of a skull.  On the Cross of Calvary.  “And when they were come to the place, which is called Calvary, there they crucified him.”, Luke 23:33. 


Born as a man, Christ Jesus became the Son of Man . . .



Luke 2:52
 52 And Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, and in favour with God and man.

Matthew 24:30-42
30 And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.

31 And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.

32 Now learn a parable of the fig tree; When his branch is yet tender, and putteth forth leaves, ye know that summer is nigh:

33 So likewise ye, when ye shall see all these things, know that it is near, even at the doors.

34 Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass, till all these things be fulfilled.

35 Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.

36 But of that day and hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels of heaven, but my Father only.

37 But as the days of Noah were, so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.

38 For as in the days that were before the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noe entered into the ark,

39 And knew not until the flood came, and took them all away; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.

40 Then shall two be in the field; the one shall be taken, and the other left.

41 Two women shall be grinding at the mill; the one shall be taken, and the other left.

42 Watch therefore: for ye know not what hour your Lord doth come. 

Mark 13:31-36
31 Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass away.

32 But of that day and that hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels which are in heaven, neither the Son, but the Father.

33 Take ye heed, watch and pray: for ye know not when the time is.

34 For the Son of Man is as a man taking a far journey, who left his house, and gave authority to his servants, and to every man his work, and commanded the porter to watch.

35 Watch ye therefore: for ye know not when the master of the house cometh, at even, or at midnight, or at the cockcrowing, or in the morning:

36 Lest coming suddenly he find you sleeping.


John 16:30
30 Now are we sure that thou knowest all things, and needest not that any man should ask thee: by this we believe that thou camest forth from God.




Matthew 24 and Mark 13 above claim that the Lord Jesus Christ's knowledge is limited, yet John 16 directly above claims the Lord Jesus Christ's knowledge is complete and that Christ Jesus knows all things.


Is there then a contradiction in the Holy Bible?



Note:   The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was fully man, and thus was the "Son of man".  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was also the "Son of God," according to His Godhood, Colossians 2:6-9, Daniel 3:25; Matthew 4:3; Matthew 4:6; Matthew 8:29; Matthew 14:33; Matthew 26:63; Matthew 27:40; Matthew 27:43; Matthew 27:54; Mark 1:1; Mark 3:11; Mark 15:39; Luke 1:35; Luke 4:41; Luke 8:28; Luke 22:70; John 1:34; John 1:49; John 3:18; John 5:25; John 9:35; John 10:36; John 11:4; John 11:27; John 19:7, John 20:31; Acts 8:37; Acts 9:20; Romans 1:4; 2 Corinthians 1:19; Galatians 2:20; Ephesians 4:13; Hebrews 4:14; Hebrews 6:6; Hebrews 7:3; Hebrews 10:29; 1 John 3:8; 1 John 4:15; 1 John 5:5; 1 John 5:10; 1 John 5:12-13; 1 John 5:20; Revelation 2:17-25, The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, was a man in the flesh on the outside, as God the Father had made Christ Jesus a body, Psalm 2:7, on the outside.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was/is fully God on the inside, because the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is God the Son in the flesh, Isaiah 7:14; Isaiah 8:8; Matthew 1:23; 1 Timothy 3:16.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth does know all things, but when it says in Matthew 24 and Mark 13 that Christ Jesus does not know, this is referring to His "SON OF MAN" portion, which is the man or outside portion, i.e.:  in that the man does not know the time nor the hour, but that God the Father alone does, as does the Son when the Father tells Him, for the Father is greater than the Son, John 10:29; John 14:28; 1 Corinthians 11:3, and the Son does and speaks all things that the Father tells Christ Jesus, John 5:30; John 8:28, John 5:20.  The Father here tells the Lord Jesus Christ to tell them in Matthew 24 and Mark 13 that ONLY the Father knows, as it is NOT in the Father's plan to reveal the time to these Disciples, nor to anyone, not even the Son of God at that time.  It is God the Father's plan, which the Son of God institutes or completes.  God the Father created all things by the Lord Jesus Christ, Genesis 1:1-2; Ephesians 3:9, and God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ created all things according to God the Father's Will, Genesis 1:1-2; Ephesians 3:9; John 1:1-5.

