Exodus 3:2

Judges 6:11-22

11And there came an angel of the LORD, and sat under an oak which was in Ophrah, that pertained unto Joash the Abiezrite: and his son Gideon threshed wheat by the winepress, to hide it from the Midianites. 

 12And the angel of the LORD appeared unto him, and said unto him, The LORD is with thee, thou mighty man of valour. 

 13And Gideon said unto him, Oh my Lord, if the LORD be with us, why then is all this befallen us? and where be all his miracles which our fathers told us of, saying, Did not the LORD bring us up from Egypt? but now the LORD hath forsaken us, and delivered us into the hands of the Midianites. 

 14And the LORD looked upon him, and said, Go in this thy might, and thou shalt save Israel from the hand of the Midianites: have not I sent thee? 


Note:  Who is this Angel of the LORD, the one who appears to Gideon?   Angel is God's messenger.  The Angel of the LORD was the Lord Jesus Christ appearing in visible form.  This was but the Angel of God, as expressed, and not a created one, but the Angel of Jehovah's presence, the Word and Son of God, and who is expressly called Jehovah Himself.


 15And he said unto him, Oh my Lord, wherewith shall I save Israel? behold, my family is poor in Manasseh, and I am the least in my father's house. 

 16And the LORD said unto him, Surely I will be with thee, and thou shalt smite the Midianites as one man. 

 17And he said unto him, If now I have found grace in thy sight, then shew me a sign that thou talkest with me. 

 18Depart not hence, I pray thee, until I come unto thee, and bring forth my present, and set it before thee. And he said, I will tarry until thou come again. 

 19And Gideon went in, and made ready a kid, and unleavened cakes of an ephah of flour: the flesh he put in a basket, and he put the broth in a pot, and brought it out unto him under the oak, and presented it. 

 20And the angel of God said unto him, Take the flesh and the unleavened cakes, and lay them upon this rock, and pour out the broth. And he did so. 

 21Then the angel of the LORD put forth the end of the staff that was in his hand, and touched the flesh and the unleavened cakes; and there rose up fire out of the rock, and consumed the flesh and the unleavened cakes. Then the angel of the LORD departed out of his sight. 

 22And when Gideon perceived that he was an angel of the LORD, Gideon said, Alas, O LORD God! for because I have seen an angel of the LORD face to face.

Sounds familiar to those who have been following what I have been showing you in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was the Shepard of Israel, the One King David wrote of in the Psalms, the One who appeared in the Burning Bush, the One who spoke to Moses as a man would a friend -- face to face.  Remember on the road to Emmaus, what the Lord Jesus Christ had told them?  Luke 24:12-27

Luke 24:27
27And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto them in all the scriptures the things concerning himself.

Note:  27And beginning at Moses and all the prophets . . . Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers, and Deuteronomy. Therefore, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had told them, He was here from the Beginning and was the Shepherd of Israel, the great "I AM HE".  His birth at Bethlehem was to prove God's plan to the Jews that the Gentiles were included in Salvation.  Who came to Worship Him at his Home, the Jews?  No . . . the Magi, Gentiles, Matthew 2.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth appears as the Angel of the Lord.  (Angel means Messenger, God's Messenger to man, God's man).



Judges 13:1-25

 1And the children of Israel did evil again in the sight of the LORD; and the LORD delivered them into the hand of the Philistines forty years. 

 2And there was a certain man of Zorah, of the family of the Danites, whose name was Manoah; and his wife was barren, and bare not. 

 3And the angel of the LORD appeared unto the woman, and said unto her, Behold now, thou art barren, and bearest not: but thou shalt conceive, and bear a son. 

 4Now therefore beware, I pray thee, and drink not wine nor strong drink, and eat not any unclean thing: 

 5For, lo, thou shalt conceive, and bear a son; and no razor shall come on his head: for the child shall be a Nazarite unto God from the womb: and he shall begin to deliver Israel out of the hand of the Philistines. 

 6Then the woman came and told her husband, saying, A man of God came unto me, and his countenance was like the countenance of an angel of God, very terrible: but I asked him not whence he was, neither told he me his name: 

 7But he said unto me, Behold, thou shalt conceive, and bear a son; and now drink no wine nor strong drink, neither eat any unclean thing: for the child shall be a Nazarite to God from the womb to the day of his death. 

 8Then Manoah intreated the LORD, and said, O my Lord, let the man of God which thou didst send come again unto us, and teach us what we shall do unto the child that shall be born. 

 9And God hearkened to the voice of Manoah; and the angel of God came again unto the woman as she sat in the field: but Manoah her husband was not with her. 

 10And the woman made haste, and ran, and shewed her husband, and said unto him, Behold, the man hath appeared unto me, that came unto me the other day. 

 11And Manoah arose, and went after his wife, and came to the man, and said unto him, Art thou the man that spakest unto the woman? And he said, I am. 

 12And Manoah said, Now let thy words come to pass. How shall we order the child, and how shall we do unto him? 

 13And the angel of the LORD said unto Manoah, Of all that I said unto the woman let her beware. 

 14She may not eat of any thing that cometh of the vine, neither let her drink wine or strong drink, nor eat any unclean thing: all that I commanded her let her observe. 

