The Book of Revelation is like a great Union Station where the great trunk lines of Prophecy come in from other portions of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible. Revelation does not only originate but consummates all Prophecies. It is imperative to a right understanding of the Book to be able to trace each great subject of Prophecy from the first reference to the terminal. There are at least 10 great subjects of Prophecy which find their consummation here: 


The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth against the ungodly false Church:


Genesis 3:15
15 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

I will put enmity. The hostile strife between the human race and serpents, which is now apparent.  Mankind has by a secret feeling of nature, a hatred for snakes. We see, however, there are some men who take pleasure in them.  To most the sight of a serpent inspires us with horrors, the memory of our fall is renewed. "It shall wound thy head, and thou shalt wound its heel." There shall be such hatred that on both sides they shall be troublesome to each other; the serpent shall be vexatious towards men, as satan shall sting the Lord Jesus Christ and His True Church, the True Worshipers, the Elect of God (His Church) as a serpent, snake would sting or bite a man's heel, but not overcome them.  Righteous men shall be intent on the destruction of the serpent, satan and his devils, these demons that teach the doctrine of devils 1 Timothy 4:1-5 (these righteous men seek the bruising of the head of the crooked serpent of old (Pharaoh whom was so controlled by satan,) and in the times of the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth the crooked serpent is now the Roman Catholic 'pope' and righteous men seek his destruction by God.  One of the "popes" two heads was "cut off, dead," taken away, as it were wounded to death; and his deadly wound was healed, which was his political headship or authority of the "pope", but it has since been restored:  Revelation 13:1-3 His religious headship remained.

The titles of the Roman Catholic "pope" are blasphemous. Revelation 2:9; Revelation 13:1; Revelation 17:5 The Roman Catholic "pope" calls himself “Holy Father” and “His Holiness,” names that belong solely to Almighty God. Also, the Roman Catholic "pope" calls himself the "Vicar of the Son of God," or the “vicar of Christ,” which is the sole Office of the Holy Spirit. 

Roman Catholic "priests" also take to themselves blasphemous titles and claims. They want to be called “Father,” which the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth forbade. The Roman Catholic "priests" also claim to be ordained after the Order of Melchisedec, but this is an Office that belongs to Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone.  Genesis 14:18-20; Psalm 110:4; Hebrews 5:6; Hebrews 5:10; Hebrews 6:20; Hebrews 7:11; Hebrews 7:17; Hebrews 7:21, 
Matthew 23:1-10, 

Meanwhile, we see that the Lord Jesus Christ acts mercifully in chastising man, whom He does not suffer satan to touch except in the heel, but the Christ Jesus subjects the head of the serpent now the (papacy) to be wounded by Him, that is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, His Word, and His Church.  

We must now make a transition from the form of the serpent in the Garden of Eden to the author of this sin, satan himself.  Some take the seed for the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone, however, the collective noun is NOT GENERALLY to be understood of one man only.  The seed means the posterity of the woman generally, the seed of those under the Promise, the Elect of God, Born Again Believers, the True Worshipers.  As is noted, however, not all the sons of Adam arise as conquerors of satan, that devil, the old serpent.  This passage in Genesis leads us to understand that those of Adam, that is mankind who are to bruise the head of satan's offspring, represented by the evil one, satan who gives (the pope) his seat and authority/power Revelation 13:2, these righteous men must first come to be under one Head, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, that we may find Him alone, as the Head over all men, to which the victory belongs.  1 Corinthians 11:3

Hatred between serpents and man is to this day, between whom the antipathy still continues, and mystically the evil angels and also wicked men are called serpents. Genesis 49:17, Psalm 58:3-5, Psalm 140:1-4, Ecclesiastes 10:11, Matthew 3:7, Matthew 12:34, Matthew 23:33, Luke 3:7, Revelation 12:9, Revelation 20:2.


Satan, the devil, the old serpent, the dragon is called a crooked serpent, whom the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had created:


Job 26:13
13 By his spirit he hath garnished the heavens; his hand hath formed the crooked serpent.

Isaiah 27:1
27 In that day the Lord with his sore and great and strong sword shall punish leviathan the piercing serpent, even leviathan that crooked serpent; and he shall slay the dragon that is in the sea.

Note:  The sea, means the unorganized masses of people made up of non-believers and believers alike. Matthew 13:47-48

Leviathan, the crooked sea creature, whale or crocodile, which is symbolic in Holy Scripture the Holy Bible to mean more than one person or Kingdom:  either Pharaoh, the King of Egypt, which is compared to such a sea monster, because of the river Nile, that watered his country:



Ezekiel 29:1-5

1 In the tenth year, in the tenth month, in the twelfth day of the month, the word of the Lord came unto me, saying,

2 Son of man, set thy face against Pharaoh king of Egypt, and prophesy against him, and against all Egypt:

3 Speak, and say, Thus saith the Lord God; Behold, I am against thee, Pharaoh king of Egypt, the great dragon that lieth in the midst of his rivers, which hath said, My river is mine own, and I have made it for myself.

4 But I will put hooks in thy jaws, and I will cause the fish of thy rivers to stick unto thy scales, and I will bring thee up out of the midst of thy rivers, and all the fish of thy rivers shall stick unto thy scales.

5 And I will leave thee thrown into the wilderness, thee and all the fish of thy rivers: thou shalt fall upon the open fields; thou shalt not be brought together, nor gathered: I have given thee for meat to the beasts of the field and to the fowls of the heaven.


Or, Leviathan, the King of Babylon, which city was situated by the river Euphrates, and is described as dwelling on many waters like a sea monster:



Jeremiah 51:7-14

7 Babylon hath been a golden cup in the Lord's hand, that made all the earth drunken: the nations have drunken of her wine; therefore the nations are mad.

Note:  "Babylon hath been a golden cup in the Lord's hand, . . ." By whom the Lord poured out the drink of His vengeance, His wrath, to whom it pleased Him.  The Roman Catholic "church," with the golden cup in her hand . . .  Revelation 17:3-5 ,www.alemattec.com/The Cup.doc

8 Babylon is suddenly fallen and destroyed: howl for her; take balm for her pain, if so be she may be healed.

9 We would have healed Babylon, but she is not healed: forsake her, and let us go every one into his own country: for her judgment reacheth unto heaven, and is lifted up even to the skies.

10 The Lord hath brought forth our righteousness: come, and let us declare in Zion the work of the Lord our God.

11 Make bright the arrows; gather the shields: the Lord hath raised up the spirit of the kings of the Medes: for his device is against Babylon, to destroy it; because it is the vengeance of the Lord, the vengeance of his temple.

12 Set up the standard upon the walls of Babylon, make the watch strong, set up the watchmen, prepare the ambushes: for the Lord hath both devised and done that which he spake against the inhabitants of Babylon.

