So, Who exactly was this carpenter from Nazareth, this man Who was God, God the Son?  That was, and is, the chief question in all of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth asked the Apostles, and through this question to them to all of humanity,  “But whom say ye that I am?  The answer is, of course, is ONLY discernible by those having been given that discernment, that insight from God the Father, through God the Holy Spirit -- Who is the revealer of all spiritual Truth.
Matthew 16:13-17
13 When Jesus came into the coasts of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples, saying, Whom do men say that I the Son of man am?
14 And they said, Some say that thou art John the Baptist: some, Elias; and others, Jeremias, or one of the prophets.
15 He saith unto them, But whom say ye that I am?
16 And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God.
17 And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father which is in heaven.

Matthew 13:53-58

53 And it came to pass, that when Jesus had finished these parables, he departed thence.

54 And when he was come into his own country, he taught them in their synagogue, insomuch that they were astonished, and said, Whence hath this man this wisdom, and these mighty works?
55 Is not this the carpenter's son? is not his mother called Mary? and his brethren, James, and Joses, and Simon, and Judas?

56 And his sisters, are they not all with us? Whence then hath this man all these things?
57 And they were offended in him. But Jesus said unto them, A prophet is not without honour, save in his own country, and in his own house.


Note:  A Prophet is not known by those outside of his own country.  Also, a Prophet is not known by those even outside of his own house, his own family, as the family are the one's who truly know the character of the person.  The Scribes and Pharisees were not of the Lord Jesus Christ's family, (world) not of His sheep, as they were of satan's family, (world) John 8:37-47; John 10, therefore,  they could not figure out Who the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was, even by His mighty works, and most importantly by His words.

58 And he did not many mighty works there because of their unbelief.

Luke 4:14-22

14 And Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit into Galilee: and there went out a fame of him through all the region round about.
15 And he taught in their synagogues, being glorified of all.

16 And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read.
17 And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias. And when he had opened the book, he found the place where it was written,


Note:  Isaiah 61, a Prophecy of the Messiah, God's Christ.

18 The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised,

19 To preach the acceptable year of the Lord.
20 And he closed the book, and he gave it again to the minister, and sat down. And the eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were fastened on him.

21 And he began to say unto them, This day is this scripture fulfilled in your ears.
22 And all bare him witness, and wondered at the gracious words which proceeded out of his mouth. And they said, Is not this Joseph's son?

Just like the Governor Pontius Pilate who knew that this man, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had said many things that the people had accepted as God's Truth, and that His actions and words were not serious nor seditious, even about Himself being the King of the Jews.  Like Pontius Pilate, the Scribes and Pharisees did not know that in Truth the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is a Mighty King, and is the Chiefest Lord, and is indeed THE King of kings and the Lord of lords.

Yes, they might have guessed that this carpenter from Nazareth could make a table, a chair, and even build a house; however, it never entered their minds that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth could build such a magnificient House, His Own House, a spiritual House, and that by Him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers; all things were created by Him, and for Him, and for His Own pleasure:
Revelation 4:11
11 Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and power: for thou hast created all things, and for thy pleasure they are and were created.
 

Colossians 1:12-20

12 Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light:
13 Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son:

14 In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins:

15 Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature:
16 For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him:
17 And he is before all things, and by him all things consist.

18 And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence.
19 For it pleased the Father that in him should all fulness dwell;

20 And, having made peace through the blood of his cross, by him to reconcile all things unto himself; by him, I say, whether they be things in earth, or things in heaven.
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
