Leviticus 16:1-34

 1And the LORD spake unto Moses after the death of the two sons of Aaron, when they offered before the LORD, and died; 

Note:  They offered "strange fire" before the LORD God going against what God had Commanded.

 2And the LORD said unto Moses, Speak unto Aaron thy brother, that he come not at all times into the holy place within the vail before the mercy seat, which is upon the ark; that he die not: for I will appear in the cloud upon the mercy seat. 

Note:  . . . within the vail, the Holy of Holies (which refers to the inner sanctuary of the Tabernacle, and later the Temple in Jerusalem, where the Ark of the Covenant was kept during the First Temple, which can be entered only by the High Priest on Yom Kippur. The Ark of the Covenant contained the Ten Commandments given by God to Moses and the Israelites at Mount Sinai.), once a year the High Priests could enter to offer a sacrifice for the people, before the Mercy Seat, which is upon the Ark of the Covenant.  (The Shekhinah Glory -- the very dwelling or settling presence of God) by a cloud so as not to consume man).

 3Thus shall Aaron come into the holy place: with a young bullock for a sin offering, and a ram for a burnt offering. 

 4He shall put on the holy linen coat, and he shall have the linen breeches upon his flesh, and shall be girded with a linen girdle, and with the linen mitre shall he be attired: these are holy garments; therefore shall he wash his flesh in water, and so put them on. 

 5And he shall take of the congregation of the children of Israel two kids of the goats for a sin offering, and one ram for a burnt offering. 

 6And Aaron shall offer his bullock of the sin offering, which is for himself, and make an atonement for himself, and for his house. 

 7And he shall take the two goats, and present them before the LORD at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation. 

 8And Aaron shall cast lots upon the two goats; one lot for the LORD, and the other lot for the scapegoat. 

 9And Aaron shall bring the goat upon which the LORD's lot fell, and offer him for a sin offering. 

 10But the goat, on which the lot fell to be the scapegoat, shall be presented alive before the LORD, to make an atonement with him, and to let him go for a scapegoat into the wilderness. 

Note:  the scapegoat, God sends into the wilderness, away from Him and His people, carrying as a substitute the sins of the people.

 11And Aaron shall bring the bullock of the sin offering, which is for himself, and shall make an atonement for himself, and for his house, and shall kill the bullock of the sin offering which is for himself: 

 12And he shall take a censer full of burning coals of fire from off the altar before the LORD, and his hands full of sweet incense beaten small, and bring it within the vail: 

 13And he shall put the incense upon the fire before the LORD, that the cloud of the incense may cover the mercy seat that is upon the testimony, that he die not: 

 14And he shall take of the blood of the bullock, and sprinkle it with his finger upon the mercy seat eastward; and before the mercy seat shall he sprinkle of the blood with his finger seven times. 

 15Then shall he kill the goat of the sin offering, that is for the people, and bring his blood within the vail, and do with that blood as he did with the blood of the bullock, and sprinkle it upon the mercy seat, and before the mercy seat: 

 16And he shall make an atonement for the holy place, because of the uncleanness of the children of Israel, and because of their transgressions in all their sins: and so shall he do for the tabernacle of the congregation, that remaineth among them in the midst of their uncleanness. 

 17And there shall be no man in the tabernacle of the congregation when he goeth in to make an atonement in the holy place, until he come out, and have made an atonement for himself, and for his household, and for all the congregation of Israel. 

Note:  When the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth died on the Cross at Calvary, the Veil is rent; and we enter into the Tabernacle of the Congregation, as Priests (1 Peter 2:8-10, Revelation 1:5-7 , Revelation 5:9-12 , Revelation 20:6) with boldness into the Holy of Holies, by a New and Living Way through the veil, that is to say, the flesh of the Lord Jesus Christ alive forevermore. We enter in without conscience of sins, because the blow from God the Father which rent the veil, to shew all the Glory and the Majesty of the Throne, and the Holiness of Him who sits thereon, has taken away the sins which would have incapacitated us from entering in, or from even looking within. We are even seated there in Christ who is our Head—the Head of His body His Church. Ephesians 2:5-7 , Revelation 3:21-22 .

 18And he shall go out unto the altar that is before the LORD, and make an atonement for it; and shall take of the blood of the bullock, and of the blood of the goat, and put it upon the horns of the altar round about. 

