Deuteronomy 32:39
39 See now that I, even I, am he, and there is no god with me: I kill, and I make alive; I wound, and I heal: neither is there any that can deliver out of my hand.

Psalm 86:10
10 For thou art great, and doest wondrous things: thou art God alone. 

Isaiah 43:10
10 Ye are my witnesses, saith the Lord, and my servant whom I have chosen: that ye may know and believe me, and understand that I am he: before me there was no God formed, neither shall there be after me.
Note:  The LORD is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  This verse, Isaiah 43:10 above declares that the Prophets were "servants" i.e.:  slaves of the Lord.  Additionally, no, we are NOT as some falsely "preach," little gods, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth here declares, as the Lord of Hosts, the Holy One of Israel, " . . . neither shall there be after me." i.e., any other God(s).  Therefore, there are no other Gods.  None.  Born Again Believers are "not gods," nor "little gods," but slaves, as the word "servant" above comes from the root word abad in the Hebrew which means:  to become slaves, by implication, to serve, till, (causatively) enslave, etc. -- X be, keep in bondage, be bondmen, bond-service, compel, do, dress, ear, execute, + husbandman, keep, labour(-ing man, bring to pass, (cause to, make to) serve(-ing, self), (be, become) servant(-s), do (use) service, till(-er), transgress (from margin), (set a) work, be wrought, worshipper, as a "slave, bondslave", a slave, one as a servant (household slave) of a household, one who is freed from slavery (to satan,) made free from sin, John 8:32; John 8:36 by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Truth of God, John 14:6, to become a "servant," Romans 6:18; Romans 6:22, i.e.:  the Greek word is NOT servant in these verses the Greek word is douloó meaning:  I enslave.  Doulóō – enslave (passive, "become enslaved"), focusing on the status of being a bond-slave.  Doulóō stresses the results (effects) of enslavement. That is, what automatically goes with belonging to another.  As a slave now to the Master, the One Who bought them, 1 Corinthians 6:17-22; 1 Corinthians 7:23, and/or one who has been Chosen to do the will of another, to serve as a slave, Exodus 13:3,14, 1 Thessalonians 1:9. 
Genesis 3:5
5 For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.

Note:  Not be gods, but as gods, they would have an understanding like God, as God knew good and evil.  Man who was in a perfect world, the Garden of Eden, with no sin knew no evil, but would be "as gods," for there are many men, know men would know good and evil.

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ, the I AM the LORD . . . Jehovah God knows His Elect before they are made to know Him, Galatians 4:9; John 15:16. 

21 Tell ye, and bring them near; yea, let them take counsel together: who hath declared this from ancient time? who hath told it from that time? have not I the Lord? and there is no God else beside me; a just God and a Saviour; there is none beside me. 
Note:  The I AM, the I AM HE, the LORD OF HOSTS, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, www.alemattec.com/I AM HE.doc. 
Hosea 13:4
4 Yet I am the Lord thy God from the land of Egypt, and thou shalt know no god but me: for there is no saviour beside me.
Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth the saviour, thy God the Father.
1 Corinthians 8:4-6
4 As concerning therefore the eating of those things that are offered in sacrifice unto idols, we know that an idol is nothing in the world, and that there is none other God but one.
5 For though there be that are called gods, whether in heaven or in earth, (as there be gods many, and lords many,)
6 But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him.

Deuteronomy 6:4
4 Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God is one Lord:
Note:  The LORD (Jesus Christ of Nazareth) our God (God the Father) is but one Lord:
Mark 12:28-31
28 And one of the scribes came, and having heard them reasoning together, and perceiving that he had answered them well, asked him, Which is the first commandment of all?
29 And Jesus answered him, The first of all the commandments is, Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God is one Lord:
30 And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: this is the first commandment.
31 And the second is like, namely this, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. There is none other commandment greater than these.
John 10:30
30 I and my Father are one.
1 Corinthians 8:6
6 But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him.

Colossians 1:12-18
12 Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light:
13 Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son:
14 In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins:
15 Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature:
16 For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him:

17 And he is before all things, and by him all things consist.
18 And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence.
John 1:1-5
1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.

2 The same was in the beginning with God.
3 All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.
4 In him was life; and the life was the light of men.
5 And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended it not.
Genesis 1:1-2
1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.
Note:  See 1 Corinthians 8:6; Colossians 1:16; John 1:3, above, 1 Corinthians 8:6; Colossians 1:16; John 1:3.

