"Lord" is the Septuagint translation for the incommunicable (incommunicable:   incapable of being communicated or imparted) Hebrew name JEHOVAH.  The Jews felt the name of God was such, was so Holy, that they would not dare to even say the Word, and when they would write the Word God, they would write:  G_d, feeling it was too Holy to write.  Jehovah was the One who took them out of the land of Egypt.



Septuagint:  a Greek version of the Jewish Scriptures redacted in the third and second centuries B.C. by Jewish scholars, but adopted by early Greek-speaking Christians.  Earliest extant Greek translation of the Hebrew Scriptures, the Old Testament, from the original Hebrew, presumably made for the use of the Jewish community in Egypt when Greek was the lingua franca. The Pentateuch ( Pentateuch: is the first five Books of the Hebrew Bible written by Moses, called by the Hebrews Tanakh.  (Tanakh is a name used in Judaism for the Canon of the Hebrew Bible. The Tanakh is also known as the Masoretic Text or the Miqra (Miqra:   Hebrew text of the Jews Bible). The name Tanakh is an acronym formed from the initial Hebrew letters of the Masoretic Text's three traditional subdivisions: The Torah ("Teaching", also known as the Five Books of Moses), Nevi'im ("Prophets") and Ketuvim ("Writings")—hence TaNaKh. The name "Miqra" (מקרא), meaning "that which is read", is an alternative Hebrew term for the Tanakh.)  The names of each of these books in Hebrew are taken from the first phrase in each book: Bereshit ("In [the] beginning", Genesis), Shemot ("Names", Exodus), Vayikra ("He called", Leviticus[1]), Bamidbar ("In the desert", Numbers) and Devarim ("Words", Deuteronomy). The Pentateuch was translated near the middle of the 3rd century B.C.; the rest of the Hebrew Scriptures were translated in the 2nd century B.C. The name Septuagint was derived from a legend that 72 translators worked on the project. Its influence was far-reaching. The Septuagint rather than the original Hebrew Bible was the main basis for the Old Latin, Coptic, Ethiopic, Armenian, Georgian, Slavonic, and some Arabic translations of the Hebrew Bible, consisting of 39 Books of the Old Testament.

FURTHER NOTE:  The pronunciation Jehovah was unknown until 1520, when it was introduced by Galatinus; but it was contested by Le Mercier, J. Drusius, and L. Capellus , as against grammatical and historical propriety. (L. Capellus belonged, as a follower of John Cameron (q.v.), to that theological movement at Saumur which in contrast with the orthodox school of Sedan sought to moderate the Calvinistic doctrine by emphasizing the ethical and common human elements, without, however, departing from the fundamental principles. From the supreme value of the accountability of every human soul, Placeus especially drew the conclusion against the imputation of Adam's actual sin. In defense of the doctrine that the sin of Adam could be reckoned to his descendants only as mediated by the inherited sinful subjective state he pointed out that Calvin knew nothing of an immediate imputation and that the same was denied by Peter Martyr and Daniel Chamier (q.v.), but did not go so far as to justify himself by the view of Zwingli that hereditary guilt was no more than the guilt of every individual.) There is controversy concerning using the word Jehovah, since Galatinus was a Roman Catholic, and was under "pope" Leo the 10th.  Pietro Colonna Galatino (1460 – 1540), also known as Petrus Galatinus, was an Italian Friar Minor, philosopher, theologian and Orientalist.  In a long letter to "pope" Paul III (MS. Vat. Libr., cod. Ottob. Lat. 2366, fol. 300-308) he vehemently defended himself and his party against the charge of having forged his book De Arcanis, which he firmly held to be the work of Rabbenu ha-Kadosh. Galatino was aware, no less than his critics, that his De Arcanis had many shortcomings, both in matter and form, and he begged his readers to consider that he was compelled to finish it within the space of a year and a half. The work became very popular and ran through several editions.

As we see, the person credited with popularizing the name Jehovah is Peter Galatin, confessor to Pope Leo the 10th. The Oxford English Dictionary puts the date of Galatin's use of Jehovah at 1516 in De Arcanis Catholic Veritatis.  However, the word Jehovah had been used for centuries by Greek speaking Christians.

