Matthew 13:1-32

1 The same day went Jesus out of the house, and sat by the sea side.

2 And great multitudes were gathered together unto him, so that he went into a ship, and sat; and the whole multitude stood on the shore.

3 And he spake many things unto them in parables, saying, Behold, a sower went forth to sow;

4 And when he sowed, some seeds fell by the way side, and the fowls came and devoured them up:

5 Some fell upon stony places, where they had not much earth: and forthwith they sprung up, because they had no deepness of earth:

6 And when the sun was up, they were scorched; and because they had no root, they withered away.

7 And some fell among thorns; and the thorns sprung up, and choked them:

8 But other fell into good ground, and brought forth fruit, some an hundredfold, some sixtyfold, some thirtyfold.

9 Who hath ears to hear, let him hear.

10 And the disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou unto them in parables?

11 He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given.

12 For whosoever hath, to him shall be given, and he shall have more abundance: but whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even that he hath.

13 Therefore speak I to them in parables: because they seeing see not; and hearing they hear not, neither do they understand.

14 And in them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive:

15 For this people's heart is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them.

16 But blessed are your eyes, for they see: and your ears, for they hear.

17 For verily I say unto you, That many prophets and righteous men have desired to see those things which ye see, and have not seen them; and to hear those things which ye hear, and have not heard them.

18 Hear ye therefore the parable of the sower.
19 When any one heareth the word of the kingdom, and understandeth it not, then cometh the wicked one, and catcheth away that which was sown in his heart. This is he which received seed by the way side. 

Note: Verse 4 in conjunction with verse 19: "4 And when he sowed, some seeds fell by the way side, and the fowls came and devoured them up: . . ."


The wicked one, satan, his followers called fowls or if you will hateful, filthy birds come and devoured the Word of God from many as soon as it is sown, i.e.: Preached.


20 But he that received the seed into stony places, the same is he that heareth the word, and anon with joy receiveth it;

21 Yet hath he not root in himself, but dureth for a while: for when tribulation or persecution ariseth because of the word, by and by he is offended.

22 He also that received seed among the thorns is he that heareth the word; and the care of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word, and he becometh unfruitful.

23 But he that received seed into the good ground is he that heareth the word, and understandeth it; which also beareth fruit, and bringeth forth, some an hundredfold, some sixty, some thirty.

24 Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is likened unto a man which sowed good seed in his field:

25 But while men slept, his enemy came and sowed tares among the wheat, and went his way.

Note: An image of the Apostles sleeping in the Garden of Gethsemane. See below in Matthew 26:36-44.

26 But when the blade was sprung up, and brought forth fruit, then appeared the tares also.

Note:  As the True Church of God, the Born Again Believers, the True Worshipers, those Called of God began to bring forth fruit, then the tares (those of satan within the Church, false Brethren, those of satan, that old serpent, the devil) come into the True Church, by the woman -- bringing their leaven (their false Doctrines) which corrupts the whole Church.
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Isaiah 4:1
4 And in that day seven women shall take hold of one man, saying, We will eat our own bread, and wear our own apparel: only let us be called by thy name, to take away our reproach.

Note:  These satanic women promise, in order to engage him to marry them, to provide food and raiment for themselves (which the Husband is required to provide,) by their own labor.  Sounds like our day and age, doesn't it?  As woman until the last century relied solely on their husbands for support, and could NOT provide for themselves.  They declare only let us be called by thy name.  That is, let us be married to thee, let us become as thy wives.  As upon marriage the woman was called by her husband's name.  Let us be called by thy (your) name -- to take away our reproach of being unmarried, and having no offspring.  These words must be accommodated in a spiritual sense to understand professors of religion -- those who by their MOUTHS only profess the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, but are wicked, false Brethren, who lay hold on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth if you will in a professional way, but spend their money for that which is not spiritual bread (the Lord Jesus Christ,) and live upon their own duties and services, and not on Christ Jesus, and wear their own rags of righteousness as they enter into the Wedding Feast of the Lamb, and not the Lord Jesus Christ's robe of righteousness covering their sins.  They only desire to be called by the name of Christians, to take away the reproach of being reckoned as pagans or infidels.

returning to Matthew 13 . . . 27:32

27 So the servants of the householder came and said unto him, Sir, didst not thou sow good seed in thy field? from whence then hath it tares?

