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The false doctrine of "baptism for the dead" came from Joseph Smith in 1836, and is found in his Doctrine and Covenants. 


Let's see what Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible teaches us . . . 

1 Corinthians 15:29
29 Else what shall they do which are baptized for the dead, if the dead rise not at all, then why are they then baptized for the dead?
Note:  The word for in the Greek is frequently used in these Epistles for "in view of," “with reference to,”  “or for what benefit?" 
For or (IN VIEW OF) or the sake of, their own resurrection from the dead.  Why, if there is no raising from the dead, according to the Sadducees, should they be baptized at all (with reference to being dead “in Christ”) and then expecting a resurrection?
In other words, if the dead rise not, then why or what benefit would there be to being baptized?  What benefit would be there to going through with baptism, then if the dead rise not?  
There were those in the early Corinthian Church, which was the worst of the early Churches, who followed all sorts of false teachings, like the Sadducees who did NOT believe in the resurrection, but who were being baptized for the dead, such as:
Matthew 3:1-7
1 In those days came John the Baptist, preaching in the wilderness of Judaea,

2 And saying, Repent ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.

3 For this is he that was spoken of by the prophet Esaias, saying, The voice of one crying in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make his paths straight.

4 And the same John had his raiment of camel's hair, and a leathern girdle about his loins; and his meat was locusts and wild honey.

5 Then went out to him Jerusalem, and all Judaea, and all the region round about Jordan,
6 And were baptized of him in Jordan, confessing their sins.

7 But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees come to his baptism, he said unto them, O generation of vipers, who hath warned you to flee from the wrath to come?
The joke concerning the Sadducees was that since they did NOT believe in the resurrection of the dead unto Eternal Life, or to Hell, but specifically unto Eternal Life they were Sad(u see), again they were sad you see, Sadducee.
Luke 3:7
7 Then said he to the multitude that came forth to be baptized of him, O generation of vipers, who hath warned you to flee from the wrath to come?
Luke 3:12
12 Then came also publicans to be baptized, and said unto him, Master, what shall we do?
Luke 7:29-30
29 And all the people that heard him, and the publicans, justified God, being baptized with the baptism of John.
30 But the Pharisees and lawyers rejected the counsel of God against themselves, being not baptized of him.
Acts 16:13-30
13 And on the sabbath we went out of the city by a river side, where prayer was wont to be made; and we sat down, and spake unto the women which resorted thither.

14 And a certain woman named Lydia, a seller of purple, of the city of Thyatira, which worshipped God, heard us: whose heart the Lord opened, that she attended unto the things which were spoken of Paul.
15 And when she was baptized, and her household, she besought us, saying, If ye have judged me to be faithful to the Lord, come into my house, and abide there. And she constrained us.
16 And it came to pass, as we went to prayer, a certain damsel possessed with a spirit of divination met us, which brought her masters much gain by soothsaying:

17 The same followed Paul and us, and cried, saying, These men are the servants of the most high God, which shew unto us the way of salvation.

18 And this did she many days. But Paul, being grieved, turned and said to the spirit, I command thee in the name of Jesus Christ to come out of her. And he came out the same hour.
19 And when her masters saw that the hope of their gains was gone, they caught Paul and Silas, and drew them into the marketplace unto the rulers,

20 And brought them to the magistrates, saying, These men, being Jews, do exceedingly trouble our city,

21 And teach customs, which are not lawful for us to receive, neither to observe, being Romans.

Note:  The pagan Romans believed in many gods, and therefore to be Baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth unto One God, the Triune God, Matthew 28:18-20, was completely foreign to the Romans.

22 And the multitude rose up together against them: and the magistrates rent off their clothes, and commanded to beat them.
23 And when they had laid many stripes upon them, they cast them into prison, charging the jailor to keep them safely:

24 Who, having received such a charge, thrust them into the inner prison, and made their feet fast in the stocks.
Note:  A Roman Soldier charged with keeping someone under guard, if that individual(s) escaped, the Roman Soldier would be crucified -- which was the worse of all deaths, for he would be considered a traitor to Rome for failing in his duty.

25 And at midnight Paul and Silas prayed, and sang praises unto God: and the prisoners heard them.
26 And suddenly there was a great earthquake, so that the foundations of the prison were shaken: and immediately all the doors were opened, and every one's bands were loosed.
27 And the keeper of the prison awaking out of his sleep, and seeing the prison doors open, he drew out his sword, and would have killed himself, supposing that the prisoners had been fled.

