The Pope: "It is an honor to be called a revolutionary" 
Pope Francis interviewed by Eugenio Scalfari 
in "la Repubblica" of March 29, 2018
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The Vatican is frantic to HIDE THE TRUTH of what was said by this "pope" Francis I, -- the "pope" who has gone rogue.

The Vatican quickly published the following response:
“The Holy Father Francis recently received the founder of the newspaper La Repubblica in a private meeting on the occasion of Easter, without however giving him any interviews. What is reported by the author in today’s article [in La Repubblica] is the result of his reconstruction, in which the textual words pronounced by the Pope are not quoted. No quotation of the aforementioned article must therefore be considered as a faithful transcription of the words of the Holy Father.”

Notice how subtil the Vatican HIDES the Truth of the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, with this  "pope" who preaches "another Gospel, Genesis 3:1; 2 Corinthians 11:1-4; Galatians 1:6-9."  The Vatican, using obfuscation and technicality, is denying that the Pope can be quoted, because it was not an official interview, but rather Scalfari’s rendition of a “private meeting”.  Therefore, Pope Francis shouldn’t be "officially quoted".

Vatican press spokesman Greg Burke issued a statement confirming the Pope had “recently received the founder of the daily La Repubblica in a private meeting for Easter,” but said he hadn’t granted him “an interview.”  “No quotation marks of the aforementioned article should therefore be considered as a faithful transcription of the words of the Holy Father,” he said.
In other words, they are deliberately masking the negative consequences of "pope" Francis actions  by "skating around the truth" with technicalities.  Notice, that the Vatican did not emphatically deny that "dope Francis" did not say, that he never said there is no Hell, but just that he shouldn’t be quoted, or the quote was done solely by memory of an old man, whose memory failed him -- simply because the meeting was "private" an not an actual "official interview".  The two men, Scalfari and "pope Francis" have been friends for years and have met on a number of occasions.
This same Scalfari interviewed "pope" Francis some three years ago, on 15Mar2015, and Scalfari wrote basically the same thing, that the Pope denies the existence of Hell.

The following are key excerpts from that meeting:

Scalfari: “What happens to that unlit "lost" soul? Will it be punished? And how?”
Pope Francis: “The answer of Francis is clear and clear: there is no punishment but the annulment of that soul. All the others participate in the blessedness of living in the presence of the Father. The canceled souls are not part of that banquet, with the death of the body their journey is over and this is the motivation of the missionary Church: to save the lost. And it is also the reason why Francis is a Jesuit to the end.

The Compagnia (Company, i.e.:  the religious order, The Society of Jesus (SJ – from Latin: Societas Iesu) -- the Jesuits) founded by Ignatius of Loyola taught his followers that the mission had as a premise that to get in tune with the others, understand the wavelength without which the dialogue would be impossible. Therefore the missionary Church must update itself according to the passage of time and the diversity of the place.

When dialogue finally becomes possible between different people, different cultures, different civilizations and even different religions, then the missionary Church can stimulate the vocation to good and limit love for oneself.
This teaching of Francis makes much sense also for those who do not believe because it touches a deeply human aspect regardless of faith in God and in Christ his Son. It is a teaching that emphasizes the difference between man and the animal from which he comes and to a mind capable of thinking itself and self-judging by holding its own narcissus by the bridle and raising its head to gaze at the stars.”

(Note:  "pope" Francis speaks as little as possible of God, but as much as possible about man.  The Roman Catholic "church" remains rigidly attached to their satanic "doctrine" and have watered down the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, making it "another Gospel, Genesis 3:1; 2 Corinthians 11:1-4; Galatians 1:6-9" trying to involve the greatest number of people, and to change the very Word of God to accomplish that goal. At that time in March, 2015 the Vatican promptly responded, again, stating that the meeting was not recorded, or published on the Vatican website, thus the Pope cannot officially be quoted.  Notice, yet again, that they did not say emphatically state that the Pope did not say there is no hell.

