The Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible speaks of only ONE Holy Father, it is not a successive Office. No one on earth is to be called Father other than Jehovah God, who alone is the True Spiritual Father of all Born Again Believers.  The Apostle Paul spoke of spiritual fathers as instructors.  This is completely different than the man made Title "bestowed" upon and "taken by"  the Roman Catholic "pope". 

Matthew 23:1-7
1 Then spake Jesus to the multitude, and to his disciples,
2 Saying The scribes and the Pharisees sit in Moses' seat:
3 All therefore whatsoever they bid you observe, that observe and do; but do not ye after their works: for they say, and do not.
4 For they bind heavy burdens and grievous to be borne, and lay them on men's shoulders; but they themselves will not move them with one of their fingers.
5 But all their works they do for to be seen of men: they make broad their phylacteries, and enlarge the borders of their garments,
Note:  The Scribes and Pharisees made phylacteries.  Phylacteries were scrolls of paper or parchment, wherein were written with four paragraphs of the the Old Testament Law, to be worn on their foreheads and left arms:

Phylacteries, i.e.:  Phylactery, or an Amulet, is a parchment capsule containing little parchment rolls or scrolls rolled up with the Hebrew texts, affixed to the left upper arm or the forehead of men at morning prayer, and regarded as a protection (hence the name, meaning "to keep, preserve") against "evil spirits".
Exodus 13:1-10, 11-16; Deuteronomy 6:1-9, 13-21
Phylactery, was strapped to the inside of the left arm (between the shoulder and the elbow) which made the phylacteries "rest over the heart" during prayer. Phylacteries are also strapped on the wrist and forehead to signify how the Word of God should regulate all behavior and thoughts.

The Jews gave the name of "prayer-fillets," to small strips of parchment, phylacteries on which were written passages from the Law of Moses, and which, enclosed in little cases, they were accustomed when engaged in prayer to wear fastened by a leather strap to the forehead and to the left arm over against the heart, in order that they might thus be solemnly reminded of the duty of keeping the Commands of God in the head and in the heart, according to the directions given in Exodus 13:1-10, 11-16; Deuteronomy 6:1-9, 13-21.  These little pieces of paper, scrolls were "thought to have power, like amulets," to avert various evils and to drive away devils, demons, hence, their Greek name.  They widen, or made broad their phylacteries, which was done that they might render them more conspicuous and show themselves to be more "Holy, and more eager than the all others to be reminded of God's Law given to Moses".  Again, the Scribes and Pharisees made these phylacteries broad, i.e.:  broader than the others in the general population, that they might be thought more Holy, more zealous for the Law than others.

Additionally, God had appointed the Jews to make fringes upon their garments:

Numbers 15:37-41
37 And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying,
38 Speak unto the children of Israel, and bid them that they make them fringes in the borders of their garments throughout their generations, and that they put upon the fringe of the borders a ribband of blue:

Note:  They were those who Coveted . . .  Having overwhelmingly pride, yea, self-love was their darling, the reigning sin of the Scribes and the Pharisees.  The sin of pride that most easily beset them, Hebrews 12:1.  This pride, self-love, loving oneself, this self-love describes someone preoccupied with their own selfish desires (self-interests above all things, intent on one's own interests, to the point of even denying the God that made them, ) was which the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth takes all occasions to speak against them.  These evil men of satan, that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth rebukes, telling them that they do the will of their "father," satan, "profess" that they know God, but in works they deny him, being abominable, and disobedient, and unto every good work reprobate.  These evil satanic men, which drug the Old Testament into the New Testament by a "priesthood made by men".  The men of satan, these of the devil crept into the Church unawares, and they were before of old "ordained to this condemnation," as ungodly men, turning the Grace of our God into lasciviousness, and denying the only Lord God, and our Lord Jesus Christ!, Titus 1:16; Jude 1:4. Woe to them the Scribes -- the Doctors of the Law -- Lawyers who decided the Doctrine that other including the Pharisees would teach, and woe to you unto the Pharisees the "teachers of the Law," and woe unto the Sadducees, (Sadducees did not believe in resurrection (Joke:  The Sadducees were "Sad u see"?) Matthew 22:23-24) whom the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth condemned, for they did not know God's Word, the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible of the Old Testament, Matthew 22:29.  The Scribes, Pharisees claimed to live by and follow God's Law right down to the last cumin seed, Matthew 23:23 as they too erred, omitting the weightier matters of the Law:  Judgment, Mercy, and faith!.  These satanic men of old, of the Old Testament, came in as spies, false Brethren into the New Testament and took over the Christian Churches, making up a man-made "priesthood" which is not of God, which became the Roman Catholic "church," to whom the day of the Lord is darkness, and not light, Amos 5:18.

The Lord Jesus Christ and His Apostles taught that men indeed should give respect to him that Preaches, who teaches the Word of God, for it is commendable to do so.  HOWEVER, for him that Preaches or teaches, as the Roman Catholic "priesthood," and today most of what used to be called Protestantism, who by using "titles," such as Reverend, www.alemattec.com/Reverend, fear Him . . . .doc, demand that people show them respect, fear them, and honor them above all others in the "church" that they lead, indeed they do demand it -- even by the titles they use, and are puffed up with it pride, and do lust after it, Exodus 20:17; Deuteronomy 5:21; Romans 7:7; 2 Peter 2:3, and this is sinful.  All sin is against God alone, Psalm 51:3-4. 
2 Peter 2:3
3 And through covetousness shall they with feigned words make merchandise of you: whose judgment now of a long time lingereth not, and their damnation slumbereth not.

How much is all this should be condemned in what is called "Christianity" today!  The consistent Disciple of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the True Worshiper, one Called of God, one Born Again is pained by being put into chief places, by being put on a pedestal for their knowledge, as though they have any part themselves of what God alone gives out by measure, the very faith, Romans 12:3, that they have to do their work, their effectual work, 1 Corinthians 16:9; 2 Corinthians 1:6; Galatians 2:8; Ephesians 3:7; Ephesians 4:16; 1 Thessalonians 2:13; Philemon 1:6; James 5:16, of their effectual Calling.
Note:  The work that a True Worshiper of God, through his Lord and Savior -- the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, is Called to do is an "effectual work":

Effectual in the Greek means:  Working, action, productive work, activity, energy --  Properly, "God's power in action by His Holy Spirit," spoken of always of God's energy.  Thus, the Born Again Believer is energized by the Holy Spirit of God to do the work he was Called by God to do, fulfilling God's Will, God's Plan.  Divine energy typically refers to God's energy by the Holy Spirit which transitions the Born Again Believer from point to point in God plan for their life, and causing them to accomplish God's Will, according to God's Divine plan.

Looking today around on the visible "church," the man of God would think this was the "spirit required," i.e.:  to covet, to desire the praise of others, being boastful, having self-love, vainly puffed up, by their fleshly minds, 1 Corinthians 4:6; 1 Corinthians 4:18-19; 1 Corinthians 5:2; 1 Corinthians 13:1-8; Colossians 2:18-22, full of pride.  It is plain that a great measure of this antichristian spirit prevails in what is called "Christianity" today.


