In Christianity, God is a Trinity. This means that God is three persons, not three separate Gods operating independently outside the Will of the other, but three separate Persons acting in unison, One to the Other. The Doctrine of the Trinity states that in One God is the three Persons:  God the Father, God the Son, and the God the Holy Spirit.  Each is not the same Person as the other.  Each individually is God, yet there are not three Gods operating individually outside the Will of the other Persons of the Trinity, but One God acting always in unison.  Maybe I could use time as an analogy, albeit not a perfect one.  The concept of time is considered as past, present, and yet future. The past is not the same as the present, which is not the same as the future.  Furthermore, there are not three times. There is only one thing called time. 
The reason the word “person” is used in describing and understanding the Holy Trinity is that God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit, each individually are God, is because each person of the Holy Trinity, the Godhead, the One Triune God exhibits attributes of personhood.  Personhood meaning — Not in a human body of flesh and bones, but in personality, thought, and deed.  
Person, personhood -- Sometimes used by those who prefer to avoid man in compounds applicable to both sexes.  One of the three beings of the Godhead. (Beings:  A living thing, specifically spoken of a person.  The state of existing.  Something that actually exists.  A conscious existence:  life.  The qualities that constitute an existent thing that is alive:  Their essence, especially their personality (Personality:  The set of emotional qualities, thoughts, beliefs, or ways of behaving, etc., that makes a person different from other people.  The complex of characteristics that distinguishes each individual making them a unique person.  A set of distinctive traits and characteristics that make an individual who they are as a person.) ) The unitary (Unitary:  Having the character of a single unit :  Undivided, One undivided Whole.) personality of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth that unites both the Divine and human natures, as part of the Trinitarian Godhead, known as the Trinity, as understood by Christians.

In other words, each person of the Godhead has a Will, each of the Godhead loves, each speaks, each is aware of the others, each communicates with Themselves and the Others -- as would a person speaking and communicating, with each exercising their Will in the world.  These are attributes of personhood of the Godhead, and of a person generally.  Thus, we see the God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit each demonstrate these qualities individually --  of personhood, personality, and the exercise of Their Will, but doing so in concert One with the Other, in unison, as One God yet as three distinct Divine Persons.  Each of the Godhead, the Trinity, the One Triune God is a male:  God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Ghost (God the Holy Ghost is also known as God the Holy Spirit).  God the Holy Spirit has been here from the beginning:  Genesis 1:1-2; Genesis 1:25-27; Isaiah 63:10-11; 1 Thessalonians 4:7-8; John 14:26; 1 John 5:7, as has God the Son with God the Father, Genesis 1:1-2; John 17:5.
Because of the Trinity, God Who is a Spirit (All Three persons within the Godhead are Spirit, John 4:24) and as God in three Persons individually, as God can take whatever form He desires, and become flesh in the form of the Son, be the Holy Ghost Who speaks unto the world (World:  Meaning God's family here, Matthew 10:19-21; John 16:13; Romans 8:26; Galatians 4:6; 1 Corinthians 14:2; 1 Timothy 4:1-5, www.alemattec.com/What in the world does the word 'WORLD' mean in the Greek . . . .doc,) and at the same time His Holy Spirit be alive individually within those Born Again, and also at the very same time still exist fully in such a way so that God remains fully, individually separate persons as God the Father, but yet One with God the Son, and yet One with God the Holy Spirit, and yet as One God indivisible (Indivisible:  Impossible to divide or separate --not divisible).  Therefore, God the Son can communicate to us on our level, being "made as a man," and bring us to God by God's Holy Spirit placed within a man/woman Chosen by God for Salvation.  Not all have God's Holy Spirit, and thus cannot become one with the Godhead, and brought into the presence of the Godhead, nor are all given Eternal Life but those that have God's Holy Spirit placed within them.

