(It was customary to conclude the Passover singing the following Psalms, according to Jewish authority, so we do not know what Psalm they might have sung:

 1Not unto us, O LORD, not unto us, but unto thy name give glory, for thy mercy, and for thy truth's sake. 

 2Wherefore should the heathen say, Where is now their God? 

 3But our God is in the heavens: he hath done whatsoever he hath pleased.

 5They have mouths, but they speak not: eyes have they, but they see not: 

 6They have ears, but they hear not: noses have they, but they smell not:

 16For I say unto you, I will not any more eat thereof, until it be fulfilled in the kingdom of God. 

 17And he took the cup, and gave thanks, and said, Take this, and divide it among yourselves: 

 18For I say unto you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine, until the kingdom of God shall come. 

 19And he took bread, and gave thanks, and brake it, and gave unto them, saying, This is my body which is given for you: this do in remembrance of me. 

 20Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood, which is shed for you. 

 21But, behold, the hand of him that betrayeth me is with me on the table. 

 22And truly the Son of man goeth, as it was determined: but woe unto that man by whom he is betrayed! 

 23And they began to enquire among themselves, which of them it was that should do this thing. 

 24And there was also a strife among them, which of them should be accounted the greatest. 

 25And he said unto them, The kings of the Gentiles exercise lordship over them; and they that exercise authority upon them are called benefactors. 

 26But ye shall not be so: but he that is greatest among you, let him be as the younger; and he that is chief, as he that doth serve. 

 27For whether is greater, he that sitteth at meat, or he that serveth? is not he that sitteth at meat? but I am among you as he that serveth. 

 28Ye are they which have continued with me in my temptations. 

 29And I appoint unto you a kingdom, as my Father hath appointed unto me; 

 30That ye may eat and drink at my table in my kingdom, and sit on thrones judging the twelve tribes of Israel. 

 31And the Lord said, Simon, Simon, behold, Satan hath desired to have you, that he may sift you as wheat: 

 32But I have prayed for thee, that thy faith fail not: and when thou art converted, strengthen thy brethren. 

 33And he said unto him, Lord, I am ready to go with thee, both into prison, and to death. 

 34And he said, I tell thee, Peter, the cock shall not crow this day, before that thou shalt thrice deny that thou knowest me.


This Ordinance of the Lord's Supper is to True Worshipers the Passover Supper, by which we commemorate a much greater deliverance than that of Israel out of Egypt. Take, eat; accept of our Lord Jesus Christ as He is offered to you; acknowledge the Atonement, approve of it, submit to His Grace and His government. Meat looked upon, be it ever so well garnished and pleasing to the smell and eyes, but it will not nourish; it must be fed upon: so must the Doctrine of our Lord Jesus Christ through the Lord's Supper. This is My Body; that is, spiritually, it signifies and represents His, Jesus Christ's, body. As an example, we do partake of the sun, not by having the sun put into our hands, nor could we do anything to receive it upon ourselves, but the beams of it darts down upon us; so we partake of Christ by partaking of His Grace, and the blessed fruits of the breaking of His body. The blood of Christ is signified and represented by the wine. He gave thanks, to teach us to look to God in every part of the Ordinance. This cup He gave to the Apostles, still His Disciples (disciple means a learner) with a Command, Drink ye all of it.

The pardon of sin is that great blessing which is, in the Lord's Supper, conferred on all True Believers; it is the foundation of all other blessings. He takes leave of such Communion; and assures them of a happy meeting again at last; "Until that day when I drink it new with you," may be understood of the joys and glories of the future state, which the Saints shall partake with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. That will be in the Kingdom of His Father; the wine of consolation will there be always new. While we look at the outward signs of the Lord Jesus Christ's body broken and His blood shed for the remission of our sins -- if we are a True Believer, let us recollect that which we feast on cost Him as much as though He had literally given His flesh to be eaten and His blood for us to drink.


Matthew 26:29

 27And he took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of it; 

 28For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins. 

 29But I say unto you, I will not drink henceforth of this fruit of the vine, until that day when I drink it new with you in my Father's kingdom. 

"New" in Matthew 26:29 is not only new, but in an entirely new way.



Matthew 26:20

20Now when the even was come, he sat down with the twelve.

