Genesis 11:24-31
24 And Nahor lived nine and twenty years, and begat Terah:
25 And Nahor lived after he begat Terah an hundred and nineteen years, and begat sons and daughters.
26 And Terah lived seventy years, and begat Abram, Nahor, and Haran.
27 Now these are the generations of Terah: Terah begat Abram, Nahor, and Haran; and Haran begat Lot.
28 And Haran died before his father Terah in the land of his nativity, in Ur of the Chaldees.
29 And Abram and Nahor took them wives: the name of Abram's wife was Sarai; and the name of Nahor's wife, Milcah, the daughter of Haran, the father of Milcah, and the father of Iscah.
30 But Sarai was barren; she had no child.
31 And Terah took Abram his son, and Lot the son of Haran his son's son, and Sarai his daughter in law, his son Abram's wife; and they went forth with them from Ur of the Chaldees, to go into the land of Canaan; and they came unto Haran, and dwelt there.
 
Abram found the country peopled by Canaanites, who were bad neighbors, godless inhabitants who worshiped false “gods”. Abram journeyed, going on still. Sometimes it is the lot of good men to be unsettled, and often to remove into various states. True Worshipers, Born Again Believers, the Elect of God must look on themselves as merely strangers and sojourners in this world, Hebrews 11:8, 13-14.  See here, if you will, how much comfort Abram found in God. When Abram could have little satisfaction in conversing with the Canaanites whom he found there.  Instead, Abram had abundance of pleasure in communion with the One True God, Jehovah, who brought him thither, and did not leave him. 

Our Communion with God is kept up by hearing, and reading the Word of God, and by prayer, constant prayer. God reveals Himself and His favors to His people by degrees.  God had promised to show Abram this land, now, though, not to merely show it to Abram, but to give it to him.  As God’s Grace is growing, so is His comfort. It seems that Abram understood it also as a grant of a better land, of which this was a type; for he looked for a heavenly country, Hebrews 11:16.  As soon as Abram had got to Canaan, though he was but a stranger and sojourner there, yet he set up, and kept up, and did so in the Worship of God in his family. Abram not only minded the ceremonial part of religion, the offering of sacrifice; but he made a conscience effort of seeking his God, and calling on His Name; that is the spiritual sacrifice with which God is well pleased. Abram Preached concerning the name of the Lord; Abram taught his family and neighbors the knowledge of the One True God, and His Holy religion, although they were not interested.
Abram's way of family Worship is the good old way, and is no new thing.  Abram was rich, and had a numerous family, was now unsettled, and in the midst of many enemies; yet, wherever he pitched his tent:  Abram built an altar to Worship God.  Wherever we go, let us not fail to take our testimony along with us. 

There is no state on earth free from trials, nor any character (an man) free from the blemishes of sin. In Canaan, there was unbelief, with all the evils it ever brings, even in Abram the father of the faithful.  There was famine in Canaan, the glory of all lands.  We will only see perfect happiness and perfect purity when we dwell in Heaven itself, not before.

Countries and nations have been formed in Abram’s time, as it is to this day. That was and is the world (world:  the family of satan). Satan had full hold of it, and the very world which God had providentially formed, He Called Abram to leave. God would have a family, a people for Himself, not of it, though brought out of it. Ephesians 2 Another fact adds to Abram's importance. There had been saints individually, Job, Joseph, etc . . . both who are known and unknown, but they was no head of a race of people since Adam. Adam fallen was the head of a fallen race. Abram was called to be the father of the family tree, a tree with a promise by God Himself, the Word of the Lord.  A promise to God's people both natural or spiritual, that He would make the natural into a spiritual seed. Abram was the father of the circumcision, (the Jews) as well as those spiritually born of the Gentiles, those Born Again in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, adopted, grafted in to God’s people, yes all them that believe in the name of the Only Begotten Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth receive the Promise of God of eternal life. Yes, the Lord Jesus Christ would led them, as He is the One Shepherd, leading both flocks to God:  Jews and Gentile alike.  They all shall have one Shepherd.  That is, one King, as kings are called shepherds.  Jehovah’s love will not depart from them, even though they have turned from Him.  The Word of the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth would Call Abram to be His Own, and lead Abram to a vision of a New City, coming down from Heaven.  

