2 Samuel 5:1-10

1 Then came all the tribes of Israel to David unto Hebron, and spake, saying, Behold, we are thy bone and thy flesh.
2 Also in time past, when Saul was king over us, thou wast he that leddest out and broughtest in Israel: and the Lord said to thee, Thou shalt feed my people Israel, and thou shalt be a captain over Israel.
3 So all the elders of Israel came to the king to Hebron; and king David made a league with them in Hebron before the Lord: and they anointed David king over Israel.
4 David was thirty years old when he began to reign, and he reigned forty years.
5 In Hebron he reigned over Judah seven years and six months: and in Jerusalem he reigned thirty and three years over all Israel and Judah.
6 And the king and his men went to Jerusalem unto the Jebusites, the inhabitants of the land: which spake unto David, saying, Except thou take away the blind and the lame, thou shalt not come in hither: thinking, David cannot come in hither.
7 Nevertheless David took the strong hold of Zion: the same is the city of David.
8 And David said on that day, Whosoever getteth up to the gutter, and smiteth the Jebusites, and the lame and the blind that are hated of David's soul, he shall be chief and captain. Wherefore they said, The blind and the lame shall not come into the house.
Note:  Wherefore they said, i.e.:  the Jebusites said, their idols—the blind and lame shall not come into the house.  House here in the Hebrew means: Temple, or a temple hall where they kept their idols, or a secure place – a fort, see the next verse.   
9 So David dwelt in the fort, and called it the city of David. And David built round about from Millo and inward.
10 And David went on, and grew great, and the Lord God of hosts was with him.
Note:  King David was anointed as King for a third time. King David’s advances were gradual, that his faith might be tried, and that he might gain experience while learning to always trust in the Lord God of Hosts, www.alemattec.com/The Lord of Hosts the God of Israel, I AM HE, the Lord thy God, I AM the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Lord God, Jehovah God.doc.  The children of Israel called idols blind and lame guides, as idols have eyes, but saw not, and feet, but walked not, were lame, Psalm 115:4-8, Isaiah 44:10-19. The Jebusites thought that these idols (the blind and lame "gods" made by men's hands) could defend their cities.  Therefore the Jebusites meant that they should prove that their -- so called “gods” -- were neither blind nor lame and therefore had the power to defend their cities.  Additionally, blind and lame is also used of people who cannot perceive God’s Truth, see Isaiah 6:8-10; Jeremiah 5:20-22; Ezekiel 12:2; Matthew 13:15; Matthew 18:3; Mark 4:12; Mark 8:17-19; John 12:39-41.  Therefore, King David smiteth the Jebusites and their blind and lame “gods,” i.e.:  King David destroyed their idols, which King David’s soul hated.  If these idols, the blind and lame, did not keep King David and his Army out, their idols should never be entrusted with the safety of the the Jebusites fort any more.
Again, blind guides, were as the lame, Psalm 115:4-8, as idols made by men who could not see, nor walk -- in God’s Truth, i.e.:  the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, John 14:6, the Lord of Host, the I AM, I AM HE, as the Son of God, the Messiah, God’s Christ, thus they were as dumb idols.
Matthew 15:14 
14 Let them alone: they be blind leaders of the blind. And if the blind lead the blind, both shall fall into the ditch.
Matthew 23:16
16 Woe unto you, ye blind guides, which say, Whosoever shall swear by the temple, it is nothing; but whosoever shall swear by the gold of the temple, he is a debtor!
Matthew 23:24
24Ye blind guides, which strain at a gnat, and swallow a camel.
Luke 6:39
39 And he spake a parable unto them, Can the blind lead the blind? shall they not both fall into the ditch?
The Prophecy of the Messiah, God's Christ, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:


Isaiah 35:4-6
4 Say to them that are of a fearful heart, Be strong, fear not: behold, your God will come with vengeance, even God with a recompence; he will come and save you.

5 Then the eyes of the blind shall be opened, and the ears of the deaf shall be unstopped.

6 Then shall the lame man leap as an hart, and the tongue of the dumb sing: for in the wilderness shall waters break out, and streams in the desert.

Luke 7:19-22
19 And John calling unto him two of his disciples sent them to Jesus, saying, Art thou he that should come? or look we for another?

20 When the men were come unto him, they said, John Baptist hath sent us unto thee, saying, Art thou he that should come? or look we for another?

21 And in that same hour he cured many of their infirmities and plagues, and of evil spirits; and unto many that were blind he gave sight.
22 Then Jesus answering said unto them, Go your way, and tell John what things ye have seen and heard; how that the blind see, the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, to the poor the gospel is preached.
