Malachi 4:1-6
1 For, behold, the day cometh, that shall burn as an oven; and all the proud, yea, and all that do wickedly, shall be stubble: and the day that cometh shall burn them up, saith the Lord of hosts, that it shall leave them neither root nor branch.

2 But unto you that fear my name shall the Sun of righteousness arise with healing in his wings; and ye shall go forth, and grow up as calves of the stall.

3 And ye shall tread down the wicked; for they shall be ashes under the soles of your feet in the day that I shall do this, saith the Lord of hosts.

4 Remember ye the law of Moses my servant, which I commanded unto him in Horeb for all Israel, with the statutes and judgments.

5 Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the coming of the great and dreadful day of the Lord:

6 And he shall turn the heart of the fathers to the children, and the heart of the children to their fathers, lest I come and smite the earth with a curse.

Note:  

Verses 5 and 6 of Malachi 4  speaks of John the Baptist, Luke 1:5-17.  Malachi 4 is a letter by the Prophet Malachi to Israel, although completed slighted, alas, God arises! Slighted by an ungrateful people, yet proved by their Election from the beginning. Even while exhibiting the sad ingratitude of the Hebrew people, the Great God Jehovah adheres to His own thoughts toward them. God the Father will bless Israel, and He will Judge Edom, in spite of the pride of the latter.  Thus, the Election of Israel, and God's mercy towards the Gentiles, are established, and even on occasion of the sin of His divorced people, the relationship will be restored, because of His Messiah, His Chosen, His Anointed One, the Might God, the Sun of Righteousness!

The Remnant known to Jehovah God; the mighty rising of the Sun of Righteousness . . .

In the midst of the pride of the wicked in their apparent success, the Remnant of Israel, a small number shall be saved Romans 9:26-28, and are distinguished as being drawn together by their common Spirit, founded on the fear of the Great Jehovah God which once governed them all.  The Remnant of God shall discern between the righteous and the wicked, between those that served God and those that served Him not. For the day was coming which should burn as an oven, and the proud and the wicked should be as stubble. But to those that feared the name of Jehovah, the Sun of Righteousness should rise. It should be no longer the sorrowful night of darkness and affliction and of the enemy's dominion, but a day which God would cause to shine by the presence of His Son, by the reign of His Beloved One on the earth. The righteous would have dominion over them in the morning, for the time is a time of judgment, and the wicked would be as ashes under the soles of their feet.

The Sun of Righteousness to the wicked He shall be as an oven that consumes the stubble, although He, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had provided for them, clothed them:

Matthew 6:30
 30 Wherefore, if God so clothe the grass of the field, which to day is, and to morrow is cast into the oven, shall he not much more clothe you, O ye of little faith?

Yet to the righteous it shall be the advent of the gladdening Sun, not of condemnation, but "of righteousness"; not destroying, but "healing" " . . . you that fear My Name . . . ":

Jeremiah 23:6
6 In his days Judah shall be saved, and Israel shall dwell safely: and this is his name whereby he shall be called, The Lord Our Righteousness.

Malachi 4:2
2But unto you that fear my name shall the Sun of righteousness arise with healing in his wings; and ye shall go forth, and grow up as calves of the stall.


Note:  The Mighty God, the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Lord of Hosts comes for a healing unto those that fear His Name, a Spiritual Healing for His people:


Psalm 102:15
15 So the heathen shall fear the name of the Lord, and all the kings of the earth thy glory.


Isaiah 59:19
19 So shall they fear the name of the Lord from the west, and his glory from the rising of the sun. When the enemy shall come in like a flood, the Spirit of the Lord shall lift up a standard against him.


Malachi 1:11
11For from the rising of the sun even unto the going down of the same my name shall be great among the Gentiles; and in every place incense shall be offered unto my name, and a pure offering: for my name shall be great among the heathen, saith the LORD of hosts.




Psalm 103:1-22
1Bless the Lord, O my soul: and all that is within me, bless his holy name.

2 Bless the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all his benefits:

3 Who forgiveth all thine iniquities; who healeth all thy diseases;
4 Who redeemeth thy life from destruction; who crowneth thee with lovingkindness and tender mercies;

5 Who satisfieth thy mouth with good things; so that thy youth is renewed like the eagle's.

6 The Lord executeth righteousness and judgment for all that are oppressed.

7 He made known his ways unto Moses, his acts unto the children of Israel.

8 The Lord is merciful and gracious, slow to anger, and plenteous in mercy.

9 He will not always chide: neither will he keep his anger for ever.

10 He hath not dealt with us after our sins; nor rewarded us according to our iniquities.

11 For as the heaven is high above the earth, so great is his mercy toward them that fear him.

12 As far as the east is from the west, so far hath he removed our transgressions from us.

13 Like as a father pitieth his children, so the Lord pitieth them that fear him.

14 For he knoweth our frame; he remembereth that we are dust.

15 As for man, his days are as grass: as a flower of the field, so he flourisheth.

16 For the wind passeth over it, and it is gone; and the place thereof shall know it no more.

17 But the mercy of the Lord is from everlasting to everlasting upon them that fear him, and his righteousness unto children's children;

18 To such as keep his covenant, and to those that remember his commandments to do them.

19 The Lord hath prepared his throne in the heavens; and his kingdom ruleth over all.

20 Bless the Lord, ye his angels, that excel in strength, that do his commandments, hearkening unto the voice of his word.

21 Bless ye the Lord, all ye his hosts; ye ministers of his, that do his pleasure.

22 Bless the Lord, all his works in all places of his dominion: bless the Lord, O my soul.

Isaiah 57:19
19 I create the fruit of the lips; Peace, peace to him that is far off, and to him that is near, saith the Lord; and I will heal him.


Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is a rejoicing Light to those who serve Him faithfully. By the Sun of Righteousness we understand the Mighty God, the Holy One of Israel, the Lord of Host, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. Through Him Born Again Believers, the Elect of God are justified and sanctified, and so are brought to see His Light. Christ Jesus' influences render the sinner Holy, joyful, and fruitful. It is applicable to the Graces and comforts of the Holy Spirit, brought into the souls of men. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth gave the Holy Spirit to those who are His alone, to shine in their hearts, and to be a Comforter to them, as both a Sun and a Shield. That day, the Great Day of the Lord, at His Second Coming, the wicked will burn as an oven, but He will be to the righteous, not by their righteousness,  but because of His, He will be as bright as the morning; it is what they wait for, more than those that wait for the morning. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth came as the brightness of the Sun in the midst of the darkness of the world (satan's family), to bring, not only Light to a dark world, but health to a distempered world. Souls shall increase in knowledge and spiritual strength. Their growth is as that of calves of the stall, not as the flower of the field, which is slender and weak, and soon withers. The Saints' of God triumphs are all owing to God's victories, not their own; it is not they that do this, but God who does it in and for them. Behold another day is coming, far more dreadful to all that work wickedness than any which is gone before. How great then the happiness of the True Worshiper, the Born Again Believer, when he goes from the darkness and misery of this world, to rejoice in the Lord for evermore! 


Romans 9:26-28
26 And it shall come to pass, that in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people; there shall they be called the children of the living God.
Note:  Hosea 1:10  , the Remnant.

27 Esaias also crieth concerning Israel, Though the number of the children of Israel be as the sand of the sea, a remnant shall be saved:
28 For he will finish the work, and cut it short in righteousness: because a short work will the Lord make upon the earth.
Note:  As God had said unto Jacob, Israel, in Genesis 32:12, and by the Prophet Isaiah 10:22  It is neither by any "outward general calling", neither by any worthiness of our ancestors,  is a sufficient witness or proof of one's Election, it is by faith alone, and trust alone in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as our Master, Lord, God, King, Savior, that we come to know God's Calling.

The Apostle Paul having here produced the proper testimonies of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible in proof of the Calling of the Gentiles, proceeds to mention the Jews; showing, that a few of the Jews also were to be Called, according to the Prophet Isaiah, founded upon Divine Predestination; which, though they are full proofs of the Calling of some, or a Remnant from among the Jews, yet at the same time shows then the casting off of the far greater number of them.

Only a Remnant, small number shall be saved according to the Election of Grace; the few that were Chosen as so to the Gentiles, for few have been Chosen, that is hand picked (Ordained) Acts 13:48 though many were called by the external ministry of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His Apostles to follow the Lord Jesus Christ and Believe; the little city of Jerusalem, and few men in it, even the escaped of Israel, he that was left in Zion, and that remained in Jerusalem; the little flock among them, which were as sheep among wolves; the few that entered in at the Strait Gate, for few find it, that is (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Himself is that Strait Gate) Matthew 7:13-14, and found the way to to Eternal Life in by and through the Righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone; the few that shall be saved; and these shall certainly be saved, with a spiritual and eternal Salvation. These, according to the Prophecy, were to return to the Mighty God, the I AM, the I AM HE, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Lord of Hosts, the promised Messiah; be converted to Him by a New Covenant, and so saved by Him alone with an everlasting Salvation: God had resolved upon it, whose counsel shall stand; God the Father  had promised it in Covenant, which is ordered in all things and sure; God the Father sent His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to save these His people from their sins, who is the author of eternal Salvation to them; the Grace of God is efficacious and powerful enough, to make them willing to be Saved by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and to bring them to Him, to venture upon Him, and commit their eternal souls to Him, and to be saved by Him alone; and God's Almighty Power is employed, to keep them through faith unto Salvation: so that this little Remnant, through God the Father's everlasting and unchangeable love, the love of His Only Begotten Son's purchase of them by His blood, His prayers, and preparations, and the Holy Spirits Grace, which works them up for this selfsame thing, shall be certainly and completely Saved, Saved from the Wrath of God to come unto the world (satan's family); though with respect to the difficulties attending it, which could have been surmounted by none but the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and by reason of their discouragements arising from sin, temptations, and persecutions, they may be said to be scarcely Saved.

All, though, of the Remnant, shall be saved, all of True Israel, those of God's Promise through Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob shall be saved, for all that are in Israel are not of Israel.


Romans 9:6-7
6 Not as though the word of God hath taken none effect. For they are not all Israel, which are of Israel:
7 Neither, because they are the seed of Abraham, are they all children: but, In Isaac shall thy seed be called.
All those of the Promise, the True Worshipers, those Born Again Believers of Israel shall be Saved:

Romans 11:25-32
25 For I would not, brethren, that ye should be ignorant of this mystery, lest ye should be wise in your own conceits; that blindness in part is happened to Israel, until the fulness of the Gentiles be come in.
26 And so all Israel shall be saved: as it is written, There shall come out of Sion the Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodliness from Jacob:

27 For this is my covenant unto them, when I shall take away their sins.

28 As concerning the gospel, they are enemies for your sakes: but as touching the election, they are beloved for the father's sakes.

29 For the gifts and calling of God are without repentance.

30 For as ye in times past have not believed God, yet have now obtained mercy through their unbelief:

31 Even so have these also now not believed, that through your mercy they also may obtain mercy.

32 For God hath concluded them all in unbelief, that he might have mercy upon all.
