ROME -- The "pope" opens the Holy Doors to salvation for Roman Catholics.  Roman Catholics start celebrating an extraordinary Holy Year on December 8, 2015.  Pope Francis has chosen the theme of mercy for one of the Church's most important events. But what exactly is a Holy Year?  What exactly is the Open Door, or Holy Door?
JUBILEE
In the Roman Catholic "church," a Holy Year, also known as a Jubilee, usually happens once every 25 years, unless a pope calls an extraordinary one to call attention to a particular issue or celebrate a momentous event.
The first Roman Catholic Holy Year (Jubilee) is believed to have been instigated by "pope" Boniface in 1300.
The last ordinary Holy Year was held in 2000 under "pope" John Paul II. The last extraordinary Holy Year was called by "pope" John Paul II in 1983 to mark 1,950 years since the death of Jesus.

During a Jubilee, Catholics can obtain special indulgences, or remission of their sins, if they fulfill certain conditions and do good works, (Note:  It is NOT by works of righteousness that we have done, Titus 3:4-8.  We do good works, being Saved, but works do not give ANYONE a remission of their sins.) or make pilgrimages. The Vatican website says "a Holy Year" should also be a time of reconciliation with adversaries and an occasion to promote solidarity, hope and justice in the world.

Note:  A Jubile (the way the Holy Bible spells what is used as Jubilee today,) happens every 50 years, not every 25 years or as a 'pope' decides:

Leviticus 25:8-19
8 And thou shalt number seven sabbaths of years unto thee, seven times seven years; and the space of the seven sabbaths of years shall be unto thee forty and nine years.
9 Then shalt thou cause the trumpet of the jubile to sound on the tenth day of the seventh month, in the day of atonement shall ye make the trumpet sound throughout all your land.
10 And ye shall hallow the fiftieth year, and proclaim liberty throughout all the land unto all the inhabitants thereof: it shall be a jubile unto you; and ye shall return every man unto his possession, and ye shall return every man unto his family.
11 A jubile shall that fiftieth year be unto you: ye shall not sow, neither reap that which groweth of itself in it, nor gather the grapes in it of thy vine undressed.

12 For it is the jubile; it shall be holy unto you: ye shall eat the increase thereof out of the field.

13 In the year of this jubile ye shall return every man unto his possession.

14 And if thou sell ought unto thy neighbour, or buyest ought of thy neighbour's hand, ye shall not oppress one another:

15 According to the number of years after the jubile thou shalt buy of thy neighbour, and according unto the number of years of the fruits he shall sell unto thee:

16 According to the multitude of years thou shalt increase the price thereof, and according to the fewness of years thou shalt diminish the price of it: for according to the number of the years of the fruits doth he sell unto thee.
17 Ye shall not therefore oppress one another; but thou shalt fear thy God: for I am the Lord your God.
18 Wherefore ye shall do my statutes, and keep my judgments, and do them; and ye shall dwell in the land in safety.

19 And the land shall yield her fruit, and ye shall eat your fill, and dwell therein in safety.

The word jubile signifies a peculiarly sound given of the silver trumpets. This sound was to be made on the evening of the Great Day of Atonement, Leviticus 23:26-28; Leviticus 25:9; for the proclamation of Gospel Liberty and Salvation results from the sacrifice of the Redeemer, the LORD of Hosts -- the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Messiah, God's Christ yet to be revealed to the children of Israel.  
God here appoints men to divide the land to them. They are Commanded NOT to move the borders, EVEN FROM ONE TRIBE TO ANOTHER TRIBE the borders are not to be moved, for God has set their borders . . . Thus, God maintains the inheritance as He has appointed it.  Even if the land was sold, it must be returned to the rightful tribe during the Year of Jubile.
Numbers 36:1-13

