Exodus 20:4-6

5 Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me;

6 And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments.




Exodus 34:13-16

13 But ye shall destroy their altars, break their images, and cut down their groves:

14 For thou shalt worship no other god: for the Lord, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous God:

15 Lest thou make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land, and they go a whoring after their gods, and do sacrifice unto their gods, and one call thee, and thou eat of his sacrifice;

16 And thou take of their daughters unto thy sons, and their daughters go a whoring after their gods, and make thy sons go a whoring after their gods.


Numbers 5:29-31

29 This is the law of jealousies, when a wife goeth aside to another instead of her husband, and is defiled;

30 Or when the spirit of jealousy cometh upon him, and he be jealous over his wife, and shall set the woman before the Lord, and the priest shall execute upon her all this law.

31 Then shall the man be guiltless from iniquity, and this woman shall bear her iniquity.



Deuteronomy 4:24
24 For the Lord thy God is a consuming fire, even a jealous God.



Isaiah 9:6-8

6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace.

7 Of the increase of his government and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it with judgment and with justice from henceforth even for ever. The zeal of the Lord of hosts will perform this.

8 The Lord sent a word into Jacob, and it hath lighted upon Israel.


Note:  Zeal in the Hebrew means:  ardor, (ardor: means loyalty with intensity, jealous) jealousy or envy, done so God says for "my sake".  


Psalm 69:9
9 For the zeal of thine house hath eaten me up; and the reproaches of them that reproached thee are fallen upon me.

Note:  Reproaches in the Hebrew means:  shame, disgrace,  contumely (contumely means:  harsh language or treatment arising from haughtiness and contempt) rebuke.

John 2:13-17

13 And the Jews' passover was at hand, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem.

14 And found in the temple those that sold oxen and sheep and doves, and the changers of money sitting:

15 And when he had made a scourge of small cords, he drove them all out of the temple, and the sheep, and the oxen; and poured out the changers' money, and overthrew the tables;

16 And said unto them that sold doves, Take these things hence; make not my Father's house an house of merchandise.

17 And his disciples remembered that it was written, The zeal of thine house hath eaten me up.


Isaiah 37:31-32

31 And the remnant that is escaped of the house of Judah shall again take root downward, and bear fruit upward:

32 For out of Jerusalem shall go forth a remnant, and they that escape out of mount Zion: the zeal of the Lord of hosts shall do this.

Numbers 25:11
11 Phinehas, the son of Eleazar, the son of Aaron the priest, hath turned my wrath away from the children of Israel, while he was zealous for my sake among them, that I consumed not the children of Israel in my jealousy.

Deuteronomy 5:9 
9Thou shalt not bow down thyself unto them, nor serve them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me,

Deuteronomy 6:15 
15(For the Lord thy God is a jealous God among you) lest the anger of the Lord thy God be kindled against thee, and destroy thee from off the face of the earth.

Deuteronomy 29:20 
20The Lord will not spare him, but then the anger of the Lord and his jealousy shall smoke against that man, and all the curses that are written in this book shall lie upon him, and the Lord shall blot out his name from under heaven.

Deuteronomy 32:16 
16They provoked him to jealousy with strange gods, with abominations provoked they him to anger.

Deuteronomy 32:21 
21They have moved me to jealousy with that which is not God; they have provoked me to anger with their vanities: and I will move them to jealousy with those which are not a people; I will provoke them to anger with a foolish nation.

Joshua 24:19 
19And Joshua said unto the people, Ye cannot serve the Lord: for he is an holy God; he is a jealous God; he will not forgive your transgressions nor your sins.

1 Kings 14:22 
22And Judah did evil in the sight of the Lord, and they provoked him to jealousy with their sins which they had committed, above all that their fathers had done.

1 Kings 19:10 
10And he said, I have been very jealous for the Lord God of hosts: for the children of Israel have forsaken thy covenant, thrown down thine altars, and slain thy prophets with the sword; and I, even I only, am left; and they seek my life, to take it away.

1 Kings 19:14 
14And he said, I have been very jealous for the Lord God of hosts: because the children of Israel have forsaken thy covenant, thrown down thine altars, and slain thy prophets with the sword; and I, even I only, am left; and they seek my life, to take it away.

