The Law of God mentioned in Holy Scripture, outside the direct giving of the Law:

Habakkuk 1:4 
4Therefore the law is slacked, and judgment doth never go forth: for the wicked doth compass about the righteous; therefore wrong judgment proceedeth. 
  
Zephaniah 3:4 
4Her prophets are light and treacherous persons: her priests have polluted the sanctuary, they have done violence to the law. 
  
Haggai 2:11-12 
11Thus saith the LORD of hosts; Ask now the priests concerning the law, saying, 
12 If one bear holy flesh in the skirt of his garment, and with his skirt do touch bread, or pottage, or wine, or oil, or any meat, shall it be holy? And the priests answered and said, No.

Zechariah 7:12 
12Yea, they made their hearts as an adamant stone, lest they should hear the law, and the words which the LORD of hosts hath sent in his spirit by the former prophets: therefore came a great wrath from the LORD of hosts. 

Malachi 2:6-9 
6The law of truth was in his mouth, and iniquity was not found in his lips: he walked with me in peace and equity, and did turn many away from iniquity. 
7For the priest's lips should keep knowledge, and they should seek the law at his mouth: for he is the messenger of the LORD of hosts. 
8But ye are departed out of the way; ye have caused many to stumble at the law; ye have corrupted the covenant of Levi, saith the LORD of hosts. 
9Therefore have I also made you contemptible and base before all the people, according as ye have not kept my ways, but have been partial in the law. 

Malachi 4:4 
4Remember ye the law of Moses my servant, which I commanded unto him in Horeb for all Israel, with the statutes and judgments. 
The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth perfectly fulfilled all the righteous requirements of the Law, the Royal Law, that of love, required by God.

Luke 24:44 
44And he said unto them, These are the words which I spake unto you, while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning me.
Acts 13:28-41
28 And though they found no cause of death in him, yet desired they Pilate that he should be slain.

29 And when they had fulfilled all that was written of him, they took him down from the tree, and laid him in a sepulchre.

30 But God raised him from the dead:

31 And he was seen many days of them which came up with him from Galilee to Jerusalem, who are his witnesses unto the people.

32 And we declare unto you glad tidings, how that the promise which was made unto the fathers,

33 God hath fulfilled the same unto us their children, in that he hath raised up Jesus again; as it is also written in the second psalm, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee.

34 And as concerning that he raised him up from the dead, now no more to return to corruption, he said on this wise, I will give you the sure mercies of David.

35 Wherefore he saith also in another psalm, Thou shalt not suffer thine Holy One to see corruption.

36 For David, after he had served his own generation by the will of God, fell on sleep, and was laid unto his fathers, and saw corruption:

37 But he, whom God raised again, saw no corruption.

38 Be it known unto you therefore, men and brethren, that through this man is preached unto you the forgiveness of sins:

39 And by him all that believe are justified from all things, from which ye could not be justified by the law of Moses.

40 Beware therefore, lest that come upon you, which is spoken of in the prophets;

41 Behold, ye despisers, and wonder, and perish: for I work a work in your days, a work which ye shall in no wise believe, though a man declare it unto you.


Note:  See John 15:25 directly below concerning verse 41 directly above.
John 15:25 
25But this cometh to pass, that the word might be fulfilled that is written in their law, They hated me without a cause.
Romans 13:8-10
8 Owe no man any thing, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law.
9 For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if there be any other commandment, it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.
10 Love worketh no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law.

Note:  Therefore, loving His Own, the Brethren, He Called friends, His Sheep, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth satisfied the total fulfillment of the whole of the Law, by His Love.
John 15:13
13 Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his friends.
Matthew 5:17-18 
17Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil. 
18For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled. 

Matthew 5:40 
40And if any man will sue thee at the law, and take away thy coat, let him have thy cloak also. 

Matthew 7:12 
12Therefore all things whatsoever ye would that men should do to you, do ye even so to them: for this is the law and the prophets. 
  
Matthew 11:13 
13For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John. 
  
Matthew 12:2 
2But when the Pharisees saw it, they said unto him, Behold, thy disciples do that which is not lawful to do upon the sabbath day. 

Matthew 12:4-5 
4How he entered into the house of God, and did eat the shewbread, which was not lawful for him to eat, neither for them which were with him, but only for the priests?  
5Or have ye not read in the law, how that on the sabbath days the priests in the temple profane the sabbath, and are blameless? 

Matthew 12:10 
10And, behold, there was a man which had his hand withered. And they asked him, saying, Is it lawful to heal on the sabbath days? that they might accuse him. 

Matthew 12:12 
12How much then is a man better than a sheep? Wherefore it is lawful to do well on the sabbath days.

4For John said unto him, It is not lawful for thee to have her. 

Matthew 19:3 
3The Pharisees also came unto him, tempting him, and saying unto him, Is it lawful for a man to put away his wife for every cause? 

Matthew 20:15 
15Is it not lawful for me to do what I will with mine own? Is thine eye evil, because I am good? 

Matthew 22:17 
17Tell us therefore, What thinkest thou? Is it lawful to give tribute unto Caesar, or not? 
  
Matthew 22:35-36 
35Then one of them, which was a lawyer, asked him a question, tempting him, and saying, 
36Master, which is the great commandment in the law? 

Matthew 22:40 
40On these two commandments hang all the law and the prophets. 

Matthew 23:23 
23Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have omitted the weightier matters of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone. 
  
Matthew 27:6 
6And the chief priests took the silver pieces, and said, It is not lawful for to put them into the treasury, because it is the price of blood. 

Mark 2:24 
24And the Pharisees said unto him, Behold, why do they on the sabbath day that which is not lawful? 

Mark 2:26 
26How he went into the house of God in the days of Abiathar the high priest, and did eat the shewbread, which is not lawful to eat but for the priests, and gave also to them which were with him? 

Mark 3:4 
4And he saith unto them, Is it lawful to do good on the sabbath days, or to do evil? to save life, or to kill? But they held their peace. 

Mark 6:18 
18For John had said unto Herod, It is not lawful for thee to have thy brother's wife. 

Mark 10:2 
2And the Pharisees came to him, and asked him, Is it lawful for a man to put away his wife? tempting him. 
  
Mark 12:14 
14And when they were come, they say unto him, Master, we know that thou art true, and carest for no man: for thou regardest not the person of men, but teachest the way of God in truth: Is it lawful to give tribute to Caesar, or not? 

Luke 2:22-24 
22And when the days of her purification according to the law of Moses were accomplished, they brought him to Jerusalem, to present him to the Lord; 
23(As it is written in the law of the LORD, Every male that openeth the womb shall be called holy to the Lord;) 
24And to offer a sacrifice according to that which is said in the law of the Lord, A pair of turtledoves, or two young pigeons. 

Luke 2:27 
27And he came by the Spirit into the temple: and when the parents brought in the child Jesus, to do for him after the custom of the law, 

Luke 2:39 
39And when they had performed all things according to the law of the Lord, they returned into Galilee, to their own city Nazareth. 

Luke 5:17 
17And it came to pass on a certain day, as he was teaching, that there were Pharisees and doctors of the law sitting by, which were come out of every town of Galilee, and Judaea, and Jerusalem: and the power of the Lord was present to heal them. 

Luke 6:2 
2And certain of the Pharisees said unto them, Why do ye that which is not lawful to do on the sabbath days? 
Luke 6:4

16The law and the prophets were until John: since that time the kingdom of God is preached, and every man presseth into it. 
17And it is easier for heaven and earth to pass, than one tittle of the law to fail. 

Luke 20:22 
22Is it lawful for us to give tribute unto Caesar, or no? 
  
Luke 24:44 
44And he said unto them, These are the words which I spake unto you, while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning me. 

John 1:17 
17For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ. 

John 1:45 
45Philip findeth Nathanael, and saith unto him, We have found him, of whom Moses in the law, and the prophets, did write, Jesus of Nazareth, the son of Joseph. 

John 5:10 
10The Jews therefore said unto him that was cured, It is the sabbath day: it is not lawful for thee to carry thy bed. 

John 7:19 
19Did not Moses give you the law, and yet none of you keepeth the law? Why go ye about to kill me? 

John 7:23 
23If a man on the sabbath day receive circumcision, that the law of Moses should not be broken; are ye angry at me, because I have made a man every whit whole on the sabbath day? 

John 7:49 
49But this people who knoweth not the law are cursed. 

John 7:51 
51Doth our law judge any man, before it hear him, and know what he doeth? 
  
John 8:5 
5Now Moses in the law commanded us, that such should be stoned: but what sayest thou? 

John 8:17 
17It is also written in your law, that the testimony of two men is true. 
  
John 10:34 
34Jesus answered them, Is it not written in your law, I said, Ye are gods? 

John 12:34 
34The people answered him, We have heard out of the law that Christ abideth for ever: and how sayest thou, The Son of man must be lifted up? who is this Son of man? 

John 15:25 
25But this cometh to pass, that the word might be fulfilled that is written in their law, They hated me without a cause. 

John 18:31 
31Then said Pilate unto them, Take ye him, and judge him according to your law. The Jews therefore said unto him, It is not lawful for us to put any man to death: 

John 19:7 
7The Jews answered him, We have a law, and by our law he ought to die, because he made himself the Son of God. 

Note:  What was the great sin that requires death, under the Law?  The great sin is when a man claims equality with God, which is blasphemy.  In what way did the Lord Jesus Christ claim this equality, and which the Jews were so incensed?  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth forgave sin; as a mere man cannot forgive sin.  Why?  All sin is against God alone.  Therefore, ONLY GOD CAN FORGIVE SIN.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:  the Mighty God, the I AM, the I AM, HE; the Son of Man, the Lord of Host, the very Son of God was both fully man and fully God, and therefore:  He, as the Son of God, could forgive sin.  ANY MAN, who is not God, who claims to forgive sin, it is blasphemy, and the Law requires that man to be put to death.  The "pope" of Rome, along with all his "priests" as mere men alone claim equality with God, and claim they are the Son of God's Vicar (Vicar meaning the Son of God's substitute until He returns in His Second Coming,) and thus by there claim they are able to forgive sins.  Blasphemy!  Death, according to the Law!


Acts 5:34 
34Then stood there up one in the council, a Pharisee, named Gamaliel, a doctor of the law, had in reputation among all the people, and commanded to put the apostles forth a little space; 

Acts 6:13 
13And set up false witnesses, which said, This man ceaseth not to speak blasphemous words against this holy place, and the law: 
  
Acts 7:53 
53Who have received the law by the disposition of angels, and have not kept it. 

Acts 13:15 
15And after the reading of the law and the prophets the rulers of the synagogue sent unto them, saying, Ye men and brethren, if ye have any word of exhortation for the people, say on. 

Acts 13:39 
39And by him all that believe are justified from all things, from which ye could not be justified by the law of Moses. 
  
Acts 15:5 
5But there rose up certain of the sect of the Pharisees which believed, saying, That it was needful to circumcise them, and to command them to keep the law of Moses. 

Acts 15:24 
24Forasmuch as we have heard, that certain which went out from us have troubled you with words, subverting your souls, saying, Ye must be circumcised, and keep the law: to whom we gave no such commandment: 

Acts 16:21 
21And teach customs, which are not lawful for us to receive, neither to observe, being Romans. 

Acts 18:13 
13Saying, This fellow persuadeth men to worship God contrary to the law. 
  
Acts 18:15 
15But if it be a question of words and names, and of your law, look ye to it; for I will be no judge of such matters. 

Acts 21:20 
20And when they heard it, they glorified the Lord, and said unto him, Thou seest, brother, how many thousands of Jews there are which believe; and they are all zealous of the law: 

Acts 21:24 
24Them take, and purify thyself with them, and be at charges with them, that they may shave their heads: and all may know that those things, whereof they were informed concerning thee, are nothing; but that thou thyself also walkest orderly, and keepest the law. 

Acts 21:28 
28Crying out, Men of Israel, help: This is the man, that teacheth all men every where against the people, and the law, and this place: and further brought Greeks also into the temple, and hath polluted this holy place. 

Acts 22:3 
3I am verily a man which am a Jew, born in Tarsus, a city in Cilicia, yet brought up in this city at the feet of Gamaliel, and taught according to the perfect manner of the law of the fathers, and was zealous toward God, as ye all are this day. 

Acts 22:12 
12And one Ananias, a devout man according to the law, having a good report of all the Jews which dwelt there, 

Acts 23:3 
3Then said Paul unto him, God shall smite thee, thou whited wall: for sittest thou to judge me after the law, and commandest me to be smitten contrary to the law? 

Acts 23:29 
29Whom I perceived to be accused of questions of their law, but to have nothing laid to his charge worthy of death or of bonds. 

Acts 24:6 
6Who also hath gone about to profane the temple: whom we took, and would have judged according to our law. 

Acts 24:14 
14But this I confess unto thee, that after the way which they call heresy, so worship I the God of my fathers, believing all things which are written in the law and in the prophets: 

Acts 25:8 
8While he answered for himself, Neither against the law of the Jews, neither against the temple, nor yet against Caesar, have I offended any thing at all. 

Acts 28:23 
23And when they had appointed him a day, there came many to him into his lodging; to whom he expounded and testified the kingdom of God, persuading them concerning Jesus, both out of the law of Moses, and out of the prophets, from morning till evening. 



Romans 2:12:29
12 For as many as have sinned without law shall also perish without law: and as many as have sinned in the law shall be judged by the law;
13 (For not the hearers of the law are just before God, but the doers of the law shall be justified.
14 For when the Gentiles, which have not the law, do by nature the things contained in the law, these, having not the law, are a law unto themselves:
Note: The Apostle Paul explains that the Gentiles, even when they had not the Law, that is, the written Law of Moses to follow, and yet intimates that they had, and must have “a law,” against which they sinned, and so deserved punishment, and which they in part have and do obeyed by nature or naturally; for these men who do not have the Law of Moses but they do by nature the things contained in the Law. The Apostle Paul further explains, the matter and substance of the moral Law of Moses agrees with the “law and light of nature”; and the Gentiles in some measure, and in some sort, did these things by nature, or naturally; not that men by the mere strength of their own will or nature without the Grace of God, can fulfill the righteous requirements of the Law, nor can they do anything that is acceptable to God, nor please Him; and indeed, what these Gentiles men did was merely natural and carnal, and so unacceptable to God. The Apostle Paul explains that the dictates of natural reason, by which they, the Gentiles act: and so these having not the Law, the written Law, are therefore a law to themselves; which they have by nature and use, and which natural reason dictates to them. So Plato distinguishes the law of man "into written and un written: the written law is that which was used in commonwealths; and that "which was according to custom or nature," was that which is called unwritten, such as not to go to market naked, nor to be clothed with women's clothes; or a man to wear his hair like a woman, or a woman to dress as a man in which things were not forbidden by any law, but these were not done because forbidden by the unwritten law;" which Plato calls "unwritten," because not written on tables, or with ink; in that it was “written in their minds”, and which by nature and use they were accustomed to.
15 Which shew the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and their thoughts the mean while accusing or else excusing one another;)
16 In the day when God shall judge the secrets of men by Jesus Christ according to my gospel.
17 Behold, thou art called a Jew, and restest in the law, and makest thy boast of God,
Note: Retest in the Greek means: rest upon, rely on, trust in. The Apostle Paul proves by the testimony of King David, and the other Prophets, that God bestows His greatest benefits upon the Jews, in giving them also the Law, but that they are the most unthankful and unkind of all men, and returned His favor by killing His Prophets, and even His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Son of God.
18 And knowest his will, and approvest the things that are more excellent, being instructed out of the law;
19 And art confident that thou thyself art a guide of the blind, a light of them which are in darkness,
20 An instructor of the foolish, a teacher of babes, which hast the form of knowledge and of the truth in the law.
21 Thou therefore which teachest another, teachest thou not thyself? thou that preachest a man should not steal, dost thou steal?
22 Thou that sayest a man should not commit adultery, dost thou commit adultery? thou that abhorrest idols, dost thou commit sacrilege?
23 Thou that makest thy boast of the law, through breaking the law dishonourest thou God?
24 For the name of God is blasphemed among the Gentiles through you, as it is written.
25 For circumcision verily profiteth, if thou keep the law: but if thou be a breaker of the law, thy circumcision is made uncircumcision.
26 Therefore if the uncircumcision keep the righteousness of the law, shall not his uncircumcision be counted for circumcision?
27 And shall not uncircumcision which is by nature, if it fulfil the law, judge thee, who by the letter and circumcision dost transgress the law?
28 For he is not a Jew, which is one outwardly; neither is that circumcision, which is outward in the flesh:
29 But he is a Jew, which is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the spirit, and not in the letter; whose praise is not of men, but of God.
Note: Verse 29 refers to the previous verses, i.e. verse 27 and before “ . . . circumcision is that of the heart, in the spirit (of the Law), and not in the letter (of the Law); whose praise is not of men, but of God.


