Notice how the ESV version above takes out God and replaced the Lord Jesus Christ, Emmanuel  – God with us with He, Matthew 1:23.  ESV also breaks the Greek (New Testament rule) and instead uses the Hebrew Chaldean/Aramaic (Old Testament) of Matthew 1:23 and uses the spelling Immanuel.  (Immanuel with an "I" is a transliteration of the original Old Testament Hebrew word composed of “Immanu” (with us) and El (God), while New Testament Emmanuel with an "E" is a transliteration of the Greek "Emmanouel").  Both are technically correct.  The difference between transliteration and translation is that one translates the pronunciation from one language to the other, while the other translates the meaning.
Immanuel and Emmanuel point to the same meaning with two different spellings. Think of how we do this with modern names. For example, Cathy, Cathie, Kathy, and Kathi, or Alexander, Alexandre, Aleksander, and Aleksandr.

Know:  To perceive or understand as fact or truth; to apprehend clearly and with certainty.  Understanding:  To perceive the meaning of (Knowledge); grasp the idea of; comprehend.  You can KNOW Truth, but wrongly grasp the idea of it or not fully comprehend.
