The Puritans were English Protestants in the 16th and 17th centuries who sought to purify the Church of England of Roman Catholic practices, maintaining that the Church of England had not been fully reformed and should become more Protestant. Puritanism played a significant role in English history, especially during the Protectorate. 
Puritans were dissatisfied with the limited extent of the English Reformation and with the Church of England's toleration of certain practices associated with the Roman Catholic Church. They formed and identified with various religious groups advocating greater purity of worship and doctrine, as well as personal and corporate piety. Puritans adopted a Reformed theology and were Calvinists.  In church polity, some advocated separation from all other established Christian denominations in favor of autonomous gathered churches. These Separatist and independent strands of Puritanism became prominent in the 1640s, when the supporters of a presbyterian polity in the Westminster Assembly were unable to forge a new English national church. 
Pilgrims fled to the New World to completely separate from the Church of England which was persecuting them for their faith as was the Roman Catholic "church".

The Pilgrims were the English settlers who came to North America on the Mayflower and established the Plymouth Colony in what is today Plymouth, Massachusetts, named after the final departure port of Plymouth, Devon. Their leadership came from the religious congregations of Brownists, or Separatist Puritans, who had fled religious persecution in England for the tolerance of 17th-century Holland in the Netherlands.

The Brownists were a group of English Dissenters or early Separatists from the Church of England. They were named after Robert Browne, who was born at Tolethorpe Hall in Rutland, England, in the 1550s. A majority of the Separatists aboard the Mayflower in 1620 were Brownists, and indeed the Pilgrims were known into the 20th century as the Brownist Emigration. 
The Pilgrims held many of the same Puritan Calvinist religious beliefs as the Puritans, but unlike most other Puritans, they maintained that their congregations should separate from the English state church, which led to them being labeled Separatists. After several years living in exile in Holland, they eventually determined to establish a new settlement in the New World and arranged with investors to fund them. The Pilgrims established Plymouth Colony in 1620, where they erected Congregationalist Churches. The Pilgrims' who landed on what they called Plymouth Rock became a central theme in the history and culture of the United States.  
Plymouth Rock is the traditional site of disembarkation from their ship led by William Bradford and the Mayflower Pilgrims who founded Plymouth Colony in December 1620. The Pilgrims did not refer to Plymouth Rock in any of their writings; the first known written reference to the rock dates to 1715 when it was described in the town boundary records as "a great rock." The first documented claim that Plymouth Rock was the landing place of the Pilgrims was made by Thomas Faunce in 1741, 121 years after the Pilgrims first arrived in Plymouth. 


From Puritans to Atheists, who are the Harvard chaplains?

He was the National Chair for the organization 'Humanists for Biden/Harris' last year and served on Boston Mayor Marty Walsh's Interfaith Advisory Council. 

Though it may be known as a bastion of the Ivy League elite today, Harvard University and it's chaplains have a distinctly Puritan origin. 
The Puritans who colonized New England in the 1630s wanted to be sure that their clergy were well-educated, which is what led to the founding of Harvard. 
The Cambridge school was initially founded to educate the ministry. Their original motto was 'Truth for Christ and the Church.' 
The school was named after the pastor John Harvard and did not have a president who was not a clergyman for over 70 years after its founding.   
Nearly four centuries later, Harvard’s organization of chaplains has elected as its next president an atheist named Greg Epstein, who takes on the job this week. Epstein has served the chaplains since 2005. 
The first 'humanist' chaplain of Harvard, who served atheists and agnostics at Harvard, came to the school in 1974. Thomas Ferrick, though, is believed to be America's first Atheist chaplain, according to Epstein.

The Harvard Chaplains are a professional community of over 30 chaplains, who they say represent many of the world’s religious, spiritual, and ethical traditions, who share a collective commitment to serving the spiritual needs of the school's students, faculty, and staff.
