Anti-Christian sentiment is broad-based, and the attacks, which peak at Christmas, have already spread to Egypt, where Coptic Christians have seen their Churches firebombed by Islamic fundamentalists.

In Tunisia, Roman Catholic "priests" are being murdered, and “the world, i.e.:  satan's family” still believes they are truly Christian. Maronite Christians in Lebanon have, for the first time, become targets of bombing campaigns. Christians in Syria, who have suffered as much as anyone from the Assad regime know that if Islamist triumph there will be a massive persecution which will begin in earnest. John 15:17-19

17These things I command you, that ye love one another. 

18If the world hate you, ye know that it hated me before it hated you. 

19If ye were of the world, the world would love his own: but because ye are not of the world, but I have chosen you out of the world, therefore the world hateth you.

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth did not take His world, His family, out of the midst of satan's family.  We are here to be light and salt to the world, satan's family.  We are held by the power of the prayer of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, our High Priests, our Lord, our Savior, our King, our Mighty God, who prays to his Father, Jehovah God to keep us from the evil of satan's family while we witness to them.


John 17:13-15

13And now come I to thee; and these things I speak in the world, that they might have my joy fulfilled in themselves. 

14I have given them thy word; and the world hath hated them, because they are not of the world, even as I am not of the world. 

15I pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that thou shouldest keep them from the evil.


There have always been two families, right after the fall.  God's world, His family; satan's world, his family.




1 John 3:12-14

12Not as Cain, who was of that wicked one, and slew his brother. And wherefore slew he him? Because his own works were evil, and his brother's righteous. 

13Marvel not, my brethren, if the world hate you. 

14We know that we have passed from death unto life, because we love the brethren. He that loveth not his brother abideth in death.



How do we love the brethren?  In what way?  Read down through the rest, and I'll show you.

God so love his world, his family, He sent His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for His own.  Whosoever believes . . . are the one's God Predestinated (past tense, done deal) before the foundation of the world (here world means earth, that is, before the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth created it).

John 3:16

16For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.


Ephesians 1:4-6

 4According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before him in love: 

 5Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his will, 

 6To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved.


Therefore, the conclusion, what is required of Christians?  Something completely different from the "soft Christianity, the false Christianity" being taught by the "churches" today.  The easy believism, nonsense, anti-Christian "doctrine," teaches of health and wealth and a comfortable life being "owed" you by becoming a Christian.  Here is what God requires of True Worshipers, Born Again Believers, the Elect of God, Christians:


The Call of God to the Brethren, is always to love the Brethren above all else, after the love we are Commanded to have of the Lord God.  Not to be deceived by the false system of the world (satan's family).



1 John 3:7-24

7Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is righteous, even as he is righteous. 

 8He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil. 

 9Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God. 

 10In this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil: whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God, neither he that loveth not his brother. 

 11For this is the message that ye heard from the beginning, that we should love one another. 

 12Not as Cain, who was of that wicked one, and slew his brother. And wherefore slew he him? Because his own works were evil, and his brother's righteous. 

 13Marvel not, my brethren, if the world hate you. 

 14We know that we have passed from death unto life, because we love the brethren. He that loveth not his brother abideth in death. 

 15Whosoever hateth his brother is a murderer: and ye know that no murderer hath eternal life abiding in him. 

 16Hereby perceive we the love of God, because he laid down his life for us: and we ought to lay down our lives for the brethren. 

 17But whoso hath this world's good, and seeth his brother have need, and shutteth up his bowels of compassion from him, how dwelleth the love of God in him? 

 18My little children, let us not love in word, neither in tongue; but in deed and in truth. 

 19And hereby we know that we are of the truth, and shall assure our hearts before him. 

 20For if our heart condemn us, God is greater than our heart, and knoweth all things. 

 21Beloved, if our heart condemn us not, then have we confidence toward God. 

 22And whatsoever we ask, we receive of him, because we keep his commandments, and do those things that are pleasing in his sight. 

 23And this is his commandment, That we should believe on the name of his Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, as he gave us commandment. 

 24And he that keepeth his commandments dwelleth in him, and he in him. And hereby we know that he abideth in us, by the Spirit which he hath given us.


