Note:  The Gospel is the Doctrine of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  The Gospel is called the Doctrine of Christ, because Christ, as God, is the author of it, the sole Mediator, and He received it from His Father in Heaven.  As fully man, and yet fully God, the Lord Jesus Christ was the Preacher of His Gospel toward God's Elect, those True Worshipers of God.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is also the sum and substance of the Good News, the Gospel, Himself. 
 
We are Called to firmly cleave to Christian Truth which unites us to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and thereby to the Father also, for They are One. Let us equally the disregard such as abide not in the Doctrine of Christ, and those who transgress His Commands, as the child Ichabod, 1 Samuel 4:21. Any one who does NOT profess and Preach the Doctrine of Christ, respecting Him as the Only Begotten Son of God, and trusting Him alone for their Salvation which is in and by the Lord Jesus Christ alone, and by which frees a man from guilt and sin before God the Father, are not to be noticed and shown approval or favor, nor encouragement or moral support. Yet in obeying this Command, we must show kindness and a good Spirit to those who differ from us in lesser matters, but hold firmly the all-important Doctrines of the Lord Jesus Christ's Person, His Atonement for the sins of His people, and Holy Salvation bought and paid for by His sacrifice of Himself on the Cross of Calvary for the Elect of God alone.
