As he begins his recalling of the social justice coup at SEBTS, it is clear that Harris is Scripturally well-informed (as a graduate, he should be) and takes his doctrine seriously. He makes the accusation that The Gospel Coalition, Together for the Gospel, Desiring God, SEBTS and others are “evangelical leftists.” 

Harris claimed (at the 10.30 mark) that there are a lot of professors at the school who are against social justice supplanting the gospel, but are afraid to say anything. We reported this last June in our post, Danny Akin, SEBTS, Threaten to Fire Non-Woke Faculty. 

Harris claims that at least three professors believe in evolution (and one professor called Ken Ham a “charlatan”), that speakers are sometimes chosen because they give money to the institution, several professors advocate Molinism, and includes other problematic doctrinal stances.

But then, Harris got to the crux of his complaint. Over time, he noticed that speakers seemed to be chosen in chapel because of the color of their skin, even though they held to aberrant doctrines or doctrines not believed by Southern Baptists. Harris tried to explain that he went to seminary to learn about doctrine, not to hear speakers talk about “the black experience” over and over again. 


All the while SEBTS became more concerned about poverty and race relations, they became less and less concerned about doctrine or issues like abortion. This seems to have been orchestrated by SEBTS leadership.

The first real moment of concern for Harris was when an adjunct professor of SEBTS prayed a prayer accusing the police in the Michael Brown case of “targeting” African Americans and very clearly took the side of the violent, police-assaulting thug instead. After this, Jon decided to leave campus.

Upon his return, Harris saw that the seminary had gone all-in on the topic of social justice. From entire chapel services dedicated to condemning the Confederate flag to Akin’s promotion of the Openly Secular atheist campaign, Harris gives a case-by-case analysis of SEBTS’ downgrade. According to Harris, “It’s more grievous to [SEBTS] have a president who has cabinet members who are ‘alt-right’ than it is to have a president that pushes for transgender bathrooms and abortion rights.” 

Harris points out that he did not vote for Trump, but noticed the one-sidedness of SEBTS politics which seems to always lean left instead of right. 

Harris went on to discuss the Department of Kingdom Diversity at SEBTS and the director’s tacit endorsement of Hillary Clinton in the last election. 
This is an hour and thirty-seven minute expose’ – with first-hand details from the perspective of a recent SEBTS graduate – of how SEBTS was completely taken over for the purpose of social justice and is experiencing, as Harris calls it, “mission drift” away from the Gospel.

THE "FORBIDDEN" HAIRCUT

One of the silliest and childish arguments to justify the Christian tattoo is the:  "Hey do you get a haircut or trim your beard?  God condemned getting a haircut or trimming your beard in the verse before forbidding the tattoo. The tattoo is the same as getting a haircut!"

Believe it or not, this is a widely used argument. Leviticus 19:26-28 is a clear condemnation of pagan, witchcraft and heathen practices. Look at the context. Verse 26 is plainly referring to "enchantment [spells or witchcraft] nor observe times [astrology]. . . Verse 28 is the pagan, demonic practice of bloodletting [cuttings in your flesh] and tattooing. Why would the Lord stick in the middle a verse that "condemns simply getting a haircut"? Of course, He wouldn’t. . . And He didn’t. . . God was forbidding spiritual adultery as the Heathen did this to worship their idols, their false gods.


Isaiah 15:2; Jeremiah 48:37 
Leviticus 19:26-27

26 Ye shall not eat any thing with the blood: neither shall ye use enchantment, nor observe times.

27 Ye shall not round the corners of your heads, neither shalt thou mar the corners of thy beard.

Note: The condemnation found in verse 27 above "rounding the corners of your head" or "mar the corners of thy beard" was the forbidding of a common pagan practice that cut the hair as part of their worship and honor of the hosts of heaven. 

28 Ye shall not make any cuttings in your flesh for the dead, nor print any marks upon you: I am the Lord.


Here’s how Matthew Henry’s and Coffman’s Commentaries reflect on the "forbidden haircut" of 

Leviticus 19:27
"Those that worshipped the hosts of heaven, in honor of them, cut their hair so as that their heads might resemble the celestial globe; but, as the custom was foolish itself, so, being done with respect to their false gods, it was idolatrous." (Matthew Henry, Commentary on the Whole Bible, Leviticus 19:27) 

"Herodotus tells of the use of this type of haircut, forming what is called a tonsure, as the practice of pagan religious cults of ancient times who did so honoring one of their gods."

