
All the peace offerings given, include the Tithe were consumed together with the Priests, except the offering unto God on the Brazen Alter, which became known as the burnt offering, as it was completely burnt up or consumed in the fire as an offering to God.

Let's see what the LORD spoke concerning the Tithe's and Offerings:

Deuteronomy 12:1-6

 1These are the statutes and judgments, which ye shall observe to do in the land, which the LORD God of thy fathers giveth thee to possess it, all the days that ye live upon the earth. 

 2Ye shall utterly destroy all the places, wherein the nations which ye shall possess served their gods, upon the high mountains, and upon the hills, and under every green tree: 

 3And ye shall overthrow their altars, and break their pillars, and burn their groves with fire; and ye shall hew down the graven images of their gods, and destroy the names of them out of that place. 

 4Ye shall not do so unto the LORD your God. 

 5But unto the place which the LORD your God shall choose out of all your tribes to put his name there, even unto his habitation shall ye seek, and thither thou shalt come:

Juda is the tribe that God chose, and Juda's possession, Jerusalem is the place where God chose to put His name.

 6And thither ye shall bring your burnt offerings, and your sacrifices, and your tithes, and heave offerings of your hand, and your vows, and your freewill offerings, and the firstlings of your herds and of your flocks:

Note:  Bring all of your offerings:  burnt offerings, sacrifices, tithes, and heave offerings (First Fruits), and your freewill offerings, and the first of your heards and of your flocks.  Why?

Leviticus 17:8-9

8And thou shalt say unto them, Whatsoever man there be of the house of Israel, or of the strangers which sojourn among you, that offereth a burnt offering or sacrifice, 

 9And bringeth it not unto the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, to offer it unto the LORD; even that man shall be cut off from among his people.

 

Deuteronomy 12:7

7And there ye shall eat before the LORD your God, and ye shall rejoice in all that ye put your hand unto, ye and your households, wherein the LORD thy God hath blessed thee.


Note:  We are to bring all of our offerings, the LORD says, including the tithe, and together with the Priests you shall eat them before the LORD your God, and rejoyce in all that thou put your hand unto, all of your labors, you and your households (all your relatives too!,) as the LORD your God has blessed you.


Again, verse 7, There ye shall eat before the Lord your God . . .  The priests and the Levites, what was their portion; but the people also are included, and by what follows seem chiefly designed, who were to eat their part of the sacrifices, particularly of the tithes and peace offerings, in the holy place that should be chosen and appointed:

Deuteronomy 14:22 

<> 22Thou shalt truly tithe all the increase of thy seed, that the field bringeth forth year by year.


Verse 7, says:  You shall rejoice in all that ye put your hand unto; in all the labors of your hands, and what you've gotten by your labors, which they were cheerfully to enjoy, and express their thankfulness for it in this way:

Ecclesiastes 5:18

18Behold that which I have seen: it is good and comely for one to eat and to drink, and to enjoy the good of all his labour that he taketh under the sun all the days of his life, which God giveth him: for it is his portion.



All were to share in this:  Both you and your households (housholds, plural); their wives, sons, daughters, men and maid servants; yes with the Levites, strangers, fatherless, and widows;  all were to partake of some of their offerings:

Deuteronomy 16:10-11

 10And thou shalt keep the feast of weeks unto the LORD thy God with a tribute of a freewill offering of thine hand, which thou shalt give unto the LORD thy God, according as the LORD thy God hath blessed thee: 

 11And thou shalt rejoice before the LORD thy God, thou, and thy son, and thy daughter, and thy manservant, and thy maidservant, and the Levite that is within thy gates, and the stranger, and the fatherless, and the widow, that are among you, in the place which the LORD thy God hath chosen to place his name there.



Accordingly as the Lord thy God hath blessed thee; and these offerings were eucharistical (consecrated elements)<>, and by way of thanksgiving for the blessing of God upon their labors, for it is that which maketh rich:

Proverbs 10:22

 22The blessing of the LORD, it maketh rich, and he addeth no sorrow with it.



1 Corinthians 16:1-2

 1Now concerning the collection for the saints, as I have given order to the churches of Galatia, even so do ye. 

 2Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him in store, as God hath prospered him, that there be no gatherings when I come. 

