
To ignore Election, you must ignore much in Holy Scripture, both Old and New Testaments, and impose on Holy Scripture man's view that he chooses God by his sovereign choice.  Nothing in Holy Scripture gives man that authority.

So by whose authority does man make such a claim that God's choice through Election does not stand, and that man's salvation is by him "accepting" the free gift of Grace?  No place in Holy Scripture is that choice offered to man.  Grace is by faith, that is how we are saved, and NOT OF YOURSELVES.  Faith is given you by God, through nothing you do nor could do, and Grace is given by God through nothing you've done nor could do.  Faith and Grace is the free gift of God, and nothing at all to do with man or his will, but God's Sovereign choice.  This free gift is given as a gift of God to only those He chooses to show His Mercy and compassion to, not everyone.

We know everyone in the whole world has not even heard the Gospel of Jesus Christ before many have died.  They then could not and cannot have faith, therefore they cannot be saved.  Why? 

Romans 10: 17 So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.  If they have not heard the Word of God, they cannot have faith.  Without faith, you cannot be saved, as for by Grace are ye saved through faith.  No faith, no Grace.  God grants faith to those He sovereignly Chooses, and this faith is given by His Sovereign Choice to offer Grace to those He gives the faith to, through NOTHING they do, so that Election might stand, and no man can boast.

All have NOT been saved, nor will be saved.  Furthermore, we know that out of those who have heard the Gospel of Jesus Christ, and by hearing COULD have faith, but it has not been granted to them to receive His Grace.  Instead we find that there will be many that have heard but could not believe, and therefore the Lord Jesus Christ denounces them to Hell, by telling them to depart from Him, for He NEVER knew them.  They had no faith, the saving kind.  They have faith of their own choosing, deciding by their own self righteousness that they can choose to believe, and in this choosing believing they decide what to believe and how to believe, and how to Worship, what to offer God to please themselves.