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is called by God His Father "my King," Psalm 2:6, because Christ Jesus Who is King of Zion is God the Father's Anointed, as in Psalm 2:2; and God's Son, God's begotten Son, as in Psalm 2:7; God the Father's firstborn, God the Father's fellow and equal, God's the Father's Only Begotten Son, and because the Lord Jesus Christ is God's Son, as God's anointed King, Christ Jesus is not King over God the Father, for the Lord Jesus Christ's Father is greater than He.  The Lord Jesus Christ as both man and Mediator, or with respect to the Lord Jesus Christ's Office capacity, in which the Lord Jesus Christ is a King, Priest, and Prophet under God His Father.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is a King of God the Father's setting up, and therefore called His, and God the Father has appointed the Lord Jesus Christ as King, and given Him a Kingdom, Psalm 145:10-14; Daniel 4:1-3; Daniel 7:13-14; Daniel 7:27;Luke 19:10-28; Ephesians 1:17-23; Colossians 1:12-17; 1 Peter 4:10-11; 1 Peter 5:10-11; Jude 1:25; Revelation 1:5-7, given the Lord Jesus Christ the throne of Christ Jesus' earthly lineage of His father King David, and put a crown of pure gold upon Christ Jesus' head, and crowned Him with glory and honor, Hebrews 2:7-10, and the Scepter of Righteousness, Hebrews 1:8-9, in the Lord Jesus Christ's hand, and has given the Lord Jesus Christ a name above every name.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has not exalted Himself, nor made Himself a King, nor was he made so by men.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was set up as King and  anointed as God's King by God the Father.  Thus we have the inauguration of the Lord Jesus Christ into Christ Jesus' Kingly Office, and the Lord Jesus Christ's investiture with it from all eternity, as in Proverbs 8:20-23, and anointing with oil being a ceremony performed at the installment of Kings into their Office, the phrase is used for the thing itself.  Since the Lord Jesus Christ was anointed with the Holy Ghost in Christ Jesus' human nature, Isaiah 61:1-3; Luke 4:14-24, and at the Lord Jesus Christ's incarnation, Luke 2:20-40 and Baptism, Matthew 3:13-17; Mark 1:1-11; Luke 3:21-22; Acts 1:1-11, and especially at the time of the Lord Jesus Christ's ascension into Heaven, when Christ Jesus was made or declared to be LORD and CHRIST.  This may also refer to the time when the Lord Jesus Christ, as the ascended Lord and King, then gave gifts to men, Ephesians 4:1-16, especially his Apostles, Preachers and Teachers, and qualified them in such an extraordinary manner to carry the Lord Jesus Christ's Gospel into the Gentile world, and spread it there.  Whereby the Lord Jesus Christ's Kingdom became more visible and glorious, to the great vexation of the Jews; in spite of all their opposition.  The Lord Jesus Christ being set by God His Father to be King over the Lord Jesus Christ's Church and His people, continued so, and Christ Jesus' Kingdom was every day more and more enlarged, to the Jews great mortification, Acts 2:22-47; Acts 5:14; Acts 11:19-24.  The Lord Jesus Christ's Kingdom will never end, Luke 1:5-33.



 Colossians 2:6-9

6 As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk ye in him:

7 Rooted and built up in him, and stablished in the faith, as ye have been taught, abounding therein with thanksgiving.

8 Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ.

9 For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily. 

The Lord Jesus Christ did not need to go around distinguishing between Christ Jesus' Divine and human natures, since the Lord Jesus Christ's words and actions would be sufficient to indicate which of His statements and functions are attributable to His Deity and which are to be associated with His humanity, such as:


John 4:10; John 4:13-14
10 Jesus answered and said unto her, If thou knewest the gift of God, and who it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink; thou wouldest have asked of him, and he would have given thee living water.
13 Jesus answered and said unto her, Whosoever drinketh of this water shall thirst again:
14 But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life.



John 6:35-38

35 And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.

36 But I said unto you, That ye also have seen me, and believe not.

37 All that the Father giveth me shall come to me; and him that cometh to me I will in no wise cast out.

38 For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent me. 

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, because He was fully a man, the Son of Man, got hungry and thirsty, Luke 24:32-48; John 19:1-30.  Yet, at the same time, because the Lord Jesus Christ is the Son of God, fully God, fully Divine, having the fullness of the Godhead in Him, the Lord Jesus Christ is the Source of Life, and provides both spiritual and physical sustenance for all who believe in Him.


John 5:25-27

25 Verily, verily, I say unto you, The hour is coming, and now is, when the dead shall hear the voice of the Son of God: and they that hear shall live.