 15And Manoah said unto the angel of the LORD, I pray thee, let us detain thee, until we shall have made ready a kid for thee. 

 16And the angel of the LORD said unto Manoah, Though thou detain me, I will not eat of thy bread: and if thou wilt offer a burnt offering, thou must offer it unto the LORD. For Manoah knew not that he was an angel of the LORD. 

 17And Manoah said unto the angel of the LORD, What is thy name, that when thy sayings come to pass we may do thee honour? 

 18And the angel of the LORD said unto him, Why askest thou thus after my name, seeing it is secret? 

 19So Manoah took a kid with a meat offering, and offered it upon a rock unto the LORD: and the angel did wonderously; and Manoah and his wife looked on. 

 20For it came to pass, when the flame went up toward heaven from off the altar, that the angel of the LORD ascended in the flame of the altar. And Manoah and his wife looked on it, and fell on their faces to the ground. 

 21But the angel of the LORD did no more appear to Manoah and to his wife. Then Manoah knew that he was an angel of the LORD. 

 22And Manoah said unto his wife, We shall surely die, because we have seen God. 
Note:  We have seen God . . . an Angel of the LORD, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Shepherd of Israel.

 23But his wife said unto him, If the LORD were pleased to kill us, he would not have received a burnt offering and a meat offering at our hands, neither would he have shewed us all these things, nor would as at this time have told us such things as these. 

 24And the woman bare a son, and called his name Samson: and the child grew, and the LORD blessed him. 

 25And the Spirit of the LORD began to move him at times in the camp of Dan between Zorah and Eshtaol.





Daniel 3:19-30

19Then was Nebuchadnezzar full of fury, and the form of his visage was changed against Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego: therefore he spake, and commanded that they should heat the furnace one seven times more than it was wont to be heated. 

 20And he commanded the most mighty men that were in his army to bind Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, and to cast them into the burning fiery furnace. 

 21Then these men were bound in their coats, their hosen, and their hats, and their other garments, and were cast into the midst of the burning fiery furnace. 

 22Therefore because the king's commandment was urgent, and the furnace exceeding hot, the flames of the fire slew those men that took up Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. 

 23And these three men, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, fell down bound into the midst of the burning fiery furnace. 

 24Then Nebuchadnezzar the king was astonished, and rose up in haste, and spake, and said unto his counsellors, Did not we cast three men bound into the midst of the fire? They answered and said unto the king, True, O king. 

 25He answered and said, Lo, I see four men loose, walking in the midst of the fire, and they have no hurt; and the form of the fourth is like the Son of God. 

 26Then Nebuchadnezzar came near to the mouth of the burning fiery furnace, and spake, and said, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, ye servants of the most high God, come forth, and come hither. Then Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, came forth of the midst of the fire. 

 27And the princes, governors, and captains, and the king's counsellors, being gathered together, saw these men, upon whose bodies the fire had no power, nor was an hair of their head singed, neither were their coats changed, nor the smell of fire had passed on them. 

 28Then Nebuchadnezzar spake, and said, Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, who hath sent his angel, and delivered his servants that trusted in him, and have changed the king's word, and yielded their bodies, that they might not serve nor worship any god, except their own God. 

 29Therefore I make a decree, That every people, nation, and language, which speak any thing amiss against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, shall be cut in pieces, and their houses shall be made a dunghill: because there is no other God that can deliver after this sort. 

 30Then the king promoted Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, in the province of Babylon.




Luke 24:36-48

 36And as they thus spake, Jesus himself stood in the midst of them, and saith unto them, Peace be unto you. 

 37But they were terrified and affrighted, and supposed that they had seen a spirit. 

 38And he said unto them, Why are ye troubled? and why do thoughts arise in your hearts? 

 39Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle me, and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have.

 48And ye are witnesses of these things.



Luke 24:13-27

 26Ought not Christ to have suffered these things, and to enter into his glory? 

 27And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto them in all the scriptures the things concerning himself.

Note:  Moses wrote the Pentateuch, the Law, the first five Books of the Old Testament:  Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers, and Deuteronomy.  So, the Lord Jesus Christ appears, and tells them starting at Genesis throughout the Old Testament, the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible speaks concerning the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  How . . . as the Angel of the Lord.  (Angel means Messenger, God's Messenger to man).

11And when Peter was come to himself, he said, Now I know of a surety, that the LORD hath sent his angel, and hath delivered me out of the hand of Herod, and from all the expectation of the people of the Jews.


Acts 12:23
23And immediately the angel of the Lord smote him, because he gave not God the glory: and he was eaten of worms, and gave up the ghost.


Revelation 22:6
6And he said unto me, These sayings are faithful and true: and the Lord God of the holy prophets sent his angel to shew unto his servants the things which must shortly be done.

Note: Revelation 22:6 . . . "and the Lord God of the holy prophets sent his angel to show unto his servants the things which must shortly be done." The "Lord" God is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as He appears here by comparing Revelation 1:1.  This is glaring proof of the Deity of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, since He is not only called the Lord God, but the Lord God of the Holy Prophets; of the Prophets of the Old Testament, who foretold things to come, who spoke of the Messiah and to His Person, His Office, His Sufferings, His Death, and His Glory that should follow . . .