13 O thou that dwellest upon many waters, abundant in treasures, thine end is come, and the measure of thy covetousness.

14 The Lord of hosts hath sworn by himself, saying, Surely I will fill thee with men, as with caterpillers; and they shall lift up a shout against thee.

Note:  Caterpillers in the Hebrew here means:  To lick up; a devourer; specifically, the young locust -- cankerworm, caterpillar.  surely I fill thee with men as with caterpillars; or "locusts" which march in vast numbers, and make sad desolation where they come.  To which a numerous army may fitly be compared, and which is here meant, even the army of Cyrus, that should enter Babylon, and fill it, as it did. So the Lord of Hosts hath sworn by his word, surely I will fill thee with armies of many people as locusts, and they shall lift up a shout against thee, as soldiers do when they make the onset in battle when they make their attack on a city.


Or, Leviathan, the King of Tyre, which was situated in the sea, as it seems most likely that all tyrannical oppressors and cruel persecutors of the Church are intended, who shall be destroyed, and particularly pagan Rome, signified by a red dragon, and then papal Rome . . . :


Revelation 12:3
3 And there appeared another wonder in heaven; and behold a great red dragon, having seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads.

Pagan Rome is then signified by Papal Rome, by a beast "pope" that the dragon (satan, the devil, the crooked serpeant) gave his power to, which rose out of the sea, and by another out of the earth, which spoke like a dragon:

Revelation 13:1
13 And I stood upon the sand of the sea, and saw a beast rise up out of the sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and upon his horns ten crowns, and upon his heads the name of blasphemy.

Which signifies both the eastern and western antichrists.  The eastern antichrist, the Muslims, whose dominions are large, like the waters of the sea; and the western antichrist, the whore of Rome, the Roman Catholic "church," described as sitting on many waters:


Revelation 17:1-2

1 And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked with me, saying unto me, Come hither; I will shew unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters:

2 With whom the kings of the earth have committed fornication, and the inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk with the wine of her fornication.

Both pagan Rome and papal Rome, the papacy, the "pope," the Roman Catholic "church" which are comparable to serpents and dragons for their cruelty and poison.  Moreover, satan, at the head of all these, called the dragon, the old serpent, and the devil, who is the great enemy that will be destroyed, as satan, Lucifer, the crooked serpent will be taken and bound a thousand years, and then, being loosed, will be retaken, and cast into the lake of fire, where the beast and false Prophet will be:


Revelation 20:1-15

1 And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having the key of the bottomless pit and a great chain in his hand.

2 And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, and bound him a thousand years,

3 And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little season.

4 And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given unto them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had received his mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years.

5 But the rest of the dead lived not again until the thousand years were finished. This is the first resurrection.

6 Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him a thousand years.

7 And when the thousand years are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of his prison,

8 And shall go out to deceive the nations which are in the four quarters of the earth, Gog, and Magog, to gather them together to battle: the number of whom is as the sand of the sea.

9 And they went up on the breadth of the earth, and compassed the camp of the saints about, and the beloved city: and fire came down from God out of heaven, and devoured them.

10 And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever.

11 And I saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose face the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was found no place for them.

12 And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works.

13 And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works.

14 And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death.

15 And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.



Psalm 74:13-14
 
13 Thou didst divide the sea by thy strength: thou brakest the heads of the dragons in the waters.

Note:  "dragons in the waters" . . .  Pharaoh's army.

14 Thou brakest the heads of leviathan in pieces, and gavest him to be meat to the people inhabiting the wilderness.

Note:  A great monster of the sea, a whale or crocodile, meaning Pharaoh.






Psalm 104:26 
26There go the ships: there is that leviathan, whom thou hast made to play therein.

Note:  "There go the ships: . . ." From place to place, from one end of the world to the other, for the sake of merchandise.  ". . . there is that leviathan, whom thou hast made to play therein."  Either the crocodile, which is both a sea and river dweller, some call it a dragon, it is a sportive creature, tumbles about in the great sea, and plays with the waters of it, which it tosses up in great quantities; and with the fishes of the sea, which it devours at pleasure, and laughs at the shaking of the spear, which is representative of satan, the old serpent, the crooked serpent, as Leviathan who is the Prince or King over all the children of pride, the children of wrath.


Job 41:34
34 He beholdeth all high things: he is a king over all the children of pride.

Note:  Job 41, satan, leviathan the piercing serpent, the crooked serpent, is a king over all the children of pride.


Isaiah 27:1 
1In that day the Lord with his sore and great and strong sword shall punish leviathan the piercing serpent, even leviathan that crooked serpent; and he shall slay the dragon that is in the sea.


The Church, God's Chosen, have power over serpents (devils, demons, scorpions):

Luke 10:19-20
19 Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you.
20 Notwithstanding in this rejoice not, that the spirits are subject unto you; but rather rejoice, because your names are written in heaven.

Note:  Scorpions here are a kind of serpent, as they are subtle, venomous, and mischievous, which have stings in their tails.  Scorpions are continually thrusting out, and striking with their tails to do harm, that they may lose no opportunity of doing hurt.  Thus, fitly here wicked men are described with their subtlety and mischievous nature are thus like scorpions.  Be not afraid of their words with which they are like briers and thorns, like unto scorpions, being very grievous, defamatory, and mischievous, nor be dismayed at their looks: their frowning furious and angry countenances, forbidding with which, as well as with their words, to quickly disapprove and stop God's messenger from speaking His Truth before them.


2 Samuel 23:6-7

6 But the sons of Belial shall be all of them as thorns thrust away, because they cannot be taken with hands:
Note:  " . . . because they cannot be taken with hands: . . ."  Thorns cannot be handled and gently dealt with, but some instrument must be used to put them away with force.  So here is spoken of wicked men, and especially wicked rulers, are untractable, (untractable means not capable of being easily led, taught, or controlled) and not to be managed in a gentle way, and therefore violent ones must be taken down sharply, quickly, else hurt come upon you from them..

7 But the man that shall touch them must be fenced with iron and the staff of a spear; and they shall be utterly burned with fire in the same place.




Note:  "But the man that shall touch them must be fenced with iron and the staff of a spear; . . ."  To remove these thorns, or sons of Belial, out of the way, or to defend himself against them, weapons of war must be made use of to conquer and destroy them (2 Corinthians 10:3-6, Ephesians 6:10-20).  A man that meddles with them must expect to be as much hurt and wounded by them, all over the body if not properly protected.  


Belial in the Hebrew means:   Without profit, unprofitable, worthlessness, evil, naughty, ungodly, wicked (men).  (Outside the Promise, not of God's seed, children of satan).

Deuteronomy 13:13 
13Certain men, the children of Belial, are gone out from among you, and have withdrawn the inhabitants of their city, saying, Let us go and serve other gods, which ye have not known;


Judges 19:22 
22Now as they were making their hearts merry, behold, the men of the city, certain sons of Belial, beset the house round about, and beat at the door, and spake to the master of the house, the old man, saying, Bring forth the man that came into thine house, that we may know him.