 19And he shall sprinkle of the blood upon it with his finger seven times, and cleanse it, and hallow it from the uncleanness of the children of Israel. 

 20And when he hath made an end of reconciling the holy place, and the tabernacle of the congregation, and the altar, he shall bring the live goat: 

 21And Aaron shall lay both his hands upon the head of the live goat, and confess over him all the iniquities of the children of Israel, and all their transgressions in all their sins, putting them upon the head of the goat, and shall send him away by the hand of a fit man into the wilderness: 

 22And the goat shall bear upon him all their iniquities unto a land not inhabited: and he shall let go the goat in the wilderness. 

 23And Aaron shall come into the tabernacle of the congregation, and shall put off the linen garments, which he put on when he went into the holy place, and shall leave them there: 

 24And he shall wash his flesh with water in the holy place, and put on his garments, and come forth, and offer his burnt offering, and the burnt offering of the people, and make an atonement for himself, and for the people. 

 25And the fat of the sin offering shall he burn upon the altar. 

 26And he that let go the goat for the scapegoat shall wash his clothes, and bathe his flesh in water, and afterward come into the camp. 

 27And the bullock for the sin offering, and the goat for the sin offering, whose blood was brought in to make atonement in the holy place, shall one carry forth without the camp; and they shall burn in the fire their skins, and their flesh, and their dung. 

 28And he that burneth them shall wash his clothes, and bathe his flesh in water, and afterward he shall come into the camp. 

 29And this shall be a statute for ever unto you: that in the seventh month, on the tenth day of the month, ye shall afflict your souls, and do no work at all, whether it be one of your own country, or a stranger that sojourneth among you: 

 30For on that day shall the priest make an atonement for you, to cleanse you, that ye may be clean from all your sins before the LORD. 

 31It shall be a sabbath of rest unto you, and ye shall afflict your souls, by a statute for ever. 

 32And the priest, whom he shall anoint, and whom he shall consecrate to minister in the priest's office in his father's stead, shall make the atonement, and shall put on the linen clothes, even the holy garments: 

 33And he shall make an atonement for the holy sanctuary, and he shall make an atonement for the tabernacle of the congregation, and for the altar, and he shall make an atonement for the priests, and for all the people of the congregation. 

 34And this shall be an everlasting statute unto you, to make an atonement for the children of Israel for all their sins once a year. And he did as the LORD commanded Moses.


Romans 5:6-11

6For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly. 

 7For scarcely for a righteous man will one die: yet peradventure for a good man some would even dare to die. 

 8But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us. 

 9Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him. 

 10For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his life. 

 11And not only so, but we also joy in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom we have now received the atonement.


Believers have their place outside the camp, where their Head - the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, has suffered as sacrifice for sin; but, in consequence, they have their place in the presence of God in the heavens, where their Head, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has entered and sits on the right hand of God the Father.

The Lord Jesus Christ is both the Maker and the Matter of the Atonement; for He is the True Worshipers, those Born Again Priest, the High Priest, that makes reconciliation for the sins of His people. As the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the High Priest, so He is the Sacrifice with which the only acceptable Atonement before God the Father is made; for He alone is all in all in our reconciliation to God as those sole Mediator between man and God the Father. Thus, He was figured by the two goats. The slain goat was a type of Christ Jesus, God's Anointed dying for the sins of His people; the scape-goat, the second type of Christ Jesus, God's Anointed cast outside the camp, as Calvary was outside the gates to Jerusalem, but this type rose again for our justification, to make us just, Holy, acceptable before God the Father. The Atonement is said to be completed by putting the sins of Israel upon the head of the scape-goat, which was sent away into a wilderness, a land not inhabited, dead; and the sending away of the goat represented the free and full remission of their sins. This scape-goat, the second type of Christ Jesus, God's Anoited shall bear upon him all their iniquities. The Lord Jesus Christ, as the Lamb of God Who takes away the sin of the world (His family), by taking it upon Himself:


John 1:1-2

 1In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 

 2The same was in the beginning with God.


The entrance into heaven, therefore, which the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth made for His world (His family,) His people, was typified by the High Priest's entrance into the most Holy Place, the Holy of Holies.