2 And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters.
1 Corinthians 11:3
3 But I would have you know, that the head of every man is Christ; and the head of the woman is the man; and the head of Christ is God. 

1 Corinthians 8:4
4 As concerning therefore the eating of those things that are offered in sacrifice unto idols, we know that an idol is nothing in the world, and that there is none other God but one.
Note:  The one that sends another is greater than the one sent . . .  
John 13:13-16
13 Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.
14 If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one another's feet.

15 For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you.

16 Verily, verily, I say unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord; neither he that is sent greater than he that sent him.
Note:  AGAIN, WORTH REPEATING:  The one that sends another is greater than the one being sent . . .
John 13:13-16
There is a hierarchy in the Trinity, although all three are equal at the same time.  God the Father is greater than God the Son.  God the Son is greater than the Holy Ghost.  All three are one LORD.  One God all equal, as God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ who was sent by God the Father, Who is greater than God the Son, John 10:29; John 14:28, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who thought it not robbery to be equal to God the Father, Philippians 2:5-8.  One God in which we are called to Baptize all that believe in one NAME, not NAMES, Matthew 28:18-20.
Mark 12:6
6Having yet therefore one son, his wellbeloved, he sent him also last unto them, saying, They will reverence my son.
Note:  God the Father having One beloved, i.e.:  wellbeloeved Son, an Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, John 1:14; John 1:18; John 3:16; John 3:18; Ephesians 1:5-6; Hebrews 11:17; 1 John 4:9. 
John 4:34
34Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish his work.


John 6:38
38For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent me.
John 6:40
40And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day.

John 6:44
44No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day.

John 8:28
28 Then said Jesus unto them, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then shall ye know that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these things.
John 15:21
21But all these things will they do unto you for my name's sake, because they know not him that sent me.
John 14:16-18
16 And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever;
Note:  The Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was Israel's Comforter, www.alemattec.com/Beatitudes, Mount Gerizim, -- blessings, and  Mount Ebal -- curse . . . .doc, Vatican cuts sainthood costs, Livestock, pets blessed Vatican . . . 'pope' Francis with Lutherans, Baptism DOES NOT free people from original sin,  Rabbi friend of 'pope' . . . .doc, www.alemattec.com/Black magic practice by the Roman Catholic 'church' . . . Original sin and baptism . . . , tongues, bells, satanism, etc . . . .doc , www.alemattec.com/Fear not, the Mighty God, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth . . . .doc, 4 He that observeth the wind shall not sow; and he that regardeth the clouds shall not reap.doc. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth declares He would send them another Comforter, the Holy Spirit, and in the Holy Spirit, He would come to them . . .  see verse 18 below, Isaiah 51:12-16, see the I AM HE:  www.alemattec.com/The Lord of Hosts the God of Israel, I AM HE, the Lord thy God, I AM the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Lord God, Jehovah God.doc.
17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.
Note: The the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Truth of God, John 14:6, as the Truth of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is sending His (He as the Truth) Spirit, the Spirit of Truth. 
18 I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you.

Note:  The Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth said that He would come daily to you in His Spirit; in the tokens of His love, and visits of His Grace. The Lord Jesus Christ will come certainly at the end of time to gather all of His Own, His Elect, His Ordained, His Chosen.

". . . because I live, ye shall live also.", John 14:19.   We see Him, because we have life, and this life is in Him, and He alone is life, John 14:6. " . . . and this life is in the Son.", 1 John 5:11, 20.   It is as sure as His duration. Eternal Life is derived from Him.  Therefore, because He lives, we shall live also. Our life is, in everything, the manifestation of Himself who is our life. Even as the Apostle Paul expresses it, That the life of Christ Jesus may be manifested (made known) when He, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth quickened us, made us alive spiritually when we were dead in our trespasses and sins, though physically alive in our mortal bodies, Ephesians 2:1; Romans 8:11. Alas! the flesh resists, but this is our life in Christ Jesus.

This certainly is not all. The Holy Ghost dwelling in us, makes us know that we are in Christ Jesus the Lord.  "At that day ye shall know that I am in my Father, and ye in me, and I in you.", John 14:20.

John 16:5-15
5 But now I go my way to him that sent me; and none of you asketh me, Whither goest thou?