Rotherham has this to say about "Jehovah's" origins:  The pronunciation Jehovah was unknown until 1520, when it was introduced by Galatinus; but was contested by Le Mercier, J. Drusius, and L. Capellus, as against grammatical and historical propriety. Obviously, if the first recorded use of the name Jehovah is only some 500 years old, it can't be the Name the Creator gave the Hebrews 5,000 years earlier. The illogical fusion of the sacred Name with the vowel points of another name is shown: To give the name JHVH the vowels of the word for Lord (Hebrew Adonai) and pronounce it Jehovah, is about as hybrid a combination as it would be to spell the name Germany with the vowels in the name Portugal-viz., Gormuna. The Jews' superstitious fear of the Name led to a complete fabrication in the name Jehovah. 

Note:  This was not the first recorded use of the word Jehovah, as it was used in the Septuagint centuries earlier. (Again, the Septuagint is a Greek version of the Jewish Scriptures redacted in the third and second centuries B.C. by Jewish scholars, but adopted by early Greek-speaking Christians.  However, it might make sense if Portugal was another name for Germany, but never pronounced.  The logic he uses in the above argument doesn't move me as it seems to me as apples to oranges.


What is God’s true name? The original Hebrew text tells us that it is the four letters Yhvh,, which literally translates into the English letters Yhvh or YHVH. Since the Hebrew language is read from right to left, but English from left to right, in English we write his name as HVHY. Some Hebrew scholars write God’s name (commonly called the tetragrammaton) as YHVH hvhy.

"This [Yehowah] is the correct pronunciation of the tetragramaton, as is clear from the pronunciation of proper names in the First Testament (FT), poetry, fifth-century Aramaic documents, Greek translations of the name in the Dead Sea Scrolls and church fathers." (George Wesley Buchanan, "The Tower of Siloam", The Expository Times 2003; 115: 37; pp. 40, 41)

Most scholars believe "Jehovah" to be a late (ca. 1100 A.D.) hybrid form derived by combining the Latin letters JHVH with the vowels of Adonai meaning "my Lord" (Adonay, meaning  "the Lord" (used as a proper name of God only), but there is some evidence that Jehovah may already have been in use in Late Antiquity even before the (5th century).

Karaite Jews,[12] as proponents of the rendering Jehovah, state that although the original pronunciation of יהוה has been obscured by disuse of the spoken name according to oral Rabbinic law, well-established English transliterations of other Hebrew personal names are accepted in normal usage, such as Joshua, Isaiah or Jesus*(see Note below), for which the original pronunciations may be unknown.[12] They also point out that "the English form Jehovah is quite simply an Anglicized form of Yehovah,"[12] and preserves the four Hebrew consonants "YHVH" (with the introduction of the "J" sound in English).[12][13][14] Some argue that Jehovah is preferable to Yahweh, based on their conclusion that the Tetragrammaton was likely tri-syllabic originally, and that modern forms should therefore also have three syllables.[15]

Note:  *Yeshua (ישוע, with vowel pointing יֵשׁוּעַ - yēšūă‘ in Hebrew)[1] was a common alternative form of the name יְהוֹשֻׁעַ ("Yehoshuah" - Joshua) in later books of the Hebrew Bible and among Jews of the Second Temple period. The name corresponds to the Greek spelling Iesous, from which comes the English spelling Jesus.[2][3]

According to a Jewish tradition developed during the 3rd to 2nd centuries BCE, the Tetragrammaton is written but not pronounced. When read, substitute terms replace the divine name where יְהֹוָה appears in the text. It is widely assumed, as proposed by the 19th-century Hebrew scholar Gesenius, that the vowels of the substitutes of the name—Adonai (Lord) and Elohim (God)—were inserted by the Masoretes to indicate that these substitutes were to be used.[16] When יהוה precedes or follows Adonai, the Masoretes placed the vowel points of Elohim into the Tetragrammaton, producing a different vocalization of the Tetragrammaton יֱהֹוִה, which was read as Elohim.[17] Based on this reasoning, the form יְהֹוָה (Jehovah) has been characterized by some as a "hybrid form",[5][18] and even "a philological impossibility".[19]

Early modern translators disregarded the practice of reading Adonai (or its equivalents in Greek and Latin, Κύριος and Dominus)[20] in place of the Tetragrammaton and instead combined the four Hebrew letters of the Tetragrammaton with the vowel points that, except in synagogue scrolls, accompanied them, resulting in the form Jehovah.[21] This form, which first took effect in works dated 1278 and 1303, was adopted in Tyndale's and some other Protestant translations of the Bible.[22] In the 1611 King James Version, Jehovah occurred seven times.[23] In the 1901 American Standard Version the form "Je-ho’vah" became the regular English rendering of the Hebrew יהוה, all throughout, in preference to the previously dominant "the LORD", which is generally used in the King James Version.[24] It is also used in Christian hymns such as the 1771 hymn, "Guide Me, O Thou Great Jehovah".[25]

Note:  Of all the research that I have done, I believe the word Jehovah to be valid.  Just as valid as the word Jesus to modern day Christians instead of Iésous or Yeshua.