28 He said unto them, An enemy hath done this. The servants said unto him, Wilt thou then that we go and gather them up?

29 But he said, Nay; lest while ye gather up the tares, ye root up also the wheat with them.

30 Let both grow together until the harvest: and in the time of harvest I will say to the reapers, Gather ye together first the tares, and bind them in bundles to burn them: but gather the wheat into my barn.

31 Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is like to a grain of mustard seed, which a man took, and sowed in his field:

32 Which indeed is the least of all seeds: but when it is grown, it is the greatest among herbs, and becometh a tree, so that the birds of the air come and lodge in the branches thereof.

Note: See verse 19 above. The hateful, filthy birds of satan, the fowls of the air, come into the Kingdom of Heaven, which is God's Church on earth. Since the Church was taken over by the Roman's, and the Protestant "churches" today have slid back into Rome, and have become Harlots like their mother the Great Whore of Revelation 17, the Roman Catholic "church," the mystery religion (Mystery, Babylon The Great, The Mother Of Harlots And Abominations Of The Earth.) the hateful, filthy birds of satan, the fowls of the air, make their home in this false set of "churches".

Verse 32 above: They "lodge" in the branches. Lodge in the Greek means: I encamp, take up my quarters, tabernacle, pitch my tent, dwell, to remain -- lodge, rest, live there.



Revelation 18:1-2

1 And after these things I saw another angel come down from heaven, having great power; and the earth was lightened with his glory.

2 And he cried mightily with a strong voice, saying, Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen, and is become the habitation of devils, and the hold of every foul spirit, and a cage of every unclean and hateful bird.
Note:  Matthew 26:36-44 ties in with Matthew 13:25 above:

Matthew 26:36-44

36 Then cometh Jesus with them unto a place called Gethsemane, and saith unto the disciples, Sit ye here, while I go and pray yonder.

37 And he took with him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and began to be sorrowful and very heavy.

38 Then saith he unto them, My soul is exceeding sorrowful, even unto death: tarry ye here, and watch with me.

39 And he went a little farther, and fell on his face, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me: nevertheless not as I will, but as thou wilt.

40 And he cometh unto the disciples, and findeth them asleep, and saith unto Peter, What, could ye not watch with me one hour?

41 Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.
Note: The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth declares that His followers, those Born Again, the True worshipers, those Called of God are to “Watch and pray, . . .” The Greek word the Lord Jesus Christ users is grégoreó, which means: I am awake, am vigilant, watch. I am watchful, on the alert, vigilant. Literally, "stay awake"; (figuratively) in a spiritual sense, being vigilant (responsible, watchful). Which brings to mind a Roman soldier having to keep watch for the enemy, actively, responsibly being watchful.  Keeping watch, give strict attention to, be cautious, active: — to take heed lest through remissness and indolence (Indolence: Having or showing a disposition to avoid exertion; slothful,) some destructive calamity suddenly overtake one while spiritually sleeping. To be (verb to be – ACTIVE, ACTIVELY) watchful in, as not to be corrupted by errors.


42 He went away again the second time, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if this cup may not pass away from me, except I drink it, thy will be done.

43 And he came and found them asleep again: for their eyes were heavy.

44 And he left them, and went away again, and prayed the third time, saying the same words.

Note: The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had repeated the same words, that is those he had spoken in verse 41, "41 Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: . . ."

Now, let's look at how this ties into the Lord's Prayer, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth taught us to pray . . .
Matthew 6:7-13

7 But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen do: for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking.

8 Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask him.

9 After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name.

10 Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.

11 Give us this day our daily bread.
Note:  " . . . our daily bread."  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, is the living Bread of Life, John 6:35; John 6:47-58, the Manna that came down from Heaven.
12 And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors.

13 And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen.
Note:  " . . . but deliver us from evil: . . ."  ONLY God the Father can delivers us (the True Worshipers, the Brethren, those Born Again, those Called of God from satan, from the wicked one, from that old serpent, the devil). 


Matthew 26:41 above . . .

Note: The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had repeated the same words, that is those he had spoken in verse 41, "41 Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: . . ." 



Therefore, watch and pray, and don't slumber – spiritually, don't sleep like others (like the Apostles had in the Garden of Gethsemane,) that you are led not into temptation.