28 But Paul cried with a loud voice, saying, Do thyself no harm: for we are all here.

29 Then he called for a light, and sprang in, and came trembling, and fell down before Paul and Silas,

30 And brought them out, and said, Sirs, what must I do to be saved?

Many today have the same view as the Sadducees in that when one dies they simply "go out of existence".  Therefore, they say, Live for today, enjoy whatever you can, for there is 'no tomorrow' ".   
There were those such as these who came into Christianity as spies, as false Brethren, and no doubt were some among the Corinthians who thought the resurrection an impossibility. This was a common sentiment among the heathens, among the Gentiles, indeed it was their belief or Leaven (Leaven, i.e.:  their doctrine or teachings) of the Sadducees.  Due to some of the horrible executions of Christians standing for their faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth this might have terrified some who had such false leaven, i.e.:  beliefs, doctrine, or teachings who had been attracted to the teachings of Christianity, or who had entered into the Christian Churches who wished to destroy Christianity from within by bringing in such false doctrine, to be baptized BECAUSE of those who had suffered death, which was/is EXACTLY the wrong reason to be Baptized.  Indeed, some Sadducees came in to the Churches who did NOT believe in the resurrection, but may have come into the early Christian Church because of the persecutions, or because of fear.  There were some, indeed, that were not Christians at all but tares within the early Church as there are today, Matthew 13.  Additionally, some may have been "guilty by association" having family members who were Christians, and thus were associated with the Christian Church, but not being Christians themselves, being pagan Romans, or Corinthians, who did NOT believe in Eternal Life, or the resurrection.  Coming into Christianity out of fear may have led these false believers to contemplate or to be baptized on such an occasion out of fear instead of having faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone unto Eternal Life.  Therefore, these might be properly said to be “baptized for the dead,” that is, being baptized to be associated with those who had been baptized and were now dead on account of their faithful witness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, who were now martyred for the True Worship, the True faith.  Some then who were baptized “for the dead,” not believing in the resurrection, such as the Sadducees, but still were being baptized in hope of blessings to be received by being numbered with (associated with) the martyred dead, such as:  
Matthew 22:23-24
23 The same day came to him the Sadducees, which say that there is no resurrection, and asked him,

24 Saying, Master, Moses said, If a man die, having no children, his brother shall marry his wife, and raise up seed unto his brother.
Mark 12:18-19
18 Then come unto him the Sadducees, which say there is no resurrection; and they asked him, saying,

19 Master, Moses wrote unto us, If a man's brother die, and leave his wife behind him, and leave no children, that his brother should take his wife, and raise up seed unto his brother.
Luke 20:27-28
27 Then came to him certain of the Sadducees, which deny that there is any resurrection; and they asked him,

28 Saying, Master, Moses wrote unto us, If any man's brother die, having a wife, and he die without children, that his brother should take his wife, and raise up seed unto his brother.
Acts 23:6-8
6 But when Paul perceived that the one part were Sadducees, and the other Pharisees, he cried out in the council, Men and brethren, I am a Pharisee, the son of a Pharisee: of the hope and resurrection of the dead I am called in question.
7 And when he had so said, there arose a dissension between the Pharisees and the Sadducees: and the multitude was divided.
8 For the Sadducees say that there is no resurrection, neither angel, nor spirit: but the Pharisees confess both.
 
Note:  Some then who were baptized “for the dead,” not believing in the resurrection, such as the Sadducees, but still were being baptized in hope of blessings to be received by being numbered with, i.e.:  (associated with) the martyred dead, were being "baptized for the dead," INSTEAD of being Baptized unto the living, unto Eternal Life.  Thus, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth attacked their Leaven, their false doctrine, saying they do err not knowing the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Word of God, the Holy Bible, for Jehovah God IS NOT the God of the dead, but satan is the “god” of the dead.  Jehovah God is the God of the Living, those who live with God, and will live with God, the One Triune God, the Trinity forever unto Eternal Life by faith ALONE in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for their Salvation . . .


Mark 12:18-27
18 Then come unto him the Sadducees, which say there is no resurrection; and they asked him, saying,
19 Master, Moses wrote unto us, If a man's brother die, and leave his wife behind him, and leave no children, that his brother should take his wife, and raise up seed unto his brother.

20 Now there were seven brethren: and the first took a wife, and dying left no seed.

21 And the second took her, and died, neither left he any seed: and the third likewise.

22 And the seven had her, and left no seed: last of all the woman died also.
23 In the resurrection therefore, when they shall rise, whose wife shall she be of them? for the seven had her to wife.
Note:  Understand, in making this statement, the Sadducees were being sarcastic.

24 And Jesus answering said unto them, Do ye not therefore err, because ye know not the scriptures, neither the power of God?
25 For when they shall rise from the dead, they neither marry, nor are given in marriage; but are as the angels which are in heaven.

26 And as touching the dead, that they rise: have ye not read in the book of Moses, how in the bush God spake unto him, saying, I am the God of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob?
27 He is not the God of the dead, but the God of the living: ye therefore do greatly err.
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Revelation 22:16-19
16 I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star.

17 And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth say, Come. And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely.
18 For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book:
19 And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.

Note:  If you haven't noticed many “religions” like the Mormons add to the Holy Bible, have additional prophecies and bring in heresies . . . or simply try and take away from God's Holy Word.