Dear Pilgrims to Mary and with Mary!
Thank you for your welcome and for joining me on this pilgrimage of hope and peace. Even now, I want to assure all of you who are united with me, here or elsewhere, that you have a special place in my heart. I feel that Jesus has entrusted you to me (cf. Jn 21:15-17), and I embrace all of you and commend you to Jesus, “especially those most in need” – as Our Lady taught us to pray (Apparition of July, 1917). May she, the loving and solicitous Mother of the needy, obtain for them the Lord’s blessing! On each of the destitute and outcast robbed of the present, on each of the excluded and abandoned denied a future, on each of the orphans and victims of injustice refused a past, may there descend the blessing of God, incarnate in Jesus Christ. “The Lord bless you and keep you. The Lord make his face to shine upon you, and be gracious to you. The Lord lift up his countenance upon you, and give you peace” (Num 6:24-26).

This blessing was fulfilled in the Virgin Mary. No other creature ever basked in the light of God’s face as did Mary; she in turn gave a human face to the Son of the eternal Father. Now we can contemplate her in the succession of joyful, luminous, sorrowful and glorious moments of her life, which we revisit in our recitation of the rosary. With Christ and Mary, we abide in God. Indeed, “if we want to be Christian, we must be Marian; in a word, we have to acknowledge the essential, vital and providential relationship uniting Our Lady to Jesus, a relationship that opens before us the way leading to him” (Paul VI, Address at the Shine of Our Lady of Bonaria, Cagliari, 24 April 1970). Full Translation 29MAR18:

This is the week of passion according to Christian history, which reaches its climax with the last supper, the betrayal of Judas, the arrest of Jesus, the conversation with Pilate and then the crucifixion, death and the sound of bells in all the churches of the world where resurrexit is celebrated. Thus ends the story of three years of preaching the son of Mary and Joseph of the tribe of David, who in three years founded a religion that in some way continues the Jewish one of the Bible, but with new principles that in those three years have threw the seed of a religious revolution, but also social and political in good and evil, in sin and in forgiveness, in crimes and in mercy. 


Tuesday afternoon I met Pope Francis on his invitation to the ground floor of the Santa Marta Palace in the Vatican, where the Pope lives and receives friends. I have the privilege of being his friend. We met five times: in one of these I was with my whole family. The other four we talked about everything. An unbeliever and the Pope, bishop of Rome on the seat of Peter and inspired mainly by the letters of Paul, who transformed Christianity into a religion destined to be the most followed, along with the Muslim, with which Francis has sought and still seeks brotherhood in the name of a One God to whom all religions must be inspired. We often call each other, the Pope and I, to exchange news of each other, but sometimes we meet again together and talk for a long time. Of religion and politics. 

This, I said, is the week called "passion". Jesus and his twelve apostles arrive in Jerusalem greeted by a festive crowd, the same that, after interrogation with Pilate, will be called to say who deserves to be freed between Christ and Barabbas, who is already in the Roman galleys of Jerusalem. Jesus has not yet been arrested and decides to go to the garden called Gethsemane, followed by the apostles, he stops them and tells them to wait for him. He goes into that garden where at a certain point he is completely alone, he turns to the Father and says: «If you want and can, do not make me drink this bitter cup, but if you do not want I will drink it to the end». He gets no answer and understands that the Father will not save him. Meanwhile, guided by Judas, the guards and legionaries sent by the high priests who take Jesus and bring him to court arrive. From there, after having also heard the opinion of the high priests of Jerusalem, the sentence of the crucifixion is final and takes place as we know on the hill of Golgotha. 