Note:  Puffed up in the Greek means:  I inflate, puff up; pass: I am puffed up, arrogant, proud. "Air-bellows" – Properly, inflate by blowing; (figuratively) swelled up, like an egotistical person spewing out arrogant being ("puffed-up") by their thoughts.  In the primary sense of blowing; to inflate, i.e. (figuratively) make proud (haughty -- One who desires to be high or exalted above other, to rise up in importance before others, 2 Samuel 22:28; Psalm 131:1; Proverbs 16:18; Proverbs 18:12; Proverbs 21:24; Isaiah 3:16-26; Isaiah 10:33; Isaiah 24:4; Ezekiel 16:50; Zephaniah 3:11) -- puffed up.
returning to Matthew 23:1-8
1 Then spake Jesus to the multitude, and to his disciples,
2 Saying The scribes and the Pharisees sit in Moses' seat:
3 All therefore whatsoever they bid you observe, that observe and do; but do not ye after their works: for they say, and do not.

4 For they bind heavy burdens and grievous to be borne, and lay them on men's shoulders; but they themselves will not move them with one of their fingers.
5 But all their works they do for to be seen of men: they make broad their phylacteries, and enlarge the borders of their garments,
6 And love the uppermost rooms at feasts, and the chief seats in the synagogues,

8 But be not ye called Rabbi: for one is your Master, even Christ; and all ye are brethren.
Note:  The Scribes hunted very greatly after such titles, such as:  Rabbi, "The Rav," lord or Master.  These Scribes being the ones whom the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth called but blind guides, Luke 11:46; Luke 11:52; Matthew 23:16; Matthew 23:24, and pronounced God's Curse upon them, . . . woe to you.  The Scribes (Doctors of the Law, i.e.:  Lawyers) and Pharisees explained the Law of Moses, and they enforced obedience to it, and diminished God's Law by "added to it," and by adding to it took away, and by "taking away" they diminished, they diminished that which is perfect (Perfect:  Whole, complete) which is against God's Command, Deuteronomy 4:1-2."  Here, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth charges them with hypocrisy (A hypocrite:  Being a hypocrite, i.e.:  an actor, "only acting the part" of loving God and to give lip service in worshiping God and to pretend, go through the motions, of following God's Law") in religion. Man can only judge according to outward appearance; God searches the reins of the heart.
The root of the word Rabbi means Lord, in Arabic, which comes from Babylon via the Phoenicians, and means specifically the Lord "god" who is owner, Master, Chief, or Prince.  

The Hebrew word Rabbi signifies one that is above his fellows, better or smarter than the rest of them.  We may see by the repeating of this title, Rabbi, Rabbi how proud a title it was.  Rabbis were to be considered great teachers rather than Priests.  Today they who were called Rabbi (One who is a Master and Chief over many) who, by the laying on of hands, were uttered and declared to the world to be "wise men".  Rabbi, meaning my lord, my master, was given as an official title of honor -- master, Rabbi, lord.  The Jews were accustomed to address their teachers as masters, i.e.:  Rabbi.  John the Baptist was called Rabbi by some of his disciples, i.e.:  learners, John 3:25-26.  The Arabic word, Rabboni, Rabbuni refers to the top religious leader in Judaism,  the "High-rhabbi" who was the President of the Great Sanhedrin, www.alemattec.com/Israel Reestablishes the Sanhedrin . . . .doc, and who functioned as the religious leader of the nation, as the High Priest.  The French Monseigneur, used as a title preceding a title of office or rank, such as as a Prince by the Jews.  As a sign of great respect, a great rabbis was called "The Rav".  

Rabboni, also meaning Rabbi, is (Chaldean, i.e.:  Babylonian רִבּון,) meaning:  lord; רַבָּן, master, chief, prince; cf. Levy, Chald. WB. üb.

In Babylonia, Babylon, Baal was the title specially applied to Merodach of Babylon also known as Marduk, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Merodach, and as part of the worship of Marduk, was to worship pine cones, i.e.:  which is part of Baal worship, see image: http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/File:Elam_r_%2830%29.JPG, www.alemattec.com/Baal worship, Babylonian worship by the Roman Catholic 'church'.htm, which in time the title Baal came to be used in place of Merodach (Marduk's) actual name. As the word Baal in the Hebrew also means "possessor," it has been supposed to have originally signified, when used in a religious sense, that of "possessor" which is derived from that of "lord," meaning to own someone, or to be over someone with complete control.  The Babylonian Bel-Merodach was a Sun-god, and so too was the Canaanite Baal, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Baalism, whose full title was Baal-Shemaim, which meant the "lord of heaven." The Phoenician writer Sanchuniathon (Philo Byblius, Fragmenta II) accordingly says that the children of the first generation of mankind, " . . . in time of drought stretched forth their hands to heaven toward the sun, for they regarded Baal-Shemaim as the sole "Lord of heaven," and called him Beel-samen, which means "Lord of Heaven" in the Phoenician language and is equivalent to the Greek god Zeus.

Baalshamin or Ba'al Šamem[2] (Aramaic: ܒܥܠ ܫܡܝܢ, lit. 'Lord of Heaven(s)') is a Northwest Semitic god and a title applied to different gods at different places or times in ancient Middle Eastern inscriptions, especially in Canaan/Phoenicia and Syria. The title was most often applied to Hadad, East Semitic Akkadian (Assyrian-Babylonian) http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Hadad, who is also often titled just Ba‘al, Lord.  Baalshamin was one of the two supreme gods and the sky god of pre-Islamic Palmyra in ancient Syria. (Bel was the other supreme god.)[3] There his attributes were the eagle and the lightning bolt, and he perhaps formed a triad with the lunar god Aglibol and the sun god Malakbel.[4]
Baal-Shemaim had a temple at Umm el-Awamid between Acre and Tyre, and his name is found in inscriptions from the Phoenician colonies of Sardinia and Carthage.
Tammuz was the young incarnate Sun "god," the Sun-divinity incarnate. This same Sun-deity, known amongst the Babylonians as Tammuz, was identified with the Greek Adonis and with the Phoenician Adoni, all of them Sun-deities, being slain in winter, then being "wept for," and their return being celebrated by festivity in spring, while some had it in summer--according to the myths of pagan idolatry.  In Babylonia, the month Tammuz was established in honor of the eponymous god Tammuz, who originated as a Sumerian "shepherd-god, Dumuzid or Dumuzi," the consort of Inanna and, in his Akkadian form, the parallel consort of Ishtar.

The evidence for its pagan origin is so convincing that The Catholic Encyclopedia admits that "the sign of the cross, represented in its simplest form by a crossing of two lines at right angles, greatly antedates (Antedates:  Coming before on a date which was much earlier than the actual date of the event or document,) in both East and the West, coming then before its introduction into Christianity. It goes back to a very remote period of human civilization." It then continues and refers to the Tau cross of the pagan Egyptians, "In later times the Egyptian Christians (Copts), attracted by its form, and perhaps by its symbolism, adopted it as the emblem of the cross."

Further proof of its pagan origin is the recorded evidence of the Vestal Virgins of pagan Rome having the cross hanging on a necklace, and the Egyptians doing it too, as early as the 15th century B.C.. The Buddhists, and numerous other sects of India, also used the "sign of the cross" as a mark on their followers' heads. The cross thus widely worshiped, on either the forehead or as a sign in the sky from the sun-god, was regarded as a 'sacred emblem,' and was the unequivocal symbol of Bacchus, the Babylonian Messiah, for he was represented with a head-band covered with crosses, .

The Temple of Bacchus was one of the three main temples at a large complex in Classical Antiquity, at Baalbek in Lebanon. http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Temple_of_Bacchus The Temple was dedicated to Bacchus (also known as Dionysus), the Roman god of wine, but was traditionally referred to by Neoclassical visitors as the "Temple of the Sun". It is considered one of the best preserved Roman Temples in the world. It is larger than the Parthenon in Greece, though much less famous.  At Baalbek, Lebanon the gods worshiped there by the Romans included: The triad of Jupiter, Venus and Bacchus, which were grafted onto the indigenous deities of Hadad, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Hadad, Atargatis and a young male god of fertility.