God as Spirit, the Trinity One together in Unison, is perfection, as One Complete Whole, having Glory.  As they were in the beginning with God, Genesis 1:1-2; John 1:1-5; John 17:1-5, Ephesians 1; 2 Thessalonians 2:10-14.  It is the mystery made manifest (i.e.:  known) to the Saints, Colossians1:26-29, though formerly hid from the heathen world.  This, it was only shown in dark types and distant Prophecies of God's Messiah, God's Christ, but now is revealed and made known by the Holy Spirit of God.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Lord of Glory, 1 Corinthians 2:8; James 2:1.  The Lord Jesus Christ's title as the Lord of Glory -- a title much too great for any mad creature.  There are things which God hath prepared for those that love Him, and wait upon Him, which sense one cannot discover, no teaching can be conveyed to our ears, nor can it yet enter our hearts, UNLESS God the Holy Ghost reveals it to him.  We must take them the whole of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, as God's Word stands in the Scriptures without worldly understanding of the heathen, as God hath been pleased to reveal these mysteries to us by His Holy Spirit.  God has revealed True Wisdom to us by God's Holy Spirit, as it pleases Him, for God's Glory, Matthew 6:13; Matthew 16:27; Matthew 19:28; Matthew 24:30; Matthew 25:31; Mark 8:38; Mark 10:37; Mark 13:26; Luke 2:9; Luke 2:13-15; Luke 2:25-33; Luke 9:26; Luke 9:28-35; Luke 17:17-19; Luke 19:37-44; Luke 21:27; Luke 24:26; John 1:14; John 2:1-11.  Here is yet further proof of the Divine Authority of the Holy Scriptures, written by God the Holy Ghost, 



2 Peter 1:21

21 For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.

Here also is yet further proof of the Divinity of the Holy Ghost, the Holy Spirit.  Observe, that the Holy Spirit Who is God knows all things, teaches and guides in all things pertaining the Truth of God, John 14:26; John 16:13; the Holy Spirit searches all things, even the deep things of God, 1 Corinthians 2:10.  No one can know the things of God, but by His Holy Spirit, Who is One with God the Father and God the Son, and Who makes known Divine mysteries to the Lord Jesus Christ's Church, 1 Corinthians 2:15. This is a most clear testimony, both to the real Godhead and the distinct Person of God the Holy Spirit.  The Apostles were not guided by worldly principles.  The Apostles had the revelation of these things from God the Son, and by God the Holy Spirit, and the saving impression of them from the same Holy Spirit.  These things the Apostles declared in plain, simple language, taught by the Holy Spirit, totally different from the affected oratory or enticing words of the wisdom of man, 1 Corinthians 2:4-10; Colossians 2:1-5.  The natural man, the wise man of the world, by their own earthly wisdom,  receives not the things of the Spirit of God, 1 Corinthians 2:14, 2 Corinthians 4:3-4.  The pride of carnal reasoning is really as much opposed to the Truth of Holy Scripture and the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, taught by the Holy Spirit, as the basest sensuality.  The world through worldly wisdom knows not God, 1 Corinthians 1:21.  The sanctified mind alone, one Born Again, a spiritual man discerns the real beauties of Holiness, Psalm 110:1-4, on whom the power of discerning and judging about common and natural things is not lost.  The carnal man, a worldly man, is a stranger to the principles, and pleasures, and actings of the Divine life. The spiritual man only, one Called of God, one Born Again, is the person to whom God gives the knowledge of His Will, Ephesians 4:1-7.  In the Holy Scriptures, the mind of Christ, and the mind of God in Christ, are fully made known to us.  It is the great privilege of Christians, that they have the mind of Christ revealed to us by His Holy Spirit, Romans 15:5-7; 1 Corinthians 1:10; 1 Corinthians 2:15-16; 2 Corinthians 4:4; Philippians 1:26-28; Philippians 4:6-8.  Only the True Worshipers, those Called of God, those Born Again, experience God's sanctifying power in their hearts, and bring forth good fruits in their lives, Philippians 1:5-11; as a man, Matthew 3:10; Matthew 7:17-19; Luke 6:43-44; Revelation 22:2; 2 Corinthians 9:9-11, (a tree which is a man's life www.alemattec.com/Men as Trees.doc,) is known by his fruit.