Note:  Because the Law appointed them to be wearing footwear, and to have their staffs in their hands, as though they were to always be ready to depart in haste, therefore it is to be gathered that they did not sit down when they ate the Passover, but stood, for normally when they went to eat they took off their shoes: therefore he speaks here in this place, not of the Passover meal, but of the Supper which was celebrated in preparation for the Passover to follow was solemnly done, one we now call the Lord's Supper.  The Lord's Supper is a new ordinance (an entirely new way), replacing for Christians the Passover meal.  The Lord Jesus Christ had a great desire to eat the Passover meal with them, but the evening before the Passover meal, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth instituted the Lord's Supper Himself being their Passover for not only theirs, but all True Believer's sins from the beginning of the world.

John 18:28

 28Then led they Jesus from Caiaphas unto the hall of judgment: and it was early; and they themselves went not into the judgment hall, lest they should be defiled; but that they might eat the passover.


Exodus 12:10-12

 10And ye shall let nothing of it remain until the morning; and that which remaineth of it until the morning ye shall burn with fire. 

 11And thus shall ye eat it; with your loins girded, your shoes on your feet, and your staff in your hand; and ye shall eat it in haste: it is the LORD's passover. 

 12For I will pass through the land of Egypt this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the LORD.



So why do we call it Good Friday?  Our Lord Jesus Christ died on a Thursday.  The Roman Catholics system of error . . .


Genesis 1:5

 5And God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And the evening and the morning were the first day.


The Jews definition of a day follows God's Commandment during creation.  Evening begins at six (P.M.) and the morning begins at six (A.M.).  This is the Jewish day.  Six (P.M.) Friday night (Jewish Sabbath begins (which is our Saturday) and ends on 6:00 (A.M) Saturday morning.


A Luni-Solar Seasonal Calendar: The Jewish calendar might best be described as "luni-solar." Since every lunar cycle runs roughly 29.5 days, the Jewish year has 354 days compared to 365 days of the solar calendar. To ensure that the festivals would occur in their proper seasons (e.g. Passover in springtime, Sukkot in the fall, etc.), an extra month (Adar II) is added every two or three years to offset the 11 day lag per solar year. In this way the lunar calendar is synchronized with the solar cycle of the agricultural seasons.

Since the Jewish day begins at sundown, you must remember that a Jewish day actually begins on the night before the day listed in the Jewish calendar. 

Ancient peoples started to count their calendar years anew with the reign of each new monarch. When Christianity rose to dominance in the western world, it began to date history from the birth of its own King - the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, later according to the Gregorian calendar. Hence, history was divided into BC and AD, before the advent of the King's birth and in the "Year of the Lord." Judaism could not and would not consent to divide history along these lines; it did not divide universal history even to make a fulcrum of Abraham's or Moses' birth. Therefore, the Jewish religious calendar was never oriented in this manner.

The Jewish day begins and ends at sunset, not at midnight. The year is based on a lunar-solar cycle. This is why Jewish holidays always fall on a different calendar day each year. It also explains why consulting most "commercial" calendars for a specific Jewish holiday results in confusion—the holiday really began at sunset the evening before.

However, and this causing a bit of confusion, but should not if we study:  The Romans divided their day into four parts, each part containing three hours.  Thus, the Roman day was called third, the sixth, the ninth, and the twelfth hours; and not only that time, when one of these hours came, was called by that name, but also from that all the space of the three hours, till the next came, was called by the name of the former: for instance, all the space from nine o'clock till twelve was called "the third hour"; and all from twelve noon until three in the afternoon "the sixth hour": hence the time of  the Lord Jesus Christ's crucifixion being supposed to be somewhat before, but yet yet quite near our twelve of the clock, it may be truly here said that it was about the sixth hour; however, by pagan Roman time and as truly by the Holy Spirit through the Apostle Mark the third hour; that space, which was called by the name of the third hour, being not yet passed, though it drew toward an end.

The Apostle John uses Roman time, and the Apostle Mark and Doctor Luke both use Hebrew time.


John 19:14

14And it was the preparation of the passover, and about the sixth hour: and he saith unto the Jews, Behold your King!

Right before 9:00 A.M.  8:00 something in the morning, Pilot then ordered the Lord Jesus Christ to be crucified.  


Mark 15:25

25And it was the third hour, and they crucified him.

At 9:00 (A.M.) on Thursday, as the Jewish day begins at six (A.M)


Mark 15:33

 33And when the sixth hour was come, there was darkness over the whole land until the ninth hour.