Hebrews 11:8-10
8 By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into a place which he should after receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not knowing whither he went.

9 By faith he sojourned in the land of promise, as in a strange country, dwelling in tabernacles with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise:

10 For he looked for a city which hath foundations, whose builder and maker is God.

Revelation 3:12
12Him that overcometh will I make a pillar in the temple of my God, and he shall go no more out: and I will write upon him the name of my God, and the name of the city of my God, which is new Jerusalem, which cometh down out of heaven from my God: and I will write upon him my new name.
Revelation 21:2
2And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.
Genesis 15:1
1 After these things the word of the Lord came unto Abram in a vision, saying, Fear not, Abram: I am thy shield, and thy exceeding great reward.

2 And he cried against the altar in the word of the Lord, and said, O altar, altar, thus saith the Lord; Behold, a child shall be born unto the house of David, Josiah by name; and upon thee shall he offer the priests of the high places that burn incense upon thee, and men's bones shall be burnt upon thee.

3 And he gave a sign the same day, saying, This is the sign which the Lord hath spoken; Behold, the altar shall be rent, and the ashes that are upon it shall be poured out.

4 And it came to pass, when king Jeroboam heard the saying of the man of God, which had cried against the altar in Bethel, that he put forth his hand from the altar, saying, Lay hold on him. And his hand, which he put forth against him, dried up, so that he could not pull it in again to him.

5 The altar also was rent, and the ashes poured out from the altar, according to the sign which the man of God had given by the word of the Lord.

6 And the king answered and said unto the man of God, Intreat now the face of the Lord thy God, and pray for me, that my hand may be restored me again. And the man of God besought the Lord, and the king's hand was restored him again, and became as it was before.

7 And the king said unto the man of God, Come home with me, and refresh thyself, and I will give thee a reward.

8 And the man of God said unto the king, If thou wilt give me half thine house, I will not go in with thee, neither will I eat bread nor drink water in this place:

9 For so was it charged me by the word of the Lord, saying, Eat no bread, nor drink water, nor turn again by the same way that thou camest.

10 So he went another way, and returned not by the way that he came to Bethel.

11 Now there dwelt an old prophet in Bethel; and his sons came and told him all the works that the man of God had done that day in Bethel: the words which he had spoken unto the king, them they told also to their father.

12 And their father said unto them, What way went he? For his sons had seen what way the man of God went, which came from Judah.

13 And he said unto his sons, Saddle me the ass. So they saddled him the ass: and he rode thereon,

14 And went after the man of God, and found him sitting under an oak: and he said unto him, Art thou the man of God that camest from Judah? And he said, I am.

15 Then he said unto him, Come home with me, and eat bread.

16 And he said, I may not return with thee, nor go in with thee: neither will I eat bread nor drink water with thee in this place:

17 For it was said to me by the word of the Lord, Thou shalt eat no bread nor drink water there, nor turn again to go by the way that thou camest.

18 He said unto him, I am a prophet also as thou art; and an angel spake unto me by the word of the Lord, saying, Bring him back with thee into thine house, that he may eat bread and drink water. But he lied unto him.

19 So he went back with him, and did eat bread in his house, and drank water.

20 And it came to pass, as they sat at the table, that the word of the Lord came unto the prophet that brought him back:

21 And he cried unto the man of God that came from Judah, saying, Thus saith the Lord, Forasmuch as thou hast disobeyed the mouth of the Lord, and hast not kept the commandment which the Lord thy God commanded thee,

22 But camest back, and hast eaten bread and drunk water in the place, of the which the Lord did say to thee, Eat no bread, and drink no water; thy carcase shall not come unto the sepulchre of thy fathers.

23 And it came to pass, after he had eaten bread, and after he had drunk, that he saddled for him the ass, to wit, for the prophet whom he had brought back.

24 And when he was gone, a lion met him by the way, and slew him: and his carcase was cast in the way, and the ass stood by it, the lion also stood by the carcase.