1 And the chief fathers of the families of the children of Gilead, the son of Machir, the son of Manasseh, of the families of the sons of Joseph, came near, and spake before Moses, and before the princes, the chief fathers of the children of Israel:
2 And they said, The Lord commanded my lord to give the land for an inheritance by lot to the children of Israel: and my lord was commanded by the Lord to give the inheritance of Zelophehad our brother unto his daughters.
3 And if they be married to any of the sons of the other tribes of the children of Israel, then shall their inheritance be taken from the inheritance of our fathers, and shall be put to the inheritance of the tribe whereunto they are received: so shall it be taken from the lot of our inheritance.
4 And when the jubile of the children of Israel shall be, then shall their inheritance be put unto the inheritance of the tribe whereunto they are received: so shall their inheritance be taken away from the inheritance of the tribe of our fathers.
5 And Moses commanded the children of Israel according to the word of the Lord, saying, The tribe of the sons of Joseph hath said well.
6 This is the thing which the Lord doth command concerning the daughters of Zelophehad, saying, Let them marry to whom they think best; only to the family of the tribe of their father shall they marry.
7 So shall not the inheritance of the children of Israel remove from tribe to tribe: for every one of the children of Israel shall keep himself to the inheritance of the tribe of his fathers.
8 And every daughter, that possesseth an inheritance in any tribe of the children of Israel, shall be wife unto one of the family of the tribe of her father, that the children of Israel may enjoy every man the inheritance of his fathers.
9 Neither shall the inheritance remove from one tribe to another tribe; but every one of the tribes of the children of Israel shall keep himself to his own inheritance.
10 Even as the Lord commanded Moses, so did the daughters of Zelophehad:
11 For Mahlah, Tirzah, and Hoglah, and Milcah, and Noah, the daughters of Zelophehad, were married unto their fathers brothers' sons:
12 And they were married into the families of the sons of Manasseh the son of Joseph, and their inheritance remained in the tribe of the family of their father.
13 These are the commandments and the judgments, which the Lord commanded by the hand of Moses unto the children of Israel in the plains of Moab by Jordan near Jericho.
www.alemattec.com/53 And ye shall dispossess the inhabitants of the land, and dwell therein -- for I have given you the land to possess it.doc.  Jubile was provided that the lands should not be sold away from their families. They could only be disposed of, as it were, by leases till the year of jubile, and then returned to the owner or his heir.  This tended to preserve their tribes and families distinct, till the coming of the promised Messiah.
Notice the Law God gives concerning the stranger(s) in the land, which they can posses but only up until the Year of Jubile at which time it returns to its rightful owners -- the Jews, and that the land cannot be sold forever, for it IS the LORD'S, Leviticus 25, specifically verses, Leviticus 25:23-28.

The liberty every man was born to, if sold or forfeited, should return at the year of jubile.  This was a figure of the free Grace of God in Christ Jesus, God's Only Begotten Son by which, and not by any price or merit of our own, we are restored to the favor of God.  This was representative of the redemption to be provided by the Lord Jesus Christ from the slavery of sin and satan, and of being brought again to the liberty of the children of God.  All bargains were to be made by this rule, "Ye shall not oppress one another; . . . ," i.e.:  you shall not take advantage of one another's ignorance or necessity, " . . . but thou shalt fear thy God:  for I am the LORD your God."  The fear of the Lord, the fear of the LORD your God, God reigning in the heart, would restrain a true follower of Jehovah God from doing wrong to our neighbor in word or deed.  Assurance was given by God that the children of Israel should be great gainers, by observing these years of rest.  If we are careful to do our duty, that we may trust God with our comfort. 