Psalm 78:58 
58For they provoked him to anger with their high places, and moved him to jealousy with their graven images.

Psalm 79:5 
5How long, Lord? wilt thou be angry for ever? shall thy jealousy burn like fire?

Proverbs 6:34 
34For jealousy is the rage of a man: therefore he will not spare in the day of vengeance.

Song of Solomon 8:6 
6Set me as a seal upon thine heart, as a seal upon thine arm: for love is strong as death; jealousy is cruel as the grave: the coals thereof are coals of fire, which hath a most vehement flame.



Isaiah 42:13 
13The Lord shall go forth as a mighty man, he shall stir up jealousy like a man of war: he shall cry, yea, roar; he shall prevail against his enemies.

Ezekiel 8:3 
3And he put forth the form of an hand, and took me by a lock of mine head; and the spirit lifted me up between the earth and the heaven, and brought me in the visions of God to Jerusalem, to the door of the inner gate that looketh toward the north; where was the seat of the image of jealousy, which provoketh to jealousy.

Note:  Meaning " . . . and took me by a lock of mine head; . . ." was that he was thus carried in spirit, and not in body.
" . . . , to the door of the inner gate that looketh toward the north; . . ." Which was the porch or the court where the people assembled at the Temple in Jerusalem.
" . . . where was the seat of the image of jealousy, which provoketh to jealousy."  So called, because it provoked God's indignation, his jealousy for Israel, because of the idol of Baal which had been set up there at the Temple.

Ezekiel 8:5 
5Then said he unto me, Son of man, lift up thine eyes now the way toward the north. So I lifted up mine eyes the way toward the north, and behold northward at the gate of the altar this image of jealousy in the entry.

Note:  See Ezekiel 8:3 above.


Ezekiel 16:38 
38And I will judge thee, as women that break wedlock and shed blood are judged; and I will give thee blood in fury and jealousy.

Ezekiel 16:42 
42So will I make my fury toward thee to rest, and my jealousy shall depart from thee, and I will be quiet, and will be no more angry.

Ezekiel 23:25 
25And I will set my jealousy against thee, and they shall deal furiously with thee: they shall take away thy nose and thine ears; and thy remnant shall fall by the sword: they shall take thy sons and thy daughters; and thy residue shall be devoured by the fire.

Ezekiel 36:5 
5Therefore thus saith the Lord God; Surely in the fire of my jealousy have I spoken against the residue of the heathen, and against all Idumea, which have appointed my land into their possession with the joy of all their heart, with despiteful minds, to cast it out for a prey.

Note:  Idumea in the Hebrew means:  Edom, red Genesis 25:25 Edom (Esau, the elder twin-brother of Jacob); hence the region (Idumaea) occupied by him -- Edom, Edomites, Idumea.


Ezekiel 36:6-7 
6Prophesy therefore concerning the land of Israel, and say unto the mountains, and to the hills, to the rivers, and to the valleys, Thus saith the Lord God; Behold, I have spoken in my jealousy and in my fury, because ye have borne the shame of the heathen:
7 Therefore thus saith the Lord God; I have lifted up mine hand, Surely the heathen that are about you, they shall bear their shame.

Ezekiel 38:19 
19For in my jealousy and in the fire of my wrath have I spoken, Surely in that day there shall be a great shaking in the land of Israel;

Ezekiel 39:25-26 
25Therefore thus saith the Lord God; Now will I bring again the captivity of Jacob, and have mercy upon the whole house of Israel, and will be jealous for my holy name;
26 After that they have borne their shame, and all their trespasses whereby they have trespassed against me, when they dwelt safely in their land, and none made them afraid.

Joel 2:18 
18Then will the Lord be jealous for his land, and pity his people.

Nahum 1:2 
2God is jealous, and the Lord revengeth; the Lord revengeth, and is furious; the Lord will take vengeance on his adversaries, and he reserveth wrath for his enemies.

Zephaniah 1:18 
18Neither their silver nor their gold shall be able to deliver them in the day of the Lord's wrath; but the whole land shall be devoured by the fire of his jealousy: for he shall make even a speedy riddance of all them that dwell in the land.