Romans 3:19-31

19 Now we know that what things soever the law saith, it saith to them who are under the law: that every mouth may be stopped, and all the world may become guilty before God.
20 Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for by the law is the knowledge of sin.
21 But now the righteousness of God without the law is manifested, being witnessed by the law and the prophets;
22 Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and upon all them that believe: for there is no difference:
23 For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;
24 Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus:
25 Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God;
26 To declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that he might be just, and the justifier of him which believeth in Jesus.
27 Where is boasting then? It is excluded. By what law? of works? Nay: but by the law of faith.
28 Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith without the deeds of the law.
29 Is he the God of the Jews only? is he not also of the Gentiles? Yes, of the Gentiles also:
30 Seeing it is one God, which shall justify the circumcision by faith, and uncircumcision through faith.
31 Do we then make void the law through faith? God forbid: yea, we establish the law.
Romans 4:13-17

13 For the promise, that he should be the heir of the world, was not to Abraham, or to his seed, through the law, but through the righteousness of faith.
14 For if they which are of the law be heirs, faith is made void, and the promise made of none effect:
15 Because the law worketh wrath: for where no law is, there is no transgression.
16 Therefore it is of faith, that it might be by grace; to the end the promise might be sure to all the seed; not to that only which is of the law, but to that also which is of the faith of Abraham; who is the father of us all,
17 (As it is written, I have made thee a father of many nations,) before him whom he believed, even God, who quickeneth the dead, and calleth those things which be not as though they were.

Romans 5:13 
13(For until the law sin was in the world: but sin is not imputed when there is no law. 

Romans 5:20 
20Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound. But where sin abounded, grace did much more abound: 


Romans 6:13-16
13 Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God.
14 For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.
15 What then? shall we sin, because we are not under the law, but under grace? God forbid.
16 Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness?


Romans 7:1-25
1 Know ye not, brethren, (for I speak to them that know the law,) how that the law hath dominion over a man as long as he liveth?

2 For the woman which hath an husband is bound by the law to her husband so long as he liveth; but if the husband be dead, she is loosed from the law of her husband.

Note: This is true, but with a couple of exceptions. Yes, the Law hath dominion over a man as long as he, or "it," liveth; for the word "liveth" may refer either: to man or to the Law. The Law may be said “to live,” when it is in full force, and “to be dead,” when it is abrogated and disannulled. Now whilst it lives, or is in force, it has dominion over a man; it requires and Command obedience of him, and in case of disobedience can and does condemn him, and inflict punishment on him: and this power it has also as long as the man lives who is under it, that is the Law. However, when he is dead it has no more dominion over him; then "the servant (of the Law, man) is free from his Master, (the Law)", Job 3:19, that is, from the Law of his Master; upon death the children are free from the Law of their parents, upon death the wife from the Law of her husband, and upon death the subjects from the Law of their Prince, or King. This is so clear a point that none can doubt of it. The Jews have a saying that, "When a man is dead, he becomes free from the Law, and from the Commands of the Law." Here, specifically, though the Apostle Paul is not mentioning the exceptions, but simply “the general Law,” as the Law of Moses, allowed for divorce:  Deuteronomy 24:1-5 and desertion, 1 Corinthians 7:15 by which the bond of marriage is loosed, and for which a divorce or separation may be made, which are equal to death: but if the husband be dead, she is loosed from the law of her husband; the bond of marriage is dissolved, the law of it is abolished, and she is at entire liberty to marry whom she will, 1 Corinthians 7:39.
3 So then if, while her husband liveth, she be married to another man, she shall be called an adulteress: but if her husband be dead, she is free from that law; so that she is no adulteress, though she be married to another man.
4 Wherefore, my brethren, ye also are become dead to the law by the body of Christ; that ye should be married to another, even to him who is raised from the dead, that we should bring forth fruit unto God.
5 For when we were in the flesh, the motions of sins, which were by the law, did work in our members to bring forth fruit unto death.
6 But now we are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the oldness of the letter.

Note: Christians, then, are not under the Law. It has no dominion over a Christian, we do not have to observed the “Letter of the Law,” for we are not under it, but follow it’s “general guidance” as our School Teacher, showing us the way of God, and therefore serve the Master, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, with a newness of Spirit, not under a spirit in bondage under the Law, but freed from the Law with Christian Liberty.
7 What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid. Nay, I had not known sin, but by the law: for I had not known lust, except the law had said, Thou shalt not covet.
8 But sin, taking occasion by the commandment, wrought in me all manner of concupiscence. For without the law sin was dead.
9 For I was alive without the law once: but when the commandment came, sin revived, and I died.
Note: The Apostle Paul was not speaking of Adam, before the Law was given. Besides the law of nature, which the Apostle Paul and the Jews had in common with others (i.e.: the Gentiles), the Apostle Paul and the Jews were acquainted with other Laws given by God: circumcision, sacrifices, and the several duties of religion, i.e.: Genesis 18:19, and when the Law did come from Mount Sinai, it had not such effects upon, The Apostle Paul is speaking of himself, and that not as in his state of infancy before he could discern between good and evil, but when grown up as a man, and whilst a Pharisee and part of the Sanhedrin; who, though he was born under the Law as a Jew, was brought up and more perfectly instructed in it than the common people were, and was a strict observer of it, yet was without the knowledge of the spirituality of the Law; he, as the rest of the Pharisees, thought it only regarded their outward actions, and did not reach to the spirits or souls of men, i.e.: the inward thoughts and affections of the mind; the Law was as it were at a distance from him, it had not as yet entered into his heart and conscience; and whilst this was his case he was "alive," he did not know that he "was dead in trespasses and sins," Ephesians 2:1, a truth he afterwards was acquainted with; nor that he was so much as disordered by sin; he thought himself healthful, sound, and whole, and walking under the Will of God, when instead he was diseased and full of wounds, bruises, and sores, from head to foot; he lived in the utmost peace and tranquility, without the least ruffle and uneasiness, free from any terror or despondency, and in perfect security, self-assured being in sure and certain hope of eternal life; and concluded if ever any man went to heaven he certainly should, since, as he imagined, he lived a holy and righteous life, free of all blame, and even to perfection; but when the Commandment came; not to Adam in the garden of Eden; nor to the Israelites on Mount Sinai; but into the heart and conscience of the Apostle Paul seeing his sin magnified with power and light from above, that he was unforgiven by all his actions by what he believed was righteousness of his works, sin revived; sin lifted up its monstrous head, and appeared in its ugly shape, exceeding sinful indeed; it grew strong and exerted itself; its strugglings and opposition, its rebellion and corruption were seen and felt, which show that it was not dead before, only seemed to be so; it was in being, and it lived and acted before as now; the difference was not in that, but in the Apostle Paul’s sense and apprehension of it, who upon sight of it he thought of himself outside of Heaven, as though he had died: and I died; he now saw himself a dead man, dead in sin, dead in and under the Law, under a sentence of death which he now had within himself; he saw he was deserving of eternal death, and all his hopes of eternal life by his obedience to the Law of works died at once; thus, the Apostle Paul now experientially learnt that Doctrine that he so much insisted afterwards in his ministry, and to the last maintained, that there can be no justification of a sinner by the deeds of the Law: since by it, the Law is the very knowledge of sin.
10 And the commandment, which was ordained to life, I found to be unto death.
11 For sin, taking occasion by the commandment, deceived me, and by it slew me.
12 Wherefore the law is holy, and the commandment holy, and just, and good.
13 Was then that which is good made death unto me? God forbid. But sin, that it might appear sin, working death in me by that which is good; that sin by the commandment might become exceeding sinful.
14 For we know that the law is spiritual: but I am carnal, sold under sin.
15 For that which I do I allow not: for what I would, that do I not; but what I hate, that do I.
16 If then I do that which I would not, I consent unto the law that it is good.
17 Now then it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me.
18 For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not.
19 For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I do.
20 Now if I do that I would not, it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me.
21 I find then a law, that, when I would do good, evil is present with me.
22 For I delight in the law of God after the inward man:
23 But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members.
24 O wretched man that I am! who shall deliver me from the body of this death?
25 I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then with the mind I myself serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin.
Romans 8:1-8
8 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.
2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death.
3 For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh:
4 That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.
5 For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit.
6 For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.
7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be.
8 So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God.
Romans 9:3-5
3 For I could wish that myself were accursed from Christ for my brethren, my kinsmen according to the flesh:
4 Who are Israelites; to whom pertaineth the adoption, and the glory, and the covenants, and the giving of the law, and the service of God, and the promises;
5 Whose are the fathers, and of whom as concerning the flesh Christ came, who is over all, God blessed for ever. Amen.
Romans 9:31-33
31 But Israel, which followed after the law of righteousness, hath not attained to the law of righteousness.
32 Wherefore? Because they sought it not by faith, but as it were by the works of the law. For they stumbled at that stumblingstone;
33 As it is written, Behold, I lay in Sion a stumblingstone and rock of offence: and whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.
Romans 10:1-10
10 Brethren, my heart's desire and prayer to God for Israel is, that they might be saved.
2 For I bear them record that they have a zeal of God, but not according to knowledge.
3 For they being ignorant of God's righteousness, and going about to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God.
4 For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth.
5 For Moses describeth the righteousness which is of the law, That the man which doeth those things shall live by them.
6 But the righteousness which is of faith speaketh on this wise, Say not in thine heart, Who shall ascend into heaven? (that is, to bring Christ down from above:)
7 Or, Who shall descend into the deep? (that is, to bring up Christ again from the dead.)
8 But what saith it? The word is nigh thee, even in thy mouth, and in thy heart: that is, the word of faith, which we preach;
9 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.
10 For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.
Romans 13:8-11
8 Owe no man any thing, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law.
9 For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if there be any other commandment, it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.
10 Love worketh no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law.
11 And that, knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep: for now is our salvation nearer than when we believed.

1 Corinthians 6:12 
12All things are lawful unto me, but all things are not expedient: all things are lawful for me, but I will not be brought under the power of any. 

1 Corinthians 7:39 
39The wife is bound by the law as long as her husband liveth; but if her husband be dead, she is at liberty to be married to whom she will; only in the Lord. 

1 Corinthians 9:8-10
8 Say I these things as a man? or saith not the law the same also?
9 For it is written in the law of Moses, thou shalt not muzzle the mouth of the ox that treadeth out the corn. Doth God take care for oxen?
10 Or saith he it altogether for our sakes? For our sakes, no doubt, this is written: that he that ploweth should plow in hope; and that he that thresheth in hope should be partaker of his hope.
1 Corinthians 9:20-22
20 And unto the Jews I became as a Jew, that I might gain the Jews; to them that are under the law, as under the law, that I might gain them that are under the law;
21 To them that are without law, as without law, (being not without law to God, but under the law to Christ,) that I might gain them that are without law.
22 To the weak became I as weak, that I might gain the weak: I am made all things to all men, that I might by all means save some.

1 Corinthians 10:23 
23All things are lawful for me, but all things are not expedient: all things are lawful for me, but all things edify not. 


1 Corinthians 14:21-22; 33-35
21 In the law it is written, With men of other tongues and other lips will I speak unto this people; and yet for all that will they not hear me, saith the Lord.
22 Wherefore tongues are for a sign, not to them that believe, but to them that believe not: but prophesying serveth not for them that believe not, but for them which believe.
33 For God is not the author of confusion, but of peace, as in all churches of the saints.
34 Let your women keep silence in the churches: for it is not permitted unto them to speak; but they are commanded to be under obedience as also saith the law.
35 And if they will learn any thing, let them ask their husbands at home: for it is a shame for women to speak in the church.
1 Corinthians 15:56 
56The sting of death is sin; and the strength of sin is the law. 

Note: The strength of sin - Its power over the mind; its terrific and dreadful energy; and especially, in the unsaved man its power to produce alarm in the hour of death.

2 Corinthians 12:4 
4How that he was caught up into paradise, and heard unspeakable words, which it is not lawful for a man to utter. 

Galatians 2:16 
16Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified. 


Galatians 2:19-21 

19 For I through the law am dead to the law, that I might live unto God.
20 I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.
21 I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.
Galatians 3:1-25 

1 O foolish Galatians, who hath bewitched you, that ye should not obey the truth, before whose eyes Jesus Christ hath been evidently set forth, crucified among you?
2 This only would I learn of you, Received ye the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?
3 Are ye so foolish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh?
4 Have ye suffered so many things in vain? if it be yet in vain.
5 He therefore that ministereth to you the Spirit, and worketh miracles among you, doeth he it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?
6 Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness.
7 Know ye therefore that they which are of faith, the same are the children of Abraham.
8 And the scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the heathen through faith, preached before the gospel unto Abraham, saying, In thee shall all nations be blessed.
9 So then they which be of faith are blessed with faithful Abraham.
10 For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse: for it is written, Cursed is every one that continueth not in all things which are written in the book of the law to do them.
11 But that no man is justified by the law in the sight of God, it is evident: for, The just shall live by faith.
12 And the law is not of faith: but, The man that doeth them shall live in them.
13 Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree:
14 That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.
15 Brethren, I speak after the manner of men; Though it be but a man's covenant, yet if it be confirmed, no man disannulleth, or addeth thereto.
16 Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He saith not, And to seeds, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which is Christ.
17 And this I say, that the covenant, that was confirmed before of God in Christ, the law, which was four hundred and thirty years after, cannot disannul, that it should make the promise of none effect.
18 For if the inheritance be of the law, it is no more of promise: but God gave it to Abraham by promise.
19 Wherefore then serveth the law? It was added because of transgressions, till the seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was ordained by angels in the hand of a mediator.
20 Now a mediator is not a mediator of one, but God is one.
21 Is the law then against the promises of God? God forbid: for if there had been a law given which could have given life, verily righteousness should have been by the law.
22 But the scripture hath concluded all under sin, that the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might be given to them that believe.
23 But before faith came, we were kept under the law, shut up unto the faith which should afterwards be revealed.
24 Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith.
25 But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster.
Galatians 4:3-6;21-22 

3 Even so we, when we were children, were in bondage under the elements of the world:
4 But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law,
5 To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons.
6 And because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, crying, Abba, Father.


21 Tell me, ye that desire to be under the law, do ye not hear the law?
22 For it is written, that Abraham had two sons, the one by a bondmaid, the other by a freewoman.

Galatians 5:1-5;13-24

5 Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free, and be not entangled again with the yoke of bondage.
2 Behold, I Paul say unto you, that if ye be circumcised, Christ shall profit you nothing.
3 For I testify again to every man that is circumcised, that he is a debtor to do the whole law.
4 Christ is become of no effect unto you, whosoever of you are justified by the law; ye are fallen from grace.
5 For we through the Spirit wait for the hope of righteousness by faith.
13 For, brethren, ye have been called unto liberty; only use not liberty for an occasion to the flesh, but by love serve one another.
14 For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in this; Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.
15 But if ye bite and devour one another, take heed that ye be not consumed one of another.
16 This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.
17 For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would.
18 But if ye be led of the Spirit, ye are not under the law.
19 Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness,
20 Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies,
21 Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.
22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith,
23 Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.
24 And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts.
Galatians 6:2 
2Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil the law of Christ. 

Galatians 6:13 
13For neither they themselves who are circumcised keep the law; but desire to have you circumcised, that they may glory in your flesh. 

Ephesians 2:15 
15Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, so making peace; 

Philippians 3:5-6 
5Circumcised the eighth day, of the stock of Israel, of the tribe of Benjamin, an Hebrew of the Hebrews; as touching the law, a Pharisee; 
6Concerning zeal, persecuting the church; touching the righteousness which is in the law, blameless. 

Philippians 3:9 
9And be found in him, not having mine own righteousness, which is of the law, but that which is through the faith of Christ, the righteousness which is of God by faith: 



1 Timothy 1:7-11
7 Desiring to be teachers of the law; understanding neither what they say, nor whereof they affirm.
8 But we know that the law is good, if a man use it lawfully;
Note: What does the Law do? It convicts a man of sin. Therefore, the Law is good, if it be used lawfully.
9 Knowing this, that the law is not made for a righteous man, but for the lawless and disobedient, for the ungodly and for sinners, for unholy and profane, for murderers of fathers and murderers of mothers, for manslayers,
10 For whoremongers, for them that defile themselves with mankind, for menstealers, for liars, for perjured persons, and if there be any other thing that is contrary to sound doctrine;
11 According to the glorious gospel of the blessed God, which was committed to my trust.