We are Called to give sacrificially to the Brethren.  We are Called to lay down our very lives for the Brethren.  No "soft Christianity" here.


1 John 3:16
16Hereby perceive we the love of God, because he laid down his life for us: and we ought to lay down our lives for the brethren. 


Matthew 25:13-46

 13Watch therefore, for ye know neither the day nor the hour wherein the Son of man cometh. 

 14For the kingdom of heaven is as a man travelling into a far country, who called his own servants, and delivered unto them his goods. 

 15And unto one he gave five talents, to another two, and to another one; to every man according to his several ability; and straightway took his journey. 

 16Then he that had received the five talents went and traded with the same, and made them other five talents. 

 17And likewise he that had received two, he also gained other two. 

 18But he that had received one went and digged in the earth, and hid his lord's money. 

 19After a long time the lord of those servants cometh, and reckoneth with them. 

 20And so he that had received five talents came and brought other five talents, saying, Lord, thou deliveredst unto me five talents: behold, I have gained beside them five talents more. 

 21His lord said unto him, Well done, thou good and faithful servant: thou hast been faithful over a few things, I will make thee ruler over many things: enter thou into the joy of thy lord. 

 22He also that had received two talents came and said, Lord, thou deliveredst unto me two talents: behold, I have gained two other talents beside them. 

 23His lord said unto him, Well done, good and faithful servant; thou hast been faithful over a few things, I will make thee ruler over many things: enter thou into the joy of thy lord. 

 24Then he which had received the one talent came and said, Lord, I knew thee that thou art an hard man, reaping where thou hast not sown, and gathering where thou hast not strawed: 

 25And I was afraid, and went and hid thy talent in the earth: lo, there thou hast that is thine. 

 26His lord answered and said unto him, Thou wicked and slothful servant, thou knewest that I reap where I sowed not, and gather where I have not strawed: 

 27Thou oughtest therefore to have put my money to the exchangers, and then at my coming I should have received mine own with usury. 

 28Take therefore the talent from him, and give it unto him which hath ten talents. 

 29For unto every one that hath shall be given, and he shall have abundance: but from him that hath not shall be taken away even that which he hath. 

 30And cast ye the unprofitable servant into outer darkness: there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth. 

 31When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with him, then shall he sit upon the throne of his glory: 

 32And before him shall be gathered all nations: and he shall separate them one from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats: 

 33And he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the left. 

 34Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world: 

 35For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in: 

 36Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye came unto me. 

 37Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave thee drink? 

 38When saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and clothed thee? 

 39Or when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee? 

 40And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye have done it unto me. 

 41Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels: 

 42For I was an hungred, and ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me no drink: 

 43I was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me not: sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not. 

 44Then shall they also answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto thee? 

 45Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it not to me. 

 46And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life eternal.


1 Corinthians 2:12

12Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God.

Note:  We have received NOT the spirit of the world, satan's family, the spirit under the prince of the power of air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience.  We, those Born Again, have received the Spirit of God, the Holy Spirit, and are part of God's world, His family.


Ephesians 2:1-3

 1And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins; 

 2Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience: 

 3Among whom also we all had our conversation in times past in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the children of wrath, even as others.


1 Corinthians 6:1-3

 1Dare any of you, having a matter against another, go to law before the unjust, and not before the saints? 

 2Do ye not know that the saints shall judge the world? and if the world shall be judged by you, are ye unworthy to judge the smallest matters? 

 3Know ye not that we shall judge angels? how much more things that pertain to this life?

The Saints, the Born Again Believers, God's Chosen, anointed, Called, the Elect of God SHALL JUDGE THE WORLD, satan's family.  Not only that, but the same shall judge angels; those fallen angels.

If we, Christians, self judge ourselves, when God Calls us to repentance by chastening our minds and life, causing us to turn from our wicked, evil ways back to God, then the world (satan's family) cannot judge us.


1 Corinthians 11:32

 32But when we are judged, we are chastened of the Lord, that we should not be condemned with the world.


Philippians 2:15-16

15That ye may be blameless and harmless, the sons of God, without rebuke, in the midst of a crooked and perverse nation, among whom ye shine as lights in the world; 

 16Holding forth the word of life; that I may rejoice in the day of Christ, that I have not run in vain, neither laboured in vain.