(Coffman Commentaries on the Old and New Testament, Leviticus 19:27)

Roman Catholics, who are antiChristian NOT Christians, did the same things with their hair, against God's Law, and made their hair a tonsure ( The Latin verb ‘tondere’ means “to shear”).
Tonsure refers to the practice of cutting or shaving some or all of the hair on the scalp, as a sign of religious devotion or humility.  The term originates from the Latin word tonsūra (to clip, or cut, to shear) and referred to a specific practice in medieval Roman Catholicism, abandoned by Papal order in 1972.  Current usage more generally refers to cutting or shaving for monks, devotees, or mystics of any religion as a symbol of their renunciation of worldly fashion and esteem.  Tonsure also refers to the secular practice of shaving all or part of the scalp to show support or sympathy, or to designate mourning.

Although abandoned by papal order in 1972, tonsure is still a traditional practice in Roman Catholicism by specific religious orders (with papal permission even today), and is commonly used in the Eastern Orthodox Church for newly baptized members, is frequently utilized for Buddhist novices and monks, exists as a traditional practice in Islam after completion of the hajj, and is practiced in a small number of Hindu religious orders.

Leviticus 19:27
27 Ye shall not round the corners of your heads, neither shalt thou mar the corners of thy beard.
Leviticus 21:5
5 They shall not make baldness upon their head, neither shall they shave off the corner of their beard, nor make any cuttings in their flesh.


The Apostle Paul, along with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and the message of the Gospels, especially emphasizes in the Apostle Paul's writings to the Churches that the Lord Jesus Christ has done away with the Old Testament Ceremonial, Ritual Law.  The Law of Moses can be divided into two: the Ceremonial (Ritual Law,) and the Moral Law.
Now, the Ritual Law (Ceremonial Law) had Commands pertaining to fleshly (earthly cleanliness in dealing with one's physical body, so to speak); while the Moral Law with Spiritual purity. As such, the Lord Jesus Christ did away with the Ceremonial, Ritual Law.

The Moral Law, however, still pertains to Spiritual purity, which we are called to uphold by the Lord Jesus Christ Himself -- do not commit adultery; do not covet; do not steal, etc . . . .  The New Covenant, as taught to us by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth reveals the true weight of righteousness and sin, in that it is in the soul, in the inside of man that one is defiled. In how one Worships God, follows the Commandment of the Lord Jesus Christ, and how you treat yourself and your neighbor shows whether or not he/she truly loves God. Which is basically what morality is, thus what the Moral Law teaches concerning obedience and love still are relevant to every Christian today. Either moral virtues and/or sins are still to be observed and/or avoided today because these are where true righteousness and/or damnation comes from which is from within.  It is those evil things from within a man which defile a man.
Matthew 15:10-12

10 And he called the multitude, and said unto them, Hear, and understand:
11 Not that which goeth into the mouth defileth a man; but that which cometh out of the mouth, this defileth a man.
Note:  Goeth into the mouth --- Physically, such as food or drink -- does not defile.  But that which cometh out of the mouth -- his words and what he believes which is contrary to God and God's Holy Word -- defileth a man.


12 Then came his disciples, and said unto him, Knowest thou that the Pharisees were offended, after they heard this saying? 

Mark 7:1-4

1 Then came together unto him the Pharisees, and certain of the scribes, which came from Jerusalem.

2 And when they saw some of his disciples eat bread with defiled, that is to say, with unwashen, hands, they found fault.

3 For the Pharisees, and all the Jews, except they wash their hands oft, eat not, holding the tradition of the elders.

4 And when they come from the market, except they wash, they eat not. And many other things there be, which they have received to hold, as the washing of cups, and pots, brasen vessels, and of tables.


Note:  It was not that the Lord Jesus Christ and His Disciples didn't wash their hands for cleanliness, but they did not follow the Ceremonial "cleansings" of making a big show before others of "cleansing the outside of things" before they did eat as was the custom of the days by the Pharisees. 
Mark 7:14-23

14 And when he had called all the people unto him, he said unto them, Hearken unto me every one of you, and understand:


15 There is nothing from without a man, that entering into him can defile him: but the things which come out of him, those are they that defile the man.

16 If any man have ears to hear, let him hear.

17 And when he was entered into the house from the people, his disciples asked him concerning the parable.

18 And he saith unto them, Are ye so without understanding also? Do ye not perceive, that whatsoever thing from without entereth into the man, it cannot defile him;

19 Because it entereth not into his heart, but into the belly, and goeth out into the draught, purging all meats?

20 And he said, That which cometh out of the man, that defileth the man.

21 For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil thoughts, adulteries, fornications, murders,

22 Thefts, covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness, an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness:

23 All these evil things come from within, and defile the man. 

Then, the Lord Jesus Christ said that His Disciples were to be unlike the Pharisees, who thought that by mere observance of rituals they had attained righteousness, but in the inside (the soul) they were full of all filth.
Matthew 23:24-28

24 Ye blind guides, which strain at a gnat, and swallow a camel.
25 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye make clean the outside of the cup and of the platter, but within they are full of extortion and excess.
Note:  Woe is a curse of God upon the Scribes and Pharisees -- hypocrites (in the Greek means actors.  One who acts the part of being Holy before God, and by their acting fool the people)!