The Apostle Paul says, take a collection for the saints, and this order is to all the churches.  On the first day of the week, Sunday, take up a collection, and everyone give according as God has prospered that individual, that there be no gatherings when I come.  (He did not want them to be moved and give more because the Apostle had appeared, where they might do it through show or out of appreciation for him, but that they do it before he comes as the Holy Spirit moves them.)



Deuteronomy 12:8-24

 8Ye shall not do after all the things that we do here this day, every man whatsoever is right in his own eyes.

Note:  The command is not to do after the things spoken of this day as an individual might do declaring what is right in his own eyes.  Not to do, every man whatsoever seems right in his own eyes, but instead following the command of the LORD.


 9For ye are not as yet come to the rest and to the inheritance, which the LORD your God giveth you. 

 10But when ye go over Jordan, and dwell in the land which the LORD your God giveth you to inherit, and when he giveth you rest from all your enemies round about, so that ye dwell in safety; 

 11Then there shall be a place which the LORD your God shall choose to cause his name to dwell there; thither shall ye bring all that I command you; your burnt offerings, and your sacrifices, your tithes, and the heave offering of your hand, and all your choice vows which ye vow unto the LORD: 

 12And ye shall rejoice before the LORD your God, ye, and your sons, and your daughters, and your menservants, and your maidservants, and the Levite that is within your gates; forasmuch as he hath no part nor inheritance with you. 

 13Take heed to thyself that thou offer not thy burnt offerings in every place that thou seest: 

 14But in the place which the LORD shall choose in one of thy tribes, there thou shalt offer thy burnt offerings, and there thou shalt do all that I command thee.

Note:  (Jerusalem only.)

 15Notwithstanding thou mayest kill and eat flesh in all thy gates, whatsoever thy soul lusteth after, according to the blessing of the LORD thy God which he hath given thee: the unclean and the clean may eat thereof, as of the roebuck, and as of the hart. 

 16Only ye shall not eat the blood; ye shall pour it upon the earth as water. 

 17Thou mayest not eat within thy gates the tithe of thy corn, or of thy wine, or of thy oil, or the firstlings of thy herds or of thy flock, nor any of thy vows which thou vowest, nor thy freewill offerings, or heave offering of thine hand: 

 18But thou must eat them before the LORD thy God in the place which the LORD thy God shall choose, thou, and thy son, and thy daughter, and thy manservant, and thy maidservant, and the Levite that is within thy gates: and thou shalt rejoice before the LORD thy God in all that thou puttest thine hands unto. 

 19Take heed to thyself that thou forsake not the Levite as long as thou livest upon the earth. 

 20When the LORD thy God shall enlarge thy border, as he hath promised thee, and thou shalt say, I will eat flesh, because thy soul longeth to eat flesh; thou mayest eat flesh, whatsoever thy soul lusteth after. 

 21If the place which the LORD thy God hath chosen to put his name there be too far from thee, then thou shalt kill of thy herd and of thy flock, which the LORD hath given thee, as I have commanded thee, and thou shalt eat in thy gates whatsoever thy soul lusteth after. 

 22Even as the roebuck and the hart is eaten, so thou shalt eat them: the unclean and the clean shall eat of them alike. 

 23Only be sure that thou eat not the blood: for the blood is the life; and thou mayest not eat the life with the flesh.

Note:  Life is in the blood.  It provides the body with oxygen, nutrition, and cleansing.  Without it, without any of these three parts that the blood does, we die.

 24Thou shalt not eat it; thou shalt pour it upon the earth as water.


Note:  The Apostles all agreed with this.  James announced the results of the Apostles all agreeing:

Acts 15:19-20

19Wherefore my sentence is, that we trouble not them, which from among the Gentiles are turned to God: 

 20But that we write unto them, that they abstain from pollutions of idols, and from fornication, and from things strangled, and from blood. 

Deuteronomy 12:25-32

 25Thou shalt not eat it; that it may go well with thee, and with thy children after thee, when thou shalt do that which is right in the sight of the LORD. 

 26Only thy holy things which thou hast, and thy vows, thou shalt take, and go unto the place which the LORD shall choose: 

 27And thou shalt offer thy burnt offerings, the flesh and the blood, upon the altar of the LORD thy God: and the blood of thy sacrifices shall be poured out upon the altar of the LORD thy God, and thou shalt eat the flesh.