26 For as the Father hath life in himself; so hath he given to the Son to have life in himself;

27 And hath given him authority to execute judgment also, because he is the Son of man.


Note:  Truly, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is both God and man, John 1:1, John 1:14; John 20:28; Colossians 2:9, and during the Lord Jesus Christ's earthly Ministry in Jerusalem, Christ Jesus was cooperating with God the Father and God the Holy Spirit within the limitations of being a man, as the Son of Man.  As a man, the Lord Jesus Christ walked and talked, got hungry - ate, got thirsty, drank, as the Prophecy had predicted, the Son of God would suffer and would be given gall and vinegar to drink at his death, Psalm 22:15; Psalm 69:21; John 19:28-30.  As God, the very Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was worshiped, Matthew 14:33; Matthew 28:9; Hebrews 1:6, and the Lord Jesus Christ was prayed to as God, Zechariah 13:9; 1 Corinthians 1:1-8; Acts 7:59.  During the Lord Jesus Christ's earthly Ministry Christ Jesus moved in the power of the Holy Spirit and did His miracles by the Holy Spirit -- and not by His Own Divine Power.  This is because the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was made for a little while lower than the Angels, Hebrews 2:9, as Christ Jesus had emptied Himself and taken on the form of a man, Philippians 2:7.  This then explains why in Matthew 12:22-32, when the Pharisees accused the Lord Jesus Christ of casting out demons by the power of the devil, they being so deceived, corrupt, of satan Himself who blinds men, keeps them in darkness, blinded from the power of God, John 12:39-41; Romans 11:7; 2 Corinthians 3:13-15; 2 Corinthians 4:3-5; 1 John 2:10-11; Matthew 12:22; Matthew 15:14; Matthew 23:26; Luke 4:14-19, so that they could not distinguish between the power of satan and the Power of God's Holy Spirit, as Christ Jesus cast out devils by the Spirit of God, and thus said that blasphemy against the Holy Spirit would never be forgiven?  Why?  Because the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as a man Who was Ministering completely as a man under the Law, Galatians 4:4-5, demonstrated the power of God as Christ Jesus did His miracles -- relying completed on God the Father Who is greater than God the Son, by performing His miracles by the power of the Holy Spirit.  This demonstrates that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was completely human, as the Son of Man, and came to earth completely dependent upon God the Father and God the Holy Spirit, and that the Lord Jesus Christ was cooperating with the other parts of the Godhead, taking on the limitations of a being human but performing miracles by the power of God's Holy Spirit.  That is why the Lord Jesus Christ said He didn't know the day or hour of His return.  However, we see that after the resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, it is said of Him, that Christ Jesus knows all things,  John 21:17, and the Lord Jesus Christ is omnipresent being with them always as God, Matthew 28:20, having received all authority/power in Heaven and in earth, Matthew 28:17-20.  Therefore, after the Lord Jesus Christ's resurrection and glorification, the Christ Jesus did know all things.
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John 1:40-41

40 One of the two which heard John speak, and followed him, was Andrew, Simon Peter's brother.

41 He first findeth his own brother Simon, and saith unto him, We have found the Messias, which is, being interpreted, the Christ.

Note:  Hebrew Messías – literally, "the anointed one, of God" referring to the Lord Jesus as the Christ (Christ is Greek for Messiah) – supremely empowered by the Holy Spirit to accomplish all of the Divine plan of God the Father.

42 And he brought him to Jesus. And when Jesus beheld him, he said, Thou art Simon the son of Jona: thou shalt be called Cephas, which is by interpretation, A stone.

43 The day following Jesus would go forth into Galilee, and findeth Philip, and saith unto him, Follow me.

44 Now Philip was of Bethsaida, the city of Andrew and Peter.

45 Philip findeth Nathanael, and saith unto him, We have found him, of whom Moses in the law, and the prophets, did write, Jesus of Nazareth, the son of Joseph.

46 And Nathanael said unto him, Can there any good thing come out of Nazareth? Philip saith unto him, Come and see.

47 Jesus saw Nathanael coming to him, and saith of him, Behold an Israelite indeed, in whom is no guile!

48 Nathanael saith unto him, Whence knowest thou me? Jesus answered and said unto him, Before that Philip called thee, when thou wast under the fig tree, I saw thee.

49 Nathanael answered and saith unto him, Rabbi, thou art the Son of God; thou art the King of Israel. 




John 4:25-26
25 The woman saith unto him, I know that Messias cometh, which is called Christ: when he is come, he will tell us all things.


Note:  Hebrew Messías – literally, "the anointed one, of God" referring to the Lord Jesus as the Christ (Christ is Greek for Messiah) – supremely empowered by the Holy Spirit to accomplish all of the Divine plan of God the Father.