Judges 20:13 
13Now therefore deliver us the men, the children of Belial, which are in Gibeah, that we may put them to death, and put away evil from Israel. But the children of Benjamin would not hearken to the voice of their brethren the children of Israel.

1 Samuel 1:16 
16Count not thine handmaid for a daughter of Belial: for out of the abundance of my complaint and grief have I spoken hitherto.

1 Samuel 2:12 
12Now the sons of Eli were sons of Belial; they knew not the Lord.

1 Samuel 10:27 
27But the children of Belial said, How shall this man save us? And they despised him, and brought no presents. But he held his peace.

1 Samuel 25:17 
17Now therefore know and consider what thou wilt do; for evil is determined against our master, and against all his household: for he is such a son of Belial, that a man cannot speak to him.

1 Samuel 25:25 
25Let not my lord, I pray thee, regard this man of Belial, even Nabal: for as his name is, so is he; Nabal is his name, and folly is with him: but I thine handmaid saw not the young men of my lord, whom thou didst send.



1 Samuel 30:22 
22Then answered all the wicked men and men of Belial, of those that went with David, and said, Because they went not with us, we will not give them ought of the spoil that we have recovered, save to every man his wife and his children, that they may lead them away, and depart.

2 Samuel 16:7 
7And thus said Shimei when he cursed, Come out, come out, thou bloody man, and thou man of Belial:

2 Samuel 20:1 
1And there happened to be there a man of Belial, whose name was Sheba, the son of Bichri, a Benjamite: and he blew a trumpet, and said, We have no part in David, neither have we inheritance in the son of Jesse: every man to his tents, O Israel.

2 Samuel 23:6 
6But the sons of Belial shall be all of them as thorns thrust away, because they cannot be taken with hands:

1 Kings 21:10 
10And set two men, sons of Belial, before him, to bear witness against him, saying, Thou didst blaspheme God and the king. And then carry him out, and stone him, that he may die.

1 Kings 21:13 
13And there came in two men, children of Belial, and sat before him: and the men of Belial witnessed against him, even against Naboth, in the presence of the people, saying, Naboth did blaspheme God and the king. Then they carried him forth out of the city, and stoned him with stones, that he died.

2 Chronicles 13:7 
7And there are gathered unto him vain men, the children of Belial, and have strengthened themselves against Rehoboam the son of Solomon, when Rehoboam was young and tenderhearted, and could not withstand them.

2 Corinthians 6:15 
15And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an infidel?


Note:  Furthermore, we have a generation of vipers on the one hand, and the people of God on the other who are the seed of the Church; the latter, God's Chosen, the True Worshipers, those Elect of God, the Born Again believers are hated and persecuted by the former, and so it has been ever since the Church was born.  The Church made by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth from whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love (Ephesians 4:16).  Here, especially the Church by the seed of the woman is meant the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth; the word "seed" sometimes signifying a single person:

Galatians 3:16
16 Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He saith not, And to seeds, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which is Christ.

Romans 9:8 
8That is, They which are the children of the flesh, these are not the children of God: but the children of the promise are counted for the seed.

Acts 7:5 
5And he gave him none inheritance in it, no, not so much as to set his foot on: yet he promised that he would give it to him for a possession, and to his seed after him, when as yet he had no child.

Acts 13:23 
23Of this man's seed hath God according to his promise raised unto Israel a Saviour, Jesus:

Romans 4:13 
13For the promise, that he should be the heir of the world, was not to Abraham, or to his seed, through the law, but through the righteousness of faith.

Romans 4:16-17 
16Therefore it is of faith, that it might be by grace; to the end the promise might be sure to all the seed; not to that only which is of the law, but to that also which is of the faith of Abraham; who is the father of us all,

17 (As it is written, I have made thee a father of many nations,) before him whom he believed, even God, who quickeneth the dead, and calleth those things which be not as though they were.


Galatians 3:19 
19Wherefore then serveth the law? It was added because of transgressions, till the seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was ordained by angels in the hand of a mediator.
Note:  " . . . and it was ordained by angels . . ."  Angels are God's messengers, i.e.:  Prophets, Apostles, Preachers/Teachers . . .  However, this is not what this means.

The Law was to continue, until the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Mighty God appeared, Whose coming was to bring in everlasting righteousness.  The Law was to continue in the form in which, and the use for which it was added, and then to cease as the ministration (ministration:  the act or process of ministering) of Moses, for through the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth the Law received its full accomplishment, and came to an end.  The Ceremonial Law, the Law of Moses was utterly abolished, and the Moral Law ceased to be a Covenant of works, though it continues a rule of a Christians walk and conversation, and the whole Mosaic economy was no more. The Spiritual Seed of Abraham, particularly among the Gentiles, to whom the Promise of blessedness, of justification, and eternal life was made and predestined, Ephesians 1, Romans 8:30, and the sense be, that till such time that a generation of faithful men, of believers in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the True Worshipers, the Elect of God, those Born Again, sought by God the Father, John 4:21-24, should arise among the Gentiles, the Law was to continue with the Jews.  When, though Christians should appear from the Gentiles, the middle wall of partition should be broken down, and Abraham's spiritual seed among Jews and Gentiles make up one body, one people, and be fellow heirs and partakers of the Promise of God in Christ Jesus the Lord, through the Gospel.

" . . . and it was ordained by angels . . ." not Moses and Aaron, and Joshua, as some say, for though Moses was concerned in the giving of the Law, yet not he, nor Aaron nor Joshua, were ever called Angels, but the Holy Elect Angels are here meant, the ten thousands of Saints, or Holy Ones, God came to Mount Sinai with, and the Lord was among, in the Holy Place:


Deuteronomy 33:1-2

1 And this is the blessing, wherewith Moses the man of God blessed the children of Israel before his death.

2 And he said, The Lord came from Sinai, and rose up from Seir unto them; he shined forth from mount Paran, and he came with ten thousands of saints: from his right hand went a fiery law for them.


Psalm 68:17-21

17 The chariots of God are twenty thousand, even thousands of angels: the Lord is among them, as in Sinai, in the holy place.

18 Thou hast ascended on high, thou hast led captivity captive: thou hast received gifts for men; yea, for the rebellious also, that the Lord God might dwell among them.

Note:  Ephesians 4:8; Ephesians 4:11-16


19 Blessed be the Lord, who daily loadeth us with benefits, even the God of our salvation. Selah.

20 He that is our God is the God of salvation; and unto God the Lord belong the issues from death.

21 But God shall wound the head of his enemies, and the hairy scalp of such an one as goeth on still in his trespasses.



Acts 7:52-53

52 Which of the prophets have not your fathers persecuted? and they have slain them which shewed before of the coming of the Just One; of whom ye have been now the betrayers and murderers:

53 Who have received the law by the disposition of angels, and have not kept it.




Acts 7:32-46

32 Saying, I am the God of thy fathers, the God of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. Then Moses trembled, and durst not behold.