Hebrews 9:7-15

7But into the second went the high priest alone once every year, not without blood, which he offered for himself, and for the errors of the people: 

 8The Holy Ghost this signifying, that the way into the holiest of all was not yet made manifest, while as the first tabernacle was yet standing: 

 9Which was a figure for the time then present, in which were offered both gifts and sacrifices, that could not make him that did the service perfect, as pertaining to the conscience; 

 10Which stood only in meats and drinks, and divers washings, and carnal ordinances, imposed on them until the time of reformation. 

 11But Christ being come an high priest of good things to come, by a greater and more perfect tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, not of this building; 

 12Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us. 

 13For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh: 

 14How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? 

 15And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance.


The High Priest of the Levites, after the Order of Aaron, after entering the Holy of Holies once a year was to come out again; but our Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ever lives, making intercession, and always appears in the presence of God the Father for His people. 

The High Priest confessed the sins of the people over the scape-goat, which, sent away unto a land not inhabited, bore all the sins away from God's people, never to be found again. It is here that the idea of substitution is presented most clearly. There are three things to note about the mind of God the Father in this perfect plan: the blood on the Mercy-seat, the reconciliation of the Sanctuary, and the sins confessed and borne by another.

It is evident that, though the scape-goat was sent away alive, he was identified as to the efficacy of the work with the death of the other goat. The idea of the eternal sending away of sins out of remembrance is only added to the thought of death to the the goat upon which the LORD's lot fell, and who was offered for a sin offering.


Romans 9:15

15For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion.


Hebrews 8:12-13

 12For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more. 

 13In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away.


Hebrews 10:16-18

16This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them; 

 17And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more. 

 18Now where remission of these is, there is no more offering for sin.


The glory of God the Father was established, on one side, in the putting of the blood on the Mercy-seat; and, on the other, there was the substitution of the scape-goat, which is a type and picture of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, in His precious Grace, for the guilty persons whose cause He had undertaken; and, the sins of these having been borne, their deliverance was full, entire, and final. The first goat was Jehovah God's lot—it was to show His character, His compassion, and His majesty. The other was the lot of the people, which definitively represented the people in their sins.

Two aspects of the death of the Lord Jesus Christ: to glorify God the Father and to save man . . .

These two aspects of the death of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth must be carefully distinguished in the Atoning sacrifice He has accomplished. Perfectly, the Lord Jesus Christ has glorified God the Father, and Jehovah God acts according to the value of that blood towards all Whom He shows compassion toward. Truly, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has borne the sins of His people; and the Salvation of His people is therefore assured and complete. In a certain sense, the first part is the most important . . . Sin having come in, the Justice of God might, it is true, have got rid of the sinner by their death and being cast away from Him forever into Hell for their sin; but where would then have been His love and His counsels of Grace, pardon, and even the maintenance of His Glory according to His true nature as love, while at the same time demanding death for sin violating His Righteousness and Holiness too?  God the Father's Righteousness violated (which is sin) requires death.

Romans 6:23

 23For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

God's perfect plan from the Beginning was to have a substitute for the sins of His people, so that when His Righteousness was violated by man' sin, which every man has done except the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth who is the very perfect Son of God both fully man and fully God, God the Father placed a substitute in man's place that the wrath of God could be directed to put away -- forever, by destroying their sin so that He would not destroy the sinner and caste them out of His Presence forever, and with this substitute He could then bring man to Him by His sole Mediator, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

I am not speaking here of the persons who were to be saved, but of the Glory and Perfection of God Himself. By the perfect death of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth— and by His blood put on the the very Throne of God the Father— He, the Lord Jesus Christ, has established and brought into evidence all that God is, all His Glory, all His Righteousness, all His Perfection, all His Love toward His world (family) as no creature in His creation could have done it; His Truth (for He had passed sentence of death upon man for man's sin) is made good in the highest way in and by the Lord Jesus Christ; His Majesty shines forth, for His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth submits Himself perfectly to all of God the Father's Will --  for God's Glory; God the Father's justice against sin; His infinite love toward His world (His family) is proved and shown to them.  God the Father found means therein to accomplish His counsels of Grace, in maintaining all the Majesty of His Justice and of His Divine Dignity, and His Love toward His Called, the very Elect of God, His world (family); for what, and except by the death of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, could have glorified them, and made sinful man acceptable to God while they were yet sinners which required their death?  God in His infinite Love, Mercy, and Compassion by His perfect plan to offer a substitute to place His Wrath upon so as not do destroy the sinner and allow such to enter before Him without guilt as kings, shows His Nature to His own.