6 But because I have said these things unto you, sorrow hath filled your heart.

7 Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him unto you.
8 And when he is come, he will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment:

9 Of sin, because they believe not on me;

10 Of righteousness, because I go to my Father, and ye see me no more;

11 Of judgment, because the prince of this world is judged.

12 I have yet many things to say unto you, but ye cannot bear them now.

13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come.
Note:  Just like the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth came NOT to do His Own Will, but the Will of God the Father, so too the Holy Ghost comes NOT to speak of Himself, but will Glorify God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth (see verse below), www.alemattec.com/The Trinity, God in three Persons -- God the Father, God the Son, God the Holy Ghost . . . .doc.  As God the Son Glorified God the Father, John 14:13, and taught us to pray to glorify the Father, Matthew 6:5-13, Matthew 5:16, Romans 15:6, Who had sent the Lord Jesus Christ, then so the Holy Spirit will speak what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth tells Him to speak, as did the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth spoke what God the Father taught Him to speak.  Thus, God the Father is Glorified by God the Son.  God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is Glorified by God the Holy Spirit.  God the Son -- Who was sent by God the Father -- the Greater, was Glorified so that God the Son could in turn Glorify God the Father, John 17:1-3, John 11:1-4, as we who are Called are to give God the Glory, Jeremiah 13:16, as did the Deacon Stephen, Acts 7:47-60, and King Herod died, eaten of worms, for he gave NOT God the Glory, Acts 12:20-24, just as those who change the Glory of God into an image, and worship the image, have a reprobate (non-functioning spiritual) mind, Romans 1:22-32. Those who are Born Again, Called of God, the Elect of God keep the Commandments of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and do NOT make images of God, nor images of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, nor images of God the Holy Spirit, www.alemattec.com/Make no graven image . . . .doc, as does the "pope," who has supposedly an image of the Holy Spirit on his "throne," www.alemattec.com/satanic images of the Vatican, 3.htm.

14 He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you.

Note:  God the Father will send the Holy Ghost in the Name of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, John 14:26.  God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth being glorified on High, and going to take His place with God His Father, to sit at God the Father's right hand, the Lord Jesus Christ Himself sends the Holy Ghost, John 15:26. 

15 All things that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew it unto you.
Revelation 1:1-7
1 The Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave unto him, to shew unto his servants things which must shortly come to pass; and he sent and signified it by his angel unto his servant John:

2 Who bare record of the word of God, and of the testimony of Jesus Christ, and of all things that he saw.

3 Blessed is he that readeth, and they that hear the words of this prophecy, and keep those things which are written therein: for the time is at hand.

4 John to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace be unto you, and peace, from him which is, and which was, and which is to come; and from the seven Spirits which are before his throne;
5 And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the first begotten of the dead, and the prince of the kings of the earth. Unto him that loved us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood,

6 And hath made us kings and priests unto God and his Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.
7 Behold, he cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see him, and they also which pierced him: and all kindreds of the earth shall wail because of him. Even so, Amen.
Job 37:21
21And now men see not the bright light which is in the clouds: but the wind passeth, and cleanseth them.

Note:  Wind is representative of the Holy Spirit, and the Bright Light IS the Great Light, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Isaiah 9:2, and God moves within the clouds:

John 3:1-21
1 There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews:

2 The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him.

3 Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

4 Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born?

5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.

6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.

7 Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.
8 The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the Spirit.
Note:  Listeth means, where it, the Holy Spirit, Wills:  see Job 37:21 above.

9 Nicodemus answered and said unto him, How can these things be?

10 Jesus answered and said unto him, Art thou a master of Israel, and knowest not these things?
11 Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We speak that we do know, and testify that we have seen; and ye receive not our witness.

12 If I have told you earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye believe, if I tell you of heavenly things?

13 And no man hath ascended up to heaven, but he that came down from heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven.
14 And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up:

15 That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.
16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

Note:  The world loves to think that this means everyone's sins are forgiven, and all will receive Eternal Life.  Read the next two verses and see if that make sense.  It does not make sense thinking that John 3:16 forgives everyone's sins, as those who do NOT believe are condemned by God.  As ONLY those who Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ alone as their Lord, God, and Savior, are NOT condemned by God.
17 For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved.

Note:  World here is the Greek word Kosmos, meaning a group.  Here, a family, God's Family, those adopted into God's Family by the Lord Jesus Christ Himself, Ephesians 1:3-14.  God sent His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth into His family (to be part of this family as the First Fruit, 1 Corinthians 15:19-28) NOT to condemn His Family, but that His Family through Him might (Might here not meaning may, but meaning would be, certainly) Saved.
18 He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God.

19 And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil.

20 For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved.

21 But he that doeth truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God.