28 That saith of Cyrus, He is my shepherd, and shall perform all my pleasure: even saying to Jerusalem, Thou shalt be built; and to the temple, Thy foundation shall be laid.



Isaiah 45:6
6 That they may know from the rising of the sun, and from the west, that there is none beside me. I am the Lord, and there is none else.


Isaiah 45:18
18 For thus saith the Lord that created the heavens; God himself that formed the earth and made it; he hath established it, he created it not in vain, he formed it to be inhabited: I am the Lord; and there is none else.


Isaiah 48:17
17 Thus saith the Lord, thy Redeemer, the Holy One of Israel; I am the Lord thy God which teacheth thee to profit, which leadeth thee by the way that thou shouldest go.

Ezekiel 36:11
11 And I will multiply upon you man and beast; and they shall increase and bring fruit: and I will settle you after your old estates, and will do better unto you than at your beginnings: and ye shall know that I am the Lord.

Ezekiel 36:23
23 And I will sanctify my great name, which was profaned among the heathen, which ye have profaned in the midst of them; and the heathen shall know that I am the Lord, saith the Lord God, when I shall be sanctified in you before their eyes.

Ezekiel 38:23
23 Thus will I magnify myself, and sanctify myself; and I will be known in the eyes of many nations, and they shall know that I am the Lord.

Ezekiel 39:7
7 So will I make my holy name known in the midst of my people Israel; and I will not let them pollute my holy name any more: and the heathen shall know that I am the Lord, the Holy One in Israel.

Ezekiel 39:22
22 So the house of Israel shall know that I am the Lord their God from that day and forward.

Hosea 13:4
4 Yet I am the Lord thy God from the land of Egypt, and thou shalt know no god but me: for there is no saviour beside me.


Joel 2:27
27 And ye shall know that I am in the midst of Israel, and that I am the Lord your God, and none else: and my people shall never be ashamed.



Joel 3:17
17 So shall ye know that I am the Lord your God dwelling in Zion, my holy mountain: then shall Jerusalem be holy, and there shall no strangers pass through her any more.



Zechariah 10:6

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ is the first (firstfruit) and is Holy.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the root (Root of David, not just one who came OUT of David's Household, but the one that PRODUCED King David in the first place -- the root.  Produced King David by Jesse, and was the root of Jesse, also). 


Isaiah 11:1-12

1 And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots:

2 And the spirit of the Lord shall rest upon him, the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the Lord;

3 And shall make him of quick understanding in the fear of the Lord: and he shall not judge after the sight of his eyes, neither reprove after the hearing of his ears:

4 But with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity for the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the earth: with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his lips shall he slay the wicked.

5 And righteousness shall be the girdle of his loins, and faithfulness the girdle of his reins.

6 The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid; and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a little child shall lead them.

7 And the cow and the bear shall feed; their young ones shall lie down together: and the lion shall eat straw like the ox.

8 And the sucking child shall play on the hole of the asp, and the weaned child shall put his hand on the cockatrice' den.

9 They shall not hurt nor destroy in all my holy mountain: for the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the Lord, as the waters cover the sea.

10 And in that day there shall be a root of Jesse, which shall stand for an ensign of the people; to it shall the Gentiles seek: and his rest shall be glorious.

11 And it shall come to pass in that day, that the Lord shall set his hand again the second time to recover the remnant of his people, which shall be left, from Assyria, and from Egypt, and from Pathros, and from Cush, and from Elam, and from Shinar, and from Hamath, and from the islands of the sea.

12 And he shall set up an ensign for the nations, and shall assemble the outcasts of Israel, and gather together the dispersed of Judah from the four corners of the earth.


Malachi 3:6
6 For I am the Lord, I change not; therefore ye sons of Jacob are not consumed.