The prayer, the Lord's Prayer in which the Lord Jesus Christ taught us to pray, is that God the Father would “have us to watch and pray, that we would NOT be led into temptation.
Matthew 13:25
25 But while men slept, his enemy came and sowed tares among the wheat, and went his way. 
Note: Therefore, watch and pray, and don't slumber, don't sleep like others, that you are led not into temptation.
Thus, the Apostle Paul on two separate occasions explained being watchful (actively watchful,) without sleep – spiritually awake:
2 Corinthians 6:5
5 In stripes, in imprisonments, in tumults, in labours, in watchings, in fastings; 
Note: The Greek word agrupnia means watchings means: The state of being awake (especially at night), sleeplessness, watching. Sleeplessness, i.e. A keeping awake – watch, i.e.: standing watch (as a guard).
2 Corinthians 11:27
27 In weariness and painfulness, in watchings often, in hunger and thirst, in fastings often, in cold and nakedness. 
Note: The Greek word agrupnia means watchings means: The state of being awake (especially at night), sleeplessness, watching. Sleeplessness, i.e. A keeping awake – watch, i.e.: standing watch (as a guard).
Matthew 24:35-42
35 Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.

36 But of that day and hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels of heaven, but my Father only.

37 But as the days of Noah were, so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.

38 For as in the days that were before the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noe entered into the ark,

39 And knew not until the flood came, and took them all away; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.

40 Then shall two be in the field; the one shall be taken, and the other left.

41 Two women shall be grinding at the mill; the one shall be taken, and the other left.
42 Watch therefore: for ye know not what hour your Lord doth come.
Note: The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth declares that His followers, those Born Again, the True worshipers, those Called of God are to “Watch and pray, . . .” The Greek word the Lord Jesus Christ users is grégoreó, which means: I am awake, am vigilant, watch. I am watchful, on the alert, vigilant. Literally, "stay awake"; (figuratively) in a spiritual sense, being vigilant (responsible, watchful). Which brings to mind a Roman soldier having to keep watch for the enemy, actively, responsibly being watchful. Keeping watch, give strict attention to, be cautious, active: — to take heed lest through remissness and indolence (Indolence: Having or showing a disposition to avoid exertion; slothful,) some destructive calamity suddenly overtake one while spiritually sleeping. To be (verb to be – ACTIVE, ACTIVELY) watchful in, as not to be corrupted by errors. 

Luke 21:36
36 Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may be accounted worthy to escape all these things that shall come to pass, and to stand before the Son of man. 
Note:  Interesting here.  This word Watch in Luke 21:36 directly above is different than the preceding two Greek words for the word watch.  This Greek word is agrupneó which means:   I am not asleep, am awake; especially: I am watchful, careful.   Properly, no sleeping; (figuratively) staying vigilant (alert, attentive), i.e. without any "time off."   To be sleepless, i.e. Keep awake -- watch.
Ephesians 6:18

18 Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints; 
Note:  Interesting here.  This word watching here in Ephesians 6:18 like Luke 21:36 is different than the preceding two Greek words for the word watch.  This Greek word is agrupneó which means:   I am not asleep, am awake; especially: I am watchful, careful.   Properly, no sleeping; (figuratively) staying vigilant (alert, attentive), i.e. without any "time off."   To be sleepless, i.e. Keep awake -- watch. 
1 Corinthians 16:13

13 Watch ye, stand fast in the faith, quit you like men, be strong. 
Note:  Interesting here.  This word Watch here in 1 Corinthians 16:14 like Ephesians 6:18 and Luke 21:36 is different than the preceding two Greek words for the word watch.  This Greek word is agrupneó which means:   I am not asleep, am awake; especially: I am watchful, careful.   Properly, no sleeping; (figuratively) staying vigilant (alert, attentive), i.e. without any "time off."   To be sleepless, i.e. Keep awake -- watch. 
Colossians 4:1-5
1 Masters, give unto your servants that which is just and equal; knowing that ye also have a Master in heaven.
2 Continue in prayer, and watch in the same with thanksgiving;
Note:  Interesting here.  This word Watch here in Colossians 4:2 like in 1 Corinthians 16:14, Ephesians 6:18, and Luke 21:36 is different than the preceding two Greek words for the word watch.  This Greek word is agrupneó which means:   I am not asleep, am awake; especially: I am watchful, careful.   Properly, no sleeping; (figuratively) staying vigilant (alert, attentive), i.e. without any "time off."   To be sleepless, i.e. Keep awake -- watch.