All this, I ask Pope Francis, derives from the expulsion of Adam and Eve from the earthly Paradise, from their exile on the earth where we have been living since then? So the creation is not that beautifully painted by Michelangelo on the ceiling of the Sistine, but it happens when God sees that Adam and Eve had succumbed to the lures of a devil snake, and they have broken the only ban that had been placed. The true creation is therefore in their expulsion from the earthly Paradise, is that creation? Francesco listens to my question and then answers me completely differently from what is usually told. "Creation - he tells me - is not accomplished in this way described. The Creator, the God in the highest, created the whole universe and above all the energy that is the instrument with which our Lord created the earth, the mountains, the sea, the stars, the galaxies and the living natures and even the particles and atoms and the different species that the divine nature has brought to life. Each species lasts for thousands or perhaps billions of years, but then disappears. Energy has exploded the universe that changes from time to time. New species replace those that have disappeared and it is God the creator who regulates this alternation. 
Your Holiness, in our previous meeting you told me that our species will disappear at some point and God will always create other species from his creative seed. She never spoke to me of souls who have died in sin and go to hell to take it for granted forever. You spoke to me instead of good souls and admitted to the contemplation of God. But the bad souls? Where are they punished? 

"They are not punished, those who repent get God's forgiveness and go among the ranks of the souls who contemplate him, but those who do not repent and can not therefore be forgiven disappear. There is no hell, there is the disappearance of sinful souls ".  Holiness, you, Pope or Bishop of Rome as you prefer to call yourself, is also involved in politics? 

"Do you mean religious politics?"
 Holiness, politics is politics, deals with the human race. For a Pope he always has a religious character, but not only. After all, you have always told me that in a Church that tries to meet with modernity - and she has taken on this task - as the Second Vatican Council prescribed, politics is both religious and secular. Since she carefully follows her duties, she recognizes modernity as a goal to be achieved. Where does this clarification start? 

"Historically I would say that modernity starts from an atheist and cultural point of view by Michel de Montaigne. An almost necessary reading. The beginning of the Enlightenment is Montaigne. Then it continues to Kant through a series of steps that naturally do not stop at him. But the border of modernity that I consider is not for me to investigate it, however it is good to know it. The representative of Christendom must pay attention to other problems. For example, for the education of young people. In some cases they try to work and do well, but working is not enough, work should be encouraged, but together with it there is another feeling just as necessary and perhaps even more important: the feeling of love towards others, one's family , your own city. I insist above all on love of neighbor. The Church extends to a civil and Christian holiness in the broadest sense. Religion is of great importance to me, but I am aware that the religious sense can be had at home even without practicing it. Or you practice a religion but only in its rituals and not with the heart and the soul. If I have to say where today the religiosity is stronger, I would indicate the masses of peoples of South America, of the plains of North America, Oceania, and the band of Africa from east to west. Africa is a troubled and troubled continent, it must be greatly helped. It is from there that the masses of slaves have left with their burden of suffering. 
And Europe, Holiness? 
"Europe must strengthen, politically and morally. There are also many poor and many immigrants here. We have said that we want to know modernity as well as its falls. Europe is a continent that for centuries has fought wars, revolutions, rivalries and hatred, even in the Church. But it was also a land where religiosity reached its maximum and for this reason I assumed the name of Francis: that is one of the great examples of the Church that must be understood and imitated. 
You, Holiness, will remember that I often call her revolutionary when I write about her. 
"Yes, I know, and it's a word that honors me in the sense in which he says it. You, as far as I know, make the years in a few days. I send you my best wishes and see each other again soon. " He accompanied me to the door, we hugged in front of two Swiss guards stiffened to attention and then he waited for the car to start throwing a kiss with the fingers to which I replied in the same way. Returning home I unconsciously came to mind the phrases of Salvini, Berlusconi, Renzi and Di Maio and I got a sense of deep sadness. Saturday I will have to take care of them, but the melting of the bells will make me think of the man Jesus of Nazareth. A man and no more than a man. Someone who thinks and resembles him is in the society of our times. Politics, unfortunately, is reduced to chance. I regret the times of Plato. If we were like him; but unfortunately there is no hope.