In the earlier days of the Hebrew's history the title Baal, or "Lord," was applied to the God of Israel, Jehovah God, a usage which was revived in later times, and referenced in the Authorized Version, the King James Version, of the Holy Bible. Hence, Gibeon, King David, and Jonathan had sons called Baal, Meribbaal, 1 Chronicles 8:29-34, and Beeliada, 1 Chronicles 14:7, below.

Note:  Beeliada means in the Hebrew:  "Baal knows".
1 Chronicles 14:1-7
1 Now Hiram king of Tyre sent messengers to David, and timber of cedars, with masons and carpenters, to build him an house.

2 And David perceived that the Lord had confirmed him king over Israel, for his kingdom was lifted up on high, because of his people Israel.
3 And David took more wives at Jerusalem: and David begat more sons and daughters.

4 Now these are the names of his children which he had in Jerusalem; Shammua, and Shobab, Nathan, and Solomon,

5 And Ibhar, and Elishua, and Elpalet,

6 And Nogah, and Nepheg, and Japhia,

7 And Elishama, and Beeliada, and Eliphalet.
Note:  "A symbol," is a likeness of something.  A Symbol is:  An action, object, event, etc., that expresses or represents a particular idea, quality or being.  A symbol is something that stands for, or suggests, something else by reason of a direct relationship, association, convention, or even an accidental resemblance.  Especially, a symbol is used as a visible sign of something invisible.  Examples:  The lion is a symbol of courage.  The traditional physician's symbol of a staff entwined with a snake.


A symbol represents an act, sound, or object having cultural significance that has the capacity to excite or objectify (Objectify:  To treat (someone, here the invisible God, Jehovah) as an object rather than as a person, or in this case God.) a response.  Using a symbol to treat as an object by making a "likeness, i.e.:  a symbol" as God.



Exodus 20:1-6
1 And God spake all these words, saying,
2 I am the Lord thy God, which have brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage.
3 Thou shalt have no other gods before me.
4 Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth.
Note:  Make no symbol, no idol, no icon, make no likeness of anything that represents God.

5 Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me;
6 And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments.

After the time of King Ahab, the name Baal became associated with the worship and rites of the Phoenician/Chaldean, i.e.:  Babylonian deity ("god") introduced into Samaria by Queen Jezebel, and its idolatrous associations (With the false worship of idols, icons, and other symbols of Baal worship, i.e.:  the Phoenix, peacock, pine cones, etc . . . , or the likeness of Baal as the Phoenician/Chaldean, i.e.:  Babylonian "god," Baal) accordingly caused the name Baal to fall into disrepute; not that it was associated with another "god," as there is no other God.  No they wouldn't use it for that purpose, as they themselves did not follow God, but Baal even then, as does the Roman Catholic "church," the "Mother church," and many other "churches" today, even those who once called themselves Protestant, i.e.:  Protestors of the Roman Catholic "churches" system of error of false worship.  Make no likeness, as these physical likenesses, as well as covetousness, which is also idolatry, Colossians 3:5-17.

Isaiah 40:17-31
17 All nations before him are as nothing; and they are counted to him less than nothing, and vanity.
18 To whom then will ye liken God? or what likeness will ye compare unto him?
Note:  Make no likeness, no image, no symbol representing God, Exodus 20:1-6.
19 The workman melteth a graven image, and the goldsmith spreadeth it over with gold, and casteth silver chains.

20 He that is so impoverished that he hath no oblation chooseth a tree that will not rot; he seeketh unto him a cunning workman to prepare a graven image, that shall not be moved.
Note:  Make no likeness, no image, no symbol representing God, Exodus 20:1-6.
21 Have ye not known? have ye not heard? hath it not been told you from the beginning? have ye not understood from the foundations of the earth?

22 It is he that sitteth upon the circle of the earth, and the inhabitants thereof are as grasshoppers; that stretcheth out the heavens as a curtain, and spreadeth them out as a tent to dwell in:

23 That bringeth the princes to nothing; he maketh the judges of the earth as vanity.

24 Yea, they shall not be planted; yea, they shall not be sown: yea, their stock shall not take root in the earth: and he shall also blow upon them, and they shall wither, and the whirlwind shall take them away as stubble.

Answer:  The One Triune God, the Trinity:  Specifically, the Word of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, following God the Father's Command, plan, as did the Holy Spirit, see John 1:1-5.
27 Why sayest thou, O Jacob, and speakest, O Israel, My way is hid from the Lord, and my judgment is passed over from my God?

28 Hast thou not known? hast thou not heard, that the everlasting God, the Lord, the Creator of the ends of the earth, Isaiah 9:6, fainteth not, neither is weary? there is no searching of his understanding.

Hosea 2:13-23
Through the Prophet Hosea, in Hosea 2:16 God declares that henceforth the God of Israel should no longer be called Baali, "my Baal," and not used in personal names like Esh-baal, 1 Chronicles 8:33; 1 Chronicles 9:39, and Beelinda into which it entered were changed in form, in that Baal being turned into bosheth, meaning shame, properly man of Baal, the man of shame:  Ish-bosheth, 2 Samuel 2:8-15: "man of shame," a son of Saul and king of Isr.  Which in Hebrew at any rate conveyed the sense of "shame."

The word Rabbi derives from the Semitic root R-B-B, in Hebrew script רַב rav, which in Biblical Aramaic means ‘great’ in many senses, including "revered," but appears primarily as a prefix in construct forms. Although the usage rabbim meaning "many" is used in Holy Scripture, shown in (as 1 Kings 18:25, הָרַבִּים) this speaks of Baal worship:


1 Kings 18:25
25 And Elijah said unto the prophets of Baal, Choose you one bullock for yourselves, and dress it first; for ye are many; and call on the name of your gods, but put no fire under.

" . . . for ye are many; . . ."  You are many, much, or a great number, or "The majority or the multitude".  Most today say there is no evidence to support an association with the later title "Rabbi."  However, the root of the word, which is cognate to Arabic ربّ rabb, meaning "Lord" (Used when talking about God) originally, was used to speak of Baal, worshiped by the Phoenicians as a deity, and was adopted by the Chaldeans, i.e.:  Babylonians.  Baal, was worship as one who was "owner" "husband" or "lord".  The title Rabbi, was given as a sign of great respect to some as "great rabbis," who through covetousness loved to be called "The Rav," meaning "the lord".


In the evil Jewish Talmud learned while in captivity in Babylon, it is a commandment (mitzvah) to stand up for a Rabbi, when they walked into a room.  Furthermore, one is commanded also to stand up for their spouses when they entered a room, and address them with respect.

The Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible speaks of only ONE Holy Father, it is not a successive Office. No one on earth is to be called this, ie.:  Father, in the spiritual realm, call no man on earth Father, call no man that name (Father) who speaks for God.  The Apostle Paul spoke of spiritual fathers as instructors.  This is completely different than the man made Title "bestowed" upon and "taken by"  the Roman Catholic "pope" and their false priesthood as they covet.
John 7:11-32
11 Then the Jews sought him at the feast, and said, Where is he?
12 And there was much murmuring among the people concerning him: for some said, He is a good man: others said, Nay; but he deceiveth the people.
13 Howbeit no man spake openly of him for fear of the Jews.
14 Now about the midst of the feast Jesus went up into the temple, and taught.
15 And the Jews marvelled, saying, How knoweth this man letters, having never learned?
16 Jesus answered them, and said, My doctrine is not mine, but his that sent me.
17 If any man will do his will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of myself.
18 He that speaketh of himself seeketh his own glory: but he that seeketh his glory that sent him, the same is true, and no unrighteousness is in him.
19 Did not Moses give you the law, and yet none of you keepeth the law? Why go ye about to kill me?
20 The people answered and said, Thou hast a devil: who goeth about to kill thee?
21 Jesus answered and said unto them, I have done one work, and ye all marvel.
22 Moses therefore gave unto you circumcision; (not because it is of Moses, but of the fathers;) and ye on the sabbath day circumcise a man.
Note:  “ . . . but of the fathers;) . . .”  In the Hebrew, fathers here means:  Literally, ancestors, generator (Generator:  Establisher, or founder,) especially a male ancestor, one advanced in years, a senior -- 1 John 2:13 – but here used as ancestor, more specifically male ancestor, .:  Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, to whom it was enjoined by God, and the forefathers, ancestors, practiced it before the times of Moses.  Therefore this Command was in force before Moses, and obligatory upon the descendants of Abraham, before Moses delivered it.
In the Spiritual sense, used by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Christ Jesus the Light of the world, John 8:12; John 9:5, Father is to be used ONLY on earth by Christians to speak of God the Father, Matthew 23:9.  As the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Light of the world, (World, i.e.:  God’s family, www.alemattec.com/What in the world does the word 'world' mean.doc,) God the Father which is the Lord Jesus Christ's Father is the God of Lights, the Father of Lights, James 1:17, as Christians are also lights to spread God’s Word, Matthew 5:14-16.  God the Father has bestowed on His Called, His Chosen, the True Worshipers, those Born Again, 1 John 3, His love.
23 If a man on the sabbath day receive circumcision, that the law of Moses should not be broken; are ye angry at me, because I have made a man every whit whole on the sabbath day?
24 Judge not according to the appearance, but judge righteous judgment.

25 Then said some of them of Jerusalem, Is not this he, whom they seek to kill?
26 But, lo, he speaketh boldly, and they say nothing unto him. Do the rulers know indeed that this is the very Christ?
27 Howbeit we know this man whence he is: but when Christ cometh, no man knoweth whence he is.
28 Then cried Jesus in the temple as he taught, saying, Ye both know me, and ye know whence I am: and I am not come of myself, but he that sent me is true, whom ye know not.
29 But I know him: for I am from him, and he hath sent me.
30 Then they sought to take him: but no man laid hands on him, because his hour was not yet come.
31 And many of the people believed on him, and said, When Christ cometh, will he do more miracles than these which this man hath done?
32 The Pharisees heard that the people murmured such things concerning him; and the Pharisees and the chief priests sent officers to take him.

Call no man your Father, one who speaks for God, do NOT call a man on earth Father, Jesus said.  As a Born Again Believer, a True Worshiper, Called of God, God's Elect you have only one Father who is in Heaven, God the Father.
Matthew 23:9
9 And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven.
The deceiver, the man of sin, the papacy, www.alemattec.com/Man of Sin revealed . . . Vicar of Christ, Vicar of the Son of God, Vicarious Christi, antiChrist, 'pope' of Rome, the Papacy . . . .doc, the one the world (World:  here satan's family, www.alemattec.com/What in the world does the word 'WORLD' mean in the Greek . . . .doc) the "father" of Rome is on earth!  Born Again Christians do not call another Father in reference to their spiritual teacher, here on earth.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Commanded His Church to address God His Father in prayer as Abba, as their Father.  Abba in the Greek means:  Abbá – "Father," used as the term of tender endearment by a beloved child – i.e. in an affectionate, dependent relationship with their father;  one loved as their "daddy," or "papa."
There is not a single instance in all of the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible where any title of Holy Father is applied to a man on earth. No Apostle including Peter was ever called this Title. The term, “Holy Father” is a Title used only once in the entire Holy Bible, and it is used only once in prayer by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth addressing God His Father, since God alone is Holy in His perfect nature, and no man on earth is to be called this name "Father" as a spiritual reference, as one who speaks for God:
John 17:11
11 And now I am no more in the world, but these are in the world, and I come to thee. Holy Father, keep through thine own name those whom thou hast given me, that they may be one, as we are.
  
No one on earth is to be called Father or Holy Father, except God the Father alone in Heaven.  Therefore, to call anyone Father in this manner is a grave error and is blasphemous and sin; it is antiChristian in doing what the Lord Jesus Christ Himself Commanded not to do.
The world Father in the Spiritual realm is the Title of God the Father alone, the Father of Lights.  The Roman Catholic "church" with their man of sin, www.alemattec.com/Man of Sin revealed . . . Vicar of Christ, Vicar of the Son of God, Vicarious Christi, antiChrist, 'pope' of Rome, the Papacy . . . .doc, as their "pope-- which in the Greek means papa or father" has therefore taken the very Title of God Himself and has bestowed it on sinful men, both as their "father, their 'pope,' and their false satanic "priesthood".  History has shown this satanic "priesthood" called the Roman Catholic "church," and their "holy father," the man of sin, to be the most outrageous of all sinners, buggering even little children in their care, a stain that remains throughout the history of the Roman "church" including murder, killing of the True Worshipers, the Saints of God, Revelation 17:5-6.
The title "pope" or "Holy Father" or as "Vicar of Christ" (Vicarious Christos = “another Christ” or one who is in place of Christ, substitution for Christ, "antiChrist”).  The "pope" is called the “Vicar of Christ.”  A “vicar” is “one who serves as a substitute or agent; one authorized to perform the functions of another in higher office”.  It is the root of the word vicarious, meaning substitution, www.alemattec.com/Man of Sin revealed . . . Vicar of Christ, Vicar of the Son of God, Vicarious Christi, antiChrist, 'pope' of Rome, the Papacy . . . .doc.


The Holy Bible addresses the man of sin, the one who is to come, who is the substitution, one who is the substitute for the Lord Jesus Christ, or the one who is anti, the one who opposes the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  This opposer, this one who is against, this substitute for the Lord Jesus Christ is the antichrist, and who is called the "Vicar of Christ".  This vicar, this substitute, is even called God, as he substitutes himself in the place of God:
2 Thessalonians 2:3-4

3 Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;

4 Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God.
The temple here spoken of is spiritually speaking and is not necessarily a literal building called a Temple, since the true Assembly of God in the New Testament is not called a temple.  As the True Christian Assembly, the Church today, is the House of God and each person is called the temple of the Holy Spirit individually, 1 Corinthians 3:17; 1 Corinthians 6:19. The only man in the New Testament who comes as the leader over the "church" is a person "who claims to have supremacy over the whole church and the people of God on earth, who is anti- a substitute Christ Jesus taking the place of God, and showing that he himself is God.  Such a one is the Roman Catholic "pope" who is worshiped as God and as "God" he does not sweat, www.alemattec.com/Some facts about 'popes,' who are supposed to be God on earth . . . they do not sweat.doc, www.alemattec.com/Ostrich fan, 'popes don't sweat'.htm, www.alemattec.com/pope treated as 'GOD,' and as 'GOD' he doesn't sweat.htm, www.alemattec.com/pope treated as 'GOD'.htm. In this we find the prediction of the APOSTATE " church" led by one who claims he alone is in the Lord Jesus Christ's place ruling the whole Church:


2 Thessalonians 2:1-4
1 Now we beseech you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, and by our gathering together unto him,

2 That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand.
3 Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;

4 Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God.