Note:  Jasper in the Greek means:  Jasper (a translucent stone,) a precious stone.  Jasper is a precious stone of divers colors (for some are purple, others blue, others green, and others of the color of brass).  Furthermore, some theologians think the diamond to be meant here, because a jasper stone can be as clear as crystal which is mentioned in Revelation 21:11.  Jasper stone clear as glass, yet other theologians speculate that the Jasper here mentioned is the opal stone clear as glass.  Sardine stone, in the Greek transliteration lithos, meaning:  A stone, a (literally or figuratively) – (a mill stone or a stumbling stone); a metaphor: of Jesus Christ as the Chief corner stone.

4 And round about the throne were four and twenty seats: and upon the seats I saw four and twenty elders sitting, clothed in white raiment; and they had on their heads crowns of gold.

5 And out of the throne proceeded lightnings and thunderings and voices: and there were seven lamps of fire burning before the throne, which are the seven Spirits of God.

6 And before the throne there was a sea of glass like unto crystal: and in the midst of the throne, and round about the throne, were four beasts full of eyes before and behind.

7 And the first beast was like a lion, and the second beast like a calf, and the third beast had a face as a man, and the fourth beast was like a flying eagle.

8 And the four beasts had each of them six wings about him; and they were full of eyes within: and they rest not day and night, saying, Holy, holy, holy, Lord God Almighty, which was, and is, and is to come.
9 And when those beasts give glory and honour and thanks to him that sat on the throne, who liveth for ever and ever,
10 The four and twenty elders fall down before him that sat on the throne, and worship him that liveth for ever and ever, and cast their crowns before the throne, saying,
11 Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and power: for thou hast created all things, and for thy pleasure they are and were created.

1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who created earth and the heavens.  The Lord Jesus Christ Who created all things that therein and are created for His Own pleasure . . . the airy, starry, and heaven (our sky,) and the inhabitants of them, the fowls of the air.  Also, the second heaven, i.e.:  the sun, moon, and stars, as well as the Third Heaven, where One Triune God abodes and the Angels of Heaven, as well as the souls of departed Saints, and the bodies of as many as are there in perfect form without corruption, www.alemattec.com/50 Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption . . . .doc.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who created all things, the earth, and the things that therein are:  men, beasts, and creeping things, trees, herbs, minerals, etc . . .  were created by Him for His pleasure, Revelation 4:11.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who created the sea, and the things which are therein, the several sorts of fishes and mammals, plants, etc . . .  This God, God the Son, the creator of all things is here shown to distinguish the Great God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, www.alemattec.com/13 Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the Great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ; . . . .doc, as One of the Persons of the Holy Trinity, from all "false gods," who made not the heavens and the earth.  This Great God, Who made the heavens and the earth, speaking them into existence.  However, the Lord Jesus Christ did NOT do His Own Will In Creation. Genesis 1:1-2; John 1:1-5; John 5:19; John 5:30; John 5:36; John 8:28; John 8:29; John 10:15; John 10:17; John 10:32; John 10:38; John 14:10; John 14:12; John 14:13; John 14:31; John 15:15; John 15:24; Colossians 1:12-22.  So, the Lord Jesus Christ   
created all things by speaking them into existence; but did not do this of His Own Will.  Christ Jesus plainly says that He does NOTHING Of His Own Will.  God the Father is greater than God the Son, and the Lord Jesus Christ Does What The Father Tells Him to do.  Therefore, although the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth created ALL THINGS by speaking them into existence, it was NOT HIS WILL, not His plan, but was God The Father's Will and plan.  The the Apostle Paul declares by the Power of the Holy Spirit:

Ephesians 3:8-9
8 Unto me, who am less than the least of all saints, is this grace given, that I should preach among the Gentiles the unsearchable riches of Christ;

9 And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ:
Revelation 10:5-7
5 And the angel which I saw stand upon the sea and upon the earth lifted up his hand to heaven,
6 And sware by him that liveth for ever and ever, who created heaven, and the things that therein are, and the earth, and the things that therein are, and the sea, and the things which are therein, that there should be time no longer:

Note:  Revelation 1:17-18; Revelation 2:7-9; Revelation 4:9-11; Revelation 5:13-14; Revelation 10:5-7; Revelation 11:15-17; Revelation 12:10; Revelation 15:7

7 But in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he shall begin to sound, the mystery of God should be finished, as he hath declared to his servants the prophets.