From 12:00 (P.M.) noon on Thursday until 3:00 (P.M) Thursday afternoon.


Matthew 27:45

45Now from the sixth hour there was darkness over all the land unto the ninth hour.

At 12:00 (P.M. -- High Noon on Thursday in the middle east with its scorching sun, it was so dark that the historian Josephus said people had to carry about lanterns as they could not see until three P.M..  This was the Lord Jesus Christ paying the price for True Believer's sin for all time, God's Elect, Chosen before the foundation of the world, receiving God's wrath upon Him for the Born Again Believer's sin.)

Matthew 27:45

46And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? that is to say, My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me?

At 3:00 (P.M) Thursday.   


John 19:31

31The Jews therefore, because it was the preparation, that the bodies should not remain upon the cross on the sabbath day, (for that sabbath day was an high day,) besought Pilate that their legs might be broken, and that they might be taken away.

Friday at sundown 6:00 (P.M) the Sabbath was to begin.  They therefore, wanted to take Jesus body down before that time, so that they did not pollute the Sabbath by having people die on that day at their hand.


So, let's look at the events:  Thursday morning at 6:00 (A.M.) Jesus had been arrested the night before (Arrested illegally according to Roman Law, which required an arrest to be done during daylight hours only).  Sent between Pilot and Herod Thursday Luke 23 until 9:00 A.M.. when Pilot orders the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth crucified.  12:00 (P.M.) noon until 3:00 darkness -- judgment against sin, taken out on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth by God the Father.  3:00 (P.M.).  Jesus dies by sending away, by His Own Command, His Spirit back to God from whence it came.

Time line . . .

Judgment from before 6:00 A.M until Thursday at 9:00 A.M., then the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth crucified.  Beginning at 6:00 A.M. until 6:00 P.M. Thursday -- DAY ONE, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, King of the Jews, dies at 3:00 P.M, Thursday on DAY ONE.  Friday begins for the Jews three hour later at 6:00 P.M. Friday evening for the Jews, the Sabbath.  The Sabbath lasts until 6:00 P.M. Saturday end of -- DAY TWO.  Saturday begins for the Jews 6:00 P.M. Saturday, and ends at 6:00 A.M. Sunday morning.  After 6:00 A.M. Sunday morning-- Day THREE.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth arose on the third day, Sunday after 6:00 A.M.!  Praise the LORD!  During this time of year, the sun would not come up until close to 7:00 A.M.  Although still not daylight, after 6:00 A.M. it was considered the new day, the THIRD DAY.



Mark 14:23-25

23And he took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them: and they all drank of it. 

 24And he said unto them, This is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many. 

 25Verily I say unto you, I will drink no more of the fruit of the vine, until that day that I drink it new in the kingdom of God. 



Luke 22:17-18 & 20

 17And he took the cup, and gave thanks, and said, Take this, and divide it among yourselves: 

 18For I say unto you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine, until the kingdom of God shall come. 


 20Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood, which is shed for you. 






All three Gospels above shown and below, at the Passover Feast with his Brethren, the Apostles, Jesus says, 


Matthew 26::29

 29But I say unto you, I will not drink henceforth of this fruit of the vine, . . .



Mark 14:12

25Verily I say unto you, I will drink no more of the fruit of the vine, . . .

Luke 22:18

18For I say unto you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine, . . .


The ". . . fruit of the vine, . . ." is wine.  Period.  Many people teach, wrongly, that since it does not mention specifically that this cup is wine, means that it was not so.
There were four cups of wine drank at the passover, which the poorest man in Israel was obliged to drink; and over each of which a blessing was pronounced: and this was one of them, and seems to be the first; for the passover was begun by the pouring of a cup of wine, and blessing it, or giving thanks over it; and which was usually done in the following manner: "Blessed Art Thou, O Lord, our God, the King of the world, Who hast created "the fruit of the vine": Blessed Art Thou, O Lord our God, the King of the world, who hath Chosen us above all people, and hath exalted us above every tongue, and hath sanctified us by His Commandments; and Thou hast given unto us, O Lord our God, in love, the stated festivals for joy, and the feasts and seasons for rejoicing; this day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread, this time of our freedom, a Holy convocation, in remembrance of the going out of Egypt; for Thou hast Chosen us, and Thou hast sanctified us, above all people; and the feasts of Thine Holiness with joy and rejoicing Thou hast made us to inherit: Blessed Art Thou, O Lord, Who hast sanctified Israel, and the seasons: Blessed Art Thou, O Lord our God, Who hath kept us alive, and preserved us, and hast brought us to this time." After this every one drank of his cup, and put it on the table.