25 And, behold, men passed by, and saw the carcase cast in the way, and the lion standing by the carcase: and they came and told it in the city where the old prophet dwelt.

26 And when the prophet that brought him back from the way heard thereof, he said, It is the man of God, who was disobedient unto the word of the Lord: therefore the Lord hath delivered him unto the lion, which hath torn him, and slain him, according to the word of the Lord, which he spake unto him.

27 And he spake to his sons, saying, Saddle me the ass. And they saddled him.

28 And he went and found his carcase cast in the way, and the ass and the lion standing by the carcase: the lion had not eaten the carcase, nor torn the ass.

29 And the prophet took up the carcase of the man of God, and laid it upon the ass, and brought it back: and the old prophet came to the city, to mourn and to bury him.

30 And he laid his carcase in his own grave; and they mourned over him, saying, Alas, my brother!

31 And it came to pass, after he had buried him, that he spake to his sons, saying, When I am dead, then bury me in the sepulchre wherein the man of God is buried; lay my bones beside his bones:

32 For the saying which he cried by the word of the Lord against the altar in Bethel, and against all the houses of the high places which are in the cities of Samaria, shall surely come to pass.

33 After this thing Jeroboam returned not from his evil way, but made again of the lowest of the people priests of the high places: whosoever would, he consecrated him, and he became one of the priests of the high places.

34 And this thing became sin unto the house of Jeroboam, even to cut it off, and to destroy it from off the face of the earth.

1 Kings 18:1
1And it came to pass after many days, that the word of the LORD came to Elijah in the third year, saying, Go, shew thyself unto Ahab; and I will send rain upon the earth.

1 Kings 19:9
9And he came thither unto a cave, and lodged there; and, behold, the word of the LORD came to him, and he said unto him, What doest thou here, Elijah?
Note:  The Word of the LORD, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, speaks to the Prophet Elijah saying, What are you doing here, Elijah?  Moping around, playing words over and over in your head.  This is not the place for a Prophet of God, it is out to speak the Word of God, to His people.


Note, further:  The Word of the LORD is the LORD of Host, the God of Israel . . .

Jeremiah 19:3
3And say, Hear ye the word of the LORD, O kings of Judah, and inhabitants of Jerusalem; Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel; Behold, I will bring evil upon this place, the which whosoever heareth, his ears shall tingle.

Deuteronomy 32:39-40
39 See now that I, even I, am he, and there is no god with me: I kill, and I make alive; I wound, and I heal: neither is there any that can deliver out of my hand.

40 For I lift up my hand to heaven, and say, I live for ever.
Revelation 1:16-18
16 And he had in his right hand seven stars: and out of his mouth went a sharp twoedged sword: and his countenance was as the sun shineth in his strength.

17 And when I saw him, I fell at his feet as dead. And he laid his right hand upon me, saying unto me, Fear not; I am the first and the last:

18 I am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of hell and of death.

Isaiah 48:12
12Hearken unto me, O Jacob and Israel, my called; I am he; I am the first, I also am the last.

6Thus saith the LORD the King of Israel, and his redeemer the LORD of hosts; I am the first, and I am the last; and beside me there is no God.

12Hearken unto me, O Jacob and Israel, my called; I am he; I am the first, I also am the last.

15But I am the LORD thy God, that divided the sea, whose waves roared: The LORD of hosts is his name.

3 All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.

4 In him was life; and the life was the light of men.

5 And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended it not.

6 There was a man sent from God, whose name was John.

7 The same came for a witness, to bear witness of the Light, that all men through him might believe.

8 He was not that Light, but was sent to bear witness of that Light.

9 That was the true Light, which lighteth every man that cometh into the world.

10 He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the world knew him not.

11 He came unto his own, and his own received him not.

12 But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:

13 Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.

14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.
Note:  Abram who declared the Word of the Lord, that is the Lord of Hosts as his Lord, his Head, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.


Additionally, King David who wrote Psalm 28, spoke the same thing, concerning the Word of the Lord, that is the Lord of Hosts as his Lord, his Head, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Rock on which a man is to build his foundation, the Rock of his Salvation, his fortress strong.:

Psalm 28: 1-9
1 Unto thee will I cry, O Lord my rock; be not silent to me: lest, if thou be silent to me, I become like them that go down into the pit.