Leviticus 25:39-55
39 And if thy brother that dwelleth by thee be waxen poor, and be sold unto thee; thou shalt not compel him to serve as a bondservant:
Note:  Civil magistrates had the power of selling a man for a crime, Exodus 22:3.
40 But as an hired servant, and as a sojourner, he shall be with thee, and shall serve thee unto the year of jubile.
Note:  An Israelite was to be kindly and gently used, rather as a brother than a servant, and to be freed in the year of jubile.  
Who is then as being hired by the day, or month, or year; and, when his time is up, receives his wages and goes where he pleases or is free.   A servant is not under despotic power and government as a slave is who could be treated harshly for not working for his master.  " . . . and as a sojourner, he shall be with thee, . . . "  As  a sojourner, i.e.:  one that dwells in part of a man's house, or boards and lodges with him, and whom he treats in a kind and familiar manner, as one of his own family.  He shall serve thee unto the year of the jubile, and no longer.  If the year of jubile came before the six years were expired for which he sold himself, the jubilee set him free.  Indeed, if he sold himself for ten or twenty years, and that but one year before the jubile, in the year of the jubile he shall be set him. 

41 And then shall he depart from thee, both he and his children with him, and shall return unto his own family, and unto the possession of his fathers shall he return.

42 For they are my servants, which I brought forth out of the land of Egypt: they shall not be sold as bondmen.
43 Thou shalt not rule over him with rigour; but shalt fear thy God.

44 Both thy bondmen, and thy bondmaids, which thou shalt have, shall be of the heathen that are round about you; of them shall ye buy bondmen and bondmaids.

45 Moreover of the children of the strangers that do sojourn among you, of them shall ye buy, and of their families that are with you, which they begat in your land: and they shall be your possession.

Note:  Children and the families of strangers are not freed during Jubile, they shall not be bought out at the Jubile.

46 And ye shall take them as an inheritance for your children after you, to inherit them for a possession; they shall be your bondmen for ever: but over your brethren the children of Israel, ye shall not rule one over another with rigour.

47 And if a sojourner or stranger wax rich by thee, and thy brother that dwelleth by him wax poor, and sell himself unto the stranger or sojourner by thee, or to the stock of the stranger's family:

48 After that he is sold he may be redeemed again; one of his brethren may redeem him:

49 Either his uncle, or his uncle's son, may redeem him, or any that is nigh of kin unto him of his family may redeem him; or if he be able, he may redeem himself.

Note:  Either his uncle, or his uncle's son, may redeem him, or [any] that is close kin unto him of his family may redeem him; or if he be able, he may redeem himself.
50 And he shall reckon with him that bought him from the year that he was sold to him unto the year of jubile: and the price of his sale shall be according unto the number of years, according to the time of an hired servant shall it be with him.
51 If there be yet many years behind, according unto them he shall give again the price of his redemption out of the money that he was bought for.
52 And if there remain but few years unto the year of jubile, then he shall count with him, and according unto his years shall he give him again the price of his redemption.
Note:  When a man sold himself, there were twenty years to the year of jubile, and he sold himself for twenty pieces of money --be the value what it will, and when he comes to negotiate with his master about his redemption, or a relation for him, and he has served just as many years as there are to the year of jubilee, ten years, then his master must be paid for the price of his redemption ten pieces of money; but if he has served but five years, and there are fifteen to come, he must give him fifteen pieces; and so in proportion, be the years more or fewer.  And if there remain but few years unto the year of jubile, . . . "  Fewer than what he has served, then the less is given for his redemption.  Thus, for instance, if he has served fifteen years, and there remain five years until the year of jubile, then he shall count with him according unto his years shall he give him again the price of his redemption.  He shall give him five pieces of money, and thus the law of justice and equity was maintained between the buyer and seller, the purchaser and the redeemer.  In a like righteous manner the people of God are redeemed by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Job 19:25-27; Psalm 78:35; Proverbs 23:11; Isaiah 41:14; Isaiah 44:6; Isaiah 44:23-28; Isaiah 47:4; Isaiah 49:26; Isaiah 54:5; Isaiah 63:16; Isaiah 9:1-8; Acts 20:18-30; Galatians 2:20; 1 Corinthians 6:15-20; 1 Corinthians 7:17-24.
53 And as a yearly hired servant shall he be with him: and the other shall not rule with rigour over him in thy sight.