Zephaniah 3:8 
8Therefore wait ye upon me, saith the Lord, until the day that I rise up to the prey: for my determination is to gather the nations, that I may assemble the kingdoms, to pour upon them mine indignation, even all my fierce anger: for all the earth shall be devoured with the fire of my jealousy.

Zechariah 1:14 
14So the angel that communed with me said unto me, Cry thou, saying, Thus saith the Lord of hosts; I am jealous for Jerusalem and for Zion with a great jealousy.

Zechariah 8:2 
2Thus saith the Lord of hosts; I was jealous for Zion with great jealousy, and I was jealous for her with great fury.
Romans 10:19 
19But I say, Did not Israel know? First Moses saith, I will provoke you to jealousy by them that are no people, and by a foolish nation I will anger you.

Note:  The Apostle Paul teaches that the outward and universal calling, which is set forth by the creation of the world by God, is not sufficient for the knowledge of God.  Indeed, the particular calling also which is by the Preaching of the Word of God, is of itself of little or no efficacy, unless it is apprehended and laid hold of by a man by faith, which is received only by the gift of God toward His Chosen, Grace.  Otherwise by man's unbelief in the Lord Jesus Christ's of Nazareth atoning sacrifice of Himself at the Cross of Calvary is made unprofitable, and that is done so by the fault only of man, who can pretend no ignorance.  God through the Prophet Moses calls all profane people "[them that are] no people", as they are not said to live by God's Grace, but to die, who are appointed by God for everlasting condemnation.

Romans 11:11 
11I say then, Have they stumbled that they should fall? God forbid: but rather through their fall salvation is come unto the Gentiles, for to provoke them to jealousy.

Note:  Here the Apostle Paul shows that the Jews have stumbled, at the Stumbling Stone, the Rock of Offence, Immanuel, God with us, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, but they haven't completely fallen from God's Grace.  Rather, though, through their stumbling and fall, that Salvation is come unto the Gentiles.  This Salvation done unto the Gentiles was to provoke the Jews to jealousy of the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth whom the Gentile converts to Christianity Worship in Spirit and in Truth.

Isaiah 8:14 
14And he shall be for a sanctuary; but for a stone of stumbling and for a rock of offence to both the houses of Israel, for a gin and for a snare to the inhabitants of Jerusalem.

Romans 9:33 
33As it is written, Behold, I lay in Sion a stumblingstone and rock of offence: and whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.


1 Peter 2:8 
8And a stone of stumbling, and a rock of offence, even to them which stumble at the word, being disobedient: whereunto also they were appointed. 

The Jews continued branches of the Olive Tree, representative of the Tree of Life, the Tree of God, the good Tree, until, as a nation, they rejected the Messiah, the Lord of Host, Immanuel, God with us, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  After that, their relation to Abraham and to God was cut off, their branches removed from the Olive Tree. The Gentiles were grafted into this Tree of Life in the place of the Jews, being admitted into the Church (the Assembly) of God. Multitudes of Christians by faith in the sovereign work of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth putting away their sins forever were made heirs of Abraham's faith, holiness and blessedness.

It is the natural state of every one of us, to be wild by nature, to be a natural man. All came from satan's world (family,) until being adopted into God's world (family,) by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Conversion is as the grafting in of wild branches into the good Olive Tree. The wild olive when it began to decay was often in-grafted into the fruitful one.  This not only caused the wild olive branch to revive and flourish, but to bring forth fruit. The Gentile Christians, of God's free Grace, had been grafted in to share advantages. They ought therefore to beware of self-confidence, and every kind of pride or ambition; lest, having only a dead faith, and an empty profession, they should turn from God, and forfeit their privileges, and be cut off as the Jews before them. If a True Worshiper of God, one Born Again stands at all, it is by faith alone in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone.  We are guilty and helpless in ourselves, and are to be humble, watchful, afraid of self-deception, or of being overcome by temptation. Not only are we at first justified by this saving faith, but kept to the end in that justified state by faith only in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth only for a Christians Salvation (Salvation means being Saved from the Wrath of God).  Yet, by a faith which is not alone, but which worketh by God's love to man.

1 Corinthians 10:22 
22Do we provoke the Lord to jealousy? are we stronger than he?

2 Corinthians 11:2 
2For I am jealous over you with godly jealousy: for I have espoused you to one husband, that I may present you as a chaste virgin to Christ.