2 Timothy 2:5 
5And if a man also strive for masteries, yet is he not crowned, except he strive lawfully. 


Titus 3:9-14

9 But avoid foolish questions, and genealogies, and contentions, and strivings about the law; for they are unprofitable and vain.
10 A man that is an heretick after the first and second admonition reject;
11 Knowing that he that is such is subverted, and sinneth, being condemned of himself.
12 When I shall send Artemas unto thee, or Tychicus, be diligent to come unto me to Nicopolis: for I have determined there to winter.
13 Bring Zenas the lawyer and Apollos on their journey diligently, that nothing be wanting unto them.
14 And let our's also learn to maintain good works for necessary uses, that they be not unfruitful.
Hebrews 7:5 
5And verily they that are of the sons of Levi, who receive the office of the priesthood, have a commandment to take tithes of the people according to the law, that is, of their brethren, though they come out of the loins of Abraham: 


Hebrews 7:11-28
11 If therefore perfection were by the Levitical priesthood, (for under it the people received the law,) what further need was there that another priest should rise after the order of Melchisedec, and not be called after the order of Aaron?
12 For the priesthood being changed, there is made of necessity a change also of the law.
13 For he of whom these things are spoken pertaineth to another tribe, of which no man gave attendance at the altar.
14 For it is evident that our Lord sprang out of Juda; of which tribe Moses spake nothing concerning priesthood.
15 And it is yet far more evident: for that after the similitude of Melchisedec there ariseth another priest,
16 Who is made, not after the law of a carnal commandment, but after the power of an endless life.
17 For he testifieth, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.
18 For there is verily a disannulling of the commandment going before for the weakness and unprofitableness thereof.
Note: What is being spoken of here? The Tithe, which was for the Priesthood, was part of the Law. The Priesthood changed, therefore the Law to provide the Tithe to the Priesthood was disannulled.
19 For the law made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did; by the which we draw nigh unto God.
20 And inasmuch as not without an oath he was made priest:
21 (For those priests were made without an oath; but this with an oath by him that said unto him, The Lord sware and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec:)
22 By so much was Jesus made a surety of a better testament.
23 And they truly were many priests, because they were not suffered to continue by reason of death:
24 But this man, because he continueth ever, hath an unchangeable priesthood.
25 Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them.
26 For such an high priest became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and made higher than the heavens;
27 Who needeth not daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then for the people's: for this he did once, when he offered up himself.
28 For the law maketh men high priests which have infirmity; but the word of the oath, which was since the law, maketh the Son, who is consecrated for evermore.

Note: The Word of God that came AFTER the Law, made the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, after the Law, now by God’s Holy Spirit, the High Priest, consecrated forever more, now the Law, the Law of Christ.
Galatians 6:2
2Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil the law of Christ.

“Bear ye one another's burdens,...” Not by making satisfaction for their sin, which we are not able to do, nor by conniving (conniving: to pretend ignorance of or fail to take action against something one ought to oppose) at them, and suffering them upon them, which we should not do, but by gently reproving them, by comforting them when overpressed with guilt, by sympathizing with them in their sorrow, by praying to God for to manifest His pardoning Grace to them according to God’s perfect Will, and by helping them to understand how to forgive them themselves, so far as they are faults committed against others: or else the frailties and infirmities of weak Saints, which are troublesome, and apt to make uneasy, are meant; and which are to be bore by the strong, stronger Christians, by making themselves easy with them, and by accommodating themselves to their weakness, and by abridging themselves of some liberties, which otherwise might be lawfully taken by them; or afflictions may be designed, which are grievous to the flesh, and are bore by others, when they administer help and relief under them, whether in a temporal or spiritual way; and when they condole them, and sympathize with them, bear a part with them, and make others' griefs and sorrows their own: and so fulfil the Law of Christ; which is the Law of love to one another, John 13:34 which is in direct opposition to the Law of Moses, the Judaizing Galatians were so fond of, and by which the Lord Jesus Christ's disciples may be distinguished from those of Moses, or any others. This is a Law or Doctrine which Christ Jesus has clearly taught, and recovered from the false glosses of the Pharisees; it is His New Commandment, which He has strengthened and enforced by His own example in dying for His people, and which He, by His Holy Spirit, inscribes upon their hearts. The Jews speak of the Law of the Messiah as preferable to any other. "The law which a man learns in this world is vanity, in comparison to "the Law of the Messiah," or Christ, the Law of Christ;" by "fulfilling," it is meant: doing it, acting in obedience to it, and not a perfect fulfilling it as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had done, which cannot be done by sinful creatures.

Romans 13:8
8Owe no man any thing, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law.
1 John 3:11
11 For this is the message that ye heard from the beginning, that we should love one another.

1 John 3:23
23 And this is his commandment, That we should believe on the name of his Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, as he gave us commandment.

1 John 4:7
7 Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth is born of God, and knoweth God.
1 John 4:11-12
11 Beloved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love one another.
12 No man hath seen God at any time. If we love one another, God dwelleth in us, and his love is perfected in us.
2 John 1:5
5 And now I beseech thee, lady, not as though I wrote a new commandment unto thee, but that which we had from the beginning, that we love one another.

Hebrews 8:4-5 
4For if he were on earth, he should not be a priest, seeing that there are priests that offer gifts according to the law:
5 Who serve unto the example and shadow of heavenly things, as Moses was admonished of God when he was about to make the tabernacle: for, See, saith he, that thou make all things according to the pattern shewed to thee in the mount.


Hebrews 8:10 
10For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people: 

Hebrews 9:19 
19For when Moses had spoken every precept to all the people according to the law, he took the blood of calves and of goats, with water, and scarlet wool, and hyssop, and sprinkled both the book, and all the people, 

Hebrews 9:22 
22And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood is no remission. 
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Hebrews 10:1 
1For the law having a shadow of good things to come, and not the very image of the things, can never with those sacrifices which they offered year by year continually make the comers thereunto perfect. 

Hebrews 10:8-10 
8Above when he said, Sacrifice and offering and burnt offerings and offering for sin thou wouldest not, neither hadst pleasure therein; which are offered by the law; 
9 Then said he, Lo, I come to do thy will, O God. He taketh away the first, that he may establish the second.
10 By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.


Hebrews 10:16 
16This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them; 


Hebrews 10:28-31 

28 He that despised Moses' law died without mercy under two or three witnesses:
29 Of how much sorer punishment, suppose ye, shall he be thought worthy, who hath trodden under foot the Son of God, and hath counted the blood of the covenant, wherewith he was sanctified, an unholy thing, and hath done despite unto the Spirit of grace?
30 For we know him that hath said, Vengeance belongeth unto me, I will recompense, saith the Lord. And again, The Lord shall judge his people.
31 It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.
James 1:25 
25But whoso looketh into the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in his deed. 



James 2:8-13

8 If ye fulfil the royal law according to the scripture, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself, ye do well:
9 But if ye have respect to persons, ye commit sin, and are convinced of the law as transgressors.
10 For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.
11 For he that said, Do not commit adultery, said also, Do not kill. Now if thou commit no adultery, yet if thou kill, thou art become a transgressor of the law.
12 So speak ye, and so do, as they that shall be judged by the law of liberty.
13 For he shall have judgment without mercy, that hath shewed no mercy; and mercy rejoiceth against judgment.
James 4:11-12
11 Speak not evil one of another, brethren. He that speaketh evil of his brother, and judgeth his brother, speaketh evil of the law, and judgeth the law: but if thou judge the law, thou art not a doer of the law, but a judge.
12 There is one lawgiver, who is able to save and to destroy: who art thou that judgest another?
1 John 3:4 
4Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law. 


Christians are NOT under the Law:

Romans 6:13-15

 13Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God. 

 14For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace. 

 15What then? shall we sin, because we are not under the law, but under grace? God forbid.



Galatians 3:1-10

 1O foolish Galatians, who hath bewitched you, that ye should not obey the truth, before whose eyes Jesus Christ hath been evidently set forth, crucified among you? 

 2This only would I learn of you, Received ye the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? 

 3Are ye so foolish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh? 

 4Have ye suffered so many things in vain? if it be yet in vain. 

 5He therefore that ministereth to you the Spirit, and worketh miracles among you, doeth he it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? 

 6Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness. 

 7Know ye therefore that they which are of faith, the same are the children of Abraham.




Galatians 3:10-14

10For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse: for it is written, Cursed is every one that continueth not in all things which are written in the book of the law to do them. 

 11But that no man is justified by the law in the sight of God, it is evident: for, The just shall live by faith. 

 12And the law is not of faith: but, The man that doeth them shall live in them. 

 13Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree: 

 14That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.



Titus 3:8-9

 8This is a faithful saying, and these things I will that thou affirm constantly, that they which have believed in God might be careful to maintain good works. These things are good and profitable unto men. 

 9But avoid foolish questions, and genealogies, and contentions, and strivings about the law; for they are unprofitable and vain.



Galatians 4:20-32

20I desire to be present with you now, and to change my voice; for I stand in doubt of you. 

 21Tell me, ye that desire to be under the law, do ye not hear the law? 

 22For it is written, that Abraham had two sons, the one by a bondmaid, the other by a freewoman. 

 23But he who was of the bondwoman was born after the flesh; but he of the freewoman was by promise. 

 24Which things are an allegory: for these are the two covenants; the one from the mount Sinai, which gendereth to bondage, which is Agar. 

 25For this Agar is mount Sinai in Arabia, and answereth to Jerusalem which now is, and is in bondage with her children. 

 26But Jerusalem which is above is free, which is the mother of us all. 

 27For it is written, Rejoice, thou barren that bearest not; break forth and cry, thou that travailest not: for the desolate hath many more children than she which hath an husband. 

 28Now we, brethren, as Isaac was, are the children of promise. 

 29But as then he that was born after the flesh persecuted him that was born after the Spirit, even so it is now. 

 30Nevertheless what saith the scripture? Cast out the bondwoman and her son: for the son of the bondwoman shall not be heir with the son of the freewoman. 

 31So then, brethren, we are not children of the bondwoman, but of the free.





1 Timothy 1:7-11

 7Desiring to be teachers of the law; understanding neither what they say, nor whereof they affirm. 

 8But we know that the law is good, if a man use it lawfully; 

 9Knowing this, that the law is not made for a righteous man, but for the lawless and disobedient, for the ungodly and for sinners, for unholy and profane, for murderers of fathers and murderers of mothers, for manslayers, 

 10For whoremongers, for them that defile themselves with mankind, for menstealers, for liars, for perjured persons, and if there be any other thing that is contrary to sound doctrine; 

 11According to the glorious gospel of the blessed God, which was committed to my trust.


Romans 3:20-22

 20Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for by the law is the knowledge of sin. 

 21But now the righteousness of God without the law is manifested, being witnessed by the law and the prophets; 

 22Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and upon all them that believe: for there is no difference:



2 Corinthians 5:20-21

 20Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did beseech you by us: we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to God. 

 21For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.


Hebrews 11:7

 7By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house; by the which he condemned the world, and became heir of the righteousness which is by faith.




Hebrews 8:9-11

 9Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day when I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt; because they continued not in my covenant, and I regarded them not, saith the Lord. 

 10For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people: 

 11And they shall not teach every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for all shall know me, from the least to the greatest.


Romans 3:24-26

24Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus: 

 25Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God; 

 26To declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that he might be just, and the justifier of him which believeth in Jesus.
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1 John 3:9-11

9Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God. 

 10In this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil: whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God, neither he that loveth not his brother. 

 11For this is the message that ye heard from the beginning, that we should love one another.

The reason is evident; he who is made a partaker of the nature of God; he thus derives his life from Him. This principle of divine life is in Him. The seed of God remains in that man; he cannot sin, because he is born of God, being Born Again. This new nature had not in it the principle of sin, so as to commit it. How could it be that the Divine nature should sin?

Having thus designated the two families, the family of God and that of the devil, satan, the Apostle John adds the second mark, the absence of which is a proof that one is not of God. The Apostle John had already spoken of righteousness; he now adds the love of the Brethren. For this is the message that they had received from the Lord Jesus Christ Himself: that they should love one another. 

The Holy Spirit is so called by the effect He works, because by His power and mighty working, as it were by seed -- which is the Word of God, we are made new men, a Chosen Generation of people, a Royal Priesthood, a Holy Nation, a peculiar people, when we -- the Gentiles, were NOT EVEN A PEOPLE.

1 Peter 2:9-10 
9 But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light;

10 Which in time past were not a people, but are now the people of God: which had not obtained mercy, but now have obtained mercy.

1 John 5:3

 3For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous.

Keeping of the commandments of God is an evidence of love to God; this shows that love is not only honoring God with words and our tongues, in profession only; but in deed and in Truth; and that such persons have a sense of the love of God upon their souls, under the influence of which they act; and such shall have, and may expect to have, greater manifestations of the love of God unto them: and His Commandments are not grievous; heavy, burdensome, and disagreeable; by which are meant, not so much the precepts of the moral Law, which through the weakness of the flesh are hard to be kept, and cannot be perfectly fulfilled; though Born again Believers indeed, being freed from the rigorous exaction, curse, and condemnation of the Law, delight in it after the inward man, and serve it cheerfully with their Holy Spirit; and still less the Commands of the Ceremonial Law, which were now abolished, and were grievous to be borne; but rather those of faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and the love toward the Saints of God:


1 John 3:23

23And this is his commandment, That we should believe on the name of his Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, as he gave us commandment. 



John 13:34-35
34A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another.

35By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another.


John 15:12
12This is my commandment, That ye love one another, as I have loved you.


John 15:17
17These things I command you, that ye love one another.


Romans 12:10
10Be kindly affectioned one to another with brotherly love; in honour preferring one another;


Romans 13:8
8Owe no man any thing, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law.


Galatians 5:13
13For, brethren, ye have been called unto liberty; only use not liberty for an occasion to the flesh, but by love serve one another.


Ephesians 4:2
2With all lowliness and meekness, with longsuffering, forbearing one another in love;


1 Thessalonians 3:12
12And the Lord make you to increase and abound in love one toward another, and toward all men, even as we do toward you:


1 Thessalonians 4:9
9But as touching brotherly love ye need not that I write unto you: for ye yourselves are taught of God to love one another.

To love one another, which it may be also the ordinances of the Gospel, Baptism, and the Lord's supper, with others, which though disagreeable to unregenerate persons, who do not care to be under the yoke of Christ, however easy and light it is, yet are not heavy and burdensome to regenerate ones; and especially when they have the love of God shed abroad in them, the presence of God with them, communion with the Saints with the Lord Jesus Christ in their midst, and a supply of Grace and strength from Him; then are the ways of pleasantness, and paths of peace, and the tabernacles of the Lord are amiable and lovely.



1 John 3:23

23And this is his commandment, That we should believe on the name of his Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, as he gave us commandment.


Romans 7:4-5

 4Wherefore, my brethren, ye also are become dead to the law by the body of Christ; that ye should be married to another, even to him who is raised from the dead, that we should bring forth fruit unto God. 

 5For when we were in the flesh, the motions of sins, which were by the law, did work in our members to bring forth fruit unto death.


Romans 8:1-5

 1There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 

 2For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death. 

 3For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: 

 4That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 

 5For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit.




Romans 10:1-10


1 Brethren, my heart's desire and prayer to God for Israel is, that they might be saved.

2 For I bear them record that they have a zeal of God, but not according to knowledge.

 3For they being ignorant of God's righteousness, and going about to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God. 

 4For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth. 

 5For Moses describeth the righteousness which is of the law, That the man which doeth those things shall live by them.

6 But the righteousness which is of faith speaketh on this wise, Say not in thine heart, Who shall ascend into heaven? (that is, to bring Christ down from above:)

7 Or, Who shall descend into the deep? (that is, to bring up Christ again from the dead.)

8 But what saith it? The word is nigh thee, even in thy mouth, and in thy heart: that is, the word of faith, which we preach;

9 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.

10 For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.

Galatians 2:16

 16Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified.


Galatians 2:20-21

 20I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me. 

 21I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain. 


Galatians 5:3-5

 3For I testify again to every man that is circumcised, that he is a debtor to do the whole law. 

 4Christ is become of no effect unto you, whosoever of you are justified by the law; ye are fallen from grace. 

 5For we through the Spirit wait for the hope of righteousness by faith.


Philippians 3:8-10

 8Yea doubtless, and I count all things but loss for the excellency of the knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord: for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and do count them but dung, that I may win Christ, 

 9And be found in him, not having mine own righteousness, which is of the law, but that which is through the faith of Christ, the righteousness which is of God by faith: 

 10That I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his sufferings, being made conformable unto his death;


Romans 1:16-19

 16For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek. 

 17For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, The just shall live by faith. 

 18For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who hold the truth in unrighteousness; 

 19Because that which may be known of God is manifest in them; for God hath shewed it unto them.


Romans 4:4-8

 4Now to him that worketh is the reward not reckoned of grace, but of debt. 

 5But to him that worketh not, but believeth on him that justifieth the ungodly, his faith is counted for righteousness. 

 6Even as David also describeth the blessedness of the man, unto whom God imputeth righteousness without works, 

 7Saying, Blessed are they whose iniquities are forgiven, and whose sins are covered. 

 8Blessed is the man to whom the Lord will not impute sin.




Romans 11:5-7

 5Even so then at this present time also there is a remnant according to the election of grace. 

 6And if by grace, then is it no more of works: otherwise grace is no more grace. But if it be of works, then it is no more grace: otherwise work is no more work. 

 7What then? Israel hath not obtained that which he seeketh for; but the election hath obtained it, and the rest were blinded.


Galatians 3:23-25

 23But before faith came, we were kept under the law, shut up unto the faith which should afterwards be revealed. 

 24Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith. 

 25But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster.



The Apostle Paul writes in Romans 7:4 . . .
Romans 7:4
4 Wherefore, my brethren, ye also are become dead to the law by the body of Christ; that ye should be married to another, even to him who is raised from the dead, that we should bring forth fruit unto God.

Note:  Therefore, by dying to what once bound us, we have been released from the Law by becoming dead, so that we serve in the new way by the power of the Holy Spirit, and not in the old way of the written code.  This is an image of when a spouse died, it freed the living spouse to freely remarry, without a divorce.
Romans 7:6
6 But now we are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the oldness of the letter.