Colossians 2:8

8Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ.

Note:  rudiments of the world in the Greek means "the rudiments with which mankind . . . were indoctrinated (before the time of the Lord Jesus Christ), i.e. the elements of religious training or the ceremonial precepts (Old Testament Law) common alike to the worship of Jews and of Gentiles, even those who did not know God's Law.  People were, and are, indoctrinated by the world and hold onto those things taught, both of God in His Law, things that are not required by Christians at all today, and by the Gentiles, heathen, non-Christian, non-Jew, and never followed God's Law nor Christ's Law and Commandments.


Colossians 2:20-24

 20Wherefore if ye be dead with Christ from the rudiments of the world, why, as though living in the world, are ye subject to ordinances, 

 21(Touch not; taste not; handle not; 

 22Which all are to perish with the using;) after the commandments and doctrines of men? 

 23Which things have indeed a shew of wisdom in will worship, and humility, and neglecting of the body: not in any honour to the satisfying of the flesh.


1 Timothy 4:1-11

 1Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils; 

 2Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience seared with a hot iron; 

 3Forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, which God hath created to be received with thanksgiving of them which believe and know the truth. 

 4For every creature of God is good, and nothing to be refused, if it be received with thanksgiving: 

 5For it is sanctified by the word of God and prayer. 

 6If thou put the brethren in remembrance of these things, thou shalt be a good minister of Jesus Christ, nourished up in the words of faith and of good doctrine, whereunto thou hast attained. 

 7But refuse profane and old wives' fables, and exercise thyself rather unto godliness. 

 8For bodily exercise profiteth little: but godliness is profitable unto all things, having promise of the life that now is, and of that which is to come. 

 9This is a faithful saying and worthy of all acceptation. 

 10For therefore we both labour and suffer reproach, because we trust in the living God, who is the Saviour of all men, specially of those that believe. 

 11These things command and teach. 


Hebrews 11:7
 
7By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house; by the which he condemned the world, and became heir of the righteousness which is by faith.

Note:  Condemned the world, satan's family.


Fornication:  that is unlawful relationships, against those Commanded in God's Law, makes us adulterers and adulteresses, if we are of God, His Elect, since we are espoused to His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  We are Called NOT to be unequally yoked with satan's family, satan's world.  Therefore, if we are friends to God's enemies, we are enmity with God.

That is: echthra: enmity, hostility
Original Word: ἔχθρα, ας, ἡ
Part of Speech: Noun, Feminine
Transliteration: echthra
Phonetic Spelling: (ekh'-thrah)  properly, enemy (hatred, hostility); enmity, alienated from God, in opposition to God and His Word.  Thus an enemy; someone openly hostile (at enmity), by deep-seated hatred, which implies irreconcilable hostility, proceeding out of a "personal" hatred bent on inflicting harm.

James 4:4

 4Ye adulterers and adulteresses, know ye not that the friendship of the world is enmity with God? whosoever therefore will be a friend of the world is the enemy of God.


2 Corinthians 6:14-15

14Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness? 

 15And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an infidel?


2 Peter 2:4-10

4For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment; 

 5And spared not the old world, but saved Noah the eighth person, a preacher of righteousness, bringing in the flood upon the world of the ungodly; 

 6And turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrha into ashes condemned them with an overthrow, making them an ensample unto those that after should live ungodly; 

 7And delivered just Lot, vexed with the filthy conversation of the wicked: 

 8(For that righteous man dwelling among them, in seeing and hearing, vexed his righteous soul from day to day with their unlawful deeds;) 

 9The Lord knoweth how to deliver the godly out of temptations, and to reserve the unjust unto the day of judgment to be punished: 

 10But chiefly them that walk after the flesh in the lust of uncleanness, and despise government. Presumptuous are they, selfwilled, they are not afraid to speak evil of dignities.

Those who are presumptuous, self willed, are not afraid to speak evil of dignities:  meaning in the Greek --  I speak evil against, blaspheme, use abusive or scurrilous language about (God or against the True men of God who speak His Truth). They despise God's Government established for Christians by the Apostles Paul and Peter, God's Order of His Church.