26 Thou blind Pharisee, cleanse first that which is within the cup and platter, that the outside of them may be clean also.

27 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited sepulchres, which indeed appear beautiful outward, but are within full of dead men's bones, and of all uncleanness.

28 Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, but within ye are full of hypocrisy and iniquity. 

Cutting the skin was common among the heathen cultures. Its purpose was to appease the gods and was often done for the dead, to secure for those who cut themselves a better after-life or favor with that supposed "god".  When the Great Prophet Elijah challenged the prophets of Ba’al, we see where they cut themselves, trying to get Ba’al to act: 
1 Kings 18:25-28
25 And Elijah said unto the prophets of Baal, Choose you one bullock for yourselves, and dress it first; for ye are many; and call on the name of your gods, but put no fire under.

26 And they took the bullock which was given them, and they dressed it, and called on the name of Baal from morning even until noon, saying, O Baal, hear us. But there was no voice, nor any that answered. And they leaped upon the altar which was made.

27 And it came to pass at noon, that Elijah mocked them, and said, Cry aloud: for he is a god; either he is talking, or he is pursuing, or he is in a journey, or peradventure he sleepeth, and must be awaked.

28 And they cried aloud, and cut themselves after their manner with knives and lancets, till the blood gushed out upon them.


It is quite plain from the historical and cultural context that God forbade the Jews from marking their bodies for the dead or with the name of a god or from cutting themselves. Although we are under the New Covenant and not the Law of Moses, there is no reason to believe that these practices would be any more acceptable to God today.

We can with all confidence say that no Christian should make cuttings in the flesh or marks upon their bodies to honor other gods. What about, though, marks that are merely for show, or have a personal meaning?  Our modern culture is very accepting of tattoos as they have become more and more common.  So, would this be acceptable to God today for Christians?

As Christians we would not look favorably on demonic looking tattoos. Tattoos with skulls or naked ladies, or foul language would certainly be frowned upon. They do not and could not honor God with such markings. We would say then also that gang tattoos are wrong, but what about tattoos that show membership in other groups, such as military branches or fraternal orders, or even a cross? 

If we understand that some tattoos are wrong, and we accept others as being acceptable, where do we draw the line?  Also, how many tattoos are acceptable? One, two, fifty, a hundred?  Should tattoos only be placed where they cannot be seen? What about tattooing the face or neck?  It seems, that even when we want to say that the modern practice of tattooing has no relation to the markings of Leviticus 19:28, most Christians would want to put a prohibition on certain types of tattoos, and there quantity or their placement.

Yes, we could fall back on the old reliable “all things are to be done in moderation,” but what is or isn’t moderate?

I do not believe the answer to “should Christians get tattoos?” or “are tattoos a sin?” can be easily answered without both the Old Testament and the New Testament together. We need to look at both in order to gain the wisdom we can find in God’s Holy Word.


The Apostle Paul said, 

1 Corinthians 6:12
12 All things are lawful unto me, but all things are not expedient: all things are lawful for me, but I will not be brought under the power of any.


1 Corinthians 6:15 
15 Know ye not that your bodies are the members of Christ? shall I then take the members of Christ, and make them the members of an harlot? God forbid.


It appears that we are free to do “all things,” since we are not under Law, and yet we must make our decisions according to our position in Christ Jesus.  Christian's decisions and actions MUST be to honor God and bring glory to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. 
1 Corinthians 6:19-20
19 What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?

20 For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's.
Note:  Christians are not our own. Contrary to the rebellious claim of so many that, “It’s my body,” "I'm not hurting anyone."  However, when you make claim that the Lord Jesus Christ is your Lord, God, and Savior you give up your claim on your body.  As a Christian we cannot and must not treat our body as our own, but rather recognize it as the Lord’s.

Whether we get a tattoo or a piercing, what we say, what we drink, what we eat, what we wear, where we go all need to be framed in the context of “Does this honor God?" and "Does this edify the body of Christ, (the Church)"? 

1 Corinthians 10:23

23 All things are lawful for me, but all things are not expedient: all things are lawful for me, but all things edify not.



1 Corinthians 10:31

31 Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do all to the glory of God.
Is that truly a personal motivation when getting a tattoo or a Tonsure, or is it to be "seen of men?"
Knowing these things though, we still have the debate as to whether certain tattoos are acceptable. Do we dishonor God when we get a Bible verse tattooed on our arm or a teardrop on our face, or tattoos up our neck?   There still seems to be a lot of room for personal discernment and judgment, even when NOT considering what the Holy Bible teaches us about the mind of God.  Even though we are to honor God and not man, is this the best we offer God?  Even so, I always think when I see people with tattoos, what would their children or grandchildren think of them?  
Romans 12:1
12 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. 