All the offerings (plural) even the altar of burnt offering, and the blood of thy sacrifices; one as well as another, not only of the burnt offerings, but of the sin offerings, trespass offerings, and peace offerings.  They all shall be poured out upon the altar of the Lord thy God: either sprinkled on it, or poured out at the bottom of it; see Leviticus 1, and thou shalt eat the flesh; that is, of the peace offerings, for of them only might the people eat, and that only before the Lord, not at all eating of the Burnt Offering, as it was completely consumed in fire unto the LORD.


 28Observe and hear all these words which I command thee, that it may go well with thee, and with thy children after thee for ever, when thou doest that which is good and right in the sight of the LORD thy God. 

 29When the LORD thy God shall cut off the nations from before thee, whither thou goest to possess them, and thou succeedest them, and dwellest in their land; 

 30Take heed to thyself that thou be not snared by following them, after that they be destroyed from before thee; and that thou enquire not after their gods, saying, How did these nations serve their gods? even so will I do likewise. 

 31Thou shalt not do so unto the LORD thy God: for every abomination to the LORD, which he hateth, have they done unto their gods; for even their sons and their daughters they have burnt in the fire to their gods. 

 32What thing soever I command you, observe to do it: thou shalt not add thereto, nor diminish from it.

Genesis 8:15-22

15And God spake unto Noah, saying, 

 16Go forth of the ark, thou, and thy wife, and thy sons, and thy sons' wives with thee. 

 17Bring forth with thee every living thing that is with thee, of all flesh, both of fowl, and of cattle, and of every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth; that they may breed abundantly in the earth, and be fruitful, and multiply upon the earth. 

 18And Noah went forth, and his sons, and his wife, and his sons' wives with him: 

 19Every beast, every creeping thing, and every fowl, and whatsoever creepeth upon the earth, after their kinds, went forth out of the ark. 

 20And Noah builded an altar unto the LORD; and took of every clean beast, and of every clean fowl, and offered burnt offerings on the altar. 

 21And the LORD smelled a sweet savour; and the LORD said in his heart, I will not again curse the ground any more for man's sake; for the imagination of man's heart is evil from his youth; neither will I again smite any more every thing living, as I have done. 

 22While the earth remaineth, seedtime and harvest, and cold and heat, and summer and winter, and day and night shall not cease.

Genessis 22: 2, 3, 6, 7, 8, 13

2And he said, Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac, whom thou lovest, and get thee into the land of Moriah; and offer him there for a burnt offering upon one of the mountains which I will tell thee of.

3And Abraham rose up early in the morning, and saddled his ass, and took two of his young men with him, and Isaac his son, and clave the wood for the burntoffering, and rose up, and went unto the place of which God had told him.

6And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering, and laid it upon Isaac his son; and he took the fire in his hand, and a knife; and they went both of them together.

7And Isaac spake unto Abraham his father, and said, My father: and he said, Here am I, my son. And he said, Behold the fire and the wood: but where is the lamb for a burnt offering?

8And Abraham said, My son, God will provide himself a lamb for a burnt offering: so they went both of them together.

13And Abraham lifted up his eyes, and looked, and behold behind him a ram caught in a thicket by his horns: and Abraham went and took the ram, and offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead of his son.



Brazen or Bronze alter, an alter made of Brass on which the Burnt offerings were given to the LORD.  The Brazen alter later became known as the Alter of Burnt Offerings as this was the alter where the burnt offerings were made unto the LORD.

Exodus 27:1-8

 1And thou shalt make an altar of shittim wood, five cubits long, and five cubits broad; the altar shall be foursquare: and the height thereof shall be three cubits. 

 2And thou shalt make the horns of it upon the four corners thereof: his horns shall be of the same: and thou shalt overlay it with brass. 

 3And thou shalt make his pans to receive his ashes, and his shovels, and his basons, and his fleshhooks, and his firepans: all the vessels thereof thou shalt make of brass. 

 4And thou shalt make for it a grate of network of brass; and upon the net shalt thou make four brasen rings in the four corners thereof. 

 5And thou shalt put it under the compass of the altar beneath, that the net may be even to the midst of the altar. 

 6And thou shalt make staves for the altar, staves of shittim wood, and overlay them with brass. 