33 Then said the Lord to him, Put off thy shoes from thy feet: for the place where thou standest is holy ground.

34 I have seen, I have seen the affliction of my people which is in Egypt, and I have heard their groaning, and am come down to deliver them. And now come, I will send thee into Egypt.

35 This Moses whom they refused, saying, Who made thee a ruler and a judge? the same did God send to be a ruler and a deliverer by the hand of the angel which appeared to him in the bush.

36 He brought them out, after that he had shewed wonders and signs in the land of Egypt, and in the Red sea, and in the wilderness forty years.

37 This is that Moses, which said unto the children of Israel, A prophet shall the Lord your God raise up unto you of your brethren, like unto me; him shall ye hear.

38 This is he, that was in the church in the wilderness with the angel which spake to him in the mount Sina, and with our fathers: who received the lively oracles to give unto us:

Note:  A prophet shall the Lord your God raise up unto you of your brethren, like unto me; him shall ye hear.  " . . . like unto me; . . ." A Jew and a Mediator between God and man.  "This is he, . . . "  Moses, who was with the Angel, The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who was in the Church in the wilderness with Moses.  This is the same One who had spoken to Moses before, as the Lord said, " . . . and am come down to deliver them. And now come, . . .":  Acts 7:29-34 

39 To whom our fathers would not obey, but thrust him from them, and in their hearts turned back again into Egypt,

40 Saying unto Aaron, Make us gods to go before us: for as for this Moses, which brought us out of the land of Egypt, we wot not what is become of him.

41 And they made a calf in those days, and offered sacrifice unto the idol, and rejoiced in the works of their own hands.

42 Then God turned, and gave them up to worship the host of heaven; as it is written in the book of the prophets, O ye house of Israel, have ye offered to me slain beasts and sacrifices by the space of forty years in the wilderness?

43 Yea, ye took up the tabernacle of Moloch, and the star of your god Remphan, figures which ye made to worship them: and I will carry you away beyond Babylon.

44 Our fathers had the tabernacle of witness in the wilderness, as he had appointed, speaking unto Moses, that he should make it according to the fashion that he had seen.

45 Which also our fathers that came after brought in with Jesus into the possession of the Gentiles, whom God drave out before the face of our fathers, unto the days of David;

46 Who found favour before God, and desired to find a tabernacle for the God of Jacob.



Galatians 3:29 
29And if ye be Christ's, then are ye Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise.

Hebrews 11:11 
11Through faith also Sara herself received strength to conceive seed, and was delivered of a child when she was past age, because she judged him faithful who had promised.




Satan has, in all ages, led the sons of men "captive at his will", and, to this day, retains his lamentable triumph over them, and for that reason is called the prince of the world:


2 Timothy 2:24-26

24 And the servant of the Lord must not strive; but be gentle unto all men, apt to teach, patient,

25 In meekness instructing those that oppose themselves; if God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth;

26 And that they may recover themselves out of the snare of the devil, who are taken captive by him at his will.


John 12:31
31 Now is the judgment of this world: now shall the prince of this world be cast out.

However, One stronger than satan, the devil, that old serpent, has descended from Heaven, the Mighty God, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who will subdue satan.  Hence it comes to pass that, in the same manner, the whole Church of God, under its Head, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, will gloriously exult themselves over satan. The Apostle Paul thus declares this:

Romans 16:20
20 And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under your feet shortly. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you. Amen.

By which words the Apostle Paul signifies that the power of bruising satan is imparted to faithful men, and thus the blessing is the common property of the whole Church under its Head, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  However, at the same time, the Apostle Paul admonishes us, that it only has its commencement in this world, because God crowns none but well tried faithful workers.  As there are those in the Churches that should be marked, as marked men, who oppose and serve NOT the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth " . . . but their own belly; and by good words and fair speeches deceive the hearts of the simple.  

Romans 16:17-18

17 Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which cause divisions and offences contrary to the doctrine which ye have learned; and avoid them.

18 For they that are such serve not our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly; and by good words and fair speeches deceive the hearts of the simple.



The Church is owned by and for the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and was not given to the Apostle Peter or any other man or Angel:

Matthew 16:18
18 And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.
Note:  Peter in the Greek means:   Pétros (a masculine noun) – properly, a stone (pebble), such as a small rock found along a pathway. Pétros is a stone . . . such as a man might throw.  That thou art (Peter, Pétros) a small stone, pebble found along a pathway.

 ". . . and upon this rock . . ."  Rock here is Pétra (a feminine noun) – "a mass of connected rock," a "solid or native rock, rising up through the earth"– a huge mass of rock (a boulder), such as a projecting cliff.  A rock embedded in the side of a cliff that cannot be moved.  A majestic rock, an overhanging rock.

Therefore, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth told the Apostle Peter, who could easily be moved (by satan) that he, the Apostle Peter was but a small rock found along a pathway, a pebble, a stone which a man might throw.  The Lord Jesus Christ declared that upon this Rock (Himself, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) He would build His (the Lord Jesus Christ's personal Church) -- UPON HIMSELF, a rock that cannot be moved.




The resurrection and translation of the Saints:


1 Thessalonians 4:13-18

13 But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others which have no hope.

14 For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep in Jesus will God bring with him.

15 For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep.

16 For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:

17 Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.

18 Wherefore comfort one another with these words.



1 Corinthians 15:51-52

51 Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed,

52 In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.

The Great Tribulation:


Deuteronomy 4:30-31

30 When thou art in tribulation, and all these things are come upon thee, even in the latter days, if thou turn to the Lord thy God, and shalt be obedient unto his voice;

31 (For the Lord thy God is a merciful God;) he will not forsake thee, neither destroy thee, nor forget the covenant of thy fathers which he sware unto them.


Matthew 24:29-31

29 Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall be shaken:

30 And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.

31 And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.




Satan, that old serpent, the devil, and evil:


Ezekiel 26:1-21

1 And it came to pass in the eleventh year, in the first day of the month, that the word of the Lord came unto me, saying,

2 Son of man, because that Tyrus hath said against Jerusalem, Aha, she is broken that was the gates of the people: she is turned unto me: I shall be replenished, now she is laid waste:

Note:  The King of Tyrus, Hiram, and his son the Prince of Tyrus were real earthly Kings, but were so consumed and controlled by satan to the point that God curses Tyrus as satan, that devil, the old serpent, that crooked serpent, Lucifer.

3 Therefore thus saith the Lord God; Behold, I am against thee, O Tyrus, and will cause many nations to come up against thee, as the sea causeth his waves to come up.

4 And they shall destroy the walls of Tyrus, and break down her towers: I will also scrape her dust from her, and make her like the top of a rock.