An atonement is Holy.  It is set aside to Worship God and is to consecrate and to sanctify, and is not to be used by a non-believer, one not Born Again.  No offer of Communion to a non-Believer.  What does Christ have to do with darkness?

Exodus 29:32-34

 32And Aaron and his sons shall eat the flesh of the ram, and the bread that is in the basket by the door of the tabernacle of the congregation. 

 33And they shall eat those things wherewith the atonement was made, to consecrate and to sanctify them: but a stranger shall not eat thereof, because they are holy. 

 34And if ought of the flesh of the consecrations, or of the bread, remain unto the morning, then thou shalt burn the remainder with fire: it shall not be eaten, because it is holy.


2 Corinthians 6:13-15

13Now for a recompence in the same, (I speak as unto my children,) be ye also enlarged. 

 14Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness? 

 15And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an infidel?


Aaron as High Priest, along with his sons who were Priest, would have to offer sacrifices as an atonement for the first themselves, then for the people's sin.  Day after day, repeatedly an atonement was being made.  Offering bulls and goats for their sins.


Exodus 29:35-37

35And thus shalt thou do unto Aaron, and to his sons, according to all things which I have commanded thee: seven days shalt thou consecrate them. 

 36And thou shalt offer every day a bullock for a sin offering for atonement: and thou shalt cleanse the altar, when thou hast made an atonement for it, and thou shalt anoint it, to sanctify it. 

 37Seven days thou shalt make an atonement for the altar, and sanctify it; and it shall be an altar most holy: whatsoever toucheth the altar shall be holy.

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, was made an atonement for His people, those Born Again, His family, His world, but this atonement was only made once and is never to be repeated;  the atonement was not for every single person in the world, but those God Chose before the foundation of the world.  Ephesians 1

Hebrews 9:27-28

 27And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment: 

 28So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation.


Aaron as High Priest, along with his sons who were Priest, would have to offer sacrifices as an atonement for the first themselves, then for the people's sin.  Day after day, repeatedly an atonement was being made.  Offering bulls and goats for their sins.


Hebrews 7:26-28

26For such an high priest became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and made higher than the heavens; 

 27Who needeth not daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then for the people's: for this he did once, when he offered up himself. 

 28For the law maketh men high priests which have infirmity; but the word of the oath, which was since the law, maketh the Son, who is consecrated for evermore.


Hebrews 10:11-13

 11And every priest standeth daily ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins: 

 12But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God; 

 13From henceforth expecting till his enemies be made his footstool.


The Law of God could not make those people, who had received an atonement by the Priests perfect (perfect means whole or complete) before God.  The Law was just a "shadow" of the true thing to come that could make a whole or complete atonement for sins, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:


Hebrews 10:1

 1For the law having a shadow of good things to come, and not the very image of the things, can never with those sacrifices which they offered year by year continually make the comers thereunto perfect.


(Perfect:  Whole or complete, could not make a whole or complete atonement for sins, but simply sat the aside until the Cross at Calvary where their sins would be removed by the blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth).

Hebrews 10:3-31

 3But in those sacrifices there is a remembrance again made of sins every year. 

 4For it is not possible that the blood of bulls and of goats should take away sins. 

 5Wherefore when he cometh into the world, he saith, Sacrifice and offering thou wouldest not, but a body hast thou prepared me: 

 6In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin thou hast had no pleasure. 

 7Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of me,) to do thy will, O God. 

 8Above when he said, Sacrifice and offering and burnt offerings and offering for sin thou wouldest not, neither hadst pleasure therein; which are offered by the law; 

 9Then said he, Lo, I come to do thy will, O God. He taketh away the first, that he may establish the second. 

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth came to take away the first (Covenant) that He then established the second (Covenant) the New Testament.  Why?  God the Father received no pleasure from the offerings under the Law of bulls and goats that could NOT take away sins.


 10By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all. 

11And every  priest standeth daily ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins: 

 12But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God; 

 13From henceforth expecting till his enemies be made his footstool. 

 14For by one offering he hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified. 