3 Withal praying also for us, that God would open unto us a door of utterance, to speak the mystery of Christ, for which I am also in bonds:

4 That I may make it manifest, as I ought to speak.

5 Walk in wisdom toward them that are without, redeeming the time.
1 Thessalonians 5:1-6
1 But of the times and the seasons, brethren, ye have no need that I write unto you.

2 For yourselves know perfectly that the day of the Lord so cometh as a thief in the night.

3 For when they shall say, Peace and safety; then sudden destruction cometh upon them, as travail upon a woman with child; and they shall not escape.

4 But ye, brethren, are not in darkness, that that day should overtake you as a thief.

5 Ye are all the children of light, and the children of the day: we are not of the night, nor of darkness.
6 Therefore let us not sleep, as do others; but let us watch and be sober.
Note:  Interesting here.  This word Watch here in 1 Thessalonians 5:6 like in Colossians 4:2, 1 Corinthians 16:14, Ephesians 6:18, and Luke 21:36 is different than the preceding two Greek words for the word watch.  This Greek word is agrupneó which means:   I am not asleep, am awake; especially: I am watchful, careful.   Properly, no sleeping; (figuratively) staying vigilant (alert, attentive), i.e. without any "time off."   To be sleepless, i.e. Keep awake – watch.
Note: Sober here does not mean drunkenness. Sober here means NOT TO BE intoxicated by the world, by worldliness. Sober here is the Greek word néphó which means: I am calm, vigilant, sober, circumspect (Circumspect: Watchful and discreet; cautious; prudent). Properly, to be sober (not drunk), not intoxicated; (figuratively) free from illusion, i.e. from the intoxicating influences of sin. Meaning ("be sober, unintoxicated") refers to having presence of mind (clear judgment), enabling someone to be temperate (self-controlled). Which ("uninfluenced by intoxicants") means to have "one's wits (faculties) about them," which is the opposite of being irrational. To abstain from wine (keep sober), i.e. (figuratively) be discreet -- be sober, to watch. 
Revelation 3:1-5
1 And unto the angel of the church in Sardis write; These things saith he that hath the seven Spirits of God, and the seven stars; I know thy works, that thou hast a name that thou livest, and art dead.
2 Be watchful, and strengthen the things which remain, that are ready to die: for I have not found thy works perfect before God.

3 Remember therefore how thou hast received and heard, and hold fast, and repent. If therefore thou shalt not watch, I will come on thee as a thief, and thou shalt not know what hour I will come upon thee.
Note:  Interesting here.  This word Watch here in Revelation 3:1-2 like in 1 Thessalonians 5:6 , Colossians 4:2, 1 Corinthians 16:14, Ephesians 6:18, and Luke 21:36 is different than the preceding two Greek words for the word watch.  This Greek word is agrupneó which means:   I am not asleep, am awake; especially: I am watchful, careful.   Properly, no sleeping; (figuratively) staying vigilant (alert, attentive), i.e. without any "time off."   To be sleepless, i.e. Keep awake -- watch.
4 Thou hast a few names even in Sardis which have not defiled their garments; and they shall walk with me in white: for they are worthy.
5 He that overcometh, the same shall be clothed in white raiment; and I will not blot out his name out of the book of life, but I will confess his name before my Father, and before his angels.
Revelation 16:15
15 Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that watcheth, and keepeth his garments, lest he walk naked, and they see his shame.
Note:  Interesting here.  This word Watch here in Revelation 16:15 like in Revelation 3:1-2, 1 Thessalonians 5:6, Colossians 4:2, 1 Corinthians 16:14, Ephesians 6:18, and Luke 21:36 is different than the preceding two Greek words for the word watch.  This Greek word is agrupneó which means:   I am not asleep, am awake; especially: I am watchful, careful.   Properly, no sleeping; (figuratively) staying vigilant (alert, attentive), i.e. without any "time off."   To be sleepless, i.e. Keep awake – watch.
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