Note:  It does not lower any one to condescend, and sometimes even to beseech (Beseech  in the Greek means:  To beg.  Entreat:  To make an earnest request, to ask urgently, in order to persuade, plead -- to ask for something in a serious and emotional way) where, in strictness of right, one might Command speaking by Authority.  However, here, the Apostle Paul pleads his case out, i.e.:  Begs, entreats, makes an earnest request, asks urgently, pleads, asking in a serious and emotional way in order to persuade out of love, rather than by his authority, in behalf of one who was converted, Saved through his speaking of God's Truth, by the Holy Spirit, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ.

1 Timothy 4:1-7
1 Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils;

2 Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience seared with a hot iron;

3 Forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, which God hath created to be received with thanksgiving of them which believe and know the truth.

4 For every creature of God is good, and nothing to be refused, if it be received with thanksgiving:

5 For it is sanctified by the word of God and prayer.

6 If thou put the brethren in remembrance of these things, thou shalt be a good minister of Jesus Christ, nourished up in the words of faith and of good doctrine, whereunto thou hast attained.

7 But refuse profane and old wives' fables, and exercise thyself rather unto godliness.
While we kiss our family or the ones that we love out of love, this is not why the so called "pope" is kissed on his ring or his feet. The "pope's claims the right to this worship," and openly accepts honor in the place of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, by allowing someone to bow and kiss or kiss toward him, Psalm 2:11-12.  According to the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible, bowing down and kissing or kissing toward someone is worship.  History shows us that the Roman Catholic "popes" have been treated as "gods," or proclaims that they take the place of, substitute for God. Yet the Apostles Paul and Barnabas Acts 14:14, in Acts 14:1-18, refused to allow this worship, when the people said the "The gods have come down to us in the likeness of men".

Roman Catholics indeed will kneel before the "pope and kiss his ring," and also will even kneel before the statue of the Apostle Peter in Rome -- and kiss his big toe. The Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible FULLY  disagrees with this laying aside of the Commandments of God to teach the "tradition of men,"  Matthew 15:9; Mark 7:7-8; Colossians 2:8, as we see the Apostle Peter forbid such actions:


Acts 10:25-26

25 And as Peter was coming in, Cornelius met him, and fell down at his feet, and worshipped him.
26 But Peter took him up, saying, Stand up; I myself also am a man.
This was not humility on the Apostle Peter's part, but his disdain for another man to worship merely another man, as no Apostle of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ever allowed anyone to bow to them.  As the Apostle Peter refused Cornelius bowing to him, an Angel of the Lord in Heaven also refused the Apostle John’s worship:

Revelation 19:9-16
9 And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are called unto the marriage supper of the Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are the true sayings of God.
10 And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he said unto me, See thou do it not: I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the testimony of Jesus: worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy.

Note:  Fellowservant here means:  Bondslave, one bought out of a market.  A slave.

11 And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war.

12 His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he himself.

13 And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God.

14 And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean.

15 And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.

16 And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, King Of Kings, And Lord Of Lords.

The specific function of the Holy Spirit, as taught by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, is to preserve exactly what the so called "pope" who teaches Baal worship, is supposed to preserve - faith alone in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His Government throughout the earth, and NOT to glorify self, but to glorify the Lord Jesus Christ, John 16:13-15! 



Son, is also a word that has throughout history been used by one having authority over a younger child, or younger man.  Here is a script from Dragnet using that example:

"Dragnet 1967: The LSD Story (#1.1)" (1967)
Officer Bill Gannon: [Sergeant Joe Friday and Bill Gannon pull Benjie's head out of the ground] Stand still! 
Benjie 'Blue Boy' Carver: [they begin to frisk him] Reality, man, reality! I could see the center of the earth! Purple flame down there with a pilot light! All the way down! Purple flame down there and a pilot light! 
Benjie 'Blue Boy' Carver: He's clean, Joe, except for these. 
[holds out sugar cubes] 
Benjie 'Blue Boy' Carver: The pilot light of all creation and reality! 
Sergeant Joe Friday:  What's your name, son? 
Note:  As you can see from the context, Sergeant Joe Friday is NOT the young man's Father.  If Sergeant Joe Friday was, he would certainly know the young man's name.  Calling a younger person "a child or son" has been used for millennium to describe someone who has authority over another, i.e.:  Sergeant Joe Friday's authority, comes as being part of the Executive Branch of government.

Benjie 'Blue Boy' Carver: [tracing letters in the air] You can see my name if you look hard enough. 
Sergeant Joe Friday:  Come on now, what's your name? 
Benjie 'Blue Boy' Carver: Don't you know my name? My name's Blue Boy! 
Officer Bill Gannon: What do you think, Joe, cartwheels? 
Sergeant Joe Friday: [Blue Boy appears to not be paying attention] No, sugar cubes. I'll bet you he's been dropping that acid we've been hearing about. All right son, you're under arrest. It's our duty to advise you of your Constitutional rights. You have the right to remain silent, and any statement you make may be used against you in a court of law. You have the right to the presence of an attorney. If you cannot afford one, one will be appointed before any questioning. Do you understand that? 
Benjie 'Blue Boy' Carver: [suddenly alert] There I am! I'm over there now! I'm not here anymore. My hair's green and I'm a tree! 
Officer Bill Gannon: You ever see anybody this torn up? 
Sergeant Joe Friday:  Unless he's not strung out on sugar cubes. 
Officer Bill Gannon: Yeah. 
Sergeant Joe Friday:  All right, let's take him to Central Receiving. 
Officer Bill Gannon: Come on, son.
Note:  Now, Officer Bill Gannon uses the same phrase, son, as Officer Bill Gannon speaking to a young man whom Officer Gannon has authority, from the Executive Branch, over.

Benjie 'Blue Boy' Carver: Even if your body does die, your mind will live on. 
Officer Bill Gannon: Yeah, we know. Come on. 
Benjie 'Blue Boy' Carver: You're the dirty disbelievers! The evil disbelievers! Evil! EVIL EVIL! 
[he jump-attacks Friday, and the two officers work to subdue him] 
Sergeant Joe Friday:  All right, come on son, settle down! 
[they handcuff him] 
Benjie 'Blue Boy' Carver: Brown, blue yellow. Green, green orange, red! Red red! Red! I can hear them, I can hear them all! 
Sergeant Joe Friday:  Yeah, sure you can, kid. Let's go back to the office. We'll all listen. 
[they walk him to the car] 





Note:  First of all, just to get it straight, until a Law, or until a Command is given by God, then there is no guilt.  So, using the Old Testament as example is already incorrect, when trying to use the word Father as a spiritual father, as the Roman Catholic "church" attempts to do.



Romans 5:12-17
12 Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:
13 (For until the law sin was in the world: but sin is not imputed when there is no law.

Note:  This is completely different than man made law, where according to man's law, "Ignorance of the law is no excuse".  God declares, there was no sin, no offense against God's Righteousness, until the Law (or God's Command which IS Law) is given.  Therefore, if Adam and Eve had eaten of the the tree of the knowledge of good and evil before the Command, the Law was given, by God, then Adam and Eve would have been sinless.  Where there is no Law made, no man is punished as faulty and guilty, see Romans 7:7 below . . .
14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over them that had not sinned after the similitude of Adam's transgression, who is the figure of him that was to come.

15 But not as the offence, so also is the free gift. For if through the offence of one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one man, Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto many.

16 And not as it was by one that sinned, so is the gift: for the judgment was by one to condemnation, but the free gift is of many offences unto justification.