Note:  "And sware by him that liveth for ever and ever, . . . " Hebrews 6:13-14; Genesis 12:1-3; Genesis 15:1; Genesis 22:10-18; Exodus 6:8; Isaiah 45:23-24; Jeremiah 22:4-6  That is, by the True Living God, Who is the One True God, the Triune God, the Trinity is so described to distinguish Jehovah God from all other "gods" which are merely "idol gods," who have no life nor breath in them, i.e.:  www.alemattec.com/The lame and the blind that are hated of David's soul . . . .doc.  Also, to assert the excellency and perfection of the Lord Jesus Christ's Divine nature, the God Who lives forever and ever, Who has life in Himself originally, and independently, and Who is the fountain of life, John 14:6, to all creatures living, and who are supported in their life and being by Him, Who always was, is, and ever will be.  

This may be understood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth here as man, swearing by God the Father, in which respect the Father is greater than He, or as a Divine person -- One of the three of the Godhead, Who so swears by Himself:  Hebrews 6:13-14; Genesis 12:1-3; Genesis 15:1; Genesis 22:10-18; Exodus 6:8; Isaiah 45:23-24; Jeremiah 22:4-6.  However, these characters do belong of the Person, One of the Godhead, the Great God, living for ever and ever, and of having made the heaven, earth, and sea, and all in them, and Who made Heaven and all in it, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  The thing this Great God, the Lord Jesus Christ here swears to is,
" . . . that there should be time no longer: . . . "  Which is not to be understood of the cessation of time, and the swallowing of it up in eternity, at the end of all things, when it will be no more measured out by the revolutions of the sun and moon, which will then be no more, but of the Prophecy of Daniel:



Daniel 12:7

7 And I heard the man clothed in linen, which was upon the waters of the river, when he held up his right hand and his left hand unto heaven, and sware by him that liveth for ever that it shall be for a time, times, and an half; and when he shall have accomplished to scatter the power of the holy people, all these things shall be finished.
Revelation 12:14; Revelation 13:5; Revelation 11:2-3; Luke 21:24; Revelation 11:15



The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who is God – God the Son, the Mighty God, the Great God, the Almighty God, www.alemattec.com/The Trinity, God in three Persons -- God the Father, God the Son, God the Holy Ghost . . . .doc, in Whom dwelleth ALL the fullness of the Godhead in Him, Colossians 2:8-15, in his body as a human being.  Fully God, at all times, and fully human at all times.


Note:  Godhead in the Greek means:  Deity.  Godhead speaks of the personal God revealed in the Holy Bible Who is Triune (a Trinity,) and infinitely relational as demonstrated by the fullness of the embodiment of the Godhead in God's Messiah, the Christ of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  In Him, is the "fullness of deity" that expresses God's "essential (personal) deity, as belonging to Christ Jesus".  The Godhead in Him, the Lord Jesus Christ, here is the focus on the Lord Jesus Christ physically embodying the Godhead (Trinity) through His incarnation and shown throughout His perfect life of faith, and Who is the author and finisher of our faith, Hebrews 12:1-2.
Colossians 2:6-15
6 As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk ye in him:

7 Rooted and built up in him, and stablished in the faith, as ye have been taught, abounding therein with thanksgiving.
8 Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ.

9 For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily.
10 And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all principality and power:

11 In whom also ye are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, in putting off the body of the sins of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ:

12 Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead.

13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses;

1 John 5:7
7 For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one. 

The Gospels agree one with another concerning the facts of the Lord Jesus Christ’s burial and resurrection:  God the Father AND the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth AND the Holy Spirit, the ONE Triune God, the Trinity raised the Lord Jesus Christ from the dead, Acts 5:30; Romans 6:4; Galatians 1:1; John 10:15-18; Romans 8:10-11.

Some cannot “see” the Trinity, and in fact suggest that God is “changed” by having three-in-one as God spoken of as ONE God.  Let's do the math . . .
Some see God falsely as 1+1+1= 3 gods, thus they do NOT understand the Trinity, nor do they know God.