The ". . . fruit of the vine, . . ." is wine.  In the Greek, the word fruit comes from the base word:  Gennao, which means:  men who fathered children, of God making Christ His Only Begotten Son appear in the flesh, of God making men His sons through faith in Christ's work, and the Adoption by God into His family (world) by the Lord Jesus Christ unto Himself.

Thus, the Lord Jesus Christ declares, that He will not bring any more into His family (world) until that day when He drinks it (fruit of the vine) NEW in the Kingdom of God – until he ascended to God the Father.  Therefore the fruit, represents, Believers.  Believers who were fathered, through Adoption, into God's family by His death and resurrection.  



Mark 9:1

 1And he said unto them, Verily I say unto you, That there be some of them that stand here, which shall not taste of death, till they have seen the kingdom of God come with power.

The Kingdom of God comes not with Word only, but in Power with full Authority of God Himself.  The Kingdom of God is:  righteousness, and peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost. 


Luke 17:20-22

20And when he was demanded of the Pharisees, when the kingdom of God should come, he answered them and said, The kingdom of God cometh not with observation: 

 21Neither shall they say, Lo here! or, lo there! for, behold, the kingdom of God is within you.


The Lord Jesus Christ's Kingdom is Spiritual, and is not of this world (world here meaning satan's family, of the flesh).  


John 18:35-37

 35Pilate answered, Am I a Jew? Thine own nation and the chief priests have delivered thee unto me: what hast thou done? 

 36Jesus answered, My kingdom is not of this world: if my kingdom were of this world, then would my servants fight, that I should not be delivered to the Jews: but now is my kingdom not from hence. 

 37Pilate therefore said unto him, Art thou a king then? Jesus answered, Thou sayest that I am a king. To this end was I born, and for this cause came I into the world, that I should bear witness unto the truth. Every one that is of the truth heareth my voice.





Romans 14:16-18

 16Let not then your good be evil spoken of: 

 17For the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost. 

 18For he that in these things serveth Christ is acceptable to God, and approved of men.


Note:  Romans 14:18 above:  serveth in the Greek is:  Douleuo, a verb form which means:  to be a slave, serve, do service.  It's root form is Doulos, a slave, bondman, man of servile condition, one bought out of a market place.  One owned -- a slave.



Luke 22:19

19And he took bread, and gave thanks, and brake it, and gave unto them, saying, This is my body which is given for you: this do in remembrance of me.


The Lord Jesus Christ's body is an offering for sin in the Believers room and stead; and accordingly it was given into the hands of men, and of justice, and unto death. Our Lord Jesus Christ took one of the unleavened cakes that had been placed before Him as the celebrant or proclaimer of the feast.  The phrase concerning His body denotes the substitution and sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ in the room or place of His people, and the voluntariness of it; and is only mentioned by Doctor Luke in this account: the Apostle Paul writes, which is broken for you, 1 Corinthians 11:24 alluding to the breaking of the bread in the ordinance, and as expressing the bruises, wounds, sufferings, and death of the Lord Jesus Christ.  With this, the Lord Jesus Christ said, "This do in remembrance of me"; that is, eat this Bread in remembrance of My love to you, and in commemoration of My body being offered up for you. Observe this ordinance in the manner I now institute it, in time to come, in memory of what I am about to do for you; for this direction does not only regard the present time and action, but is intended as a rule to be observed by the Churches with the Lord Jesus Christ as their Head, Lord, God, King in all ages, until His Second Coming: and it is to be observed, that the Lord's Supper is not a reiteration, but a commemoration of the sacrifice of Christ. This phrase, This do in remembrance of me" is only mentioned by Doctor Luke here, and by the Apostle Paul, who adds it also at the drinking of the cup, 1 Corinthians 11:24. 