2 Hear the voice of my supplications, when I cry unto thee, when I lift up my hands toward thy holy oracle.

3 Draw me not away with the wicked, and with the workers of iniquity, which speak peace to their neighbours, but mischief is in their hearts.

4 Give them according to their deeds, and according to the wickedness of their endeavours: give them after the work of their hands; render to them their desert.

5 Because they regard not the works of the Lord, nor the operation of his hands, he shall destroy them, and not build them up.

6 Blessed be the Lord, because he hath heard the voice of my supplications.

7 The Lord is my strength and my shield; my heart trusted in him, and I am helped: therefore my heart greatly rejoiceth; and with my song will I praise him.

8 The Lord is their strength, and he is the saving strength of his anointed.

9 Save thy people, and bless thine inheritance: feed them also, and lift them up for ever.


Note:  Let's see what King David says of this Rock, which is his Lord, his God, his King, his Salvation, his deliverer, his fortress strong, his high tower, his refuge, his shield:
2 Samuel 22:2-3
2And he said, The LORD is my rock, and my fortress, and my deliverer;

3The God of my rock; in him will I trust: he is my shield, and the horn of my salvation, my high tower, and my refuge, my saviour; thou savest me from violence.

2 Samuel 22:47
47The LORD liveth; and blessed be my rock; and exalted be the God of the rock of my salvation.

Psalm 18:2
2The LORD is my rock, and my fortress, and my deliverer; my God, my strength, in whom I will trust; my buckler, and the horn of my salvation, and my high tower.

Psalm 18:46
46The LORD liveth; and blessed be my rock; and let the God of my salvation be exalted.

Psalm 28:1
1Unto thee will I cry, O LORD my rock; be not silent to me: lest, if thou be silent to me, I become like them that go down into the pit.

Psalm 31:3
3For thou art my rock and my fortress; therefore for thy name's sake lead me, and guide me.

Psalm 42:9
9I will say unto God my rock, Why hast thou forgotten me? why go I mourning because of the oppression of the enemy?

Note:  Ezekiel 34:23 speaks of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, being of the seed of King David, and of whom King David was an eminent type.   The Prophet Ezekiel shows that this Prophecy looks further than the times of deliverance from their Babylon captivity.

Isaiah 55:3-4
3 Incline your ear, and come unto me: hear , and your soul shall live ; and I will make an everlasting covenant with you, even the sure mercies of David.
4 Behold, I have given him for a witness to the people, a leader and commander to the people.
Note:  Meaning, that “of David” that which came from King David, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, of whom King David was a figure.  The blessings of the New Covenant are called "mercies," because they spring from the very Mercy of God, in which God gives to His Elect, the True Worshipers of God:  redemption, pardon of sin, regeneration, Salvation, and Eternal Life; and they are the sure mercies of David, that is the one who comes from King David that brings the New Covenant, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, for the promises of them were made by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and the things themselves of the New Covenant, His New Covenant was put into place by His Own hands, and are ratified and confirmed by His Own blood, and through Him they are given to His people: and these are "sure," that is:  firm, and steadfast, through the faithfulness and Holiness of God the Father, Who has given them to His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Through being in a Covenant with God, with this Covenant ordered in all things and sure; and being in the hands of the Lord Jesus Christ, in Whom the promises are yea and amen, and the blessings sure to all the seed.  Whom God the Father has " . . .  given him (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) for a witness to the people, a leader and commander to the people."
 
Jeremiah 32:40
40 And I will make an everlasting covenant with them, that I will not turn away from them, to do them good ; but I will put my fear in their hearts, that they shall not depart from me.
 
Acts 13:33-35
33 God hath fulfilled the same unto us their children, in that he hath raised up Jesus again; as it is also written in the second psalm, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee.
34 And as concerning that he raised him up from the dead, now no more to return to corruption, he said on this wise, I will give you the sure mercies of David.
35 Wherefore he saith also in another psalm, Thou shalt not suffer thine Holy One to see corruption.