54 And if he be not redeemed in these years, then he shall go out in the year of jubile, both he, and his children with him.

55 For unto me the children of Israel are servants; they are my servants whom I brought forth out of the land of Egypt: I am the Lord your God.

A native Israelite, if sold for debt, or for a crime, was to serve but six years, and to go out free on the seventh year. If he sold himself, through poverty, both his work and his usage must be such as were fitting for a son of Abraham.  Masters are required to give to their servants that which is just and equal, thus showing that the rich or those who employ should be fair with their employees:
Colossians 4:1
1 Masters, give unto your servants that which is just and equal; knowing that ye also have a Master in heaven.
Isaiah 60:20-22

20 Thy sun shall no more go down; neither shall thy moon withdraw itself: for the Lord shall be thine everlasting light, and the days of thy mourning shall be ended.

21 Thy people also shall be all righteous: they shall inherit the land for ever, the branch of my planting, the work of my hands, that I may be glorified.
Note: The Branch -- www.alemattec.com/. . . and the fruit thereof shall be for meat, and the leaf thereof for medicine. . . .doc
The Kingdom of the Messiah, the Christ, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, His people, both of the Jews who shall follow Him, and of the Gentiles who shall follow Him, i.e.: the other sheep that the Great Shepherd has, the Gentiles shall also follow Him, for there will be One Shepherd, Ecclesiastes 12:11; Ezekiel 34:23; Ezekiel 37:24; John 10:16, and this Great Shepherd's Kingdom shall endure for ever, Hebrews 13:20.

22 A little one shall become a thousand, and a small one a strong nation: I the Lord will hasten it in his time.

INDULGENCES
An indulgence is the remission of punishment for a sin that has already been forgiven by "a priest".  Roman Catholics say that after an indulgence the soul is totally purified of that sin in this life and the next, maybe helping them get to Heaven faster.  They are not guaranteed Heaven, but first go to a made up place called Purgatory, which is not mentioned in the Holy Bible. 

The Roman Catholic "church" teaches that people who do not go straight to Heaven after death must first spend time in purgatory, a sort of unpleasant waiting room to pay penance, or have someone pay penance for them, before they can pass through the pearly gates.  Indulgences, which includes money paid to the satanic Roman Catholic "church" can reduce time in purgatory.

People can get indulgences if they do good deeds like visiting the sick, or make pilgrimages to a "Holy Door" in designated religious sites around the world during a Holy Year.

Prisoners can receive the indulgence in jail chapels, and by praying or thinking of God as they cross the threshold of their cells, which will represent passing through a Holy Door. 

Indeed, centuries ago people could literally pay for their sins by buying indulgences.  Martin Luther was scandalized by this practice, which was one of the controversies that sparked the Protestant (Protestant:  Meaning "one who protests" the satanic Roman Catholic "church" and its evil teachings.) Reformation in the 16th century.

HOLY DOOR(s)
The Holy Doors, which symbolize the doorway of salvation for Roman Catholics by works, prayers to s"aints," or prayers to Mary, or by special pilgrimages, and are only opened during Jubilee years, proclaimed by their "pope".  Roman Catholics passing through the "Holy Doors" secure the remission of their sins.

Notice the plural form -- Doors.  To the evil Roman Catholic "church," and their satanic teachings, there are a number of ways to get to Heaven, by works, prayers to s"aints," prayers to Mary, being baptized into the Roman Catholic "church," and by following their "pope" or "priests" that can forgive their sins.  However, there is ONLY one door that allows a man to enter Heaven, and that Door is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

John 14:6
6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.