This is elaborated in 2 Corinthians 3, where the Apostle Paul contrasts the administrations of the Old and New Covenants, where the Apostles had been made by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth able Ministers, able to Preach the Good News of the Gospel of Christ Jesus:

2 Corinthians 3:6
6 Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life.


So under the New Covenant Christians serve in a "new way" — the way of the Holy Spirit. The "old way" of the written code of the Law, by works has been superseded. It has ended because the Old covenant was a temporary system designed to act as a guardian for the Nation of Israel until the Messiah (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) came:
Galatians 3:19
19 Wherefore then serveth the law? It was added because of transgressions, till the seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was ordained by angels in the hand of a mediator.

Man’s relationship to God is no longer regulated by a written Law code on Tables of Stone or in a Book, as it was for ancient Israel. It is now based on faith in Jesus Christ alone.
Galatians 3:20-25
20 Now a mediator is not a mediator of one, but God is one.
21 Is the law then against the promises of God? God forbid: for if there had been a law given which could have given life, verily righteousness should have been by the law.
22 But the scripture hath concluded all under sin, that the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might be given to them that believe.
23 But before faith came, we were kept under the law, shut up unto the faith which should afterwards be revealed.
24 Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith.
25 But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster.
In what way, then, is our relationship to Old Covenant Law transformed through faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and how was the Old Covenant Law's Ordinances "taken away" for Christians?


Romans 10:4
4 For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth.
Note: The Greek word telos, translated as "end," can mean: 1.) termination," "cessation," or 2.) "goal," "culmination," or"fulfillment." In this verse, it is best understood in the latter sense, that Christ is the fulfillment of the Law. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth brought the Law to completion, how? The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth perfectly fulfilled all the righteous requirements of the Law.  He perfectly obeyed its demands and by fulfilling its types and Prophecies, and He Loved His Own, His Sheep, which He Called His friends, and laid His life down for His sheep. Through the life and death of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth on the Cross of Calvary, the Lord Jesus Christ fulfilled all the righteous requirements of the Law, thereby freeing Christians from the condemnation of the Law.
Colossians 2:12-15
12 Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead.

13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses;

14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;

15 And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it.


Romans 8:1-2

1 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.

2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death.
John 10:11
1I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth his life for the sheep.

John 10:15
15As the Father knoweth me, even so know I the Father: and I lay down my life for the sheep.

Romans 8:1-2

8 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.
2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death.
A major purpose of God’s Law is to lead God’s Elect to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth by convicting them of sin. Born Again Believers, True Worshipers, the Elect of God are justified by the Lord Jesus Christ’s righteousness, by which the Law has no claim over them in the legal sense. After explaining to the Romans in Chapter 7 the accusatory nature of the Law and that rescue is through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone, the Apostle Paul writes,
As the very fulfillment of the Law, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth transcends the Law. This is what the Lord Jesus Christ meant in Matthew 5:17-19 . . . 

Matthew 5:17-19

17 Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil.
18 For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.
19 Whosoever therefore shall break one of these least commandments, and shall teach men so, he shall be called the least in the kingdom of heaven: but whosoever shall do and teach them, the same shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven.

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ’s teachings does not abolish the Law nor the Preaching of the Prophets, but brings them to their intended eschatological climax. In terms of the New Covenant, the Law no longer exists in the form of a written code apart from the Lord Jesus Christ and His righteousness, for Christ Jesus is the end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth in God's promises of and through His Only Begotten Son, alone, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. God’s Law, in its spirit and intent, exists in the Lord Jesus Christ alone. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is greater than the Law. The Law kills, but the Holy Spirit of God sent by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth giveth life.

2 Corinthians 3:6
6 Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life.
The law kills, but the Holy Spirit, which we receive by faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, gives life. Therefore, seeing that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has fulfilled the Law, and that for Born Again Believers, the fulfilling the Law is through trusting the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and His righteousness rather than obedience to an external written code.

Our spiritual connection with God is based on a personal relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, not on obedience to an impersonal list of rules. Living faith can be found in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth only, because salvation is in, by, and through Him alone..

The Law of Christ

1 Corinthians 9:20-21
20 And unto the Jews I became as a Jew, that I might gain the Jews; to them that are under the law, as under the law, that I might gain them that are under the law;
21 To them that are without law, as without law, (being not without law to God, but under the law to Christ,) that I might gain them that are without law.

Note:  Here, the Apostle Paul explains his approach to Preaching the Gospel of Jesus Christ, and in so doing he revealed which Law was to be obeyed:

To the Jews I became like a Jew, to win the Jews. To those under the Law I became like one under the Law (though I myself am not under the Law), so as to win those under the Law. To those not having Law I became like one not having the Law (though I am not free from God’s Law, but am under the Law of Christ’s.), so as to win those not having the Law. 

The Apostle Paul describes himself as not being under the Law. From the context it is obvious he means Mosaic Law, the Law of the Old Covenant. This does not mean he saw himself as without Law. The Apostle Paul was not free from God’s Law — he was now, however under "Christ’s Law." It is important to appreciate this distinction. The Mosaic Law was God’s Law for the Nation of Israel under the Old Covenant, Old Testament. The "Law of Christ" is God’s Law for Christians in the New Covenant, the New Testament era. The two are not the same. Old (based on works,) New based on Grace alone. 




Serving in the new way of the Holy Spirit rather than the old way of the written code is what the Apostle Paul describes as fulfilling the Law of Christ.
Galatians 6:2
2 Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil the law of Christ.
In the Apostle Paul’s letter to the Galatians, he used the term in the context of bearing each other’s burdens. Yet the thought behind the phrase encompasses all that the Apostle Paul wrote concerning living in Christ Jesus. Fulfilling the Law of Christ is the way of holiness, a Holy life led by the Holy Spirit of God, as opposed to legalism, following and trying to keep the Law, Old Testament Law, which is works. 


The Apostle Paul used the phrase "Law of Christ" after writing about living "by the Spirit" Galatians 5:16, 25 as opposed to living "under Law" Galatians 5:18. Why? It was because the Galatian members were so enamored with the Law, the Apostle Paul used the word Law in a way they had not anticipated. They were not under Mosaic Law, but they were under the Law of Christ, which required them to bear each other’s burdens.

In arguing against the position that Christians are no longer under the Law, the Judaizer would claim that this would lead to antinomianism. 

Finally, the opponents of the Apostle Paul charged that the Gospel he Preached led to loose living. By stressing the Law, Judaism had stressed morality. Jews looked down on Gentile sin and excesses. What would happen if the Law should be taken away? Clearly, lawlessness and immorality would increase, the Judaizer legalizers argued.

The Apostle Paul replies that this is not true Galatians 5, 6. It is not true because Christianity does not lead the believer away from the Law into nothingness. It leads him to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth who fulfilled the Law, and makes them righteous, who, in the person of the Holy Spirit, comes to dwell within a man and furnishes him with the new nature that alone is capable of doing what God desires. The change is internal, by the Holy Spirit. So it is from within rather than without that the Holy Spirit produces the fruit that is:  "love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control" Galatians 5:22-23. Life in the Spirit is free from and above the kind of religion that would result in either legalism or license. It is true freedom — a freedom to serve God fully, unencumbered by the shackles of sin or regulations. 



Equating the Law of Christ with the way of Christ hearkens back to Jesus’ parting words to His disciples before His death. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth said to them:


John 13:34-35
34 A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another.

35 By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another.


Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was expanding the injunction in:


Leviticus 19:18
18 Thou shalt not avenge, nor bear any grudge against the children of thy people, but thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself: I am the Lord.

Also, the Apostle Paul quoted in Galatians 5:14


Galatians 5:14

14 For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in this; Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.

Christians show they are true disciples (learners) of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth by loving the Brethren, loving one another as the Lord Jesus Christ loves them. The Gospels record how the Lord Jesus Christ loved. He was not particularly concerned with the externalized form of religious observance, but the Lord Jesus Christ was concerned with "the more important matters of the Law — justice, mercy and faithfulness" Matthew 23:23 and "the love of God" Luke 11:42. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ministered to people in their suffering, he showed them the love of God through kindness, compassion and mercy, and he forgave certain persons their sins. To follow the examples and teachings of the Lord Jesus Christ that He gave for His Church fulfills the Law of Christ.


Mutual love, empathy, sympathy and esteem within the Believing Brotherhood are to be expected, but in Romans the Apostle Paul by the Holy Spirit of God declares that we should show love and forgiveness towards those outside the Believing Brotherhood, not the least towards its enemies and persecutors, even blessing them while at the same time being persecuted by them. 


Romans 12:9-21
9 Let love be without dissimulation. Abhor that which is evil; cleave to that which is good.

10 Be kindly affectioned one to another with brotherly love; in honour preferring one another;

11 Not slothful in business; fervent in spirit; serving the Lord;

12 Rejoicing in hope; patient in tribulation; continuing instant in prayer;

13 Distributing to the necessity of saints; given to hospitality.

14 Bless them which persecute you: bless, and curse not.

15 Rejoice with them that do rejoice, and weep with them that weep.

16 Be of the same mind one toward another. Mind not high things, but condescend to men of low estate. Be not wise in your own conceits.

17 Recompense to no man evil for evil. Provide things honest in the sight of all men.

18 If it be possible, as much as lieth in you, live peaceably with all men.

19 Dearly beloved, avenge not yourselves, but rather give place unto wrath: for it is written, Vengeance is mine; I will repay, saith the Lord.

20 Therefore if thine enemy hunger, feed him; if he thirst, give him drink: for in so doing thou shalt heap coals of fire on his head.

21 Be not overcome of evil, but overcome evil with good.

Let no debt remain outstanding, except the continuing debt to love one another, for he who loves his fellowman has fulfilled the Law. The commandments, "Do not commit adultery," "Do not murder," "Do not steal," "Do not covet," and whatever other Commandment there may be, are summed up in this one rule: "Love your neighbor as yourself." Love does no harm to its neighbor. Therefore love is the fulfillment of the Law.

Romans 13:9
9 For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if there be any other commandment, it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.


John 14:21
21 He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love 21him, and will manifest myself to him.


1 John 2:4
4He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him.

Revelation 12:17
17 And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and went to make war with the remnant of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ.

The Apostle Paul Preached that a Christian’s obligation was to love, and everything else was secondary. Regarding circumcision, for example, the Apostle Paul wrote:

Galatians 5:6
6 For in Jesus Christ neither circumcision availeth any thing, nor uncircumcision; but faith which worketh by love.


The Judaizers who wanted Gentiles to be circumcised and come under the Law of Moses were not motivated by love. The Apostle Paul saw this and clearly identified them as false brothers (Brethren):

Galatians 2:4-5
4 And that because of false brethren unawares brought in, who came in privily to spy out our liberty which we have in Christ Jesus, that they might bring us into bondage:

5 To whom we gave place by subjection, no, not for an hour; that the truth of the gospel might continue with you.

The Judaizers wanted to bring the Church into a form of religious bondage under their control:

Galatians 4:17
17 They zealously affect you, but not well; yea, they would exclude you, that ye might affect them.


Galatians 6:13
13 For neither they themselves who are circumcised keep the law; but desire to have you circumcised, that they may glory in your flesh.
 
Because their motivations were not right, the Judaizers violated the Law of Christ.

Fulfilling the Law of Christ is people-oriented rather than task-oriented. It focuses on relationships, not works of Law. The Law of Christ cannot be imposed according to an externalized written code, because it is written in the heart of the Christian. A written code cannot encompass the Law of Christ, because it would need to encompass the whole of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which is impossible. The Lord Jesus Christ’s Law is an internal principle and way of godly living that produces, "love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law."

Galatians 5:22–23
22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith,

23 Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.

Under the old covenant, the Israelites lived according to the Law of Moses. Under the new covenant, Christians are to live according to the Law of Christ. The difference is love generated by the Holy Spirit. It is possible to fulfill outwardly the Law of Moses without love in your heart. Drawing neigh to God with your mouth, but your heart being far from God.  It is impossible to fulfill the Law of Christ unless there is love in your heart.


Matthew 15:7-9

7Ye hypocrites, well did Esaias prophesy of you, saying, 

 8This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoureth me with their lips; but their heart is far from me. 

 9But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.


Legalism versus the Holy Spirit 

The result of attempting to relate to God through obedience to Old Testament Law, or even to a "New Testament" set of rules, is to descend into legalism. Christianity becomes regulations. The Gospel is reduced to a "legal system".

Just as Old Covenant Israelites knew what their obligations were by reading the Law, so also Christian legalists can look to their set of rules, whatever they may be, to know what they should do. The rules vary according to the religious tradition of the legalists. For some, it would be Sabbath and certain Holy Day observances, scrupulously setting aside Tithes and avoiding "unclean meat" at all costs. These behaviors in themselves are not wrong, (as long as one knows that the Tithe was set aside and not even required of Christians,) but it is wrong to observe them in a legalistic manner, as the Pharisees did. In other "churches", the rules can include strict Sunday observance, no drinking of alcohol, no dancing or going to movies, vegetarianism, rejecting blood transfusions to save life, etc. Decisions are easier in this black-and-white approach, and it results in generally good behavior. But it omits the weightier matters of the Law that require spiritual discernment, and sometimes makes it difficult in making decisions as to which principle is most important.

Legalistic rules also become the measuring stick by which behavior (both one’s own and that of others’) is judged as acceptable or deviant. All Christians have to do is follow the rules and perform their religious duties and thereby believe God is on their side. The problem with this approach is that the legalists’ faith is in their rules and not in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, following the Law of Christ.  Their lack the love of God in their hearts to lead and teach them by His Holy Spirit to understand the spiritual intent of the Law. Often without realizing it, legalists rest in their own works instead of the redemptive work of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, while outwardly having people note they are following all the rules. 


Those who call themselves Christians today can choose to live according to Mosaic Law, just as Jewish Christians did in the first century A.D., but in so doing placing themselves under the Law, they void Grace. However, their law-keeping will not cause God to give them His Holy Spirit, nor work miracles in their lives. 

Galatians 3:5
5 He therefore that ministereth to you the Spirit, and worketh miracles among you, doeth he it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?


The Judaizers received not the Holy Spirit, and were false Brethren.  They came in as spies, to destroy the Church from within.  After Jerusalem, where the Apostles and Elders of the Church met to try and fend off these Judaizers, they eventually took over the Church, and became the Roman Catholic "church" which drug the Old Covenant, the Law, into the New Covenant, the New Testament of Christ Jesus, voiding God's Grace for their entire system of error.  Only the Elect of God have obtained the Righteouness of Christ Jesus, which is the end of the Law.


Romans 11:5-7
5 Even so then at this present time also there is a remnant according to the election of grace.

6 And if by grace, then is it no more of works: otherwise grace is no more grace. But if it be of works, then it is no more grace: otherwise work is no more work.

7 What then? Israel hath not obtained that which he seeketh for; but the election hath obtained it, and the rest were blinded.
Nor will it lead them into a deeper understanding of Spiritual Truths, compared to those who live according to the Law of Christ. The opposite may even be true, because the more Christians rely on Law or a set of rules to direct them, the less they rely on the Holy Spirit. It seems that it is impossible to rely on Law and the Holy Spirit simultaneously — it’s either one or the other.

This is the point the Apostle Paul makes in:
Galatians 3:1–5
1 O foolish Galatians, who hath bewitched you, that ye should not obey the truth, before whose eyes Jesus Christ hath been evidently set forth, crucified among you?

2 This only would I learn of you, Received ye the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?

3 Are ye so foolish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh?

4 Have ye suffered so many things in vain? if it be yet in vain.

5 He therefore that ministereth to you the Spirit, and worketh miracles among you, doeth he it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?
The Galatians had received the Holy Spirit through believing in the redeeming work of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, not through human observance of the Law. The Apostle Paul asks, "After beginning with the Spirit, are you now trying to attain your goal by human effort?" (verse 3).


Can adherence to the Law of Moses work contrary to the Law of Christ? The answer is yes. Consider the New Testament example taught by the Apostle John concerning the Lord Jesus Christ fulfilling the Law of Christ concerning the woman caught in adultery: 

John 8:1-11
1 Jesus went unto the mount of Olives.

2 And early in the morning he came again into the temple, and all the people came unto him; and he sat down, and taught them.

3 And the scribes and Pharisees brought unto him a woman taken in adultery; and when they had set her in the midst,

4 They say unto him, Master, this woman was taken in adultery, in the very act.

5 Now Moses in the law commanded us, that such should be stoned: but what sayest thou?

6 This they said, tempting him, that they might have to accuse him. But Jesus stooped down, and with his finger wrote on the ground, as though he heard them not.

7 So when they continued asking him, he lifted up himself, and said unto them, He that is without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her.

8 And again he stooped down, and wrote on the ground.
Note:  The early Christian tradition stated that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, wrote down sins, starting with the eldest of the Doctors of the Law and the Pharisees, which sins only they would know, down to the youngest of the Scribes and the Pharisees.  As they saw what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth wrote of their "secret" sins, they could not face Him, nor follow through with their plan to accuse Him of sin, therefore they walked away one-by-one in shame.
9 And they which heard it, being convicted by their own conscience, went out one by one, beginning at the eldest, even unto the last: and Jesus was left alone, and the woman standing in the midst.

10 When Jesus had lifted up himself, and saw none but the woman, he said unto her, Woman, where are those thine accusers? hath no man condemned thee?