Note:  This word sacrifice in the Greek means:  Properly, an offering (sacrifice); an official sacrifice prescribed by God; hence an offering the Lord accepts because offered on His terms.  The Greek word service here means:  Worship.  Ministration of God, i.e. Worship -- (Divine) service.  All of you (ye) present your bodies a living offering (sacrifice), holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable worship, to serve the Divine -- God.
So, we look at the Old Testament to see how this offering done to God was NOT accepted by God as the Priests were offering sick, lame animals in their Worship of God – contrary to God's Command to bring animals without blemish.  God therefore tells them to offer it to the secular Governor, see if he will accept you or your "sacrifice" which to God is unacceptable and evil:

Malachi 1:7-8
7 Ye offer polluted bread upon mine altar; and ye say, Wherein have we polluted thee? In that ye say, The table of the Lord is contemptible.


8 And if ye offer the blind for sacrifice, is it not evil? and if ye offer the lame and sick, is it not evil? offer it now unto thy governor; will he be pleased with thee, or accept thy person? saith the Lord of hosts.
I want to focus on one very important question concerning your decision on whether to mark your skin or partake in other activities that the world system does before you. Does it edify the Church? Does it bring honor to God?

The Apostle Paul makes it clear, “all things edify not.” As Christians we are members of the Body of Christ. We are to bear each other’s burdens, lift each other up, encourage one another in the faith. Depending on our personal experiences, background and associations, we all have different views and convictions. We must be careful, very careful, not to step on one another’s convictions but to use Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible which is profitable for Doctrine, for reproof, for correction, and for instruction in righteousness, 2 Timothy 3:16, to instruct, correct those who miss the mark.

Certainly not all Christians have come to the same level of spiritual maturity. It is therefore important we do no harm to a new Believer’s faith by our words or deeds.  We are Called to bear the infirmities of the weak, those who have a weakness in their faith, have doubts, or hesitation as to what Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible declares.  We Preach all the Counsel of God, in season and out of season.  Everyone, every time, the same Gospel is to be Preached, the whole Counsel of God, all the Counsel of God.  Not just what is easy for men to bear or accept, or tickle their itchy ears.
Acts 20:27

27 For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God.
2 Timothy 4:1-2
1 I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom;

2 Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all long suffering and doctrine.
Note:  There are ONLY TWO POSSIBILITIES HERE.  Either you are in season or your are out of season.  In season is when people desire to hear the Word of God.  Out of season is when people shun the Word of God, or would even kill you for Preaching God's Holy Word, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to God's Glory.  Therefore, the Apostle Paul is telling Timothy, whether people want to hear the Truth of Holy Scripture, and even desire to hear it or if they won't hear, or would even kill you for Preaching God's Holy Word -- you don't change the message for the circumstance.  Preach the Word the same -- all the time.
Romans 15:1
15 We then that are strong ought to bear the infirmities of the weak, and not to please ourselves.

Note:  Infirmity in the Greek means:  Weakness, infirmity, doubt, hesitation.
We must not let our liberty to get tattoos become a stumbling block to others.  If getting a tattoo is going to be an offense to your parents, your neighbors or your Church family, then you should not get a tattoo. 

The Holy Bible teaches that those of us that are strong in our faith, those of us that have wisdom and maturity, need to set aside our liberty (freedom) for the sake of the weaker brother. It is not the weaker brother that has to be willing to accept our practicing our freedom (liberty) in Christ Jesus.  No, it is we who are strong in the faith that bear the burdens of the weaker. We must respect their conscience.  It is not a sin to get a tattoo. However, as Christians we must respect the conscience and convictions of others. If someone in your Church is dead set against tattoos, then wear a long sleeve shirt and cover them.  They may be the  “weaker brother,” or simply not fully understand that tattoos are not a sin.  Furthermore, if one comes into  your Church with a Harley Davidson and a Bible verse tattooed on his/her body, and you believe it is sin, I would accept him as a "weaker brother" in the Lord Jesus Christ, if he/she openly professes and loves the Lord Jesus Christ. Consider him/her the weaker brother/sister and do not bring judgment on him/her that may hurt his/her growing faith.  As with so many things in the Christian life, the decisions we make are not made based on rules of Law, but on how our behavior will build up or tear down another’s faith. Be wise is the Lord Jesus Christ's Doctrine.
Christians are Called to bear one another burdens, and we are not under the Old Testament Law, as we are under the Law of Christ:
Galatians 6:2
2 Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil the law of Christ. 
The Lord Jesus Christ's Law, is to Love one another as He (the Lord Jesus Christ has loved us -- sacrificially).

John 13:34

34 A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another.
John 15:12
12 This is my commandment, That ye love one another, as I have loved you.