 7And the staves shall be put into the rings, and the staves shall be upon the two sides of the altar, to bear it. 

 8Hollow with boards shalt thou make it: as it was shewed thee in the mount, so shall they make it.

Exodus 10:25

25And Moses said, Thou must give us also sacrifices and burnt offerings, that we may sacrifice unto the LORD our God.


Exodus 18:12

12And Jethro, Moses' father in law, took a burnt offering and sacrifices for God: and Aaron came, and all the elders of Israel, to eat bread with Moses' father in law before God.

Exodus 29:18

18And thou shalt burn the whole ram upon the altar: it is a burnt offering unto the LORD: it is a sweet savour, an offering made by fire unto the LORD.


Exodus 29:25

25And thou shalt receive them of their hands, and burn them upon the altar for a burnt offering, for a sweet savour before the LORD: it is an offering made by fire unto the LORD.

Exodus 29:42

42This shall be a continual burnt offering throughout your generations at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation before the LORD: where I will meet you, to speak there unto thee.


Exodus 30:17-38

17And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 

 18Thou shalt also make a laver of brass, and his foot also of brass, to wash withal: and thou shalt put it between the tabernacle of the congregation and the altar, and thou shalt put water therein. 

 19For Aaron and his sons shall wash their hands and their feet thereat: 

 20When they go into the tabernacle of the congregation, they shall wash with water, that they die not; or when they come near to the altar to minister, to burn offering made by fire unto the LORD: 

 21So they shall wash their hands and their feet, that they die not: and it shall be a statute for ever to them, even to him and to his seed throughout their generations. 

 22Moreover the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 

 23Take thou also unto thee principal spices, of pure myrrh five hundred shekels, and of sweet cinnamon half so much, even two hundred and fifty shekels, and of sweet calamus two hundred and fifty shekels, 

 24And of cassia five hundred shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary, and of oil olive an hin: 

 25And thou shalt make it an oil of holy ointment, an ointment compound after the art of the apothecary: it shall be an holy anointing oil. 

 26And thou shalt anoint the tabernacle of the congregation therewith, and the ark of the testimony, 

 27And the table and all his vessels, and the candlestick and his vessels, and the altar of incense, 

 28And the altar of burnt offering with all his vessels, and the laver and his foot.

(Laver and his foot refers back to verse 18.)

 
29And thou shalt sanctify them, that they may be most holy: whatsoever toucheth them shall be holy. 

 30And thou shalt anoint Aaron and his sons, and consecrate them, that they may minister unto me in the priest's office. 

 31And thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel, saying, This shall be an holy anointing oil unto me throughout your generations. 

 32Upon man's flesh shall it not be poured, neither shall ye make any other like it, after the composition of it: it is holy, and it shall be holy unto you. 

 33Whosoever compoundeth any like it, or whosoever putteth any of it upon a stranger, shall even be cut off from his people. 

 34And the LORD said unto Moses, Take unto thee sweet spices, stacte, and onycha, and galbanum; these sweet spices with pure frankincense: of each shall there be a like weight: 

 35And thou shalt make it a perfume, a confection after the art of the apothecary, tempered together, pure and holy: 

 36And thou shalt beat some of it very small, and put of it before the testimony in the tabernacle of the congregation, where I will meet with thee: it shall be unto you most holy. 

 37And as for the perfume which thou shalt make, ye shall not make to yourselves according to the composition thereof: it shall be unto thee holy for the LORD. 

 38Whosoever shall make like unto that, to smell thereto, shall even be cut off from his people.


Now, in 2 Kings Chapter 15 we see ruler after ruler come to power, and then die.  The LORD declaring that some did good and some did evil in the sight of the LORD.

Jotham had been King, had began his rule when he was 25 years old, and he did good or right in the sight of the LORD as his father had done before him.  However, King Jotham still did not take down the alters in the high places where the people sacrificed and burned incense to other gods.

2 Kings 15:33-35

33Five and twenty years old was he when he began to reign, and he reigned sixteen years in Jerusalem. And his mother's name was Jerusha, the daughter of Zadok. 

 34And he did that which was right in the sight of the LORD: he did according to all that his father Uzziah had done. 