5 It shall be a place for the spreading of nets in the midst of the sea: for I have spoken it, saith the Lord God: and it shall become a spoil to the nations.

6 And her daughters which are in the field shall be slain by the sword; and they shall know that I am the Lord.

7 For thus saith the Lord God; Behold, I will bring upon Tyrus Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon, a king of kings, from the north, with horses, and with chariots, and with horsemen, and companies, and much people.

8 He shall slay with the sword thy daughters in the field: and he shall make a fort against thee, and cast a mount against thee, and lift up the buckler against thee.

9 And he shall set engines of war against thy walls, and with his axes he shall break down thy towers.

10 By reason of the abundance of his horses their dust shall cover thee: thy walls shall shake at the noise of the horsemen, and of the wheels, and of the chariots, when he shall enter into thy gates, as men enter into a city wherein is made a breach.

11 With the hoofs of his horses shall he tread down all thy streets: he shall slay thy people by the sword, and thy strong garrisons shall go down to the ground.

12 And they shall make a spoil of thy riches, and make a prey of thy merchandise: and they shall break down thy walls, and destroy thy pleasant houses: and they shall lay thy stones and thy timber and thy dust in the midst of the water.

13 And I will cause the noise of thy songs to cease; and the sound of thy harps shall be no more heard.

14 And I will make thee like the top of a rock: thou shalt be a place to spread nets upon; thou shalt be built no more: for I the Lord have spoken it, saith the Lord God.

15 Thus saith the Lord God to Tyrus; Shall not the isles shake at the sound of thy fall, when the wounded cry, when the slaughter is made in the midst of thee?

16 Then all the princes of the sea shall come down from their thrones, and lay away their robes, and put off their broidered garments: they shall clothe themselves with trembling; they shall sit upon the ground, and shall tremble at every moment, and be astonished at thee.

17 And they shall take up a lamentation for thee, and say to thee, How art thou destroyed, that wast inhabited of seafaring men, the renowned city, which wast strong in the sea, she and her inhabitants, which cause their terror to be on all that haunt it!

18 Now shall the isles tremble in the day of thy fall; yea, the isles that are in the sea shall be troubled at thy departure.

19 For thus saith the Lord God; When I shall make thee a desolate city, like the cities that are not inhabited; when I shall bring up the deep upon thee, and great waters shall cover thee;

20 When I shall bring thee down with them that descend into the pit, with the people of old time, and shall set thee in the low parts of the earth, in places desolate of old, with them that go down to the pit, that thou be not inhabited; and I shall set glory in the land of the living;

21 I will make thee a terror, and thou shalt be no more: though thou be sought for, yet shalt thou never be found again, saith the Lord God.



Ezekiel 28:1-18

1 The word of the Lord came again unto me, saying,

2 Son of man, say unto the prince of Tyrus, Thus saith the Lord God; Because thine heart is lifted up, and thou hast said, I am a God, I sit in the seat of God, in the midst of the seas; yet thou art a man, and not God, though thou set thine heart as the heart of God:

Note:  Tyrus, the the most noted of the Phoenician cities situated on the coast, about 20 miles South of Sidon and about 35 miles North of Carmel,  dating probably from the 17th century B.C..  It was a double city, one part on an island, a short distance from the shore, and the other on the mainland opposite. The island city had two harbors, connected by a canal, one looking North and the other South. The island was rocky and the city was fortitled on the land side by a wall 150 ft. high, the wall being of less elevation on the other sides. It was an exceedingly strong position, and is referred to in the Bible as the "strong" or "fortitled" city, Joshua 19:29-30.  The space within the walls was crowded with buildings, and is said to have contained 40,000 inhabitants. The town on the mainland was situated in a plain extending from the Ras el-`Abyad, on the South to Sarepta on the North, a distance of about 20 miles. It was fertile and well watered, the river Leontes (Litany) passing through it to the sea, about 5 miles N. of Tyre, and the copious fountain of Ras el-`Ain, 3 miles to the South, furnishing an abundant supply both for the city and the gardens.

Tyre was for centuries subordinate to Sidon, but when the Philistines subdued the latter city, probably in the 12th century, B.C., Tyre's mariners pushed boldly out to the West and founded colonies in Spain and North Africa, some of which, like Gades, Abdera and Carthage, became famous. They extended their commerce more widely than Sidon had ever done and ventured into the Atlantic and reached the coasts of Britain and West Africa. They reached out to the East also, and had their ships in the Red Sea and the Indian Ocean, and their land routes threaded all Western Asia. Tyre, like all the Phoenician cities, became subject to Egypt under Thothmes III in the first half of the 15th century BC, and remained so for some 300 years, but it enjoyed practical autonomy under native Kings, being only subject to tribute and to furnishing contingents of ships when the Egyptian Kings made their expeditions to the North.

After the decline of Egypt, Tyre regained her independence and exercised the hegemony over most of the Phoenician towns, at least as far North as Gebal (Byblus, Beblos), Gebal, i.e.:  Beblos is a Mediterranean city in the Mount Lebanon Governorate of present-day Lebanon under the current Arabic name of Jubayl (جبيل) and was also referred to as Gibelet during the Crusades. It is believed to have been occupied first between 8800 and 7000 BC,[1] and according to fragments attributed to the semi-legendary pre-Trojan war Phoenician historian Sanchuniathon, it was built by Cronus as the first city in Phoenicia.[2] Today it is believed by many to be the oldest continuously-inhabited city in the world).  Gebal (Byblus, Beblos) appears in the control that Hiram had over the Lebanon forests in the time of King David and his son King Solomon. Hiram, King of Tyre, was evidently desirous of an alliance with Israel, since he sent messengers to King David and furnished cedar and workmen to build him a house, apparently without solicitation. The friendly connection between the two kingdoms was advantageous to both, since Kings David and Solomon needed the timber and the skilled artisans that King Hiram could furnish, and King Hiram needed the food products of the land of Israel, 1 Kings 5.  (Christian are called NOT to be unequally yoked, 2 Corinthians 6:14). The purple dye and works in bronze were especially famous, and King Hiram, and his Tyrian artisans, were engaged by Solomon to cast the bronzes required for the Temple, 1 Kings 7:13-17.

Hiram, the King of Tyre, enlarged and beautified his capitol. He united the two small islands on which the city was built by filling up the space between, where he made an open square and built a splendid temple to Melkarth and Astarte. King Hiram engaged in commercial enterprises with King Solomon, 1 Kings 9:26-28

1 Kings 10:22

22 For the king had at sea a navy of Tharshish with the navy of Hiram: once in three years came the navy of Tharshish, bringing gold, and silver, ivory, and apes, and peacocks.