Note:  perfect (perfect means whole or complete) perfected . . . by His one sacrifice of Himself at the Cross of Calvary, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth made His family, Born Again Believers, True Worshipers perfect (perfected -- whole or complete) and has sanctified them FOREVER.

 15Whereof the Holy Ghost also is a witness to us: for after that he had said before, 

 16This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them; 

 17And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more. 

 18Now where remission of these is, there is no more offering for sin. 

 19Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus, 

 20By a new and living way, which he hath consecrated for us, through the veil, that is to say, his flesh; 

 21And having an high priest over the house of God; 

 22Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water. 

 23Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for he is faithful that promised;) 

 24And let us consider one another to provoke unto love and to good works: 

 25Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching. 

 26For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins, 

 27But a certain fearful looking for of judgment and fiery indignation, which shall devour the adversaries. 

 28He that despised Moses' law died without mercy under two or three witnesses: 

 29Of how much sorer punishment, suppose ye, shall he be thought worthy, who hath trodden under foot the Son of God, and hath counted the blood of the covenant, wherewith he was sanctified, an unholy thing, and hath done despite unto the Spirit of grace? 

 30For we know him that hath said, Vengeance belongeth unto me, I will recompense, saith the Lord. And again, The Lord shall judge his people. 

 31It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.


Exodus 32:29-31

 29For Moses had said, Consecrate yourselves today to the LORD, even every man upon his son, and upon his brother; that he may bestow upon you a blessing this day. 

 30And it came to pass on the morrow, that Moses said unto the people, Ye have sinned a great sin: and now I will go up unto the LORD; peradventure I shall make an atonement for your sin. 

 31And Moses returned unto the LORD, and said, Oh, this people have sinned a great sin, and have made them gods of gold.


People spoke against Moses and Aaron who was God's Called High Priest (imperfect men) but who spoke for God.  Speaking against them was speaking against God for through them God spoke to men.  (His Word had not been completed and written down.  Now, it is by His Word that He speaks to men).  The Lord God (the Lord Jesus Christ) spoke to Moses face-to-face, mouth-to-mouth, but to all others through dreams.  God no longer speaks to people in dreams.  If we want to know what God has to say, we go to His Book, the Holy Bible.  This is what God said, this is how He said it, and this is all He has to say to man until He returns.  God spoke to Moses, then Moses told Aaron, God's High Priest to make an atonement for the sins of the people against God.  


Numbers 16:41-50

 41But on the morrow all the congregation of the children of Israel murmured against Moses and against Aaron, saying, Ye have killed the people of the LORD. 

 42And it came to pass, when the congregation was gathered against Moses and against Aaron, that they looked toward the tabernacle of the congregation: and, behold, the cloud covered it, and the glory of the LORD appeared. 

 43And Moses and Aaron came before the tabernacle of the congregation. 

 44And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 

 45Get you up from among this congregation, that I may consume them as in a moment. And they fell upon their faces. 

 46And Moses said unto Aaron, Take a censer, and put fire therein from off the altar, and put on incense, and go quickly unto the congregation, and make an atonement for them: for there is wrath gone out from the LORD; the plague is begun. 

 47And Aaron took as Moses commanded, and ran into the midst of the congregation; and, behold, the plague was begun among the people: and he put on incense, and made an atonement for the people. 

 48And he stood between the dead and the living; and the plague was stayed. 

 49Now they that died in the plague were fourteen thousand and seven hundred, beside them that died about the matter of Korah. 

 50And Aaron returned unto Moses unto the door of the tabernacle of the congregation: and the plague was stayed.


The High Priest, Aaron, stood between the dead and the living, and made an atonement for the people so that those God allowed to live could continue to live . . . and the plague was stayed or stopped.

In the same way, the Lord Jesus Christ, as Born Again Believers, True Worshipers, His family (world,) those Called by God to hear His Word, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth -- the Word of God, stands between the dead and the living and makes an atonement for the sins of His people and thus perfecting them allowing them who God has Chosen to live forever more, for all eternity with God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Ghost in Heaven.

Note:  perfect (perfect means whole or complete) perfected . . . by His one sacrifice of Himself at the Cross of Calvary, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth made His family, Born Again Believers, True Worshipers perfect (perfected -- whole or complete) and has sanctified them FOREVER.