17 For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much more they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.)
Romans 7:7
7 What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid. Nay, I had not known sin, but by the law: for I had not known lust, except the law had said, Thou shalt not covet.



If the Law was abolished, there would be no sin . . .


Romans 4:15

15 Because the law worketh wrath: for where no law is, there is no transgression.




Matthew 5:17

17 Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil.

Note:   To “fulfill” means “to fill to the full” or “to make complete.” That is quite different from abolishing the Law.  Indeed, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth “fulfilled” the Law, www.alemattec.com/The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth perfectly fulfilled all of the Law; thus, He did away with the Levitical Priesthood, and the Tithe which supported them . . . .doc.

John 15:10

10 If ye keep my commandments, ye shall abide in my love; even as I have kept my Father's commandments, and abide in his love.

Here, see the Apostle Paul's Command NOT to call any man on earth his spiritual "father" though they have 10,000 instructors, yet you (do) not (have) many fathers!

1 Corinthians 4:15-16

15 For though ye have ten thousand instructers in Christ, yet have ye not many fathers: for in Christ Jesus I have begotten you through the gospel.

Note:  Have begotten in the Greek means:  I beget, to bring forth, give birth to.  In a Jewish sense, this means "to bring forth" and is spoken of one who brings others over to his way of life.  If one teaches his neighbor the Law, and he believes and trusts Jehovah God, the Scripture reckons this the same as though "he had begotten him".  Thus, the meaning means:  "to bring forth" by opening up to"give birth to":  As a woman's cervical tissue and thinning of the cervix must "open up" until the cervical opening itself has reached 10 centimeters or 315⁄16" in diameter and the baby is able then to pass into the birth canal, in order to give birth in the physical world; so too in the spiritual world (World:  Here, God's family, www.alemattec.com/What in the world does the word 'WORLD' mean in the Greek . . . .doc) the Apostle Paul declares that he did "bring forth" by "opening up" to them God's Word -- as they become spiritually Born Again, through the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth -- through the Truth of God's Word, John 3:1-12.

Entreat:  To make an earnest request, to ask urgently, in order to persuade, plead -- to ask for something in a serious and emotional way) where, in strictness of right, one might Command speaking by Authority.  However, here, the Apostle Paul pleads his case out, i.e.:  Begs, entreats, makes an earnest request, asks urgently, pleads, asking in a serious and emotional way in order to persuade out of love, rather than by his authority, in behalf of one who was converted, Saved through his speaking of God's Truth, by the Holy Spirit, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ.  This was Onesimus. In allusion to that name, which signifies "profitable," the Apostle Paul states that in time past Onesimus had been unprofitable to Philemon, but hastens to mention the change by which Onesimus, being Born Again, Saved, now had become profitable to both Philemon and to the Apostle Paul, such as in Titus 3:8.


Philemon 1:9-14
9 Yet for love's sake I rather beseech thee, being such an one as Paul the aged, and now also a prisoner of Jesus Christ.
10 I beseech thee for my son Onesimus, whom I have begotten in my bonds:
Note:  Beseech  in the Greek means:  To beg.  Entreat:  To make an earnest request, to ask urgently, in order to persuade, plead -- to ask for something in a serious and emotional way.

Note:  Have begotten in the Greek means:  I beget, to bring forth, give birth to.  In a Jewish sense, this means "to bring forth" and is spoken of one who brings others over to his way of life.  If one teaches his neighbor the Law, and he believes and trusts Jehovah God, the Scripture reckons this the same as though "he had begotten him".  Thus, the meaning means:  "to bring forth" by opening up to"give birth to":  As a woman's cervical tissue and thinning of the cervix must "open up" until the cervical opening itself has reached 10 centimeters or 315⁄16" in diameter and the baby is able then to pass into the birth canal, in order to give birth in the physical world; so too in the spiritual world (World:  Here, God's family, www.alemattec.com/What in the world does the word 'WORLD' mean in the Greek . . . .doc) the Apostle Paul thus declares that he did "bring forth" by "opening up" to Onesimus God's Word -- and Onesimus had become spiritually Born Again, 1 Peter 1:23, through the incorruptible seed of the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth -- through the Truth of God's Word, John 3:1-12, 1 John 3:9.

13 Whom I would have retained with me, that in thy stead he might have ministered unto me in the bonds of the gospel:

14 But without thy mind would I do nothing; that thy benefit should not be as it were of necessity, but willingly.
Titus 3:4-7
4 But after that the kindness and love of God our Saviour toward man appeared,
5 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;
6 Which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour;
7 That being justified by his grace, we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life.
The lies of satan, and twisted half-truths through the Roman Catholic "church," as they do the will of their "father," satan, the devil, who was a murderer and a liar from the beginning, and the father of it, John 8:40-44.  This is the Roman Catholic "churches" lie concerning the use of the word "father" to describe their "priests" and their "pope," which is a Greek word that means papa or father.

"But in the Bible the concept of fatherhood is not restricted to just our earthly fathers and God. It is used to refer to people other than biological or legal fathers, and is used as a sign of respect to those with whom we have a special relationship. 

For example, Joseph tells his brothers of a special fatherly relationship God had given him with the king of Egypt: "So it was not you who sent me here, but God; and he has made me a father to Pharaoh, and lord of all his house and ruler over all the land of Egypt" (Gen. 45:8)".

The first problem is that although Jesus seems to prohibit the use of the term "teacher," in Matthew 28:19–20, Christ himself appointed certain men to be teachers in his Church: "Go therefore and make disciples of all nations . . . teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you." Paul speaks of his commission as a teacher: "For this I was appointed a preacher and apostle . . . a teacher of the Gentiles in faith and truth" (1 Tim. 2:7); "For this gospel I was appointed a preacher and apostle and teacher" (2 Tim. 1:11). He also reminds us that the Church has an office of teacher: "God has appointed in the church first apostles, second prophets, third teachers" (1 Cor. 12:28); and "his gifts were that some should be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, some pastors and teachers" (Eph. 4:11). There is no doubt that Paul was not violating Christ’s teaching in Matthew 23 by referring so often to others as "teachers." 


Second, there are numerous examples in the New Testament of the term "father" being used as a form of address and reference, even for men who are not biologically related to the speaker. There are, in fact, so many uses of "father" in the New Testament, that the Fundamentalist interpretation of Matthew 23 (and the objection to Catholics calling priests "father") must be wrong, as we shall see. 

Third, a careful examination of the context of Matthew 23 shows that Jesus didn’t intend for his words here to be understood literally. The whole passage reads, "But you are not to be called ‘rabbi,’ for you have one teacher, and you are all brethren. And call no man your father on earth, for you have one Father, who is in heaven. Neither be called ‘masters,’ for you have one master, the Christ" (Matt. 23:8–10). 


Let's look at what Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible has to say concerning Teacher:


Matthew 23:7-10
7 And greetings in the markets, and to be called of men, Rabbi, Rabbi.

8 But be not ye called Rabbi: for one is your Master, even Christ; and all ye are brethren.

9 And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven.
10 Neither be ye called masters: for one is your Master, even Christ.
Note:  Master here in both verses of Matthew 23:8,10 mean:  A Master, a leader, teacher, or guide.  Properly, the Head, 1 Corinthians 11:3, a Master-Teacher, which comes from the root word kata which means in the Greek:  One who comes "down from, i.e. from a higher plane (Heaven, Ephesians 4:10) to a lower plane (earth, Ephesians 4:9) with special reference to the terminus (end-point)" to teach Disciples the Way to God in Heaven, Ephesians 4:1-16, John 14:5-6, 15. 