God however is multiplied, not added to:  1x1x1= 1 God = 1 LORD = Jehovah God.
Deuteronomy 6:4-5
4 Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God is one Lord:

5 And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy might.
Matthew 22:34-46

34 But when the Pharisees had heard that he had put the Sadducees to silence, they were gathered together.

35 Then one of them, which was a lawyer, asked him a question, tempting him, and saying,
36 Master, which is the great commandment in the law?

37 Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind.

38 This is the first and great commandment.

39 And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.

40 On these two commandments hang all the law and the prophets.
41 While the Pharisees were gathered together, Jesus asked them,

42 Saying, What think ye of Christ? whose son is he? They say unto him, The son of David.

43 He saith unto them, How then doth David in spirit call him Lord, saying,

44 The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine enemies thy footstool?

45 If David then call him Lord, how is he his son?

46 And no man was able to answer him a word, neither durst any man from that day forth ask him any more questions.

One God and One Only  
· God exists in three Persons  

· All three members of the Godhead are Equal and Eternal  

· All three are worthy of equal praise and worship

· All three being equal, yet AT THE VERY SAME TIME there is a hierarchy, 1 Corinthians 11:3  

· All three are distinct yet ALWAYS acting in unity one with another  

· All three persons of the Holy Trinity, constitute the One true, yet triune God of the Holy Bible – Jehovah.
The Father is God, the Son is God, and the Holy Spirit is God, but they are not three gods but only One God. The Father is not the Son, the Son is not the Spirit, the Spirit is not the Father, but each is God individually and yet they are together the One true God of the Holy Bible.  God the Father is a Spirit as was told us by the Lord Jesus Christ in John 4.  The Lord Jesus Christ was not a Spirit on earth, but fully man and fully God, doing all things by the Power of the Holy Spirit being God Himself, Matthew 3:16-7; Matthew 17:5; Mark 9:7; Luke 9:35; Matthew 4:1; Luke 4:1; Luke 10:21; Luke 23:46; John 3:5; John 7:39; John 11:33; John 13:21; Acts 7:59; Acts 18:5; Romans 8:1; Romans 8:11; 1 Corinthians 6:11; 1 Corinthians 12:3; Ephesians 1:3; Ephesians.
Godhead is a word used to refer to Deity manifested or made known, revealed:  God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit as three Divine Persons in One God, as in, Romans 1:20; Colossians 2:6-9. 

The personal God revealed in the Holy Bible who is triune, i.e.:  the Trinity and Who is infinitely relational as demonstrated by the embodiment of the Godhead in the incarnated Christ Jesus, Colossians 2:8-9.

The Holy Bible contains numerous clear statements regarding the unity of God: Deuteronomy 6:4 tells us that ". . . The Lord our God is one Lord:" 1 Corinthians 8:4 adds that "there is no God but one." 1 Timothy 2:5-6 explicitly says "there is one God." All true Christians heartily affirm the Truth of One triune God.

Genesis 1:26-27
26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.

27 So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.

Note:  Did you miss it?  Probably not since I highlighted it above.  Please note the shift in pronouns. "Let us make … in our image … after our . . . .  So God created man in his own image. … He created him."  Again, note the change in pronouns of God from Us and Our to His and He. 
· Father — Galatians 1:1 

· Son — John 20:26-28 

· Spirit — Acts 5:1-4 
How could the God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, and God the Holy Spirit be called God unless they share in God's essence?  If they therefore share in God's essence they then are God alongside the Father.
Finally, all three Persons of the Godhead, the Trinity, are associated together on an equal basis in numerous passages:

· Salvation—1 Peter 1:1-2 (Chosen by the Father, sanctified by the Holy Spirit, sprinkled with the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth).
· Sanctification—2 Corinthians 13:14 (Grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, love of God the Father, and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit).
· Christian Baptism—Matthew 28:19-20 (Baptized in one name, yet three Persons of the Godhead — Father, and the Son, and the Holy Ghost/Spirit). 
· Prayer—Ephesians 3:11-21 (Strengthened with might by God's Holy Spirit, know the love of Christ which passeth knowledge or understanding, fthat ye might be filled with all the fulness of God). 
· Christian Growth—2 Thessalonians 2:13-15 (Chosen by God, loved by the Lord Jesus Christ, sanctified by the Holy Spirit).