The Lord's Supper in the early Church was commemorated regularly, which was instituted in this way as part of the Apostle's Doctrine and fellowship.  They Worshiped in the Temple, speaking of the Lord Jesus Christ there among men, and then went from house to house (Church to Church, as the early Churches met in Believer's houses).  On the first day of the week, Sunday, the disciples (disciples speaking specifically of learners, that is – Christians other than the Apostles who were Chosen specifically by our Lord Jesus Christ who were given direct Revelation,) Worshiped; both the disciples and the Apostles when Apostles were present came together to break bread.

Acts 2:42

  42And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers.

Acts 2:46

 46And they, continuing daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking bread from house to house, did eat their meat with gladness and singleness of heart,

Acts 20:7

 7And upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread, Paul preached unto them, ready to depart on the morrow; and continued his speech until midnight.

Now let's look at the Passover instituted by God through Moses and Aaron.  The Lord Jesus Christ had to keep the Passover, as He was Believer's Perfect Passover Sacrifice.  As the Passover Sacrifice, He could NOT have a bone broken, and He did not.  Foreigners (that is non-believers) could not partake, and every man's servant (slave, one bought for money) after he had been circumcised, he then shall eat.  (Certainty here, shall -- not might, nor could be allowed, but shall eat.)  Therefore, we see how the word servant was used – not as one employed but as one owned, and was also drawn forth by and used in the King James version, but does not mean one employed or paid to work, but one who was bought for money.

Romans 1:1

 1Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, separated unto the gospel of God,

Philippians 1:1

 1Paul and Timotheus, the servants of Jesus Christ, to all the saints in Christ Jesus which are at Philippi, with the bishops and deacons:

Titus 1:1

 1Paul, a servant of God, and an apostle of Jesus Christ, according to the faith of God's elect, and the acknowledging of the truth which is after godliness;

2 Peter 1:1

 1Simon Peter, a servant and an apostle of Jesus Christ, to them that have obtained like precious faith with us through the righteousness of God and our Saviour Jesus Christ:

James 1:1

 1James, a servant of God and of the Lord Jesus Christ, to the twelve tribes which are scattered abroad, greeting.


Jude 1:1

 1Jude, the servant of Jesus Christ, and brother of James, to them that are sanctified by God the Father, and preserved in Jesus Christ, and called:

The Greek word for servant in each of the following is:  Doulos, a slave, one bought out of a market.  A bondman, slave, one who is to bound, fastened with chains.  These were not, and could not be mere employed servants, free to do what they might, but one's who were bought, owned, then set free by the Lord Jesus Christ Himself and thusly, He would not call them slaves but friends.

1 Corinthians 6:19-20

 19What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own? 

 20For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's.


Now then, let's look at the Passover instituted by God through Moses and Aaron.  The Lord Jesus Christ had to keep the Passover, as He was Believer's Perfect Passover Sacrifice.  As the Passover Sacrifice, He could NOT have a bone broken, and He did not. 

Exodus 12:40-47

40Now the sojourning of the children of Israel, who dwelt in Egypt, was four hundred and thirty years. 

 41And it came to pass at the end of the four hundred and thirty years, even the selfsame day it came to pass, that all the hosts of the LORD went out from the land of Egypt. 

 42It is a night to be much observed unto the LORD for bringing them out from the land of Egypt: this is that night of the LORD to be observed of all the children of Israel in their generations. 

 43And the LORD said unto Moses and Aaron, This is the ordinance of the passover: There shall no stranger eat thereof: 

 44But every man's servant that is bought for money, when thou hast circumcised him, then shall he eat thereof. 

 45A foreigner and an hired servant shall not eat thereof. 

 46In one house shall it be eaten; thou shalt not carry forth ought of the flesh abroad out of the house; neither shall ye break a bone thereof. 

 47All the congregation of Israel shall keep it.


John 19:32-34

32Then came the soldiers, and brake the legs of the first, and of the other which was crucified with him. 

 33But when they came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they brake not his legs: 

 34But one of the soldiers with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came there out blood and water.


Dr. William Stroud, an eminent Physician of England and Scotland,

gathered much evidence along this line and included it in his book

entitled, The Physical Cause of the Death of Christ ...

Dr. Stroud wrote:  This would describe a case of rupture of the right 

auricle of the heart.  The pericardium was so distended by a large quantity of

transparent serum (water) and coagulated blood, as to push the lungs upward.