There is ONLY ONE Door into Heaven, you enter by going through ONE straight gate, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:
Matthew 7:12-14
12 Therefore all things whatsoever ye would that men should do to you, do ye even so to them: for this is the law and the prophets.
13 Enter ye in at the strait gate: for wide is the gate, and broad is the way, that leadeth to destruction, and many there be which go in thereat:
14 Because strait is the gate, and narrow is the way, which leadeth unto life, and few there be that find it.
Matthew 19:16-26
16 And, behold, one came and said unto him, Good Master, what good thing shall I do, that I may have eternal life?

17 And he said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God: but if thou wilt enter into life, keep the commandments.

18 He saith unto him, Which? Jesus said, Thou shalt do no murder, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness,

19 Honour thy father and thy mother: and, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.

20 The young man saith unto him, All these things have I kept from my youth up: what lack I yet?

21 Jesus said unto him, If thou wilt be perfect, go and sell that thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come and follow me.

24 And again I say unto you, It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God.

25 When his disciples heard it, they were exceedingly amazed, saying, Who then can be saved?

26 But Jesus beheld them, and said unto them, With men this is impossible; but with God all things are possible.

 Mark 10:17-27
17 And when he was gone forth into the way, there came one running, and kneeled to him, and asked him, Good Master, what shall I do that I may inherit eternal life?

18 And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God.

19 Thou knowest the commandments, Do not commit adultery, Do not kill, Do not steal, Do not bear false witness, Defraud not, Honour thy father and mother.

20 And he answered and said unto him, Master, all these have I observed from my youth.

21 Then Jesus beholding him loved him, and said unto him, One thing thou lackest: go thy way, sell whatsoever thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, take up the cross, and follow me.

22 And he was sad at that saying, and went away grieved: for he had great possessions.

23 And Jesus looked round about, and saith unto his disciples, How hardly shall they that have riches enter into the kingdom of God!

24 And the disciples were astonished at his words. But Jesus answereth again, and saith unto them, Children, how hard is it for them that trust in riches to enter into the kingdom of God!

25 It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God.

26 And they were astonished out of measure, saying among themselves, Who then can be saved?

27 And Jesus looking upon them saith, With men it is impossible, but not with God: for with God all things are possible.

 Luke 13:22-24
22 And he went through the cities and villages, teaching, and journeying toward Jerusalem.

23 Then said one unto him, Lord, are there few that be saved? And he said unto them,

24 Strive to enter in at the strait gate: for many, I say unto you, will seek to enter in, and shall not be able.
 Luke 18:18-27
18 And a certain ruler asked him, saying, Good Master, what shall I do to inherit eternal life?

19 And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? none is good, save one, that is, God.

20 Thou knowest the commandments, Do not commit adultery, Do not kill, Do not steal, Do not bear false witness, Honour thy father and thy mother.

21 And he said, All these have I kept from my youth up.

22 Now when Jesus heard these things, he said unto him, Yet lackest thou one thing: sell all that thou hast, and distribute unto the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, follow me.

23 And when he heard this, he was very sorrowful: for he was very rich.

24 And when Jesus saw that he was very sorrowful, he said, How hardly shall they that have riches enter into the kingdom of God!

25 For it is easier for a camel to go through a needle's eye, than for a rich man to enter into the kingdom of God.

26 And they that heard it said, Who then can be saved?

27 And he said, The things which are impossible with men are possible with God.

John 10:1-18
1 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that entereth not by the door into the sheepfold, but climbeth up some other way, the same is a thief and a robber.

2 But he that entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the sheep.

3 To him the porter openeth; and the sheep hear his voice: and he calleth his own sheep by name, and leadeth them out.

4 And when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth before them, and the sheep follow him: for they know his voice.

5 And a stranger will they not follow, but will flee from him: for they know not the voice of strangers.

6 This parable spake Jesus unto them: but they understood not what things they were which he spake unto them.
7 Then said Jesus unto them again, Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am the door of the sheep.
8 All that ever came before me are thieves and robbers: but the sheep did not hear them.
9 I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and shall go in and out, and find pasture.
10 The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.