11 She said, No man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her, Neither do I condemn thee: go, and sin no more.
The Law of Moses called for the death penalty by stoning (verse 5 above), but the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, fulfilling the righteousness of the Law, and the Law of Christ Jesus, did not condemn her. Instead, the Lord Jesus Christ demonstrated mercy, compassion, and forgiveness. This was an example of the Law of Christ in action. God has replaced the administration of death by the "more glorious" administration of the Spirit.

2 Corinthians 3:9
9 For if the ministration of condemnation be glory, much more doth the ministration of righteousness exceed in glory.

The old rules of the Law are set aside so that more important principles can prevail — in this case, mercy.


Another example is found in:

Matthew 12:1–8
1 At that time Jesus went on the sabbath day through the corn; and his disciples were an hungred, and began to pluck the ears of corn and to eat.

2 But when the Pharisees saw it, they said unto him, Behold, thy disciples do that which is not lawful to do upon the sabbath day.

3 But he said unto them, Have ye not read what David did, when he was an hungred, and they that were with him;

4 How he entered into the house of God, and did eat the shewbread, which was not lawful for him to eat, neither for them which were with him, but only for the priests?

5 Or have ye not read in the law, how that on the sabbath days the priests in the temple profane the sabbath, and are blameless?

6 But I say unto you, That in this place is one greater than the temple.

7 But if ye had known what this meaneth, I will have mercy, and not sacrifice, ye would not have condemned the guiltless.

8 For the Son of man is Lord even of the sabbath day.

In response to the Pharisees’ accusations that Jesus’ disciples, followers, learners were breaking the Sabbath by picking heads of grain, the Lord Jesus Christ referred to the incident when King David ate the consecrated bread from the tabernacle of God, something that was Lawful for Levites only. King David was not a Levite, but was of the Tribe of Judah.  However, because King David was hungry, and there was nothing else to eat, God did not regard his eating of the bread as sinful. King David’s actions were not lawful according to the Law of Moses, but because of the circumstances King David did not sin against God and was held blameless. Mercy is more important than strict obedience of a rule, a Law, which, in that case, could have imperiled human life, see verse 7 above. The lesson is that compassion is a better guide to godly behavior than blind adherence to rules or the Law.

Legalism continues to exist today in many denominational, and nondenominational "church" traditions — wherever Christians are wrongly taught to define and limit their dealings with others according to the rules of a written, or unwritten law code, given by a false Preacher, come in to destroy.

There is no doubt that consider themselves Christian, who are legalists, are sincere in their preoccupation with rules, though their thoughts and actions may be contrary to the Law of Christ. Legalists are deceived in their belief that the Letter of the Law is paramount to God, and that God is more concerned with obedience to rules and regulations than with expressing the love of the Lord Jesus Christ in relationships. For legalists, Law takes precedence over people. Legalists dishonor God’s name when they make the genuine needs of people secondary to an imperative to fulfill the Letter of the Law.


Conclusion 

Christians are called to live a holy life in obedience to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. They are to live by every word of God as it applies to them. The Law system applying to Christians now is not the Law of the Old Testament for it was for and to the Jews, but instead Christians are to follow the Law of Christ. It is not a written code that one defines by rules and regulations. It is the application of God’s living Law of love that affects every area of our lives.

This does not mean that Christians discard Old Testament Law as if it has no relevance to them today. There is much relevance to us today to understand God's plan, because it expresses the Will of God for a particular people, the Jews, during a particular age. The principles underlying many Mosaic Laws are valid for Christians today.


The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth never attacks the Law and, indeed, asserts its enduring validity. It is only as taught by the Lord Jesus’ teaching, and thus fulfilled, that the Law retains its validity. The Law comes to those living on this side of the Cross of Calvary, Christians only, through the filter of its fulfillment in Christ the Lord. 
The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth never attacks the Law, but He never steps aside when someone is teaching falsely what God had declared in His Law.  The Lord Jesus Christ does go on the attack, and names names, in front of all the people, declaring woes (curses) on those, who like serpeants, are of satan, the devil, and as satan's family, satan's "world," are satan's children, they do twist the Truth of God's Word, and deny Him by so doing.

Matthew 23:1-39
1 Then spake Jesus to the multitude, and to his disciples,

2 Saying The scribes and the Pharisees sit in Moses' seat:

3 All therefore whatsoever they bid you observe, that observe and do; but do not ye after their works: for they say, and do not.

4 For they bind heavy burdens and grievous to be borne, and lay them on men's shoulders; but they themselves will not move them with one of their fingers.

5 But all their works they do for to be seen of men: they make broad their phylacteries, and enlarge the borders of their garments,

6 And love the uppermost rooms at feasts, and the chief seats in the synagogues,

7 And greetings in the markets, and to be called of men, Rabbi, Rabbi.

8 But be not ye called Rabbi: for one is your Master, even Christ; and all ye are brethren.

9 And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven.

10 Neither be ye called masters: for one is your Master, even Christ.

11 But he that is greatest among you shall be your servant.

12 And whosoever shall exalt himself shall be abased; and he that shall humble himself shall be exalted.

13 But woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye shut up the kingdom of heaven against men: for ye neither go in yourselves, neither suffer ye them that are entering to go in.

14 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye devour widows' houses, and for a pretence make long prayer: therefore ye shall receive the greater damnation.

15 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye compass sea and land to make one proselyte, and when he is made, ye make him twofold more the child of hell than yourselves.

16 Woe unto you, ye blind guides, which say, Whosoever shall swear by the temple, it is nothing; but whosoever shall swear by the gold of the temple, he is a debtor!

17 Ye fools and blind: for whether is greater, the gold, or the temple that sanctifieth the gold?

18 And, Whosoever shall swear by the altar, it is nothing; but whosoever sweareth by the gift that is upon it, he is guilty.

19 Ye fools and blind: for whether is greater, the gift, or the altar that sanctifieth the gift?

20 Whoso therefore shall swear by the altar, sweareth by it, and by all things thereon.

21 And whoso shall swear by the temple, sweareth by it, and by him that dwelleth therein.

22 And he that shall swear by heaven, sweareth by the throne of God, and by him that sitteth thereon.

23 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have omitted the weightier matters of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone.

24 Ye blind guides, which strain at a gnat, and swallow a camel.

25 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye make clean the outside of the cup and of the platter, but within they are full of extortion and excess.

26 Thou blind Pharisee, cleanse first that which is within the cup and platter, that the outside of them may be clean also.

27 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited sepulchres, which indeed appear beautiful outward, but are within full of dead men's bones, and of all uncleanness.

28 Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, but within ye are full of hypocrisy and iniquity.

29 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! because ye build the tombs of the prophets, and garnish the sepulchres of the righteous,

30 And say, If we had been in the days of our fathers, we would not have been partakers with them in the blood of the prophets.

31 Wherefore ye be witnesses unto yourselves, that ye are the children of them which killed the prophets.

32 Fill ye up then the measure of your fathers.

33 Ye serpents, ye generation of vipers, how can ye escape the damnation of hell?

34 Wherefore, behold, I send unto you prophets, and wise men, and scribes: and some of them ye shall kill and crucify; and some of them shall ye scourge in your synagogues, and persecute them from city to city:

35 That upon you may come all the righteous blood shed upon the earth, from the blood of righteous Abel unto the blood of Zacharias son of Barachias, whom ye slew between the temple and the altar.

36 Verily I say unto you, All these things shall come upon this generation.

37 O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou that killest the prophets, and stonest them which are sent unto thee, how often would I have gathered thy children together, even as a hen gathereth her chickens under her wings, and ye would not!

38 Behold, your house is left unto you desolate.

39 For I say unto you, Ye shall not see me henceforth, till ye shall say, Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord.


Yet, often, the application of the Law of Christ coincides with Laws and principles in the Old Testament. Sometimes it does not. However, whenever there is a conflict between them, the Law of Christ prevails because it more fully expresses the Will of God.


The Gospel, the Good News of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was the fulfillment of God’s promise to Abraham and Abraham's seed, which antedated the Law by centuries. Abraham, whose faith in God was counted to him for righteousness, was the prototype of all who are justified by faith. The Law was a parenthetical dispensation, introduced to serve a temporary purpose, but was rendered obsolete by the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the true offspring of Abraham, in whom the promises and their fulfillment of God's Law in love were embodied.
God made the Mosaic Covenant with Israelites at Sinai shortly after they came out of Egypt, even though many of the Covenant promises were not fulfilled for 40 or more years after the Covenant. God was not making His Covenant with them during the decades in the wilderness — it had already been made and sealed in blood at Sinai:

Exodus 24:8
8 And Moses took the blood, and sprinkled it on the people, and said, Behold the blood of the covenant, which the Lord hath made with you concerning all these words.

Hebrews 9:13
13For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh:

Hebrews 11:28
28Through faith he kept the passover, and the sprinkling of blood, lest he that destroyed the firstborn should touch them.
Note:  "Through faith he kept the passover,..." Which Moses declared by appointed Divine direction; Moses kept it, with all its rites and ceremonies, and caused the people of Israel to observe it; and which he did, in faith of the speedy deliverance of the Children of Israel, from the house of bondage; and was a shadow of the faith that would follow of the Messiah, of whom the Passover was a type, and see my note below on leaven during the Passover 1 Corinthians 5:6-8; The Jews "through faith they kept the passover"; and the sprinkling of blood; of the Paschal Lamb; which was received into a basin, and was sprinkled upon the lintel, and two side posts of the doors of the houses, in which the Israelites dwelt; which was done with a bunch of hyssop dipped into it:  lest the Angel of God that destroyed the firstborn should touch them; for the Lord God, seeing the blood sprinkled, as above, when He smote the firstborn of Egypt, passed by the houses of the Israelites, so distinguished; and they were all safe within under the blood of the Pascal Lamb, and not one of them was touched: this was typical of the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth being sprinkled upon the hearts and consciences of His people; whereby they are purified through faith; which blood is looked upon by Jehovah, so that justice passes by them, which is His Wrath; and they are all safe and secure, (Saved) and will be, when others are destroyed; nor can they be hurt by the Second Death.

Hebrews 12:24
24And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel.

1 Peter 1:2
2Elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, through sanctification of the Spirit, unto obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ: Grace unto you, and peace, be multiplied.

1 Corinthians 5:6-8
6 Your glorying is not good. Know ye not that a little leaven leaveneth the whole lump?

7 Purge out therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened. For even Christ our passover is sacrificed for us:

8 Therefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, neither with the leaven of malice and wickedness; but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.
Note:  "Purge out therefore the old leaven, . . . "  Meaning either the incestuous person, whose crime might well be compared to sour "leaven," and be called old because of his long continuance in it; whom the Apostle Paul would have removed from them; this is properly the act of excommunication, which that Church was to perform, as a quite distinct thing from what the Apostle Paul himself determined to do. The allusion is to the strict search the Jews made, just before their Passover searching for any leaven, to purge their houses of it, that none of it might remain when their feast began; which they made by the light of a lamp, on the night of the fourteenth of the month Nisan, (Nisan usually falls in March–April on the Gregorian calendar.   Nisan is the first month of the ecclesiastical year and the seventh month (eighth, in leap year) of the civil year, on the Hebrew calendar.) in every secret place, every hole, and every corner of the house: this also is an exhortation to the Church in general with respect to themselves, as well as this man, to relinquish their old course of sinning, to "put off concerning the former conversation the old man," Ephesians 4:22-25 the same with the old leaven here; as it being usual with the Jews to call the vitiosity and corruption of nature "leaven in the lump"; of which say "the evil imagination of a man, as leaven the lump, enters into his bowels little, little, (very little at first,) but afterwards it increases in him, until his whole body is mixed with it."

". . .That ye may be a new lump, . . ." that they might appear to be what they professed to be, not hypocrites, actors, but new men, new creatures in Christ Jesus, by their walking in newness of life; and by removing that wicked person, they would be as the Apostles were, when Judas was gone from them, all clean through the Word of Christ:  as ye are unleavened; at least professed to be. They were without the leaven of sin; not without the being of sin in their hearts, nor without the commission of it, more or less, in their lives; but were justified from it by the righteousness of Christ, and had the new creature formed in their souls, or that which was born of God in them by His seed, the Holy Spirit placed in their hearts by God, that sinned not. 



1 John 3:9

9 Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.
The Apostle Paul compares the True Believers, the True Worshipers, the Elect of God of this Church at Corinth to the unleavened bread eaten at the passover, for the Grace shed forth in their hearts, and the simplicity of their lives; as he does the incestuous man to the old leaven, that was to be searched for, and cast out at the feast:  for even Christ our passover is sacrificed for us. This is observed, to show the pertinency (pertinency means:  The concept of relevance) of the similes (similes means:  directly compares two different things, usually by employing the words "like" or "as") of leaven and unleavened, the Apostle Paul had made use of; and to make some further improvement of them, for the use, comfort, and instruction of this Church; saying, that Christ is "our Passover," that is, the Christians' Passover; the Jewish passover was a type of Christ Jesus; wherefore Moses kept it by faith, in the faith of the Messiah that was to come; Hebrews 11:28 as it was instituted in commemoration of the deliverance of the Israelites from Egypt.  So, likewise to prefigure (prefigure means:  to show, suggest, or announce by an antecedent (antecedent means:  a preceding event, condition, or cause) type, or likeness, to imagine beforehand) the Lord Jesus Christ, and the redemption of His people by Him. The Jews have a saying, "that in the month Nisan they were redeemed, and in the month Nisan they will be redeemed;" which was the month in which the Passover was kept; and for the confirmation of which, they mention the following texts:
Micah 7:15
15 According to the days of thy coming out of the land of Egypt will I shew unto him marvellous things.


The Book of Exodus in the Holy Bible tells that God helped the Children of Israel escape slavery in Egypt by inflicting 10 plagues upon the Egyptians before the Pharaoh would release his Israelite slaves; the tenth and worst of the plagues was the death of the Egyptian first-born. The Israelites were instructed to mark the doorposts of their homes with the blood of a spring (pascal) lamb and, upon seeing this, the Spirit of the Lord knew to pass over the first-borns in these homes, hence the name of the holiday.
Exodus 12:11-13 
11 And thus shall ye eat it; with your loins girded, your shoes on your feet, and your staff in your hand; and ye shall eat it in haste: it is the Lord's passover.

12 For I will pass through the land of Egypt this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the Lord.

13 And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are: and when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to destroy you, when I smite the land of Egypt.

When the Pharaoh freed the Israelites, it is said that they left in such a hurry that they could not wait for bread dough to rise therfore they did not use (leaven). In commemoration, therefore the duration of Passover no leavened bread is eaten, their bread must be unleaved bread, for which reason it is called "The Festival of the Unleavened Bread".

There is an agreement between the Passover, and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as the Passover Lamb of God, in the sacrifice itself, and the qualities of it; It was a "lamb," as Christ is the "Lamb" of God, of God the Father's appointing and providing, and fitly so called, for His innocence and harmlessness, His meekness, humility, patience, and His Love; it was a lamb "without blemish," as the Lord Jesus Christ is, without spot and blemish, without the spot of original sin, or blemish of any actual transgression: it was a male, as Christ is the Son or man, the Head of the body which is His Church, and the "firstborn" among many Brethren; it was a male of the first year; in which it might prefigure Christ Jesus in the flower of His age, arrived at man's estate, and having had experience of a variety of sorrows and afflictions.

There is also some likeness between them in the separation and slaying of it. The Passover Lamb was to be "taken out from the sheep, or from the goats"; as the Lord Jesus Christ's human nature was Chosen out from among the people, and, in God's eternal counsel and Covenant, separated from the rest of the individuals of human nature, and taken into a federal union with the Son of God, and preordained before the foundation of the world, to be the Lamb slain; He was also wonderfully formed by the Holy Ghost in the virgin's womb, and separated and preserved from the infection of sin; and in His life and conversation here on earth, He was separated from sinners, from being like them, and is now made higher than the heavens. This lamb at Passover was kept up from the "tenth" of the month, to the "fourteenth," before it was killed; which might typify preservation of Christ Jesus, in His infancy, from the malice of Herod, and, in His riper years, from the designs of the Jews upon Him, until his time was come; and it is to be observed, that there was much such a space of time between His entrance into Jerusalem, and His sufferings and death:

John 12:9-15
9 Much people of the Jews therefore knew that he was there: and they came not for Jesus' sake only, but that they might see Lazarus also, whom he had raised from the dead.

10 But the chief priests consulted that they might put Lazarus also to death;

11 Because that by reason of him many of the Jews went away, and believed on Jesus.

12 On the next day much people that were come to the feast, when they heard that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem,

13 Took branches of palm trees, and went forth to meet him, and cried, Hosanna: Blessed is the King of Israel that cometh in the name of the Lord.