 35Howbeit the high places were not removed: the people sacrificed and burned incense still in the high places. He built the higher gate of the house of the LORD.


Jotham died, and his son, Ahaz reigned.  Ahaz did evil in the sight of the LORD.

2 Kings 15:37-38

37In those days the LORD began to send against Judah Rezin the king of Syria, and Pekah the son of Remaliah. 

 38And Jotham slept with his fathers, and was buried with his fathers in the city of David his father: and Ahaz his son reigned in his stead.

2 Kings 16:1-20

 1In the seventeenth year of Pekah the son of Remaliah Ahaz the son of Jotham king of Judah began to reign. 

 2Twenty years old was Ahaz when he began to reign, and reigned sixteen years in Jerusalem, and did not that which was right in the sight of the LORD his God, like David his father. 

 3But he walked in the way of the kings of Israel, yea, and made his son to pass through the fire, according to the abominations of the heathen, whom the LORD cast out from before the children of Israel. 

 4And he sacrificed and burnt incense in the high places, and on the hills, and under every green tree. 

 5Then Rezin king of Syria and Pekah son of Remaliah king of Israel came up to Jerusalem to war: and they besieged Ahaz, but could not overcome him. 

 6At that time Rezin king of Syria recovered Elath to Syria, and drave the Jews from Elath: and the Syrians came to Elath, and dwelt there unto this day. 

 7So Ahaz sent messengers to Tiglathpileser king of Assyria, saying, I am thy servant and thy son: come up, and save me out of the hand of the king of Syria, and out of the hand of the king of Israel, which rise up against me.

8And Ahaz took the silver and gold that was found in the house of the LORD, and in the treasures of the king's house, and sent it for a present to the king of Assyria. 

 9And the king of Assyria hearkened unto him: for the king of Assyria went up against Damascus, and took it, and carried the people of it captive to Kir, and slew Rezin. 

 10And king Ahaz went to Damascus to meet Tiglathpileser king of Assyria, and saw an altar that was at Damascus: and king Ahaz sent to Urijah the priest the fashion of the altar, and the pattern of it, according to all the workmanship thereof.


King Ahaz copied the worship of the heathen.

 11And Urijah the priest built an altar according to all that king Ahaz had sent from Damascus: so Urijah the priest made it against king Ahaz came from Damascus. 

 12And when the king was come from Damascus, the king saw the altar: and the king approached to the altar, and offered thereon. 

 13And he burnt his burnt offering and his meat offering, and poured his drink offering, and sprinkled the blood of his peace offerings, upon the altar.


Urijah the priest, should have stood up to King Ahaz and refused; instead he went along with polluted worship.

 14And he brought also the brasen altar, which was before the LORD, from the forefront of the house, from between the altar and the house of the LORD, and put it on the north side of the altar.

The north side is where the Holy of Holies was located.  Satan said in his heart, I will sit upon the mount of the congregation, over the congregation as a ruler, in the sides of the north . . .

Isaiah 14:13-14

13For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north: 

 14I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High. 

 15And king Ahaz commanded Urijah the priest, saying, Upon the great altar burn the morning burnt offering, and the evening meat offering, and the king's burnt sacrifice, and his meat offering, with the burnt offering of all the people of the land, and their meat offering, and their drink offerings; and sprinkle upon it all the blood of the burnt offering, and all the blood of the sacrifice: and the brasen altar shall be for me to enquire by. 

 16Thus did Urijah the priest, according to all that king Ahaz commanded.

First they pollute the sacrifice to a Holy God, by mixing it with heathen worship, next they go even further, they destroy that which had been Commanded by God when the Alter was designed by God.

 17And king Ahaz cut off the borders of the bases, and removed the laver from off them; and took down the sea from off the brasen oxen that were under it, and put it upon the pavement of stones. 

 18And the covert for the sabbath that they had built in the house, and the king's entry without, turned he from the house of the LORD for the king of Assyria.


King Ahaz, along with a corrupt priest, Urijah, now destroyed part of the alter which was set aside for Worship of the true and living God, as to make it acceptable to the heathen, and then offered his worship there.

 
19Now the rest of the acts of Ahaz which he did, are they not written in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah? 

 20And Ahaz slept with his fathers, and was buried with his fathers in the city of David: and Hezekiah his son reigned in his stead.