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Both King Solomon of Israel and King Hiram of Tyre, also called , Ethbaal, or Ithobalus by Josephus, in pursuance of the friendly alliance and also for the advantage of having the use of the port of Ezion-geber on the Red Sea. His brilliant reign lasted 43 years.  The Prince of Tyre is thought to be so controlled by satan, that the Prince of Tyre is then used as an emblem of the devil, satan himself, but rather of an antichrist.  King Hiram of Tyre and his sons were so controlled by satan, that it would be hard to discern between them and satan.    The list of Kings who succeeded King Hiram of Tyre contains the names of Baal-azar, Abd-ashtoreth.   Abd-ashtoreth was murdered by his brothers, the eldest of whom succeeded him, followed by Astartus and Aserymus.   Aserymus was murdered by his brother.

Ashtoreth the moon goddess of the Phoenicians, the Queen of Heaven, representing the passive principle in nature, their principal female deity; frequently associated with the name of Baal, the sun-god, their chief male deity:  Judges 10:6; 1 Samuel 7:4; 12:10

These names often occur in the plural (Ashtaroth, Baalim), probably as indicating either different statues or different modifications of the deities. This deity is spoken of as Ashtoreth of the Zidonians. She was the Ishtar of the Accadians and the Astarte of the Greeks:  1 Kings 11:5; 1 Kings 11:33; 2 Kings 23:13

There was a temple of this goddess among the Philistines in the time of Saul, 1 Samuel 31:10. Under the name of Ishtar, she was one of the great deities of the Assyrians. The Phoenicians called her Astarte.

King Solomon introduced the worship of this idol:  1 Kings 11:33. Queen Jezebel’s 450 Priests were probably employed in its service, 1 Kings 18:19. Ashtroth the moon goddess was called the “Queen of Heaven," Jeremiah 44:25.


Note:  the name Baal, satan, here as the King of Tyre and those who came after him were Baal worshipers, satan worshipers.  Notice too, King Hiram brought to King Solomon, who turned from God and worshiped Molach (Molach, satan by another name), www.alemattec.com/The Star of Solomon, which is called as the Star of David, is the Star of Molech-- Baal . . . .doc) peacocks whom Baal worshipers worshiped as part of their false religion. Returning to Ezekiel 28 . . .

3 Behold, thou art wiser than Daniel; there is no secret that they can hide from thee:

4 With thy wisdom and with thine understanding thou hast gotten thee riches, and hast gotten gold and silver into thy treasures:

5 By thy great wisdom and by thy traffick hast thou increased thy riches, and thine heart is lifted up because of thy riches:

6 Therefore thus saith the Lord God; Because thou hast set thine heart as the heart of God;

7 Behold, therefore I will bring strangers upon thee, the terrible of the nations: and they shall draw their swords against the beauty of thy wisdom, and they shall defile thy brightness.

8 They shall bring thee down to the pit, and thou shalt die the deaths of them that are slain in the midst of the seas.

9 Wilt thou yet say before him that slayeth thee, I am God? but thou shalt be a man, and no God, in the hand of him that slayeth thee.

10 Thou shalt die the deaths of the uncircumcised by the hand of strangers: for I have spoken it, saith the Lord God.

11 Moreover the word of the Lord came unto me, saying,

12 Son of man, take up a lamentation upon the king of Tyrus, and say unto him, Thus saith the Lord God; Thou sealest up the sum, full of wisdom, and perfect in beauty.

13 Thou hast been in Eden the garden of God; every precious stone was thy covering, the sardius, topaz, and the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the sapphire, the emerald, and the carbuncle, and gold: the workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy pipes was prepared in thee in the day that thou wast created.

Note:  Not that the King of Tyre was ever literally there, or ever dwelt in the Garden of Eden, but again satan was so strong in this antichrist that God speaks to satan, that old serpent, the devil through the King of Tyre.  

14 Thou art the anointed cherub that covereth; and I have set thee so: thou wast upon the holy mountain of God; thou hast walked up and down in the midst of the stones of fire.

15 Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee.

16 By the multitude of thy merchandise they have filled the midst of thee with violence, and thou hast sinned: therefore I will cast thee as profane out of the mountain of God: and I will destroy thee, O covering cherub, from the midst of the stones of fire.

17 Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast corrupted thy wisdom by reason of thy brightness: I will cast thee to the ground, I will lay thee before kings, that they may behold thee.

18 Thou hast defiled thy sanctuaries by the multitude of thine iniquities, by the iniquity of thy traffick; therefore will I bring forth a fire from the midst of thee, it shall devour thee, and I will bring thee to ashes upon the earth in the sight of all them that behold thee.


Isaiah 14:9-27

9 Hell from beneath is moved for thee to meet thee at thy coming: it stirreth up the dead for thee, even all the chief ones of the earth; it hath raised up from their thrones all the kings of the nations.

10 All they shall speak and say unto thee, Art thou also become weak as we? art thou become like unto us?

11 Thy pomp is brought down to the grave, and the noise of thy viols: the worm is spread under thee, and the worms cover thee.

12 How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou cut down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations!

13 For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north:

14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High.

15 Yet thou shalt be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit.

16 They that see thee shall narrowly look upon thee, and consider thee, saying, Is this the man that made the earth to tremble, that did shake kingdoms;

17 That made the world as a wilderness, and destroyed the cities thereof; that opened not the house of his prisoners?

18 All the kings of the nations, even all of them, lie in glory, every one in his own house.

19 But thou art cast out of thy grave like an abominable branch, and as the raiment of those that are slain, thrust through with a sword, that go down to the stones of the pit; as a carcase trodden under feet.

20 Thou shalt not be joined with them in burial, because thou hast destroyed thy land, and slain thy people: the seed of evildoers shall never be renowned.

21 Prepare slaughter for his children for the iniquity of their fathers; that they do not rise, nor possess the land, nor fill the face of the world with cities.

22 For I will rise up against them, saith the Lord of hosts, and cut off from Babylon the name, and remnant, and son, and nephew, saith the Lord.

23 I will also make it a possession for the bittern, and pools of water: and I will sweep it with the besom of destruction, saith the Lord of hosts.

24 The Lord of hosts hath sworn, saying, Surely as I have thought, so shall it come to pass; and as I have purposed, so shall it stand:

25 That I will break the Assyrian in my land, and upon my mountains tread him under foot: then shall his yoke depart from off them, and his burden depart from off their shoulders.

26 This is the purpose that is purposed upon the whole earth: and this is the hand that is stretched out upon all the nations.

27 For the Lord of hosts hath purposed, and who shall disannul it? and his hand is stretched out, and who shall turn it back?




The "man of sin":  Ezekiel 28:1-18



2 Thessalonians 2:1-4

1 Now we beseech you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, and by our gathering together unto him,

2 That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand.

3 Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;

4 Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God.

The course and end of apostate Christendom:


Daniel 2:31-45

31 Thou, O king, sawest, and behold a great image. This great image, whose brightness was excellent, stood before thee; and the form thereof was terrible.