Matthew 28:19–20
19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:
Note:  Teach here in the Greek means:  I make disciples, make into disciples, instruct, train.  Properly, helping someone to progressively learn the Word of God to become a matured, growing Disciple (literally, "a learner," a true Christ-follower sound in their Doctrine); to train (develop) in the Truths of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, and the lifestyle required, i.e. Helping a Born Again Believer learn to be a True Disciple of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in both belief and practice. 
20 Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. Amen.
Note:  Teaching here in the Greek means:  I teach, direct, admonish.  To instruct, impart knowledge.  " . . .to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: . . ." John 15:14.
Note:  Let's look at the context, and the meaning of the word Father as used in Genesis 45:8 below, although until the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth gave the Command NOT to call any man on earth Father, there was no sin.

Note:  First of all, just to get it straight, until a Law, a Command is given by God, then there is no guilt.  So, using the Old Testament as example is already incorrect, when trying to use the word Father as a spiritual father, as the Roman Catholic "church" here attempts to do.



Romans 5:12-17
12 Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:
13 (For until the law sin was in the world: but sin is not imputed when there is no law.

Note:  This is completely different than man made law, where according to man's law, "Ignorance of the law is no excuse".  God declares, there was no sin, no offense against God's Righteousness, until the Law (or God's Command which IS Law) is given. 


Genesis 45:1-8
1 Then Joseph could not refrain himself before all them that stood by him; and he cried, Cause every man to go out from me. And there stood no man with him, while Joseph made himself known unto his brethren.

2 And he wept aloud: and the Egyptians and the house of Pharaoh heard.

3 And Joseph said unto his brethren, I am Joseph; doth my father yet live? And his brethren could not answer him; for they were troubled at his presence.

4 And Joseph said unto his brethren, Come near to me, I pray you. And they came near. And he said, I am Joseph your brother, whom ye sold into Egypt.

5 Now therefore be not grieved, nor angry with yourselves, that ye sold me hither: for God did send me before you to preserve life.

6 For these two years hath the famine been in the land: and yet there are five years, in the which there shall neither be earing nor harvest.

7 And God sent me before you to preserve you a posterity in the earth, and to save your lives by a great deliverance.

8 So now it was not you that sent me hither, but God: and he hath made me a father to Pharaoh, and lord of all his house, and a ruler throughout all the land of Egypt.

Note:  The Hebrew word father directly above in Genesis 45:8 does NOT mean a spiritual Father, which the Roman Catholic "church" tries to argue as their reasoning for going against the direct Command of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to call no man UPON THE EARTH, Father, a "spiritual father," one who speaks for God, Matthew 23:9.  The word father here in Genesis 45:8 in the Hebrew means:  Chief, counselor, specifically a ruler.  Further note:  The word lord here in Genesis 45:8 above means in the Hebrew:  Superintendent of one's household, or of one's affairs. 


Returning to the Roman Catholic "church's" lies and twisted half-truths -- which is deception, using of the Title of "Father," :

"Job indicates he played a fatherly role with the less fortunate: "I was a father to the poor, and I searched out the cause of him whom I did not know" (Job 29:16). And God himself declares that he will give a fatherly role to Eliakim, the steward of the house of David: "In that day I will call my servant Eliakim, the son of Hilkiah . . . and I will clothe him with [a] robe, and will bind [a] girdle on him, and will commit . . . authority to his hand; and he shall be a father to the inhabitants of Jerusalem and to the house of Judah" (Is. 22:20–21)".


 


Job 29:1-16

1 Moreover Job continued his parable, and said, 
2 Oh that I were as in months past, as in the days when God preserved me;

3 When his candle shined upon my head, and when by his light I walked through darkness;

4 As I was in the days of my youth, when the secret of God was upon my tabernacle;

5 When the Almighty was yet with me, when my children were about me;

6 When I washed my steps with butter, and the rock poured me out rivers of oil;

7 When I went out to the gate through the city, when I prepared my seat in the street!

8 The young men saw me, and hid themselves: and the aged arose, and stood up.

9 The princes refrained talking, and laid their hand on their mouth.

10 The nobles held their peace, and their tongue cleaved to the roof of their mouth.
11 When the ear heard me, then it blessed me; and when the eye saw me, it gave witness to me:

12 Because I delivered the poor that cried, and the fatherless, and him that had none to help him.
13 The blessing of him that was ready to perish came upon me: and I caused the widow's heart to sing for joy.

14 I put on righteousness, and it clothed me: my judgment was as a robe and a diadem.

15 I was eyes to the blind, and feet was I to the lame.
16 I was a father to the poor: and the cause which I knew not I searched out.
17 And I brake the jaws of the wicked, and plucked the spoil out of his teeth.

Note:  "I was a father to the poor: . . ."  See verse 12 in same chapter above, Job was one who delivered the poor that cried, delivered those without a father, with none to help them, showing to these who were fatherless -- as a father would to a son benevolence and protection.  Job in this context did NOT claim to be their spiritual Father, but as one who “like a father would to a son” his benevolence and protection. 
Isaiah 22:20-21
20 And it shall come to pass in that day, that I will call my servant Eliakim the son of Hilkiah:
21 And I will clothe him with thy robe, and strengthen him with thy girdle, and I will commit thy government into his hand: and he shall be a father to the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and to the house of Judah.
Note:  "And I will clothe him with thy robe, and strengthen him with thy girdle, and I will commit thy government into his hand: . . ."  Eliakim was a civil officer, a Governor, who wore a garment suitable to that position, and distinctive of it.  " . . . and strengthen him with thy girdle, . . ."  A girdle which was a symbol both of power and of strength used by both Priests and Princes, Rulers, and Governors which had their own distinctive girdles.  Again, as Job

29:12,16 above, Eliakim whose physical father is Hilkiah, shall be as a father -- i.e.:  as one who shows benevolence and protection; Eliakim was NOT, their spiritual Father.
Nehemiah 1:8-10


1 The words of Nehemiah the son of Hachaliah. And it came to pass in the month Chisleu, in the twentieth year, as I was in Shushan the palace, 
2 That Hanani, one of my brethren, came, he and certain men of Judah; and I asked them concerning the Jews that had escaped, which were left of the captivity, and concerning Jerusalem.
3 And they said unto me, The remnant that are left of the captivity there in the province are in great affliction and reproach: the wall of Jerusalem also is broken down, and the gates thereof are burned with fire.
4 And it came to pass, when I heard these words, that I sat down and wept, and mourned certain days, and fasted, and prayed before the God of heaven,

5 And said, I beseech thee, O Lord God of heaven, the great and terrible God, that keepeth covenant and mercy for them that love him and observe his commandments:

6 Let thine ear now be attentive, and thine eyes open, that thou mayest hear the prayer of thy servant, which I pray before thee now, day and night, for the children of Israel thy servants, and confess the sins of the children of Israel, which we have sinned against thee: both I and my father's house have sinned.

7 We have dealt very corruptly against thee, and have not kept the commandments, nor the statutes, nor the judgments, which thou commandedst thy servant Moses.

8 Remember, I beseech thee, the word that thou commandedst thy servant Moses, saying, If ye transgress, I will scatter you abroad among the nations: 
9 But if ye turn unto me, and keep my commandments, and do them; though there were of you cast out unto the uttermost part of the heaven, yet will I gather them from thence, and will bring them unto the place that I have chosen to set my name there.
Note:  "Though there were of you cast out unto the uttermost part of the heaven, . . ." . That is, the uttermost parts of the earth, the most distant regions of the earth.  This was so called the uttermost part of the heaven, because at the extreme parts of the horizon, where the heavens and earth touch each other, as it appeared to a man, so that what is the uttermost part of the one is supposed to be of the other also, as in:  Deuteronomy 30:1-5.