The yellowish serum contained in its cavity exceeded half a pound. The

heart was encompassed by much clotted blood, which adhered to it on

all sides, and was perceived to have escaped slowly through a fissure

detected in the margin of the right auricle. Dr. Stroud states that

from the researches of Landisi, Ramazzini, Morgagni, and other

anatomists, it appears that up to a quart of blood, and sometimes much more,

might thus be collected in the pericardium, where it would speedily

separate into its solid and liquid constituents or parts, technically called

crassamentum and serum, but in ordinary language:  blood and

water.  Platelets would gather together and separate from the rest of the blood.

Although the side of the wound was not designated by John, it

traditionally has been depicted on the right side. Supporting this

tradition is the fact that a large flow of blood would be more likely

with a perforation of the distended and thin-walled right atrium or

ventricle than the thick-walled and contracted left ventricle.

Although the side of the wound may never be established with

certainty, the right seems more probable than the left.

 Some of the skepticism in accepting John's description has arisen

from the difficulty in explaining, with medical accuracy, the flow of

both blood and water. Part of this difficulty has been based on the

assumption that the blood appeared first, then the water. However, in

the Greek, the order of words generally denoted prominence and

not necessarily a time sequence. Therefore, it seems likely that John

was emphasizing the prominence of blood rather than its appearance

preceding the water.

 Therefore, the water probably represented serous pleural and

pericardial fluid, and would have preceded the flow of blood and been

smaller in volume than the blood. Perhaps in the setting of

hypovolemia and impending acute heart failure, pleural and pericardial

effusions may have developed and would have added to the volume of

apparent water. The blood, in contrast, may have originated from the

right atrium or the right ventricle... or perhaps from a

hemopericardium.

However, the pericardial fluid (made up of mostly water) would be lighter than the the  part made up of Hemoglobin which contains iron (Iron is what gives blood its red color).  Therefore, the heavier material (blood) would flow out first.  Remember that our bodies are mostly water. So when someone dies, all of the individual cells die in them as well. (You know how a little after someone dies they lose control of their bowels and stuff. Well with five minutes of death the blood starts separating into pericardial fluid (water) and hemoglobin (blood).  Imagine all of their cells dying and losing control of their fluids too).  After a while, the water leaves all of those individual cells and, when the skin cells can no longer hold everything in, the water and fluids exit the body either evaporate or return to the earth.

At one's death, the blood separates into the solids and the fluids. If you were to puncture someone who had been dead what would come out would be both blood and water (thus the reason the soldiers punctured the side of those crucified to test if they were dead yet -- if you got both "water" and blood instead of blood ONLY the person had died). 




Psalm 22:10-22

 10I was cast upon thee from the womb: thou art my God from my mother's belly.

 20Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood, which is shed for you. 

At the Lord's Supper, our Lord Jesus Christ took the cup after they had eaten the bread, and He gave thanks over it, and He gave it to His disciples, bidding them drink of it . . .

You must be a Believer, one who was bought with a price, the precious Blood of the Lamb of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Likewise, you must do this in Remembrance, of Him.




1 Corinthians 11:23-33

 23For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, that the Lord Jesus the same night in which he was betrayed took bread: 

 24And when he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of me. 

 25After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, this cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me. 

 26For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till he come. 

 27Wherefore whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. 

 28But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup. 

 29For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord's body. 

 30For this cause many are weak and sickly among you, and many sleep. 

 31For if we would judge ourselves, we should not be judged. 

 32But when we are judged, we are chastened of the Lord, that we should not be condemned with the world. 

 33Wherefore, my brethren, when ye come together to eat, tarry one for another.




Let's look at 1 Corinthians 11:28 . . .  Let's see what examine himself means:  to test, examine, prove, scrutinize (to see whether a thing is genuine or not), as metals to recognize as genuine after examination -- accepted, to approve, deem worthy.

28But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup. 


Luke 23:13-15

 13And Pilate, when he had called together the chief priests and the rulers and the people, 

 14Said unto them, Ye have brought this man unto me, as one that perverteth the people: and, behold, I, having examined him before you, have found no fault in this man touching those things whereof ye accuse him: 

 15No, nor yet Herod: for I sent you to him; and, lo, nothing worthy of death is done unto him.


Acts 12:18-19

 18Now as soon as it was day, there was no small stir among the soldiers, what was become of Peter. 