11 I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth his life for the sheep.

12 But he that is an hireling, and not the shepherd, whose own the sheep are not, seeth the wolf coming, and leaveth the sheep, and fleeth: and the wolf catcheth them, and scattereth the sheep.

13 The hireling fleeth, because he is an hireling, and careth not for the sheep.

14 I am the good shepherd, and know my sheep, and am known of mine.

15 As the Father knoweth me, even so know I the Father: and I lay down my life for the sheep.

16 And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold: them also I must bring, and they shall hear my voice; and there shall be one fold, and one shepherd.

17 Therefore doth my Father love me, because I lay down my life, that I might take it again.

18 No man taketh it from me, but I lay it down of myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This commandment have I received of my Father.
A Holy Door will be opened in Saint Peter's Basilica in the Vatican and three basilicas in Rome as well as in Roman Catholic cathedrals around the world and specially designated "churches and shrines". 

The three papal basilicas in Rome are Saint John Lateran, Saint Paul Outside the Walls, and Saint Mary Major. The Holy Doors in the basilicas are kept closed when a Holy Year is not underway.

There are Holy Doors in "the four great papal Basilicas in Rome" which the "pope" solemnly opens in the years of jubilee.  As Rome is the home of the whole Roman Catholic world, it is the "Holy City" for all Roman Catholics.  Thus, Roman Catholic's burdened with their sins, but wishing to be cleansed, come as pilgrims from all countries and approach the four Holy Doors. Behold, when, praying and singing, they walk through these Doors, they gain a plenary indulgence of their sin, they are purified, forgiven of their sins.

Note that of the three large entrances to each of the Basilicas, the door on the right is the "Holy Door".   Similarly, the right-hand passage in the triumphal arches was considered as auspicious, while the left-handed one was thought to be sinister ("sinister"—left).
In fact, the Latin word for "left" is "sinister," but also meaning: Improper, adverse, inauspicious (Inauspicious: Boding ill, ill-omened, unfavorable.) unpropitious (Unpropitious: Not favorably inclined, not able to forgive.) unfavorable, harmful, awkward, forward -- future/further having yet to be owed. Which could also go into why evil "nuns" used to force children to write with their right hands even if they were left handed.

Not only was left-handedness seen as a mark of the devil, of satan, that old serpent, but also as a sign of neurosis, rebellion, and criminal activities. Furthermore, the word 'left' in English comes from the Anglo-Saxon word “lyft,” meaning "broken or weak".

Many historical texts regarding witchcraft practiced throughout Europe describes the left hand was the one witches used to cast spells and inflict harm on others. Additionally, all that a witch had to do supposedly was to simply touch someone with their left hand to curse them.

As many people who are "lefties" are highly skilled, the left then was considered the lucky side among the pagan Greeks. The pagan Greeks thought left, and therefore those who were "lefties," to be a good omen. A good omen in their practice of augur, i.e: divination (Divination: The practice of attempting to foretell future events or discover hidden knowledge by occult or supernatural means). The rite or ceremony of an augur was one who practices divination. Divination was an omen, token, or indication of a future event or of hidden knowledge.

It is not the only Holy Door of Rome that have religious significance. The principal doors of all Roman Catholic "churches" are full of symbolic meaning.  They signify that it is necessary to enter the Catholic Catholic "church" if a man wishes to be saved. It is at the entrance of the Roman Catholic "church" that a catechumen (Catechumen:  a person under instruction in the rudiments of Christianity, as in the early church; a neophyte.) asks the "priest" to be baptized and thus saved, at least able then to go to purgatory, www.alemattec.com/Black magic practice by the Roman Catholic 'church' . . . Original sin and baptism . . . , tongues, bells, satanism, etc . . . .doc.  To show that a grave in the catacombs contained the mortal remains of one of the faithful, the early Christians often depicted a woman standing on the inner side of a doorway.  This represented the "christian soul" within the Roman Catholic "church".