14 And Jesus, when he had found a young ass, sat thereon; as it is written,

15 Fear not, daughter of Sion: behold, thy King cometh, sitting on an ass's colt.

The lamb was "slain," so the Prince of Life was killed; and "between the two evenings," as the Lord Jesus Christ was in the end of the world, in the last days, in the decline of time, of the age of the world, and even of the time of the day, about the "ninth" hour, or three o'clock in the afternoon, the time between the two evenings; the first evening beginning at noon as soon as the sun began to decline, the other upon the setting of it. There is likewise a comparison of these together to be observed, in the dressing and eating of it. The Passover lamb was not to be eaten "raw nor sodden"; so the Lord Jesus Christ is to be eaten not in a carnal physical form, what the Roman Catholic "church" who has taught other "churches" their transubstantiation, but in a spiritual way, by faith; it was to be "roast with fire," denoting the painful sufferings of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth on the Cross at Calvary, and the fire represents the Divine Wrath of God that fell upon Him as the penalty for the sins of His people; it was to be eaten "whole," as a whole Christ Jesus is to be received by faith, in His person, and in all His Offices, Grace, and His Righteousness; not a "bone" of it was to be "broken," which was fulfilled in Christ Jesus
John 19:36
36 For these things were done, that the scripture should be fulfilled, A bone of him shall not be broken.

The Passover Lamb was to be eaten "with unleavened bread," which is spiritualized by the Apostle Paul in the next verse; and also with "bitter herbs," expressive of the hard bondage and severe afflictions, with which the lives of the Israelites were made bitter in Egypt; and significative of the persecutions and trials that such must expect, who live godly and by faith in Christ Jesus: The Passover Lamb was eaten only by Israelites, and such as who became proselytes (converts to Judism); as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, is to be Communed with only by True Believers, those Truly Saved from the Wrath of God, Born Again Believers, the Elect of God; and if the household was too little, they were to join with their "neighbours"; which might typify the calling and bringing in of the Gentiles, when the middle wall of partition was broken down, Christ, his flesh and blood being common to both.

The first Passover was eaten in haste, with their loins girt, their shoes on, and staves in their hands, ready to depart from Egypt to Canaan's land; denoting the readiness of Born Again Believers to every good work; having their feet shod with the preparation of the Gospel of Peace; their loins girt about with Truth, their lights burning, and they like men waiting for their Lord's coming; hasting unto the Day of the Lord, being earnestly, desirous of not being absent from the body, that they might be present with Him: in a word, the receiving of the blood of the Passover Lamb into a bason, sprinkling it on the lintel, and applying the blood to the two side posts of the doors of the houses, in which they ate it, which the Lord seeing passed over those houses.  When He passed through Egypt to destroy the firstborn, whence it has its name of the Passover, were very significative of the "blood of sprinkling, even the blood of Christ upon the hearts and consciences of believers"; whereby they are secured from avenging justice, from the curse and condemnation of the Law, and from wrath to come, and shall never be hurt of the second death. Thus, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is our antitypical (antitypical means:  something that is represented by a symbol) Passover, Who was sacrificed, Whose body and soul were offered as an offering and sacrifice for sin unto God for us, that He might be proper food for our faith; and also in our room and stead, to make satisfaction to God's Divine Justice for all our sins and transgressions, for all those who Believer, are Born Again.
Likewise, God has already made His New Covenant with Christians alone, even though they have not received the fulfillment of all its promises. The New Covenant requires faith precisely because the promises are not yet fulfilled, but the promises have been given and the Covenant has been made. The agreement and relationship has been established. God makes His New Covenant with individuals when they repent of their sins and are forgiven through their faith in the blood of Christ Jesus. God then seals them with the down payment of the Holy Spirit, which is an earnest of their inheritance, As a guarantee of their eternal reward::


Ephesians 1:14

13 In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise,

14 Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory.
2 Corinthians 1:22
22 Who hath also sealed us, and given the earnest of the Spirit in our hearts.
2 Corinthians 5:5
5 Now he that hath wrought us for the selfsame thing is God, who also hath given unto us the earnest of the Spirit.

The Sabbath is truly obeyed only when its intention to aid human beings is recognized and factored into one’s behavior. This is why, rather than being a violation of the Law, Jesus’ Sabbath-Day healing of a woman was a true fulfillment of that law.

Luke 13:16
16 And ought not this woman, being a daughter of Abraham, whom Satan hath bound, lo, these eighteen years, be loosed from this bond on the sabbath day?




The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth completely fulfills the Law, and the Tithe which is part of the Old Covenant, the Old Testament Law is done away with by His sacrifice of Himself on the Cross: 




Matthew 5:17-18

 17Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil. 

 18For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.


Note:  "Think not that I am come to destroy the law and the prophets: . . . but to fulfil." The preceding verses were so opposed to the teachings of the Scribes and Pharisees that some might assert that the Lord Jesus Christ came to be a destroyer of the law. He replies that he has not come to destroy it, but to fulfil. He does not say that he has come to perpetuate (or cause to last indefinitely) it.  He was to fulfil it. To complete its purpose. He was the end of the law. It was a "schoolmaster to bring us to Christ" (Galatians 3:24), but "after faith is come we are no longer under the schoolmaster."


Galatians 3:24 

 24Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith.

18. One jot or tittle. Jot means the smallest letter of the Hebrew alphabet, while tittle refers to a simple turn by which one letter is distinguished from another. The expression, "jot or tittle," was proverbial for the smallest part. Till all be fulfilled.  The great events of the Lord Jesus Christ's life, and the establishment of His Kingdom, the old dispensation, as a dispensation of the letter and yoke of bondage, as a system of types and shadows, will pass away, and has passed away (Ephsians 2:15; Colossians 2:14; Hebrews 8:13); while the Spirit and substance of the Law, i. e., love to God and man, will last forever."

Ephesians 2:15 

 15Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, so making peace;


Colossians 2:14 

 14Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;


Hebrews 8:13 

13In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away. 



Romans 2:26-29 

 26Therefore if the uncircumcision keep the righteousness of the law, shall not his uncircumcision be counted for circumcision? 

 27And shall not uncircumcision which is by nature, if it fulfil the law, judge thee, who by the letter and circumcision dost transgress the law? 

 28For he is not a Jew, which is one outwardly; neither is that circumcision, which is outward in the flesh: 

 29But he is a Jew, which is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the spirit, and not in the letter; whose praise is not of men, but of God.


Romans 7:5-7 

 5For when we were in the flesh, the motions of sins, which were by the law, did work in our members to bring forth fruit unto death. 

 6But now we are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the oldness of the letter. 

 7What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid. Nay, I had not known sin, but by the law: for I had not known lust, except the law had said, Thou shalt not covet.


Matthew 5:19 

 19Whosoever therefore shall break one of these least commandments, and shall teach men so, he shall be called the least in the kingdom of heaven: but whosoever shall do and teach them, the same shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven.


Note:  Shall break one of the least of these. The Scribes and the Pharisees taught that some Commands were more important than others, and that it was only a trivial matter to break the smallest Commands. The papists, the Roman Catholics, still divide sin into mortal and venial. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth shows that the Spirit of obedience does not seek to make such distinction. 


Matthew 5:22 

 22But I say unto you, That whosoever is angry with his brother without a cause shall be in danger of the judgment: and whosoever shall say to his brother, Raca, shall be in danger of the council: but whosoever shall say, Thou fool, shall be in danger of hell fire.


Note:  But I say unto you. Jehovah had spoken the Decalogue (10 Commandments) to Israel. The Lord Jesus Christ assumes and declares His right to amend it. Such a claim is based on His Divinity, as the very Son of God. Whosoever is angry with his brother. The Lord Jesus Christ goes back of the murderous act, and forbids the anger and the reproachful words that precede it and are likely to lead it. He places the murderous heart on the level of actual murder. Raca, which is an epithet of contempt; "empty head," or "spit out," that is, a heretic, one who doesn't care. The council. The Sanhedrim, the highest court of Israel. It corresponded to our Supreme Court, and had 70 members. Thou fool. The original implies a stupid, wicked fool. Of hell fire. The Greek is "the Gehenna of fire." The term Gehenna arose from the valley of Hinnom, south of Jerusalem, where the Canaanites burned human sacrifices to Moloch. After the return of the Jews from the Babylonian Captivity they made it a place of defilement, where the refuse of the city was thrown and burned. The name was applied to the place of future punishment by the Jews. The word is often used in the New Testament, Matthew 23:33; Matthew 5:29; Matthew 10:28; Matthew 18:9; Mark 9:43, and always denotes a place of future punishment. 

Therefore, if thou bring thy gift to the altar. This springs immediately out of the modification of the Law, Thou shalt not kill, which required that there should be no anger with a brother. If about to offer a gift on the altar, and the remembrance comes that a brother hath aught against thee, leave the gift, go and make it right with him, and then offer thy gift. This shows that one guilty of wrongs to his fellow-man cannot offer acceptable worship of God.

Agree with thine adversary quickly. By adversary is meant an opponent in a lawsuit who is supposed to have a just claim, in this case a creditor. Officer. The same as our sheriff. Under all the old laws debt could be punished with imprisonment.

Thou shalt not come out from thence. After the debtor was cast into prison he was held until the debt was paid, and if it were not, he remained in prison until he died. Farthing. A small, insignificant copper coin. The warning against lawsuits is clear, but there is a higher idea still. The Lord would warn us to make everything right before it is too late. Before the judgment there is a chance; after it there is nothing but payment.

Thou shalt not commit adultery. The Jewish Rabbins, (Rabbins were the writings of the Rabbi, the Spiritual leader of a Jewish congregation; qualified to expound and apply Jewish law.) held that a man was guiltless who did not commit the act. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as He always did, lays the Laws upon the heart. If it is impure, full of unholy desires, one is guilty.
Matthew 5:27-28
27 Ye have heard that it was said by them of old time, Thou shalt not commit adultery:

28 But I say unto you, That whosoever looketh on a woman to lust after her hath committed adultery with her already in his heart.


Think not that I came to destroy the Law or the prophets: I came not to destroy, but to fulfil. THE SERMON ON THE MOUNT. (A mountain plateau not far from Capernaum.) SHOWS THE RELATION OF MESSIANIC TEACHING TO OLD TESTAMENT AND TRADITIONAL TEACHING.
Matthew 5:17-48; Luke 6:27-30,32-36 

Think not that I came to destroy the law. Again, this verse constitutes a preface to the section of the Sermon on the Mount which follows it. It is intended to prevent a misconstruction of what he was about to day. "Destroy" is here used in antithesis, not with perpetuate, but with fulfill. To destroy the law would be more than to abrogate it, for it was both a system of statutes designed for the ends of government, and a system of types foreshadowing the Kingdom of Christ Jesus. To destroy the Law, therefore, would be both to abrogate its statutes and prevent the fulfillment of its types. The former, Jesus eventually did for Christians; the latter, He did not.

Or the Prophets. As regards the Prophets, the only way to destroy them would be to prevent the fulfillment of the predictions contained in them.  I came not to destroy, but to fulfil. Instead of coming to destroy either the Law or the Prophets, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth came to fulfill all the types of the former, and (eventually) all the unfulfilled predictions of the latter. The Lord Jesus Christ fulfills them partly in His Own Person, and partly by His administration of the affairs of His kingdom. The latter part of the process is still going on, and will be until the end of the world. 

For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass away, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass away from the law, till all things be accomplished. 
Jot. The jot or yod (\^y\^) answering to our letter "i" was the smallest of the Hebrew letters.  Tittle. The tittle was a little stroke of the pen, by which alone some of the Hebrew letters were distinguished from others like them. To put it in English, we distinguish the letter "c" from the letter "e" by the tittle inside of the latter.

Shall in no wise pass away from the Law, till all things be accomplished. This passage not only teaches that the Law was to remain in full force, until fulfilled, but it shows the precise accuracy with which the Law was given by God.

The Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the time of reformation, not the repeal of the Law:  but the amendment of it, and, consequently, its establishment, fulfillment, completion. 


Hebrews 9:10 

10Which stood only in meats and drinks, and divers washings, and carnal ordinances, imposed on them until the time of reformation.


Romans 8:1-4 

 1There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 

 2For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death. 

 3For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: 

 4That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.


Romans 3:21-22 

21But now the righteousness of God without the law is manifested, being witnessed by the law and the prophets; 

 22Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and upon all them that believe: for there is no difference:


Romans 7:4 

 4Wherefore, my brethren, ye also are become dead to the law by the body of Christ; that ye should be married to another, even to him who is raised from the dead, that we should bring forth fruit unto God.

The revelation of God in Christ Jesus was the totality of God’s revelation of Himself to man. No further revelation to man, no further Book or writing reveals any further Truth to man from God.  The Book of Revelation closed the Canon, closed all God had to say to man.  No additionaly writing, such as the koran, or the book of Mormon, reveal what God has said to His people.  Therefore, only by reading the Old Covenant Law with New Covenant insight can one correctly understand it


2 Corinthians 3:13-14

13 And not as Moses, which put a veil over his face, that the children of Israel could not stedfastly look to the end of that which is abolished:

14 But their minds were blinded: for until this day remaineth the same vail untaken away in the reading of the old testament; which vail is done away in Christ.

What God wants the New Covenant man to know, he now reveals in and through His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:

Hebrews 1:1-5

1 God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets,

2 Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;

3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high:

4 Being made so much better than the angels, as he hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they.

5 For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again, I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son?




1 Samuel 8:14-17 

 14And he will take your fields, and your vineyards, and your oliveyards, even the best of them, and give them to his servants. 

 15And he will take the tenth of your seed, and of your vineyards, and give to his officers, and to his servants. 

 16And he will take your menservants, and your maidservants, and your goodliest young men, and your asses, and put them to his work. 

 17He will take the tenth of your sheep: and ye shall be his servants.


As early as . . .

 Psalm 110:4

 4The LORD hath sworn, and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchizedek.



God’s Word made it clear that the Messiah will change the Laws of the priesthood which was also implied in God’s original plan in 




Exodus 19:5-6 

 5Now therefore, if ye will obey my voice indeed, and keep my covenant, then ye shall be a peculiar treasure unto me above all people: for all the earth is mine: 

 6And ye shall be unto me a kingdom of priests, and an holy nation. These are the words which thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel.


Jeremiah 31:31-33 

31Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah: 

 32Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although I was an husband unto them, saith the LORD: 

 33But this shall be the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel; After those days, saith the LORD, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be my people.

The Prophet Jeremiah Prophesied of a New Covenant in which the Laws would be changed. The many New Covenant texts above which state that Born again Believers are not "under the law," are "dead to the law," etc. . . cannot be ignored simply because one does not understand Matthew 5:17-19. 

Second, after stating "Till heaven and earth pass, not one jot or one tittle shall pass from the law, till all be fulfilled ," Jesus declared God's change of the Law to be the greater standard. "You have heard that it has been said (in the Law), but I say to you" occurs in verses:  Matthew 5:21-22; Matthew 5:27-28; Matthew 5:31-32; Matthew 5:33-34; Matthew 5:38-39; Matthew 5:43-44, as God’s new and greater revealed Will. Jesus’ declarations in John 14:6; 16:8-11 are definitely Law-fulfilling and Law-changing statements:" I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me." "And when he [the Holy Spirit] is come, he will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment: Of sin, because they believe not on me;" 

The Gospels go out of their way to show that the Lord Jesus Christ was very quickly "fulfilling" the entirety of the Law in everything he did: In the Gospel of Matthew alone, the Holy Spirit writing through Matthew uses "fulfilled" very often, showing how the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth through His entire life was fulfilling Prophecy and the Law:  virgin birth (Matthew 1:22); out of Egypt (Matthew 2:15); Rachel weeping (Matthew 2:17); called a Nazarene (Matthew 2:23); Gentiles’ great Light (Matthew 4:14); bear our infirmities (Matthew 8:17); God’s Spirit on Him (Matthew 12:17-18); Baptized by John the Baptist (Matthew 3:14-15); teach in parables (Matthew 13:35); triumphant entry (Matthew 21:4-5); fulfill Prophecies (Matthew 26:54,56); 30 pieces of silver (Matthew 27:9-10); lots for His garment (Matthew 27:35). 

When the Apostle Paul writes in Romans 8:4 that "the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us," the requirements of Matthew 5:17-19 are met. When the Apostle Paul writes in Romans 10:4 that "Christ is the end of the Law for righteousness," the goal of Matthew 5:17-19 has been reached. When the Apostle Paul writes in Romans 7:4 says "you also are become dead to the law by the body of Christ," the Law has no more jurisdiction over the Born again Believer. 

Matthew 5:17-19
17 Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil.

18 For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.

19 Whosoever therefore shall break one of these least commandments, and shall teach men so, he shall be called the least in the kingdom of heaven: but whosoever shall do and teach them, the same shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven.

Romans 8:4
4 That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.

Romans 10:4
4 For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth.
Romans 7:4 

4Wherefore, my brethren, ye also are become dead to the law by the body of Christ; that ye should be married to another, even to him who is raised from the dead, that we should bring forth fruit unto God.


Third, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth totally fulfilled the Law, and coming after the Order of Melchizedek King of Salem, He did away with the Tithe. He succeeded where the first Adam failed Romans 5:17-19. More important, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth came as Israel (Israel was called the Overcomer with God) personified, perfectly obeyed the righteous requirements of the Law, and died as the perfect sinless sacrifice of the Law which ended the necessity to keep on offering sacrifices:  Hebrews 9:26-28; Hebrews 10:1-3; Hebrews 10:7-10.

Romans 5:17-19
17 For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much more they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.)

18 Therefore as by the offence of one judgment came upon all men to condemnation; even so by the righteousness of one the free gift came upon all men unto justification of life.