32 This image's head was of fine gold, his breast and his arms of silver, his belly and his thighs of brass,

33 His legs of iron, his feet part of iron and part of clay.

34 Thou sawest till that a stone was cut out without hands, which smote the image upon his feet that were of iron and clay, and brake them to pieces.

35 Then was the iron, the clay, the brass, the silver, and the gold, broken to pieces together, and became like the chaff of the summer threshingfloors; and the wind carried them away, that no place was found for them: and the stone that smote the image became a great mountain, and filled the whole earth.

36 This is the dream; and we will tell the interpretation thereof before the king.

37 Thou, O king, art a king of kings: for the God of heaven hath given thee a kingdom, power, and strength, and glory.

38 And wheresoever the children of men dwell, the beasts of the field and the fowls of the heaven hath he given into thine hand, and hath made thee ruler over them all. Thou art this head of gold.

39 And after thee shall arise another kingdom inferior to thee, and another third kingdom of brass, which shall bear rule over all the earth.

40 And the fourth kingdom shall be strong as iron: forasmuch as iron breaketh in pieces and subdueth all things: and as iron that breaketh all these, shall it break in pieces and bruise.

41 And whereas thou sawest the feet and toes, part of potters' clay, and part of iron, the kingdom shall be divided; but there shall be in it of the strength of the iron, forasmuch as thou sawest the iron mixed with miry clay.

42 And as the toes of the feet were part of iron, and part of clay, so the kingdom shall be partly strong, and partly broken.

43 And whereas thou sawest iron mixed with miry clay, they shall mingle themselves with the seed of men: but they shall not cleave one to another, even as iron is not mixed with clay.

44 And in the days of these kings shall the God of heaven set up a kingdom, which shall never be destroyed: and the kingdom shall not be left to other people, but it shall break in pieces and consume all these kingdoms, and it shall stand for ever.

45 Forasmuch as thou sawest that the stone was cut out of the mountain without hands, and that it brake in pieces the iron, the brass, the clay, the silver, and the gold; the great God hath made known to the king what shall come to pass hereafter: and the dream is certain, and the interpretation thereof sure.



Matthew 13:1-58

1 The same day went Jesus out of the house, and sat by the sea side.

2 And great multitudes were gathered together unto him, so that he went into a ship, and sat; and the whole multitude stood on the shore.

3 And he spake many things unto them in parables, saying, Behold, a sower went forth to sow;

4 And when he sowed, some seeds fell by the way side, and the fowls came and devoured them up:

5 Some fell upon stony places, where they had not much earth: and forthwith they sprung up, because they had no deepness of earth:

6 And when the sun was up, they were scorched; and because they had no root, they withered away.

7 And some fell among thorns; and the thorns sprung up, and choked them:

8 But other fell into good ground, and brought forth fruit, some an hundredfold, some sixtyfold, some thirtyfold.

9 Who hath ears to hear, let him hear.

10 And the disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou unto them in parables?

11 He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given.

12 For whosoever hath, to him shall be given, and he shall have more abundance: but whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even that he hath.

13 Therefore speak I to them in parables: because they seeing see not; and hearing they hear not, neither do they understand.

14 And in them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive:

15 For this people's heart is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them.

16 But blessed are your eyes, for they see: and your ears, for they hear.

17 For verily I say unto you, That many prophets and righteous men have desired to see those things which ye see, and have not seen them; and to hear those things which ye hear, and have not heard them.

18 Hear ye therefore the parable of the sower.

19 When any one heareth the word of the kingdom, and understandeth it not, then cometh the wicked one, and catcheth away that which was sown in his heart. This is he which received seed by the way side.

20 But he that received the seed into stony places, the same is he that heareth the word, and anon with joy receiveth it;

21 Yet hath he not root in himself, but dureth for a while: for when tribulation or persecution ariseth because of the word, by and by he is offended.

22 He also that received seed among the thorns is he that heareth the word; and the care of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word, and he becometh unfruitful.

23 But he that received seed into the good ground is he that heareth the word, and understandeth it; which also beareth fruit, and bringeth forth, some an hundredfold, some sixty, some thirty.

24 Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is likened unto a man which sowed good seed in his field:

25 But while men slept, his enemy came and sowed tares among the wheat, and went his way.

26 But when the blade was sprung up, and brought forth fruit, then appeared the tares also.

27 So the servants of the householder came and said unto him, Sir, didst not thou sow good seed in thy field? from whence then hath it tares?

28 He said unto them, An enemy hath done this. The servants said unto him, Wilt thou then that we go and gather them up?

29 But he said, Nay; lest while ye gather up the tares, ye root up also the wheat with them.

30 Let both grow together until the harvest: and in the time of harvest I will say to the reapers, Gather ye together first the tares, and bind them in bundles to burn them: but gather the wheat into my barn.

31 Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is like to a grain of mustard seed, which a man took, and sowed in his field:

32 Which indeed is the least of all seeds: but when it is grown, it is the greatest among herbs, and becometh a tree, so that the birds of the air come and lodge in the branches thereof.

33 Another parable spake he unto them; The kingdom of heaven is like unto leaven, which a woman took, and hid in three measures of meal, till the whole was leavened.

34 All these things spake Jesus unto the multitude in parables; and without a parable spake he not unto them:

35 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying, I will open my mouth in parables; I will utter things which have been kept secret from the foundation of the world.

36 Then Jesus sent the multitude away, and went into the house: and his disciples came unto him, saying, Declare unto us the parable of the tares of the field.

37 He answered and said unto them, He that soweth the good seed is the Son of man;

38 The field is the world; the good seed are the children of the kingdom; but the tares are the children of the wicked one;

39 The enemy that sowed them is the devil; the harvest is the end of the world; and the reapers are the angels.

40 As therefore the tares are gathered and burned in the fire; so shall it be in the end of this world.

41 The Son of man shall send forth his angels, and they shall gather out of his kingdom all things that offend, and them which do iniquity;

42 And shall cast them into a furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth.

43 Then shall the righteous shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father. Who hath ears to hear, let him hear.

44 Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto treasure hid in a field; the which when a man hath found, he hideth, and for joy thereof goeth and selleth all that he hath, and buyeth that field.

45 Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a merchant man, seeking goodly pearls:

46 Who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it.

47 Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a net, that was cast into the sea, and gathered of every kind:

48 Which, when it was full, they drew to shore, and sat down, and gathered the good into vessels, but cast the bad away.

49 So shall it be at the end of the world: the angels shall come forth, and sever the wicked from among the just,

50 And shall cast them into the furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth.

51 Jesus saith unto them, Have ye understood all these things? They say unto him, Yea, Lord.

52 Then said he unto them, Therefore every scribe which is instructed unto the kingdom of heaven is like unto a man that is an householder, which bringeth forth out of his treasure things new and old.