10 Now these are thy servants and thy people, whom thou hast redeemed by thy great power, and by thy strong hand.
Note:  What the Word of God, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has already done by securing His people, paying a ransom, rescuing them, delivering them, as in, Jeremiah 31:11; Zechariah 10:8; Isaiah 35:10; Isaiah 51:11, www.alemattec.com/The Lord of Hosts the God of Israel, I AM HE, the Lord thy God, I AM the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Lord God, Jehovah God.doc, is to faith (As a pledge, an earnest -- a token, an engagement ring, which is a promise of what is to come, i.e.:  the wedding of God's Called Out Ones, the Kingdom of Heaven, the Christian Church made up of the Born Again Believers, the True Worshipers, those Called of God with God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.) which is a promise to God's people of what the Word of God shall yet do.

11 O Lord, I beseech thee, let now thine ear be attentive to the prayer of thy servant, and to the prayer of thy servants, who desire to fear thy name: and prosper, I pray thee, thy servant this day, and grant him mercy in the sight of this man. For I was the king's cupbearer.

Note:  Nehemiah the son of Hachaliah  --  This eminently pious and patriotic Jew is to be carefully distinguished from two other persons of the same name:  Nehemiah 1:1; 3:16; 7:7.  Nehemiah the son of Hachaliah was the Persian King's cup-bearer.  When God has work for man to do, God never has want of His instruments, those Effectually Called, to do this work.  Though little is known of Nehemiah's genealogy, it is highly probable that he was a descendant of the Tribe of Judah and the royal family of King David.  Nehemiah lived at ease, and in honor, but he does not forget that he is an Israelite, a Hebrew, a Jew, and that his Brethren are in distress.  Therefore, Nehemiah was ready to do them all the good he could, that he might know how best to do them kindness, and here he makes inquiries about them. We should inquire especially concerning the state of the Brethren in the Christian Churches today.

Through God's Grace, by faith, Nehemiah had set up the rebuilding of the Temple and the Gates of Jerusalem, and the Gentiles had had nothing to do with it, except by voluntary service.  When the city is to be rebuilt, it is the Governor appointed by the Gentiles, the Gentile Persians, who holds the prominent place, as God had touched the heart of these Gentiles and disposed them to favor His people. We see in Nehemiah himself a heart touched with the affliction of his people, a precious token of the Grace of God.  Nehemiah, moved by the Holy Spirit of God Who had produced this feeling, disposed the mighty Persian King Artaxerxes' heart to grant Nehemiah all he desired for the good of the Jews and of Jerusalem. We see also in Nehemiah a heart that habitually turned to God, that sought its strength in God, and thus surmounted the greatest obstacles.



As Nehemiah the son of Hachaliah, had shown in verse 9, so too the great Prophet Isaiah also declares:



Isaiah 63:15-19
15 Look down from heaven, and behold from the habitation of thy holiness and of thy glory: where is thy zeal and thy strength, the sounding of thy bowels and of thy mercies toward me? are they restrained?
16 Doubtless thou art our father, though Abraham be ignorant of us, and Israel acknowledge us not: thou, O Lord, art our father, our redeemer; thy name is from everlasting.
Note:  Though Abraham would refuse to acknowledge us to be his children as those who strive (bedust, wrestle, grapple) with God, i.e.:  even Israel (Jacob) one who bedust (Bedust:  To sprinkle, soil, or cover with dust. Wrestle with, to get dusty).  To grappled (Grapple:  A hand-to-hand struggle, a contest for superiority or mastery,) or wrestled with God, Genesis 32:24-30, would refused to acknowledge us to be his children, yet You Jehovah God will NOT refuse to be our Father.  They Prophet Isaiah had to confess that the Jews had become so degenerate, that if Abraham and Jacob, i.e.:  Israel were to return from the dead, they would not know them to be their seed and offspring.  Yet, notwithstanding this, God was their Father and would not forget them, Isaiah 49:15; Psalm 27:10.  God was their Father, and redeemer, Isaiah 43:1; Isaiah 44:6; Isaiah 47:4; Isaiah 48:12; Isaiah 54:5; Jeremiah 50:34 . . .  they name is from everlasting, and God had promised to love the Jews with an everlasting love, Jeremiah 31:1-4.  Or, our Redeemer from everlasting is thy Name.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was appointed from everlasting to be the Redeemer of His people, Luke 1:67-79. 
Note:  Isaac is not mentioned, because not all his posterity, i.e.:  Esau, was admitted to the God's Covenant; whereas all of Jacob's seed was admitted to the Covenant.  

Only some of Abraham's seed were Chosen, i.e.:  Isaac, and another not, Ishmael.  God therein wrought, according to the counsel of His Own Will, hath declared two immutable things, Psalm 16:7; Isaiah 9:6; Ephesians 1:10-12; Hebrews 6:17-21, as the Wonderful, Counsellor.  So, too, God Chose only some of Isaac's seed, Genesis 21:12; Matthew 3:9; John 8:33; John 8:39; Hebrews 11:18-19; Romans 9, as God foresaw both Esau and Jacob as born in sin, by their very nature were children of wrath, even as all others, Ephesians 2:3; Ephesians 5:6. Note:  "We are thine: . . ."  Thine from Everlasting, the Lord Jesus Christ's special people, being Chosen by God the Father in Christ Jesus before the foundation of the world, Ephesians 1:3-14, and taken into an Everlasting Covenant by Him, when He became their God, and they His people, www.alemattec.com/Calling and Choosing is of the Elect alone.doc.  God never ruled over the heathen, the Gentiles, those who did not know God.  " . . . they were not Called by thy name, Isaiah 43:1; Isaiah 63:17-19; Jeremiah 14:9; Jeremiah 15:16; Acts 15:13-18."  These heathen were not Called the people of God, nor the children of God, nor the servants, i.e.:  Slaves or subjects of God. The catacombs and the Mother of God. In the Roman catacombs the most ancient image is preserved of Our Lady who is depicted in a painting in the cemetery of Priscilla on the Via Salaria. Just as during the Pauline Year our constant reference point was St Paul, so in the coming months we shall look in the first place to St John Mary Vianney, the Holy Curé d'Ars, recalling the 150th anniversary of his death. In the Letter I wrote to priests on this occasion, I wished to underline what shines brightest in the life of this humble minister of the altar: his "complete identification... with his ministry". He used to like to say that "a good shepherd, a pastor after God's heart, is the greatest treasure which the good Lord can grant to a parish, and one of the most precious gifts of divine mercy", and, almost not managing to understand the greatness of the gift and task entrusted to a poor human creature, he would sigh: 

"O, how great is the priest! ... If he realized what he is, he would die... God obeys him: he utters a few words and the Lord descends from heaven at his voice, to be contained within a small host". 


This is because, through the ministry of priests, the spiritual sacrifice of all the faithful is fulfilled in union with that of Christ, the one Mediator: a sacrifice that priests offer in an unbloody and sacramental way as they wait for the Lord to come again.

This is the principal, essentially missionary and dynamic dimension of the priestly ministry and identity: through the proclamation of the Gospel they generate faith in those who do not yet believe, so that they may combine their sacrifice with Christ's through love of God and of one's neighbour.  




Note:  What great blasphemies!  

"so that they may combine their sacrifice with Christ's through love of God and of one's neighbour".