 19And when Herod had sought for him, and found him not, he examined the keepers, and commanded that they should be put to death. And he went down from Judaea to Caesarea, and there abode.


Acts 22:22-25

 22And they gave him audience unto this word, and then lifted up their voices, and said, Away with such a fellow from the earth: for it is not fit that he should live. 

 23And as they cried out, and cast off their clothes, and threw dust into the air, 

 24The chief captain commanded him to be brought into the castle, and bade that he should be examined by scourging; that he might know wherefore they cried so against him. 

 25And as they bound him with thongs, Paul said unto the centurion that stood by, Is it lawful for you to scourge a man that is a Roman, and uncondemned?


2 Corinthians 13:5-6

5Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves. Know ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates? 

 6But I trust that ye shall know that we are not reprobates.

Note:  reprobate:  not standing the test, not approved, not genuine, an actor, a hypocrite.  The opposite of one approved, in the Greek Dokimos (one approved):  In the ancient world there was no banking system as we know it today, and no paper money. All money was made from metal, heated until liquid, poured into moulds and allowed to cool. When the coins were cooled, it was necessary to smooth off the uneven edges. The coins were comparatively soft and of course many people shaved them closely, saved up the shavings, melting them down, and had "extra" money. In one century, more than eighty laws were passed in Athens, to stop the practice of shaving down the coins then in circulation. However, some money changers were men of integrity, who would accept no counterfeit money. They were men of honor who put only genuine full weighted money into circulation. Such men were called "dokimos" or  those who were "approved".


Let's look at 1 Corinthians 11:28 . . .  Let's see what examine himself means:  to test, examine, prove, scrutinize (to see whether a thing is genuine or not), as metals to recognize as genuine after examination -- accepted, to approve, deem worthy.

28But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup. 

Examine yourself.  Examination:  Self-judgment avoids chastisement.  If negleted, the Lord judges, and the result is chastisement, but never is for the True Believer condemnation.


Some denominations, such as the United Methodist Church, offer communion to anyone, even the unbaptized.

Other Churches allow Baptized (full immersion)  members of other Christian denominations to receive communion, but advise non-Christians not to receive.

Generally, churches that offer open communion to other Christians do not require an explicit affirmation of Christianity from the communicant before distributing the elements; the act of receiving is an implicit affirmation. Some Churches make an announcement before communion begins such as "We invite all who have professed a faith in Christ to join us at the table."

Most Protestant Christian Churches practice open communion. It is official policy in the various Pentecostal groups that go by the name Church of God, the Presbyterian Church (USA), the Cumberland Presbyterian Church, United Church of Christ, United Methodist Church, Metropolitan Community Church, Christian Church (Disciples of Christ), the Reformed Church in America, the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America, and Seventh-day Adventists. The official policy of the Episcopal Church is to only invite Baptized persons to receive communion. However, many parishes practice open communion. Amongst Gnostic churches, both the Ecclesia Gnostica and the Apostolic Johannite Church practice open communion.

Notable exceptions, or those who practice closed communion include the Eastern Orthodox Church, the Roman Catholic Church, the Lutheran Church - Missouri Synod, conservative Churches of Christ, Reformed Seventh Day Adventists and some Reformed tradition Churches. Again, all these typically practice some form of closed communion.

The Roman Catholic church does not practice open communion, holding that reception of Holy Communion is reserved for those who are baptized (to them sprinkling). In general it permits access to its Eucharistic communion only to those who share its oneness in faith, worship and ecclesial life through the pope. For the same reasons, it also recognizes that in certain circumstances, by way of exception, and under certain conditions, access to these sacraments may be permitted, or even commended, for Christians of other Churches and ecclesial Communities. Thus it permits Eastern Christians who are not in full communion with the Catholic church (Eastern Orthodox church, Oriental Orthodoxy and Assyrian church of the East) to receive Communion from Roman Catholic ministers, if they request it of their own accord and are properly disposed, and it applies the same rule also to some Western churches that the Holy See (pope) judges to be in a situation similar to that of Eastern Christians with regard to the sacraments. For other baptized Christians (Anglicans, Lutherans, and other Protestants) the conditions are more severe. Only in danger of death or if, in the judgment of the local bishop, there is a grave and pressing need, may members of these Churches who cannot approach a minister of their own Church be admitted to receive the Eucharist, if they spontaneously ask for it, demonstrate that they have the catholic faith in the Eucharist (accept the pope as their head), and are properly disposed.