19 For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous.
Genesis 14:1-24
 1And it came to pass in the days of Amraphel king of Shinar, Arioch king of Ellasar, Chedorlaomer king of Elam, and Tidal king of nations; 
 2That these made war with Bera king of Sodom, and with Birsha king of Gomorrah, Shinab king of Admah, and Shemeber king of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela, which is Zoar. 
 3All these were joined together in the vale of Siddim, which is the salt sea. 
 4Twelve years they served Chedorlaomer, and in the thirteenth year they rebelled. 
 5And in the fourteenth year came Chedorlaomer, and the kings that were with him, and smote the Rephaims in Ashteroth Karnaim, and the Zuzims in Ham, and the Emins in Shaveh Kiriathaim, 
 6And the Horites in their mount Seir, unto Elparan, which is by the wilderness. 
 7And they returned, and came to Enmishpat, which is Kadesh, and smote all the country of the Amalekites, and also the Amorites, that dwelt in Hazezontamar. 
 8And there went out the king of Sodom, and the king of Gomorrah, and the king of Admah, and the king of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela (the same is Zoar;) and they joined battle with them in the vale of Siddim; 
 9With Chedorlaomer the king of Elam, and with Tidal king of nations, and Amraphel king of Shinar, and Arioch king of Ellasar; four kings with five. 
 10And the vale of Siddim was full of slimepits; and the kings of Sodom and Gomorrah fled, and fell there; and they that remained fled to the mountain. 
 11And they took all the goods of Sodom and Gomorrah, and all their victuals, and went their way. 
 12And they took Lot, Abram's brother's son, who dwelt in Sodom, and his goods, and departed. 
 13And there came one that had escaped, and told Abram the Hebrew; for he dwelt in the plain of Mamre the Amorite, brother of Eshcol, and brother of Aner: and these were confederate with Abram. 
 14And when Abram heard that his brother was taken captive, he armed his trained servants, born in his own house, three hundred and eighteen, and pursued them unto Dan. 
 15And he divided himself against them, he and his servants, by night, and smote them, and pursued them unto Hobah, which is on the left hand of Damascus. 
 16And he brought back all the goods, and also brought again his brother Lot, and his goods, and the women also, and the people. 
 17And the king of Sodom went out to meet him after his return from the slaughter of Chedorlaomer, and of the kings that were with him, at the valley of Shaveh, which is the king's dale. 
 18And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread and wine: and he was the priest of the most high God. 
 19And he blessed him, and said, Blessed be Abram of the most high God, possessor of heaven and earth: 
 20And blessed be the most high God, which hath delivered thine enemies into thy hand. And he gave him tithes of all. 
 21And the king of Sodom said unto Abram, Give me the persons, and take the goods to thyself. 
 22And Abram said to the king of Sodom, I have lift up mine hand unto the LORD, the most high God, the possessor of heaven and earth, 
 23That I will not take from a thread even to a shoelatchet, and that I will not take any thing that is thine, lest thou shouldest say, I have made Abram rich: 
 24Save only that which the young men have eaten, and the portion of the men which went with me, Aner, Eshcol, and Mamre; let them take their portion.




Hebrews 7:1-28

1 For this Melchisedec, king of Salem, priest of the most high God, who met Abraham returning from the slaughter of the kings, and blessed him; 

2 To whom also Abraham gave a tenth part of all; first being by interpretation King of righteousness, and after that also King of Salem, which is, King of peace;

3 Without father, without mother, without descent, having neither beginning of days, nor end of life; but made like unto the Son of God; abideth a priest continually.

4 Now consider how great this man was, unto whom even the patriarch Abraham gave the tenth of the spoils.

5 And verily they that are of the sons of Levi, who receive the office of the priesthood, have a commandment to take tithes of the people according to the law, that is, of their brethren, though they come out of the loins of Abraham:

6 But he whose descent is not counted from them received tithes of Abraham, and blessed him that had the promises.

7 And without all contradiction the less is blessed of the better.

8 And here men that die receive tithes; but there he receiveth them, of whom it is witnessed that he liveth.

9 And as I may so say, Levi also, who receiveth tithes, payed tithes in Abraham.

10 For he was yet in the loins of his father, when Melchisedec met him.

11 If therefore perfection were by the Levitical priesthood, (for under it the people received the law,) what further need was there that another priest should rise after the order of Melchisedec, and not be called after the order of Aaron?

12 For the priesthood being changed, there is made of necessity a change also of the law.

13 For he of whom these things are spoken pertaineth to another tribe, of which no man gave attendance at the altar.

14 For it is evident that our Lord sprang out of Juda; of which tribe Moses spake nothing concerning priesthood.

15 And it is yet far more evident: for that after the similitude of Melchisedec there ariseth another priest,

16 Who is made, not after the law of a carnal commandment, but after the power of an endless life.

17 For he testifieth, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.

18 For there is verily a disannulling of the commandment going before for the weakness and unprofitableness thereof.

19 For the law made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did; by the which we draw nigh unto God.

20 And inasmuch as not without an oath he was made priest:

21 (For those priests were made without an oath; but this with an oath by him that said unto him, The Lord sware and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec:)

22 By so much was Jesus made a surety of a better testament.

23 And they truly were many priests, because they were not suffered to continue by reason of death:

24 But this man, because he continueth ever, hath an unchangeable priesthood.

25 Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them.

26 For such an high priest became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and made higher than the heavens;

27 Who needeth not daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then for the people's: for this he did once, when he offered up himself.

28 For the law maketh men high priests which have infirmity; but the word of the oath, which was since the law, maketh the Son, who is consecrated for evermore.

Melchizedek King (Prince) of Salem brought forth bread and wine . . .
King or a Prince, as the root of the Hebrew word:  melek: king
Original Word: מֶ֫לֶך
Part of Speech: Noun Masculine
Transliteration: melek
Phonetic Spelling: (meh'-lek)
Short Definition: king
However, it can means Prince, i.e.:  one who is to receive a Kingdom.  A Prince was often called a King, the Prince being the Son of a King, and one through his Agnatic Kinship received the Title of a King.
Patrilineality (or agnatic kinship) is a system in which one belongs to one's father's lineage. It generally involves the inheritance of property, but most specifically it involves receiving the same Names or Titles through the male line as well.

A patriline is literally a father line; one's patriline is one's father and his father and his father... and so on. Therefore, we have BEGOTTEN, which comes from the Patrilineality (or agnatic kinship) is a system in which one belongs to one's father's lineage.  The two corresponding adjective forms are patrilineal and father-line. One's patriline is thus a line of descent from a male ancestor to a descendant (of either sex) in which the individuals in all intervening generations are fathers. A man's genetic Y-DNA and his family name (in most cultures) have descended down this same line from father to son. In a patrilineal descent system (= agnatic descent), an individual is considered to belong to the same descent group as his or her father. The agnatic ancestry of an individual is that person's pure male ancestry. An agnate is one's genetic relative exclusively through males: a kinsman with whom one has a common ancestor by descent in unbroken male line.
Let's look how a Prince is also a King, so let's go to Holy Scripture:


How does one become a King?  Even more powerful yet, a King of Kings?  God gives One a Kingdom, making him so.  God made King Nebuchadnezzar, king of kings.  God the Father, also, makes His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, who is the Head of ALL THINGS, to be the King of kings, and Lord of lords.
Daniel 2:37
37Thou, O king, art a king of kings: for the God of heaven hath given thee a kingdom, power, and strength, and glory.
Luke 1:30-33
30 And the angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found favour with God.

31 And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name Jesus.

32 He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father David:

33 And he shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom there shall be no end.
1 Timothy 6:14-16
14 That thou keep this commandment without spot, unrebukable, until the appearing of our Lord Jesus Christ:

15 Which in his times he shall shew, who is the blessed and only Potentate, the King of kings, and Lord of lords;

16 Who only hath immortality, dwelling in the light which no man can approach unto; whom no man hath seen, nor can see: to whom be honour and power everlasting. Amen.
1 Timothy 6: 15, ". . . who is the blessed . . . "  the blessed God"; who is blessed in Himself, in His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  In His Holy Spirit, in the perfections of His nature; who is God all-sufficient, God the Father has enough in Himself for Himself, perfect, whole, complete, and for all His creatures; who is the fountain and the author of all blessedness, temporal, spiritual, and eternal, which any of them are, or shall be possessed of:  God the Father, and only Potentate; or Governor of the whole world, which can be said of none but Himself: God the Father is the Governor among the nations, and over all the nations of the earth; His Kingdom rules over all other kingdoms; and He has His power and government from Himself, and no other, whereas all other potentates have their power from Him, as follows:  as God the Father is the King of kings, and Lord of lords; from whom they receive their sceptres, crowns, and Kingdoms; by whom they reign, and are continued in their power; for God the Father sets up kings, and removes kings at his pleasure, and to Him alone they must be accountable for all their administrations another day; and at present they are under His influence, and at His control; and He, God the Father has their hearts, and their counsels, as well as Kingdoms, in his hands, and under His Lordship and overruling providence; and causes all to answer His wise and eternal purposes. These titles are used by the Jews, who style him, Myklmh lk le Klm Mynwdah lk Nwda, "Lord of all lords, King over all kings". The same names are also given to to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Revelation 17:14 and, Revelation 19:16 which shows the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to be equal with God the Father.

Revelation 17:14
14These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful.

Revelation 19:16
16And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.
As a Priest for an offering, but also as a munificent Prince, a great and mighty King, to refresh Abram and his weary troops, which the king of Sodom could not do, because the victuals of that place were carried off by the four kings, Genesis 4:11; and as Abram had the land of Canaan by Promise, and now had made conquest in it over the invaders of it, Melchizedek, sensible of his right unto it, brings forth the best fruits of it, and, tenders them to him as "livery and seisin": in this Melchizedek who was the Lord Jesus Christ, who comforts and refreshes His hungry and weary people with Himself, the Bread of Life, and with the wine of His love, as well as His Name and His Title agree with Him, who is a Righteous King and Prince of Peace, Jeremiah 23:5 and He [was] and is the Priest of the Most High God - Jehovah; and as Melchizedek was both a Priest and a King, as in many countries princes were both; and in this He represented the Most High God in His Kingly and Priestly Offices, who is a Priest upon the Throne, both King and Priest, Zechariah 6:13. Melchizedek was a Priest not of any of the Phoenician deities that the other nations were following here, but of the True and living God, who is above all gods, and Who dwells in the highest heaven, and is the most High over all the earth; by Him was He called to this Office and invested with it, and Melchizedek ministered to Abram in it.
In Hebrews 7:18 above, the Apostle Paul penned a pivotal verse in understanding the Tithe. He wrote, “For there is verily a disannulling of the commandment.” What Commmandment?  Oddly enough “the Tithe,” when it comes to Commandments of any kind in Hebrews 7, the strict exegesis is the Tithe Commandment (Hebrews 7:5). (Indeed, the Apostle Paul references no other Commandment within that Chapter, or any surrounding Chapters)! As a result, the “disannulling of the commandment” is none other than a setting aside of Levi’s Tithe Commandment for the Christian!

Why was there a disannulling of the Tithe Commandment? The Apostle Paul’s answer in the very next verse was that the Law made nothing perfect, but a hope in Christ did (Hebrews 7:19). Interestingly enough, this shows that Paul considered the Tithe as part of the Law of God.

In Hebrews 7:16, the Apostle Paul tagged Levi’s Tithe Commandment as carnal, telling us that Christ wasn’t made after a carnal commandment, but after the power of an endless life. Forthrightly, emanating from another Priesthood, is why Paul rebuffed Levi’s Tithe Commandment as carnal for Christians. This is why the Apostle Paul cited the necessity of changing the Law (Hebrews 7:12) in God's disannulling of the Tithe Commandment for Christians Hebrews 7:18.



Notice in this text that the Tithe was designated for the support of the Levites. Why?, because the Levites had no inheritance in the land of Canaan like the other tribes, God provided for their support through the Tithes of the rest of Israel. In fact, we are told so in Numbers 18: 

Numbers 18:30-31

30Therefore thou shalt say unto them, When ye have heaved the best thereof from it, then it shall be counted unto the Levites as the increase of the threshingfloor, and as the increase of the winepress.

31And ye shall eat it in every place, ye and your households: for it is your reward for your service in the tabernacle of the congregation."

Note:  The Tithe was the compensation God provided for the Levites in turn for their priestly service. This is similar to the support government workers receive today in America through the taxes of the common working man.
Psalm 105:10-12

 10And confirmed the same unto Jacob for a law, and to Israel for an everlasting covenant: 

 11Saying, Unto thee will I give the land of Canaan, the lot of your inheritance: 

 12When they were but a few men in number; yea, very few, and strangers in it.


Joshua 14:9

9And Moses sware on that day, saying, Surely the land whereon thy feet have trodden shall be thine inheritance, and thy children's for ever, because thou hast wholly followed the LORD my God.

The land was given to Israel for an everlasting covenant, eternal . . .

The portion to the Levites, the Tithe was never given as everlasting or eternal, neither was their position as Priests.  Why?  Why were they not granted either forever or everlasting or eternally?  Their position was to be made obsolete.  Done away with.  By whom?  God the Son, whose position as our High Priest is forever!


Hebrews 6:19-20

 19Which hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and stedfast, and which entereth into that within the veil; 

 20Whither the forerunner is for us entered, even Jesus, made an high priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.


As the Levites position, that of the priesthood was done away with, so was the Law that supported them, the Tithe was no longer needed nor required – for Christians.



Numbers 18:20-32

 20And the LORD spake unto Aaron, Thou shalt have no inheritance in their land, neither shalt thou have any part among them: I am thy part and thine inheritance among the children of Israel. 

 21And, behold, I have given the children of Levi all the tenth in Israel for an inheritance, for their service which they serve, even the service of the tabernacle of the congregation. 

 22Neither must the children of Israel henceforth come nigh the tabernacle of the congregation, lest they bear sin, and die. 

 23But the Levites shall do the service of the tabernacle of the congregation, and they shall bear their iniquity: it shall be a statute for ever throughout your generations, that among the children of Israel they have no inheritance. 

Note:  No inheritance in the land, their inheritance is God.

 24But the Tithes of the children of Israel, which they offer as an heave offering unto the LORD, I have given to the Levites to inherit: therefore I have said unto them, Among the children of Israel they shall have no inheritance. 

 25And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 

 26Thus speak unto the Levites, and say unto them, When ye take of the children of Israel the Tithes which I have given you from them for your inheritance, then ye shall offer up an heave offering of it for the LORD, even a tenth part of the Tithe. 

 27And this your heave offering shall be reckoned unto you, as though it were the corn of the threshingfloor, and as the fulness of the winepress. 

 28Thus ye also shall offer an heave offering unto the LORD of all your Tithes, which ye receive of the children of Israel; and ye shall give thereof the LORD'S heave offering to Aaron the priest. 

 29Out of all your gifts ye shall offer every heave offering of the LORD, of all the best thereof, even the hallowed part thereof out of it. 

 30Therefore thou shalt say unto them, When ye have heaved the best thereof from it, then it shall be counted unto the Levites as the increase of the threshingfloor, and as the increase of the winepress. 

 31And ye shall eat it in every place, ye and your households: for it is your reward for your service in the tabernacle of the congregation. 

 32And ye shall bear no sin by reason of it, when ye have heaved from it the best of it: neither shall ye pollute the holy things of the children of Israel, lest ye die.



Deuteronomy 14:22-27

 22Thou shalt truly Tithe all the increase of thy seed, that the field bringeth forth year by year. 

 23And thou shalt eat before the LORD thy God, in the place which he shall choose to place his name there, the Tithe of thy corn, of thy wine, and of thine oil, and the firstlings of thy herds and of thy flocks; that thou mayest learn to fear the LORD thy God always. 

 24And if the way be too long for thee, so that thou art not able to carry it; or if the place be too far from thee, which the LORD thy God shall choose to set his name there (JERUSALEM - I added this in parenthesis), when the LORD thy God hath blessed thee: 

 25Then shalt thou turn it into money, and bind up the money in thine hand, and shalt go unto the place which the LORD thy God shall choose: 

 26And thou shalt bestow that money for whatsoever thy soul lusteth after, for oxen, or for sheep, or for wine, or for strong drink, or for whatsoever thy soul desireth: and thou shalt eat there before the LORD thy God, and thou shalt rejoice, thou, and thine household, 

 27And the Levite that is within thy gates; thou shalt not forsake him; for he hath no part nor inheritance with thee.

This text speaks of a Tithe being used to provide for the religious feasts and festivals of Israel.

Numbers 18:21
 21And, behold, I have given the children of Levi all the tenth in Israel for an inheritance, for their service which they serve, even the service of the tabernacle of the congregation.

In Numbers 18:21 the Holy Spirit tells us that God gave all the Tithe in Israel for an inheritance to the Levites. If all the Tithe was given to the Levites, how then, can this Tithe be said to be used for the religious feasts and festivals of Israel? The answer is that this is a second Tithe. The first Tithe was used to support the Levites. The second Tithe was used to sponsor the religious festivals and has come to be referred to as the Festival Tithe. The people of Israel were to use this Tithe to eat in the presence of the Lord in Jerusalem (the place where He chose to establish His name). If it was too burdensome for them to bring their Tithe all the way to Jerusalem, they were permitted to sell it and bring the money to Jerusalem where they could purchase goods for the festivals. God expressly encourages them to spend their money on "whatever their heart desires," including strong drink! The purpose was so that the people of Israel would learn to fear the Lord their God and rejoice before Him. (Note that having a sense of the fear of the Lord and rejoicing before Him are not mutually exclusive, but were actually complementary to accompany one another! This Tithe made it possible for the people of Israel to obtain all the food and drink necessary to enjoy the religious feasts of Israel and Worship before Him as a people, a Nation.  This is for them to enjoy -- responsibly, never to use and abuse to get drunk with.  We serve a Holy God, and are always to honor Him and be honored for our actions).