53 And it came to pass, that when Jesus had finished these parables, he departed thence.

54 And when he was come into his own country, he taught them in their synagogue, insomuch that they were astonished, and said, Whence hath this man this wisdom, and these mighty works?

55 Is not this the carpenter's son? is not his mother called Mary? and his brethren, James, and Joses, and Simon, and Judas?

56 And his sisters, are they not all with us? Whence then hath this man all these things?

57 And they were offended in him. But Jesus said unto them, A prophet is not without honour, save in his own country, and in his own house.

58 And he did not many mighty works there because of their unbelief.




The beginning, course, and end of the "times of the Gentiles":



Daniel 2:37
37 Thou, O king, art a king of kings: for the God of heaven hath given thee a kingdom, power, and strength, and glory.

Luke 21:24
24 And they shall fall by the edge of the sword, and shall be led away captive into all nations: and Jerusalem shall be trodden down of the Gentiles, until the times of the Gentiles be fulfilled.

Note:  After the times of the Gentiles, the end of the age comes. There are signs in Heaven, distress on earth, a mighty movement in the waves of human population. The heart of man, moved by a Prophetic alarm, foresees the calamities which, still unknown by them, are threatening him.  As all the influences that govern men are to be shaken. Then shall they see the Son of man, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Mighty God once rejected from the earth, coming from Heaven with the ensign of the Great Jehovah God, with power and great glory -- the Son of man shall descend from Heaven with the Trump of the Archangel leading the Hosts of Heaven as the Man of War toward men on earth.



The second coming of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth with His Host of Heaven:

Matthew 24:29-31

29 Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall be shaken:

30 And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.

31 And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.




1 Thessalonians 4:15-17

15 For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep.

16 For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:

17 Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.


Exodus 15:3 
3The Lord is a man of war: the Lord is his name.


Isaiah 42:13 
13The Lord shall go forth as a mighty man, he shall stir up jealousy like a man of war: he shall cry, yea, roar; he shall prevail against his enemies.
Note:  " . . . he shall cry, yea, roar; . . ."  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth shall roar like a lion, the Lion of the Tribe of Judah, the Root of David!

Revelation 5:5
5 And one of the elders saith unto me, Weep not: behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, hath prevailed to open the book, and to loose the seven seals thereof.





Jude 1:14-15

14 And Enoch also, the seventh from Adam, prophesied of these, saying, Behold, the Lord cometh with ten thousands of his saints,


15 To execute judgment upon all, and to convince all that are ungodly among them of all their ungodly deeds which they have ungodly committed, and of all their hard speeches which ungodly sinners have spoken against him. 



Revelation 19:11-16

11 And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war.

12 His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he himself.

13 And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God.

14 And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean.

15 And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.

16 And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, King Of Kings, And Lord Of Lords.

Revelation 17: 1-18

1 And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked with me, saying unto me, Come hither; I will shew unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters:

2 With whom the kings of the earth have committed fornication, and the inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk with the wine of her fornication.

3 So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw a woman sit upon a scarlet coloured beast, full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns.

4 And the woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet colour, and decked with gold and precious stones and pearls, having a golden cup in her hand full of abominations and filthiness of her fornication:

5 And upon her forehead was a name written, Mystery, Babylon The Great, The Mother Of Harlots And Abominations Of The Earth.

6 And I saw the woman drunken with the blood of the saints, and with the blood of the martyrs of Jesus: and when I saw her, I wondered with great admiration.

7 And the angel said unto me, Wherefore didst thou marvel? I will tell thee the mystery of the woman, and of the beast that carrieth her, which hath the seven heads and ten horns.

8 The beast that thou sawest was, and is not; and shall ascend out of the bottomless pit, and go into perdition: and they that dwell on the earth shall wonder, whose names were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the world, when they behold the beast that was, and is not, and yet is.

9 And here is the mind which hath wisdom. The seven heads are seven mountains, on which the woman sitteth.

10 And there are seven kings: five are fallen, and one is, and the other is not yet come; and when he cometh, he must continue a short space.

11 And the beast that was, and is not, even he is the eighth, and is of the seven, and goeth into perdition.

12 And the ten horns which thou sawest are ten kings, which have received no kingdom as yet; but receive power as kings one hour with the beast.

13 These have one mind, and shall give their power and strength unto the beast.

14 These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful.

15 And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, and multitudes, and nations, and tongues.

16 And the ten horns which thou sawest upon the beast, these shall hate the whore, and shall make her desolate and naked, and shall eat her flesh, and burn her with fire.

17 For God hath put in their hearts to fulfil his will, and to agree, and give their kingdom unto the beast, until the words of God shall be fulfilled.

18 And the woman which thou sawest is that great city, which reigneth over the kings of the earth.

Revelation 18:1-6

1 And after these things I saw another angel come down from heaven, having great power; and the earth was lightened with his glory.

2 And he cried mightily with a strong voice, saying, Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen, and is become the habitation of devils, and the hold of every foul spirit, and a cage of every unclean and hateful bird.

3 For all nations have drunk of the wine of the wrath of her fornication, and the kings of the earth have committed fornication with her, and the merchants of the earth are waxed rich through the abundance of her delicacies.

4 And I heard another voice from heaven, saying, Come out of her, my people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that ye receive not of her plagues.

5 For her sins have reached unto heaven, and God hath remembered her iniquities.

6 Reward her even as she rewarded you, and double unto her double according to her works: in the cup which she hath filled fill to her double.



Revelation 22:1-21

1 And he shewed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding out of the throne of God and of the Lamb.

2 In the midst of the street of it, and on either side of the river, was there the tree of life, which bare twelve manner of fruits, and yielded her fruit every month: and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations.

3 And there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it; and his servants shall serve him:

4 And they shall see his face; and his name shall be in their foreheads.

5 And there shall be no night there; and they need no candle, neither light of the sun; for the Lord God giveth them light: and they shall reign for ever and ever.

6 And he said unto me, These sayings are faithful and true: and the Lord God of the holy prophets sent his angel to shew unto his servants the things which must shortly be done.

7 Behold, I come quickly: blessed is he that keepeth the sayings of the prophecy of this book.

8 And I John saw these things, and heard them. And when I had heard and seen, I fell down to worship before the feet of the angel which shewed me these things.

9 Then saith he unto me, See thou do it not: for I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren the prophets, and of them which keep the sayings of this book: worship God.

10 And he saith unto me, Seal not the sayings of the prophecy of this book: for the time is at hand.

11 He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still.

12 And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give every man according as his work shall be.

13 I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end, the first and the last.

14 Blessed are they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city.

15 For without are dogs, and sorcerers, and whoremongers, and murderers, and idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a lie.

16 I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star.

17 And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth say, Come. And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely.

18 For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book:

19 And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.

20 He which testifieth these things saith, Surely I come quickly. Amen. Even so, come, Lord Jesus.

21 The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you all. Amen.