The Roman Catholic church allows its own faithful to receive Communion from ministers of another Church, only if it recognizes the validity of the sacraments of that Church. Other conditions are that it is physically or morally impossible to approach a Catholic minister, that it is a case of real need or spiritual benefit, and that the danger of error or indifferentism is avoided.

My position is that Communion is to be closed, except for True Believers who have been Baptized by immersion, or desire to be showing obedience by becoming Baptized in the near future by immersion, to the Lord Jesus Christ and His Command. (Note:  Baptism does not save, it merely shows one is following the Lord Jesus Christ's example and Command, and proving to the world that they are not ashamed of Him).   All others listed above, whether it is said they practice open or closed communion, do so in error and is non-Scriptural, unless the warnings are given to those present. The Apostle Paul in 1 Corinthians 11 shows us the Commands of the Apostle concerning the Lord's Supper:


Here, the Apostle Paul says, that even though they believe they are practicing communion, and may call it so, it is not! (See verse 20-22 below).

1 Corinthians 11:19-22 & 33-34


19For there must be also heresies among you, that they which are approved may be made manifest among you. 

20When ye come together therefore into one place, this is not to eat the Lord's supper. 

21For in eating every one taketh before other his own supper: and one is hungry, and another is drunken. 

22What? have ye not houses to eat and to drink in? or despise ye the church of God, and shame them that have not? what shall I say to you? shall I praise you in this? I praise you not.

Then, after giving the instructions for the Lord's Supper, the Apostle Paul says this:

33Wherefore, my brethren, when ye come together to eat, tarry one for another. 

34And if any man hunger, let him eat at home; that ye come not together unto condemnation. And the rest will I set in order when I come.

No order in what they were calling communion. The Apostle Paul declares it is not communion with their behavior. No honoring of our Lord Jesus Christ. People who were well off were bringing large meals, and others who were poor did without or with a small amount. The well off would come hungry and just dig in. People were even coming in drunk! No order. God is a God of order.

To commune with our Lord Jesus Christ is to be one with Him, and to be so we must keep His Commandments, which include Baptism by immersion.  It is by His command:


John 14:15-24

 15If ye love me, keep my commandments. 

 16And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; 

 17Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. 

 18I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you. 

 19Yet a little while, and the world seeth me no more; but ye see me: because I live, ye shall live also. 

 20At that day ye shall know that I am in my Father, and ye in me, and I in you. 

 21He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest myself to him. 

 22Judas saith unto him, not Iscariot, Lord, how is it that thou wilt manifest thyself unto us, and not unto the world? 

 23Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep my words: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with him. 

 24He that loveth me not keepeth not my sayings: and the word which ye hear is not mine, but the Father's which sent me.


Matthew 28:18-20

 18And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth. 

 19Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 

 20Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. Amen


The command is to go and teach all peoples, all nations, that is to those who are the Elect, those who will Believe (However, since people don't have a big E (Elect) marked on their back, we don't know who the Elect are . . . thus we follow the Lord Jesus Christ to Preach the Gospel to all,) baptize them in the name (singular name not names) of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost (three in one, the Holy Trinity.)

Baptizing, Baptize in Matthew 28:18  is the Greek word Baptizo which means:  to dip repeatedly by immersion, to immerse, to submerge (of vessels sunk) to cleanse by dipping or submerging completely, to wash, to make clean with water, to wash one's self, bathe to overwhelm with water.

Not to be confused with bapto, which simply means:  to dip, dip in, immerse to dip into dye, to dye, color.

The clearest example that shows the meaning of baptizo is a text from the Greek poet and physician Nicander, who lived about 200 B.C. It is a recipe for making pickles and is helpful because it uses both words. Nicander says that in order to make a pickle, the vegetable should first be 'dipped' (bapto) into boiling water and then 'baptised' (baptizo) immersion in the vinegar solution. Both verbs concern the immersing of vegetables in a solution. However, the first is temporary, for only a few seconds. The second, the act of baptising the vegetable, produces the permanent change. When used in the New Testament, this word more often refers to our union and identification with Christ than to our water baptism. e.g. Mark 16:16. 'He that believes and is baptised shall be saved'. Christ is saying that mere intellectual assent is not enough. There must be a union with Him, a real change, like the vegetable to the pickle!