Nehemiah 12:44

44 And at that time were some appointed over the chambers for the treasures, for the offerings, for the firstfruits, and for the tithes, to gather into them out of the fields of the cities the portions of the law for the priests and Levites: for Judah rejoiced for the priests and for the Levites that waited.

Notice that the text says Tithes (plural) were required by the Law. This giving was not voluntary as it was in Abraham and Jacob's lives. Similarly we read in Hebrews 7:5 5 And verily they that are of the sons of Levi, who receive the office of the priesthood, have a commandment to take tithes of the people according to the law, that is, of their brethren, though they come out of the loins of Abraham:

Tithing was never voluntary under Mosaic Law. Notice here that in the Prophet Nehemiah's day men were appointed to gather the offerings and Tithes into chambers designated for that particular purpose. These chambers were for the stores and later became known as the "storehouses." This will become very important as we look then at our next text in Malachi 3.

Malachi 3:8-12

8Will a man rob God? Yet ye have robbed me. But ye say, Wherein have we robbed thee? In tithes and offerings. 

 9Ye are cursed with a curse: for ye have robbed me, even this whole nation. 

 10Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be meat in mine house, and prove me now herewith, saith the LORD of hosts, if I will not open you the windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there shall not be room enough to receive it. 

 11And I will rebuke the devourer for your sakes, and he shall not destroy the fruits of your ground; neither shall your vine cast her fruit before the time in the field, saith the LORD of hosts. 

 12And all nations shall call you blessed: for ye shall be a delightsome land, saith the LORD of hosts.


In order to glean some important truths from this passage, let's examine it verse by verse.


Malachi 3:8:
Here we are told that by withholding Tithes (plural) a man is actually robbing God. That is to say, he is withhholding something which is not his own, but is the property of God. Under the Old Covenant, Tithing was compulsory. To withhold it was to become a thief. Notice also that God says the people were robbing him in "Tithes." It does not say "the Tithe", but in "Tithes" (plural). These "Tithes" refer to the different Tithes required of God's people (Levite Tithe, Festival Tithe, Poor Tithe). Additionally, observe, that it was not only withheld Tithes that God objected to, but also offerings. These offerings refer, no doubt, to the offerings specified in Leviticus 1-5:  such as the burnt offering, grain offering, peace offering, sin offering, and guilt offering. These offerings were constituted primarily of animal sacrifices. The Levites' food supply was provided in large part through these animal sacrifices, of which they were permitted to partake in most certain instances -- except the burnt offering which was solely God's. Now, an important question surfaces at this point. Why is it that we recognize animal sacrifices to be obsolete under the New Covenant, but that Tithing is not? If we are obligated to pay Tithes today, then certainly we are still obligated to offer animal sacrifices. God lumps them both together and says that His people were robbing Him by withholding both of them. We can't decide to pick and choose which of the two we will offer to God today. Either we must offer both Tithes and animal sacrifices (offerings) or both these gifts have been abolished by the abrogation of the Mosaic Law when the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth fulfilled the righteous requirements of the Law. 


Malachi 3:9:
Here we are told that if Israel withheld the Tithes and offerings, she was cursed with a curse. Notice that the verse doesn't say, "You are cursed with a curse, for you are robbing Me, the whole race of mankind." Rather it says, "even this whole nation." If Tithing is an eternal moral Command for all people of all time, then the whole race of mankind would be under this curse. However, our text says it is only the whole nation of Israel who were under the curse. Now, what is interesting about this "curse" is that in Deuteronomy 28:15-19 & 45 we are told that if Israel disobeyed God's Commands under the Mosaic Law she would be cursed.

Deuteronomy 28:15-19 & 45

15 But it shall come to pass, if thou wilt not hearken unto the voice of the Lord thy God, to observe to do all his commandments and his statutes which I command thee this day; that all these curses shall come upon thee, and overtake thee:

16 Cursed shalt thou be in the city, and cursed shalt thou be in the field.

17 Cursed shall be thy basket and thy store.

18 Cursed shall be the fruit of thy body, and the fruit of thy land, the increase of thy kine, and the flocks of thy sheep.

19 Cursed shalt thou be when thou comest in, and cursed shalt thou be when thou goest out.

(Deuteronomy

28:18, 23-24, 38-40, 45). In these verses God warns that if His people disobey His commandments and statutes, their crops would fail, the rains would not come, the harvests would be small, the locusts would consume the food, and the fruit of the trees would fail!)

Malachi 3:10:
In this passage God speaks of the "storehouse." From Nehemiah 12:44 we know that this refers to chambers in the Temple set apart and designated to hold the Tithes of the people for the support of the Priests. There is not a shred of Biblical evidence that we should identify these "storehouses" with Church buildings that believers under the New Covenant, the New Testament are to bring their monies into. Furthermore the reason Israel was to bring the whole Tithe into the storehouse, was so that there would be food in God's house for the Levites. God was concerned that the Levites had food to eat. That was the purpose of these Tithes which were brought to God's Temple. We are also told that if God's people were faithful in bringing their Tithes into the storehouse, God would open up the windows of heaven and pour out for them a blessing until it overflowed, great harvests. This no doubt refers to God's promise to bring abundant rains to produce the blessing of an overflowing harvest of crops.


Malachi 3:11
God further promises in this text to rebuke the devourer for them, so that it may not destroy the fruits of the ground. Undoubtedly, the "devourer" refers to locusts which God warns will come upon their crops if they fail to bring the Tithe.
Deuteronomy 28:38
38 Thou shalt carry much seed out into the field, and shalt gather but little in; for the locust shall consume it.

Malachi 3:12
In this text God graciously promises that if Israel is obedient in the giving of Tithes and offerings, all the nations will call her blessed. It is interesting that God not only warned Israel of being cursed for disobedience to the Mosaic Law, but also promised that she would be blessed if she obeyed the Mosaic Law. Notice these texts, Deuteronomy
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28:1-2, 4, 8, 11-12. 
Here are God's promises to bless Israel materially if she is obedient. The promises include abundant crops, copious rains, and large increases in herds and flocks. 

Therefore, the blessings and cursings spoken of in Malachi 3:8-12 refer to the material blessings God promised to the Nation of Israel if she would obey His commandments and statutes. Tithing was one such Commandment for the Nation of Israel.

What can we conclude, therefore, about Tithing under the Mosaic Law? I think we can safely conclude that Tithing had nothing to do with the regular giving of money on a weekly or monthly basis for Christians, but rather had to do with the Ordained Worship of God in the Old Covenant age, to the Nation of Israel. The command to Tithe, like the command not to eat shrimp or oysters, has been made obsolete and set aside by the inauguration of the New Covenant -- New Testament made and completed in the death of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. The Tithe was God's Ordained system of a tax under the Old Testament theocratic system, for support of not only the Levites but also for the entire nations gatherings for festivals and to Worship. 

If someone truly wants to Tithe according to Holy Scripture, he/she would have to do the following:

1) Quit their job and buy a farm so that they can raise herds and grow crops; 

2) Find some Levitical priests to support; 

3) Use their crops to observe the Old Testament religious festivals like Passover, Unleavened Bread, Pentecost, and Tabernacles; 

4) Begin by giving at least 20 per cent of all their crops and herds to God; and 

5) Expect God to curse them with material deprivation if they were unfaithful or bless them with material abundance if they were obedient.

I think all of us would conclude that this is utterly absurd! We all recognize that Christ has done away with the Levitical Priesthood, their animal sacrifices, and religious festivals! Well, as that is true, why are we trying to hold on to the Tithe, which was part and parcel of all of these Old Testament Ordinances? Why, because the Church has taught us so – wrongly, after the "doctrines of men", not after the Truth of the Holy Scriptures.

Therefore, as the Priesthood was changed FOREVER, taken from the Levites and given to Jesus Christ alone, taken from the tribe of Levi and now given to the One from the tribe of Judah Who is --the King of Kings, the Lord of Lords the Almighty God Himself, our Wonderful Counselor, Jesus Christ, and as this change in Priesthood was made, this required changing the Law given that paid the Levites their portion.  This completed the Law, as the Levites portion was removed as their work was completed, and the Priesthood removed from the tribe of Levi, and given to Jesus Christ from the tribe of Judah.

Here, the Apostle Paul says the change to the Levites portion, the Tithe is disannulled.  Their portion, the Tithe is change for Christians.  Jews, who still follow the Law are required to pay the Tithe, even though their Priesthood has been wipped away.  This is a heavy burden, but this Law was to provide not only for their Priest, but as their whole nation was centered around the Temple, and as the religious leaders made up the Government Administration, it paid for the Administration of the Nation of Israel as a whole.  

Of course, because of the Old Covenant’s ties to Israel in the future, the tiniest part of the Law will not pass for Israel until all things are fulfilled.

Matthew 5:17-18

 17Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil. 

 18For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.

Christ Jesus says He did not come to detroy the Law, but to fulfil, that is to complete the Law.  The Law was incomplete.  When the Priesthood was done away with for the Levites, there was no need for their support, which was never promised to be everlasting or eternal.

Nevertheless, again, there is a disannulling (the Greek word:  Athetesis meaning:  abolition, disannulling, put away, rejection) of Levi’s Tithe Commandment for the Christian Church.

Although there is a disannulling of the Tithe, many in the Church still cling to the example of Abraham tithing to Melchizedek. For the record, the only time Abraham Tithed to Melchizedek was after his return from the slaughter of the Kings, which was a once and only Tithe, not a repetitive Tithe. Fittingly, what is often overlooked here, is that there is no record of Abraham ever paying Tithes on his personal income and property before or after this one-time Tithe. Of course, Christians aren’t to slaughter their enemies and Tithe to the King of Peace -- Jesus Christ either (<:)  !  

We are not to go out and slaughter our enemies and then Tithe to the King of Peace:  but we are to be wise as these serpents, but harmless as doves.


Matthew 10:16

 16Behold, I send you forth as sheep in the midst of wolves: be ye therefore wise as serpents, and harmless as doves

Note:  From the viewpoint that Abraham is the Father of Faith, true, Abraham is largely considered as such, even though Noah predated him in using faith, because the Promise and the seed was through Abraham.

Hebrews 11:7

 7By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house; by the which he condemned the world, and became heir of the righteousness which is by faith.

Galatians 2:7
7But contrariwise, when they saw that the gospel of the uncircumcision was committed unto me, as the gospel of the circumcision was unto Peter;
The Apostle Paul was to Preach to the Gentiles, as Peter had to Preach the Gospel of Jesus Christ among the Jews.  Not only did Abraham Tithe 430 years before Moses wrote down God's Law, but Abraham circumcised himself. Without controversy, the Church accepts the fact that circumcision is very much a part of the Law of God.
Galatians 5:2-3
5 Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free, and be not entangled again with the yoke of bondage.

2 Behold, I Paul say unto you, that if ye be circumcised, Christ shall profit you nothing.

3 For I testify again to every man that is circumcised, that he is a debtor to do the whole law.
Even though Abraham circumcised himself, he did so 430 years before the Law existed. Knowing this fact, time-wise, there is no reason to claim that the Tithe is NOT also part of the Law, just because Abraham Tithed 430 years before the advent of the Law.

On the onset of the Law, the Tribe of Levi received the Commandment to collect and receive Tithes. Nevertheless, the Tribe of Levi was also to pay a Tithe Numbers 18:26. Concerning their obligation, the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible tells us that Levi also paid Tithes in Abraham when Abraham Tithed to Melchizedek Hebrews 7:9. Here, the Apostle Paul really tells us that Abraham’s one-time Tithe was for Levi (the future priesthood of Israel).

What about Jacob’s Tithe? When Jacob promised the Tithe, he did so by vowing a vow. In vowing his vow, he typified the Old Covenant; that if God would ensure his return to Bethel and supply all his needs, he in turn would give a tenth to God. God then would be his God. By the way, his sentiment identifies with the Old Covenant: 

 
Deuteronomy 28:1

 1And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to observe and to do all his commandments which I command thee this day, that the LORD thy God will set thee on high above all nations of the earth:
 

Granted, in Matthew 23:23 (below), Jesus approved the Tithe of the Scribes and Pharisees – the Jews and the Nation of Israel. However, we must remember that these Jews were still under the Law of the Old Covenant, Christ had not become our High Priest, the Levites were still the Priests of God, and the Tithe was still in effect. However, when the Priesthood was removed from the Levites, and given to the Tribe of Juda – when Jesus Christ of Nazareth became the High Priest, the Tithe was taken from the Tribe of Levi – the Levites, who, by the way, also were recipients of Christ’s criticism for omitting “the weightier matters of the law.” In addressing these religious teachers, Jesus said:

 
Matthew 23:23

 23Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay Tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have omitted the weightier matters of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone.

(Note:  Remember the word Woe is the old British way of saying curse or cursed. )

To omit the weightier matters of the Law is to omit love, or the entire fulfillment of the Law by love (Galatians 5:14). It is, then, to omit judgment, faith and mercy, or the heart intent of the Law.

Now judgment, faith, and mercy cannot be found within the Tithe Commandment. So what was left “undone” by the Pharisees was the purpose of the Law, not the “Tithe part” of the Law, for they had practiced that part, the Tithe, down to the smallest seed.  This, then, reveals that Christ also counted the Tithe as part of the Law of God.

To tally each tiny dill seed, the practice of the Scribes and the Pharisees, was legalism personified. And this is why our Lord said to them,

Matthew 23:24
24Ye blind guides, which strain at a gnat, and swallow a camel.

As already emphasized in this work, Christ’s objective isn’t to put Christians back under the legalism of the Law’s letter, but to deliver us from it, to take the burden of it away from us; that is, if one is wholly led of the Spirit of God.

Galatians 5:18

 18But if ye be led of the Spirit, ye are not under the law.

Oftentimes, good pastors have wrongly accused Christians by the ill use of Malachi 3:8, pointing out that Christians who don’t Tithe 10 percent of their income are robbers of God. This ought not to be, for when Malachi Preached the Tithe, he addressed Jews under the Old Covenant of Mosaic Law, not Christians under the Grace of God.


1 Corinthians 9:20

 20And unto the Jews I became as a Jew, that I might gain the Jews; to them that are under the law, as under the law, that I might gain them that are under the law;


To verify this, we must only realize that Christians aren’t under the Law of God, much less the curse of the Law!

Galatians 3:13

13Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree:

 In marked contrast, the Jews, even their “whole nation” of Israel was to be cursed if they refused obedience to the Tithe.


Malachi 3:8-9

 8Will a man rob God? Yet ye have robbed me. But ye say, Wherein have we robbed thee? In Tithes and offerings. 

 9Ye are cursed with a curse: for ye have robbed me, even this whole nation.


The curse of Malachi 3:8-9 is not just a curse of the fields, but the result of the curse of the Law. We find this to be true in reading Deuteronomy 28:15-16, that if the Jews would observe all of God’s Commandments, their fields would be blessed, leaving the clear instruction of how to avoid the curse of the law.

The Lord Jesus Christ, knowing all things, knew the vast differences of the two Covenants, and in this the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth contrasted the Old with the New. By so doing, He warned of the drawing effect of the Old:

 
Luke 5:36-38

 36And he spake also a parable unto them; No man putteth a piece of a new garment upon an old; if otherwise, then both the new maketh a rent, and the piece that was taken out of the new agreeth not with the old. 

 37And no man putteth new wine into old bottles; else the new wine will burst the bottles, and be spilled, and the bottles shall perish. 

 38But new wine must be put into new bottles; and both are preserved.

 

Today, many profess that “the old is better.” Nevertheless, those who do so can drink strictly of the New Testament Law of Christ:
Matthew 26:27-29
27 And he took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of it;

28 For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.

29 But I say unto you, I will not drink henceforth of this fruit of the vine, until that day when I drink it new with you in my Father's kingdom.

That is, if only they come to God by faith alone, by the Lord Jesus Christ alone, for “faith which worketh by love” as a guideline, and not the oldness of the letter of Law. Actually, the proceeds of “faith which worketh by love,” given time, far surpass the receipts of legalistic 10 percent giving.  Why? Because faith that works by love represents the seed of an inner growing Christ, whereas the 10 percent Tithe represents the outward oldness of the letter. So when "churches" that claim that they must have the Tithe to survive, it is obvious that they aren’t giving agape love a chance by teaching the Truth of the Holy Scriptures and the increase to follow from an increasing holiness in Christ in their congregations, but teaching the full counsel of God.

Acts 20:27
27 For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God.

Matthew 5:17
17 Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil.
Romans 10:3-5
3 For they being ignorant of God's righteousness, and going about to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God.

4 For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth.

5 For Moses describeth the righteousness which is of the law, That the man which doeth those things shall live by them.
